The IV NAOC is organized jointly by the American Ornitholo-
gists' Union (AOU), Association of Field Ornithologists (AFO),
Seccién Mexicana de Consejo Internacional para la Preservacién
de las Aves, A. C. (CIPAMEX), Cooper Ornithological Society
(COS), Raptor Research Foundation (RRF), Society of Cana-
dian Ornithologists / Société des Ornithologistes du Canada
(SCO/SOC), Waterbird Society (WS), and Wilson Ornitho-
logical Society (WOS), with CIPAMEX acting as local host.

The conference theme is “Wings Without Borders /Alas Sin
Fronteras.” This program booklet describes the rich scientific
program, symposia, plenary lectures, business meetings of soci-
eties, and social activities. Pre- and post-conference activities,
which include training workshops, and birding, culture, and
nature tours, are included as well.

Veracruz is home to a rich avifauna, with over 700 species
reported for the state, of which >230 species are Neotropical
migrants and >20 species are endemic to Mexico. The conference
is scheduled to coincide with the peak of the migration season in
the world’s largest raptor migration bottleneck.

About the Conference Logo

The IV NAOC logo was designed by Julio César Montero
and selected through a contest organized by Dr. Patricia
Escalante of the Instituto de Biologia (UNAM), and CIPA-
MEX. The three birds depicted are representatives of three
important ecological components of the Veracruzan avifauna
(counterclockwise, from top): the Mexican Sheartail (Doricha
eliza), a year-round resident endemic to central Veracruz and
the Northern tip of the Yucatdn Peninsula; the Scissor-tailed
Flycatcher (Zyrannus forficatus), a species with year-round and
migrant populations, and the Swainson’s Hawk (Buteo swain-
soni), a Neotropical migrant species with transient populations

in spring and fall.

Student-Professional
Ornithologist Social & Quiz Bowl
Thursday, 5 October

‘The Student-Professional Social is an opportunity for students
to socialize with each other, and also to meet with invited
professionals in their fields. This event will take place at Hotel
Galerfa Plaza and feature appetizers and a cash bar. At the
social, there will be five rooms representing as many as 11
different research areas: (1) avian physiology / morphology,

(2) systematics / evolution, (3) migration / orientation, (4) be-
havior, (5) breeding biology, (6) avian community / landscape
ecology, (7) avian diseases, (8) conservation, (9) raptor research,
(10) tropical research, and (11) waterbird research. Profes-
sional ornithologists will sit at tables and students will circulate
among the tables and rooms. The social will follow the AOU
and CIPAMEX business meetings on Thursday, October 5,
from 19:00 to 20:30. Light appetizers will be provided. The
cost of the social will be paid with funds donated by all NAOC
societies. Space is limited to 320 students and 80 professionals
resulting in an overall ratio of 4 students per professional.

The first-annual quiz bowl will test your general knowledge of
ornithology via a Jeopardy!-style team contest. The first 9 teams
to sign up (each with 3 students per team) will compete in

this round-robin style tournament. All students are invited to
watch them compete.

Student Mentor Program

This program will pair you with a researcher in your area of
interest to help you network with professionals and learn
how to succeed in avian biology. This program is designed
to work within the meeting schedule. Meeting times will be
scheduled at convenient times by the student and mentor.

Student Presentation Awards

A number of awards will be given for the best student presenta-
tions, both oral and poster, during the conference. Awards will

be based on the quality of the research as well as the clarity and

presentation of the paper. Presentation awards are sponsored

by the AOU (3), COS (4), RRF (1) and SCO/SOC (2).

Student Travel Award Recipients

The Student Travel Award Committee coordinated student
travel awards for the NAOC meeting in Veracruz, Mexico.
The committee members were: Matthias Leu, Mike Webster,
Patricia Escalante, Kim Sullivan, and Tom Sherry. The total
funding available for NAOC awards was $50,000, of which
both AOU and COS contributed $20,000, and WOS contrib-
uted $10,000. In addition, $20,000 was available from the
National Science Foundation for awards to students from

U.S. institutions.

