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Vorwort

Liebe Humboldtianerinnen und Humboldtianer, liebe Gaste,

mit den Humboldt-Kolloquien verfolgt die Alexander von Humboldt-Stiftung das Ziel, ihre Kontakte
zu Humboldtianerinnen und Humboldtianern im Ausland zu erneuern und zu vertiefen sowie
jingere Generationen hoch qualifizierter Nachwuchswissenschaftlerinnen und -wissenschaftler mit
den Forschungsmdoglichkeiten in Deutschland und den Forderprogrammen der Stiftung bekannt zu
machen. Die Kolloquien sollen neue Impulse fir die wissenschaftliche Kooperation innerhalb der
Region bzw. mit Deutschland geben. Hierzu sollen bestehende und neue Forderinstrumente
diskutiert sowie Schwerpunktthemen fur die kiinftige wissenschaftliche Zusammenarbeit festgelegt
werden. Dies erscheint angesichts der engen Verbindungen zwischen Russland und Deutschland
besonders relevant. Gerade ist das Deutsch-Russische Jahr der Bildung, Wissenschaft und
Innovation erfolgreich zu Ende gegangen, es folgen das Deutschlandjahr in Russland und das
Russlandjahr in Deutschland 2012-2013. Der Zukunftsaspekt in den bilateralen Beziehungen wird
durch das gemeinsame Motto ,Russland und Deutschland — gemeinsam die Zukunft gestalten®
unterstrichen.

Das Humboldt-Kolloquium in Moskau will in diesem Zusammenhang die Diskussion tber die Rolle
der Grundlagenwissenschaften in unserer Gesellschaft aufgreifen und weiterfihren. Uber die
Relevanz von Grundlagenwissenschaften wird zurzeit in Russland, in Deutschland, wie auch in
vielen anderen Landern weltweit debattiert. Russland raumte den Grundlagenwissenschaften tber
viele Jahrzehnte einen hohen Stellenwert ein und war international fuhrend. In den 1990er Jahren
wurde die Relevanz dieses Forschungsbereichs jedoch aufgrund zahlreicher anderer
gesellschaftlicher Herausforderungen weniger zentral. Trotzdem fallt in diese Periode die Griindung
der ,Russischen Stiftung fir Grundlagenforschung® (1992), welche den Auftrag erhielt, durch
wettbewerbliche Vergabe von Forschungsmitteln die Grundlagenforschung zu stérken. Seit Beginn
des neuen Jahrtausends erleben die Grundlagenwissenschaften in Russland einen erneuten
Aufschwung, nicht zuletzt durch die Programme der genannten Stiftung sowie durch die Férderung
des russischen Ministeriums fur Bildung und Wissenschaft.

Aufgrund knapper werdender Ressourcen und der angespannten ékonomischen Situation in vielen
Landern wird jedoch die Frage nach der Rechtfertigung von staatlichen Ausgaben fiir Wissenschatt,
insbesondere Grundlagenforschung, immer starker. Welchen Nutzen, so wird gefragt, haben die
Steuerzahler von der Verwendung ihrer Gelder fiir Wissenschaft und Forschung? Sollten nicht vor
allem jene Forschungsprojekte gefordert werden, die unmittelbar zur Verbesserung der Lebens-
und Arbeitsbedingungen, zur Starkung der Wirtschaft in einem Land beitragen kdnnen?

Im Kontext der russisch-deutschen Zusammenarbeit in Forschung und Entwicklung haben diese
Fragen eine hohe Aktualitdét. Sowohl im Bereich der Grundlagenwissenschaften, wie auch im
Bereich der angewandten Forschung sind Russland und Deutschland flreinander zentrale
Kooperationspartner. So intensivieren die Russische Stiftung fur Grundlagenforschung und die
Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft seit mehreren Jahren systematisch ihre Zusammenarbeit.
Gleichzeitig starken russische und deutsche Unternehmen im Bereich der Forschung und
Entwicklung ihre Kooperation. Beispielsweise wird derzeit in Skolkovo in der N&ahe von Moskau ein
Innovation Center aufgebaut, u.a. in Zusammenarbeit mit Siemens, SAP und EADS.

Vor diesem Hintergrund mdchten wir die oben genannten Fragen mit nahezu 200 Teilnehmerinnen
und Teilnehmern aus der Humboldt-Familie, ggf. zukinftigen Mitgliedern sowie weiteren Gésten
beleuchten, diskutieren und hoffentlich in Teilen beantworten. Ich wiinsche uns allen interessante
Beitrage, fruchtbare Gespréche und eine Uber diese Tagung hinausgehende wissenschaftliche und

personliche Vernetzung in der Region und mit Deutschland.

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Editorial

Dear Humboldtians, dear Guests,

With its Humboldt Colloquia, the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation pursues the goal of
refreshing and intensifying its contacts with Humboldtians abroad and familiarising younger
generations of highly qualified junior scientists and scholars with research opportunities in Germany
and the Foundation’s funding programmes. The Colloquia are meant to give new impulses to
academic cooperation within the region and with Germany. For this purpose, existing and new
funding instruments are to be discussed, and focal topics are to be defined for future academic
cooperation. Given the close links that exist between Russia and Germany, this would appear to be
particularly relevant. The German-Russian Year of Education, Science and Innovation has just been
successfully concluded, and Germany Year in Russia and Russia Year in Germany are both to
follow in 2012-2013. The forward-looking aspect of bilateral relations is underscored by the
common motto “Russia and Germany — shaping the future together”.

In this context, the Humboldt Colloquium in Moscow seeks to take up and continue the discussion
on the role of the fundamental sciences in our society. Presently, the relevance of fundamental
sciences is being debated in Russia, in Germany and in many other countries across the world.
Russia attributed a high status to the fundamental sciences for several decades and used to be an
international leader. But in the 1990s, the focal relevance of this research area diminished
somewhat owing to numerous other challenges in society. Even so, it is in this period, in 1992, that
the “Russian Foundation for Basic Research” was established. This new foundation was assigned
the mission of enhancing basic research by allocating research funding on a competitive basis.
Since the beginning of the new millennium, the fundamental sciences in Russia have been
experiencing a new upswing, also on account of the programmes of the foundation referred to, and
through funding by the Russian Ministry of Education and Science.

However, owing to an increasing scarcity of resources and the tense economic situation in many
countries, the issue of justifying government spending on science, and in particular on the
fundamental sciences, is becoming an ever weightier one. The question raised is: of what benefit to
the taxpayers is the use of their money for science and research? Shouldn't above all those
research projects be funded that can immediately contribute to improvements in living and working
conditions, and to enhancing a country’s economy?

These issues are of considerable relevance in the context of Russian-German cooperation in
research and development. Both in the field of fundamental sciences and in the field of applied
research, Russia and Germany are key mutual cooperation partners. For example, the Russian
Foundation for Basic Research and the German Research Foundation have been systematically
intensifying their collaboration for several years now. At the same time, Russian and German
enterprises in the field of research and development have been boosting their cooperation. Right
now, for instance, in Skolkovo, close to Moscow, an Innovation Center is being established, also in
collaboration with Siemens, SAP and EADS.

Against this background, together with almost 200 participants from the Humboldt Family and
possibly future members and guests, we wish to examine, discuss and, hopefully, at least partly
answer the above-mentioned questions. | wish us all interesting contributions, fruitful discussions
and academic and personal networking in the region and with Germany that reaches beyond this
