WELCOME TO CAERIIAYS

Dear Customer,

2014 saw us celebrate our thirtieth year at Burncoose and it certainly produced
record turnover and a bumper crop of orders on the back of a wonderful spring
flowering season and a successful Chelsea. The appalling storms and flooding
in the West Country last February now seem a distant memory but they do
serve to remind us again how utterly dependent our industry is on good
weather. The highlights of the year have been the end of the recession for our
landscape teams, a brand new 10 acre woodland land garden at Belvoir Castle
and several lorry loads of plants to a major new garden in Yorkshire.

Our theme at Chelsea was 101 plants from China' in the RHS 101st Chelsea
Flower Show. It was a very different type of stand for Burncoose with less of our
normal colour but concentrating on reminding visitors where the vast majority
of the plants we all know, love and grow in our gardens actually came from. The
archive pictures from George Forrests 1908 plant hunting expedition to China
which we showed on screen made the point and attracted great interest not
least from Chinese journalists resulting in a full page article in China Today
newspaper.

Chelsea also served to remind us that Burncoose is now the only generalist
mail order business offering thousands of rare trees, shrubs and herbaceous
plants that still exhibits in the great Marquee. This years catalogue contains 100
new entries including our Chelsea highlights of Stewartia rostrata, Calycanthus
'Hartlage Wine' and Dipelta yunnanensis.

Set against the now very obvious and clearly out of control ash disease and the
awful damage to Larch plantations from Phytophthera ramorum the proposed
new European Union bans on 'non nature' plants may seem to make sense.
However what does not make sense is the plant list of what Europe considers
'invasive' and 'non native' in addition to the proposals for all new plants to be
(expensively) registered. Big brother and the socialist union do not approve of
small growers and must try to standardise everything as usual.

In the public perception all rhododendrons are now vilified and poor old
Rhododendron ponticum is well up the list of nasties. Rh. ponticum arrived in the
UK in the 1760's about 20 years after Bonnie Prince Charlies march on London.
The Scots may have only got as far as Derby but the ponticum has been native
to the UK ever since. Rhododendrons other than Rh. ponticum do not get
infected by P. ramorum but one of our greatest garden plant is now out of
favour because of non native political correctness. Defra might have scratched
their heads at our Chelsea stand where 101 plants had only been native to the
UK for around 100 years. Send them all back to China and close the borders!

Our new catalogue contains very few price rises (except where sizes have
altered) and our carriage and packing charges remain unaltered from 2013 as
well. We have always charged c&p at a break even rate to us after allowing for
couriers, packaging and skilled packers rather than simply a nominal amount
with the balance included in the cost of the plants themselves. In this we remain
unusual but, now that every household is used to having couriers deliver their
internet shopping, the public perception of the reality of c&p costs has
changed. With our two packing sheds and increasing use of pallets for larger
orders we have contained our packing and delivery costs at what we believe to
be reasonable and competitive levels. Speed and careful packing of fragile
plants comes at a cost.

Customers will find that quite a few well known plant names have been
changed this year by the botanists. In part this is the result of publication of
the latest Hilliers Manual which was undertaken by the RHS and, in part, this re-
flects the name changes in the 2014 RHS Plantfinder. Many will find the changes
confusing and unnecessary to put it politely! Where plant name changes have
been made in this years catalogue we have attempted to provide cross refer-
ences designed to explain what has occurred as a result of botanical tinkering.

Let us hope for another fine spring and a year with no more 'extremes' of weather.

After months of planning, designing and growing, all of the hard work
paid off this when Burncoose Nurseries received the news that they had
been awarded a well deserved Silver Gilt Medal for their ‘101 Plants from
China’ Garden at the RHS Chelsea Flower Show.

Owner of Burncoose Nurseries, Charles Williams, said, “Every year our
garden design team works tirelessly, not only to come up with an inspiring
garden theme, but to create a beautiful garden design and nurture
hundreds of plants to make sure they are all at their best for the show,
I am incredibly proud of all the hard work they have put into this garden.

Designed by Geraldine Hammond and Louisa Lazarowicz the garden,
which was once again supported by Terra Firma Capital Partners, was
created to illustrate how many of the most popular everyday plants in our
herbaceous, ornamental and woodland gardens were in fact first
discovered only 100 or so years ago in Southern China and its historical
outlying provinces.

The 101 plants from China on the Burncoose stand represented the work
of the great plant hunters, Emest Wilson, George Forrest and Frank
Kingdon-Ward who travelled to China after 1905 on often dangerous
and difficult expeditions to collect seeds from new and unknown
species of plants. These expeditions were funded by nurserymen,
horticulturalists and landowners who remained safely back in the UK.

Visitors to the Burncoose stand were able to see a collection of
original photographs which were taken on some of George Forrest’s
11 expeditions to China between 1905 and 1932.

These photographs come from the Williams family archive on the
Caerhays Estate (of which Burncoose Nurseries is part) and were sent
back to Cornwall by George Forrest to J.C. Williams of Caerhays Castle,
the great grandfather of the current owner, Charles Williams.

These pictures of life in China at the turn of the 20th Century and the
plants that the collectors discovered in different habitats are unique and
have never been seen by the public before.
