General information

The Central Botanical Garden of the National
Academy of Sciences of Belarus (CBG) was founded
on April 17, 1932. CBG issued the first Delectus
seminum in 1934 and published its seed lists annually
till 1941. The present numeration of seed lists started
in 1946 after restoration of the Garden ruined during
the Second World War.

CBG was declared to be the subject of National
Scientific Heritage in 1999 and it is the greatest
botanical institution in the Republic of Belarus and one
of greatest botanical garden of Europe. Its total area is
about 92 hectares (227 acres) including 46 hectares
(114 acres) of the arboretum. CBG collection of live
plants includes more than 15 000 species, subspecies,
forms and sorts of ornamental, medicinal, spice,
fodder, bioenergetics, hardy-shrub, conservatory and
other global flora species.

The Central Botanical Garden keeps genetic stocks of
natural flora of Belarus and other geographic areas of
the world. The collection stocks are used for different
studies related to introduction, reintroduction and
acclimatization, landscape gardening, ecology,
physiology, biochemistry and biotechnology of plants
to research the life of plants and their communities
and for identification and improvement of their
properties beneficial for man and the environment.
One of significant area of investigation in CBG is
introduction of new fruit-farming species and
development effective methods of pomiculture.

Climate data

The climate is moderately continental with significant
influence of Atlantic sea (with frequent cyclones).
Winter is quite mild, with an unstable, mostly cloudy
weather, frequent thaws, prolonged slight precipitation.
There are also cold periods, most often in January and
February. Summers are warm but not hot, with
frequent intermittent rains and thunderstorms. There
are lot of sun and light in the spring, although spring
frosts are sometimes delayed until June. Autumn often
goes protracted drizzle. The shortest day is 7 hours 21
minutes (22 December), the longest - 17 hours 11
minutes (June 22). The average annual temperature is
6,1°C. There are significant season fluctuations in
temperature: from -7,3 °C in the third decade of
January to 18 °C in the 2 nd-3rd decade of July (Fig
1.). January is the coldest month.

The annual average atmospheric pressure is at about
987.6 mb. The average monthly pressure varies only
slightly during year. However, the pressure can vary
up to 20 mb or more for the day in periods of intense
cyclonic activity. Winds prevail west direction, from 2
to 5 m/sec, average speed 4.3 m/sec. Humidity is
relatively high, especially during the cold season -
about 80-90%. Relative humidity decreases to 67%

There are at about 135 wet days (with
humidity above 80%) and at about 8 days of dry
(relative humidity is below 30%).

Belarus belongs to the zone of sufficient moisture. The
average rainfall is 678 mm. Their main precipitation is
associated with cyclonic activity. The average annual
precipitation is 646 mm, at about 1/3 of which is going
during cold period and 2/3 — during warm period (Fig
2.). It hails at about 2 days per year with the maximum
weight of hailstones up to 20-25 g.
