Recogmzmg the Baldwin Senete Bill
$0 as a dangerous effort on the part of
‘the same reactionary forces who
sought to pags the Dunkel-Baldwin
Biil in the Michigan legislature. four
years ago, the Civil- Rights Federation
orgamzed a vigorous campaign of uni-
fying major church, labor, farm, legal,
profess:onal and fraternal groups in a
campaign to secure its defeat. Repre-
aentatwes of the Federation contacted
leaders in many communities in Mich-
igan in an effective campaign to articu-
late- the will of the people against the
fascist-like probe which the passage of
this. measure would have instituted.
