“It’s an amazing amount of people,”
Niles Townships pantry manager Amy
Wagner said.

Maine Township Food Pantry
planned to distribute 150 frozen
turkeys, gravy, canned cranberries,
stuffing and canned sweet potatoes
to area residents.

To help with distribution for the
Thanksgiving holiday, the Cook
County Sheriff's Department will be
sending police officers to help the
Maine Township Food Pantry, and
boys from Notre Dame College Prep
in Niles will also volunteer.

“We were very happy to hear that,”
Maine Township Supervisor Carol Te-
schky said.

Monetary support allowed the
Niles Township pantry to purchase
the main meat dish in the holiday
packages. Dessert was provided in
part by Market Day customers. Skok-
ie/Morton Grove School District 69
annually facilitates apple and pump-
kin pie donations to the pantry.

Each pie purchased in November
earns extra funds for the district’s
parent teacher organization “but
many of our families would rather
give to those in need than order for
themselves,” said Market Day Chair
Laura Ferrigno.

But it’s during just holidays the
pantries provide food for commu-
nity members: In 2011, the Maine
Townships pantry, located at Maine
Township Town Hall in Park Ridge,
provided food for 4,770 adults and -
1,834 children.

“They are all local and they have to
be pre-qualified,” said.

According to Teschky three years
ago there was a big increase in the
number of people in need of as-
sistance and it’s been pretty stable
since that time.

In the past five years the Niles
Township pantry has seen a 30 to
40 percent jump in the number of
clients, Wagner said. Last month
3,700 Niles Township residents
benefited from the food assistance
program.,

While the increased need may be
due in part to a larger facility and

operation, Wagner acknowledged,
there’s no denying families have
fallen on hard times as a result of the
economic downturn.

“I think there are more people who
are pushed to the ends of their limits-
and need to seek help,” said Wagner.
“This recovery process is taking a
long time.”

The Niles Township Food Pan-
try is a beneficiary of the federal
Emergency Food Assistance Pro-
gram through the Greater Chicago
Food Depository. Yet government
cutbacks in funding and food have
caused the pantry to rely more on
the local community.

Individuals and groups have gra-
ciously stepped up to challenge,
Wagner said.

“We are very fortunate because
the organizations and community as
a whole have been very generous,”
said Teschky.

Messiah Lutheran Church in Park
Ridge has been donating food items
to the Maine Township Food Pantry
for more than 20 years. Jennifer
Schneider, office administrator at
Messiah, said that children bring
food items every week.

“They put it on the altar as part of
their chapel service,” she said.

Last year during a national event
called Souperbowl Sunday, the
church raised $1,186 and collected a
little more than 1,000 food items for
the Maine Township Food Pantry.

During Lent, the Messiah Child
Care Center collects pennies and
donates $400 to $800 in change to
the pantry.

“They do a lot of hard work,” Sch-
neider said of the staff and volun-
teers who make the Maine Township
Food Pantry a success.

The Niles Township Food Pantry
recently added extended hours to its:
pick-up schedule to allow working
families to drop by in the evenings.
Though their circumstances may not
be ideal, beneficiaries of the food
program often feel thankful for what
they are given.

“They are just so grateful to be
able to go some place with a great
atmosphere and great attitude to
get some food to take home to their
families,” Wagner said. B

they could only run a refer-

Park Ridge Police

Fists have now been re-
placed with high-tech guns.
Innocent bystanders are now
caught in the crossfire, and
suburbs are experiencing

their share of gang-related
crime.

“You can't look at (gang ac-
tivity) as being contained to
one neighborhood, one area,
one type of crime - they're
into pretty much everything,
unfortunately,” Cook County
State’s Attorney Anita Alva-
rez said last month during a

gang education seminar or-
ganized by Maine Township
Trustee Laura Morask.

Morask, a former Cook
County gang-crimes prosecu-
tor, said the fractionalization
of gangs and resulting loss of
hierarchy is the most signifi-
cant probiem today in com-
bating illegal activities.

The housing crisis helped
usher in the arrival of gangs
in area communities. Hom-
eowners who rent unsellable
properties or leave houses
abandoned may find them
occupied by gang members.

“Foreclosures are a serious
problem,” said Larry Bunyon,
a Maine Township code en-
forcement officer who moni-
tors gang graffiti. “They can
become dangerous fast.”

Greg Jacobson, a senior
detective with the Chicago
Police Department’s Gang
Mission Team, said it is typical
for city gangs to splinter and
find refuge in suburbs.

“They might not be do-
ing their dirty work here,”
he said, “but there is a
presence.”

Niles Police Chief Dean
Strzelecki said Niles has seen
fewer gang-related problems
over the past few years be-
cause of proactive efforts.

In 2008, Niles passed a
crime-free multi-housing pro-
gram to curb drug and other

' City gangs reside in suburbs too

criminal activity on rental
properties. Village ordinance
recommends landlords in-
clude wording or an adden-
dum in lease agreements
that makes criminal activity
a cause for eviction. A renter
could be forced to vacate af-
ter a third incident, Strzelecki
said.

