or Michael Crisci, Memorial
FDay is a chance to remember

the contributions of Niles lo-
cals to various wars — something
that, he feels, many residents don't
know much about.

“People in Niles don’t realize
how those men have dedicated
their lives to our country,” said
Crisci, administrative assistant at
the Niles Historical Society.

In that spirit, government
officials, police and fire depart-
ment members, local little league
players, Boy Scouts and members
of Veterans of Foreign Wars Post
No. 7712 joined together Monday
to salute fallen troops from the
village.

The ceremony took place at
the Veterans Memorial Water-
fall, on the corner of Touhy and
Milwaukee avenues. The officials
gave speeches paying tribute to
veterans, and VFW Post members
laid down a memorial wreath.

Speaker after speaker emphasized
the importance of honoring Niles
veterans in particular — and pass-
ing the memories to the(future
generations.

Jim Kozak, commander of the
VFW, has been with Post 7712
since it was founded in tl947. Heis
one of the two surviving founding
members, and the only one who
is still lives in the area.

As the crowd gathered, he was
busy practicing his speech. The
ceremony, he explained, was as
important to him as ever.

“It’s the day when yon can
show respect for the departed
and those who are still wn:h us,”
said Kozak.

There are currentlyg47 veter-
ans in Niles. About half|of them
served in World War II, while
other half served during the Ko-
rean War, Vietnam War{ and more
recent conflicts like the wars in
Afghanistan and Iraq.

In his speech, Kozak explained
why Memorial Day was|a sorrow-
ful and joyful occasion.

He emphasized the importance
of passing on memories of what
veterans strove to secure for
future generations.

Niles Mayor Andrew Przybylo
praised the veterans for their ac-
complishments and sacrifices,
touching upon the ways the war
impacted him personally.

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Four more Niles library
employees take buyouts

our more Niles Public
FLibrary employees

have chosen to take
advantage of a retirement
incentive program, leaving
three leadership positions
vacant. ‘

Their retirement was
approved at the Niles Public
Library Board of Trustees’
May 21 meeting, a little
more than a month after
library director Linda Weiss
announced her retirement
under the same program.

The retirements are set to
take effect on June 30.

The library estimates that
it will save approximately
$1.2 million — though the
program doesn’t take the
cost of hiring replacements
into account. At this point,
the library plans to fill two
of the five positions, but
the future of the remaining
three hadn’t been settled at
press time.

The retirement incen-
tive program was originally
approved in March. Any
employee who is age 62 or
older and worked at the
library for at least 10 years
had until mid-May to decide
if they would stay on or
retire. If they chose to retire,
they could chooseé either a
one-time cash payout ap-
proximately equal to what
they'd earn in six months, or-
health insurance goverage
for 36 months.

Eleven employees were
eligible for the program,
but only five chose to retire.
Weiss, Patron Services
Supervisor Kathy Pricone,
Page Services Supervisor
Sue Brice and Circulation
Clerk Janet Weiser chose
to take cash payouts. Don
Burkhart, the IT Services|
Supervisor, chose to take the

health insurance.

The board expects to save
$2,138,810 over the next five
years thanks to the retire-
ment program. The number
was calculated based on the
employees’ salaries and how
much their respective retire-
ment incentives would cost.
According to the document,
the retiring employees’
combined five-year salaries
are $2,340,453, while the

retirement incentives add up

to $201,643.

During the meeting, Greg
Pritz, the library’s business
manager and soon-to-be
interim director, noted that
the library won’t know how
much it will save until the
positions are permanently

filled.

The library plans to fill
two out of the five soon-to-be
vacant positions, according

to a press release.

“The library will replace
two of the retiring employ-
ees, the library director and
patron services department
supervisor,” the release said.

“The replacements will likely
come from the ranks of full-
time employees already on
staft”

The future of the page
services supervisor position
will depend on whether the
board will approve a reorga-
nization plan. It calls for the
page services department to
be merged with the patron
services department, with
the patron services supervi-
sor running both. The plan
was originally scheduled to
be approved at the May 21
meeting, but the votes were
postponed until the special
May 29 meeting.

Weiss told Pioneer Press
that the library hasn’t
settled on what will happen
to the IT services supervisor:
position. As for the circula-
tion clerk position, it may be
filled somewhere down the
line, but it won’t be in the
same type of position as it
is now.

“At this point, we are not
filling it,” said Weiss. “If we
do fill it, it will be part-time.”

Notre Dame grad's photography captures the wild side of life

sk photographer Dan Elster
Az:)out his childhood grow-

ing up in Park Ridge and a
wayward deer will come up.

“One memory that stuck with
me was a young deer walking
down our street,” Elster recalled.
“I lived on Brookline Lane and I
remember looking outside and
seeing a deer. ... It was a really big
deal for me.”

