Police receive numerous
complaints about just
released sex offender

Jacob Parmely, the 20-year-old
sex offender who was paroled to
Ukiah on May 3 over the objections
of the Ukiah Police Department, was
arrested Thursday night on suspicion
of first-degree burglary.

According to a Ukiah Police De-
partment report, Parmely entered the
home of a person he is specifically
restricted from having contact with
as a condition of his par-ole. UPD
Detec-tive Glenn Stark said Parmely
en-tered the home without permis-
sion and frightened the inhabitants.

Parmely did not take anything
from the house, but California law
states that anyone who enters a house
without permission with the intent to
commit a crime can be charged with
burglary.

Stark said UPD was not releasing
the name of the people or the location
of the home.

This is not the first incident police
have responded to involving Parmely
since he was paroled, Stark said.
Earlier in the week, police responded
to a call from the Lake Mendocino
campground, where Parmely had
contacted a family. According to
police, Parmely made the family
uneasy and was asked to leave and
not return.

On Wednesday, UPD officers
responded to complaints that
Parmely was in Redwood Valley,
going from house to house. Parmely
told UPD officers he was looking for
friends from when he had lived in the
area before.

Parmely has also been evicted
from the hotel where he was staying.
Stark said Parmely had been harass-
ing guests at the hotel and telling
them he had recently been released
from prison.

Stark said Parmely will remain in
county jail through the weekend and
that the California Youth Authority
has been contacted. Parmely is
expected to be returned to the cus-
tody of CYA next week.

Feds search home, office of CIA official
WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal agents searched the home

and office of the CIA’s departing No. 3 official on Friday as part
of a corruption investigation that has sent a former congressman
to prison and now involves CIA contracts.

Investigators from five federal agencies acted under search
warrants at the home of Kyle “Dusty” Foggo in Vienna, Va., and
his office at the CIA’s Langley, Va., campus, FBI spokeswoman
Debra Weierman said. Both locations are in the Washington
suburbs. The warrants themselves were sealed and officials
would not discuss what agents were seeking.

Foggo agreed to step down as the CIA’s executive officer
under pressure because federal authorities are investigating
whether he improperly awarded contracts to San Diego busi-
nessman and friend Brent Wilkes, according to federal law
enforcement and intelligence officials. They spoke on condition
of anonymity because investigations were ongoing.

Prosecutors have implicated Wilkes in a scheme to bribe for-
mer Rep. Randy “Duke” Cunningham, R-Calif., but he has not
been charged and his lawyer has said Wilkes did nothing wrong.

Lawyer: Ex-Qwest exec ignored NSA
WASHINGTON (AP) — Telecommunications giant Qwest

refused to provide the government with access to telephone
records of its 15 million customers after deciding the request
violated privacy law, a lawyer for a former company executive
said Friday.

In a written statement, the attorney for former Qwest CEO
Joseph Nacchio said the government approached the company
in the fall of 2001 seeking access to the phone records of Qwest
customers, with neither a warrant nor approval from a special
court established to handle surveillance matters.

“Mr. Nacchio concluded that these requests violated the pri-

vacy requirements of the Telecommunications Act,” attorney
Herbert J. Stern said from his Newark, N.J., office.

The Bush administration is facing new questions about civil
liberties after the disclosure that the NSA collected information
on millions of Americans’ everyday telephone calls.

On Friday, CIA nominee Michael Hayden defended the
secret surveillance programs he oversaw as National Security
Agency director as lawful, but he declined to comment on the
phone-calls database or specific operations.

Nigerian pipeline blast kills up to 200
ILADO, Nigeria (AP) — Gasoline gushing from a ruptured

pipeline exploded Friday as villagers scavenged for fuel, setting
off an inferno that killed up to 200 and left charred bodies scat-
tered around the site in this oil-rich country of mostly poor peo-
ple. Grim-faced rescue workers swung corpses into a mass
grave as dozens of other scorched bodies awaited collection. It
appeared some victims tried to flee the unfolding disaster only
to be overtaken by flames spreading across the fuel slick.

The stark outlines of white skeletons lay against a beach
charred black by fire. Other bodies floated alongside dozens of
plastic jerrycans in the nearby waters of the coastal mangrove
swamp. The jerrycans, which had contained pilfered gas, were
twisted by the heat of the explosion.

More than 1,000 people in Nigeria, Africa’s oil giant, have
died in recent years when fuel they were pilfering from
pipelines caught fire — and officials said it would likely happen
again. “Because this thing has happened many times before, we
thought it would be a deterrent, but apparently it wasn’t enough
deterrent for these people who died,” said Lagos State Health
Commissioner Tola Kasali, surveying the scene near Ilado,
about 30 miles east of the main city of Lagos.

Envoys: enriched uranium found in Iran
VIENNA, Austria (AP) — U.N. inspectors have found traces

of highly enriched uranium on equipment from an Iranian
research center linked to the military, diplomats said Friday —
a revelation likely to strengthen U.S. arguments that Tehran

wants to develop nuclear arms.
The diplomats, who demanded anonymity in exchange for

divulging the confidential information, cautioned that confir-
mation still had to come through other laboratory tests.

Initially, they said the density of enrichment appeared to be
close to or above the level used to make nuclear warheads. But
later a diplomat accredited to the International Atomic Energy
Agency said it was below that, although higher than the low-
enriched material used to generate power and heading toward
weapons-grade level.

