O u r  v i e w  of p r a y e r  will b e  influenced b y  o u r  conception of the relation in w h i c h  w e  stand to G o d .  If w e  think of H i m  as s o m e  far-off Being, with w h o m  w e  are only externally connected, the idea of p r a y e r  is, to take a  h o m e l y  illustration, like calling u p  a  distant pe r s o n  o n  a  telephone, m a k i n g  k n o w n  our wi s h e s  a n d  then waiting for a  return of material goods. This is, of course, hopelessly cr u d e  a n d  materialistic. But if w e  g r a s p  the thought that w e  are organically related to G o d ,  that w e  exist in H i m  spiritually s o m e w h a t  as  thoughts exist in the mind, w e  c a n  see that a  strong desire in o u r  soul c o m m u n i c a t e s  itself to H i m  a n d  e n g a g e s  His attention just as a  thought in our soul e n g a g e s  ours. T h e  stronger the thought, 1 the m o r e  frequently it returns, the m o r e  it is likely to b e  acted  ̂  upon.

The Course on the Subliminal 

Mind, of w h i c h  the following is the First Lesson, w a s  int e n d e d  to b e  p u b lished a s  a  book, but I give it to the C o m m e n t s .  It will consist of fifteen or m o r e  L e s ­sons.I d o  not believe that the s u b ­conscious m i n d  is the true a n d  m o s t  pow e r f u l  level in w h i c h  healing occurs, but I k n o w  that the s u b c o nscious m i n d  accepts a n d  retains the patterns, the correlatives of disease. For o n e  to distinguish b e t w e e n  the S u b ­liminal M i n d  a n d  the s u b c o n s ­cious or habit m i n d  a n d  the a c ­tivities a n d  the a p p r o a c h  to e a c h  is to raise o n e  fr o m  the limits of a  p o p u l a r  psychologi­cal conception to that of true healing metaphysics. Psy c h o l o ­

g y  h a s  its values but o n e  c a n ­not force one's w a y  to health a n d  masterfulness b y  using worldly information a n d  m e n t a l  m e a n s  that d o  not in the m s e l v e s  rise a b o v e  the troubled c o n c e p ­tions that act a s  c a u s e  of dis­ease. O u r  true a i m  s h o u l d  b e  to m a k e  u s e  of p o w e r s  that t r a n s c e n d  the m e r e l y  mortal m a n .  I hold that the Subliminal M i n d  is the seat of true a n d  p e r ­m a n e n t  healing a s  distinguished f r o m  that w h i c h  brings t e m p o r ­a r y  cures. M a n  will n e v e r  m e e t  his p r o b l e m s  b y  resources that a r e  entirely of mortal levels. T o  b e c o m e  a c q u a i n t e d  with Subli­m i n a l  M i n d  levels is to raise one's consciousness into self- protecting p o w e r s  a n d  Divine security.

Early in the Bible, in its sec­o n d  b o o k  E x o d u s  (15:26) there is the injunction of H e a l i n g  a n d  G u i d a n c e  "If thou wilt diligently h e a r k e n  to the voice of the Lo r d  thy G o d ,  a n d  wilt d o  that w h i c h  is right in His sight, a n d  will give ear to His c o m m a n d m e n t s  ■ a n d  k e e p  all His statutes, I will put n o n e  of these diseases u p o n  thee w h i c h  I h a v e  b r o u g h t  u p o n  the Egyptians; for I a m  the Lord that healeth thee."
F r o m  w h e n c e  d o  w e  obtain our doctrine a n d  practice of healing? F r o m  the Bible, from o n e  e n d  of it to the other a n d  throughout its pages. H e r e  w e  h a v e  o n e  of the first plain state­m e n t s  of healing a n d  the very last w o r d s  in the B o o k  are those of the Eternal Christ saying, "I c a m e  quickly."T h e  Bible offers the Truth to y o u  as well as m e  a n d  to the Egyptians as well as to the p e o ­

