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Description

The course discusses theoretical and applied questions of correlation between Jewish national
liberal democratic character of the State of Israel and ethnic and cultural pluralism of modern
Israeli society. Such issues as the origin, essence and dynamics of ethnic national contradictions
in Israel, as well as the impact of mass immigration and globalization are in the focus of analyses.
Special attention will be paid to history and current stand of relations between Israel and both
"classical" (Jewish) and "new" Israeli Diasporas taken in comparative perspective and
implication of this experience to contemporary Ukraine.
