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Similarities in the Indus Script & other ancient scripts
Abstract:

The “Indus Civilization” is known as the mother of the
civilizations, but we don’t have enough knowledge about the
everyday life of the ancient people like people of “Mohen-jo-
Daro”. After the excavation of the Mohen-jo-Daro, we have
found some historical material like the pottery, clay
toys, jewelry, structure of the buildings, streets and well
organized town, drinking water system and the sewerage
system, etc. Still today we don’t have reliable knowledge and
any evidence, from which we can find the historical facts,
about social life of ancient people of Sindh.

Whereas the Indus Script [1] is concerned we
have historical evidence available in the written form on the
seals, but unfortunately it is un-deciphered yet. Dr Asko
Prapola have made the corpus from the collection of Indus
signs 1839 and mentioned it in his book (Deciphering of the
Indus Script [2]). | have made digital format of this corpus, now
it can easily be used with the computing devices. This is the
15t step of the programming [3] for the digital deciphering of
the Indus Script.

No any “Rosetta Stone” [4] was found from this site for
the support, but there is the way which will open the doors of
the decipherment that what are the similarities of in the Indus
Script and other ancient scripts [5], as Sir John
Marshall mentioned in his book [6]. After digitization, it is
possible now to find the similarities and it will open the door of
research work, with the computer programs, so that we may
find the way of the decipherment, and “the civilization once
again, talk with us about its historical traditional values from
the text”.

In the pre-partition times, records of
contributions of Sindhi female writers are available in various literary
forms, e.g. stories, novels, essays, research papers, forwards, and letters
etc. Usage of Sindhi language was elegant. Afterword, Sindhi Adabi Board
was formulated. After that, movements against One Unit started.
Consciousness levels increased nationwide, women started writing not
only for dedicated-for-female magazines but for newspapers and literary
periodicals. Magazines; for example: Maarui, Adyoon, and Sojhro;
sartyoon, started getting published for women. Furthermore, women
started writing for monthly Naeen Zindagi, quarterly Mahran; Suhni, and
for other ones.

This literary journey is still going on. Many books written by
female authors have, so far, been published. This paper is a review of
literary contributions of female writers and Sindhi language they’ve used.

(The role of non-words in Reading skill)

Abstract:

The decoding of letters to sounds and reading words with
frequency connecting their sounds is very much important in the
reading skill.

Such students of ECE (Early Child Education) level who are
fluent in reading can easily comprehend the words. But those who
are not or less skilled in reading, are unable to comprehend
sentences and paragraphs completely and easily.

It is proved in various researches that the education system
is impossible to be upgraded and developed until and unless the
effective system of examination is not implemented and enforced.
So, for assessing the level of students of decoding the words’
Formative or Ongoing assessment is significant.

Regarding decoding of words as it enhances reading skill,
the Non-words activity is suggested for giving more emphasis on
non-sense words which will help us to fight destructive element of
cramming also.

In this paper the technique for making non-words is shared.
It is highly recommended, therefore, decoding of non-words activity
in ECE Level Curriculum may be included.
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Basic literacy is the foundation children need to be
successful in all other areas of education. Children first need to
“learn to read” so that they can “read to learn.” That is, as children
pass through the grade levels, more and more academic content is
transmitted to them through text, and their ability to acquire new
knowledge and skills depends largely on their ability to read and
extract meaning from text. For example, math is an important skill,
but using a math book requires the ability to read. Students are also
increasingly required to demonstrate their learning through writing,
a skill integrally tied to reading and reading comprehension.
Moreover, a low level of literacy severely constrains a person’s
capacity for self-guided and lifelong learning that is so important
beyond the classroom walls into the world of adult responsibilities.®

into a sound. First, please read the following words aloud: dog,
table, jump. This is an example of decoding regular words, and is
sometimes called word identification skill. Regular words are
commonly used words, i.e., words frequently found in printed
material. Second, please read the following words, aloud: blud,
wight, frish. This is an example of decoding nonwords (or decoding
pseudowords), and is sometimes called word attack skill.
Pseudowords are pronounceable based on phonics rules but are
not real words. A highly similar task involves asking students to read
words that they have never seen before—i.e., unfamiliar words.®
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In the very earliest stages of word reading development there may
be a strong association between the rate of growth in cognitive
processing, print knowledge, and decoding skills.®
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Acquiring literacy becomes more difficult as students grow

older; children who do not learn to read in the first few grades are
more likely to repeat grades and to eventually drop out of school.
That is, if strong foundational skills are not acquired early on, gaps
in learning outcomes (between students who have mastered
foundational reading skills and those who have not) grow larger



over time (Adolf, Catts, & Lee, 2010; Daniel et al., 2006; Darney,
Reinke, Herman, Stormont, & lalongo, 2013; Scanlon, Gelzheiser,
Vellutino, Schatschneider, & Sweeney, 2008; Torgesen, 2002). The
common metaphor of “the rich get richer and the poor get poorer”
is often quoted in discussions of the disparities that occur between
fluent and nonfluent readers for children who are unable to acquire
reading and comprehension skills in the early grades (Gove &

