Hthcough the action of a spring, and
Is normally filled and the perfora-
tions 'closed by a metal that fuses
at a low temperature.

Once upon a time a steam railroad
in America beat the time made by the
horses!drawing tbe Baltimore A'Ohio
trains between Baitin'-ore and Ellicott

Mills, and Peter Cooper, who built
the locomotive, was a proud man. His
engine weighed nearly a ton. The

boiler*was as large as a waehtub and
the flues, made ot old gun barrels,
were of fine material. That was not
so long ago, about eighty-five years,
but the marvelous history of railroad-
ing is 80 great a drama of progress
that nearly everyone who has dhy
imagrinatton thinks of it. at one lime
or another, when he feels tbe earth
tremble under a modem locomotive.

Thbe automobile is a thing of yester-
day and today and maybe of tomor-
row, If tbe development of air trans-
portation does not Interfere with its
permanency. Short and brilliant as
Its history has been, a great many per-
sons almost forget that there was a
time wbSn the prime convenience of
the period was not prime, and failed
often to prove Itself a convenience, or
even a conveyance. Now and again
an item dug from tbe files of a news-
paper Jogs the public memory on this
point.

Thbe Chicago Evening Post exhumes
from Us files of 20 years ago the fol-
lowing:

“Half a dozen 'motor cycles,’
horseless carriages, were in the
Thanksgiving race yesterday. Four
used gasoline and two electricity as
motive power. Because of the storm
the roads were in wretched condition,
hut this helped to prove conclusively
that the motor cycle as the vehicle ot
the future has come to stay. The race
was 64 miles, starting from Jackson
Park, for prizes aggregating |570ti
and a gold medal, and was won by the
Duryea Motor Wagon company’s mo-
tor cycle, reaching the winning post
one hour and thirty-five minutes ahead
of the entry of Mueller A Co. of De-
catur, 111, which finished second. The
time was about ten hours and twenty-
three minutes.”

Meaning, Aeeerding to Authority.

Possess and obsess are etymologic-
ally related, but usage bail given them
slightly different meanings. Both are
(Tom the Latin, and the second syl-
lable of both, seas, la from sedere, to
alt: therefor* a meetlca la a aitting;
hat posaeaslon Is to alt before or near
a thing aa ownl” It. and obseaaion is
to be sat upon by It This is not very
IUnmlinatlve, bnt It aenree to mark
different ataadefl of meaning. Tet tha
two words are so nearly synonymob*
that both have 'been naed to deaertbe
the persecntlon of a human body by
an evil spirit, though possession meant
operating from within 'and obeaaloa
from without The Bible speaks of
thoee who were poeaesaed with devils,
and the Oxford dictionary gives one
of the definitions of obseaaion aa “the
boetUe action of the deVIl, or an evil
spirit besetting anyone; actuation by
tbe devil or an evQ aplrlt.from wlith-
ont.™ But whUa tbs aathoritiea recog-
nise a technical difference between
poeseesion and obaeaalon as relating
to th* devil’s operations from within
or from the ontaide. they do not dif-
forentlate the moral results of the
ease*. Btymol~cally speaking, there
la a shade of difference between the
two words, but the etymological dif-
ference is only akin deep, while, mor-
ally speaking there la little oi' no dif-
fu'ence between being operated by the
devil from within or worked by him
from the outside. In gnoting somh ex-
amples of tho nae of obsession as' re-
lating to evil spirits, the Oxford dic-
tionary remarks that, “These cases
belong rather to obsession than poa-
«asslon, the spirits not actually inhab-
iting the bodies, but hanging or hov-
artng about them.” Leaving the devil
ont of the case entirely and coming to
Ordinary affairs It may be said that
while obsess and poaaeaa are different
In aome meanings they are syoooy-
mon”in others.

REVEDY FOR “ROBY NOEE'

Frequently Cereful Chewing and a
pinch of Bicarbonate After Meala
wm at Least Help.

If the nose gets very red after eat-
ing. or the skin of the face splotches
tn an unbecoming manner, the patient
may be certain that her digestion la
out of order.

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THE STATE FIRE MARSHAL’S AN-
NUAL REPORT SHOWS START-
LING FACTS.

BANKSANDBANKING MATTERS

The Budget of News From the Oe-
pertwtents st the State House
Are Very Interesting for
Taxpsyera.

[By Qurd M. Kayes.]

