A number of the target fish species (pictured) will be
tagged, released and tracked using acoustic telemetry
technology. Receivers will be deployed along the
O’Connell River, larger tributaries and estuary.

The project seeks to gain a better understanding of
these species movement patterns within the freshwater
and out to sea.

WHAT IS IMPLANTED IN THE FISH?

Fish are tagged with external dart
tags (left) and implanted with a small

20 x 7mm. Do NOT eat these.
