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In this list we give all plant names that occur in the Kammu Yuan
dictionary which is being compiled at Lund University (Svantesson et al. ms.).
This dictionary describes the Yuan dialect of the Kammu (Khmu’, Kmhmu’,
etc.) language. Yuan Kammu is spoken in the southern part of Luang Namtha
province in Laos, to the west of Nam Tha river. It is a sub-dialect of Northern
Kammu, which is a tone language with two tones; see Svantesson 1983 and
Svantesson & House 2006 for more information on the language.

The first four authors did extensive botanical fieldwork in the
northern parts of Laos (Luang Prabang and Xiang Khwang provinces) and
Thailand (Nan province) in 2001, collecting some 350 plant specimens. These
are kept in Lund University Botanical Garden, and the species to which they
belong have subsequently been identified by the first three authors. In this
checklist, the number of the specimen is given (sometimes more than one
specimen for the same plant), as well as the scientific name including author
name and plant family. For some plants only the genus could be determined, or
only the family. In a few cases no identification could be made at all due to the
condition of the specimen. Some Kammu plant names correspond to several
species. Ethnobotanical information about each plant (based on Kam Raw’s
native knowledge) will be given in the dictionary.

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The dictionary contains about 550 plant names, all of which are given
in the list below. In addition to the ca 300 species identified by botanical
fieldwork, some 45 plants were identified with Kammu names by Kam Raw in
different botanical gardens. Their scientific names (without authors) are given
here marked ‘[Botanical garden]’, to show that they were not identified by
botanical fieldwork. For the remaining plants, the English common name is
given for some well-known plants; for others, a name in English is given in
square brackets, e.g. [bamboo], intended to mean something like ‘a kind of
bamboo’. Some Kammu plant names are just listed.

Alternative Kammu names are given in brackets, with a cross-
reference from its alphabetical place. If a Kammu name is a compound, its
literal translation is given within “...”. English common names (provided by
the last author and usually taken from Mabberley 1997) are given at the end of
the entries.

Several Kammu plant names are borrowed from Lao or from related
Tai languages. We have labelled them as [Lao loan] if we judge them to be
rather recent loans and as [Tai loan] if there are phonological reasons to
believe that the loans are older, probably from a time before the Southwestern
Tai languages had started to differentiate.
