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REFERENDUM A MATTER
OF CONSCIENCE

There was a failed attempt
at last Monday's monthly
meeting of Waterford County
Council in Dungarvan by
Labour Party Cllr. B. Kyne to
initiate a discussion on the
forthcoming Referendum on the
Constitutional Amendment to
allow divorce. Cllr. Kyne called
on the Council to discuss the
matter and to make fits views
known on the issue which is
to be decided on June 26.

Cllr. Kyne said that he would
be voting “yes” and he propos-
ed that the Council pass a re-
solution of support for the
referendum.

Cllr. G. O’Halloran (F.G.)
seconded the proposal but
Fianna Fail Clir, P. Kenneally
said he totally opposed such a
proposal holding that it was a
matter for each person to de-
cide as they saw fit. This view
was supported. by Clir. P.
Coffey (F.G.), Clir. S. Dunphy
(F.F.), Clir. C. Casey (F.G.)
and the Chairman, ClIr. T.
Carey (F.G.) all of whom held
that the Divorce Referendum
was a matter of conscience for
each individual and that it was
not @ matter for the Council
to become involved in as a
body.

Cllr. C. O Riain on the other
hand urged everyone to come
out and vote against the Reffer-
endum and expressed extreme
disappointment that the Catho-
lic Church had not come out

s agsnnst At. - They.

26 Sunday aﬁ(er Sundr;iy.” he
said.

By a margin of 9 votes to 4
the Council agreed that it was
not a matter for them to be-
come involved in as a body.

We find ourselves in agree-
ment with this decision of the
County Council as we feel that
the matter should be one of
conscience for each dindividual.
There have been very emotive
outbursts by the “pro” and
“anti” divorce lobbies and
several scare-mongering tactics
pursued while mountains of
literature have been and are
being distributed while “red
henring” arguments also abound.

Hardly a day passes at the
“Leader” Office but the post
brings in fresh appeals for and
against and as it would - be
impossible to handle them all
as well as the hundireds of cir-
cular letters received we decid-
ed not to become involved.

That was one of our reasons
but we also feel that people
must be sick and tired of the
verbal and paper bombard-
ments to which they have been
continuously subjected to in
recent weeks. Recognising that
we are all now educated adults.
we feel that this matter of vot-
ing “yes” or “no” at the Refer-
endum on June 26 should be a
matter of conscience for each
and we leave it at that.

POSTAL SYSTEM TOO

COSTLY
Employees of An Post at
their annual Conference in

Portlaoise last week complained
about their low wage structures
and called on the Government
to provide increased funding to

enable higher wages to be paid.
They claimed that the addi-
tional money required to do
this for them should be pro-
vided in the same way as it
had been found to meet the de-
mands of the teachers. They
felt that if necessary the extra
money should be realised
through further increases in
postal charges.

But, according to the coun-
try’'s postal watchdog commit-
tee, the Irish postal system is
too costly by international
standards and An Post should
use thelir projected profits over
the next few years to reduce
charges.

The Chairman of the Postal
Service Users Council, Mr.
Padraig O Nuallain told a
meeting of the Council in Gal-
wdy also last week, that the
recent decision to increase the
cost of stamps was particularly
disappointing. “These latest in-
creases were opposed by our
organisation, but representa-
tions from us to An Post
proved fruitless,” he said.

Mr. O Nuallain also claimed
that the Government was wast-
ing taxpayers money by includ-
ing postal complaints under the
terms of the Ombudsman. He
said that it made no sense that
the Ombudsman'’s office should
be empowered to engage in
matters which are already the
function of another indepen-
dent statutorily appointed body.

“you’d imagine it was they who
were running the county not
us.” He was referring at the
time to the decision by which
the Committee, on the casting
vote of the Chairman, decided
that the Co. Council should be
represented on the Cork/Kerry
Joint Sheep Dipping Com-
mittee.

When the Council approved
the Committee’s recommenda-
tion and appointed a represent-
ative to the post the same
member commented that in
case there would be any laughs
created by the appointment he
wanted to assure everyone that
it was not done as the result
of an agreed settlement.

