... Declara que es su deseo que su cuerpo sea cre-
mado y si alguna dificultad se presentara para esta dis-
posicién, resuelve que séa enterrado en una fosa comiin.

Que en este caso, su cuerpo sea colocado en un ataud
de pino, bien sencillo, evitando todo aparato y lujo su-
perfluo, rogando a su mujer e hija hagan respetar esta
voluntad extensiva a su acompafiamiento que quiere sea
modesto: nada de coches con cuatro caballos ni de la-
cayos. En una palabra: desea evitar vanas fatuidades. ..

Del Dr. Juan B. Justo—

... Quiero que mi cadaver sea cremado y las cenizas
arrojadas al cinerario comin.. .

Del Dr. José Ingenieros—

... Muy sencillo: cuando suceda el inevitable acci-
dente, pues creo que no haré excepcién a lo que ha
ocurrido a todos los seres humanos.

Conviene ser previsor, el mismo doctor Giménez, que
es mi viejo amigo de infancia, se ha encargado de hacer-
me traer el formulario para firmar el compromiso de cre-
macion. Todos los que vivimos tenemos que morir; aun-
que todavia no corra prisa, es de varones prudentes no
dejar nada librado al azar, y le confieso que siempre he
tenido repulsién por la vejez y asco por la descomposi-
cion cadavérica. . .

Del Dr. Octavio Gonzilez Roura—

... Es mi deseo que a mi muerte no entre a casa
absolutamente nada mas que un ataud, el mas sencillo
con sus correspondientes pedestales, y que mis restos sean
conducidos al Crematorio de Buenos Aires, para ser cre-
mados y enterradas sus cenizas, sin invitaciéon y por los
parientes y amigos que concurran espontaneamente, con-
tratando en consecuencia un servicio fiinebre sencillisimo
y barato,

Ruego a los mios que, si fuese posible, no lleven luto,
me recuerden sin ldgrimas, no se encierren y procuren
obtemer la més pronta resignacion. . .




INSTRUCCIONES ACERCA DE LA
CREMACION

1. ;Qué es la cremacion?—

. Es reducir a blancas cenizas, en forma rapi-
da e higiénica, los restos humanos, evitando asi
la horrible y larga descomposicion.

‘“Polvo eres y en polvo te convertiras’, dice
el Génesis, v a ello se llega mas pronto por
medio de la cremacién.

2. ;Doénde se efectian las cremaciones 7—

En el Crematorio de Buenos Aires, que se
encuentra ubicado en el Cementerio del Oeste
— unico crematorio existente en la Republica
¥y tunico también en la América del Sud.

3. ;Cuando puede efectuarse la cremacion 7—

Puede efectuarse después de las 24 horas
de producido el fallecimiento. Segiin el tiempo
que haya transcurrido, cambia de nombre la
operacion y los tramites son diferentes. Si ella
se efectia después de las 24 horas de produ-
eido el fallecimiento o hasta el afo y por vo-
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luntad del extinto expresada en vida, o por
pedido de la familia, es una ‘“‘cremacion volun-
taria”. Si el extinto ha fallecido en un hospital
y su cadaver no es reclamado, constituye lo que
se denomina ‘‘cremacion obligatoria”. Si la cre-
macion es solicitada por la familia u otra per-
sona interesada, después de un ano o mas de
producido el fallecimiento, es una ‘‘reduccion
por cremacion’.

4. ;Qué tramites se requieren para una cre-
macion voluntaria?—

 Presentar al Crematorio de Buenos Aires
una solicitud dirigida al Director del mismo, fir-
mada por el deudo méas cercano o albacea del
fallecido, pidiendo la cremacién y acompanan-
do los siguientes documentos: a) testimonio del
acta de defuncién expedido por el Registro Ci-
vil; b) un certificado especial suscripto por el
médico que ha atendido al enfermo, si ha fa-
llecido en el domicilio particular, o por el mé-
dico interno con el V.? B.° del Director, si ha
fallecido en un hospital. En caso de muerte vio-
lenta (accidente, suicidio, homicidio, etc.) no
es necesario este certificado, debiendo indicarse
el nombre del sefior juez que ha intervenido;
c) la licencia de inhumacién, cuando el cadaver
proceda del domicilio u hospital; d) la cons-
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tancia de su ultima voluntad, si ella ha sido
expresada por escrito. Una vez presentados los
documentos que se indican y llenadas las dili-
gencias del caso, la Direccién del Crematorio
de Buenos Aires, ordenara la cremacién.

5. ;Cuales son las cremaciones obligatorias 7—

La de los fallecidos en todos los hospitales,
que no siendo reclamados en el plazo de 36
horas, son conducidos al Crematorio de Buenos
Alres para su incineracién. Las cenizas de estos
cadaveres son cuidadosamente conservadas por
el término de 30 dias, estando a disposicién
de los deudos o interesados que las soliciten,
para su conservacion y cuidado.

