A HISTORY OF ST. FRANCIS XAVIER CHURCH

Hardships and trisls of true pionesr life
greeted the influx of a small sturdy group of
Germans, Irish and Bohemian sectlers who came
to the Anamoose, North Dakota commmity from
South Dakota and Mimmesots in LBUB and 1899.

It was evident to these early secclers,
that without God's help and blessings, thelr live-
lihood was futile., When the setclement first
became a stacdon in 1899(a place regularly
viglced by a missionary priesc), Mass was said in
the F. Zimmerman home.

Francis X Zlmmerman

The first Misgionaries inecluded Fev. Vincent
Wehrle, Devils Lake{later Bishop of the Bismark
diocesa), Rev. Ceorge Sailer, Minat, Rev. J.A.
McDonald, Carringtom and Rev. James Buehler,

{the first resident pastor af Harvey).

In 1900 under the leadership of Rewv. Buehler
from Harvey, the pecple of this parish armed with
hammer and saw constructed a church on land donaced
by Zimmerman. The same year the area suffered
8 crop failure and it was a 51,000 loan by Mr.
Zimmerman that tided che parish cver the yesr.

The Firsc Church

The naming of St. Franmecis Xavier church of
Anamopse 18 suggested in the name of one of the
earliest settlars and a prominent lay worker,
Francis X. Zlmmermen. On June 3, 1900, Mr.
Zimmerman died at the age of 50. He was the first

to be buried in the present cemetery. Father J.G.
faller officiated.

Thergwere joys as well as sorrow in this
new commmity, when on August 23, 1899, a son
John was barn to John Waldron and wife Brigitta
(Donlen) ‘and a daughter, Marie Elizabeth born
Pec, 31, 1899 to John Peerboom and Mardia (Ham-

mer).

Due to the cold winter weather and slow mode of
travel Marie Peerboom was baptized June 4, 10900,
by Father J.G. Saller. Sponsors were P.H. Peerboom
and Maria Glasens., John Wialdron was baptizeéed

Jume 11, 1900, by Father Buehler. Sponsors were
Thomas Mclaughlin and Bedlea Lindland.

June 11, 1902, Francis Albert and Marie
Wilke, daughter of Mr. & Mrs. Francis Wilke,
were unired inm marplage. The attendants were
B.E. Buri and Katherime Neufaind.

In 1908, St, Francis Xavier was no longer
4 station but a new parish wicth Rev. J. Zumbusch
ag ‘he first resident pastor. During the year
following a new rectory was builet, but is now
privately cccupied,

A early view of the first Church

April 1911, Rev. Nicolas Junker came to
administer the spiritual needs of the parish
until December 1917, He was followed by Rew.
John GCreiner and Rev. A. Gaydusek until 1922,

First Holy Communicn Class 1920

Rev. Charles Eck arrived in 1922 remaining
until Janueary 1931. Through his influence 5t.
Patrick, the miseion church &t Martin, N.D. was
built in 1928. During the years from 1910 until
1941, the mission of 5t. Leo's (St Margaret)
Drake, N.D., was also served from the St. Francis
Kavier parish.

Rev, Herman Wilkes assumed his duties im Jan.
1931, remaining until August, 1941, 1t was during
his pastorate that lots were acquired in 1940
with the intention of relocating the existing
buildings or building & new church and rectorv.

Due to opposition of elther project, it was
decided to enlarge the church as the congrega-
tion had prowm to require a need for more seat-
ing capacity.

Rev. Gerard O'Donoghue eame to 5t.Francis
Havier in August, 1941. Under his guidance the
parish began a building fund by investing don-
ated funds in Government War Bonds. The parish
had $10,000 bonds of face value by 1947 when Rew.
0'Donoghue was transferred to Sanborn, N.D:

Rev. J.M. Balleau arrived September, 1947,
During his stay the church and rectory unders
went extensive rvenovation. He resigned from his
pastorate duties because of 1ll health and
retired to Montreal in April of 1956.

Mass in the old Church

Rev. Stanislaus J. Duda came to the parish
in July of 195&. Immediacely the Altar Sociaty
wis re-activated to play an important part In
augmenting the parish building fund. In spite of
some pessimism the building fund was increased
bevond the expectations of the parishioners.

Whar seemed to be the [mpossible five years
before, became a reality on July 3, 1960, when
the Ground Breaking Ceremonies were held at
10:15 A.M. with Father S. J. Duds officlating.

Laying of corner Btone

Mr. Thomas Nipper, Registered Architect
drew up the plans for the new church and rectory.
Cometruction contracts were awarded to Risovi
& Kurcz of Devils Lake, N.D.

The new St. Francis Xavier church was ded=
icated at & solemn Mase on May 25, 1961, with
Bishop Leo. F. Dworschak presiding. Monsignor
0.F. B'Neill of Harvey deliversd the dedictory

The new church is of brick and block con-
struction with exposed wood beams and block
walls on the interior, The seating capacicy is
about 330. Ten tons of granite were used in
the Altar, Commuinion Rall, side alears and bap-
tismal font.
