N.B. Stipa pulchra and Sitanion jubatum are widespread off serpentine, the former is common.
Poa secunda is not common off serpentine.

Yuch of the Jasper Ridge, especially along its crest, consists of grasslands.
Most of this associstion is on flat or gently sleping land, but in many places
1t extends up and over the steeper slopes where the original chaparrel has teen re-
moved to provide for more grazing mrea. Here and there, especially on the steeper
slopes, individuals of Qusrous aarifolia, Q. douplasii, and Q. kellogii may te
encountered.
