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Magnolia facility told to clean up
SEBRING — The Sebring Code 

Enforcement Board met Tuesday night to 
hear several cases and make judgments. 
Among those cases were two charged 
against the owners of Magnolia Retirement 
Home. 

Co-owners Manuel and Priscilla Domisiw 
and Administrator Dennis Domisiw, the 
owners’ son, have been in violation of city 
ordinances and were told to clean up their 
act by letter on April 26, 2018. 

Code Enforcement Officer Joe Romanik 
was on the dais to present the cases. He 
said the owners communicated with him 

at first, which is why he worked with them 
to get their property cleaned up and in 
compliance. When the owners chose not to 

communicate with Romanik, he sent them 
a certified Notice of Hearing. 

“Communication is key in code enforce-
ment,” Romanik said. 

The first case was [18-0226] “for excessive 
rubbish and trash on the property, unli-
censed and inoperable vehicles overgrown 
grass and weeds,” Romanik said. 

“I gave them written notice, starting with 
15 days,” he said. “I gave extensions.”

Romanik fielded questions by the board 
members. He made them aware that the 
Notice of Hearing was sent certified mail 
on July 5 and it was signed and returned on 
July 9. The code enforcement officer had

Wells 
Roofing 
troubles 
mount

SEBRING — The 
District 1 School Board 
candidates, incumbent 
Charlene Edwards 
and challenger Isaac 
Durrance, touted their 
business experience and 
focus on kids and educa-
tion when they spoke at 
the Highlands Tea Party 
on Tuesday. 

There is only one con-
tested School Board seat 
in the upcoming election. 
The School Board elec-
tions are non-partisan. 

The winner of the 
District 1 seat will be 
decided in the Aug. 28 
primary election. 

Edwards provided 
her background, which 
includes a bachelor’s de-
gree in business admin-
istration and graduate 

degree in public admin-
istration. She worked for 
about 25 years with a 
child care organization 
that had 17 child care 
centers in Florida, three 
charter schools and 15 
school-age summer and 
after-school programs. 

“I got a lot of my work 
experience working 
with that organization 
with about a $65 million 
budget with 43 funding 
streams,” she said. 

About four years ago 
she wanted to stay in 
Highlands County and 
work with her passions 
of children’s education, 
Edwards said. 

“One of the things I 
decided to do was run for 
the School Board,” she 
said. “I have a passion for 
transitioning to kinder-
garten; it was important 
to me in our child care 

centers that we work our 
way from the preschool 
level into the kindergar-
ten level and try to bring 
those parents with us.

“It is my belief that par-
ents are one of our largest 
untapped resources that 
we have,” she said.

In order to help with 
that transition she 
became the executive 
director of the Healthy 
Start Coalition of Hardee, 
Highlands and Polk 
counties, which helps 
women have healthy 
babies, Edwards said.

Noting that she won 
her bid for a School 
Board seat, Edwards said 
it took her a little while to 
understand the district’s 
different funding sources 
that comprise its budget, 
which is around $100 
million. But, her back-
ground helped her with 

the fiscal matters of the 
district.

Durrance said he devel-
oped his work ethic from 
his parents at an early 
age. It was his goal to 
attend the University of 
Florida where he earned 
his bachelor’s degree in 
sports administration 
and earned his master’s 
degree in educational 
leadership from the 
University of South 
Florida and his doctorate 
candidate in educational 
leadership.

Durrance said he came 
to Highlands County 
about 25 years ago when 
his wife opened her 
dental practice here.

His first job here 
was as the marketing/
public relations director 
at Highlands Regional

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LAKE PLACID — Town 
residents demanded 
Tuesday night that the 
county not cut recreation 
funding to Lake Placid.

Darryl Wirick, presi-
dent of Lake Placid Youth 
Baseball, said their player 
fees of $75 per child are 
not enough. They must 
generate $150 per kid 

total to pay 
costs. 

A county 
proposal 
to cut each 
municipali-
ty’s $110,000 
annual 
recreation 
stipend to 
$60,000 each 

would force him to raise 
fees, which will shut out 
kids who need it, he said.

“Increased user fees 
are a detriment to lower 
income families,” Wirick 
said. “Don’t tell me recre-
ation facilities aren’t the 
biggest needed facilities 
you have here. They are.”

Without youth base-
ball, young people get 
into trouble and the local 
crime rate increases, said 
Bill Brantley, Lake Placid 
resident and member of 
the Highlands County 
School Board.

Brantley said Sebring 
and Avon Park could take 
a $50,000 hit because 
they each have more 
than 10,000 people in city 
limits to cover it.

Lake Placid, he said, 
has 2,200 people in the 
town. The vast majority 
of facilities users, he said, 
live outside town limits.

“We’re taking care of 
your residents,” Brantley 
said.

One suggestion was 
having the town look to 
the Recreation and Parks 
Advisory Committee for 
funds, but Lake Placid 
Councilman Ray Royce 
said RPAC grants can 
build facilities, but not 
pay for daily operations.

Given the town’s 
$650,000-$660,000 tax 
revenue, Royce said, 
$50,000 is a big hit.

Lisa Greene, town res-
ident, said most county 
departments’ budgets 
could take a $50,000

LAKE PLACID — Robert 
James “Jimmy” Wells is 
sitting in the Highlands 
County Jail while several 
customers are wondering 
if their roofs will be 
started or completed or 
their money refunded. 

Wells was arrested last 
week on several charges 
of grand theft, scheming 
to defraud, possession of 
cocaine and drug para-
phernalia. The 45-year-
old lives in Lake Placid.

Wells has a slew of 
unhappy customers 
he allegedly scammed 
into handing over half 
of the money for roof 
repairs or replacement 
after Hurricane Irma. 
According to Highlands 
County Sheriff’s Office, 
the money he scammed 
customers out of is more 
than $100,000 — and 
that’s just from people 
who have come forward 
so far. 

Wells was originally 
arrested for grand theft 
on July 13 and subse-
quently arrested again on 
July 20 while out on bond 
for possession of cocaine 
and paraphernalia. Wells’ 
bond was revoked and an 
investigation has yielded 
additional charges. 

The Town of Lake 
Placid has also been on 
the receiving end of Wells’ 
unsatisfactory business 
practices. After Irma blew 
a few roofs off of build-
ings around the Lake 
June Ball Park area, the 
town decided to use Wells 
Roofing to have them 
replaced.

According to 
Recreation Supervisor 
Harry Durbano, the town 
sent Wells a deposit in 
the amount of $4,997.50 
on March 13; the funds 
cleared the town’s bank 
on March 30. The bid 
for the total project was

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LAKE PLACID — On 
Sunday a Lake Placid 
man entered a closed 
business and exposed 
himself to an employee 
who was dropping off 
business supplies.

The Lake Placid Police 
Department arrested 
Francisco Sanchez-
Ibarra, 20, of Lake Placid, 
who was charged with 
indecent exposure of sex-
ual organs, burglary of an 
occupied structure while 
unarmed and probation 
violation.

Although the Lake 
Placid business was 
closed Sunday, an 

employ-
ee was 
dropping 
off supplies 
and had 
left the 
back door 
open, the 
arrest re-
port stated. 
As the 
victim was 

dropping off supplies, 
Sanchez-Ibarra allegedly 
entered through the 
open door and appeared 
before the victim with his 
pants down, exposing his 
sexual organs.

LP man charged with 
exposing himself

AVON PARK — A price 
drop has the City of 
Avon Park ready to pur-
chase the Sebring Ridge 
wastewater system, 
which serves about 500 
customers. 

About two months 
ago, the owners of the 
utility, Chris and Julia 
Miller, presented a 
proposal of $650,000 to 
the city, which includes 
17 acres of land that is 
zoned B-3 property and 
seven additional lots.

Without the B-3 
property and lots, the 
sale price of the utility 
is $450,000.

The original agree-
ment with the previous 
city manager, without 
the properties, was 
$500,000, according to 
the proposal.

At Monday’s City 

Council meeting, 
Utilities Director Josh 
Turner said he spoke 
with Chris Miller re-
cently who dropped the 
price to $350,000.

The utility’s infra-
structure includes three 
lift stations with two of 
them requiring about 
$20,000 a piece to get 
them up to the city’s 
standards, Turner said. 

The other lift sta-
tion would have to be 
converted into a master 
lift station, he said. That 
would probably cost 
more than $20,000 plus 
the cost of running a 
transmission line there, 
which would be close to 
$100,000.

So if the city pur-
chased the utility for 
$350,000, it would likely 
be a total investment 
of $500,000, Turner 
said. With the city’s 
rates, the utility would 

generate about $146,000 
annually. 

There may be some 
unseen costs, but on the 
plus side there are a lot 
of properties that have 
sewer service readily 
available, which would 
take just a little bit of 
work to install it to add 
more customers, Turner 
said. He estimates that 
it would take five to six 
years to make a profit 
on the system.

At some point the city 
should take over the 
sewer service because it 
goes hand-in-hand with 
the water, he said. The 
lowest Miller will go is 
$350,000.

“If it could be pur-
chased for the right 
price, it would be 
strategic for the city to 
do so,” Mayor Garrett 
Anderson said. “We 
need to formulate an 
offer.”

Medical Center and then 
he was the director of 
Good Shepard Hospice 
for Highlands and 
Hardee, which had a big 
budget, he noted.

Edwards said if it was a 

not-for-profit school and 
the public school system 
did not have the capacity 
for more students, she 
believes a charter school 
could start, but that is 
not the case in Highlands 
at this point.

$9,995; the bid was 
submitted on Feb. 13 and 
approved Feb. 26.

“I was told that once 
it (bid) was approved 
by the town, they [Wells 
Roofing] would bump 
us ahead of everyone 
since it was for the town. 
They said the roof would 
be done the following 
week,” Durbano said. 
“It actually took four 
months to do the 
maintenance building 
roof, which hasn’t been 
completed.”

The maintenance 
building, called the barn, 
houses supplies and 
tractors. It had damage 
as did a picnic pavilion 
and a pump house — all 
had roof damage need-
ing repairs. 

The barn roof was 
complete except roofers 
ran out of drip edge 
material and have not 
trimmed the shingles. 
Roofers did not replace 
the soffit they took down 
and the old materials 
were thrown behind the 
building. The company 
did that work on July 
12 and have not been 
back since, according to 
Durbano.

