parent or a friend or family
member, Mr. Kukes said the
society makes every effort to
help residents find their per-
fect pet match.

While puppies and kittens
are small, young, cute and
popular in adoptions, older
animals offer bigger benefits
for long-term pet family suc-
cess.

“When someone comes in
to adopt or foster a dog (or
cat), they go through what’s
called ‘Meet Your Match,
where we match animals per-
sonalities and traits to the life-
style and personality of the
(human),” he said. “But, with
puppies, for example, theyre
still growing. They haven't
developed their personalities
yet and you really have no idea
what you're going to get”

There also are increased
costs and training necessary
for young animals, which
older animals do not require.

In addition to increased
costs and unknown size and
personality factors, older dogs
and cats who have been sur-
rendered to shelters or aban-
doned by their former families
tend to show great apprecia-
tion to their new humans, he
added.

“Older dogs that are here in
most cases were abandoned or
homeless, or sometimes their

owners surrendered them,” he
said. “Most people that give an
animal a second chance will
see that the animal seems to be
extremely appreciative and
caring toward the owner”

When families take the time
to get to know the dogs and
cats before adopting, it greatly
reduces the chances of the ani-
mal ending up back in the
shelter.

The society still has more
than 20 dogs from St. Croix,
which were taken in after Hur-
ricane Maria decimated the
area. Some are still too young
to be weaned from their moth-
ers, but others are ready for
new homes and a fresh start
with a loving family Mr. Kukes
said.

Another program is giving
a head start in adoption to
dogs with slight challenges or
may need additional training
beyond the basic commands.
Through the 12 Dogs of
Christmas, these animals are
offered without any adoption
fees to new homes willing to
put in a little extra work for a
lot of extra rewards, he said.

“None Of these animals is
aggressive or mean. We don't
adopt out mean animals,” he
said. “They just may need to
stay on heartworm treatment
or need an extra behavioral
class, because they don't like to
come when you call them?”

Council walks fine line on facility funds

Although the Volusia Coun-
ty  Council unanimously
approved financing $7 million
of the new $13.5 million evi-
dence facility for the Sheriff’s
Office, the portion financed
could impact future budgets.

Approved in May 2015, the
new facility will house evi-
dence collected in both incor-
porated and unincorporated
areas of the county, which
means the funds must be bal-
anced between the general
fund for incorporated areas
and the Municipal Service
District Fund for the unincor-
porated areas.

“There’s some reasonable
allocation to be made, but the
(state) Constitution provides
that you cannot tax municipal
residents for services rendered
exclusively in unincorporated
areas,” explained Daniel Eck-
ert, county attorney. “You can-
not shift the usage”

The MSD, however, is dan-
gerously depleted due to
delays in reimbursements for
hurricane debris clean up in
the unincorporated areas of
the county. Those reimburse-
ments from the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency
have not been received for
either Hurricane Matthew or
Hurricane Irma.

“The MSD is just on life
support now, Volusia Vice
Chair Deb Denys said. “This

will have direct impacts in the
next budget year. When we
look at budgets and reserves
next year, there’s going to have
to be a tax increase”

With just $1.5 million avail-
able in the MSD, the $7 mil-
lion of the $8.5 million por-
tion of cost for the evidence
facility, which will serve the
county’s unincorporated areas
will be financed through a
bank loan. The council’s vote
at the regular meeting Thurs-
day, Dec. 7, allowed for the
loan to be finalized and
marked for the facility expen-
diture.

Although the general fund
is much healthier and could
likely absorb the cost without
bank financing, the tax money
collected in incorporated areas
cannot be used to pay for ser-
vices in unincorporated areas
with services agreements with
the county.

“I think a lot of times people
wonder why we do it this way,
but that way you don’t have
people arguing ‘What are you

doing subsidizing other peo-
ple’s services with other areas’
tax money?” said County
Manager James Dineen. °I
would say we made a judg-
ment call. It’s a difficult bal-
ance”

Financing for the MSD’s
portion of the funds was
sought through several quali-
fied banks, with CentraState
Bank providing the best rates,
said Donna DePeyster, county
chief financial officer.

“The idea was to get the
lowest overall rate that we
could get,” Ms. DePeyster said.
“Six proposals were received
and CentraState bank provid-
ed the best rate — 2.87 percent
loan over 20 years. We are able
to draw down those funds
over a 12-month period, and
we have no pre-payment pen-
alties”

In addition, the project does
not affect the go to zero plan
for the general fund, she
added.