The committee received 280 applications, of which ~80% were
North American students, 14% Latin American students, and
3% from countries outside of the Americas. The latter group
consisted of students from New Zealand, Australia, Kenya,
Belgium, UK, Finland, and Holland. Of the applicants,

52% were Ph.D students, 40% Master’s students, and 18%
undergraduates. Applications were rated, using a 3-point scale,
on the style of the extended abstract in both presentation and
succinctness, how well the hypotheses were supported by the
results, and whether the study was preliminary. Approximately
120 of the applications received the highest score. Given the
limited funding and increased cost of airline fares, as well as
the goal to fund as many students as possible, the committee,
in consultation with the NAOC Steering Committee, made
the decision to only fund students from the Americas.

Opverall the committee funded 134 students, ~20% of which
were from Latin America. Of the awardees, 75% were
Ph.D. students, 19% were Master’s students, and 6% were
undergraduates. Below is a list of awardees and their educa-
tional affiliations.

Scientific Sessions

The scientific program includes oral presentations and poster
presentations. The oral presentations run from 08:00-17:30
every day from Wednesday, 4 Oct. through Saturday, 7
October. Each day opens with a plenary lecture, followed by
selected society awards and announcements, then a refresh-
ment break. The oral presentations run from 10:00-17:30 each
day, with eight parallel concurrent oral sessions, including both
symposia and general sessions. There are two poster sessions,
Wednesday and Friday, from 19:30-22:00. No other activities
are planned during the poster sessions.
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Building the Scientific Program
With over 1200 submitted abstracts and hundreds of additional
participants, the IV NAOC promises to be among the largest
ornithological meetings ever held. Building a program that
serves all of these participants has not been an easy chore. The
Co-chairs of the Scientific Program Committee were chosen by
the Steering Committee early in 2005, with both North and
Latin American ornithologists involved. Our first official act was
to issue a call for proposals for symposia and plenary speakers
with a deadline in October 2005. The response to the call for
symposia was almost overwhelming, with over 50 proposals that
would have included over 650 talks if all were accepted.

We could not accept all of the recommendations unless we
accepted no additional talks for the general sessions or had far
too many concurrent sessions. As a result, we attempted to
combine proposals, where possible. Some symposia were more
appropriate for workshops and were scheduled for the days
before or after the NAOC. After much communication, we
reduced the number of symposia to 24, with 336 total talks.
This is still a lot of sponsored symposia, but we felt that the
situation of having temperate and tropical biologists together
favored a larger than usual number of symposia. At this same
time, we were able to choose four excellent plenary speakers
who cover both temperate and tropical topics exceedingly well
while also taking into account the needs of some of the partici-
pating societies.

‘The general call for papers was released in January 2006,

with a deadline in April. With over 850 abstracts submitted

in addition to the symposium talks, we had to make some
serious decisions about how to proceed. With symposia taking
up four concurrent sessions, we decided to limit ourselves to
eight concurrent sessions. This has been done before at meet-
ings, and going beyond this number not only would stretch the
space available at our meeting site but would increase problems
of concurrent sessions with overlapping topics. As a result of
this decision, we only had 368 open spaces for oral presenta-
tions; the remaining submissions had to be given as poster
presentations.

With fewer than 200 applicants who expressed a “poster only”
preference, our next decision was to assign to the poster cat-
egory all applicants who suggested that they did not care if they
gave a talk or a poster. Even then, this left us 600 abstracts to
be searched to fill 368 speaking positions, with the remainder
being assigned to posters. At this point, the other members

of the Scientific Program Committee came into action. By
dividing up the abstract lists by category and assigning them
to members who worked in those areas, committee members
started putting together clusters of abstracts on the same topic
that made a clearly focused session of talks.