Niles police have collabo-
rated with law enforcement
officials in surrounding areas
to address a rise in gang
graffiti.

Other efforts like undercov-
er narcotics work, increased
traffic stops and initiatives
that provide safe routes to
school have also helped crack
down on suburban gang
activity, said Tony Brezniak,
Cook County Sheriff’s Police
deputy area commander.

Preventing youth from fall-
ing victim to gang life is an-
other strategy for containing
the spread of crime and one
that requires the entire com-
munity’s involvement, said
Kaminski. W

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Brothers get 14 years
in prison for $750K
fraud scheme

A pair of brothers who
conned dozens out of
their savings were sen-
tenced last week to 14
years behind bars by

a federal judge who
described them as “finan-
cial vampires preying on
old people”

John J. Sullivan, 50, and Dan J. Sulli-
van, 46, are such “heartless” and “evil”
fraudsters, prosecutors say, that they
drove one of their victims to suicide.

The serial rip-off artists swindled
dozens of victims on the South and
West sides out of nearly $750,000 in
home equity through several of their
home repair firms between 2002 and
2006, even after they were convicted
of fraud in state court and ordered to
get out of the home repair business.

Many of those victims — everyday
people who Judge Ruben Castillo said-
“could not afford to lose this money”
— were in court to see the Sullivans
finally jailed.

The brothers were convicted in six
cases where they promised to com-
plete renovations, convincing hom-
eowners to refinance to pay for the
work then splitting before the work
was completed. But more than 60 oth-
ers will share the $711,000 in restitu-
tion Castillo ordered.

During one emotionally charged
speech at the Nov. 13 hearing, Roxanne
Sarno said her aunt Francis Spinks was
conned into signing over her home to
the Sullivans on her deathbed.

Pointing at the brothers as they sat

with their attorneys, she accused them
of subsequently burning down the
home for the insurance money.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Patrick Pope
later described how John Sullivan told
48-year-old Northbrook mom Eliza-
beth Kelleher he wanted to marry her,
before defrauding Kelleher’s mother
out of nearly $600,000.

“Absolutely devastated” that the
man she thought she would marry had
left her mother reliant on food stamps,
Kelleher “took her own life to be found
by her sons,” Pope said.

The Sullivans, the prosecutor said,
“were shameless and odious” when
it came to picking their victims. They
themselves admitted, ““The older the
better, the blacker the better,” the
prosecutor said.

“They are horrific human beings,” he
said.

Representing John Sullivan, whose
last address was in Arizona but who
once lived in Northbrook, attorney
Michael Leonard said while the Sul-
livans had run a “slipshod operation”
they were guilty only of “a home repair’
fraud.” Barry Sheppard, representing
Dan Sullivan of Niles, added his clientr
“would take a mulligan” if he could. He
added “it’s not for us to judge good
and evil.”

Castillo scolded both attorneys for
understating the seriousness of the
Sullivan’s crimes.

Though only God could judge
whether the Sullivans were to blame
for Kelleher's death, the men caused
“devastation” for their victims, Castillo
said, adding both men seemed to think
their previous court troubles were just
the cost of doing business.

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Sus;cts nabbed for
rash of burglaries

Four people have been charged in
connection with a more than three doz-
en burglaries of landscaping equipment
in various northwest suburban commu-
nities, police said.

Dear Fixer: | have
debated contacting you
over this situation.

| made a mistake but was still left
high and dry. In August, | took a flight
on US Airways from Chicago to Char-
lotte, N.C., where | was to continue to
Dublin, Ireland, to see my teenage son
play football.

In Charlotte, | volunteered to give
up my seat and take a different flight
from Charlotte to Frankfurt, Germany,
and then connect to Dublin on a Luf-
thansa flight. For this, | received a
$900 voucher. They gave me two tick-
ets for the new flights.

| was put on the flight to Frankfurt
and promised that my ticket from
Frankfurt to Dublin was confirmed.
But when | got to Frankfurt, Lufthansa
said | was standby-only and they had
no seats for three days. Lufthansa told
me US Airways never should have is-
sued a ticket, as all flights were over-
sold. | was essentially stranded.

| had to get to Dublin. So | pur-
chased tickets on a different airline.

Afterward, | contacted US Airways to
describe what happened and how they
essentially dropped me off in Frankfurt.
| was seeking the cost of the trip from
Frankfurt to Dublin as compensation.

| was told they were sorry and that the
agent should not have put me on the
Lufthansa flight. However, they would do
nothing other than a $25 coupon off my
next purchase. | wrote back that this was
unacceptable and they never replied.

| am left wondering: How was | sup-
posed to get out of Frankfurt? US Air-
ways took me for a ride. Can you help?

Dear Joe: The Fixer could write a
book about all the travel nightmares
people get into because of their own
making, but your situation was dif-
ferent. The only reason you accepted
their deal and gave up your seat was
because they guaranteed you a spot
on that Lufthansa flight. if they had

said, “Joe, you might be able to fly out
of Frankfurt on standby,” you never
would have agreed.