It’s not surprising, then, that
wildlife would eventually factor
prominently into Elster’s life. As
a wildlife photographer, Elster
captures animals and birds in
their natural habitats, far from
the suburban block on which he
once lived. A resident of Ashland,
Oregon — located just north of
the California border — Elster’s
home is close to miles and miles of
national forest, giving him plenty
of subjects to photograph.

“I try to capture a little bit of
the personality of the animal or
bird,” he said of his photographic
technique. “I like capturing their
spirit — that’s a big thing for
me. And I only photograph wild
animals. A lot of photographers
will photograph captive animals in
zoos, but I think there’s something
different about a wild animal living
in its own native habitat, living on
its own terms.”

Elster’s images — from a sea
gull munching on its starfish lunch,
to a northern spotted owl perched
in a tree, to otters lounging on
the shore — will be on view in his
hometown as part of a special
exhibit at the Brickton Art Center.
“Spirits in the Wild,” featuring
around 35 to 40 of Elster’s photo-
graphs, will run from June 10-28 at
the Park Ridge gallery, 306 Busse
Highway, with a special reception
planned for Saturday, June 14 from
2 to 5 p.m. The reception is open to
the public and admission is free.

Elster, who normally exhibits
his work in the Pacific Northwest,
reached out to the Brickton Art
Center — where his mother still
takes classes — with an interest
in bringing some of his work back-

Growing up in Park Ridge in the
1970s and 1980s, Elster attended
St. Paul of the Cross Catholic
School and Notre Dame College
Prep in neighboring Niles. Nature
was a part of his life even then, as
he enjoyed fishing with his father
and watching the birds that flew
nearby. He also kept a n'gmber of
pets, including lizards, guinea pigs,

frogs, turtles, snakes and other
reptiles.
“I've always had weird pets from

as far back as I can remember,” he

said with a laugh.

Elster picked up photography as
an adult after receiving a camera
as a gift from his wife, Patty. Dur-
ing walks through the woods near
his then-home in Island Lake, he
started photographing the deer,
hawks and other wildlife he saw
along the way.

“She bought me a gift and
changed my life, really,” Elster said.

Looking to further pursue his
dream of wildlife photography, the
Elsters moved to Oregon, where
Dan Elster has found not only
plentiful.source material, but a
good art market as well.

Owls in particular are a draw
for the photographer’s lens.

“They are difficult to photo-
graph. They are mostly nocturnal
and I like the challenge of it,” he
said. “There’s something about
owls, I can't put my finger on it.
I'm doing a lot of work now on the
spotted owl, which is an endan-
gered species.”

Some of the rarest birds Elster
has caught with his camera
include the northern spotted owl
and bald eagles. He hasn’t yet

ventured outside the United States
and appears content continuing to
work where he now lives.

“Fortunately, I live in a beauti-
ful place where I could be happy
[photographing] for a long time”  ~

Elster largely sells his fine art
prints at festivals and galleries,
though some of his photos have
appeared in textbooks. He also
supports organizations aimed at
wildlife conservation and says he
has donated some of his work for
fundraising auctions or publica-
tions supporting these efforts.

“I want to open eyes to what's
out there and the importance
of preserving it,” Elster said.
“Conservation is a big theme in my
work.”

Oakton College confronts youth
unemployment in Cook County

Students Jason Nwosu and Abdullah
Motan had hardships to overcome the day
they entered Oakton Community College i
Des Plaines.

Nwosu's family was low income and
Motan had immigrated to Chicago from
Pakistan.

“I was a first-genéFation college student
in my family. I was shown all the steps here
at Oakton,” Nwosu said. )

“English is a new language for me,” Motan
added.

“The culture is different here and my first
semester was a little uncomfortable, then 1
Yealized people here don’t care if I'm from
Pakistan.”

Both young men went on to join several
campus leadership clubs and will soon at-
tend four-year colleges.

Nwosu is transferring to Loyola Uni-
versity and his classmate is attending the
University of Illinois.

On Wednesday, they participated in
a panel discussion at Oakton on turning
around youth unemployment through higher

‘education or collegeg’ob training in the

Chicago area.

David Pattinson’s American Future, a
nonprofit that aims to lower youth unem-
ployment, hosted the roundtable, where
several corporations, educators and social
service groups participated.

“I graduated from college and right inito.
the 2008 economic collapse. Too many
graduates go right into unemployment,” said
Pattinson, who hosted the discussion event
in 15 states.

According to Opportunity Nation, 15.4
percent of 16 to 24-year-olds in Cook County
are not in school or working, compared to 14
percent in Illinois and 14.6 percent nation-
ally.

Kathy Brock, human resource manager
for Federal-Mogul Corp., has found “a big
gap” of job applicants with two-year techni-
cal degrees, which was the type of employee
she really needed.