Still, they said, further analysis could show that the find
matches others established to have come from abroad. The
IAEA determined earlier traces of highly enriched uranium
were imported on equipment from Pakistan that Iran bought on
the black market during nearly two decades of clandestine
activity. Even then, nevertheless, the find would be significant.

Moussaoui appeals judgment, sentence
WASHINGTON (AP) — Convicted Sept. 11 conspirator

Zacarias Moussaoui appealed the life sentence he got this
month and the denial of his request for a new trial.

In a one-paragraph notice of appeal, his court-appointed
lawyers said Friday he wanted the 4th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals to review the final judgment and sentence he received
May 4 and Judge Leonie Brinkema’s May 8 denial of his
request to withdraw his guilty plea and go to trial on the origi-
nal charges. The notice was required to be filed by May 18 if the
37-year-old Frenchman wanted to appeal his case. It contained
no legal arguments about the case; those will be filed later with
the appeals court. Since his sentencing, Moussaoui has said he
lied when testifying at his sentencing trial that he was to hijack
a fifth jetliner on Sept. 11, 2001. He has returned to claiming —
as he had for four years before the trial testimony — that he had
nothing to do with the suicide hijackings that took nearly 3,000
lives on Sept. 11, 2001. Moussaoui was in jail in Minnesota on
immigration charges on 9/11, but he has admitted he was train-
ing to hijack a 747 jetliner and fly it into the White House as
part of a later plot to gain release of a radical Egyptian sheik
who is serving a life term for terrorist acts.

she was taking the workshop.
“Because I don’t have a man
in my life to build the house I
want, so I am going to do it
myself,” Hepburn said. 

Carol Russell, also of
Cloverdale, was also on the
team Hornstein jokingly
tagged, “Old broads cutting
new boards.”

Russell said she took the
class to see if she could do it.
“I am slightly disabled and
I’ve always wanted to do this
kind of stuff. Besides, Phyllis
is taking this class so I knew
I’d have a good time,” she
said.

“I love just knowing I can
use a saw,” Russell added, as
she held onto the end of a two-
by-four while Hepburn guided
it through the saw blade.

“It’s awesome to see
women doing it because
we’ve always seen men in
these roles, and all of a sudden
there’s 15 women using power
tools -- measuring,” said
Scarlett Carmona, of
Sacramento.

Asked if she’d done any
construction before, she said:
“I never have. I have a miter
saw at home and I’ve never
used it. I was afraid to, but not
anymore.” Construction is
“actually really do-able. You
can break the work down into
manageable chunks,”
Carmona said.

Elizabeth Robertson, of
San Francisco, compared it to
sewing, noting both require
measuring, marking and the
following of plans. And, she
said, “The grain of the fabric
is similar to the grain of the
wood.”

Polly McGehee is so seri-
ous about learning the trade

that she traveled all the way
from Tahoe to take the class. 

“I am going to be building
a house and I need to know
how to use tools ... and how to
be comfortable around tools,”
McGehee said, noting her
boyfriend is “super psyched”
about her taking the class. 

Pamela Bright, of Napa,
doesn’t have a boyfriend to
help her build a house, she
said, hence her motive for tak-
ing the class. “I don’t have a
man to fall back on ... I want
to do it myself and my dog
needs a house,” she said. “I
want to know basic skills.”

Renita Herrmann, of San
Francisco, working with
McGehee and Bright, appears
to have basic skills already,
but, she too, plans to pound
some nails into her next home.

“We are building a house
north of Willits this summer ...
I took this class last summer
and we built a grape arbor. I
had so much fun and learned
so much I wanted to do it
again,” Herrmann said. 

Elias is a self-taught builder
and carpenter. Her interest in
woodworking began at the
early age of 7 -- when her
father built her a work bench -
- and has continued through
the years. 

“These classes empower
women by providing them
with the knowledge they need
to be more self-sufficient,
independent and informed
about carpentry,” Elias said.
The classes also “build confi-
dence and self-esteem by
demystifying the traditionally
male-dominated world of

woodworking,” she said.  
The Women’s Advanced

Carpentry Project will be held
today and Sunday.
Participants -- who will
include Herrmann, McGehee
and Bright -- will build a deck
and platform for the Intern
Village Kitchen at the Solar
Living Center.

The long-dormant idea of
teaching public school stu-
dents about the literary and
historic importance of the
Bible is getting a fresh look
this year from state legisla-
tures and local school boards -
- though with political bicker-
ing and questions about what
should be included.

The buzz results mostly
from “The Bible and Its
Influence,” a glossy high
school textbook with substan-
tial interfaith and academic
endorsements. It’s available
for the coming school year,
and some 800 high schools are
currently considering the
course.

The publisher, the Bible
Literacy Project of Front
Royal, Va., will issue a
teacher’s edition next month
and is providing online
teacher training through
Oregon’s Concordia
University. The group expects
no legal problems, but is
promising school districts
worried about lawsuits that
Washington’s Becket Fund for
Religious Liberty will supply
attorneys without charge.

Bible Literacy isn’t alone
in the field. Its older rival, the
National Council on Bible
Curriculum in Public Schools
of Greensboro, N.C., is
backed by numerous conserv-
ative Protestant activists and
says 36 new clients have
adopted its program this year,
compared with just a couple
per month in 2005. Overall,
the group says school districts
in 37 states with 1,250 high
schools use its curriculum.