ple of M o s e s ,  but in those prim itive d a y s  the w o n d e r f u l  peopl; of M o s e s  w h o  h a d  discover© that they could " w a l k  a n d  tall with G o d  a n d  that H e  woul: g u i d e  a n d  heal them, thougt that they m u s t  therefore b e  th only people, that evil c a m e  t their enemies, not to them, fc they w e r e  the c h o s e n  people.G o d  did not affect the Egyp tians. G o d  d o e s  not affect. G a  heals. Axiomatically w h e n  w  s a y  that G o d  heals w e  d o  no a n d  ca n n o t  s a y  that H e  de stroys.
Th e r e  are a l w a y s  these "su perior" people, those w h o  be lieve that they are c h o s e n  to rulf all others, that the l a w s  of th c o s m o s  are m a d e  for them. Fror this egotistical state of mint w a r s  arise, struggles ensue, anc resentments enter a n d  canke: the heart. S o  soul a n d  b o d y  art destroyed.
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That nation a n d  that indivi­dual is h e a l e d  a n d  r e m a i n s  w h o l e  w h o  in the recesses of their hearts accept G o d ' s  E q u a l  G o o d n e s s .  T h e  J e w s  still strug­gle a n d  find prosecution for they r e m a i n  a  p e o p l e  apart. T h e y  practice aloofness instead of the B r o t h e r h o o d  of M a n .  This is not a  doctrine. It is a  d a n g e r ­ou s  practice.T h e  w a r s  of m a n k i n d  arise b e ­c a u s e  o n e  race, or nation, or set of beliefs assert t h e mselves as superior.T h e  a c q u i r e m e n t  of the O n e  G o o d n e s s  of Non-struggle is the perfection of healing a n d  h e l p ­ing m a n k i n d .It is struggle that c a u s e s  di­sease, not occasional periods of struggle in the conciousness of the individual or the g r o u p  but the heart-hidden, set, fixed p u r ­p o s e  (or fear) of struggle.
T h e  R e m e d y  is not a  secret. T h e r e  is n o  secret of healing. T h o s e  w h o  will h e a r k e n  to G o d  a n d  d o  that w h i c h  is right in His 

Sight will b e  well, h a p p y  a n d  free. In Truth a s  well a s  in p r a c ­tice w e  k n o w  this to b e  the p r o v ­e n  w a y  of i m m e d i a t e  w h o l e ­s o m e  life. It is not a  doctrine with us. It is a  practical fact that actually heals.
W e  as practitioners s e e k  the h i d d e n  sin, fear, or struggle. W e  through practiced p r a y e r  dis­solve h i d d e n  can k e r s  in G o d ' s

Truth, not in p ersonal opinion, n o r  b y  o u r  p e rsonal ideas. It is all a  sharing, n e v e r  the e x e r ­cise of influence. H o w  could there b e  influence w h e n  o n e  p e r s o n  in Truth (in the Sight of G o d )  is a s  g o o d  a s  another. It is G o d ' s  G o o d  W a y  that heals, not e v e n  a n y  per s o n a l  opinion of good.H e a l i n g  is always s o m e  p h a s e  of conversion f r o m  "I will h a v e  m y  w a y  b e c a u s e  m y  w a y  is best" to "I ac c e p t  G o d ' s  W a y "  k n o w i n g  that G o d ' s  W a y  is al­w a y s  Best.R e m e m b e r  that o n e  c a n  easi­ly p r o v e  the m a r v e l o u s  effective­n e s s  of all this to oneself p r o ­v i d e d  o n e  b e  consistent a n d  sin­cere a n d  practice it.R e m e m b e r ,  too, that it is the oldest of all teachings.
E x o d u s  a g a i n  (23:25), " A n d  y e  shall serve the L o r d  y o u r  G o d ,  a n d  H e  shall bless thy bread, a n d  thy water; a n d  I will take sickness a w a y  f r o m  the midst of thee."
S e r v e  " y o u r  G o d , "  y o u r  good. S u c h  a  daily e n d e a v o r  in silent p r a y e r  will take y o u  far b e y o n d  the fondest i m a g i n i n g s  of y o u r  personal ideas of g o o d  a n d  of fear also, a n d  into the r e a l m  of positive living.
O r  w o u l d  y o u  rather h a v e  a  g o o d  time in y o u r  v e r y  o w n  w a y .  V e r y  well, the only u p  or d o w n  in life is that w e  ar e  all
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free. O n w a r d n e s s  is as  e a s y  a s  b a c k w a r d n e s s ,  a n d  "u p s "  a n d  " d o w n s "  d o  not constitute life.
Life is pleasantly onwarc W h y  not, then, repent of struc gle. It is m u c h  the easier way.