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‘Ray’ a Sound of Sindhi Language

Abstract:

Sindhi is the basic language of Indus (Sindhu) civilization
and we could have seen un-avoidable evidence of Sindhi language
in all Sindhu-European languages. But the history of Sindhi
language has not been written with due justice. In this article, | have
only tried to prove that in different Aryan languages, double
consonants are used to create another consonant. Aryan
languages are filled with such type of words. It is very clear that
double consonants belong to which ancient language, i.e. Ancient
Sindhi, whom we are concerned as a nation, as a language
speaker. In this context | have mentioned in this article, the views
of Ibn-e-Khaldoon, how he suggested to make a double consonant
for a different sounds of Barbarian or any non-Arabic language.

As well as ‘z’ letter (Ch) mentioned in ‘Karachi’, the

Capital City of Sindh Province, is pronounced as ‘ := (tsh) in Arabic

language. This is also an example of dual term and nobody could
insist on that the letter ‘Ch’ is the deteriorated pronunciation of
Arabic letter ‘tsh’. Similarly, aspirated letter ‘h’, semivowels ‘y, r, |,
Vv’ and sibilants s, s, sh-based double consonants used in Sanskrit
are indicating the actual letters, which are mentioned in Sindhi
Script.

In this article, letter r-based examples indicate that double
consonants, especially impulsive sounds of Sindhi Language are
very ancient and also belong to ancient Sindhu-European
Language, i.e. Sindhi and due to dual use of consonants, actual
sounds are becoming missing from all languages except Sindhi
Language.

Thus the evidences in this article are giving a new direction
of research of the genealogy, ancient structure, and relationship of
other languages with Sindhi Language.
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(The role of Pronominal Suffix in the Flash fiction)
Abstract:

‘Flash fiction’ is a literary term used for Short-Short stories.
It is the compound word used for the limited word story. Flash fiction
is such Umbrella under which Drabble, Dribble, sudden fiction,
Palm size stories, card stories, Six by six stories, six word stories
etc. are prevailing in fiction.

In this paper viewing the pronominal suffix a short-short
story is analyzed in different formats using standards of flash fiction,
such as: Brevity and central Idea of story. In this way for developing
reading skill, Children's literature should be prepared, which can be
read in limited time.

Shah Abdul Latif Bhitai (1689-1752) is renowned poet of
Sindh, whose poetry, after lapse of more than two centuries, is still
enjoyed by all and sundry. His poetry since long has been
translated in different languages including English. In this essay, |
am making an attempt to introduce and analyze some works of
English translations of his poetry.

Dr. H.T. Sorley (1892-1963), was the first person who
undertook translation of Shah Latif’s selected poetry in English on
large scale. This translation is included in his seminal book entitled
Shah Abdul Latif of Bhit: His Poetry, Life and Times published in
1940. While speaking about the problems of translation of Shah’s
poetry, Sorley writes: “In the difficult poems of this eighteenth
century Sindhi Poet, | have striven throughout to catch the spirit of
his poetry... My translation is generally faithful to the original, except
where the exigencies of metre make some latitude inevitable...The
metaphors and similes of the original have been retained even
when they may appear strange and unfamiliar to English readers.”
(Sorley, 1989, p 297).

After Sorley, Mrs. Elsa Kazi (1884-1967), Professor Amena
Khamisani (1919-2007) and G. Allana (1906-1985) ventured to
render in verse the selected poetry of Shah.

In eighties Muhammad Yakoob Agha translated in prose
complete Risala (compendium) based on compilation of Ghulam
Muhammad Shahwani. This translation was distinguished in this
way that it carried appropriate Quranic verses, saying of Prophet
PBUH and also Persian and Urdu couplets.

Recently another major English translation rendered by Mr.

It is assumed that Shah lateef collected knowledge of raag
from Indian ugis, who believed in mono theism and were followers
of ancient concept of God of pre-Indus era’s to Indus civilization
known as Aun and Siva which was only God of both Indus Eras.