Leasing—State Fire Marshal Win-
ship, in his annual report to Gov-
ernor FeiTle recommends a building
code for all towns and cities which
would under no circumstances permit
the erection of wooden tabernacles or
like structures where thousands of
persons assemble.

In support of this Fire Marshal Win-
ships says “Human lives should and
must be considered above every oth-
er deliberation In tbe construction of
public buildings, and it Is about time
the people of Michigan took some ac-
tion to prevent the erection of build-

ings that are in reality ‘built to
bnra".”
Attention Is called to statistics

showing that every week in this coun-
try fire deetroye 1,600 dwellings. 140
~apartment buildings, 26 hotels, 12
school houses, 10 churches, 3 large de-
partment atores. 3 jails, 3 theatres, 3
public halls, 3 colleges, 2 hospitals and
that every week 8,000 persons are ren-
dered homeless because of fire.

Fire Marshal WInsbip says, from
the information obtained by his In-
apectore and the reports from fire
chiefs throughout the etate. he does
not heettate to declare that many of
the buildings used for ' public pur,
poses, including schools, theatres, ho-
tels, churches, halls and opera honses,
are veritable “flre-tiaps” in all that
Che name Implies.

Such bolldingB, Winsbi”s says, are
unusually of wooden ccmstructlon with
wooden stairways and corridors fre-
quently oUed. Very often unsafe wir-
ing and lighting systems are discov-
ered and lo many instances these
buildings are equipped with luside
beating plants which at all times mlust
be considered more or less of a filre
menace. I>HrlQg the past year 62 pub-
lic buildings were destroyed by fire.
Of this nomber 29 were hotels, 11
school bouses, 11.theatres, 6 churches,
(our court houses and two hospitals.

According to the state fire marshal
the time has arrived when fires can-
not be coDsldered'hn act of providence
but rather sets of carelessness and
Ignorance. He believes the public is
slowly but surely beginning to give
attention to the terrible loss of prop-
erty by fire and Is awakening to the
fact that “an ounce of Are prevision
Is worth a pound of fire fighting ap-
paratus.” It Is his coDtentioD that
high insurance rates are due to tbe
carelessness of the property owner. In
order to secure a further reduction
of tbe fire loss In Michigan, the
state fire marshal asks fev tbe co-
opeimtlons ot the authorities of every
city, town and village lo the enact-
ment of ordinances and regulations,
and insists that the fire chiefs and
officials be given the support of the
citizens In the mforcement of such or-
dinZacee and regulations.

Consldsrable space is glvM in the
repiKt to the Investigation by the fire
marshal bureau of t"e suspicious or In-
cendiary fires throughout the state.
The number ot each fires reported the
past year Is greater than ever before
and the total of such fine Investi-
gated, 118, Is nearly doable ot thoee
of 1914 when but 60 were recorded.
The table- of fires Investigated shows
the causes to have been 49 Incendiary
43 suspicious and 26 unknown with a
property loss of 3300,009.

“The honest policy holder is begin-
ning to learn that the rate of insur-
ance Is entirely too high because of
these losses snd £e finds that he. him-
self, Instead of the Insurance company
Is'paying every dollar collected by bis
neighbor who sets fire to bis home or
place at businees. la nine cases out
of tea wbm property baa been fired
H has been done tor the purpose of se-
curing insurance and from oar tnves-
tigatiOBB of these losses we are satis-

Ib> fied that at least the majority ot these

fires can be indirectly charged to' the
.methods of Issuing the insurance poli-
cies by local ageota.

Attention Is called to the appalling
locs of life In the state during thd
past year from flee, the careleas use ot
gasoline snd keroeene and other ex-
ploslvee. The yecords, while !lnoom-
plete, show a total of 323 such acci-
dents In wbleh 114 persons lost their
lives and 209 ware sertoesly hunied or
(ajured. the majority of who w«w wo-
msta. and children. Of the de”hs 40
were cansed by careless, use of gaso-
hne and kerosene, while 28 persons
lost their lives in burning buildings.
The other deetbs were from vartons
sausss such as children playing with
matebea and bonfires, firemen
on duty, and dynamite and powder ex-
plosions.

The report shows that since 1889-
there has been 16 bank failurea of
private banks, and that tbs small re-
turn to depositors In some of these
failures is but another argument for
the regulation ot private banks.