In accordance with a personal
letter from Mr., Johm Boland,
Minister for the Environment
to all County Managers, asking
for an action plan for the pur-

Call For Change In
Receivership Law

Mr. J. O'Grady (Sheepbreed-
ers Association) at a meeting of
the Co. Waterford Committee of
Agriculture held in Dungarvan
last Friday drew the attention
of members to the fact that be-
cause the Bacon & Lamb firm,
Carlow, owned by Collins Bro-
thers had recently gone into
voluntary receivership, sheep
farmers throughout the South
East region had been badly hit
by the closure and stood to lose
£300,000. He said that three or
four marts were also owed
about £200,000 which made up
a total loss of half million
pounds for farmers.

“It is a shame that this
should happen,” said Mr.
O’Grady, “and we should send
a resolution to the Minister in-
volved calling for a change in
the law where this is concern-
ed.” He added that the nearest
killing centres for lamb now
were Nenagh and Ballymun
which was a big draw-back.
Pointing out that following the
closure of Bacon & Lamb some
farmers were owed £1,000 he
said that this “was a bad loss
coming on top of a bad winter
and a bad spring.”

Mr. M. Kiely (I.F.A.

R.—Who lis entitled to the
one parent tax allowance?

A.—The one parent family tax
allowance is given in addition
to the ordinary tax allowances
to a widow, widower, separated,
unmarried parent, or other
person residing with and main-
taining a child at his own ex-
pense providing the criteria set
out, below are mel,

‘The gllowance brings the
parent up to the full married
allowance, e.g.: Single person’s
allowance—£2,000; One parent
family allowance — £2,000
£4,000 married allowance.

(Widowed person’s allowance:
£2,500; One parent family al-
lowance: £1,500 — £4,000 mar-
ried allowance.

The criterfia for qualifying
for the allowance are:

1.—The claimant must not be
living with his/her spouse or
co-habiting,

2.—The child must be under
16 years or in full-time educa-
tion.

3.—The child must not have
an Iincome, dn his/her own
right, of more than £720 in
that year (no account is taken
of gcholarship, bursary or
other simifar educational en-
dowment). If the child has an
income the allowance will he
reduced by the amount in ex-
cess of £720,

4 —The claijmant must prove,
in the case of g year of assess-
ment, that the ohild will re-
side with him/her for whole or
part of that year.

The Allowance is intended to
help parents, whether male or
femlale, who are coping single-
handedly.

Today we llve in a soclety
founded on refuse and waste.
Refuse and waste which 1if left,
rots and smells and becomes
a breeding ground for disease.

A trip to the supermarket
yields an enormous amount of
waste material on our return
home. Out must go the card
board carton or plastic carry
bags used to bring the “goodies
home. The meat purchased at
the Butcher’'s department has
to be removed from its pristine
wrapping of cling film and
label, and polysterine tray com-
plete with cellular paper lining.
The potatoes, apples, oranges
must come out of their printed
plastic bags, and the mush-
rooms out of a papler mache
box covered with cling film.
Ail of which goes into the dust-
bin

When you think about It,
you can see that it’s very easy
for a household to create over
a tonne of waste in a year. A
tonne of waste which d4f not
removed from our dwelling
houses, would cause terrible
problems and would certainly
be a heaith hazard.

Vance Packard, an American
author labled our society the
“Waste Makers.” Waste makers
we certainly are! Aren't we
lucky as householders to be able
to avail of a regular weekly
refuse collection service. A ser-
vice that saves us the bother

M. English who prose-
cuted disclosed that Hogan was
before the court on a bench
warrant, having failed to ap-
pear at Tallow Court when the
case was previously called.

ant walked over o him and
declared “I am Hogan from
Tallow.” without reason Hogan
then struck him a blow of a
fist; in the face and two of his
teeth were loosened.

‘Garda Michael Dineen told
the court that when he met, the
injured party that night his
face and clothes were covered
in blood.

The regulation establishing
the system of livestock headage
payments and certain other
ailds in areas of the European
Community designated as dis-
advantaged or less favoured
was agreed some ten years ago
in order to prevent the depop-
ulation: of those parts of the
Community where farming is
the main occupation, but where
natural handicaps are guch as
to seriously Umft the scope for
increased efficlency or expan-
siony of output which woulq be
the normal means of maintain-
ing or increasing farm incomes
in othen more favioured places.