6. ;Qué tramites hay que llenar para una re-
duccion por cremacion ?—

Presentar al Crematorio de Buenos Aires
una solicitud indicando el nombre de los ca-
daveres a reducir, fecha del fallecimiento, ce-
menterio en que se encuentran, ubicacién, pa-
rentesco que lo liga con el solicitante y destino
a darse a las cenizas. Debe, ademds, acompa-
narse el titulo de la béveda o boleta de la se-
pultura en que se encuentran. Si los muertos a
reducir, no son parientes cercanos del solicitante,
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debera previamente publicar edictos por el tér-
mino de cinco dias, en un diario de la ciudad,
v en el Boletin Municipal, en los que se hara
saber a los interesados, la operaciéon a efectuar.

7. ;Qué impuestos hay que abonar para efec-
tuar una cremacion ?—

[La cremacion en general esta libre de todo
impuesto municipal, no debiendo abonarse ab-
solutamente nada por la cremacién en si, ni por
el traslado de los cadaveres de los cemente-
rios al crematorio, ni por la remisiéon de las
urnas a los distintos cementerios de la Capital

Federal.

8. ;Qué tramites deben efectuarse para intro-
ducir del exterior de la Republica, cadaveres
con destino a ser cremados ?7—

Primeramente debe obtener en el sitio del
fallecimiento un testimonio del acta de defun-
cion, que debera ser legalizado por el Consu-
lado argentino. Con este documento, solicitar
del Crematorio de Buenos Aires el permiso pa-
ra efectuar la cremacion; si se trata de una cre-
macion voluntaria, llenar los tramites que se
especifican en la pregunta 4, y si es una re-
duccién por cremacién, llenar tan sélo la soli-
citud, previa presentacion del testimonio.
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9. ;Qué requisitos deben cumplirse para des-
embarcar un cadaver procedente del extram-
jero con destino a ser cremado?—

Acordada la cremacién, el Crematorio de
Buenos Aires le hara entrega de un permiso
para introducir el cadaver, permiso que debe
ser presentado, conjuntamente con una solici-
tud en papel sellado nacional de un peso al Pre-
sidente del Departamento Nacional de Higiene,
pidiendo la autorizacién para gestionar el des-
embarco; v una vez concedida ésta, presentar
ambos documentos a la Aduana, para que au-
torice el desembarco.

10. ;Qué tramites deben efectuarse para intro-
ducir cadaveres del interior de la Repiblica
con destino a ser cremados?—

Obtener en el sitio del fallecimiento un tes-
timonio del acta de defuncién. Con este do-
cumento trasladar el cadaver al Crematorio de
Buenos Aires para efectuar la cremacioén; si se
trata de una cremacion voluntaria, llenar los
tramites que se especifican en la pregunta 4, y
si es una reduccion por cremacion llenar tan
s6lo la solicitud, previa presentacion del testi-
monio. Cuando el traslado se efectie por fe-
rrocarril, a los efectos de su desembarco debe
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solicitarse el respectivo permiso en el Crema-
torio de Buenos Aires, el que se entrega com-
pletamente gratis.

11. ;Qué derechos debe de abonarse por la
introduccion de un cadaver o restos con des-
tino a ser cremados?—

La introduccién a la ciudad, de cadaveres, con
destino a ser cremados, esta libre de todo im-
puesto, lo contrario de los destinados a ser in-
humados en los cementerios, que estan gravados
con impuestos elevados.

12. ;Puedo yo dejar expresada la voluntad de
ser cremado ?—

Si. Concurra usted al Crematorio de Buenos
Aires con un comprobante que justifique en
forma su identidad y firme el documento res-
pectivo conjuntamente con dos testigos, al que
agregara su fotografia y la impresién digital.
También puede usted hacerlo en forma de tes-
tamento, designando a una persona de su amis-
tad encargada de hacer cumplir su voluntad,
en el caso de que sus deudos se opongan a la
realizacién de sus deseos.
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13. ;La cremacion, afecta a la religion cato-
lica?—

La cremacién no va en contra de ninguna re-
ligién. “Desde luego, no hay para qué dete-
nerse a probar que la cremacién, considerada
en absoluto no entra directamente en los domi-
nios del dogma, ni estd en inmediata oposicion
con articulo alguno del credo catélico™ . (Citado
por monsenor Luis Duprat; véase el folleto so-
bre cremacién publicado en el ano 1887, con el
permiso de la Curia de Buenos Aires) .

14. Puede efectuarse alguna ceremonia antes
de realizarse la cremacion ?—

Si. Pueden efectuarse, ya sean civiles o reli-
giosas. Son numerosos los casos en que se han
realizado imponentes ceremonias, concurriendo
sacerdotes de distintas religiones.

15. ;Puede instalarse la capilla ardiente en el
Crematorio 72—

. Si. Si asi se desea, debe de solicitarse el per-
miso a la Direccién, el que sera concedido gra-
tuitamente .
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16. :El Crematorioc de Buenos Aires tiene ér-
gano para las ceremonias?—

Si. El servicio de érgano para las solemni-
dades religiosas o civiles, es por cuenta de los
deudos, debiendo solicitarse con anticipacién,
cuando se desee.