After workers were 
told that day not to leave 
until the job was done, 
Durbano had to turn on 
the lights at the field so 
the roofers could work 
that night. Work on the 
other two buildings has 
not been started; both 
are accessible without 
the need for staff to open 
gates.

Town Administrator 
Phil Williams said he 
estimates the project 
is half done. He hoped 
calling the company 
out in a public meeting 
would prompt Wells to 
complete the job. 

Williams thought 
about firing the com-
pany and was talking 
to Durbano about it 
when the shingles were 
delivered. 

“Switching roofing 
companies at their 
half-done point initiates 

a lot of concerns, such 
as warranty and civil 
concerns,” Williams said. 

The Sheriff’s Office 
has messages on social 
media informing citizens 
about Florida State 
Statute 489.12, which 
deals with roofers, 
permits and payments. 
The gist of it is: if a roofer 
collects a deposit worth 
more than 10 percent 
of the estimated cost, 
he must pull a permit 

within 30 days and 
commence work within 
90 days. 

In the cases against 
Wells, along with the 
town’s situation, deposits 
collected were a mini-
mum of 50 percent of the 
estimated cost.

Interestingly enough,

Alcoholic 
excess almost seems 
antiquated even in our 
American culture.

Part of being a republic is the right to vote. 
Democracy gives every citizen who is registered 
that right. It’s a right that comes our way nearly 
every year from either the local municipal or 
county level, and from the state and national 
level.

It’s a duty we should all participate in each 
time we are given the chance, not just when an 
election includes a candidate we do or don’t like.

One slight call for urgency is that in order to 
vote in the Aug. 28 primary, you must be regis-
tered no later than Monday to vote.

The Florida Elections Division is extending the 
hours of its Voter Assistance Hotline following 
com-plaints and reports throughout the state 
that the state’s online registration database was 
malfunctioning. This extension allows voters 
more time to register or make changes to their 
registrations be-fore the primary deadline.

The division will provide customer service 
hotline hours from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. Saturday and 
Sunday, and will extend hours from 8 a.m. to 
midnight on Monday. This new online system, 
at registertovoteflorida.gov, has been set up to 
make it easier for Floridians to register and keep 
their voter information up to date. 

In the upcoming election, Democrats and 
Republicans will be choosing candidates for US 
Senate, governor, two state cabinet races and 
a host of congressional and legislative seats. 
We are reminded that since Florida is a closed 
primary state, independent voters and citizens 
registered with minor political parties will not be 
allowed to cast ballots in those contests.

However, there are a number of non-partisan 
local races that everyone can participate in. One 
seat on The School Board of Highlands County 
will be decided Aug. 28. That seat is up for grabs 
between incumbent Charlene Edwards and her 
challenger, Isaac Durrance. The seat for County 
Commissioner District 4 will also be determined 
Aug. 28 between incumbent Jack Richie and his 
opponent, Arlene Tuck.

Highlands County has a total of 58,224 
registered voters. Of that number, 17,825 are 
registered Democrats, 26,774 are registered 
Republicans and another 13,625 are registered 
as other.

According to the state Division of Elections, 
there are nearly 3.5 million Floridians registered 
with no party affiliation and another 82,000 who 
belong to minor political parties.

The state has nearly 13 million total registered 
voters.

We realize the right to vote also implies the 
right not to vote. Exercise your right as you wish, 
of course. We’re all about freedom of choice.

We hope, however, if you are one who fre-
quently complains about the way things are 
done by the elected officials that you will take a 
few minutes out of your day and vote. You have 
three options: by mail-in ballot, voting early, or 
voting at the polls on Aug. 28. 

Early voting in Highlands County can be 
done from Aug. 18-25 at one of three locations: 
Kenilworth Operations Center, 4500 Kenilworth 
Blvd., Sebring; Avon Park City Council 
Chambers, 123 E. Pine St.; or Lake Placid Town 
Hall Council Chambers, 311 W. Interlake Blvd.

Become informed of the candidates and the 
issues they are pushing. 

As Jack Levine, founder of 4Generations 
Institute, said, “Regret is preventable. The day 
after the election is one day too late and ‘could 
have, should have’ are sorry alternatives to act-
ing.” Your vote could be one in a slight margin 
to push a candidate forward just to enough to 
make it on the November ballot.

As Levine also said, “Non-voters are voiceless 
and by not participating can become victims of 
their neglect.”

Don’t be a victim.

“You have to live 
within your means,”

Placid Town Hall.

It was the third such 
town hall meeting in 
two weeks. A meeting 
to present suggested 
changes will be 5:30 p.m.

Among of the biggest 
challenges, according 
to Vosburg and County 
Commissioner Don 
Elwell, are constitutional 
officer budgets, which 
the county commission 
can’t control.

Elwell explained 
that 87 percent of the 
Highlands County 
Sheriff’s Office bud-
get, for example, is 
personnel. Sheriff 
Paul Blackman has to 
over-budget, given un-
certainties of overtime, 
gasoline and equipment.

Greene asked if the 
county could just refuse 
to accept the sheriff’s 
budget.

Vosburg said that 
could happen, but the 
sheriff can appeal to the 
Governor’s Office, and 
would likely win back 
every funding request.

The relationship with 
Blackman, Vosburg said, 
has not been conten-
tious, and Blackman has 
worked with the county 
thus far to help balance 
the budget.
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also arranged for special 
sanitation pick ups at 
the retirement home to 
collect mattresses and 
furniture for the owner’s 
convenience. 

“They did get the 
majority of it,” Romanik 
said. 

A slide show presenta-
tion illustrated Romanik’s 
descriptions. He took 
pictures on Monday, 
which showed building 
materials and a large 
screen television and 
furniture waiting to be 
hauled away. He advised 
the facility’s mainte-
nance man on Monday 
that the building debris 
will not be picked up by 
the county. 

The three inoperable 
vehicles have been taken 
off the property. The 
grass is mostly mown.

“There are some 
areas where there are 
rubbish and trash still,” 
Romanik said. “There’s 
overgrown weeds and 
grass in the back, it’s 
minor. There’s a sink and 
an old barrel. When I did 
a walk around with the 
manager, Dennis, we did 
a complete walk around 
the property and I point-
ed out all the violations 
in the minimum main-
tenance and the rubbish 
and trash (cases).”

Roberto Ruelo is the 
family’s lawyer, and he 
spoke at the podium on 
behalf of his clients. 

“I would like to re-
quest, since they already 
started complying with 
correcting the violations, 
that we be given 30 days 
to complete the correc-
tion of the violation,” 
Ruelo said. 

“Is 30 days enough 
time for you to get it 
done,” board member 
Ronald Rush asked. 

Ruelo agreed that it 
was sufficient time. 

Rush moved to give 
the owners 30 days to get 

the property to code or 
face a $100 per day fine. 
Board member Susie 
Teeple seconded the 
motion and it carried. 

The second case [18-
0227] was for minimal 
maintenance. Some 
of the violations were 
mildew, peeling paint, 
rotten wood, siding 
needing repair, roof and 
soffit damage, stairs 
needing paint, fence re-
pairs; the whole building 
was to have a neat and 
uniform appearance with 
new paint.

“We gave them written 
notice with 60 days to 
bring it in to compli-
ance,” Romanik said. 
“There are three struc-
tures on the property.”

Romanik explained 
and showed pictures of 
rotten wood on buildings 
and rotten shutters, 
peeling paint. He pointed 
out the access stairs he 
wanted painted were 
only painted on the side 
and the handrails. He 
showed roof sections 
that were rusting through 
walls. 

“Just about every 
window — this is just 
aesthetics, on the exteri-
or is rotten,” he said. 

Teeple asked what 

progress had been made. 
“On the detached 

garage — that was the 
only thing that had seen 
any trim work and was 
starting to be painted 
and the stairway from 
the white to the gray. 
That was it as far as the 
maintenance,” Romanik 
said.

The building that re-
ceived the work is where 
Dennis Domisiw and his 
family live.

“In July 16, the owners 
recorded an order of 
commencement with the 
Clerk of Court,” Ruelo 
said. “The contractor has 
been retained and we an-
ticipate that the violation 
can be corrected within 
90 days. If you give us 
that, we would appreci-
ate it very much. I will 
furnish you a copy of the 
contract and notice of 
commencement to Mr. 
Romanik for his record.”

He also told the board 
that no permits had been 
pulled yet. 

Teeples made a motion 
to table the case until the 
next code enforcement 
meeting, at 5:30 p.m. 
Tuesday, Aug. 28, when 
they will hear an update. 
The motion was second-
ed and it carried.

articles about these guys 
and watching them on 
TV, and now I had to try 
and figure out a way to 
beat them.” 

Roy jokes that his early 
years on the Elite Series 
were like “paying for an 
expensive university.” 
Having grown up in 
Kentucky, there were 
many types of bass 
fishing he hadn’t experi-
enced — and the Elites 
forced him to learn some 
techniques on the fly.

“My learning curve 
had to be sped up,” he 
said. “In Kentucky, we 

didn’t have a lot of grass 
to fish. There wasn’t a 
lot of sight fishing going 
on. I had to learn those 
things pretty quick 
because it was costing 
me money.”

Roy continued his suc-
cess during the 2017 sea-
son, earning five checks 
once again en route to a 
second-straight Classic 
berth.

Since then, he’s been 
one of the hottest anglers 
in the world. This year, 
he’s earned paychecks 
in every event with five 
finishes of 26th place or 
better and a pair of Top 
10s.  

With 617 points for 
the season, he holds a 
narrow lead in the AOY 

race over Alabama pro 
and two-time Elite Series 
winner Justin Lucas 
(607). Next in line are 
Brent Chapman (602), a 
four-time B.A.S.S. winner 
and holder of the 2012 
Angler of the Year title, 
and Josh Bertrand (597) 
— a young California pro 
who many believe has 
all of the same upside as 
Roy. 

“Josh and I are in the 
same shoes, just wanting 
to win one so bad,” Roy 
said. “You know Justin is 
gonna win one eventual-
ly, and Brent has already 
proven he can do it. With 
the race so close — and 
so many great fishermen 
in contention — you just 
can’t afford to let up.”

ORLANDO — Even 
though Hurricane Irma 
forced the closures of its 
theme parks and air-
ports and filled its hotels 
with displaced evacuees, 
a record-setting 72 mil-
lion tourists still flocked 
to the Orlando area last 
year, tourism officials 
said Thursday.