Regardless of which fund
needs help financing a portion
of the facility, Mr. Dineen said
he wanted to be clear where

the money comes from, goes
and how it’s spent.

“It is a significant amount of
money and it is an important
project for us,” he said. “This
portion of money is going to
come out of the MSD. A lot of
people think we have one big
giant pot of money, we do not.
These funds are earmarked for
how and where they can be
spent”

The project already is antici-
pated in the five-year forecast
and will not exceed the maxi-
mum budget allowable, said
Gerald Brinton, county engi-
neer.

“The maximum guaranteed
price cannot exceed $11.5 mil-
lion. It will not go over the
budget, Mr. Brinton said.
“We’ve been working hand-in-
glove with the Sheriff’s Office
throughout the whole process
to ensure that everything that’s
in the scope of this project is
what is expected”

The building also will be
used for evidence collected in
areas that are incorporated,
but that portion will be picked
up by the (other) $5 million
(which comes from the gener-
al fund), Mr. Dineen
explained.

“This financing is for the
proportionate share of the evi-
dence and the work that would
be conducted in the unincor-
porated areas (of the county).”

the clubs choose to give back
to others who have suffered
and undergone difficult times,
Ms. Markus explained. This
year, members collected items
for hurricane victims in Puer-
to Rico as well as hard-hit
areas of Florida.

Even Santa, who made the
rounds to each child seated in
rows of long tables at St. Peter’s
Catholic Church activities
center in DeLand Wednesday,
Dec. 13, said he is proud of the
spirit of giving from the young
club members.

The lessons don’t stop at
giving and receiving during
the holidays.

“The Boys and Girls Club
taught me that family doesn’t
have to be blood,’she said. “It’s
taught me that if I actually try
and work for what I want, I
can achieve it”

For more than a decade, the
club has given De-Terionna
Padgett, 14, of DeLand, skills
she will use throughout her
life to achieve success, both
personally and professionally.

“I've been going to the club
for 10 years now; said the
aspiring professional commu-
nicator. “Before that, I didn’t
have a growth mindset. It
helped my reading skills, it
helped my communications
levels”

Of the more than 1,500
youth the club served in 2016,
60 percent were from single
parent and nontraditional
homes; 90 percent received
free or reduced lunch; 95 per-

Harbor Oaks helps with all
activities of daily living,
including bathing, dressing,
showering, grooming, walk-
ing, diapering, toileting,
self-administration of medi-
cines and securing assistance
with healthcare. It also pro-
vides cleaning, linen care,
laundry services and, accord-
ing to Mr. Ancona, “home-
made meals that would make
any Italian proud to serve”

There is entertainment
daily, exercise classes, church
services, parties, singalongs,
bingo, movie days and ice
cream socials.

Ms. Ancona, 76, originally
started the business with her
husband, Leonardo, who died
five years ago. Both were born
in Italy and both met in the
same orphanage. In a fairy tale
ending, both were adopted by
the same people but had to
remain in Italy into their late
teens, according to Ms. Anco-
na. Upon finally arriving in
the United States, they mar-
ried shortly after. Ultimately
they brought their parents
from New York to Florida, and
bought the facility as a way to
care for them, which they did
until they died.

Prior to opening the busi-
ness, Ms. Ancona had a career
with an investment banking
firm in New York and her hus-
band was a Mercedes-Benz
mechanic. Ms. Ancona started
an accounting practice in Flor-
ida but decided to take care of
her parents herself. She took
relevant classes at Daytona
State College and found out
what was required, and Har-
bor Oaks Elderly Care Home
was born.

Ms. Ancona stated that Har-
bor Oaks started with her par-
ents and two weeks later she
was full. One resident is still
there after 20 years.

“I get very attached to these
beautiful people,” Ms. Ancona
said. “Each one is unique. I
have learned a lot. I love being
here every day. There is a lot of
love and caring here. We know
exactly what is happening to a
person.”

She mentioned how one of
her residents was a pilot who
piloted Mother Teresa for
years.

Going into the family busi-
ness was natural for Mr. Anco-
na.

“I realized early on that I
love people and more impor-

tantly I love to help people,” he
said. “Many of our residents
need special care and I know
that we can help them contin-
ue to live great lives.

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Are insurance companies and casinos alike?

ust over a year ago, the
restoration of water service
in the aftermath of
urricane Matthew caused
thousands of dollars in
damage to my home.