Of course, in nearly all categories we had many more abstracts
than we could fit into the speaking program anyway. All of

the committee members made suggestions for sessions from
their lists, and a couple of us looked at all of the abstracts so that
particular topics that were scattered across categories could be
clustered together. In an attempt to stay current, we favored a
few small sessions that deal with “hot” new topics (reflectance or

extra pair paternity), but we also kept some of the old standards
(parasitism and mating systems) and divided up space in general
proportion to how papers were submitted. Even if our evalua-
tion process was perfect, which we know it is not, in many areas
there were far too many submissions for the space available, so
many excellent submissions were assigned to posters. We also
needed some junior speakers who were up for presentation
awards while not discriminating against more senior folks. In
addition, if there were not at least 6 abstracts dealing with a
topic, that topic would not appear in an oral session. Finally, we
attempted to mix North and Latin Americans into all the ses-
sions possible to support the spirit of the IV NAOC.

To strengthen scientific communication, we have organized
the poster sessions in such a way that we think they will be
much more interactive than usual. Posters will be clustered by
topic in the program and during the poster sessions, so you

can easily find all of the papers relevant to your favorite topic
and interact with the presenter. Poster presenters dealing with a
particular topic will be next to one another, which should allow
for dialogue between researchers on the same topic during the
session without the presenter having to leave his poster! We
think this will make this poster presentation more profitable
than has often been the case under crowded conditions with
posters dealing with a particular topic scattered about. Of
course, with over 250 posters nightly during the two poster
sessions, such efficiency of movement is more necessary than at
a smaller meeting.

There are an incredible number of excellent research projects
being presented at the IV NAOC in both oral and poster for-
mats. We look forward to joining you in Veracruz to share and
learn about current research during what we hope will be not
only one of the largest ornithological meetings ever held in the
New World, but also one of the best.

Information About Veracruz

The IV NAOC takes place in Veracruz, Mexico, 3-7 October
2006. The city of Veracruz was established in 1519, by the Spanish
conquistador Herndn Cortés. Located at the Gulf of Mexico, it is
the largest port in the country and a major tourist resort because

of its rich history, beautiful scenery; fine beaches, and excellent
accommodations. The city is in a low, sandy area surrounded by
dunes and wetlands with sunshine most of the year. Other localities
nearby offer great birding opportunities as well as cultural, histori-
cal, and biological attractions. The first two weeks of October mark
the height of the spectacular fall raptor migration and many other
birds in Veracruz.

Birding In and Around Veracruz

More than 700 species of birds have been recorded in the state of
Veracruz. During the fall migration season (peak during the first
two weeks of October), the region witnesses spectacular raptor
migrations. More than 1,000,000 birds have been observed in a
single day! Over 230 species of neotropical migrants have been
recorded in central Veracruz. Within a 200 kilometer radius you
can find all the ecosystem types in Mexico ranging from highland
plateau deserts, perpetual snow, and fir and pine forests to lowland
rainforests, tropical dry forests, and mangroves. The natural habi-
tats have been greatly modified in the last 500 years, but the region
still has great birding opportunities in the highlands (Las Minas):
Dwarf Jay, Aztec Thrush, Black Robin, Slaty Vireo, to name a
few; mid-elevation (Xalapa and Coatepec): Blue Mockingbird,
Strickland’s Woodpecker, Bearded-wood Partridge, Blue-crowned
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Chlorophonia; foothills and lowlands (Rio Escondido, EI Conejo):
Mexican Sheartail, Rufous-naped Wren, Boat-billed Heron, Lesser
Yellow-headed Vulture, Collared Forest-falcon), and shore and sea
specialties (Playa Juan Angel, La Mancha) Piping Plover, Double-
stripped Thick-knee, Collared Plover. The region of central Vera-
cruz has a list of 500+ birds, the nearby Los Tuxtlas region (mostly
lowland tropical habitats) has a list of nearly 400 species. A variety
of birding tours have been organized to help you explore and enjoy
this avifauna.

Cultural, Social, and Ornithological Attractions
Veracruz offers many cultural attractions including museums,
music, nightlife, bars, cafes, and beaches. Pre- and post- confer-
ence trips could include visits to the San Juan de Ulda fortress,
the Veracruz City Aquarium, scuba and other sub-aquatic activi-
ties, and visits to nearby cities like Xalapa (state capital, located
110 km [70 miles]) with finest Olmec and Totonac culture
anthropology museum in Mexico, Symphonic orchestra concerts,
Science and Technology Museum, etc., as well as some of the
archaeological sites such as Zempoala and Quiahuixtlan. Veracuz
City is the oldest European settlement in the continental Ameri-
cas. In spite of its large size (1.5 million people), Veracruz City is
among the safest cities in Mexico and Jarochos (Veracuzans) are
known worldwide for their friendliness. The City of Veracruz is
often referred to as the World Capital of Happiness.