Perhaps that point was lost on the
customer service rep you initially dealt
with. We had a little better luck. After
we brought your story to the atten-
tion of US Airways, they looked into it
again. This time, they agreed that this
shouldn’t have happened. They apolo-
gized — multiple times, you said — and
are now refunding you the $1,499 you
spent to get to Dublin.

Dear Fixer: | bought the Nuwave
Precision Induction Cooktop after see-
ing their TV commercial. | bought it
along with the Nuwave Oven Pro.

They came fast, the next day. | tried
both, but the Nuwave cooktop, which
uses magnetic energy, wouldn’t work
with my cookware. So | boxed it up
and started calling the phone number
on the invoice. It took two weeks to
get someone to answer my call.

! was transferred around until | fi-
nally got someone to give me instruc-
tions to return the cooktop. (I kept the
oven.) | mailed it off via the U.S. Postal
Service, insured and registered. It was
delivered the next morning, Aug. 30.

The problem is.I have not received
my $99.99 back. | have called and
emailed to no avail. It looks like they
are hoping | will just go away.

Dear Beverly: Well, considering
these folks got $49.90 from you for
shipping and handling on the two
products — and you spent another
$8 to mail it back to them — The
Fixer agrees that you've waited long
enough to get your money back.

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Aldermen push for DL’s for
undocumented immigrants

Hispanic aldermen, white aldermen representing
imajority Latino wards and their City Council allies
flexed last week the political muscle that helped
seal President Barack Obama's re-election.

Twenty-eight aldermen co-signed a resolution
Nov. 15 urging the Illinois Legislature to extend
driving privileges to undocumented immigrants.

The state legislation they're pushing would of-
fer, what Ald. Joe Moreno (1st) called “economic
empowerment” to undocumented immigrants by
requiring all Illinois drivers to be trained, tested,
licensed and insured.

That includes undocumented immigrants. They
would no longer have to fear being pulled over for
driving without a license and getting dragged into
the deportation dragnet that has deprived more
than 56,000 lllinois children of one or both parents.

“This is really, what we call a ‘triple bottom line
issue.’ It's a justice issue. It’s a safety issue. And it's
an economic issue,” Moreno said.

“We've got thousands of our fellow citizens driv-
ing on the streets, going to work, taking their kids
to school that don't have the proper licensing.”

The Nov. 15 City Hall news conference included
nearly a dozen aldermen, including political heavy-
weights Edward M. Burke (14th) and Richard Mell
(33rd), who represent Hispanic wards. &

Lawmakers may cap wage
increase for state workers

Warning of unprecedented fiscal woes, lllinois
lawmakers put public-sector unions on notice that
they are considering capping wage increases.

State Rep. John Bradley, a Marion Democrat
among those sponsoring the House joint resolu-
tion, said the state has made too many financial
promises it can’t keep and must fight just to keep
vital services and prevent a collapse of the public
pension system underfunded by billions.

“There is no magic pot of money that can be
found to pay for all the things we want,” he said.

Gov. Pat Quinn’s administration hasn't reached
an agreement to replace an expired contract with
the largest state employees’ union, AFSCME. The
House resolution would prohibit the Legislature
from appropriating money for any wage increase
over a yet-to-be-determined percentage.

The House Revenue and Finance Committee
heard testimony on the measure Nov. 15. Quinn’s
budget director Jerry Stermer cited the state’s
more than $8 billion backlog in overdue bills in
making the case for broader fiscal constraint.

Union representatives acknowledged the state’s
difficult finances but blasted the proposal, saying
it restricted their right to negotiate a contract, and
argued state employees shouldn’t bear the burden
of budget problems that politicians created. ¥

Post office reports record loss
of $15.9B for year

The struggling U.S. Postal Service reported Nov.
15 an annual loss of a record $15.9 billion and fore-
cast more red ink in 2013.

The financial losses for the fiscal year ending
Sept. 30 were more than triple the $5.1 billion loss
in the previous year. Much of the red ink was due to
mandatory costs for future retiree health benefits,
which made up $11.1 billion of the losses.

Postmaster General Patrick Donahoe said the
agency has reduced costs by boosting worker
productivity. But he said the mail agency has been
hampered by congressional inaction on a postal
overhaul bill that would allow it to eliminate Satur-
day mail delivery and reduce its $5 billion annual
payment for future health benefits.

The Postal Service does not receive tax money
but is subject to congressional control.

It remained unclear whether lawmakers would
take up the postal bill before the end of the year.
Rural lawmakers are resisting action, worried about
closures of postal facilities in their communities.
Congress is focused on a Jan. 1 deadline to avert
across-the-board tax increases and spending cuts.

Rep. Darrell Isa, chairman of the House Oversight
and Government Reform Committee and sponsor
of the House bill, has said he believes postal legis-
lation can be passed this year. W

stickers to write a person’s name on the outside or a
simple “Merry Christmas!” or “Happy Holidays!”