“Many technical fields don’t require four-
year degrees,” she explained.

Margaret Lee, president of Oakton
College, said the computer age of emailing
resumes has significant drawbacks.

“The electronic media looks for keywords
on resumes and our youth suffers for it,” she
said.

“The key is to be like Jason and Abdullah.
Get opportunities to connect with people,”
Lee said, referring to student clubs, intern-
ships and job fairs.

Other corporate executives said com-
panies should publicize more for kinds of
workers they will hire.

“You can’t just put out your shingle and
hope they will come. You need to find differ-
ent organizations that have start-up training
for new workers,” he said.

“Many of us are not willing to put an
unskilled worker in front of a half-million-
dollar machine — that’s not good.”

‘Other local school officials said cur-
riculums were designed to show students
connections between classes and actual job
skills.

For instance, Peter Bavis, associate prin-
cipal of teaching and learning at Evanston
Township High School, said freshman and
sophomores receive post-secondary educa-
tion planning, as well as hands-on job train-
ing in building full-scale homes for eventual
sale.

Other educators said parents believed
their children have failed if they did not have
four-year degrees.

They said such a perception needed to
change, especially when manufacturing
companies were hiring people with technical
degrees and certificates.

A Meijer store would very pos-
sibly be bigger than the footprint
of the Dominick’s store and could
locate anywhere within the shop-

Police: Caller harassed woman,

A man accused of harassing a
woman over the phone allegedly
threatened to kill a Niles police
officer who was investigating
the case.

Village Board member joins hunt for
water leak

The Village of Niles has decided on a
new plan of attack for tracking down an
elusive water leak that has been plagu-
ing a stretch of Oakton Street for eight
weeks.

Mayor Andrew Przybylo said in a
recent press release that he’s asked
Trustee Joe LoVerde, who has 30 years
of construction experience with village
water and sewers and 18 years of ex-
perience with the park district, to help
Public Services crews find the source
of the leak, which so far has cost the
village $36,000.

“I'm not Superman,” LoVerde said
after the mayor announced the deci-
sion. “I’m just going to pitch in my
experience and my background to find
[the leak].”

The main is scheduled to be re-
placed this year and Village Manager
Steve Vinzeano said he is concerned
the search for the leak will deplete the
village’s water fund. He has said every
time crews dig up another section, it
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costs the village $6,000.

The leak along the 6900 block of
Oakton was fi‘tst reported March 24 and
despite the efforts of two private leak
companies and help from neighboring
Morton Grove, crews have been unable
to find the soyrce. Replacing all bolts
and flanges fajled to make a difference,
the release said.

A complicating factor in the search
was village re¢ords: A map of the nearly
60-year-old water main was wrong,
making it difficult to find the main and.
its connection. Another complication
was emergency leaks popping up else-
where — eight water main breaks, nine
b-box repairs,|five hydrant repairs and
two valve repiirs — that forced crews
to interrupt their search.

Przybylo sajid the longer the leak
goes on, the more chance it will cause
subterranean damage to “other utility
lines and the roadbed.”

“I am fearful that even a sinkhole
could appear if this leak isn’t found,” he
said.

The village has battled 321 water
main breaks in the past two years, at a
cost of more than $600,000.

Residents can’t afford
latest raise for D207

ust this month, we were informed that Dis-
Jtrict 207 has approved another pay raise for

the teachers’ union. This was done without
input or regard for the taxpayers who have to
pay the bill. Despite the fact that the average
household income is $86,000 for taxpayers who
are working all year long, we are asked to raise
the salaries of teachers who average $114,000 for
9 months or 1,100 contract hours.

Over the past 12 years, the average household
income has increased 46 percent but the CPI is
up 54 percent. Qur middle class residents are
falling behind. Educators, however, have enjoyed
over 60 percent in pay increases. Dig deeper into
your pockets, or get another job, for the taxman
will soon be coming to your door.

Even though the ACT test scores have
dropped for students and two of District 207
schools have below national average scores we
are told to pay more. Salaries that are higher
than the national average for educators provid-
ing the same level of service. How much longer
can this go on?

You have to understand the administration
has no interest in contesting raises. They also get
raises. Board of Education trustees approve the
request of the administration and union without
much push back, so there is little the taxpayer
can do to stop the train wreck.

Today, six-figure pensions are routine, as a
result the state is broke and ranks 46th in the na-
tion as a place for companies to locate to because
of high taxes. The state is helpless, as long as
school boards continue to raise salaries beyond
free market norms.

If taxpayers would demand publicly-funded
charter schools, which are out of the state pen-
sion system and free of union demands, we could
begin reverse the damaged educational system.
Charter schools could provide a level of educa-
tion not currently available and at realistic costs.

oller coaster fans -y it’s time

to take on Goliath.