The National Council
believes the Bible should be
students’ only textbook. It
offers teachers a course out-
line, “The Bible in History
and Literature,” and a CD-
ROM of “The Bible Reader,”

a 1969 anthology of texts and
commentary. The outline fol-
lows the King James Version
and recommends the conserv-
ative Protestant Ryrie Study
Bible for further background.

Both efforts pursue an
opening created by the U.S.
Supreme Court. In a notable
1963 ruling, the court banned
ceremonial Bible readings in
public schools but allowed
“objective” study of the text in
a manner divorced from
belief.

“The Bible is worthy of
study for its literary and his-
toric qualities,” the court said.

Last month, Georgia’s Gov.
Sonny Perdue signed a law
that sanctions but doesn’t
require Bible courses, and
directs the state education
department to pick a curricu-
lum by February. Legislators
are mulling similar proposals
in Missouri, Tennessee and
Alabama.

In Alabama, Republicans
have killed a Democratic pro-
posal specifying use of Bible
Literacy’s textbook after con-
servatives complained to

Republicans about its pluralis-
tic approach.

“To some extent, this is
about Democrats trying to get
religion, and certain
Republicans trying to spread
religion,” says Mark Chancey
of Southern Methodist
University.

Representing the Campaign
to Defend the Constitution,
Duke University law profes-
sor Erwin Chemerinsky
charges that Georgia is “clear-
ly violating” the First
Amendment with “state-spon-
sored religious promotion”
both through Bible classes and
another law allowing Ten
Commandments displays. At
Americans United for
Separation of Church and
State, a spokesman finds it
“deeply worrisome” that a
“religious pressure group”
like Bible Literacy is promot-
ing coursework.

Americans United cites
religious activities of Bible
Literacy Chairman Chuck
Stetson, an Episcopalian and
New York entrepreneur, who
co-edited the textbook. The

National Council’s course out-
line is anonymous, and
President Elizabeth Ridenour
declines to state her religious
affiliation.

The National Council’s
Web site features attacks on
Bible Literacy from conserva-
tives, including megachurch
pastors John Hagee of San
Antonio and D. James
Kennedy of Fort Lauderdale,
Fla. Hagee calls the new text-
book “a masterful work of
deception, distortion and out-
right falsehoods” that would
leave pupils “greatly dam-
aged.” Kennedy says it would
be “a tremendous mistake to
impose such very anti-biblical
material.”

Other conservatives dis-
agree. Bible Literacy won
endorsements from a lineup of
evangelical scholars and lead-
ers including Charles Colson,
who says, “I do not see how
any of its content would work
to undermine one’s faith.”

The National Council also
faces attacks, particularly a
scathing 32-page report last
year by SMU’s Chancey that
was sponsored by the liberal
Texas Freedom Network and
endorsed by 187 religion pro-
fessors.

Chancey branded the
National Council version he
examined “a sectarian docu-
ment” that promoted primarily
conservative Protestant views,
lacked input from scholars in
other faith traditions and is
inappropriate for public
schools. The class outline has
since been revised somewhat.

The National Council notes
in response that its “Bible
Reader” was compiled by two
Protestants, a Roman Catholic
priest and a rabbi, and cites
support from several
Catholics and an Orthodox
rabbi.

Bush takes 
on the brothels

Father and son
reunion

Maureen Dowd, winner of the 1999
Pulitzer Prize for distinguished commen-
tary, became a columnist on The New
York Times' Op-Ed page in 1995 after
having served as a correspondent in the
paper's Washington bureau since 1986.

Nicholas D. Kristof was appointed to a special
post as columnist for The New York Times in
2001.

WASHINGTON -- One Bush did it by
staying out of Baghdad, raising taxes and dri-
ving down the deficit.

The other Bush did it by going into
Baghdad, cutting taxes and driving up the
deficit.

But, perhaps inevitably, the father and son
ended up in an Oedipal tango at the same spot:
31 percent.

After trying not to emulate his father's
presidency in any way, W. emulated it in the
worst possible way. He came out of a conflict
with Saddam as a towering figure with soar-
ing approval ratings and ended up as a shrunk-
en figure with scalding approval ratings.

In the latest New York Times/CBS News
Poll, W.'s stunning implosion landed him in a
tie with his dad's low point in July 1992, four
months before the public traded in Poppy for
Bill Clinton. As Adam Nagourney and Megan
Thee noted in their Times article on
Wednesday, that is the lowest approval rating
for any president in the last half-century, other
than Richard Nixon and Jimmy Carter.

Even Hillary Clinton has a more favorable
rating than W. -- 34 percent. But the president
can draw some solace: John Kerry's at 26 and
Al Gore's at 28 percent. And Dick Cheney is
in the bunker at 20.

But in the new poll, even many of the party
faithful are glum. Only 45 percent of evangel-
ical Christians, 69 percent of Republicans and
51 percent of conservatives like the way W. is
taking care of bidness. A whopping 70 percent
deem the country pretty seriously on the
wrong track, and two-thirds consider the
nation in worse shape now than when W. took
over.