'People Must Develop Inner Qualities of Mind, Spirit'

" T h e  w o r l d  will not b e  fit for h u m a n  habitation until its p e o ­ple h a v e  d e v e l o p e d  those inner qualities of m i n d  a n d  spirit that p r o d u c e  great living."
This w a s  the statement of President Robert G o r d o n  Sproul of the University of California, in a  recent address.
Pointing out that the w o r l d  w h i c h  science h a s  built n e e d s  the directive force of religion, Dr. Sproul said: "In recent years that w e r e  e n d i n g  a n  e r a  t h o u g h  w e  k n e w  it not, m a n y  m e n  re­solved the so-called conflict b e ­t w e e n  science a n d  religion o n  w h a t  s e e m e d  to t h e m  a  practi­cal basis in favor of science. T o ­d a y  a s  they stand at o n e  of the great decisive m o m e n t s  in his­tory, w h e n  the engines of the m a c h i n e  a g e  are destroying the lives a n d  liberties o  f m e n ,  w o u l d  a n y  of t h e m  d a r e  to a n s ­w e r  that science suffices? I think not. Th e r e  is a  great a n d  imperative necessity for s o m e  counter-availing, or I think m o r e

accurately, s o m e  directive ant in s o m e  d e g r e e  c o m p l e m e n t e r  force, that shall rally the rea perative p o w e r s  of m a n k i n d  ant w i n  the race with catastrophe.
"Ed u c a t i o n  c a n n o t  provid; s u c h  a  force, important as  it is, Dr. Sproul said, b e c a u s e  "it i not the m i n d s  b u t  the souls c m e n  that m u s t  b e  regenerated: catastrophe is not surely t: c o m e .  M e n  a n d  nations mus h a v e  not so m u c h  a  c h a n g e  c m i n d  a s  a  c h a n g e  of heart. The; m u s t  listen to G o d  a n d  obey, les they listen to Hitler or Stalin cm: grovel.
" T h e  f u n d a m e n t a l  tenets o: faith in d e m o c r a c y  a n d  of fait! in a  merciful G o d  a r e  comple m e n t a r y  a n d  s u p p l e m e n t a r y  tc e a c h  other."

—Those other people
I think m o s t  of the m e n t a l  side of his c a s e  h a s  o c curred b e ­c a u s e  of the p r e s e n c e  of the third party in y o u r  h o m e ,  w h i c h  is in a c c o r d a n c e  with y o u r  re­port. It is v e r y  often the rule that a  third party in a  h o m e  is dominant. T h e y  so s e l d o m  s e e m  to accept a  h o m e  a s  a n y  sort of favor. T h e y  try to r u n  it, m a n ­a g e  it all. T h e s e  are c o m m o n  cases with practitioners.
I believe G o d  sh o u l d  control y o u r  life, y o u r  h u s b a n d ' s  life a n d  mine, a n d  just exactly n o  o n e  else sho u l d  d o  so. If y o u  accept this belief a s  a  Principle thoroughly a n d  d e e p l y  in y o u r  heart, y o u  will find that the w h o l e  thing will c h a n g e .
O n  m y  part I c a n  accept y o u r  F r e e d o m  for you, definitely for you, a n d  I a m  g o i n g  to d o  so of course as  a  practitioner. W e  al­so h a v e  to get rid of a n y  id e a  that for y o u  to h a v e  y o u r  F r e e ­d o m  m e a n s  a n y t h i n g  against a n y o n e  else, or takes a n y  kind of f r e e d o m  f r o m  a n y o n e  else, for that is not true. W h o e v e r  personally attempts to interfere with the F r e e d o m  of ano t h e r  simply loses s o m e  of their o w n  a n d  they generally h a v e  little to lose in the first place. T h e r e ­fore, treatment for F r e e d o m  in

s u c h  circumstances is to b e  a  h a p p y  healing for all c o n c e r n e d  in e v e r y  case. I shall treat the w h o l e  situation of course, a n d  I a m  g l a d  to h a v e  y o u  report a n y t h i n g  that disturbs you.
G o d ' s  F r e e d o m  brings p e r ­sonal freedom.