The report also calls attention to
prt*posed leigiBlatlon'anowlDg the etate
department more discretion. Mpecial-
ly where asseu of problematical value
develop in a bank in an amount suffi-
cient to Impair surplus or capital. At
the present time it Is possible for a
bank to carry In Its assets notes ot
quMtlonable value, so long as the In-
terest Is met each six months. Gem
mlissloner Merrick believes that some
authority should be vested with the
department looking towards the elimi-
nation of such assets. He believes
that authority should be given the de
partment to have such assets elimi-
nated. '

Fight Automobile Law.

Twenty-seven  distinct reasons
are given for the knocking out of
the automobile tax law In the petition
for mandamus prepared by Harry J.
IDingeman, corporation counsel of D*-
irolt.

Mr. Dingeman In bis petition main-
tains the tax law Is ‘unconstitutional
In that It seeks to remove from the
primary school interest-fund part of
the specific tax on railroads and tele-
graph and telephone lines, which own
motor cars as part of tbelr property.
The 1907 constitution puts it beyond
the legislature's power to exempt such
ears from taxation for school pur-
poses, Mr. Dingeman declares.

The legislature’s autnorlzstlon of
the expenditure of 32,300,000 by
Wayne county for road purposes in
this county is recited by tbe petition
and it is argued that this authoriza-
tion, followed by Its use for good
roads in this county, makes it impossi-
ble for the legislature subsequently to
tax Wayne county for tbe building of
roads In other parts o', the state that
failed to adopt tbe county road sys-
tem.

Will Pay the Judge.

It Auditor General Fuller follows
the advice of Attorney General Fel-
lows who bolds that the Judicature
acL insofar as it provides for the crea-
tion of the fortieth judicial circuit la
not superceded by act 303 which di-
vides tbe Oakland-Lapeer circuit and
provides machinery for the appoint-
ment of a new Judge. Judge William
B. Williams of Lapeer will have bis
salary vouchers approved by the audi-
tor general without recourse to man-
damus proceedings. The auditor gen-
eral, when informed of tbe ruling of
the attorney general, said he would
probably not attempt to h<rid up Judge
Williams pay checks.

Must Pay Compensation.

As the result of a ruling by Attorney
General Fellows, the dependents of E.
W. Crandall who contracted pneu-
monia while fighting a fire at the- ML
Pleasant state normal, will receive
compensation. Crandell was an engi-
neer at the Institution and when a fire
broke ont In tbe buildings he turned
In an alarm and assisted tbe firemen
In fighting the blase. He eangbt cold
and pneumonia which developed
caused hie death. The attorney gen-
eral holds that hls death resulted from
a dlaeaae contracted while in the
course ot hls occupation as ui em-
ploye of the state and compensation
must be paid.

Smallpox Epidemle.

Dr. A. H. Rockwell of Kalamazoo,
dlstriet medlcpl inspector for the state
board of health, waa sent to Albion to
Investigate an alleged epidemic ot
smallpox reported to Secretary Burk-
art of the state board of health that
he found several well defined cases.
These afflicted with the disease were
not undef quarantine according to Dr.
Rockwell, bnt were roaming about the
streets and were engaged in their reg-
ular employment

According to the figures of Auditor-
General Fuller the corporations which
bate to settle for the primary school
fund are nearer paid np for the tax
due last spring than they have been
in years. January 1. Mr. raleria books
showed there wss 3268.000 due the
state. Ot this, flve railroads owed
3244,000; 26 t"ephone and telegraph
companleA 313.000 and one car loan-
ing company the balance.

It is the opinion of lhe attornev
general that a motheris pension can
not be granted to a person*whose hus-
band Is blind unless-said husband is
confined In a state hospital or other
mtkte ittstUstlon.

MEXICAN OFFICERS TOLD SLAIN
MEN THAT. NO MILITARY
GUARD WAS NEEDED.

GENERAL PASSPORT GIVEN

Government Agents Believe That Gen-
eral Villa Directed the Msssscre
of Americans.

Washington—Facts accumulated at
the state department concerning the
massiRcre of the 17 Americans and one
Canadian near Santa Ysabel by VUlis-
ta baodits. completely disprove the
original statements from t"e depart-
ment and jbe White House, tending
to sh3w that the Americans wen\ Into
the bandit-infested dlstriet regarditat
of warolngs.