Now this prninciple is being
extended in Germany to about
50 per cemt of the agricultural
area, and including areas
where the physical circumstan-
ces are by no means unfavour-
able. On the other hand the
necessary adjustments which
are being made to the Common
Agricultural Policy, with quotas
for milk, and pnice cuts and
co-responsibility levies for cer-
eals, and proposed cuts in sup-
ports for beef producers, are all

g restrictions on the
ability of many farmers, parti-
cularly those with Iimited
acreage, to maintain incomes.
It has been proposed by the
Commission, that there should
be direct income supplements
introduced for small farmers to
compensate for the falling
prices which must result from
surplus production, and it could
be said that the German action
is merely anticipating a deci-
sion to introduce these direct
payments, and s making use
of the exiisting mechanism to
implement them mnow.

This might seem a reason-
able attitude, designed to pro-
tect the small grain growers,
particularly in Bavaria, who de-
pend for a fair proportion of
their income on theé price of
cereals, glthough many of them
are part-time farmers.

one that farmers in thiose coun-
ties, and all along the Shamnnon
and in many other places in
the country, are working under
extreme  difficulties, and in
many cases are suffering real
poverty, which contrasts sharp-
ly with the position of farmers
in good grain growing areas
who are suffering an income
drop because of the latest
package.

VITALLY IMPORTANT

For Ireland it is vitally im-

rtant that the CAP should

preserved, because of our
high dependence on agricul-
ture, and it is equally import-
ant that the element of nation-
alisation of support for far-
mers should be curtailed, be-
cause Ireland cannot afford the
level of financing of her far-
mers that is possible in coun-
trfies which are highly indus-
trialised and where a much
smaller proportion of the pop-
ulation: lives on the land.

The livestock headage pay-
ments in the disadvantaged
areas are essential if any pop-
ulation is to remain in our
difficult counties, and any de-
gree of dilution of the various
schemes because of more na-
tionalisation would have ser-
ious consequences for those
places.

For these reasons, as well as
some others, Ireland and parti-
cularly Irish farmers, must
support, efforts hy the Commis-
sion to overhaul the CAP pro-
perly, and In an integrated
manner which will preserve the
central principle of the Treaty,
that there should be egua] op-
portunity for farmers in all
parts of the Community to
earn a reasonable income, and
that national supports for pro-
ducers of any commodity must
not  distort competition be-
tween the farmers in the
various member States, or in
regions within the member
States.

The risk of nationalisation of
supports increases = whenever
reform of the CAP is delayed
and the Commission Is forced
into compromise deals, which
take gsome steps towards re-
form, but do not do the whole
job. We must recognise that the
old terms of the CAP are now
outt of date, and It requires
complete moderndsation, not
justt some patchwork repairs,
which could leave it in ever-
increasing danger of destruc-

tion,

UNEMPLOYED

According to the current
copy of “Eurofocus,” unem-
ployment in the 12-nation
European Community fell by
273,000 between February and
March. While this is good
news, it is not the sharp turn
around everyone is waiting for.
Much of the fall is due to
seasonal factors, as was the
case in February, according to
the EC’s statistical office.

Of the 16.4 million registered
unemployed at the end of
March, 9.5 million were men,
6.9 million women. In most
Community countries men have
benefitted more than women
from the recent fiall in

unemployment.
Seasonally adjusted figures

point to a slight rise in unem-
ployment in the U.K, Ireland
and France. Only in the
Netherlands has there been a
slight fall, with the situation

At the monthly meeting of
Waterford Co. Couneil in Dun-
garvan Clir. J. Fahey, T.D., pro-
posed that the Council rescind
its motion passed in 1979 not
to take any mnew roads in
charge.

The proposal was seconded
by Cllr. ¢.

J. Quirke who seconded
the proposal said that the ser-
vice in Lismore serviced the
areas of Ballyduff, Tallow and
Knockanor2. He thought the
best thing to do would be to
have a dental service in both
Llsym.ore and Cappoqguin.

Cllr. James A. Walsh said
that it was agreed at the last
meeting of the Local Health
Committee

that each area
should retain its own dental
service.