17. ;Qué dias se efectian las cremaciones?—

Las cremaciones voluntarias y obligatorias se
efecttian todos los dias habiles, debiendo en las
primeras avisarse con anticipacion al Cremato-
rio, personalmente o por teléfono. Las reduc-
ciones por cremacion, se realizan: los dias vier-
nes, las del Cementerio del Oeste; los miércoles,
las del Cementerio del Norte, y los jueves, las
de los demés cementerios; los interesados de-
ben hacer los tramites del caso, la semana an-
terior.

18. ;Puede visitarse el Crematorio de Buenos
Aires ?7—

Si. Puede visitarse los dias sabados, de 13
a |8 horas. En cualquier momento puede pedir
personalmente o por teléfono (51 Urquiza 840)
toda clase de informes, datos, prospectos, for-
mularios, ete,
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19. ;Qué tiempo se emplea para una crema-
cion y que cantidad de cenizas da un cuerpo
humano ?

Como término medio se calcula de 35 a 45
minutos, y las cenizas que resultan son de 1 kilo
800 gramos a 2 kilos, tratandose de una per-
sona adulta.

20. ;Cémo funcionan los hornos 72—

Los hornos actuales del Crematorio de Bue-
nos Aires, son de sistema Baker, tipo unitario,
y funcionan con carbén cardiff, pudiendo des-
arrollar alrededor de 1.500 grados de calor.

21. ;Un cuerpo se crema con el ataud o sin
él?7—
Si el cadaver es de un recientemente fallecido
y el ataidd que lo contiene no posee caja me-

“talica, se introduce en el horno conjuntamente

con el ataid, pero si el cajon tiene caja meta-
lica es necesario abrirlo y extraer el cadaver vy
colocado sobre la tapa del atatd, introducirle
en e] horno.

22 . Entonces, ;las cenizas del cajon se mezclan
con las cenizas humanas?—

No. Jamas puede haber mezcla; primero,
porque la enorme mayoria de las cenizas del
ataid son llevadas por el fuerte tiraje de los
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hornos, por ser maés livianas, y segundo, en el
caso de mezclarse son facilmente separadas,
porque al colocarlas en una mesa especial, an-
tes de depositarlas en la urna, se conocen per-
fectamente bien las unas de las otras: las hu-
manas son blancas y las de la madera son ne-
gras,

23. ;Cual es el ataiid reglamentario para cre-
mar un cuerpo ?—

En las cremaciones voluntarias la ordenanza
establece, que el cadaver debe venir en un
ataiid de madera de facil combustién, sin caja
metalica ni cal. Las empresas fiine' res que, co-
nociendo el hecho de que el cadaver esta des-
tinado a la cremacién, violan las disposiciones
de la ordenanza, colocando un ataid con caja
metalica, estin penadas con una multa de qui-
nientos pesos.

24. ;Es cierto que los cadaveres al ponerse en
contacto con las llamas, efectian movimien-
tos raros 7—

No. El cadaver por efecto del fuego se va
consumiendo poco a poco, sin movimientos de
ninguna clase. Sélo la burda charlataneria, pue-
de llevar a la imaginacion popular, la fantasia
de los movimientos raros.
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25. ;Las cenizas que me dan son las del ca-
daver que yo entregué?— '

En el Crematorio de Buenos Aires, los hor-
nos que se usan para cremar los cadaveres re-
clamados, tienen capacidad para incinerar un
cadaver por vez. Si usted es el interesado de
la cremacion que se efectia, las autoridades del
Crematorio le haran observar el horno vacio,
antes de la operacién, y comprobarda asi que
las cenizas que usted lleva son las legitimas.
Los que propagan la substitucion de cenizas,
desacreditando al Crematorio, son vulgares mis-
tificadores que, aprovechando la ignorancia o
incredulidad de las personas, tratan indatilmente
de ridiculizar las practicas de la higiene moder-
na que lentamente impone la civilizacién, a pe-
sar del esfuerzo, siempre negativo, de sus de-
tractores.

26. Para conservar las cenizas, ;qué debo ha-
cer 7—

Antes de efectuar la cremacién debe usted
adquirir una urna de metal, la cual debera tener
grabado el nombre del extinto, para la coloca-
ciéon de las cenizas. Hasta tanto no se muni-
cipalice la venta de urnas y se puedan éstas
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adquirir en el Crematorio, puede usted com-
prarla en la “Asociacion Argentina de Crema-
cion” o en cualquier casa que venda articulos

funerarios.

27. :En donde se pueden depositar las wnas
con cenizas?—

Una vez efectuada la cremacion, la urna con
las cenizas puede dejarse en el Crematorio en
calidad de depésito por el término de 15 dias.
deposito que es gratuito. Pasado dicho plazo
las cenizas que no son retiradas son colocadas
en el cinerario comin.

Pueden también depositarse en cualquier pan-
teon, boveda, nicho o sepultura de los cemen-
serios v en los distintos templos de la ciudad,
debiendo al efecto indicar el destino de ellas
en el Crematorio de Buenos Aires al solicitar
la entrega.