The 5 percent year-
over-year increase in 
visitors was powered by 
domestic travelers, while 
visits from international 
travelers remained soft. 
With those numbers, 
Orlando held onto its 
title as the most visited 
destination in the United 
States.

“The success in 
Orlando is great, not just 
for this iconic destina-
tion, but for travel as 
a whole,” said Roger 
Dow, CEO of the U.S. 
Travel Association, who 
was in Orlando for the 
announcement of the 
2017 figures.

Tourism in Orlando, 
and other parts of 
Florida, shut down last 
September for almost 
a week during the 
preparations for and 
aftermath of Hurricane 
Irma on the peninsula. 
The area’s theme parks 
closed for two days and 
planes stopped flying 
out of central Florida 
airports. Millions of 
coastal residents were 
ordered to evacuate, 
sending many of them 
inland to hotels in 
Orlando.

Despite the short-term 
closures, Irma didn’t 
cause any widespread 
damage in central 
Florida, although the 
hurricane damaged 
other parts of the state, 
including the Florida 
Keys. After the hurri-
cane, Visit Orlando, the 
area’s tourism board, 
launched social media 
and publicity campaigns 
that showed central 
Florida was open for 
business.

Orlando’s record num-
ber of visitors has been 
built on the continuous 
addition of new attrac-
tions and rides at the 
area’s theme parks, said 
George Aguel, CEO of 
Visit Orlando.

The theme parks have 
been on a recent build-
ing spree.

Last year, Disney 
World opened up a 
new section of Animal 
Kingdom, Pandora-The 
World of Avatar, and 
Universal Orlando 
Resort opened a new 
water park, Volcano Bay. 
This year, Universal is 
opening a ride based on 
the “Fast and Furious” 
movie franchise and 
Disney World is opening 
another “Toy Story” ride. 

Next year will feature the 
openings of a “Star Wars” 
land at Disney World and 
a “Sesame Street” land at 
SeaWorld Orlando.

“We’ve learned from 
history that it’s not 
enough to just build it 
and hope they come,” 
Aguel said. “We work 
really hard to keep that 
messaging, marketing 
globally.”

With a strong dollar 
and economic struggles 
in some of Orlando’s key 
markets, international 
travel was soft last year. 
Nationwide, interna-
tional travel was down 
for the year by almost 2 
percent last September 
from the U.S.’s 20 biggest 
tourist-generating 

countries, according 
to the National Travel 
and Tourism Office in 
the U.S. Department of 
Commerce.

Domestically, Visit 
Orlando put an added 
emphasis on marketing 
to the northeast United 
States last year. Orlando 
International Airport last 

year became Florida’s 
busiest airport.

“You just have a huge 
population base there 
... and they come for a 
good length of time,” 
Aguel said.

Trump delays proposed Putin meeting
WASHINGTON — The 

Trump administration on 
Wednesday sought to fend off 
accusations the president is 
too soft on Russia, putting off a 
proposed second summit with 
Russian leader Vladimir Putin 
and declaring the U.S. will 
never recognize Russia’s 2014 
annexation of Crimea.

As members of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee 
peppered Secretary of State 
Mike Pompeo with demands 
for details about last week’s 
summit in Finland, the White 

House said President Donald 
Trump had opted against 
trying to arrange another 
meeting with Putin this fall. 
Putin already had sent signals 
that he wasn’t interested in 
coming to Washington.

National security adviser 
John Bolton cited special 
counsel Robert Mueller’s 
investigation into Russian 
interference in the 2016 
election as the reason for 
the delay, although many 
members of Congress had 
objected to the meeting 
and said Putin would not be 
welcome on Capitol Hill.

“The President believes that 

the next bilateral meeting 
with President Putin should 
take place after the Russia 
witch hunt is over, so we’ve 
agreed that it will be after 
the first of the year,” Bolton 
said in a statement, using 
Trump’s favored but highly 
controversial term for the 
Mueller probe.

While the statement signaled 
optimism that the Mueller 
probe would be completed 
by the end of this year, no 
timetable has been given for 
when it will be wrapped up 
and it could very well stretch 
into 2019.

The White House said last 

week that Trump had directed 
Bolton to invite Putin to 
visit Washington in the fall, 
moving quickly for a follow-up 
meeting amid the backlash 
over Trump’s performance 
at a news conference with 
Putin following their Helsinki 
summit.

In his testimony, Pompeo 
faced often-contentious 
questioning from senators 
demanding information about 
what Trump discussed with 
Putin while they were alone 
for nearly two hours with only 
translators present.

WASHINGTON — Russian hackers 
who penetrated hundreds of U.S. utilities, 
manufacturing plants and other facilities 
last year gained access by using the most 
conventional of phishing tools, tricking 
staffers into entering passwords, officials said 
Wednesday.

The Russians targeted mostly the energy 
sector but also nuclear, aviation and critical 
manufacturing, Jonathan Homer, head of 
Homeland Security’s industrial control system 
analysis, said during a briefing.

They had the capability to cause mass 
blackouts, but chose not to, and there was no 
threat the grid would go down, the officials said. 
Instead, the hackers appeared more focused on 
reconnaissance.

The 2017 attack prompted a rebuke from the 
Trump administration earlier this year.

The victims ranged from smaller companies 
with no major budget for cybersecurity to 
large corporations with sophisticated security 
networks, Homer said. Vendors were targeted 
because of their direct access to the utilities 
— companies that run diagnostics or update 
software or perform other tasks to keep 
the systems running. The victims were not 
identified.

“This is a situation where they went in and 
said this is what they’re looking for, and found 
weaknesses there,” Homer said.

The newly disclosed details of the 2017 hack 
come amid growing concerns over Russia’s 
efforts to interfere in the November midterm 
elections and the recent indictments of a dozen 
Russian military intelligence officers accused of 
infiltrating the Clinton presidential campaign 
and the Democratic Party and releasing tens of 
thousands of private communications.

Russian hackers 
used phishing 
tools in 2017 
attack on grid

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NEW YORK — A huge lake of salty 
water appears to be buried deep in 
Mars, raising the possibility of finding 
life on the red planet, scientists report-
ed Wednesday.

The discovery, based on observations 
by a European spacecraft, generated 
excitement from experts. Water is essen-
tial to life as we know it, and scientists 
have long sought to prove that the 
liquid is present on Mars.

“If these researchers are right, this 
is the first time we’ve found evidence 
of a large water body on Mars,” said 
Cassie Stuurman, a geophysicist at the 
University of Texas who found signs of 
an enormous Martian ice deposit in 
2016.

Scott Hubbard, a professor of 
astronautics at Stanford University who 

served as NASA’s first Mars program 
director in 2000, called it “tremendously 
exciting.”

“Our mantra back then was ‘follow 
the water.’ That was the one phrase that 
captured everything,” Hubbard said. 
“So this discovery, if it stands, is just 
thrilling because it’s the culmination of 
that philosophy.”

The study, published in the journal 
Science, does not determine how deep 
the reservoir actually is. This means that 
scientists can’t specify whether it’s an 
underground pool, an aquifer-like body, 
or just a layer of sludge.

To find the water, Italian researchers 
analyzed radar signals collected over 
three years by the European Space 
Agency’s Mars Express spacecraft. Their 
results suggest that a 12-mile-wide 
reservoir lies below ice about a mile 
thick in an area close to the planet’s 
south pole.

SAN ANTONIO — The immigrant 
parents arrived at Catholic Charities 
in white vans with their children, 
their paperwork and almost nothing 
else.

families to faith-based groups and 
leaving the groups to care for them.

The Associated Press observed 
newly reunited families spending 
their first day together Monday at 
Catholic Charities of the Archdiocese 
of San Antonio, which took them 

in after they were released from 
custody. The families included 
children as young as babies and 
old as teenagers, as well as asylum 
seekers fleeing violence in Central 
America and people who were 
shuttled around the country to 
various immigrant detention 
facilities.

THE REUNION
Natalia Oliveira da Silva, a mother 

from Brazil, waited nervously outside 
the immigration detention center 
in Pearsall, Texas, for her young 
daughter, Sara. She soon spotted 
the 5-year-old coming in a vehicle, a 
seatbelt over her chest.

Sara got out and was quickly in her 
mother’s arms, asking her, “They’re 
not going to take you away again, 
right?”

ISLAMABAD (AP) 
— After an election 
campaign overshadowed 
by violence and allegations 
of fraud, Pakistanis voted 
Wednesday for a new 
government that will face 
challenges of a crumbling 
economy and ongoing 
bloodshed by militants 
whose latest attack saw 
a suicide bomber kill 31 
people outside a polling 
station.

Official results declaring 
an outright winner were 
not expected before 
late Thursday morning. 
However, early unofficial 

results gave cricket star 
Imran Khan and his 
Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf 
(PTI) Party a commanding 
lead over his main rival, 
Shahbaz Sharif’s Pakistan 
Muslim League.

Jubilant Khan 
supporters danced to 
the beat of drums at his 
party headquarters in 
Islamabad, sensing a 
victory. The sound of fire 
crackers echoed in the 
night sky.

Sharif, the younger 
brother of disgraced 
Prime Minister Nawaz 
Sharif, who has been jailed 

on corruption charges, 
disputed the election 
results even before they 
were announced. He 
charged fraud and vowed 
not to accept the results, 
generating fears that 
disgruntled losers could 
delay the formation of the 
next government.

The parliamentary 
balloting marked only the 
second time in Pakistan’s 
71-year history that one 
civilian government 
has handed power to 
another in the country of 
200 million people. There 
also have been widespread 

concerns during the 
election campaign 
about manipulation by 
the military, which has 
directly or indirectly ruled 
the country for most of its 
existence.

“We will sweep the 
elections,” said Abdul 
Basit, a supporter of 
Khan’s, who watched 
the results on a large TV 
screen.

Hours after the polls 
opened, a suicide 
bomber on a motorcycle 
detonated his explosives 
in a crowd waiting to vote 
in the southwestern city 

of Quetta. In addition to 
the 31 dead, the attack 
wounded 35 people, 
said Dr. Jaffar Kakar, a 
hospital official. No one 
immediately claimed 
responsibility, but local 
officials were quick to 
blame the Islamic State 
group.

The attack in Quetta, 
the capital of Baluchistan 
province, underscored the 
difficulties the majority 
Muslim nation faces on 
its wobbly journey toward 
sustained democracy.