My family and I had gone
out to eat and, when we
returned, several rooms of
the house were flooded.
What would we have done
without insurance? When we
bought our homeowners
policy, my wife and I
essentially transferred the
risk (of major damage to our
home) to the insurance
company. And that same risk
transference is what all of us
rely on when we buy auto-
mobile, disability, life,
long-term care or similar
insurance policies.

How are insurance
companies able to bear all
that risk?

They are able to do so
because large numbers of
people (the insured) become
members of one big pool.
Actuaries figure out,
through metrics and
mathematics, the level of
risk the insurance company
is able to assume and at what
cost.

Let’s look at a fictitious
example for life insurance.
“Marty” had a 20-year term
life insurance policy. In year
18, at age 68, Marty died,
and the insurance company
had to pay Marty’s beneficia-
ries $250,000. For every

“Marty;” there may be
thousands of “Dans,” “Bills”
and “Sams” who pay into the
same policy, but who don’t
die during the 20-year term.
Consequently, their benefi-
ciaries don’t collect any
money. Dan’s, Bill's and Sam’s
premium payments “fund”
the payout for the policy-
holder who was not so lucky
(“Marty”).

It’s the job of the actuary
to figure out, based on life
expectancy projections and a
host of other factors, the
amount of risk the life
insurance company can
assume — the “risk” of that
risk — and the appropriate
premium costs. It’s a little
like the Las Vegas casinos.
The odds are all figured out
ahead of time, so the
“House” (the insurance

company) always comes out
on top. And that’s a good
thing because, when you
choose an insurance compa-
ny, you want one that is
financially stable and
well-rated.

Aside from ratings, you
should also consider: 1. the
size of the insurance compa-
ny; 2. how long it has been in
business; and 3. how long it
has been selling the product
you are about to purchase.

Don't be shy about asking
questions of your adviser or
insurance agent: “If an
incident occurs, will you be
available to help me? If so,
how will we engage with the
insurance company? What
steps will be taken? How
does the insurance company
pay out?” Shopping carefully,
and knowing the answers to

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Coyotes becoming a big
concern in Ormond Beach

These coyotes have nothing
to do with the bar or the movie
“Coyote Ugly;” but are the real
deal.

And they creating a concern
in Ormond Beach, but they
don’t have to be.

“We are starting to see an
uptick in coyote calls, especial-
ly from Ormond Beach” said
Catherine Kennedy, Wildlife
Assistance Biologist of the
Florida Fish and Wildlife Con-
servation Commission. She
gave a  presentation to resi-
dents Dec. 12 at the Ormond
Beach Police Department.

Ms. Kennedy stressed the
need for people to coexist with
these animals, which live in
every county in Florida and
every state in the country. She
emphasized how coyotes do an
incredible job eating rodents;
insects, such as cockroaches;
other pests; and smaller preda-
tors, helping balance the eco-
system. Their notorious song
is natural Florida at its best.
The average size of a coyote in
Florida is 28 pounds.

On the negative side, given
the opportunity, coyotes can
include endangered species as
part of their diet. The biggest
concern, though, is human

conflict and dangers to small
dogs and cats.

“It is never easy to lose a
pet, Ms. Kennedy said. “I per-
sonally have lost a cat to a coy-
ote. We are here to talk about
what you can do to keep your
pet safe. It can be a real issue in
Florida, but it is important to
put that into perspective.

“Domestic dogs are respon-
sible for 1,000 emergency
room visits per day,” she said.
“Coyote attacks on humans
total 3.5 attacks per year from
1960 to 2006. Yet, there are 5
million cases a year that
require medical treatment
from domestic dogs. Attacks
by coyotes on humans is
extremely rare. The risk is
extremely small”

Coyotes can carry rabies,
but, according to Ms. Kennedy
that also is rare.

What is crucial, she said, is
never feeding coyotes, which
is illegal in Florida, and secur-
ing any human or pet food at
your home. Cleaning up pet
food, not leaving garbage out
and cleaning up fallen bird
seed are recommended inter-
ventions. Coyotes won't eat
bird seed, but they will seek
out the mice that do eat the
seeds.

Cats should be kept indoors
and dogs kept on leashes,

while also supervising them
when they are outdoors. Never
run from a coyote, but rather
make noise and frighten them
away.

Ms. Kennedy told horror
stories of dogs that were let out
to “use the restroom in the
middle of the night and never
came back?”