Biological and Geographical Highlights
The second highest Mountain in North America, Citlaltepetl
or Pico de Orizaba, is found in Veracruz

700 hectares of the Tropical Forest in Los Tuxtlas have more
species of vascular plants than the entire United Kingdom

More than one million hawks pass in just one day at the peak

Veracruz has more bird species than the United States and Canada

Amerindian languages are spoken there.

The oldest evidence of written language in the Americas are
two Olmec stone figures found in Southern Veracruz.

More than 50 shipwrecks from colonial times wait to be located

People from Veracruz are among the friendliest and happiest
people on Earth.

Climate

During the first week of October, you can expect warm weather
with daytime temperatures around 80° E However, be aware
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that during this week the last tropical storm of the season or
the first northern winds might take place. If northern winds
or rain happen during the conference, the first clear day will
bring a considerable number of migrants to the skies. People
visiting Xalapa, Cordoba, or the highlands must be aware that
rain is common during the afternoon and thus it is a good idea
to carry a raincoat and another set of shoes. Weather condi-
tions for the day at Veracruz can be found at hzep:/fsmn.cna.gob.
mx/smmpt/estadosrm/ciudadeslveracruz. html.

Veracruz is in the Central Time Zone and will be on Central
Daylight Saving Time at the time of the conference in October.

Traveling in Mexico

Most people will arrive to the Heriberto Jara Corona Airport in
Veracruz. From there, an authorized taxi will take you to your
hotel of choice for about 14 US dollars. Rental cars are available
at the airport and it might be a good idea to share the cost of
the rental among several conference participants. Renting a car
will give you flexibility to go birding early in the morning before
scientific sessions begin.

If you are not renting a car, public transportation in the cities of
Veracruz and Boca del Rio is efficient and cheap. You can take the
bus “Boca del Rio” to go to downtown Veracruz (going North)
or Boca del Rio (going South) with a wide range of options along
the coastal boulevard Manuel Avila Camacho. The bus charges a
flat rate of ca. 0.60 cents of a dollar. Taxis are also readily available
and prices might range from 3 to 14 dollars. Remember to agree
on a price before using the cab to avoid expensive and unpleasant
experiences. It is advisable to partner with Latin American friends
while visiting the cities of Veracruz and Boca del Rio to get the
most out of your visit.

If you are landing in Mexico City; you might then jump into a
domestic flight or may want to travel by bus from Mexico City to
Veracruz. In either case, while you are at the airport you have the
best set of choices to change your dollars into Mexican pesos. There
are many stores in the international terminal and you should look
for the one that pays more pesos for the dollar (Délar a la compra).
Conversely, when you head back home you can buy dollars ata
good price (Délar a la venta). Usually, the exchange stores at the
International Airport in Mexico City offer the best deals.

If traveling by bus, make sure that you get to the bus station safely.
This you will accomplish by using an authorized taxi from the
terminal (ca. 10 dollars) or by Metro, if you are traveling light. The
airport is at the “Terminal Aérea” yellow line, you should travel to
terminal Pantitldn and then take the pink line to terminal “San
Lazaro”. That will bring you the Terminal de Autobuses de Ori-
ente (TAPO) where you will find several choices to get to Veracruz
(ADO and UNO) for about $25 to 40 US dollars.

If you have time, you may want to visit historical sites in Mexico
City, but exercise caution, get the advisory notes from your coun-
try’s embassy to stay on the safe side. It is always good to travel in
groups. If you want, and have time, you may want to take a bus
to Puebla from the airport in Mexico City and then spend some
time in this beautiful city and continue your trip to Veracruz. Bus
itineraries can be found at hrps:/www. ticketbus.com.mx.