Supplies: Table salt, peppercorns (found in any
grocery store spice aisle), orange Post-it Notes
° Start off by removing the metal topper of the
ornament. Fill the bottom of your ornament with
about % cup of table salt. Position seven pepper-
corns into the ornament — two for the snowman’s
eyes and five for the smile. Take one Post-it Note
and fold it over just enough to cover the sticky part.
Cut a triangle nose out of that piece and put it into
the ornament to complete the face. Stick the metal
topper back into your ornament and you're done.

The salt, peppercorns and nose will move inside
of the ornament. if you don't want the face to move,
try using white glue instead of salt.

Supplies: Glitter, an envelope cut into a funnel,
Pledge Tile & Vinyl Floor Finish with Future Shine
(which can be found at Walmart)

Remove the top of the ornament. Pour enough of
the Pledge — which is super sticky — into your orna-
ment so that it will coat the inside. Roll the Pledge
around inside of the ornament — don’t shake it or
you will get bubbles — and then pour the excess
back into the bottle. Take your funnel and use it to
pour about two tablespoons of glitter into the bot-
tom. To coat the ornament’s inside, first fully cover
the opening, then roll the ornament around and also-
shake up and down. Pour out any excess glitter. Let
the ornament dry for an hour before putting the top
back on. Super fine glitter coats the inside of the
ornament the best, but all types of glitter will work.

After removing the top of the ornament, basically
all you need to do is squeeze as many pom-poms
as you can inside the ornament.

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Honda improves regenerative braking

BY DAN CARNEY

Anyone whe has driven an electric vehicle
or a hybrid has noticed that the brakes feel
weird. Even after sorme getting used to, the
nonlinear, unpredictable response from
“regenerative brakes” can make experienced
drivers look like student drivers, especially at
parking lot speeds when the problem seems
to be at its worst.

The issue is that the generator is trying to get
as much power as it can from the wheels while
the brakes are trying to figure out how much
leftover inertia there is for them to arrest. The
result is unpredictable, erratic braking that can
leave drivers feeling like the car is going to roll
into the vehicle ahead when creeping to a stop
at traffic lights or parallel parking.

coming 2014 Honda Accord Plug-in Hybrid
and the battery electric 2013 Honda Fit EV
both use the automaker’s new electro-hy-
draulic braking system in coordination with
the generator to stop the car.
Electro-hydraulic braking (Honda calls
it Electric Servo Braking) is brake-by-wire.
The brake pedal doesn't send pressurized
hydraulic fluid to calipers at each wheel.
Instead, it sends an electronic request to-a
computer that evaluates the pedal pressure
and speed of application, matches it against
vehicle speed and considers the effect of the
regeneration of electricity under way. Then
it uses an electric pump to send hydraulic

pressure to the brake calipers to stop the car.

The seamless coordination between the
brake computer and the generator’s com-
puter produces smooth, predictable braking,
a situation that has eluded every hybrid and

EV until now.

Electro-hydraulic braking has been done
before. Mercedes-Benz applied the technol-
ogy to many of its cars in the early 2000s,
but customers hated the erratic response.
When it introduced new versions of those
cars, they arrived with familiar, comfort-
able, conventional brakes. At the launch of
Mercedes’ flagship SLR supercar following a
morning of tearing across the countryside, I
nearly rear-ended the SLR parked ahead of
me when the computerized brakes ignored
the gentle pressure I applied while trying to
park smoothly. After a brief bit of panic and a
slam on the pedal, the SLR stopped, just short
of the equally expensive supercar ahead.

Why does Honda's system work better
than the one Mercedes used? Honda says it
has a new brake pedal sensor that is more
accurate at'measuring the driver’s intent.

It also pushes back using a pedal force

“simulator, like a force-feedback video-game

joystick, giving the driver realistic brake feel
instead of the disconnected feeling typical of
“by-wire” electronic controls.

Together, regenerative braking and elec-
tro-hydraulic braking are perfectly suited to
one another, thanks to expert matchmaking
by the computer and improved communica-
tion courtesy of the pedal force simulator.
This doesn’t make hybrids or EVs much more
efficient, but it does make them more invis-
ible when they are recapturing energy.

As electric dnve technology becomes
more commonplace in response to new
government corporate average fuel economy
standards, improvements like this one from
Honda will welcome drivers of conventional
cars to the world of hybrids and EVs with a
familiar driving experience.

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Uber CEO T ¥alanick explains why
the popular service is under pressure



ver the last year, the
phrase “Do you use
Uber?” has become
something of a litmus
test for identifying
someone’s level of
coolness and connec-
tivity. From late-night
partygoers standing outside a nightclub to CEOs
rushing to a board meeting, the simple transpor-
tation app has transitioned from newcomer into
the ultimate status badge at lightning speed.

But the popular service, which allows users to order
a black car, SUV or taxi at a moment’s notice using
a smart phone, is at risk as the city’s Department of
Business Affairs and Consumer Protection decides on
proposed regulations that would outlaw the very tech-
nology that has made it so attractive.