The new giant in the
world of wooden roller coaster, the
Goliath (opening'soon) is a triple-
world-record-breaking coaster,
said Six Flags Great America
communications manager Katy
Enrique. '

“It will be the fastest wooden
roller coaster, and [features] the
tallest and steepest drop [180-feet]
of any wooden roller toaster in
the world,” she said. “We’re very
excited about it.”

Wooden roller coasters have a
certain cache among coaster pur-
ists. They’re intriguing to a lot of
theme parks, she said.

“For one, they’re a staple,” she
said. “Every major theme park has
at least one wooden roller coaster.
Secondly, it also is undergoing
probably some of the biggest roller
coaster innovations. Our American
Eagle roller coaster for instance,
was the longest, tallest, fastest
wooden roller coaster of its time.

“But now with Goliath, the track
offers a smoother ride and get-
ting the trains to do elements that
they've never been able to do before.
fincluding] overbanked turns, which
means your feet will kind of go over
your head a little bit when you tilt
over to the side, so you'll be beyond
90 degrees on the track, and then
you're actually going to go upside
down two times on Goliath, which is
something not many wooden roller-
coasters do.

“There’s only two others in the
world right now that actually go
upside down. I think that’s the
major draw to these wooden roller
coasters — they can do these
amazing elements that nobody’s
ever seen before, and that’s really
due some engineering innovation
out there.”

Six Flags also offers a monthly
payment-plan for families, and
discounts for online daily ticket
sales. There’s also a no-frills
Thrill Pass that costs the same as
a daily ticket and lets you come
back as many times as you want
— but it does not include admis-
sion to Hurricane Harbor or -
Fright Fest.

Now, if you are coming to Six
Flags with the singular goal of

‘doing all the thrill rides, it is

possible to have that kind of an
experience.

- “We usually tell people to go
into the left [once you enter the
park] and start your day that way,
because a lot of people tend to go
into the park towards the right
for whatever reason. We tell them
to go against the flow,” Enrique
said.

“Then if they.want to do the
big coasters, try to get those done
in the morning, because that’s
when we have the fewest amount
of people in the park. ”

If you're coming with a minivan
full of ankle biters, rest easy. The
park was laid out with you in
mind. :

“Say that you go into South-
west Territory. If you have
teenagers with you, they can ride
Raging Bull, they can ride Viper,
they can ride Giant Drop. Now
if you have little kids with you,
there are smaller rides in that
same area,” Enrique said. “A lot of

our territories[have] features for
all ages. You will see a big coaster
and some of those in-between
rides [like] Revolution, Home
Town Fun Machine and Triple
Play. Then you'll see kids’ areas
throughout the park — Kidzopolis
and Camp Cartoon and Little Dip-
per. So the family can kind of stay
together as a unit but still venture
off and do their own thing.”

“Enjoy all the bigger thrill rides
... the drop slides are very popu-
lar. The surf ride is very popular.
Some of the body slides over
by the wave pool are extremely
popular, so we recommend people
tackle those things first,” Enrique
said. “Then if you just want to bob
and float the rest of the day, then
you can go into the wave pool and
do the lazy river after you've gotten
everything checked off your to-do
list”

Fright Fest

One of the park’s biggest
phenoms is Fright Fest, which
takes over Six Flags from the end
of September through Halloween
weekend. This season, look for
Fright Fest Six Six Six.

“It’s going to be six weeks of
terror, those six weekends starting
Sept. 27 to Nov. 2, six haunted
houses and six live shows,” En-
rique said.

Live shows

The entertainment department
puts on a live singing and danc-
ing show in the musical hall, plus
a character show in the Mardi
Gras area (that's where you'll find
Tweety and Bugs and Sylvester).
Then there’s a Southwest show
in the Mooseburger Lodge, and
there’s usually something playing
the Victorian.

Additionally, adults might enjoy

s an actress, much of Gillian Anderson’s most memorable work has occurred
in the darkness — her TV characters have stared down everything from
alien conspiracies to serial killers to kidnappers. But the unaffected Anderson W
remains anything but gloomy off-screen. “I'm a complete goofball most of the
time,” she says. “I learned a long time ago to leave stuff'at the door. If theres 3
- anything that I take home with me, it’s exhaustion after a day.”
It’s a lesson Anderson picked up during her nine-year tenure as Dr. Dana Scully on “The
*X-Files,” but one that continues to serve her these days as she acts in three separate TV
shows: On NBC'’s “Crisis” (which films in Chicago and concludes June 29), Anderson stars
as Meg Fitch, a mother who has to sacrifice nearly everything in an attempt to rescue her .

kidnapped daughter; on BBC’s “The Fall,”
she’s Stella Gibson, a stoic detective charged
with unmasking a serial killer who targets
young women; and on another NBC vehicle,
“Hannibal,” she’s Dr. Bedelia Du Maurier, the
titular character’s psychiatrist.