On the issues that earned Karl Rove his
nickname, Boy Genius -- values and national
security -- the shift was notable. Fifty percent
of respondents said Democrats came closer to
sharing their moral values, compared with 37
percent who said Republicans did. And the
GOP retains a tenuous advantage on being
seen as stronger on terrorism. The numbers
for those who think we did the right thing
invading Iraq are steadily dropping, and rising
for those who believe we should have stayed
out.

Many Americans have simply lost faith in
the administration's ingenuity. Only a quarter
of those polled had much confidence in W.'s
ability to handle a crisis; a mere 9 percent are
sure that he can successfully end the war in
Iraq, and a paltry 4 percent think the adminis-
tration has a clear plan for keeping gas prices
down.

The Bush presidency has devolved to an
assertion of empty will.

The White House blew off warnings from
Republicans in Congress about appointing
Gen. Michael Hayden as CIA chief. You know
you're in trouble when conservatives fret that
the military is getting too much power.

If W. really cared about getting good intel-
ligence for his war on terror, he would never
have appointed Porter Goss. That wasted
more than 18 months that could have been
used fixing the dysfunctional agency, and
drove out some good officials.

Goss, the Cheney toadie, was appointed
because W. and Vice wanted him to go to
Langley and do a hostile takeover to clear out
suspected leakers (especially Kerry contribu-
tors), malcontents, critics of the war or any-
one else who wasn't with the program.

Before the Iraq invasion, it was about fix-
ing the intelligence around the policy. Now
it's about appointing yes men and enforcing
loyalty. The Bush warriors didn't want good
intelligence in the first place because it would
have told them they were wrong about
Saddam's ties to al-Qaida and WMD. And
now they're still more concerned with turf bat-
tles than with truth-tellers, and finding some-
one -- anyone -- who can tell us where Osama
is. (Osama who?)

Even Denny Hastert, the Republican
speaker, scoffed at the Hayden move as a
Negroponte “power grab.”

The general is a Cheney pal who stood up
for the White House's right to be unconstitu-
tional, going along with the heinous warrant-
less snooping. That makes him one of the
team and ready for a promotion, or a Medal of
Freedom. He will no doubt be accommodat-
ing when Darth Cheney comes over to
Langley to lurk around the analysts and over-
see the evidence building a case on sending
bombs rather than diplomats, to Iran.

Now that we're dealing with a crazed
Iranian president, dreaming of nukes and writ-
ing an 18-page letter that sounds like an
Israel-hating Islamic version of the Rapture,
wouldn't it be great if our spooks could stop
fighting and go spy on somebody?

I’m guessing that President Bush’s foreign policy
will stand up about as well to the assessments of future
historians as a baby gazelle to a pack of cheetahs.

Yet there is one area where Bush is making a his-
toric contribution: He is devoting much more money
and attention to human trafficking than his predeces-
sors. Just as one of Jimmy Carter’s great legacies was
putting human rights squarely on the international
agenda, Bush is doing the same for slave labor.

We don’t tend to think of trafficking as a top con-
cern, so Bush hasn’t gotten much credit. But it’s diffi-
cult to think of a human rights issue that could be more
important than sex trafficking and the other kinds of
neo-slavery that engulf millions of people around the
world, leaving many of them dead of AIDS by their
early 20s.

My own epiphany came in 1989, when my wife and
I lived in China and covered the crushing of the
Tiananmen Square democracy movement. Arrests of
dissidents were front-page news, but no one paid any
attention as many tens of thousands of Chinese women
and girls were kidnapped and sold each year by traf-
fickers to become the unwilling wives of peasants.

Since then, I’ve seen the peddling of humans in
many countries: the 8-year-old Filipino girl whose
mother used to pull her out of school to rent to
pedophiles; the terrified 14-year-old Vietnamese girl
imprisoned in a brothel pending the sale of her virgin-
ity; the Pakistani teenager whose brothel’s owner dealt
with her resistance by drugging her into a stupor. The
U.N. has estimated that 12.3 million people worldwide
are caught in forced labor of one kind or another.

In an age of HIV, sex trafficking is particularly
lethal. And for every political dissident who is locked
up in a prison cell, hundreds of teenage girls are
locked up in brothels and, in effect, sentenced to death
by AIDS.

In 2000, Congress passed landmark anti-trafficking
legislation, backed by an unlikely coalition of evan-
gelical Republicans and feminist Democrats. Even
today, the congressional leaders against trafficking
include a conservative Republican, Sen. Sam
Brownback, and a liberal Democrat, Rep. Carolyn
Maloney.

But the heaviest lifting has been done by the State
Department’s tiny office on trafficking -- for my
money, one of the most effective units in the U.S. gov-
ernment. The office, led by a former Republican con-
gressman, John Miller, is viewed with suspicion by
some career diplomats who fear that simple-minded
conservative nuts are mucking up relations with coun-
tries over a peripheral issue.

Yet Miller and his office wield their spotlight
shrewdly. With firm backing from the White House
(Bush made Miller an ambassador partly to help him
in his bureaucratic battles), the office puts out an annu-
al report that shames and bullies foreign governments
into taking action against forced labor of all kinds.

Under pressure from the report, Cambodia prose-
cuted some traffickers (albeit while protecting brothels
owned by government officials) and largely closed
down the Svay Pak red-light district, where 10-year-
olds used to be openly sold. Ecuador stepped up
arrests of pimps and started a national public aware-
ness campaign. Israel trained police to go after traf-
fickers and worked with victims’ home countries, like
Belarus and Ukraine. And so on, country by country.