—The Truth about prosperity—
In the first place, it is a  fact in all ca s e s  that w h e n  there is not prosperity, that prosperity is subconsciously, (unconscious­ly,) definitely refused. O f  course the w o r l d  d o e s  not believe that, but th e n  the a v e r a g e  p e r s o n  in the w o r l d  is not prosperous. I h a v e  told y o u  w h y .  T h e y  really in their heart of hearts d o  not b e ­lieve in prosperity a n d  neither d o  you. Y o u  s a y  so plainly. H o w  d o  y o u  s a y  it? Y o u  s a y  d u r i n g  s o m e  i m m e d i a t e l y  p r e c e e d i n g  y e a r s  that y o u  h a v e  thought that if y o u  h a d  m o n e y  u n w a n t ­e d  responsibility w o u l d  b e  thrust u p o n  you. T h e r e  y o u  are. C o n s ciously y o u  s a y  y o u  w a n t  m o n e y .  But b y  a  conscious a n d  s u b c o n s c i o u s  h a b i t  y o u  are afraid s o m e t h i n g  will h a p p e n  to y o u  if y o u  h a v e  it. T h a t  is y o u r  case. W h e n  y o u  c a n  st a n d  u p  before G o d  a n d  s a y  that y o u  will ac c e p t  m o n e y  a n d  s a y  so
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with y o u r  heart, y o u r  soul, y o u r  feelings, with y o u r  w h o l e  being, the m o n e y  will c o m e .  Th a t  is all a  practitioner ever brings a b o u t  for a  patient, h e  consents for the o n e  h e  is treating, h e  Accepts for that one.
Also in y o u r  letter y o u  object to others h a v i n g  m o n e y .  Y o u  s a y  a l w a y s  s o m e  o n e  n e a r  you, s o m e t i m e s  several, h a v e  m o n e y  — h a v e  h a d  u n u s u a l  prosperity. T h e r e  is criticism in this. If y o u  are against m o n e y  y o u  are against it. If y o u  are against prosperity y o u  are against it a n d  y o u  will w i n  against it a n d  y o u  will b e c o m e  less prosper­ous. O h ,  no, y o u  are not against it for a n y o n e  else. T h e  " a n y o n e  else" d o e s  not count. W h e n  y o u  b e c o m e  h a r m o n i z e d  in y o u r  heart a n d  in y o u r  emotional life for prosperity for y o u  yourself, y o u  will h a v e  it. This ne v e r  fails. All this is plain, simple in­struction in the f u n d a m e n t a l s  of ordinary m e t a p h y s i c s  a n d  Bible Truth.

I confess m y  sin, a n d  k e e p  m y  faith a n d  d o  as others d o  w h e n  it is unavoidable, p r o ­vi d e d  they a n d  I believe w e  d o  it in defense of others a n d  self.

It y o u r  choice a s  b e t w e e n  the s of c o w a r d i c e  of a  b r a v e  act th y o u  are loth to commit.Personally I believe that tl o n e  w h o  d o e s  his d u t y  in fai a n d  without c o n d e m n i n g  eith himself or his e n e m y  will rea the h e a v e n l y  estate far soon t h a n  the evader.
All this applies really to eve act in life. W e  are not to judi b y  whitening the sepulcher self for d e a t h  will still prev within. W e  should solve tl question, for e v e r y o n e  asks until they d o  so.Perform well in Truth with d o  w h a t  y o u  k n o w  as  best wit out. K e e p  y o u r  own peace. Ne er fear, God is with such whei 

ever they are.

First, I c a n n o t  d o  a  g o o d  job of it. I a m  not skilled in r e a d i n g  w a r s  or international conditions. O h ,  yes, I s h o u l d  be, of course, bu t  I a m  not. I a m  s p e a k i n g  of practice, not of idealistic " s h o u l d  bes."
T h e n  a g a i n  s o m e  things that I h a v e  s e e n  h a v e  b e e n  too m u c h  e v e n  for m e  to believe, a n d  I k n o w  others would not believe 

them a n d  that th e y  w o u l d  shoot their a r r o w s  of a r g u m e n t  a n d  c o n d e m n a t i o n  at m e  for w h i c h  I w o u l d  not care a  hoot, b u t  I p r e ­fer rain a n d  s u n s h i n e  a n d  w h y  m a k e  e n e m i e s  w h e n  it is not n e c e s s a r y ?  It is s o m e t i m e s  c o n ­sidered to b e  a  sin to k n o w  things others w o n ' t  believe. T h e  w i s e  m a n  n e v e r  shines a n d  h e  d o e s  not de a l  in excitement. W h o  w o u l d  believe that F r a n c e  w o u l d  collapse so quickly? S u p ­p o s e  I h a d  predicted this a  while back.
Let devastation s p r e a d  itself. I a m  not g o i n g  to h e l p  s p r e a d  it. Besides I h a v e  n e v e r  forgot­ten the s h o c k  I e x p e r i e n c e d  w h e n  I f o r e s a w  the first w o r l d  w a r  a n d  h o w  m y  pupils at the L o n g  Island Institute I h a d  at that time reacted to m y  descrip­tion of it, not a  national battle front, b u t  a n  E u r o p e a n  battle front. It struck a b o u t  three w e e k s  after the a n n o u n c e m e n t .
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I c a n  nevertheless predict Hitler will n e v e r  i n v a d e  this country nor will h e  attempt to d o  so. T h e  fact is I a m  still interested in Truth a n d  its beauties a n d  p r a c ­ticalities.