These facts, summed up in,a lengthy
report from Collector of Customs
Cobb St El Paso and a brief dispatch
from American Consul Edwards at
Juarez, show; That Consul Edwards,
acting on what he declares to have
been instructions from Washington,
applied for and obtained rixim the
Carranza authorities assurances ot pro-
tection for the properties of the Jusi
Mlulng company, near Santa Ysabel,
to which tbe Americans were proceed-
ing when slain. C. R. Watson, man-
ager ot the company who was amemg
those eiain, obtained from the Mexican
immigration authorities at Juarez a
general passport covering ajl members
of the party and from tbe Carranza
governor of Chihuahua a personal
passport for himself. 1ne Carranza
authorities at Chihuahua assured Wat-
son thai It was periectiy safe for him
to resume operations at tbe mines as
they bad sent a garrison ot 1.000 sol-
diers to gusrd the properties at CusL

At the state department there was
a complete lack of unanimity among
officials as to the accuracy of Con-
sul Edwards' statement that he had
received Instructions to get protection
for the Cusi Mining company's mining
properties. According to Secretly
lansing, such instructions, as far as
he bas been able to ascertain, were
never sent. Other officials said Just
as positively that they w'ere sent, but
were intended only to cover the prop-
erties of the company and were not
sent for the purpose of getting assur-
ances that Americans returning to
these properties would be specially
protected.

2,000 PERSONS HOMELESS

Business Section Burned Down and

Two Persons Lose Lives.

Chrlstiula—A third of the city of
Bergen, a thriving Norwegian seaport,
with a popuiatloD of 90,000, was de-
stroyed by fire.

Two lives are reported lost and 2.000
persons are homeless. The property
damage Is estimated at 315,000,000.
The business section, with its old
wholesale bouses, several of tbe larg-
est of the botels, a number of schools
the eletrlc plant and banks and news-
paper buildings, was the pert burned.

Remarkable Stone Figure ef Bird a
Legacy Left to State of Georgia
by Indiana.

On tbe broad top of a stony, rain-
gullied hill In middle Georgia there
lies a very large eagle. coDcernlng
which conflicting stories are told.
The one point that seems to be cer-
tain is that the Indians left the eaglw
as a legacy to the state. A hundred
years from now It will probably be
found lying on its back, with out-
spread wings and tail, even as It lies
today. For it Is made of quartz rocks
80 cunningly placed that it would re-
quire a pick in a strong man's bands
to displace any one of them. The
rocks lap and overlap In such a man-
ner aa to represent feathers. No ce-
ment bolds them in position, and the
stones vary In size, weighing from a
half pound to three or tour pounds.
The image rests on a very firm foun-
dation, for the stonework extends sev-
eral feet into tbe ground.

Once, perhaps twice, treasure-seek-
ing vandals dug into tbe breast of the
eagle; but the work must have proved
too laborious, for tbe diggers gave up
before they had reached tbe bottom
layer of overlapping stones.

Rough but fairly accurate measure-
ments of the bird show the length of
the eagle from tbe middle of the tall
to the bead to be one hundred and two
feet, and from tip to tip of outspread
wings, one hundred and twenty feet.
The length of the beak Is ten feet
and the height of the body at tbe cen-
ter of >the breast is ten feet. Tbe
eagle lies with Its bead to the west.

Tradition does not give any satis-'
factory explanation of the age or
the meaning of the great stone mound.
It may have had religious significance
to the red men who built It. and It
may be the burial place of some great
chief. It is one of the most mysteri-
ous and most interesting of prehistor-
ic monuments in the United States.—
Youth's Companion.

Divination In Japan.

Fields in which the sacred rice for
the coronatiOD ceremony In Japan is
grown were selected through tortoise
shell divination, an art quite popular
In tbe Island kingdom, being used up
on many occasions to ascertain the
timeliness or possibility of various
projects. The divination is effected by
flrst wortblphig a gqd called Uravano
kamL Then a tortoise shell is taken,
and scraped inside zintll thin and the
outside surface polished. In the shell
are several hollow squares in each
of which there Is a certain sign
marked In black ink. ‘The whole is
then baked under great heaL causlhlg
cracks to appear la the surface. These
cracks are then studied in accordanOe
with the formula In the divination
book, the result being a sort of code
message from the gods. This Is not
the earliest form of divination known,
In Japan. Previously there was m
kind called Futomani in wh”h tbe
shoulder blade of a stag was u$ed in
place of tortoise shell.