28. ;Pueden trasladarse a los domicilios las
urnas con cenizas?—

Si. Las cenizas corresponden a los deudos
mas cercanos; siempre que no haya oposicion
de alguno de ellos, seran entregadas previa sus-
eripcion de un acta especial, firmada por to-
dos los deudos, de comin acuerdo.
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29. ;Qué es un Columbario; existe en Buenos
Aires?—

Columbario es un recinto destinado a la cus-
todia de las urnas con cenizas. En Buenos Ai-
res se ha proyectado, y actualmente se esta
por iniciar la construccién de un gran colum-
bario, que sera uno de los mejores del mundo.

30. ;Qué impuestos se deben de abonar para
depositar una urna en los cementerios ?—

Si el depésito se efectiia en una béveda, pan-
te6n, lo' mismo que en un nicho o sepultura ya
ocupado, no hay que pagar ningiin impuesto.

31. Sino dispongo de bovedas, panteones, etc.,
para depositar las urnas, ;qué puedo hacer?

En ese caso, debe arrendar un nicho para
urnas en el Cementerio del Oeste, los que se
arriendan por el término de cinco afios y son
de dos categorias: los de primera categoria,
cuestan veinte pesos moneda nacional y los de
segunda, que son los nichos altos, diez pesos
moneda nacional .

32. ;Qué tramites se deben llenar para trasla-
dar una urna con cenizas al interior de la Re-
publica 72—




Solicitar en el Crematorio de Buenos Aires
la entrega de la urna con las cenizas, previa
constancia de un acta especial en presencia de
dos testigos. Al entregarse la urna se entrega
también un testimonio del acta de cremacion
debidamente autorizado, el que debera presen-
tarse en el cementerio a que se destine la urna.
No es necesario para esto, iniciar expediente en
la Municipalidad ni abonar derecho alguno.

33. ;Y para trasladar al extranjero?—

Lo mismo que para la operacion anterior,
pero el testimonio del acta de cremacién que
expide el Director del Crematorio de Buenos
Aires, debe ser legalizado en el Ministerio del
Interior previo pago de $ 5 m/n., en el de Rela-
ciones Exteriores y Culto y en el Consulado del
pais a que se destine la urna.

34. ;Qué ordenanza reglamenta la cremacion?

La ordenanza de fecha 29 de diciembre de
1922 (articulos 2278 al 2331 del Digesto Mu-
nicipal, edicién 1923), que ha sido reglamen-
tada por decreto de fecha 3 de enero de 1924,
El autor de la citada ordenanza es el actual
Director del Crematorio de Buenos Aires.

Honwas practiced generally throughout the
“vilized nations of the ancient world, long
before the Christian era, practiced for ex-
ACtly the same reasons that took it through
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the Dark Ages of medieval superstition and
revived it in the last century . . . its beauty,
its cleanliness, and the lasting veneratiof
of the dead that it makes possible.

The Romans borrowed the custom from
the Greeks. They placed urns containing the
ashes of their ancestors along the principal
roads leading into Rome and outside the city
walls. The presence of these m:my-cul(}l‘cil
urns was thought to be highly decorative:
They were also found to be a valuable assct
intime of war.Citizensfought for the ashes of
their families with an almost fanatical zeal.

It seems ficting that ac the end of the two
thousand year cycle which has passed sinc¢
Greek civilizationreached its highest point,
a new civilization, which has borrowed
much of the finer qualities and customs of
that early day, should borrow, along with
the rest, one of civilization's greatest gifts
... cremation. For it is only within the last
forty years that cremation again has com¢

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into its own, and it is only the last twenty
years that have seen its spread throughout
the major nations of the world.

France, Switzerland, Italy and England
saw considerable agitation for crematio?
carly in the last century. But it was nof
until the Eighties that any active step 0°
ward making it practical for society 4
a whole was taken in Europe, and ic was
then that the first cremation societies were
formed in the United States.

Oakland, a city where there are now mor¢
cremations per capita than in any other city
in the world, felt the need of a crematoriuil
during the latter part of the last century
It was in June, 19o1, that the first step t0°
ward supplying that need was taken, with
the organization of the Oakland Crematiof
Association. One year later, June, 1902, this
pioneer institution had erected the Oakland
Crematorium and Columbarium, at How¢
and Mather streets.

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The response of the public was immedi-
ate. Protests against cremation had served
only to demonstrate its advancages to large
numbers of people who had been secking
some better, more beautiful and more sani-
tary way of caring for those loved ones from
whom life had flown. New discoveries wer¢
madeby these pioneers. . . discoveries which
added beauty and met many of the objec-
tions raised to cremation. Additional study
showed new methods by which a finer, more
thoughtful, more proficient service could be
offered.

It scems unnecessary to dwell at length
upon the advantages of cremation except
to point out how well the Oakland Crema-
torium and Columbarium have taken note
of all those advantages and have left noth-
ing undone that will add to the beauty, the
cleanliness, and the lasting veneration of
the dead that cremation makes possible.

I have had all my life the traditional religio”
background; I have met the same experience s
the others spoke of, and my background stood by t
completely, and I am wondering why this was e
for me and not for the other writers.

I do not believe that death means to me what it means 10’
great many people, I dislike the word, and hesi““.
10 use it—not as a word, but because of the conno?

tions which human experience has gathered aroﬂl"



it, apparently since the dawn of time.