Baluchistan also saw 
the worst violence during 

campaigning earlier 
this month, when a 
suicide bomber struck 
at a political rally, killing 
149 people, including 
the candidate Siraj 
Raisani. Another 400 were 
wounded. IS claimed 
responsibility for that 
attack. Baluchistan has 
seen relentless attacks, 
both by the province’s 
secessionists and Sunni 
militants who have killed 
hundreds of Shiites there.

The military deployed 
350,000 troops at polling 
stations across the 
country.

Fraud claims overshadow Pakistan’s vote for new parliament

RAFINA, Greece (AP) — The 
cries for help pierced the 
choking smoke. Dozens of 
people bobbed in the sea after 
vicious flames forced them 
into the water. Children as 
young as 8 held onto adults, 
and people who couldn’t swim 
clung to those who could.

That was the scene 
confronting Tawefik Halil, 42, 
as he and other fishermen 
plucked young and old 
from the water after the 
overwhelmed Greek coast 
guard asked for help.

Halil is among dozens of 
volunteers being hailed as 
heroes for helping to save 
hundreds of people stranded 
on beaches and in the sea 
as deadly forest fires raged 
through holiday resorts near 
Athens Monday night.

“It was chaos, do you 
understand? Do you know 
what it’s like to be in all that 
smoke, not being able to see 
anything and to have people 
asking for help?” Halil told 
The Associated Press on 
Wednesday.

He said he doesn’t 
remember how many people 
he helped save, but he did 
what he could.

“You can’t see anything 
in the smoke and fire — so 
much fire and so much smoke. 

There was so much wind,” he 
said. “We could not breathe. I 
almost fainted at some point 
from all the smoke, and it was 
very difficult, my friend, it was 
so difficult. I have never seen 
such a difficult thing before.”

The fire razed holiday 
resorts east of Athens and 
killed at least 79 people. But 
more than 700 survivors were 
rescued by boat and taken to 
the port of Rafina through the 
night early Tuesday.

Many people on the beaches 
were forced to swim out due 
to the ferocity of the fire, said 
Halil.

“The people got trapped: 
behind them fire and in front 
of them the sea. What can they 
do? They got into the sea,” he 
said.

The people in the water 
ranged in age from 8 to 70, he 
said, some clustered together 
and all pleading for help.

“There were all these people 
in the water, some knew how 
to swim and some didn’t,” he 
said.

“Those that could swim, 
we saved them. The other 
ones that did not know how 
to swim, we do not know if 
they are there, if they are alive 
and what happened. No one 
knows. But what we could do, 
we did.”

Fisherman: ‘Chaos’ as kids,

STAVANGER, Norway 
(AP) — KitKat is not getting 
its break.

The maker of the chocolate 
bar has for 16 years tried to 
trademark its four-finger shape 
in the European Union, argu-
ing that it is a distinctive feature 
that deserves protection — like 
Toblerone’s pyramid blocks, 
which are trademarked.

But a European court ruled 
Wednesday against KitKat and 
its maker, Nestle, saying that 
its shape is not recognized 
throughout all the 28 countries 
of the EU.

The court instead sided with 
the makers of Kvikk Lunsj, 
a Norwegian snack that is a 
longtime favorite of hikers and 
skiers — and is shaped almost 
exactly the same as a KitKat.

That decision will allow 
Mondelez, the maker of Kvikk 
Lunsj, to market and sell the 
chocolate bar more widely 
throughout the bloc.

The court is the latest battle-
ground in the feud between the 
chocolate bars, which began 
when the company Freia first 
introduced the Kvikk Lunsj 
— which translates to “Quick 
Lunch” — to Norwegians in 
1937, two years after KitKat hit 
U.K. shelves.

Their battle intensified in 
2006 when Nestle secured a 

trademark for KitKat’s shape, 
only to be challenged by Kvikk 
Lunsj maker Cadbury, now 
owned by Mondelez.

In 2016, Nestle was stripped 
of the trademark since the 
shape of the treat was not 
considered recognizable 
throughout the EU.

The manufacturer appealed 
the decision in the bloc’s 
highest court, which ruled 
Wednesday that though the 
shape was viewed as distinc-
tively KitKat in many EU coun-
tries, consumers in Belgium, 
Ireland, Greece and Portugal 
did not recognize it. Norway is 
not part of the EU, but adopts 
many of the bloc’s rules.

Nestle pledged to keeping 
fighting to secure the trade-
mark and will ask the appeals 
board to re-examine the 
evidence.

South Sudan’s warring 
leaders agree to share 

power again

Authorities: Siblings 
angered over mom’s 
death attack clinic

KHARTOUM, Sudan (AP) — South 
Sudan’s government says President 
Salva Kiir and armed opposition 
leader Riek Machar have agreed 
to share power in a transitional 
government in the latest effort to 
end a five-year civil war.

Information Minister Michael 
Makuei Lueth announced the 
agreement to reporters in Sudan’s 
capital, Khartoum.

Sudan’s Foreign Minister Al-
Dirdiri Mohamed Ahmed says 
the final peace agreement will be 
signed Aug. 5.

LIMA, Peru (AP) — Authorities 
say two siblings set off explosions 
at a hospital in Peru’s capital, 
injuring at least 35 people in an 
apparent act of vengeance over 
their mother’s death.

Officials say Alexander and 
Claudia Benites were both 
seriously injured in the explosions 
— and are now being treated in the 
intensive care unit of the hospital 
they’re accused of attacking.

Investigators say the siblings had 
sued the Ricardo Palma clinic for 
negligence when their mother died 
after being operated on for a brain 
tumor. A Peruvian court fined the 
hospital $100,000 but the family 
wanted the doctors responsible for 
their mother’s care to be punished 
as well.
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CAIRO (AP) — People 
who took to the streets 
in Egypt for an online 
dance challenge face 
penalties over allega-
tions they endangered 
lives and violated public 
decency, the state media 
reported on Tuesday.

The dance craze 
flared up social media 
networks with video 
postings of people 
dancing in response 
to the so-called “Kiki 
challenge” to the song 
“In My Feelings” by 
Canadian singer Drake.

The challenge was 
initiated by Instagram 
comedian known as 
the TheShiggyShow. It 
involves people getting 
out of their cars and 
dancing to the song 
alongside the cars’ open 
door.

Videos of Egyptian 
celebrities, including 
popular goalkeeper 
Essam al-Hadary, as 
well as actresses Dina 
al-Sherbini and Yasmin 
Raees, went viral on 
the hashtag “Kiki”, now 
among the top trending 
hashtags in Egypt.

But Egyptian officials 
were alarmed by the 
dancing spree.

The state-run MENA 
news agency cited a 
warning by an unnamed 
Interior Ministry official 
as saying the “Kiki chal-
lenge” dancers could be 
persecuted for violating 
the country’s traffic law.

Local media say 
charges under the 
traffic law, including 
endangering lives and 
traffic disruption, can be 
punished by sentences 
of up to a year in prison 
and fines of up to 3,000 
Egyptian pounds or 
$167.

Pompeo struggled 
to answer, insisting the 
president is entitled to 
have private meetings 
but stressing that he had 
a full understanding of 
the discussion. Heated 
questions were also posed 
about North Korea, NATO 
and Iran.

“It’s not for me to 
disclose the content of 
those conversations,” 
Pompeo said in response 
to one such barrage of 
questions.

The committee 
chairman, Sen. Bob 
Corker, R-Tenn., who set 
a contentious tone for 
the hearing by telling 
Pompeo that senators 
“are filled with serious 
doubts about this White 
House and its conduct of 
American foreign policy,” 
later said those doubts are 
due to Trump’s frequent 

contradictory statements 
on the Russia probe and 
assaults on allies.

“It’s the president that 
causes people to have 
concerns,” Corker said.

Pompeo replied by 
saying that some of Trump’s 
comments “actually 
achieve important policy 
outcomes,” but the 
administration should be 
judged by its actions rather 
than the president’s words.

He later clarified that 
the president’s words 
are indeed policy, 
prompting an angry 
exchange with the ranking 
committee member, 
Sen. Bob Menendez, 
D-N.J. Menendez said 
that Pompeo, a former 
Republican congressman 
from Kansas, would have 
been so angry that he 
would have had to have 
been peeled off the ceiling 
of the Capitol if President 
Barack Obama had said 
and done some of the same 
things as Trump.

Pompeo, whom 

Democrats accused of 
playing politics with the 
investigation into the 2012 
attack on U.S. facilities in 
Benghazi, Libya, accused 
Menendez of pursuing 
a “political soliloquy” 
but then declined the 
opportunity to respond. 
Menendez had earlier 
accused the administration 
of holding “incoherent 
and contradictory views” 
on foreign policy and 
the president himself of 
being “misleading and 
untruthful” in describing 
his positions.

In an unsuccessful 
bid to blunt some of 
the hostile questioning, 
particularly on Russia, 
Pompeo before the 
hearing issued a statement 
titled the “Crimea 
Declaration” in which he 
said the U.S. will continue 
to insist that Ukraine’s 
territorial integrity be 
restored. He said the 
U.S. would hold to its 
long-standing principle 
of refusing to recognize 

Kremlin claims of 
sovereignty over territory 
seized by force in violation 
of international law. And 

he called for Russia to 
respect principles it claims 
to respect and “end its 
occupation of Crimea.”

they had determined that 
Russian intelligence and 
others were behind the 
cyberattacks. They said the 
hackers chose their targets 
methodically, obtained 
access to computer 

systems, conducted 
“network reconnaissance” 
and then attempted to 
cover their tracks by 
deleting evidence of 
the intrusions. The U.S. 
government said it had 
helped the industries 
expel the Russians from 
all systems known to have 
been penetrated.

It wasn’t clear if more 

had been compromised 
since news of the attack 
was made public earlier 
this year. Wednesday’s 
briefing was intended to 
help businesses defend 
themselves from future 
attacks.

Homer said the attack 
began in 2016 with a 
single breach that stayed 
dormant nearly a year 

before other infiltrations 
occurred in concentric 
circles closer and closer to 
the U.S. systems.

Hackers used a mix of 
real people downloading 
open-source information 
from company websites 
like photos and other 
data, and attacks that trick 
employees into entering 
passwords on spoofed 

websites. Hackers then 
use the passwords to 
compromise corporate 
networks. It’s possible 
some of the companies 
are unaware they were 
compromised, because 
hackers used credentials 
of actual employees to get 
inside, which could make 
it harder to detect, officials 
said.