A fenced yard won't keep
them out as a coyote can jump
over it, so it is important to
survey the yard before letting a
pet out. One option is to rattle
bells or something noisy to
scare away anything that
might be in the backyard.

Hazing is an effective tech-
nique that basically scares coy-
otes by making noise through
any number of methods,
including “coyote shakers”
You can also buy water hose
attachments for the vyard
(water scarecrows) that trigger
a  water stream  when
approached by an unwanted
animal.

“Are coyotes good, are they
bad, are they ugly or are they
just trying to make it in a cruel
world,” Ms. Kennedy asked.
“They have shown that they
are willing to live with us and
we can do some things to try
and live with them?”

June Small, an Ormond
Beach resident, saw a coyote

was able to get a picture.

“I am in love” she said.
“They are a wild animal and
how often do you get to see an
animal like this”

Ms. Small doesn’t like the
negative comments she sees
about coyotes.

“Supervise your dogs out-
side and watch what your chil-
dren are doing,” she said. “I
have three dogs and two cats. I
keep my cats in the house and
my dogs on a leash when I
walk. I am worried about peo-
ple doing harm to these ani-
mals when they are not here to
hurt us. People have to be edu-

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For a perfect plant,
try a Bougainvillea

nce the holidays are
over, you may be
looking for a plant

that is easy to take care of and
looks great almost all year.

You need to look no
further. That perfect plant is
the Bougainvillea, one of my
favorite plants to use for
adding a tropical flare to my
gardens. They are colorful
and surprising easy to take of.
The Bougainvillea is by far
one of the most popular and
widely grown tropical vines
in existence today. Even if
they are tinged by one of
Florida’s cold snaps, they
almost always bounce back
with new growth and blazing
color!

Bougainvilleas are native
plants of Brazil. Philibert
Commerson first discovered
the plant in the 1760s. Mr.
Philibert named this colorful
new discovery after his best
friend, Louis A. de Bougain-
ville, who was a noted lawyer
and explorer from Canada.

The plant boasts spiny
cascading stems that have
colorful bracts of red, orange,
purple or white hanging from
their tips. It is important to
note the colors you see are
not the actual flowers. The
flowers are very small and
often hidden within the
clusters of color. The color
you see is actually the leaves
(bracts) of the plant. Their
color originates in a way
similar to the poinsettia
plant.

Bougainvillea will thrive in
almost any tropical environ-
ment and soil type. The plant
will do best if it is placed in
an area that is well drained
and standing water is not a
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major issue. These plants will
do well during our normal
dry season with only
minimal watering. Standing
water is a Bougainvillea’s
worst enemy. The water will
cause the plant to rapidly
loose its leaves. The appear-
ance is almost the same as a
plant that has been allowed
to dry out for an extended
period of time.

If Florida has a cold snap
or a freeze advisory, itis a
good idea to cover and
protect your plants when
these warnings are issued. If
damage to your plant does
exist, be sure to save your
pruning of damaged branch-
es until all frost and freeze
warnings are over for the
season. A good time to start
your pruning is in March.

Bougainvillea plants are
versatile in where and how
you use them. They can be
planted in the ground or
proudly displayed in contain-
ers. Keep in mind the same
rule applies for container
plants as those planted in the
ground. You must not allow
the plants to sit in standing
water. Container plants will
require more frequent
watering then those planted
in the earth. Do not let your
container plants dry out for
an extended period of time
or the plant will begin to
have a wilted appearance and

begin to drop its leaves.

Although Bougainvillea is
hardy at most temperatures,
if plants are young, you may
experience some damage
from freezing temperatures
or frost on the new growth.

Bougainvillea plants will
thrive best in a bright sunny
location and will grow where
many other plants would just
cringe from the heat and sun.
That is why they are so
popular at many of Florida’s
theme parks and zoos.

Although Bougainvillea are
relatively pest free, there are a
few things you need to watch
out for. Caterpillars, mites or
aphids can sometimes invade
them. You can also expect to
see leaf spot if the foliage
stays too wet for an extended
period of time. This is very
similar to what happens to
Roses.

The uses of the Bougainvil-
lea plant are almost endless.
You can use them in hanging
baskets, one or three gallon
containers, trained as a tree,
grown on a trellis, trimmed
as a hedge and can even be
used as a summer annual in
the northern states.

I almost forgot to mention,
be sure to buy a good pair of
garden gloves as the spines of
the Bougainvillea can be
sharp so take care when
handling and pruning.

asking where to catch fish, it is
clear to me things have gotten
tough.