The company’s CEO, Travis Kalanick, believes that
the opposition stems from the city’s large taxi compa-
nies, which are suddenly in competition with more than
1,000 independent black car drivers who have signed up
to use the service.

“The taxi industry is upset because you have a high-
quality alternative to taxis, and they’re not used to compet-
ing,” says Kalanick, who first launched Uber in San Fran-
cisco in 2010 (the service came to Chicago in September
2011). “Do we make the limo a higher-quality experience
with a lower pickup time? Yes. And has that got the taxi
industry worried given the low quality of service many of
them are providing? Probably. We are an alternative, and I
think that’s what they’re nervous about.”

The regulations would outlaw any electronic measure-
ment device outside of licensed taxis (Uber equips drivers
with a smart phone) and prohibit the use of time and dis-
tance charges, which is how Uber computes its fares. Fares
are typically 50-75 percent higher than a taxi, but much
lower than normal black car fares, so it’s possible to take
ablack car to and from destinations within the city for $15
or $20. Uber also recently introduced a taxi service that
uses the same technology with independent taxi drivers,

“So, you do a broad reading of [the regulations],
and you're like ‘watches aren’t allowed, speedometers
aren’t allowed, odometers’ ... they’re basically banning
all technology that could be used to determine time or
distance,” says Kalanick.

The company has faced similar opposition in other
cities, including Washington, D.C., Boston and Seattle.
A class-action suit was recently filed in San Francisco
claiming that the app takes fares away from taxi drivers.
In Chicago, Kalanick says things are different.

“In this situation, we have regulations that don’t get
voted on,” he says. “The regulatory body almost by fiat can
create these regulations. So you have to engage people.”

In late October when the proposed regulations were
first published, there was an avalanche of social media
support on Facebook and Twitter, and local users like
“Curb Your Enthusiasm” star Jeff Garlin sent #uberlo-
vechi to Mayor Emanuel’s Twitter account, while more
than 5,500 signed a petition on the company’s blog.

Jason Fried, 37Signals CEO, is an Uber user who

has participated in the Twitter campaign to drop the
proposed legislation, and with 96,000 followers and a
reputation as a big-idea technologist, he’s one of the
movement’s louder voices. The 38-year-old, who heads
a software company, started using Uber last year after
deciding he could no longer stomach the uncertainty of
being able to hail a cab from his Wicker Park home to
his downtown office.

“If I need to be downtown by 9:30 am, and I use Uber
at 9:10 and I see a car six minutes away, I can trust it’s
going to be accurate,” says Fried. “The reason I like it so
much is not about the luxury. It's because it’s predict-
able. That’s something that cabs are not.”

Fried, a self-described fan of the service, has been
intrigued enough to interact with each of his Uber driv-
ers. “Whenever I get into an Uber car I always ask the
driver how they like it,” he says. “I've not heard a single
complaint. They're all like, “This is fantastic, it’s liberat-
ed me, I can make some extra money between my other
rides,’ or some drivers have quit their other companies
and now work for Uber exclusively. They love that the
passengers love it. Everyone’s just happy about it.”

And that’s what makes the proposed regulations so

perplexing to Kalanick and his supporters in Chicago.

“Most, if not all, sedan companies in Chicago charge
by time and distance today,” says Kalanick. “It makes
sense because the driver’s time is worth money. He
needs to make certain dollars per hour to make a living,
and the car goes through wear and tear and you also
have to pay for gas, and that’s the distance component.
It makes sense when the cost structure is a certain way
that you would charge that way. It would be like telling a
hotel they can't charge by night anymore.”

Fried is less circumspect. “It feels like an old en-
trenched industry gasping for air right now when they’re
fighting a newcomer who is clearly onto something and
providing a fantastic service,” he says. “You can see that
one side is for innovation and customer service, which is
Uber. And the other side is for limiting choice, prevent-
ing innovation and sticking to the old ways. I think it'd
be such a huge shame for the city to side with en-
trenched interests because it doesn’t serve the people.”

Lifeway Foods CEO Julie Smolyansky agrees. “I love
Uber,” she says. “I don’t understand how there could be
an effort that stifles business, innovation or pioneering
new areas of growth and technology.”

At press time, the decision was still up in the air. An
official public comment period ended Nov. 9, and it’s up
to the BACP to decide whether to take those comments
into account as they finalize their decision.
~ “We don’t know what they’re going to do,” says Ka-
lanick. “It could be that they’ll strike those regulations
from the proposal and then there’s nothing to do except
celebrate and have a beer. Or it could be that the call to
action is that we're going to get 5000 people to go to
City Hall.”

A statement released by the mayor’s office stressed a
commitment to transportation choices. “Uber, and other
companies, are pioneering new ways to access Chicago’s
robust transportation offerings, and we continue to work
with them and others to ensure we have modern laws
that accommodate modern transportation technologies.”

In the meantime, Smolyansky says she’s crossing her
fingers Uber doesn’t go away — and so are tens of thou-
sands of other ardent supporters.