But no amount of murderous psychopaths
can bring Anderson down — in fact, the only
time she uses the word “bleak”in our interview
is to describe the state of TV roles for women
pre-Scully. “There was a big question mark
as to whether the world was ready for strong,
independent women,” recalls Anderson of “The
X-Filess” 1993 debut. “And lo and behold, the
world was ready, and has been ever since.”

She’s not overstating Scully’s impact — since
the show’s 2002 finale, TV has steadily surpassed
film in terms of embracing and promoting its
female stars; according to recent research from
USC’s Annenberg School for Communication
& Journalism, while women make up roughly 30
percent of movie characters, they make up nearly
40 percent of characters on prime-time. “People
wanted to emulate [‘The X-Files'],” posits
Anderson. “There are more fernale-led dramas
on TV right now than ever before. And most
of the women are intelligent, high-powered,
independent.” It's more than appropriate, then,
that Anderson is now taking on three intelligent,
independent characters hersclf, reaping the ben-
efits of what she sowed so many years ago.

Anderson, 45, has always been just as
autonomous and whip-smart as the women she
portrays. Though she was born in Chicago, her
family moved to London soon after, where they
stayed until moving to Grand Rapids, Michigan,
when Anderson was 11 (all of which explains
Anderson's delightfully inscrutable accent, a col-
lision of precise English consonants and flowing
Midwestern vowels). She’s previously spoken at
length about her “punk phase”in high school,
when she was voted “Most Bizarre”and “Most
Likely to Be Arrested.” That outsider status
followed Anderson to DePaul University, where
she studied theater and waitressed to support
herself while sporting “big, maroon-colored hair
and pointy black boots.”“] had a few friends,
but at the same time, I was a bit of a recluse,”
says Anderson, who recalls rotating through 14
different roommates over four years in her Buck-
town apartment (where she lived long before it
became, as she puts it, “fancy shmancy”).

After graduating, Anderson moved to New
York, starred in a series of plays, then headed
to LA, where she landed her first TV role as a
guest-star on Fox’s “Class of96.” That’s when
“The X-Files” producers took notice of the
young actress and sent her a script. Anderson,
then 24, immediately identified with the shrewd,
stubborn Scully — and was pleasantly surprised
to see a woman like that represented on the
page. “Just in terms of character structure, how
she was defined was so different than what was
then normal on TV, she says.

Though “The X-Filess” impact on television

drama is incalculable, its impact on its audience
is fairly easy to quantify. Anderson says she’s still
approached by die-hard fans of the nine-season
series — not to mention courted via the US
Postal Service. “If I'd kept everything people
have sent me over the years, I'd have to have

a second home,” she laughs. Last year, when
Anderson and co-star David Duchovny reunited
for a Reddit “Ask Me Anything” interview,

they ignited an Internet firestorm, bantering
about the dating rumors that have plagued the
pair for years thanks to their overabundance of
chemistry. While she only recently admitted
that the two never got together, she does claim
that they're “much closer on the whole, more
appreciative and understanding since [filming
“The X-Files'].”“We don' talk,” she adds. “But
every once in a while, we'll email, every once in a
while, we'll have a meal together. We reminisce.

He'll remember something funny that happened
on the show and email me about it.”

When “The X-Files” ended in 2002, Ander-
son moved back to London, in part to escape
the attention she was gamering in the US due
to the series and parts shed taken in films like
2000’ “The House of Mirth.”Until recently,
things were relatively quiet for the actress — she
starred in a few movies, including “How to
Lose Friends & Alienate People”in 2008, took
the stage in several West End productions and
portrayed Miss Havisham in a BBC version of
“Great Expectations”in 2011.

Staying relatively off the radar was a choice;
Anderson says she didn't feel pressure to fol-
low up her “X-Files” success. Instead, she had
bigger priorities, focusing on raising her three
children: Piper, now 19, who she had with her
first husband Clyde Klotz; Oscar, 7; and Felix, 5;
both fathered by ex-boyfriend Mark Griffiths.
“The only pressure I feel is to be a good mom,”
she says. “I'm very particular about the work that
I do. It has to be, in my mind, good enough to
take me away from my children.”

Her newly ramped-up workload is evidence
that all three of her current projects fit that
criteria. “Crisis” in particular drew Anderson’s at-
tention because of its tight script, full of hairpin
twists. “T just couldn't put it down,” she says. She
says she also signed on because she believed both
“Crisis” and “Hannibal” were attempting to sub-
vert network TV stereotypes — much like the
“The X-Files” once did. “I think [both shows]
are shaking it up for NBC, which is trying to fall
away from its old, more typical shows.”