Some liberals object to the administration’s require-
ment that aid groups declare their opposition to prosti-
tution before they can get anti-trafficking funds. But in
the past, without that requirement, U.S. funds occa-
sionally went to groups promoting prostitution. And in
any case, the requirement doesn’t seem to have caused
many problems on the ground (partly because aid
groups sometimes dissemble to get money). In
Zambia, India and Cambodia, I’ve seen U.S.-financed
programs work closely with prostitutes and brothel
owners when that is needed to get the job done.

Moreover, Miller and his staff aren’t squeamish
prudes. Miller is sympathetic to the Swedish model:
stop punishing prostitutes, but crack down on pimps
and customers. He says that approach seems to have
reduced more forced prostitution than just about any
other strategy.

The backdrop is a ridiculously divisive debate
among anti-trafficking activists about whether prosti-
tution should be legalized. Whatever one thinks of that
question, it’s peripheral to the central challenge: Vast
numbers of underage girls are forced into brothels
against their will, and many die of AIDS. On that cru-
cial issue, Bush is leaving a legacy that he and
America can be proud of.

Before the
homer, Rodriguez was hit-
ting .210 (13-for-62) in his
career against Zito — includ-
ing a grand slam in New
York’s season-opening 15-2
win at Oakland.

Williams added his sec-
ond homer of the season in
the eighth, a drive off former
Yankee Randy Keisler, who
was called up before the

game and made his Oakland
debut.

Wang (3-1), helped by
four double plays, had the
best of his 25 career starts,
never allowing a runner past
first.

Gatlin sets
world record in
100-meter dash

DOHA, Qatar — Olympic
champion. World champion.
Now, Justin Gatlin is the
world record holder, too.

The American sprinter
broke the 100-meter record
Friday with a time of 9.76 sec-
onds at the Qatar Grand Prix.
He shaved one-hundredth of a
second off the mark of 9.77
seconds set by Jamaica’s
Asafa Powell on June 14,
2005, in Athens, Greece.

“This was a perfect race,”
Gatlin said. “I am a competi-
tor and I promised I would get
the world record and I have
done it. I don’t go for world
records. They come to me.”

The 24-year-old Gatlin
won the 100 and 200 at the
world championships in
Helsinki, Finland, last August.
He said Monday he intended
to break the record in Doha,
where the race was run at
night under floodlights to
avoid the extreme daytime
heat. Even so, it was 82
degrees at race time.

“It is amazing I did it,”
Gatlin said. “It took a lot of
discipline and dedication. You
will see many more perfor-
mances like this from me in
the future.”

Gatlin was quick out of the
starting blocks and running
even with Nigeria’s Olusoji
Fasuba for the first 50 meters.
Only in the last 40 meters did
Gatlin surge into the lead.

“I was thinking be patient

... and bring it home,” Gatlin
said. “I put a lot of heart into
the race. Now I can say I’m
the fastest in the world, and it
feels great.”

Fasuba finished second in
9.84 — an African record —
with Shawn Crawford of the
United States third in 10.08.

Gatlin went over to the
stands and hugged members
of the U.S. team, including
women’s 200-meter world
champion Allyson Felix, as
the crowd of 10,000 gave him
a standing ovation.

“She gave me the biggest
hug,” Gatlin said. “It felt like
we did it and the team did it.”

He then knelt on the track
with a bouquet a flowers pre-
sented by a Qatari hostess and
posed for photographs next to
the electronic scoreboard
showing his time of 9.76.

For breaking the record,
Gatlin gets a $100,000 bonus
from the International
Association of Athletics
Federations. The Qatar feder-
ation said it would chip in an
additional $30,000.

Gatlin and Powell will face
each other at the Gateshead
meet in England on June 11.

“I will get back the record,
I think I can run 9.60 with the
same conditions,” Powell said
Friday in Santo Domingo,
Dominican Republic, where
he’s scheduled to run
Saturday. “This is the best
I’ve felt in the past years. I’ve
never felt so good and that’s

why I’m sure I’ll break the
record.”

Powell is also slated to run
in a meet in Oslo, Norway, on
June 2, trainer Stephen
Francis said.

“But I don’t think he’ll
break it there because of the
weather, but in Athens on July
3 or in Paris July 10 the record
would fall,” Francis said.

When Powell set the record
last year, he bettered the mark
of 9.79 set by Maurice Greene
in Athens in June 1999. Tim
Montgomery’s mark of 9.78,
set in Paris in 2002, was
wiped off the books when he
was suspended for two years
based on information uncov-
ered in the BALCO doping
scandal. Gatlin’s previous best
was the 9.85 he ran in winning
the Olympic gold in Athens in
2004. His time was 9.88 when
he won the world title last
year.

Gatlin, a native of
Brooklyn, N.Y., and a former
NCAA 100 and 200 champion

at Tennessee, is coached by
Trevor Graham — the former
coach of Montgomery and
Marion Jones. At least six of
Graham’s athletes have tested
positive for banned sub-
stances and Graham acknowl-
edged he was the coach who
anonymously sent a syringe of
THG to the U.S. Anti-Doping
Agency, a key piece of evi-
dence in the BALCO case.