To make my position clear, I state the following facts:—

My only son, a boy in his early teens, was killed in
an automobile accident four years ago. At the same
time, and in the same accident, a niece of whom I
was devotedly fond was killed.
A year ago my only grandchild, a particularly fasci-
nating youngster of fifteen months, was found dead
in her erib when her nurse went to pick her up after
a nap, for which she had been placed in the crib an
hour before, apparently in perfect health.

Almogy anyone will understand that these incidents were
of special poignancy in their suddenness, in their
closeness to me, and in the age of the children.

Except for the sake of avoiding misunderstandings in con-
Versation with people who do not know the facts, I
dislike very much to speak of any of the children in
the past tense. I never think of them in the past
tense, They are all three closer to me and more con-
stantly with me than they were in what we call life.

Uhaye mentioned the fact of my traditional background.

On receiving the news that my son and his cousin

e




had been killed, I drove some miles to the houpil']
where their bodies had been taken. During that dri¥
I said over and over to myself the first verse of *
very well-known hymn:

O God, our help in ages past,
Our hope for years to come;

Our shelter from the stormy blast
And our eternal home.

That was the way I felt about it at the time, and I do !
think I have greatly enlarged upon that thought i
the intervening years. To me the children have go™
home a short while ahead of me. I have every conf
dence that, despite the shortcomings of my life,!
shall at some time go to the same home and fir!
myself even closer to and more intimately assoc:ial‘J
with the children than I am now.

This is not a recent thing. It was the way I had be?
brought up to feel. It came to me in my emergent
instantaneously; it has never left me and has becom'
not as a belief, but a conviction based upon expe?
ence.

In order that there may be no misunderstanding about thi*

let me say that when I use the word ‘experience'

! )



am not referring in any way to what is commonly
called spiritism or spiritualism. I have consulted no
mediums; I have seen no visions; I have heard no
voices. I am acutely conscious and certain many
limes every day of the presence within myself and in
my own heart of those three children.

There Wwas one impressive event of some fifteen years ago
which I am sure forms a part in the creation of this
conviction of experience. An intimate friend of
mine suffered the loss of an infant son in his crib
under circumstances very similar to the death of my
grandchild. The friend and his wife left within an
hour or two for the home of their families, where
the baby was to be buried. A day or two later I
traveled with the baby’s body to that place and at-
tended the very lovely, intimate family service, con-
ducted by a clergyman who was one of my good
friends and even closer to the father of the baby.
We went to the cemetery on a beautiful summer
afternoon, lowered the casket into the grave . . .
I shall never forget the courage and agony of that

Young father and mother. The thought came to

me . . . that we concentrated on the wrong side o
death. . . .

a similar event came so unexpectedly into my Tifes
the body that I loved was cremated. My clergymaf
and . . . others attended a short cremation servi¢
with me. Some days later in our village church ther®
was a memorial service of evening prayer—the ref
ular evening service, held in the church where th*
children had worshipped with their parents. Ther
was a short address by an intimate friend of mine, !
clergyman, who came directly from the burial of hi*
only brother and spoke for not over ten minutes ¢
immortality. The service brought great comfort ¥
me and my wife. I have learned from many friend

who were there that it brought comfort to them. . -

Probably few people today question that Christ is a hi'

torical personage; that He lived, taught, and w#
crucified. A large number of people, not professe
Christians, regard Him as one of the great teache!

of the world.

It is impossible to read His life without coming to the cof

clusion that He was a person of deep spiritual ir



—

sight, with a great understanding of human needs
and a profound awareness of God and the nature of
the spiritual life. He states clearly that He is going
to His Father, and that where He goes His followers
can also go. There was certainly never the slightest
question in His mind about that something which
we call immortality, or the eternal nature of life. If
we can show some of the confidence that He taught
and practiced, it would seem reasomable that we
should come to partake of His conviction. . . .
Deay inevitably means the dissolution of the body that we
loved; it means that the personality we loved is re-
moved from the experience field of our five senses.
I have no thought that the soul is limited to five
senses, . . . To some people the word ‘religion’ is
almost synonymous with churchgoing and with ac-
tive manifestations of outward worship. Christ said.

‘God is a Spirit, and they that worship Him shall

Worship Him in spirit and in truth.”
OF some years it was a difficult thing for me to feel that,
with so much that I loved in what we call the other

world, the things in this world were of real impor-



tance. I am satisfied that that was mistaken thinl

ing. In a deeper sense there is no ‘other world’ ¢

‘this world.” In one of the Epistles of Saint Job

we are told that we are today the children of Gol

that it does not yet appear what we shall be. In th

thirteenth chapter of First Corinthians, Saint Pa!

says that now we see through a glass darkly, the
we shall see face to face. It is the teaching of my o¥
spirit that tells me they are right.

If life is eternal it is continuous. It does not begin, it d
not end. It goes through various phases. Contact
tween one phase and the other is possible and ne
no medium or machinery, except “faith, hope, #

love, and the greatest of these is love.

‘“ GARDENS OF REMEMBRANCE.”

DURING the past four or five years a change has
been quietly taking place in our midst, almost,
unnoticed in other than Spiritual circles, but which will
have a far-reaching effect on the traditional customs
pertaining to that passing out from the material body
called death.