Since their separation in 
late May, the girl had been 
at a shelter for immigrant 
minors in Chicago, while 
Oliveira was moved 
through facilities across 
Texas.

Like other families 
reunited at Pearsall, 
Oliveira and her daughter 
were taken to Catholic 
Charities in San Antonio, 
about an hour’s drive away. 
Charity workers checked 
them into a hotel Sunday 
night and picked them up 
Monday morning, along 
with another immigrant 
family.

Oliveira, 30, had not slept 
the night before. Instead, 
she said, she watched Sara 
sleep next to her in bed.

“I hope she doesn’t have 
any memories of this,” 
Oliveira said.

When Oliveira and her 
daughter arrived at the 
Catholic Charities office, 

two people held open the 
doors and said “hola.” 
Inside, volunteers were 
folding donated clothes 
and preparing for the day 
ahead. A local restaurant 
had dropped off a catered 
meal of tortillas, beef and 
grilled vegetables. In a 
conference room upstairs, 
parents could pick from 
shopping racks of clothes 
and boxes of toys for the 
children.

U.S. Immigration and 
Customs Enforcement 
had notified Catholic 
Charities in the morning 
to expect seven families to 
be dropped off. Catholic 
Charities also takes in 
families that ICE drops 
directly at the local bus 
station, but who might 
otherwise have to stay 
there overnight or change 
several buses to reach their 
destination. Volunteers 
from a local interfaith 
group keep watch at the 
station for immigrant 
families and call Catholic 
Charities when they see 
them.

Drop-offs usually 
happen in the afternoon or 
early evening. But the first 
time that ICE sent families 
to Catholic Charities, two 
weeks ago, it didn’t release 
families until around 
3 a.m. And Catholic 
Charities once found the 
families it was expecting to 
receive dropped off at the 
bus station instead.

“The logic behind 
how they decide that, 
we don’t know,” said 
Matthew Martinez, the 
group’s vice president of 
administration.

In many cases, 
immigrant advocates 
say, parents and children 
are quickly released or 
transferred to family 
detention centers without 
notifying their lawyers. The 
American Civil Liberties 
Union on Wednesday 
filed more than a dozen 
first-person accounts of 
confusion and disorder 
during the process.

Caseworkers purchase 
plane tickets for families 
and have phones available 

to call the friend or relative 
sponsoring them. They 
also provide hotel rooms 
for families waiting for 
buses or planes.

To fund the effort, 
Catholic Charities has 
raised $127,000 and 
received the help of more 
than 300 volunteers.

After the reunions, the 
mood inside the waiting 
area brightened from 
somber to joyful.

Most families were 
headed to distant 
locations, from California 
to Florida.

Many told horror stories 
about their ordeals, all 
while cherishing the 
fact that they had their 
children back.

Carlos Fuentes 
Maldonado of Honduras 
held his 1-year-old 
daughter, Mia. She and 
her 4-year-old sister had 
been taken to a shelter in 
Arizona shortly after they 
had tried to cross the Rio 
Grande about two months 
earlier. Their mother, 
Jennifer Maradiaga, said 

Mia was still breast-feeding 
at the time they crossed 
and she was taken away.

When they got her back 
Monday, the little girl 
didn’t immediately appear 
to recognize them, Fuentes 
said. Other parents 
recalled how the food in 
adult detention facilities 
was sometimes inedible 
and that detention 
officers disregarded 
their complaints or 
requests. Two mothers 
said officers told them 
they might never see 
their children again. They 
were watching Spanish-
language television 
when they learned of the 
Trump administration’s 
announcement that 
it would end mass 
separations.

“Seeing the protests gave 
us all encouragement,” 
said Ildra Medrano 
Castillo, who brought 
her 9-year-old son from 
Guatemala. She said an 
officer at one facility told 
her son would be put up 
for adoption.

Putin soccer ball gift to Trump 
may have had microchip

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The sudden public airing 
of Donald Trump talking 
about paying for a Playboy 
model’s silence marks a 
turning point in the legal 
game of cat-and-mouse 
between the president 
and the lawyer who once 
promised to take a bullet 
for him but now seems out 
to save himself.

The feud between Trump 
and his onetime legal 
“fixer,” Michael Cohen, 
escalated Wednesday 
when an audio recording 
of their 2016 pre-election 
conversation was released 
by Cohen, prompting 
Trump to tweet, “What 
kind of a lawyer would tape 
a client? So sad!”

As the two sides battled 
over the exact meaning 
of the sometimes-garbled 
words on the recording, 
it was clear that the tape 
could be just an opening 
volley. At least a dozen 
more recordings were 
seized from Cohen’s office 
as well as hundreds of 
thousands of documents.

The tape, made just 
weeks before the 2016 
election, appears to 
undermine Trump’s 
contention that he was 
not aware of a payment to 
former Playboy Playmate 
Karen McDougal, who has 
alleged she had an affair 

with the married future 
president.

That raises questions 
about possible campaign 
finance violations. It shows 
Cohen advising Trump on 
campaign matters, and 
that could be of interest 
to investigators looking 
into whether the lawyer 
violated election laws by 
orchestrating hush money 
payouts.

Cohen says on the tape 
he’s already spoken with 
the Trump Organization’s 
finance chief, Allen 
Weisselberg, on “how to 
set the whole thing up.” 
Weisselberg’s involvement 
raises questions about 
whether Trump’s private 
business tried to protect his 
campaign. Trump’s lawyers 
say the payments were 
never made.

The tape’s revelations 
also mark a new chapter 
for Cohen who, as he 
mulls cooperating with 
federal prosecutors and 
perhaps special counsel 
Robert Mueller, is viewed 
by many in Trump’s orbit 
as the greatest threat to 
the former businessman’s 
presidency.

Cohen rose through 
the ranks of the Trump 
organization by mimicking 
his boss’ style in handling 
his personal and political 
problems. Now he and 

his own attorney, former 
Clinton lawyer Lanny 
Davis, are taking another 
page from the Trump 
playbook — fighting a legal 
battle in the court of public 
opinion.

Cohen, who would make 
bad stories disappear 
and travel the globe to 
make deals for the Trump 
Organization, now feels 
increasingly isolated and 
burned by the attacks 
against him by Trump 
attorney Rudy Giuliani and 
by the president’s efforts to 
play down his former fixer’s 
role.

And when the 
president’s legal team 
waived attorney-client 
privilege, prompting 
Giuliani to declare that 
the tape was “exculpatory” 
for Trump, Cohen’s team 
moved to release it, 
believing it backed up his 
own version of events, the 
people said.

House Republicans move to 
impeach deputy attorney general

Larry Nassar’s lawyers say 
he was assaulted in prison

WASHINGTON 
(AP) — Eleven House 
Republicans have 
introduced articles of 
impeachment against 
Deputy Attorney General 
Rod Rosenstein, who 
oversees special counsel 
Robert Mueller’s inves-
tigation into Russian 
election interference 
and President Donald 
Trump’s 2016 campaign.

House Republicans 
have criticized 
Rosenstein for not being 
responsive enough as 

they have requested 
documents related to the 
Russia investigation as 
well as a closed inves-
tigation into Democrat 
Hillary Clinton’s emails.

It’s unclear if there will 
be an immediate vote. 
The articles were intro-
duced by North Carolina 
Rep. Mark Meadows and 
Ohio Rep. Jim Jordan, 
frequent critics of the 
Justice Department.

House Speaker Paul 
Ryan has not signed on 
to the effort.

LANSING, Mich. (AP) 
— Larry Nassar’s attor-
neys say the disgraced 
former sports doctor was 
assaulted within hours 
of being placed in the 
general population at the 
federal prison in Arizona 
where he is serving a 60-
year sentence for child 
pornography possession.

In motions filed 
Tuesday seeking to have 
the former Michigan 
State University and 
USA Gymnastics doctor 
resentenced in the first 
of two cases in which 
he pleaded guilty to 
molesting women and 
girls who sought treat-
ment, lawyers Jacqueline 
McCann and Malaika 
Ramsey-Heath partly 
blamed the May prison 

attack on 
the rhetoric 
of the judge 
during that 
sentencing 
hearing.

Nassar, 
54, will 
likely never 
get out of 

prison. Once his 60-year 
federal term for child 
porn possession ends, he 
would begin serving the 
40- to 175-year sentence 
in state prison that 
Aquilina gave him for the 
sexual assaults.

In their filing, Nassar’s 
court-appointed appel-
late attorneys did not 
specify the nature or 
severity of the attack at 
the prison in Tucson, 
Arizona.

I believe her liver 
cancer was caused from vitamin 
toxicity, too, but the family is not 
talking about it, so I don't know 
for sure. I have stopped taking 
vitamins altogether and instead 
rely on a healthier diet, but am 
considering going back to taking 
a low-dose multivitamin or just 
vitamin C and a heart-healthy fish 
oil. What is your opinion? — E.O.

ANSWER: A large random-
ized, controlled trial published in 
2011 showed that 200 IU daily 

of vitamin E by itself increased 
the risk of prostate cancer. There 
were about two extra cases of 
prostate cancer per year found 
per 1,000 men taking the vitamin 
E (9.3 cancers per 1,000 men per 
year on placebo, 10.9 cancers per 
1,000 men per year of men taking 
vitamin E). The risk is low, but 
since there has been no significant 
benefit from vitamin E shown, it is 
not recommended.

The evidence on liver cancer 
is more reassuring. A study from 
China did not show an increase in 
risk of liver cancer among vitamin 

users. People with large intake of 
vitamin E, either from diet or from 
supplements, had a small decrease 
in risk of liver cancer. 

Fish oil (omega-3) remains 
controversial, with a new study due 
to be released soon. 

As yet, the evidence is not 
compelling that it reduces heart 
disease risk the way that eating 
two or more servings of fatty fish a 
week does.

DEAR DR. ROACH: I have 
some questions about blood types. 
Is Type O universal for donations?

If a person who is A-positive 
has a child with a person who is 
B-positive, what blood type would 
their child have? — L.M.E.

ANSWER: Blood types fol-
low classical genetics. Each person 
has, at most, two proteins, A and 
B, on their red blood cells, one 
from each parent. However, Type O 
means there is no A nor B proteins 
on the red cells.

If a person is Type A, for 
example, you can't tell just from 
a person's blood type if he or she 
has an A from each parent (we call 

that an AA genotype) or just from 
one (an AO genotype). All Type O 
people are genotype OO. 