Chinese food to River North

f the thought of
Chinese food has you

The market is on the mend and sweet
deals are popping up past Wicker Park

s the market comes back to life, so are some
- of the neighborhoods that didn’t hold their
own during the crash. One area that is
prime for the picking is Humboldt Park, namely the
streets edging the neighborhood’s gorgeous 219-acre
namesake, which anchors the area and sports a field
house, a boathouse, a music pavilion, two lagoons
and verdant gardens — all designed in the early 20th
century by noted landscape architect Jens Jensen.
“Humboldt Park is undergoing such a renaissance
that it’s one of the city’s hottest venues for events,
especially weddings,” reports real estate agent Sara
Benson, who is marketing the new eight-unit condo
development Wicker West a few blocks away at 1555
N. Talman. The building broke ground in 2008, came
to a halt and was newly redone during the past year
by Perimeter Architects and Mosaic Properties &
*-Development. The units have been selling as soon as
they finish, with four gone, one more just listed (2B)
and three more set to deliver in the next few weeks
(24, 3D and 3F). All have their own unique layout
and range from $329,000 for a two-bedroom two-
bath with 1,537 square feet, to $399,000 for a three-
bedroom 2.5-bath with 1,875 square feet. That’s a deal
compared to the original pricing, which ranged from
$480,000 to $770,000 in 2008. There’s also an added
incentive to buy now: Each unit comes with a free
parking space (normally priced at $15,000) through
the end of November.

7 Harry Potter books in 70 minutes

Full disclosure: | am
among the very few
people on the planet
who somehow have
neglected to read
any of J.K. Rowling’s
seven Harry Potter
books or see any
of the eight movies
that are based on
them.

But even a turtle who has
slept under a rock since 1997
— when Harry Potter and the
Philosopher’s Stone was first
published — knows some-
thing about the orphaned boy
wizard who lives among the

non-magical Muggles, whose
parents were killed by the evil

‘Lord Voldemort, who attends

the Hogwarts School of Witch-
craft and Wizardry and whose
friends include the fun-loving
Ronald Weasley and the studi-
ous Hermione Granger.

So the idea of receiving
the theatrical equivalent of
a 70-minute speed-reading
course in all things Harry Pot-
ter has its appeal. And it can
now be had in the form of
“Potted Potter: The Unauthor-
ized Harry Experience — A
Parody by Dan and Jeff,” the
rapid-fire show at Broadway
Playhouse at Chicago’s Water
Tower Place.

Written and performed by
two former BBC children’s tele-
vision hosts — Daniel Clarkson

(who plays all the characters
but Harry) and Jefferson Turn-
er (as the bespectacled wizard
boy) — “Potted Potter” is a
zany condensation of all seven
of Rowling’s books, carried out
with the help of multiple cos-
tume changes, a slew of songs
and a hint of Hogwarts magic.

Clarkson was a working ac-
tor of 20 when he had his first
encounter with Harry — read-
ing the initial Potter book to
his younger brother, then 10, as
a bedtime story.

“I would just keep reading
aloud even after he'd fallen
asleep,” he said.

Turner confesses he hadn’t
read any of the Potter books
until his encounter with
Clarkson.

“But then | read five in a

week and a half, and fell in-
stantly in love with them.”

It all started in 2005 when
Clarkson was approached to
create some sort of event for
the midnight launch of the
sixth book in the series, Harry
Potter and the Half-Blood
Prince.

“There were two competing
bookstores on London’s Ox-
ford Street at the time — a Bor-
ders and a Waterstones — and
it was the [now defunct] Bor-
ders that asked me to come
up with an idea. So | thought:
‘Condense the first five books
into five minutes."”

Clarkson also had the good
luck to find Turner, who was
busking in the Covent Garden
area at'the time.

As Turner recalled: “t was

attracting the attention of
about five or six Japanese
tourists when this tall man with
a wide grin appeared. He said
he liked what | was doing and
asked me to go for a drink.”

Clarkson expected 50-100
people at the store. “But there
were a thousand,” he said,
“and then we repeated it sev-
eral times and had an amazing
turnout.”

The rest is history, including
a run of the ramped-up show
in London’s West End that
earned them an Olivier Award
nomination, an Off Broadway
run, and now a U.S. tour.

Asked why they thought
Harry Potter had become such
a global phenomenon, Turner
observed: “| think it is his true
Britishness, especially in the
U.S. and Canada, where Brit-
ish things seem to be in vogue.
Also, while neither of us went
to a boarding school ['My mom
and dad loved me,’ Clarkson
chimed in], it is very much a
British tradition.” [

Tyler Perry’s work has tended
to be dismissed by critics and
scholars.

But despite his enormous popular success as a
playwright and a filmmaker, that’s a trend that ap-
pears to be changing.

One clear sign of scholarly interest is “Madea’s
Big Scholarly Roundtable: Perspectives on the
Media of Tyler Perry,” a daylong symposium tak-
ing place Nov. 28 at Northwestern University. Free
screenings of Perry’s “Madea’s Family Reunion”
and “The Family That Preys” with post-film discus-
sions areincluded in the program.