As she takes on this series of unconventional
female roles, Anderson challenges herself to
make sure each character retains her individual-
ity. “I'm simultaneously playing three strong
biond women — to me, they're completely
different. But the jury’s out on whether they
actually are,” she says, laughing. “I might be de-
lusional.” But she does see the common thread
between the three — and how it's a direct result
of her body of work. “I have a tendency to be
offered very strong women [roles],” she says.
“I'm usually cast as everybody's boss, because 1
think that — regardless of my own real level of
power and intelligence — it looks like I know
what I'm talking about, even if I don’t know the
first thing about it.”

And though her white-hot career proves that
women on TV have come a long way, Anderson
still thinks there’s room for improvement: The
actress has yet to play a woman as multifaceted
as herself. “I'm very willful and very indepen-
dent,” she says. “I don't usually play women who
have both that and [silliness] in their character.

I don't know why, but I've never really seen that
before to the degree that I've manifested it in my
own life.”

The good news? Given the way Anderson's
changed the course of TV history before, it’s
only a matter of time before fictional women
measure up to her real-world complexity.

American staples like burgers,
mac ‘' cheese and fries. A long
bar delivers 12 rotating taps,
more than 50 bottles and cans, a
healthy variety of craft whiskeys
and bourbons and traditional and
signature cocktails, developed by
manager Scott Kupferschmidt
and his team. And along one of
the walls, Hani has assembled a
mini exhibit of photos and news-
paper clippings featuring the

old Harding Theatre. “I wanted
it to be subtle, but also keep the
history alive,” he says.

Here's what else to expect at
The Harding Tavern:

Must-try dishes: While
menus will change seasonally,
The Harding Tavern will hold
on to its most popular dishes. Try
the wasabi wings, dusted with
jalapenos, soy and peanuts (86),
or the THT burger, a roasted
garlic beef patty ground in-house
and peppered with arugula, spicy
fresh herb aioli, brie and Nueske
bacon on a brioche bun ($9).

The vibe: Hani says his goal
with The Harding Tavern is to

“see the same faces night after
night”and create an atmosphere
that’s “upscale, but not preten-
tious.” A dark wood interior,
leather stools and fancier bar fare
are met with an open kitchen
and friendly staff that make the
space feel more communal.

Bar stars: In addition to
classics like the Sidecar and Old-
Fashioned, six rotating signature
cocktails feature recipes inspired
by the bartending staff. One of
the current options, a Negroni-
style drink called The Beard, is
mixed with gin, artichoke liqueur
and green chartreuse ($6) — and
named as such because, accord-
ing to Kupferschmidt, “All of our
male bartenders have beards.”

Good sports: The Harding
Tavern is one of the rare places
in Logan Square where you can
catch the big games. Four LCD
TVs anchored over the bar have
recently broadcast all the grueling
playoff battles — sometimes all
at once. “This is a sports city, and
we want to be hospitable to our
guests,” says Kupferschmidt.

Hot properties: In addition
to The Harding Tavern and Café
Con Leche, Hani also owns Red
Star Liquors, part of his One
Of a Kind Hospitality Group
portfolio. Rumor has it he’s
developing other projects for the
side of Milwaukee Avenue near
Diversey. “It may appear desolate
now, but there’s a lot going on
behind the scenes that will make
it the next big attraction,” he
hints.

here’s a wonderful ritual in going to

the theater: joining the line at the

box office, scanning the house to

see who you might know, sharing
notes over a drink at intermission. But it’s an
experience that’s not for everyone — especially
those not wired for sitting still or following the
action of, say, “Long Day’s Journey into Night.”
But not to worry: For those who prefer a
shorter story, Collaboraction’s got just the ticket:
“SKETCHBOOK 2049,”its annual smorgas-
bord of short plays.

Now in its 14th season, “SKETCHBOOK”
has long offered a wide-open notion of what
the theater experience can be.

and look at how we lived, in 2014, on the eve of
a revolution and great change.”

The pieces slated range from Sam Graber's

so watching little boys play with each other
when I'm babysitting is fascinating.

No matter what the subject, keeping it
short is a skill. As playwright Anthony Donald
Kochensparger — whose two-person piece,
“Attic Play”is on the bill this year — explains:

You don't get to slowly reel the
audience in. You either have them on page one
or you don't have them at all.”

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| Engage New Nursing G;’édé?ates
for Future Hiring Needs

Whatever happened to the nursing shortage? It's a question asked hy bewildered new
graduate RNs who are having an unprecedented tough time in {anding a job. In fact, the
nursing job market is so tight for new registered nurses that industry experts fear many wilk be
unable to keep their skills sharp and get the experiencethey need to|stay in the field.

However, new graduate RNs can take heart and health care specialists should take note: health
care recruitment of registered nurses is expected to grow by 22 percent by 2018, much faster:
than the average for all occupations, according to the US Bureau of Liabor Statistics.