Gatlin never has been
linked to steroids, but he
received a two-year suspen-
sion after testing positive for
an amphetamine at the 2001
U.S. junior championships.
The drug was contained in
prescription medication
Gatlin had been taking for 10
years to treat a form of atten-
tion deficit disorder.

Gatlin said his next goal is
to run 9.73. He’ll compete in
the Reebok Grand Prix in
New York City on June 3.

“I need to stay focused and
not get a big head,” he said.

Giants want Cain to
work things out in Bigs
San Francisco needs
top prospect to get
his groove back

SAN FRANCISCO — The
San Francisco Giants are
going to let top pitching
prospect Matt Cain work out
his problems on the mound in
the majors.

“They’re going to let me
pitch,” he said. “That’s their
decision.”

The 21-year-old Cain, in
his first full big league season
after being called up from
Triple-A Fresno on Aug. 26, is
1-5 and lost his third straight
start and fifth in six
Wednesday night against the
Chicago Cubs.

“We’ve talked a lot inter-
nally and with him,” general
manager Brian Sabean said
Friday in a conference call.

“He needs to take a step back.
Right now, he’s really press-
ing. With the expectations, he
put a lot of pressure on him-
self. His delivery is out of
whack. We’ve discussed back-
ing him off a little bit.”

Cain admits that’s the case.
He said Sabean and manager
Felipe Alou want him to relax
in the process of rediscover-
ing the stuff that helped him
go 2-1 in seven starts in 2005.
A first-round draft pick, 25th
overall, in 2002, Cain became
the eighth-youngest Giants
pitcher since 1950 to make his
major league debut. He was
also the fourth-youngest in
that span to win a game and
the youngest in San Francisco
history to throw a complete
game.

Cain, who threw a regular
bullpen session Friday before
the Giants opened a three-
game series with the Los
Angeles Dodgers, said he did-

n’t expect to have his turn in
the rotation skipped.

“They said, ’Be calm and
be yourself,”’ Cain said.
“They might sense I’m
putting too much pressure on
myself. They said, ’Trust your
stuff and what you’ve done
before.”’

Cain, a perfectionist by
nature, said he believes the
club called him up at the “per-
fect time” last season but now
he needs to get back to where
he was when he went 10-5
with a 4.39 ERA and 176
strikeouts in 26 starts and 145
2-3 innings for Triple-A
Fresno last year before com-
ing to the majors.

Pacing himself might be
one answer.

“I have to kind of relax and
not be almost like a bull com-
ing out of the gates — not so
fast out of the gates,” he said.
“I’ve just got to keep going.
It’s all a test.”

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No DNA
link in
Duke
case

RALEIGH, N.C. — A
second round of DNA testing
in the Duke University
lacrosse rape case came back
with the same result as the
first — no conclusive match
to any member of the team,
defense attorneys said
Friday.

Attorney Joseph Cheshire,
who represents a team cap-
tain who has not been
charged, said the tests
showed genetic material
from a “single male source”
was found on a vaginal swab
taken from the accuser, but
that material did not match
any of the players.

“In other words, it appears
this woman had sex with a
male,” said Cheshire, who
spoke at a news conference
with other defense attorneys
in the case. “It also appears
with certainty it wasn’t a
Duke lacrosse player.”

Cheshire said the testing
did find some genetic mater-
ial from several people on a
plastic fingernail found in a
bathroom trash can of the
house where the team held
the March 13 party. He said
some of that material had the
“same characteristics” — a
link short of a conclusive
match — to some of the
players, but not the two who
have been charged with rape,
kidnapping and sexual
assault.

Along with the fingernail,
the trash can contained cot-
ton swabs, tissue, toilet paper
and other items that would
carry the DNA of people
who used the bathroom,
Cheshire said.

Two members of the team
have been charged with rap-
ing a stripper hired to per-
form at the party.

The dancer, a 27-year-old
black student at nearby
North Carolina Central
University, told police she
was raped and beaten for a
half-hour by three white men
at the party. A grand jury has
charged sophomores Reade
Seligmann, of Essex Fells,
N.J., and Collin Finnerty, of
Garden City, N.Y., with rape,
kidnapping and sexual
assault.

Defense attorneys have
strongly proclaimed that all
the players are innocent, con-
sistently pointing to an initial
round of DNA tests they said
found no match between the
46 players tested and the
accuser.

District Attorney Mike
Nifong did not immediately
return a call to his home
seeking comment Friday
night.

After the first round of
tests came back from a state
crime lab without a match,
Nifong said that in 75 to 80
percent of all sexual assault
cases, there is no DNA evi-
dence. In those cases, prose-
cutors had to proceed “the
good old-fashioned way.
Witnesses got on the stand
and told what happened to
them,” he said last month.

But Stan Goldman, a
Loyola Law School profes-
sor and former Los Angeles
County public defender, said
he would be surprised if
Nifong went ahead with the
case unless “they really have
something significant that
they are not revealing to us”
— such as a lacrosse player
willing to testify he saw a
rape.

“There has got to be some
really good prosecution
explanation as to why the
DNA evidence does not exist
and why someone else’s
would be there,” Goldman
said.

Cheshire said the fact that
the players turned over the
fingernail shows they had
nothing to hide.

“Is that consistent with
someone that knowledgeably
and knowingly committed a
rape?” Cheshire said. “That
they would leave fingernails
that were ripped off a person
in a violent struggle in their
trash can after they’re told
there’s an investigation and
that police were going to
come to their house?”