This changing attitude was first suggested by the late
Rev. J. Page Hopps, twenty-five years ago. It was in the
nature of an explanation amounting almost to an apology,
and the occasion was a tender funeral oration over the
body of a sweet singer in the little chapel of the pioneer
Crematorium at St. John’s, Woking.

In his address, the Rev. Page Hopps said :—

“ For the sake of those who need it, I feel impelled to offer
a justification for what we are doing this day. Alas | how utterly
are we creatures of habit! I am persuaded that if custom had
used us to the liberation of the body by the purifying fire, it would
have shocked us to bave it proposed that we should put the body
into a grave to rot slowly. In truth, our flowers and our memorial
stones have made us the victims of a strangely thin illusion concern-
ing the grave. We say the dead ones are sweetly sleeping and
peacefully resting beneath, and we cover the dreadful reality
with our little veil of turf and flowers and never really face the
truth ; for all the while that is happening beneath, which, if seen
in all its horror, might drive us mad.



“ We are told that respect for the dead urges burial as against
cremation ; but many are now very keenly feeling the reverse
of this. They can bring the mind to bear the liberation of the
body by one swift act of disintegration and purifying, but cannot
overcome the shrinking from subjecting it to the foul and lingering
pracesses of the grave—or perchance to the horror of recovering
consciousness in the grave.

““ Respect for the living, too, is an urgent motive. The highest
authorities tell us that the air we breathe and the water we drink
are often contaminated by emanations from graves. It cannot
be right that London, for instance, with all its inevitable impurities,
should add to them by trying to live in company with thousands
upon thousands of decaying bodies in its very midst.

“ Respect for the beautiful earth, too, is a motive. As far as
possible, the pure rivers and the whoiesomc soil should be Lept
free from pollution. That is a sacred duty, and one which it
is dangerous as well as wicked to neglect.

“ If reason guided here, there could be no doubt about the result.
We are only misled by habit and associations. Burial is defilement;
cremation is purification. Burial is the degradation of the body ;
the other is its sublimation.  Burial cannot be followed out in
the imagination ; it is too dreadful. Cremation is lovelier the
farther we follow it, and the longer we think of it. A few moments
of pure and blessed searching ; and then all is beautiful. For
what is more beautiful than that the poor dead body, purified,
should be dismissed into the sunshine? And beautiful and fitting
beyond all things is it to-day that what remains to earth of the
sweet singer should be sent, not into the defiling grave, but into
the bright summer air, to the blue sky and the birds; itself,
presently, as uncontaminated as they.

““At present people cling to the visible grave. They love the
fond delusion that the beloved one is there. They inscribe on
memorial stones such loving untruths as that they here “rest”
r “sleep in peace.” Yes, let us deal tenderly with that; but
let us tell the truth about it, and the truth is that it is earthly,
sensuous, and not a little heathenish. . . . Tenderly, but
firmly, I would discourage the nursing of sorrow at the grave,
and the prolonged association of the rotting body with the being
we love. Let the dust go; let it go. Both in life and in death
it is too much responsible for these earthly clingings. In the very




surrender of the body for the perfect dispersal we shall find the
blessing, in being driven to the unseen to find the spirit’s present
and only home.

‘“ Are there no memorials, then ; no places associated with our
dead? Would that there could be! The only fitting shrine is
the loving spirit. And now, with such sorrow as is inevitable,
but with such hope and quiet joy as a rational and spiritual faith

gives us, we make this surrender. The air and the sunshine claim
the body ; God and His angels will care for the spirit. We do
* not look for some resurrection day far off in the dim future ; our
resurrection day is now ; our sweet singer already knows some-
thing of the music of the spheres, and is already too far advanced
ever to need the body any more.”

THE GARDEN OF REMEMBRANCE.

The truths inculcated by that simple and moving
address—given to a small 2nd insignificant gathering over
a quarter of a century ago—have borne fruit, being
received by an ever-widening circle of converts.
Cremation, which was originally regarded as a crudely
scientific and sanitary substitute for burial, has been
the wade mecum in the development of a more spiritual
aspect towards death, which finds concrete expression
in.the Garden of Remembrance.

The predominant feature of the garden is that it should
be as unlike a cemetery as possible—so far as the purpose
for which it is intended will permit—while the keynote
of its development is life, rather than death. This has
been achieved by leaving the garden a verdant open space,
rigorously excluding those man-made symbols of mortality,
misnamed Memorials, laid out with mathematical regularity
over closely packed graves. Such a garden can, and will,
remain a beautiful spot, garnished by the Spring and
perpetually renewed by Nature’s hand. Here may the
pure and innocuous residue be reverently dispersed, to be
received in the bosom of Mother Earth, where it will
remain ever peacefully—not within the confined recesses
of the tomb—but in the sunlight, among the birds, the
flowers and the trees ; Nature’s monument.