Similarly, the D antigen 
(formerly called Rh factor) also has 
two copies, and if both are positive 
(a positive/positive genotype) or 
only one is (a positive/negative 
genotype), the person is positive.

So, in your example, if the 
A-positive parent had an AO 
genotype and a positive/negative 
genotype, and the B-positive par-
ent had a BO and positive/negative 
genotype, their child could have 
literally any possible combination: 
A-positive, A-negative, B-positive, 
B-negative, AB-positive, AB-
negative, O-positive or O-negative.

You can't get a blood transfu-
sion from a person who has a 
protein you don't, so the only 
person who can donate univer-
sally is O-negative, but that person 
absolutely needs an O-negative 
donor. 

Someone who is AB-positive 
can receive blood from anybody, 
but can donate only to another 
AB-positive recipient.

DEAR ABBY: My 
parents live a simple life, en-
joying their days as retirees. 
They invite me to join them 
for special occasions at their 
house (my childhood home) 
and although the house is 
organized and tidy, I become 
ill when I spend more than a 
few hours under their roof. 

Their cleaning practices 
are questionable. They sim-
ply rinse plates and utensils 
after use, as opposed to 
using the dishwasher. 
Within an hour of arriving, 
the dust makes my allergies 
and asthma flare up. Their 
dog and cat have urinated 
throughout the house, and 
my parents claim to not be 
able to smell it.

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PHOENIX (AP) 
— Extreme heat 
sizzled across the 
U.S. Southwest again 
on Wednesday after 
ramping up electricity 
use so much in the 
Phoenix area that a 
major utility broke a 
record.

The National Weather 
Service office in 
Phoenix said highs in 
southern Arizona and 
southeast California 
ranged from 113 
degrees to 118 degrees 
on Wednesday, with 
a little relief expected 
Thursday for some in 
Arizona.

The Salt River Project 
utility that delivers 
electricity to some 

2 million customers in 
Phoenix and the rest 
of central Arizona said 
demand was so great 
between 5 p.m. and 
6 p.m. on Tuesday that 
it set a record of 7,252 
megawatts to retail 
customers.

That topped the 
utility’s previous 
system peak of 7,219 
megawatts on June 20, 
2017. One megawatt is 
enough to power about 
225 average homes.

The utility said the 
increased demand was 
the result of this week’s 
extreme temperatures, 
which on Tuesday 
reached 116 degrees 
in Phoenix, a tie with 
city’s record high set in 

2014. Most of Arizona 
and parts of California, 
Nevada and Utah have 
been under an extreme 
heat warning this week.

Las Vegas authorities 
said the city could see 
the hottest weather this 
year, while fire officials 
warned that conditions 
could be dangerous. Las 
Vegas reached a high of 
112 degrees on Tuesday.

The National Weather 
Service said a new high 
of 127 degrees was set 
at California’s Death 
Valley on Tuesday.

Tucson recorded 
112 degrees on 
Tuesday, its hottest July 
temperature since 1995 
and city’s fourth hottest 
July day on record.

Extreme heat sizzles across Southwest

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico 
(AP) — Federal lawmakers 
demand Wednesday that 
Puerto Rico quickly pri-
vatize its bankrupt power 
company in a bid to end its 
turmoil and allow others to 
provide stable electricity in 
the aftermath of Hurricane 
Maria.

Frustration grew as 
consultants and local and 
federal officials testified 
during a hearing on the 
management crisis at 
Puerto Rico’s Electric 
Power Authority held by 
the U.S. House Committee 
on Natural Resources in 
Washington.

Republican Rep. Don 
Young of Alaska urged the 
Department of Energy to 
set a timeline on how long 
it would take to privatize 
the U.S. territory’s power 
company, saying that five 
or 10 years is “too damn 
long.”

“We are going to privatize 
this unit,” he said. “It has 
been a failure. Puerto 
Ricans deserve better.”

A few hundred Puerto 
Ricans remain without 
power more than 10 
months after the hurricane 
destroyed up to 75 percent 
of transmission lines. 
Crews are still trying to 
repair and rebuild the grid 
in the middle of this year’s 
hurricane season as the 
company struggles with a 
high turnover, naming its 
fifth director since Maria.

Before testimony began, 
Rep. Rob Bishop, a Utah 
Republican who is chair-
man of the committee, said 
the objective of the hearing 
was the health and safety of 
Puerto Ricans, who are U.S. 
citizens.

“We’re not talking about 
federalizing anything ... or 
selling assets to the highest 
bidder,” he said.

The statement appeared 
to be a response to 
Puerto Rico Gov. Ricardo 
Rossello, who declined 
to attend the hearing. He 
sent a letter to Bishop say-
ing his administration has 
worked hard to overhaul 
the company, known as 
PREPA, and upgrade the 
still fragile grid.

“The transformation is 
a complex process, and 
it would be unnecessary 
and inappropriate for 
Congress to give the 
Department of Energy 
control of PREPA, effec-
tively robbing the island 
of a critical resource at a 
perilous time for Puerto 
Rico,” Rossello wrote.

The Federal Emergency 
Management Agency has 
so far allocated $6 billion 
for Puerto Rico’s electrical 
grid, although not all of it 
has been spent, officials 
said.

TYBEE ISLAND, Ga. 
(AP) — Five rare baby sea 
turtles found in a hotel 
trash can in Georgia have 
been released into the 
Atlantic Ocean.

The Savannah Morning 
News reports the log-
gerhead hatchlings were 
freed early Wednesday on 
the beach at Tybee Island.

A hotel housekeeper on 
the island discovered six 
live loggerhead sea turtle 
hatchlings in a waste 
basket on Tuesday. State 
wildlife biologist Mark 
Dodd suspects someone 
picked up the animals 
after they hatched.

One of the animals re-
mains at the Tybee Island 
Marine Science Center, 
which can raise the turtle 
until age 2.

Loggerheads are classi-
fied as threatened under 
the Endangered Species 
Act, and even touching 
one can result in a fine. 
Police and wildlife officials 
are investigating how the 
animals got to the hotel.

PHOENIX (AP) — The 
American Civil Liberties 
Union is spending 
$720,000 in the U.S. Senate 
race in Arizona to send 
people into neighbor-
hoods to hand out fliers 
and run a TV commercial 
critical of former Sheriff 
Joe Arpaio’s treatment of 
immigrants.

The legal advocacy 
group normally stays out 
of political races, but it 
is getting involved in the 
Arizona campaign and 
other races across the 
country to emphasize 
the importance of civil 
liberties to voters, said 
Steve Kilar, a spokesman 
for the ACLU’s affiliate in 
Arizona.

“Joe Arpaio’s record in 
particular is so emblem-
atic of what can happen 
if people aren’t paying 
attention to civil liberty 
records of the people they 
are electing,” Kilar said, 
adding that the group 
doesn’t endorse candidates 
and instead gives voters 

information so they can 
make decisions on issues 
affecting civil liberties. 
The $720,000 spent by 
the ACLU in the Arizona 
race includes $400,000 
in expenditures reported 
Wednesday.

The ACLU was the driv-
ing force behind a nearly 
11-year-old lawsuit that 
challenged Arpaio’s signa-
ture traffic patrols target-
ing immigrants, eventually 
leading a federal judge to 
rule that sheriff’s deputies 
had systemically racially 
profiled Latinos.

The case brought the 
worst legal defeats in 
Arpaio’s 24-year tenure as 
metro Phoenix’s sheriff, 
including a criminal con-
tempt of court conviction 
for intentionally disobey-
ing the judge’s orders 
to stop his immigration 
patrols. Arpaio, now 86, 
was spared a possible jail 
sentence when he was 
pardoned nearly a year 
ago by President Donald 
Trump.

Arpaio said the ACLU 
is worried that he’ll win 
the Aug. 28 GOP primary 
and will move on to beat 
U.S. Rep. Kyrsten Sinema, 
considered the front-run-
ner among Democrats, 
in the Nov. 6 general 
election. 

In the past, local ACLU 
affiliates have done polit-
ical advocacy, but the ef-
fort in the Arizona Senate 
race marks the first time 
the group’s national office 
has participated in voter 
education efforts in a 
federal election, Kilar 
said. “Nationally, I will say 
that this isn’t the last time 
you will see it happen,” 
Kilar said.

Faiz Shakir, the ACLU’s 
national political director, 
said the group’s new 
emphasis on political 
advocacy was driven by 
a flood of new members 
who joined after Trump 
was elected and were 
concerned that the new 
president posed a threat 
to civil liberties.

DENVER (AP) — A 
woman died after rain 
from the latest round of 
strong Colorado storms 
flooded the suburban 
Denver basement 
apartment she was 
staying in to take care of 
a friend’s cat, police said 
Wednesday.

People who live up-
stairs in the Englewood 
home called police 
Tuesday because they 
were concerned about 
their neighbor in the 
basement unit, police 
spokesman Chad Read 
said. The neighbor was 
not at home but officers 
found Rachael Marie 
Haber, 32, after searching 
in the murky water that 
reached up to the ceiling. 
No one else was in the 
unit.

Haber was unrespon-
sive and taken to the 
hospital, where she died 

Wednesday morning.
The coroner said an 

autopsy showed injuries 
consistent with drown-
ing, but further tests on 
how she died were still 
pending.

Read told The Denver 
Post the water in the 
neighborhood was 
knee-high when officers 
arrived.

“There was water in the 
front yards, backyards 
and a car actually floated 
down part of the street 
and ended up in front of 
the house,” he said.

The rain also caused 
a sinkhole to open in 
nearby Sheridan, swal-
lowing a vehicle, but the 
driver was able to get out 
in time. The muddy and 
mangled Toyota RAV4 
was pulled from the hole 
on Wednesday.

In southwestern 
Colorado, water and 

debris closed roads near 
an area burned by a 
large wildfire north of 
Durango. The flooding 
stopped the Durango & 
Silverton Narrow Gauge 
Railroad, leading about 
800 passengers to be 
bused back to Durango, 
The Durango Herald 
reported.

Another sinkhole 
opened earlier Tuesday 
south of Colorado Springs 
after flooding washed out 
a culvert following heavy 
rain there on Monday.

A vehicle fell into the 
culvert and when the 
Hanover Fire Department 
responded to the cave-
in, their fire truck also 
fell into the hole. Both 
vehicles were removed 
early Tuesday morning.