“For years and years, whenever | was teaching
about his films, | wasn’t able to find any serious
writing about
him,” said Radio
TV Film/African
Studies professor
Miriam Petty, who
will moderate the
roundtable dis-
cussion featuring
professors from
Northwestern and
other universities
around the coun-
try. “But that’s
beginning to
change very rap-
idly, though it's
long overdue.”

Petty has been
following Perry's
work since her
graduate studies
days at Emory
University in At-
lanta, home base
for his theatrical,
filmand TV em-
pire. At that time, the writer/director/producer/star
was still devoted exclusively to stage plays rooted
in the gospel theater tradition — often perform-
ing in his trademark role of Madea, a cantankerous
grandmother whose tough talk disguises her devo-
tion to family and her strong moral character.

“His plays were extremely popular at the time
and the reason for that is Madea,” Petty said, not-
ing that the character is based on several strong

women who defended him during a childhood in
which he suffered physical and sexual abuse. “The
true center of his popularity is the broad national
audience he built by touring with his plays from
city to city, seven or eight years before he made
his first film.

“He built a devoted fan base by reaching folks
who wouldn’t ordinarily go to the theater, but
would go to see his shows because they were rei-
evant to their lives. He was talking about subjects
such as relationships, domestic abuse and parent-
ing and his plays were relevant with the African-
American church.”

Petty said the panel would discuss his connec-
tion to the church and its traditions as well as the
tradition of gospel stage plays and the ideas about
gender, sexuality, class, family, and hidden familial
abuse in Perry’s work, in addition to its aesthetic
qualities.

“We can argue about his work on an aesthetic

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the “Twilight” saga movie franchise, provides the end-
ing that fans of the book have been craving.

In her fourth novel, author Stephenie Meyer spent
the majority of her prose building tension. Her char-
acters were all headed to what was expected to be a
massive war between the good guys, the Cullen clan
with help from various friendly vampires, and the bad

guys, the vampire leaders
called the Volturi. Howev-
er, what readers got was
a whole lotta nothing.

Screenwriter Melissa
Rosenberg rectified that
by providing the all-out
battle Meyer couldn’t
bring herself to write.
Since the vampires break
apart like stone, it's a
bloodless battle, yet extremely graphic.

Never mind that the battle doesn't actually happen.

No, the movie doesn’t revise Meyer’s novel end-
ing. Instead, it’s a vision and one possible outcome
provided to mind-reading leader of the Volturi, Aro
(Michael Sheen), by future-seeing Alice Cullen (Ashley
Green).

“Breaking Dawn - Part 2" begins where “Part 1” left
off, with Bella's (Kristen Stewart) newly minted red
eyes, signifying her transformation into an immortal
vampire. No more weak and whiny human Bella. No,
this is strong, gorgeous, bloodthirsty Beila.

Bella wakes to find out her daughter, the horribly
named Renesmee, is growing at an alarming rate.
Bella also learns that her best friend, who can turn
into a wolf, Jacob (Taylor Lautner) has imprinted on
— that is, fallen in love with slash become a lifelong
companion to and protector of — her daughter and
nicknamed her Nessie.

It’s a lot to get used to: A cousin gets a glimpse of
Renesmee (Mackenzie Foy) and believes the Cullen
family has created an immortal child. She reports the
crime to the Volturi, setting off the chain of events
that leads up to the battle/non-battle.

The fifth film is obviously the best of the bunch. it
still contains the cheese and the romance of the other
four films, but keeps it to a tolerable minimum.

The acting seemed to improve as well, it could be
because of the newly introduced characters and the
energy of a surprise ending. Stewart finally gets to
kick some butt and be a somewhat tolerable charac-
ter. It also looks like she’s figured out how to fix the
awkward kissing she has shared with real-life (possi-
bly?) boyfriend Pattinson as Edward.

“Breaking Dawn - Part 2" is worth the full movie
ticket price and justifies the need to split the fourth
book into two movies. It might not be the movie that
causes any non-“Twilight” fan to finally join Team
Edward or Team Jacob, but it's satisfactory for any
established devotee.

‘Life of Pi’

Yann Martel’s Booker
Prize-winning inter-
national best seller
was considered to be
unfilmable.

However, it has been brought to
the screen with breathtaking beauty
thanks to recent advances in digital
special effects. Yet all of that cutting-
edge technology tells a very intimate,
very human story of survival and spiri-
tual awakening.

On one level, “Life of Pi” is a fairly
standard tale of struggling to survive
after a shipwreck. Its larger purpose,
though, is to allegorically tell “a story
that could make you believe in God,”
celebrating the wonders and challeng-
es of life with almost nonstop, grand-
scale visual splendor, and always in
the face of the threatening presence
of a fearsome Bengal tiger.

Whether the allegory works for you
or not is a personal matter. One thing
is certain though: “Life of Pi” is a must
see for anyone who appreciates film-
making at its most sumptuous.