“This is just a blip on the radar in the demand for nurses,” says NikkiWest, MPH, project
manager for the California Institute for Nursing & Heaith Care (CINHG) in Oakland, CA.
Once the economy picks up, adds West, “there will be an exodus of retiring nurses and
we will need competent nurses primed and ready to fill a spike in demand.”

In response to the new graduate RN employment dilemma, CINHC has partnered with the Gordon
and Betty Moore Foundation and the Kaiser Permanente Fund and other foundations and
community organizations in the San Francisco-Bay Area, creating theNew Graduate RN Transition
Program. The program aims to secure a well-prepared future nursing workforce by offering
unemployed new graduate RNs expanded education, training and clinjical opportunities.

“We want to take their preparation to a level beyond what they did in hursing school,” says Colleen
O’Leary-Kelley, PhD, RN, CNE and co-coordinator of the South Bay New Graduate RN Transition Program
curriculum, as well as professor at San Jose State School of Nursing, one of the program partners.

The program, which is divided among four Bay Area regional collaboratives, provides a
comprehensive training program for 250 specially-selected new graduate RNs, including a
minimum of 16 hours per week of clinical experience coupled with eight hours per week of
ctassroom instruction. It also provides transition nurses with simulation lab experiences,
Web-based programs, college and continuing education credits and guest lectures.

A Smart Venture In Future Employee Engagement |

One of the clinical sites for the New Graduate RN Transition Program is O'Connor Hospital; a San Jose
community hospital. The program began there in June 2010 with fourtmemployed new graduate RNs
who did their clinical time on a variety of units, including med/surg and telemetry. Its success became
evident when one of the nurse participants left early to accept a posit‘on in another facility's 1CU.

“| believe that the program heiped her get a job because transition nutses go through a
rigorous interview process and just getting into this program shows employers a very high level
of dedication,” says Debra Sun MSN, RN,FNP, a nurse educator at 0'Connor Hospital.

Sun adds that ideally, 0'Connor Hospital would have been in a positior] to hire the new nurse in-house.
However, she believes the hospital's investment in the transition nurses is still a smart venture.

“We already invest a lot of time and effort into our nursing students and we want
to support them after graduation so they stay in the workforce. In the ﬁJture we

An Investment in Nursing Recrultment

Pulling together the resources needed to fundiand staff a similar new graduate program
may seem prohibitive during tight economic times. In fact, costs in the CINHC New Graduate
RN Transition Program are about $2,000 per participant. Major funding for the program

was provided by a $710,000 grant from the Gordon and Betty Moore Foundation. O'Leary-
Kelley points out that, “A program doesn’t need to cost an arm and a leg, but it does need to
be well planned, and it has to be a collaborative with academia and clinical providers.”

The emphasis here is on partnerships. For instance, the New Graduate RN Transition
Program partners with over 35 Bay Area nursing schools, health care facilities and
other community organizations. The program, curriculum and classroom instructors
are provided by local schools of nursing; specially-trained nurse preceptors are
provided by the clinical sites, which are not obliged to hire the transition RNs.

“Clinical sites and schools and other community groups; such as the workforce investment boards,
are providing either direct funds or in-kind work,” says West. She adds that funding is also available
for workforce programs for unemployed skilled workers through the US Department of Labor..

Another organization that is hailing the New Graduate RN Transition Program
as succgssful is Santa Clara Valley Medical Center in San Jose.

“We get a bang for our buck with this program, because we have put nine RNs through the program
who are now very desirable candidates for positions that are opening up here,” says Lawrence

M. Marsco, MSN, RN, and Santa Clara's Director of Nursing Professional Practice. “We have

also given these nurses a great toolset to be successful that other new grads don't have.”

Marsco adds that maintaining the program could potentially decrease the
cost of nursing orientation of new graduate nurses in the future,

“In the long run this is something that could translate into cost'savings for organizations,” he says.

Eliminate the repair estimate runaround

What's the going rate for having your.
brake pads and rotors or shock absorb-
ers replaced? Or for that matter, what’s the
rate for any of the other mechanical jobs
needed to keep your vehicle rolling safely

Even if you're willing to drive around
town pricing such jobs at a variety of ser-
vice shops or dealers, it's a time-consurming
job to get estimates that enable you to find
the cheapest and best quality mechanics to
perform the work.

A recently launched Internet service
may be the-answer for the mechanically
perplexed motorist: Openbay.com is a
portal that car owners in 44 states can use
to shop for a range of automotive servicing
needs — from engine rebuilding to oil and
tire changes.

Openbay.com is the brainchild of Rob
Infantino who originally started the service
for car owners in the Boston vicinity, before
rolling out a national plan that's available in
most states. Here's the way it works:

You go to the Openbay.com web site and
type in the service your vehicle requires.
There's also a cellphone app available for
download from the Apple app store so you
can use your mobile device to reach the
web site. Infantino said 47 percent of all
work is ordered via cellphone.