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Dear Annie: A few years after my mother
died of cancer, my Dad, age 60, married
“Lucinda,” a woman 14 years younger. We
were happy for him, and for the first 12 years
of his marriage, we all got along great. But
nine years ago, Dad had a stroke.

Lucinda realized this was a huge burden,
and for the first few years they tried to make as
much out of life as possible. But now, in his
80s, Dad lies in bed all day, getting up only for
meals and to use the bathroom, walking slow-
ly with a walker. Lucinda works full time, and
Dad is home alone. An aide comes once a week
to give him a shower and shave.

We suggested to Lucinda that since Dad has
an excellent pension, she might consider work-
ing part time, or hiring the aide to come in
more often, or even that Dad be put in a nurs-
ing home for better care. He fell once and frac-
tured some ribs. But Lucinda refuses anything
that costs money. If we buy clothes for him,
she returns them for cash. On a 90-degree day,

the central air conditioning is off. Visiting them
is difficult, as her work hours vary greatly.

What can be done to make the quality of
Dad’s life better and still get along with the
golddigger? She barely speaks to us now. --
Stepchildren

Dear Stepchildren: Caring for a stroke vic-
tim cannot possibly be easy. Plus, you don’t
know how much of Dad’s pension they’ve run
through in the last nine years. The financial sit-
uation may not be as stable as you think. And
you can’t blame Lucinda for wanting to be sure
there is enough money for her to live on after
Dad’s pension runs out or if he leaves all his
remaining money to his children.

Have you offered to contribute toward
Dad’s care, either by paying for an aide or by
taking the time to watch him? Perhaps if you
approach Lucinda as an ally and ask what you
can do to make her job easier, it will heal the
breach and get results. If you believe Dad is
being abused (we’re worried about the lack of
air conditioning), you should contact your state
abuse hotline.

Dear Annie: After reading your column
urging people to send cards or visit veterans on
Valentine’s Day, I was inspired to contact the
VA hospital at Bay Pines in St. Petersburg, Fla.

I am a soprano who performs several one-
woman musical programs (along with my
accompanist, Caroline Decker). When I spoke
with Stuart Seidell of the Bay Pines recreation
staff, he invited us to sing for the veterans.

We drove up from Sarasota early on the
morning after Valentine’s Day. Annie, I’ve
been singing for many years, but I can’t
remember a more appreciative audience or a
more rewarding experience. We were flooded
with accolades, warm words of appreciation
and invitations to return. Bill Schmit of the
recreation staff was so helpful with the piano

and microphones, and even volunteered to
dance a segment of the program with me.

Thank you for encouraging all of us to show
our appreciation for these veterans. We got
back so much in return. -- Irene Herman

fake bills. The pair visited the
Forks Ranch Market, Longs
Drugs, Raley’s and
Albertson’s trying to purchase
money orders. 

“These sophisticated print-
ing machines make a pretty
good photocopy,” said MCSO
Lt. D.J. Miller.

“They weren’t bad,” said
UPD Sgt. Daren Wojcieszak
of the bills.

Sheriff’s deputies and UPD
officers began receiving calls
early Thursday afternoon
from businesses that had seen
the counterfeit bills.

Dooley was turned away at
the Forks Ranch market by a
clerk who identified the bills
as fake. Dooley left before
police arrived. At Longs
Drugs, Escarcega met with
more success, allegedly pur-
chasing a $200 money order.
The pair also managed to pur-
chase a $200 money order
from Albertson’s, police said.

When Dooley allegedly
tried to purchase a second

money order at Longs Drugs,
the clerk identified the money
as counterfeit. Police said
Dooley fled the scene in her
car before they arrived but the
clerk wrote down Dooley’s
license plate number, which
sheriff’s deputies and UPD
officers used to trace Dooley
and Escarcega to the house
where they live as roommates.

Sheriff’s deputies obtained
a search warrant and seized
evidence of counterfeiting.
Wojcieszak said using coun-
terfeit funds to purchase
money orders is a fairly typi-
cal, low ball way of launder-

ing money. 
Wojcieszak said UPD has

recovered $350 of the $400 in
counterfeit money and is still
investigating the case to round
up the remaining five bills.

Dooley and Escarcega are
being held in the county jail
on a $35,000 bond each.

er to train officers in what to
look for, and help put together
an effective case.

“We can do it if we work
together,” she said.

Sawicki brought up his
experience in the District
Attorney’s Office and said he
created a protocol for elder
abuse cases that helps beat
cops to seek a search warrant
in situations where elder isola-
tion or abuse is suspected.

Vroman said his office
already relies on other agen-
cies for help with these cases,
but said that if the case is not
properly prepared there is lit-
tle the district attorney can do.

“If they don’t function
properly I don’t have the staff
to investigate it,” Vroman
said.

Vroman also said that
Sawicki’s protocol for elder
abuse had been written while
Sawicki was working under
Vroman at the District
Attorney’s Office and was
done at Vroman’s request.

All three candidates said
they believed gang violence
was a growing problem in
Mendocino County. Lintott
said the problem needed to be
attacked at the head, punish-
ing adult offenders and gang
recruiters harshly to send a
message. Juveniles can be
rehabilitated if they get
involved in positive organiza-
tions, Lintott said.