One of the first of these gardens to be established is
the beautiful ** Garden of Rest,” at Golders Green, over-
looking the wooded slopes of Hampstead Heath, where
the ashes of over five thousand bodies have been committed
to the earth, while there is room for tens of thousands
without disturbing the natural features of the landscape.
At Woking, a belt of natural woodland adjoining the
Crematorium, has been laid out as *‘ The Garden
of Remembrance,” and similar gardens are being laid
out at Manchester, Birmingham, and other towns
provided with crematoria. It is not however, essential
that these gardens should be established in close proximity
to a crematorium, although allcleansing fire is the only
portal by which our mortal bodies may enter ; for this
method of disposal is so convenient that it is possible
to set apart a veritable *“ God’s Acre,” in any convenient
and suitable spot to meet the needs of the largest or the
smallest community.

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Not only may these gardens of rest or remembrance
be regarded as places where one may hold loving com-
munion with those who have passed on—freed from
morbid thoughts or associations—but by reason of their
continuity and comparatively small area necessarv, they
will provide places of rest for the living. Grecn oases
in the midst of the gloomy and bustling city, or, perched
on some fair hillside not far distant, they may afford brief
respite from mundane cares to the toiler.

Surely it was such a prospect, and with a poet’s vision,
that W. E. Henley desired cremation for his mortal body,
which inspired those familiar lines :—

¢ So be my passing !

My task accomplished and the long day done,
My wages taken, and in my heart

Some late lark singing,

Let me be gathered to the quiet west,

The sundown splendid and serene.”’

“Life a forecourt—death a gate,
The beyond of both a garden.”

“A Garden of Rest”

STABLISHED in the year 1902, some four or five miles from the heart of London,
when the district now known as Golders Green was open country, this famous
crematorium with the beautiful garden, was opened to .he public by the late Sir

Henry Thompson, President and founder of the Cremation Society of England. The
buildings were desigried by the late Sir Ernest George, R.A., and his partner, Mr. Alfred
B. Yeates, and are in the style of the buildings of Northern Italy, simple in treatment,
depending in their grouping, breadth and proportion, rather than on ornament. In
the forecourt is an ample carriage porch, giving access to the chapel, which, including
its gallerv, is seventy feet long and twenty-five feet wide. It will seat 2bout two hundred
persons, and has a delightful two-manual organ in the gallery, underneath which is a
waiting room and vestry.

The walls are panelled in oak to the height of the doors, above which the arcaded brick
walls carry on open timbered roof. The pavement is of black and white marble, and
at the upper end the floor is raised as a dais, upon which stands the catafalque, a magni-
ficent bronze table upon which the coffin rests during the service, with a portico of rare
marbles surrounding the metal gates through which the coffin silentlv passes at the
conclusion. On the pediment is inscribed :—

! Mors Janua Vite.

Outside the chapel, and extending the whole length of the buildings on the south side
is the Memorial Cloister, 240 feet Jong, opening on to the beautiful Garden of Rest;
and along its walls, protected from the weather, are large numbers of memorials, mostly
marble, of those who have been cremated here.

NAMES OF THE GREAT

The great number of names of England’s noblest men and women and of the Empire’s,
too, is an astounding revelation of the extent to which cremation is emploved. Among
the names such well-known ones as G. J. Holyoake, the Chartist, Antoinette Sterling,
the great contralto, Sir W. Garstin, the designer of the great Egyptian dam, Dr. Hicks,
Bishop of Lincoln, Dr. John Clifford, the mighty Nonconformist preacher, Lord Rhondda,
Sir Isaac Pitman, Sir Henry Irving, G. F. Watts, Holman Hunt, Sir Percy Scott, Lord
Fisher, Lord Ypres, Bonar Law, Canon Barnett, Miss E. Cons, founder of the ‘ Old
Vic,” Sir W. S. Gilbert, Dr. Barnardo, Sir John Tenniel, of Punch fame, H. M. Hyndman,
father of the Social Democratic movement, E. D. Morel, Charles M. Doughty, author
of Arabia Deserta, Sir Ernest George and many others. In fact, more than 1,700
cremations take place here every vyear. )

The Columbarium is a large tower-like building, springing from the eastern side of
the chapel, and containing four stories, its walls fitted with niches to receive urns holding
ashes. The floors of the Columbarium are of concrete overlaid with marble, and the
niche structures also are of marble terrazzo. All the buildings stand in the Garden
of Rest, a beautiful sheltered enclosure of about twelve acres in extent, round which
is a circular carriage road, the central space being an open lawn. In the grounds are
several private mausoleums and mosques, which give an almost Eastern appearanceé
to the scene.

There are no separate chapels for varying creeds and beliefs. All use the same chapel,
but each may use their own particular form of service and ministry. An interesting
feature in this chapel, standing immediatelv behind the spot where the officiating minister
performs his duties is a triple memorial to three Indian Maharajahs.

Note.—A second smaller chapel has been added recently.

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A MODERN COMPOSER'S FUNERAL

It was at this beautiful (mrdcn of Rest that the last earthly rites were performed in
connection with the late Mr. Easthope Martin.

For nearly an hour before the appointed time we wandered round the various buildings
and the g: wrden itself, and inspected minutely the monuments and urns in their various
niches, 111\\.11‘.“}' wondering at and yet ‘,mlliml by the catholicity of it all. Creeds and
differences were forgotten ; we were simply in the presence of all that remained of men
and women of the land, every name seeming to speak of great lives well spent.