Two firefighters and 
the driver of the first 
vehicle were taken to the 
hospital.

The Trump 
administration, several 
U.S. senators, and 
Taiwanese business 
leaders urged the three 
biggest U.S. airlines to 
stand up against China’s 
demand about how they 
describe Taiwan on their 
websites.

The U.S. airlines, looking 
at the explosive growth in 
China’s air-travel market, 
decided to ignore them all.

American, Delta and 

United joined other global 
carriers and bowed to 
pressure from China on 
Wednesday and stopped 
listing the city of Taipei as 
being located in Taiwan. 
The airlines, however, 
didn’t go so far as to say 
that Taipei is part of China.

“Like other carriers, 
American is implementing 
changes to address China’s 
request,” said Shannon 
Gilson, a spokeswoman 
for American, the world’s 
biggest airline. “Air travel 
is global business, and 
we abide by the rules 

in countries where we 
operate.”

Representatives for Delta 
and United made similar 
statements.

Taiwan split politically 
from mainland China 
during the 1949 civil war 
and is self-ruled. China, 
however, claims the island 
as part of its territory and 
has threatened military 
force to annex it.

In recent years, China 
has used its economic 
and political clout to 
pressure other countries 
and their businesses to 

stop recognizing Taiwan 
as a separate entity. In 
that effort, officials in 
Beijing targeted airlines, 
threatening unspecified 
punishment for carriers 
that did not heed China’s 
demands.

The big U.S. airlines 
declined to say how much 
revenue they earn from 
flying between China 
and the U.S. In regulatory 
filings, they only describe 
revenue by region.

United Airlines, which 
has the most extensive 
service to China of the 

three, reported that 13 
percent of its revenue last 
year came from Pacific 
service, which includes 
flights to Japan, Korea, 
Australia and Singapore. 
Delta Air Lines got 
7 percent of revenue from 
the region, and American 
got 5 percent.

China, however, is a 
rapidly growing airline 
market with a booming 
middle class that is eager 
to travel. The International 
Air Transport Association, 
a trade group of global 
airlines, predicts that 

China could overtake the 
United States and become 
the world’s biggest air-
travel market by 2022.

“China is so 
strategically important 
to the U.S. carriers that 
they can’t ignore what 
the Chinese government 
mandates,” said Henry 
Harteveldt, a travel-
industry analyst in San 
Francisco. “The U.S. 
airlines were put in an 
uncomfortable position. 
No matter what they 
decided to do, it was a 
lose-lose proposition.”

SAINT-LARY-
SOULAN, France 
— Four-time champion 
Chris Froome cracked 
in the feared 17th stage 
of the Tour de France 
through the Pyrenees on 
Wednesday, solidifying 
Sky teammate Geraint 
Thomas’ hold on the 
yellow jersey.

Colombian climber 
Nairo Quintana won the 
short but extremely dif-
ficult mountainous stage 
with a solo attack up the 
brutal finishing climb to 
Col du Portet.

Quintana, a three-
time podium finisher 
in the Tour, finished 28 
seconds ahead of Irish 
rider Dan Martin, while 
Thomas crossed third, 
47 seconds back.

Froome finished 
eighth, 1:35 behind, and 
dropped from second to 
third overall, a distant 
2 minutes, 31 seconds 
behind Thomas.

“Froomey said on the 
radio @ maybe 5K or 4K 
to go that he wasn’t feel-
ing super,” Thomas said. 
“That gave me confi-
dence because I knew 
if Froomey suffered, 
everyone suffered.

“I didn’t want him to 
have a bad day like he 
did but it just gave me 
confidence knowing 
someone of Froomey’s 
stature was struggling, 
and I just knew I would 
be able to respond to the 
attacks.”

Tom Dumoulin 
moved up to second, 
1:59 behind Thomas, 
the Welsh rider who is 

seeking his first Grand 
Tour victory.

“Thomas has been the 
strongest, and that’s the 
situation now,” Dumou-
lin said. “For me, so far it 
has not been possible to 
gain time on him.”

Froome is attempting 
to match the Tour record 
of five victories shared 
by Jacques Anquetil, 
Eddy Merckx, Bernard 
Hinault and Miguel Ind-
urain. But he appeared 
to be close to conceding 
this title attempt.

“We just got to look 
after (Thomas) now,” 
Froome said. “I’ve won 
the last three Grand 
Tours and G’s ridden 
an absolutely faultless 
race this year, so he fully 
deserves to be in the 
yellow jersey, and fin-
gers crossed he finishes 
it off and gets the job 
done in Paris.”

Froome was first 
put in difficulty when 
fourth-placed Primoz 
Roglic attacked with 2.5 
kilometers to go, and 
then was dropped for 
good when Dumoulin 

accelerated at the 2K 
banner.

While Thomas fol-
lowed Dumoulin, 
Froome quickly lost 
ground and had to be 
escorted up the rest of 
the way by Colombian 
teammate Egan Bernal, 
who kept turning around 
to check on his team 
leader.

Sticking his tongue out 
in apparent exhaustion, 
it was a strong signal 
that Froome has reached 
his limit after winning 
the last three Grand 
Tours — the Tour and 
Spanish Vuelta last year 
and the Giro d’Italia in 
May.

Froome also had to 
deal with the pressure of 
an asthma drug case over 
the last nine months. He 
was cleared of doping 
five days before the 
Tour.

It was Quintana’s 
second career stage vic-
tory in the Tour, having 
also won a leg in 2013. He 
moved up from eighth 
to fifth overall, 3:30 
behind.

“I went through some 
difficult moments in the 
first part of this Tour 
and lost some time,” 
said Quintana, who 
is fifth overall. “But I 
still felt strong and had 
the energy to finish the 
race on a high. I usu-
ally improve in the third 
week of the Tour and it’s 
going that way.”

A Formula One-like 
grid start introduced 
to the Tour for the first 
time had little impact on 
the race as Thomas and 
Froome waited for their 
Sky teammates to join 
them.

The 65-kilometer 
(40-mile) route from 
Bagneres-de-Luchon 
featured three gruel-
ing climbs and hardly a 
stretch of flat road.

The unprecedented 
finish on the Col du 
Portet above Saint-Lary-
Soulan at an altitude of 
2,215 meters (7,267 feet) 
marked the highest point 
of this year’s race.

Measuring 16 kilo-
meters at an average 
gradient of nearly nine 
percent, organizers rated 
the Col du Portet as the 
second hardest climb in 
Tour history after Mont 
Ventoux.

With so much climbing 
to do right from the start, 
riders warmed up for up 
to an hour both on the 
road and on stationary 
rollers before the stage 
started.

Thomas started in 
“pole position” as the top
20 riders in the stand-
ings began ahead of 
lower-ranked riders in 
four more groups further 
behind.

The most interest-
ing decision, of course, 
will be on Archer, who, 
despite unimpressive 
base numbers (3-4, 4.30) 
and a six-week DL stint, 
has been generating 
significant interest. That 
includes all the contend-
ing teams (including the 
one currently sharing the 
Trop) and a few others 
less obvious, including, 
as The Athletic’s Ken 
Rosenthal reported, the 
Padres.

Archer has been 
through this dance for 
the last couple Julys and 
offseasons.

He knows how to 
handle it and what to say, 
such as, “Do I want to be 
here? Without a doubt. Is 
it under my control? Is it 
in my hands? Not at all.’’

But, with the calculus 
on his team-friendly 
contract ($27.5 million 
total for the next three 
seasons) ever changing, 
and teams seeming put-
ting more weight on the 
benefits of getting him 
for four playoff runs with 
little risk, he says the vibe 
has changed.

“It feels a little bit 
different, just because 
it’s hard to know exactly 

where other teams 
stand,’’ Archer said. “I 
know that the Rays value 
me more than any team 
in the league, and that’s 
a huge part of why I’m 
here. And I think I can 
give them a lot. I have a 
lot more to give.

“But in each pass-
ing year — this started 
in 2016 at the trade 
deadline, so ‘17 there’s 
a higher percentage 
chance, the offseason the 
chances increased and 
now they’re increased 
even more. So it does feel 
a little bit different.’’

As Archer told the 
Tampa Bay Times last 
week, what he wants 
more than anything is to 
“experience winning,’’ 
which means to be part 
of a team that competes 
annually not just to be 
in the playoffs but for a 
championship.

That could be the Rays, 
if they can accelerate 
their transition and sup-
plement a young roster.

“The future definitely 
looks bright here,’’ he 
said. “What’s going on is 
cool. It’s fun to be a part 
of. But, you know, it’s 
really not about what I 
want. It’s about what the 
ownership and the front 
office wants.’’

Or it could be 
elsewhere. Among 

contenders scouting 
Archer Sunday were the 
Brewers, D’backs, Dodg-
ers, Phillies and Yankees, 
who Tuesday moved 
close to adding reliever 
Zach Britton from the 
O’s.

Some obviously are 
better positioned to 
give the Rays the kind of 
promising position play-
ers they’d like to add to 
the core they are inte-
grating into the majors.

A catcher and a power-
hitting outfielder would 
seem pretty high on their 
shopping list.

Which is what could 
make the Padres, who are 
building toward con-
tention, an interesting 
match. They do have a 
couple of young catch-
ers, in Austin Hedges and 
just-acquired Francisco 
Mejia, and if they were 
to make available Hunter 
Renfroe, the Rays might 
see him as a nice fit.

Archer said it’s “hard 
not to” be aware of the 
rumors this year, but 
insists he won’t let it 
bother him, with a final 
pre-deadline start on 
Friday in Baltimore. 
Eovaldi, who will draw a 
flock of scouts for today’s 
matinee start, similarly 
insists he is focused on 
the task at hand, and the 
ball in his hand.

DEL MAR, Calif.  — 
Triple Crown winner 
Justify was retired from 
racing Wednesday 
because of fluid in his left 
front ankle.

Trainer Bob Baffert 
and Justify’s owners said 
caution over the horse’s 
ankle condition made it 
impossible to tell if he’d 
be healthy enough to race 
by the fall. 

“He is just not 
responding quick enough 
for a fall campaign,” Baf-
fert said. “We all wanted 
to see Justify run again, 
but ultimately it is my 
responsibility to make 
sure he is perfect. With-
out 60-90 days, I can’t be 
definite.”