Dreamlike visual moments such as
the small boat drifting on a glassy sea
reflecting the sky and clouds eternally
in all directions, and a swarm of flying
fish raining into the boat to provide
much-needed food, and an enormous
school of phosphorescent jellyfish il--
luminating a still night as a prelude
to the appearance of a giant whale,
might not make you believe in God.

Yet they are surely proof that direc-
tor Ang Lee (“Brokeback Mountain”)
hasn't lost the gift for spectacle he
first demonstrated in “Crouching Ti-
ger, Hidden Dragon.” He even incorpo-
rates 3D to subtle, artful effect, mak-
ing “Life of Pi” an especially good bet
for an IMAX experience.

Pi is short for Piscine Molitor, a man
named for a swimming pool in France,
whom we first meet as a university

professor living in Canada. As a slight-
ly awkward storytelling device,
screenwriter David Magee (“Finding
Neverland”) has the professor (Irrfan
Khan of “Slumdog Millionaire,” strik-
ing just the right note of quiet spiritual
gravity) telling his life story to a writer
seeking inspiration for a novel.

With occasional breaks to touch
base with the adult narrator, we see
12-year-old Piscine growing up in a Zoo
owned by his parents in Pondicherry,
India. A few years later, when hard
times come to Pondicherry, we see
teenage Pi (an impressive debut by
Suraj Sharma) boarding the doomed
steamer to Canada with his family and
the unsold animals from their zoo.
Then the fateful storm strikes, leaving
him as the sole human survivor.

Pi is not alone on the lifeboat, how-
ever. For company, he has a wounded
zebra, a hyena, an orangutan and the
tiger, named Richard Parker as a re-
sult of a clerical error, who has always
fascinated and terrified him. Soon,
through the dictates of the food chain,
he is alone with the tiger, an entirely
convincing marvel of computer-gener-.
ated imagery.

Ultimately determining to tame him,
Pi develops a deep attachment to the
cat. “My fear of him keeps me alert,” Pi
writes in a journal. “Tending his.needs
gives me purpose.”

The tiger, which the older Pi de-
scribes as “my terrible companion who
kept me alive,” turns out to be less
a curse than a blessing in the story’s
philosophical scheme of things.

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Acronyms are part of the healthcare industry - MRIs, EEGs, CBCs - and then there are MMIs. MMI
isn’t a new-fangled medical test - it's actually a multiple-mini-interview. MMis are being used by a
growing number of top medical schools to select the next generation of physicians.

Interviewing as Speed Dating
A recent article in the NY Times compared the process of MMIs to speed dating. The analogy is
apt. In fact, MMlIs differ from the typical interview process in some fundamental ways.

Here's how it works: applicants spend a brief period of time with interviewers and move to the
next interview room when the signal is given. The interviewers then assess candidates on their
ability to think on their feet and work well in teams.

Jason Johnson, managing partner of the Texas-based recruiting firm KBIC, Kaye/Bassman,
believes this approach to hiring produces higher quality candidates both with physicians, mid-evel
practitioners and their ancillary staff.

“MMI’s give the candidate two or more first impressions, as many people may not put their best
foot forward when nervous.”

Here are a few things to consider before introducing MMI's to your healthcare organization:

1) Does your practice or healthcare organization have the administrative staff and resources
needed to facilltate this process?

Setting up MMI's requires having a staff member who can act like a conductor. This person
ensures that the interview schedule stays on track and that everyone is moving in
harmony.

Johnson goes out of his way to make sure
candidates, who are interviewing for the
same position, never see one another.
This allows candidates to keep their
searches confidential. Having
everything run like clockwork during
MMIs requires that all interviewers
are fully trained and know how
to interview effectively.

If you follow the model that is being used in med schools, then all candidates must be
interviewed simuitaneously.

Organizations with limited staff may choose to modify this model to meet their patient care
needs. This can be done by following a more traditional model of having candidates move from
one interview to the next, rather than having all candidates interview simultaneously.

3) How receptive will candldates be to this new method of interviewing?

In a down economy, candidates will do whatever it takes to find meaningful employment. This *
may not be the case where worker shortages exist, such as with healthcare specialists.

A candidate who is conducting a confidential search may decline interviewing with this model for
fear that people will know he is seeking employment. it's one thing for word to get out in the final
stages of the process. [t's another for this to happen after your first round of interviews.

Adopting MMIs for Healthcare Recruiting

Tammie McMann Brailsford, RN, Chief Operating Officer, MemorialCare Health System in
Southern California believes it's too early to tell if MMI's will produce better healthcare workers.

“Organizations need to evaluate the effectiveness of their hires based on performance and
turnover in the first year, and if they have a problem, they elther have a selection problem or an
onboarding problem.”

When asked whether MemorialCare Health Systems would consider moving to a MMI model,
Brailsford replied, “When we re-evaluated our process several years ago, we went to a model of
using pre-employment testing and behavioral based interviewing. By doing this, we've been able
to cut first year turnover in half. The results speak for themselves.”

At the end of the day, it's about delivering quality healthcare. The path you take to get there may
vary depending on the resources and specific needs of your organization,