Openbay.com then relays your request
to a group of shops and dealers in your
local area. If a shop only services BMWs,
for instance, it wouldn't receive a pro-

posal for another brand of car. Also, if a
‘provider only handles tires and batteries,
it wouldn’t get proposals for replacing a
catalytic converter. .
Service providers submit bids on your
- job for you to review, sometimes in as littie

as a few hours for less complicated jobs
and up to a day for more involved work.

Ultimately, you decide which shop offers
you the best deal.

You then pay Openbay.com for the
service with a credit card before driving
your vehicle to the shop at an appointed
time arranged online to have the work
performed. You know in advance what the
job will cost and there are no extras to pay
for at the shop. The provider gets paid by
Openbay.com, which deducts 13 percent
as its fee for finding the customer and for
paying the credit card company its charge
for handling the transaction. Infantino said
the average job handled is in the range of
$350 to $315 currently.

“People come to us for serious repairs,”
he said. “We don't just do oil changes.” He
claims that customers can save big bucks
using openbay.com — getting some jobs

Everywhere you look in Joe Steiner’s
home studio, you come face-to-face with the
artist. That's because the Skokie resident is
preparing for an upcoming exhibit, “Re-
flections: 50 Years of Self Portraits by Joe
Steiner” at ARC Gallery in Chicago.

Viewing the many portraits is like tak-
ing a visual journey through the life of the
T5-year-old artist. The hairstyles and fashion
choices change, wrinkles are added, pounds
come and go, but the intense gaze is present
in every image.

“I like to see how I've changed over the
years,” Steiner said.

Steiner created his first self-portrait in
1965. “Then I became really interested in
painting from life which I do exclusively
now,” he recalled. “Every time I couldn’t
get a model, I turned to the mirror and did
my own.” Steiner uses a special mirror that
reflects his image exactly the way others see
him, rather than reversed.

Steiner has over 80 portraits of himself
but only 30 of them will fit in the gallery
space.

Although Steiner’s home studio is a
repository for his huge collection of portraits
of himself and others, he does most of his
painting in a studio on Howard Street near
Sheridan Road. That's also where he locates
models.

“I have a sign out there: ‘Help wanted.
People to pose for artist, ” he explained. “I
get calls every day”

Steiner has attempted still life and
landscape paintings but it lacked interest
for him. “I love the reflectiveness of skin,”

his paintings. “It’s more about the process of
painting than about selling,” he declared.

Steiner’s wife and biggest fan Leslie,
agreed, noting, “To me, my hushand is a true
artist. He paints because he has to.”

“I have to paint three or four hours a day,”
Steiner added. “It’s nice to be productive
when you're 75.”

Steiner, who grew up in Chicago, has been
painting since childhood. He took one class
at the Art Institute of Chicago but is primar-
ily self-taught. He earned teaching creden-
tials but, despite having limited art training,
taught art in the Chicago Public Schools for
many years. Later he earned his living in
real estate:

From 1970-1979 he owned a gallery and
art school in Lincolnwood. He has also
taught art at Oakton Community College
and at Cook County Jail.

He enjoys teaching art because, “I like
to bring people into painting because it has
given me so much joy that I want to give it to
other people.”

Hader was happy with/his
performance on May 22, but his
mind-set has shifted to state and
the chance to make history in
Charleston.

“My goal is to run on Saturday,
whether it's to run the 100 or the
200,” Hader sald “Maine South
has never had an all-stater in
either of those races. That's been
my goal.”

The two top boys in each event
at the sectional and the two top
relay teams earned automatic
bids to the state meet. Individuals
and relays also can advance by
equaling or bettering the qualify-
ing standard.

Sajenko. They all play football, and
while the techniques are|different,
the work ethic carries over.

(38.83).

“T think it’s going to be between
me and him at state,” Henry said,
adding that it will take “every-
thing” he has to beat Pilliod. “He
has the same mind-set as me: he’s
trying to beat me, I'm trying to
beat him.”

Only one Blue Demon reached
state, and it was someone who
was inactive for nearly the entire
outdoor track season.

Senior Christian Lopez tore
his left hamstring a week into the
spring season. Then, he came back
for three days during the season
and tore it again. After returning
for the conference meet, the May
22 sectional was only his second
meet of the year.

No matter. In the long jump,
Lopez hit a distance of 20 feet, 11.75
inches, just 4 inches off a personal
best.

“I knew I was going to jump,”
Lopez said. “I wanted to get to
state, but I didn’t know if it was
possible with the injury and every-

thing”

Though his hamstring still is a
little tight, Lopez said he wouldn’t
let it hold him back and thinks he
can jump 22 feet.