Sawicki agreed that harsh
punishments were necessary
to deal with gang recruiters
and that removing them would
require an intelligent and “sur-
gical” approach. Sawicki said
a crackdown on truancy could
reduce juvenile involvement

in gangs.
Vroman pointed out that

the district attorney is not able
to increase sentences for gang
offenders except by adding
enhancements to existing
criminal charges where possi-
ble. Judges sentence crimi-
nals.

Methamphetamine was a
prosecutorial priority for all
three candidates. Much as he
would with gangs, Sawicki
said he would attack the head
of the problem, using the
grand jury to go after those at
the top of the ladder.

“Somebody is getting rich
off this,” Sawicki said.

Lintott said another
approach would be to attack
the problem at its base, work-
ing with Public Health to get
people into treatment and
reduce demand for the drug.

Vroman agreed metham-
phetamine is a problem in the
county, but said that alcohol
abuse is a bigger problem than
methamphetamine. Vroman
said he files approximately 35
driving under the influence
cases a week but that the sen-
tences  handed down by
judges are not prohibitive.

“A DUI is far more danger-
ous than a guy walking down
the street with a gun,” Vroman
said.

Candidates were also asked
to weigh in on the county’s
new ordinance that makes
camping on public property
illegal. Vroman said the law
was another example of social
problems being put off on the
justice system. He said he
would not take prosecutors off
serious cases to prosecute
people for public camping.

“I have a list of priorities,
and people who don’t have
homes are not high on the
list,” Vroman said.

Lintott said she had not yet
seen the text of the ordinance.
She said she appreciated that
the law was meant to keep the
streets safe but she would
decide prosecution on a case-
by-case basis.

“I don’t think someone
should be prosecuted for
being homeless,” Lintott said.

Sawicki said he would have
to carefully scrutinize the
ordinance to make sure it is
constitutional before prosecut-
ing anyone. 

Also speaking at the forum
were superior court judge can-
didates Clay Brennan and
Jone Lemos. 

Endorsements were a hot
topic among the candidates’

discussions. Brennan has
sought out and received
endorsements from members
of the board of supervisors,
city council members and six
of Mendocino County’s eight
Superior Court judges.

In contrast, Lemos said she
had pursued no endorsements
because judicial ethics restrict
the actions of judicial candi-
dates during campaigns in
order to maintain impartiality.

Brennan said he felt
endorsements were nothing
more than a vote of confi-
dence.

“I would like to have the
endorsement of everyone in
Mendocino County,” Brennan
said.

Brennan also questioned
Lemos’ lack of experience in
criminal prosecution. Lemos
has 20 years experience as a
trial attorney and 10 years as
judge pro-tem. Brennan
worked for the District
Attorney’s Office from 1991
to 1993 as a trial deputy.

Brennan said the biggest
problems in Mendocino
County are methamphetamine
production and gang activity,
and that 70 percent of the
court’s business is adjudicat-
ing criminal cases.

Lemos argued that five of
the nine current Supreme
Court justices have no crimi-
nal prosecution experience
and that they would certainly
be qualified for the
Mendocino County Superior
Court bench.

“I don’t think criminal law
experience is essential for a
judge,” Lemos said.

The court might be better
served if more defendants
could be diverted into pro-
grams like teen court, keeping
the courts free for cases that
absolutely have to go to trial,
Lemos said.

Lemos, a coast resident,
said another problem facing
the court system was the lack
of access in rural areas. She
said some have asked her why
rural courts are open so infre-
quently and why defendants
often have to travel to the larg-
er courts to seek justice.

Brennan agreed that access
to courts in rural areas is a
problem, but that it might be a
question of money and avail-
ability of staff.

In the treasurer/tax collec-
tor race, the decision comes
down to experience over fresh
vision. Shari Schapmire has
been working in the
Treasurer-Tax Collector’s
office for 25 years and has
spent the last seven years
working as assistant to the
current head of the office,
Timothy Knudsen. Schapmire
said the  office is already
working to transition her into
the tax collector’s job.

The other candidate, Tania
Ugrin-Capobianco, admitted
she doesn’t know the day-to-
day procedures of the treasur-
er’s office, but said she
believed she would be able to
learn them quickly. Ugrin-
Capobianco has 26 years
experience working in
finance, including several
years working for court col-
lections.

Ugrin-Capobianco said the
county is facing new financial
problems and that a fresh set
of eyes could be what’s neces-
sary to solve them

A second candidate forum
will be held for candidates for
sheriff and 5th District super-
visor on Thursday, May 18.
Primary elections will be held
June 6.

and possession of abalone
over the legal limit.

The enforcement of
abalone laws has been one of
the top priorities for the
California Department of Fish
and Game for the past several
years as a result of population

surveys that record a low
number of juveniles due to
poor spawning conditions in
recent years. 

Abalone have a high value
on the illegal fish market, and
their illegal take and sale is of
particular concern to the Fish
and Game department.

The limit for red abalone is
three per day at a minimum
length of seven inches. The
seasonal limit remains at 24

per year, and an abalone per-
mit report card is required.
Red abalone cannot be har-
vested commercially.

There are special restric-
tions on the tools that can be
used to harvest abalone, and
each person harvesting them
must carry a measuring
device. A list of these and
other fishing regulations can
be obtained at any local sport-
ing goods store.