Strange to l.]l, although we had travelled from Stourport to pay our last tribute to one
of the nation’s most popular composers no arrangements had been made for the musical
portion of the service. Was it chance ? Or was it to be that his old master should have
the honour uf playing for him at his final departure ? Yet so it was! An explanation
to the priest in L}ldILL, whose one remark upon hearing the t.unnutlon between us was,

‘ How beautiful | ” Then a suggestion that I should pl‘w the ** Flowers of the Forest,”
and I found myself installed at one of the most exquisite organs it has been my lot to
play.

Precisely to time the hearse arrived, followed afterwards by those who had come to
pay their last respects to the man they loved. Not a soul was there as a sightseer or
from curiosity, only his own London circle and the friends of his boyhood from Stourport.

Some funeral services impress by the stateliness of their elaborate ritual, others by the
splendour or sacredness of the buildings, and others still by the exquisite music; but
not so in this case. It was the air of mysticism, combined with extreme simplicity, W hich
seemed to pervade everything, from the ascetic priest to the silent body resting on its
great bronze catafalque.
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A PEACEFUL PASSING

The first portion of the service was conducted from the desk beneath the memorials
of the Indian Maharajahs. Then in a silence which could be felt, the priest walked
slowly to the head of the coffin and stood still, the mourners doing likewise. From far
away came the sweet, sad strains of the voix celeste, through which the deep tones of the
priest were distinctly heard : * Earth to c.n'l}, ashes to ashes, dust to dust”; and to
1}1.,\ solemn words and the distant music, the coffin containing all that remained of
Easthope Martin began slowly to move, pushing aside the metal gates, and gently gliding
for ever from our sight.

Priest and mourners knelt in prayer ; from the organ came softly Sullivan’s exquisite
setting to the Psalmist's words : * Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow

of death, I will fear no evil, for Thou art with me ! Then all was over.
Ihrough the open door could be seen thL long stretch of the Garden of Rest, \\'hh
its ancient sun-dial bearing the inscription : ** Lead, kindly Light ' : the wooded slopes

of Golders Hill Park and Hampstead Heath ; while beyond lay the great city of London,
where I‘aqthnp._ Martin had lived his s]m][ but strenuous musical life, and where he
finally, after a time of buffeting and ultimate success, passed beyond the veil.

The reasons for the phenomenal
growth of the Cremation Movement
are very easy to discern. The most
potent factor in promoting cremation
today is that it makes possible “In-
door Burial” with its attendant re-
finements. The soul-satisfying poet-
ic beauty of modern Columbarium
makes a strong appeal to the aesthetic
nature. The best that genius has to
offer is employed in constructing these
time-defying monuments to departed
loved ones. The appeal of the Mem-
orial Urn Hall is very tender and
gracious to sore hearts. The atmos-
phere of harmony, of rest and heav-
enly peace in a magnificent Colum-
barium is quieting and comforting to
those stricken with the grief of part-
ing. The blooming flowers, the
singing birds, the occasional strains
of soft music from the adjacent
chapel, the home-like warmth, these
things we have come to associate
with indoor burial.

A visit to a modern columbarium
almost invariably convinces that the
modern way is the better way. By
comparison earth burial is crude. It
belongs to the era of the ox-team,
the candle-lighted home, and the
meager water supply drawn by hand
from moss-covered well-curbs in
dooryards.

Apparatus which brings cremation
into the company of the exact sciences
has been perfected by American in-
ventors during the last few years.
Sane, clean, reverent dissolution is
accomplished in a quiet hour in a
crematorium. Nature, loving, yet
cruel mother, takes thirty years or
more about this task by her laborious
process in the green-swarded ceme-
tery. With Mark Twain, many of
our people of refinement and intelli-
gence have long since ceased to shud-
der at cremation, but shudder invol-
untarily at earth burial.

Another factor in increasing sen-
timent favoring niche interment in
Memorial Halls is the constant agita-
tion for the removal or abandonment
of cemeteries in our rapidly growing
larger cities. Daily papers are all too
frequently brimming with pro and
con discussions regarding this urgent
question. The very thought of the
removal or abandonment of a ceme-
tery tears at the heart strings of those
who have so trustingly consigned
their dead to rest there. Far-seeing
people are hesitating about earth bur-
ial even in cemeteries far out of cities.
Remote and peaceful today, they may
be congested centers of population in

a quarter of a century, perhaps in
less time,



Many of those who cling tena-
ciously to earth burial through sen-
timent for old forms and traditions
freely admit that niche interment has
everything in its favor. Urn inter-
ment makes possible indoor burial;
it is the only method that insures a
last resting place that can never be
rudely disturbed. It is in accord with
modern ideas of cleanliness and san-
itation.

The work of education to this
change in burial methods which con-
forms to the progressive spirit of our
age has been so quietly carried on
that the tremendous growth of pub-
lic sentiment in its favor has attracted
but little attention. We are coming
so rapidly to see the beauty and dig-
nity of indoor burial, as well as the
comfort to the living, that, judging
from the progress made in the last
twenty-five years, the time is not far
distant when niche interment in
Memorial Halls will be the generally
accepted form in America.