The goal was for Justify 
to run in a major race this 
summer, likely the Trav-
ers Stakes at Saratoga, 
and be pointed toward 
the $5 million Breed-
ers’ Cup Classic on Nov. 
3 at Churchill Downs. 
Instead, he was taken out 
of training earlier this 
month because of swell-
ing in his ankle.

“The timing is bad for 
another start in 2018, 
and therefore, we have to 
retire him,” said Elliott 
Walden of WinStar Farm, 
which co-owns Jus-
tify. “Like (2015 Triple 
Crown winner) American 
Pharoah, we can’t take 
the risk of running Justify 
as a 4-year-old. We all 

wanted him to finish his 
career in the Breeders’ 
Cup Classic, but it was 
not meant to be.”

Justify won all six 
career starts, becom-
ing the first horse since 
Apollo in 1882 to capture 
the Kentucky Derby 
after not racing as a 
2-year-old. He won the 
Preakness and Belmont 
Stakes to become the 
13th Triple Crown winner 
and second in the past 
four years after Baffert’s 
American Pharoah.

“There was never a 
time when I rode him that 
I felt like I was going to 
get beat,” jockey Mike 

Smith said. “There was 
no horse who could run 
with him without sacri-
ficing themselves, and 
there was no horse who 
could come get him.”

In addition to the Triple 
Crown, the Kentucky-
bred Justify won the 
Santa Anita Derby 
and retires with career 
earnings of almost $3.8 
million. 

“It has been a great ride 
for all of us, and I have 
complete confidence Bob 
is doing the right thing 
by Justify,” said Teo Ah 
Khing of China Horse 
Club, which is also a 
co-owner.

Walden said it’s pos-
sible Justify’s stud rights 
will be sold to Coolmore 
but added that won’t be 
finalized until a later date. 
Justify is expected to 
return to WinStar Farm in 
Kentucky next month.

“Justify’s extraordi-
nary racing career — from 
maiden to Triple Crown 
winner in less than four 
months — was as bril-
liant as any our sport 
has seen,” National 
Thoroughbred Racing 
Association president and 
CEO Alex Waldrop said. 
“We can’t wait to have 
his first runners hit the 
track in 2022.”

GRAND PRAIRIE, 
Texas  — The starting 
lineups are announced 
in English and Span-
ish at home games for 
the independent Texas 
AirHogs.

And then the Chi-
nese national anthem is 
played.

For about 30 members 
of the Chinese national 
baseball team, the 
suburban ballpark a few 
miles west of down-
town Dallas has become 
their summer home and 
training ground in an 
unprecedented setup.

They are a revolving 
part of the roster for a 
professional team in the 
United States, play-
ing more games and 
against tougher com-
petition while working 
to improve for future 
international events 
such as the upcoming 
Asian Games and 2020 
Olympics in Tokyo.

“The system that 
they’ve created here, 
where we work out in 
the morning, we’ve got 
weight training, the 
pitchers have a system 
where we throw on, the 
coaches have kind of set 
up a system that’s really 
helped them to be able 
to make the adjustment 
to play more games,” 
Sun Jianzeng, a 26-year-
old right-hander, said 
through a translator.

Chinese players who 
professionally back 
home would play only 
20-30 games a season 
make up about two-
thirds of the expanded 
roster for the American 
Association team now 
formally known as the 
AirHogs powered by 
Beijing Shougang Eagles. 
The players ranging in 
age from 18 to 29 rotate 
on and off the active 
roster to play 6-7 games 
per week in one of the 
low-minor leagues not 
affiliated with Major 
League Baseball.

“It makes it work-
able, because we don’t 
want to wear these guys 
down,” said AirHogs 
manager John McLaren, 
a big league coach for 
three decades who has 
worked with Chinese 
teams since 2011.

Players not on the 
active roster for games 
go through early 
workouts at AirHogs 
Stadium, 10 minutes 
from the home ballpark 
of the Texas Rangers. 
There are condition-
ing and weight training 
drills that are new to the 
Chinese players.

“They’re trying to 
do something they’ve 
never done before, 
which is play this many 
games on a daily basis, 
and you throw into 
the fact that with the 
exception of maybe 
three or four pitchers, 
they’re physically and 
experienced-wise over-
matched,” said Larry 
Hardy, a former Rangers 

pitching coach filling 
the same role for the 
AirHogs. “But they’re 
getting better.”

McLaren had a short 
stint managing Seattle 
in 2007-08 and was 
Washington’s interim 
manager for three games 
in 2011. He was on 
the Philadelphia Phil-
lies staff the past two 
seasons.

He also managed 
China at the World 
Baseball Classic in 2013 
and 2017. Over that time, 
there would be gaps 
of six or seven months 
when he wouldn’t even 
see the team — and 
players would barely 
play baseball. China has 
a 2-10 record in its four 
WBC appearances, get-
ting outscored 102-18 in 
those games.

“These guys, I don’t 
think they’d ever played 
twice in a week,” 
McLaren said .

That changed when 
the Chinese Base-
ball Association made 
arrangement with the 
AirHogs, allowing 
them to focus on daily 
development.

They are now together 
all the time in a 12-team 
league that stretches 
more than 1,300 miles 
from Texas into Canada. 
The closest stop is 
Cleburne, Texas, where 
53-year-old former big 
league slugger Rafael 
Palmeiro is starring for 
the Railroaders.

China’s only Olympic 
berth was in 2008, going 
1-6 in group play after an 
automatic berth as the 
host nation. That was 
the last time baseball 
was part of the Summer 
Games until its return 
two years from now in 
Japan.

The AirHogs are a 
league-worst 17-44 
this season, but player-
coach Na Chuang said 
the team has progressed 
faster than expected, 
increasing the confi-
dence of the Chinese 
players who will leave 
with McLaren and some 
of their national coaches 
for the Asian Games in 
Indonesia before the end 
of the 100-game AirHogs 
season.

Kevin Joseph, who 
pitched in the majors 
briefly with the St. Louis 
Cardinals in 2002, is part 
of McLaren’s staff as 
an assistant coach and 
invaluable translator. He 
learned Mandarin while 
spending more than eight 
years teaching baseball 
to young people after a 
friend with connections 
to baseball officials in 
China invited him there.

“The big need, I think, 
for China is they don’t 
play a lot of games. So for 
them to be able to come, 
and to learn the rhythm 
of a baseball lifestyle, 
play against better com-
petition, has been a great 
experience,” Joseph said. 
“The players have really 
meshed well with the 
Chinese guys, they love 
them.”

Chinese team 
takes over Texas 
minor league club

WASHINGTON — 
Supporters of a bill that 
would make interna-
tional sports doping a 
crime argued Wednes-
day that the legislation 
would deter scandals like 
Russian state-sponsored 
drug use at the 2014 Sochi 
Olympics.

Yulia Stepanova, a 
Russian former track 
athlete who became a 
whistleblower about the 
drug program, said at a 
congressional hearing 
that ending doping in her 
country would have to 
“start from the top” — 
with Russian President 
Vladimir Putin himself.

The bill was named for 
Dr. Grigory Rodchenkov, 
the Russian lab director 
who exposed the cheating 
in Sochi. Rodchenkov has 
said the doping stemmed 
from Putin’s command to 
his sports ministry to “win 
at any cost.”

Several European coun-
tries have passed similar 
legislation. The bill being 
considered in the House is 

stronger because it would 
allow the United States to 
police doping that occurs 
outside its borders. U.S. 
and foreign athletes would 
be subject to the law if 
competing in an event that 
includes four or more U.S. 
athletes and athletes from 
three or more countries.

The bill has bipartisan 
support but has yet to be 
introduced in the Senate, 
and its prospects for 
approval are unclear.

The hearing occurred 

while, in the same Senate 
office building, Secretary 
of State Mike Pompeo was 
questioned by lawmakers 
who accused President 
Donald Trump of being 
too soft on Putin. While 
the president has made 
conflicting claims about 
the extent of Russian 
interference in the 2016 
election, the hearing on 
doping turned atten-
tion back to other ways 
in which Putin’s actions 
have brought scorn 

from the international 
community.

In written testimony, 
Rodchenkov and Ste-
panova said that those 
who participated in the 
doping program were 
essentially following 
orders, fearing that to 
refuse or speak out would 
mean the end of their 
careers, or possibly even 
lead to their deaths.

“You will lose your job, 
your career and even fear 
for the safety of you and 
your family,” Stepa-
nova said. “You will be 
called a liar and a traitor 
if you stand up against 
the system that unfor-
tunately still exists in 
Russia today.”

Asked by Democratic 
Rep. Sheila Jackson Lee 
of Texas how to end Rus-
sian doping, Stepanova 
said, “It should start 
from the top because if it 
started from the top, they 
... would stop doping.”

“If Mr. Putin had a 
different attitude and 
expressed that, it would 
stop?” Jackson Lee asked.

“Yes, I think so,” Stepa-
nova said.

CHARLOTTE, N.C.  
— NASCAR Chairman 
Brian France insisted 
Wednesday that his 
family is dedicated to its 
racing properties despite 
a report the business is 
for sale.

France was asked 
on SiriusXM NASCAR 
Radio about a poten-
tial sale of NASCAR. 
Reuters reported in 
May the France family 
was exploring a sale of 

NASCAR’s sanctioning 
body. Forbes last month 
said the France family 
was seeking only minor-
ity investors.

Both reports cited 
unidentified sources, and 
France referred to them 
as “rumors.”

“The France family is 
locked and loaded in its 
dedication to NASCAR,” 
France said. “We’re 
focused on ruling and 
managing NASCAR. 
There’s nothing to report 
on that. Rumors are 

always interesting, but 
they’re seldom right.”

France has not 
made himself avail-
able to reporters since 
the Reuters report. 
He occasionally calls 
unprompted into one of 
Sirius’ NASCAR shows 
and his brief segment 
Wednesday covered sev-
eral topics pertaining to 
the series his grandfather 
founded.

Brian France is the 
CEO and chairman of 
NASCAR. Jim France, his 

uncle, and Lesa France 
Kennedy, his sister, are 
executive vice presidents. 
France Kennedy is also 
the CEO of International 
Speedway Corp., and Jim 
France is the chairman. 
ISC owns 13 of the tracks 
on which NASCAR hosts 
19 major racing events.

Jim France also heads 
IMSA, the sports car 
series, and was instru-
mental in NASCAR’s 
recent acquisition of 
ARCA, a low-level stock 
car series.
