Dear Client,

It’s hard to believe another auction season has come and gone, but 
Thursday, June 26th is our last auction before we take a live auction 
break (I did not say vacation!) until September.  We had so much fun 
in May at The Bowery Hotel that we are going to do it again in June, 
another evening affair with a pre-auction tasting and many more 
bottles to open throughout the night.  It’s a tight and exciting sale, and 
don’t fret if summer shipping has you anxious.   We’ll hold your wines 
with no extra charge until the cooler fall months come. Enough said, 
on to some Featured Collections and wines. 

The collector behind Lots 253-280 took a simple approach: buy the 
best of the best from France, and store them ideally. Full cases of three 
of the absolutely-no-question-among-the-greatest Bordeaux made in 
the past two decades lead the way via 2000 Mouton, Latour and 
Haut Brion plus two vintages of Cos that will make the history books, too. Burgundy more than competes 
with Rousseau, Vogue, a rare Dujac plus a 1996 DRC Assortment in OWC.  Shrewd collectors and 
drinkers will see perfect summer whites from Lafon and Raveneau. Plus a don’t miss it - if you can ever 
buy it - wine, the tiny production Chave Ermitage Cuvee Cathelin – two vintages. 

The next two Featured Collections focus on older Bordeaux. These collections for me make a statement 
about what these wines offer in today’s Bordeaux market, and the auction market overall in the present era. 
I realize that is a subtle statement, but you get it no doubt.  

Every wine in Lots 188-211 has been stored in a temperature and humidity controlled cellar at 57 degrees 
F. and 70% humidity. Virtually every lot I will mention is in OWC. Said differently – these are Bordeaux 
to own, open and drink when you wish, yet also wines to have and love for years and decades to come. Two 
cases of the legendary 1982 Mouton are here, as are cases of 1989 Cheval Blanc, the twin greats of 1989 
Conseillante and 1989 Lynch Bages, 1986 and 1989 Lafite, plus 1982, 1985, 1986 and 1989 Margaux. 
These are beautiful wines and cases, simple as that. 

And “own, open and love” applies equally to Lots 212-229. This is a small but powerful collection, as 
you’ll notice immediately. There is an OWC lot of the great 1970 Petrus plus 1971 Petrus. Three top 
Latour vintages: 1953, 1961 and 1970, the latter also in magnums. There is also are wonderful 1950s 
vintages from La Mission, Mouton and Haut Brion, too. A rare magnum of 1966 La Tache is not to be 
missed. All these wines come to us from temperature-controlled storage and referred to us from one of the 
top wine importers of all-time.  Any wine on this list would be both fun and a privilege to drink. 

The biggest collection of our June sale is aptly named ‘Classic Complete Collection.’  We tour the staples 
of the fine wine collecting world in just over one hundred lots (lots 281-394), courtesy of a NYC lawyer 
who has been collecting for over three decades.  He belongs to organizations such as Wine & Food Society 
and Chaine des Roitsseurs.  His interests also include scuba diving, and his Italian grandfather introduced 
him to wine.  I have shared many great wine moments with him over the years, and his passion is second 
to none.  It is a great honor to offer from his complete collection.  Bordeaux starts things off smartly with 
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cases of 2000 Cos, 1990 Haut Brion, 1995 Latour, 1989 Mouton and 2001 Yquem.  Burgundy counters 
with dueling cases of 2002 Drouhin Amoureuses and Grands Echezeaux backed by 2002 Chevalier 
and Batard from Leflaive as well as Musigny from Prieur, Jadot and Mugnier.   Chave, Guigal and 
Chapoutier rule the Rhone roost as Giacosa, Conterno, Gaja and Voerzio own the throne in Piedmont. 
Several lots of Sassicaia in bottle and magnum lead to some Unicorns, I mean Unicos.   California is 
dominated by a tremendous selection of Harlan, Maiden, Bond and Matriarach, 28 lots in all with many 
many magnums.  Penfolds concludes with rare Kalimna Cab and a little Grange.  Nice!

As the previous collection indicates, and as always in our NYC auctions, the emphasis is never confined to 
one or just a handful of collections.  Instead, we offer the best of the best from the top Estates and Domaines 
around the world.  It’s the diversity of great wine and the greatest winemakers that I believe makes our NYC 
auctions both fun and unique.
 
Unique means you will find Henri Jayer across five vintages, all from a wonderful cellar. Three of the 
all time DRC legends are inside: 1990 La Tache, 2005 Romanee-Conti and 2005 La Tache. Incredible 
Dujacs and Fourriers are inside these pages, as is a great collection of magnums from de Montille 
plus their Malconsorts and Christiane.  You’ll see two original cases totaling six (!) bottles from a 
single vintage of 2011 Roumier Musigny. Summer is here, and so are full cases of Leflaive, including 
magnums, here for the taking and drinking. You could close your eyes and point at any of these lots and be 
thrilled as a Burgundy collector to own these wines. 

The same should be said for an excellent collection of Chave that begins with the great 1990, and case lots 
of one of the very best ever Guigal vintages. Italy remains one of the most exciting segments in the market 
for me, thanks to the aforementioned producers and more. That statement is only made stronger by Soldera, 
and the cases of spectacular Vega Sicilia vintages that always make lovers of Bordeaux utter quietly or out 
loud “oh wow” - or a more emphatic phrase!

Harlan, Schrader, Screaming Eagle and SQN lead the Cali charge, along with almost never available 
at auction big big bottles of Araujo Eisele in OWC, a big parcel of 1997 Phelps Insignia.  And if anyone 
wants a history lesson in California’s greatness take a look at and own the vertical lot of Heitz Martha’s 
on offer.

Join us please beginning at 5:30pm EST at the Bowery Hotel in Manhattan. We will as always have a lot of 
fun late into the night. And for clients in time zones around the world, you can join us through AckerLive, 
our web-based real-time bidding system, which is fully staffed throughout the auction.  See you June 26th!

We tour the staples of the fine wine collecting world in just over one hundred lots, courtesy of a NYC lawyer who has been 
collecting for over three decades.  He belongs to organizations such as Wine & Food Society and Chaine des Roitsseurs.  His 
interests also include scuba diving, and his Italian grandfather introduced him to wine.  I have shared many great wine moments 
with him over the years, and his passion is second to none.  It is a great honor to offer from his complete collection.  Bordeaux 
starts things off smartly with cases of 2000 Cos, 1990 Haut Brion, 1995 Latour, 1989 Mouton and 2001 Yquem.  Burgundy 
counters with dueling cases of 2002 Drouhin Amoureuses and Grands Echezeaux backed by 2002 Chevalier and Batard from 
Leflaive as well as Musigny from Prieur, Jadot and Mugnier.   Chave, Guigal and Chapoutier rule the Rhone roost as Giacosa, 
Conterno, Gaja and Voerzio own the throne in Piedmont. Several lots of Sassicaia in bottle and magnum lead to some Unicorns, 
I mean Unicos.  California is dominated by a tremendous selection of Harlan, Maiden, Bond and Matriarach, 28 lots in all with 
many many magnums.  Penfolds concludes with rare Kalimna Cab and a little Grange.  All wines removed from professional 
storage in New York City.

BOTTLE DESCRIPTIONS
BORDEAUX

NECK:
Normal level for all wines. In wines over ten years of age, this level 
suggests excellent provenance. Rarely used, except to emphasize a 
particularly good fill level when other fill levels in the same lot are 
less than perfect.

BASE NECK:
A common fill level at which many Châteaux release their wine. For 
wines of any age, this level suggests excellent provenance.

TOP-SHOULDER:
Again, a common fill level at which many Châteaux release their 
wine. For wines of any age, this level suggests excellent provenance.

VERY HIGH SHOULDER:
Acceptable fill level for wines twenty years of age. Suggests proper 
storage conditions throughout its life. Natural occurrence for wines 
of this age.

HIGH SHOULDER:
Usually not a problem for wines thirty years of age. This level may 
be caused by easing of the cork combined with natural evaporation. 
Check the clarity and the color of the wine in the bottle as a secondary 
indicator of provenance.

HIGH-TO-MID-SHOULDER:
Refer to High Shoulder and Mid-Shoulder level descriptions.

MID SHOULDER:
May suggest ullage during the life of the wine due to either easing 
of the cork or inconsistent storage conditions. Not abnormal for 
wines forty or more years of age. As additional indicators of risk, 
definitely inspect clarity and color of the wine in the bottle, as well 
as condition of the cork.

LOW SHOULDER AND BELOW:
Suggests poor provenance. Definitely a risk and generally not 
saleable, with exception given to rare bottlings and/or labels. (Not 
recommended for consumption.)

BOTTLE CONDITIONS
PREFIX

Because the shape of Burgundy bottles does not allow for a level rating system based on the shoulder of the bottle, levels are described by 
means of centimeters below cork. Generally, Burgundy wines with a 3.5cm fill level or above are considered normal for wines younger than 
twenty years. Wines of twenty or more years of age with fill levels of between four and five centimeters are generally considered to be of sound 
provenance, though consideration should be given to the clarity and color of the wine in the bottle, as well as the condition of the cork. Bottles 
with ullage between five and seven centimeters are not uncommon for wines forty years and older and often provide thrilling drinking, but the 
lower the fill, the higher the risk, so consideration should be given. Burgundy bottles with fill levels lower than seven centimeters may be at risk 
of being damaged or undrinkable, and therefore may be unsaleable. It should be noted that some Burgundian producers tend to over-fill their 
bottles during the bottling process which may cause a few drops of wine to become trapped between the capsule and the cork. This should not 
be confused with ullage, a natural occurrence in older wines, which may be accelerated due to poor provenance.

OTHER
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1.	 LIMITATIONS ON IMPORTATION

Bidders at auction (“Bidders”) should be aware of restrictions im-
posed by various jurisdictions regarding importation of alcoholic 
beverages. It is the sole responsibility of the buyer (“Buyer”) to in-
vestigate, apply, obtain, route, and comply with all special permit 
or license requirements and other restrictions prior to collection or 
shipment of wine (“Property”) purchased at or from Acker, Mer-
rall & Condit Company (“AMC”).

2.	 COLLECTION OF PROPERTY

Complimentary pick-up is available by appointment only. Please 
schedule pick-up by contacting AMC’s Auction Department at 
877-ACKER-47 at least one week in advance. Property will not 
be released until payment in full has been received and funds have 
cleared. Buyers paying by personal check should allow five (5) 
business days prior to release of Property.

3.	 LOCAL DELIVERY

AMC will arrange free delivery within Manhattan. Delivery can 
usually be made within one (1) week of Buyer’s request at a prear-
ranged time. Payment for delivery charges must be made in ad-
vance.

4.	 MULTIPLE DELIVERIES OR PICKUPS

5.	 STORAGE

Any Property for which shipping arrangements have not been 
made within thirty (30) days of the auction date may be put into 
storage and assessed a monthly storage charge.

Buyer is solely responsible for the shipment of Property and 
shall assume all obligations for compliance with applicable 
laws.

Shipping will be at Buyer’s expense, and must be prepaid or freight 
collect. Shipments are also subject to service charges. Shipping ar-
rangements can be made once payment has been received in full 
and funds have been deposited into AMC’s account.

In all instances, AMC tries to achieve the safest, most efficient and 
cost-effective method of shipment on behalf of Buyer. Any loss or 
damage resulting from shipping Property via any carrier will be 
the sole responsibility and at the risk of Buyer and/or carrier.

7.	 TAXATION

Taxation is determined by the laws of the final destination of ship-
ment. AMC collects sales tax from Buyer on Property shipped to 
an address in New York, Illinois or California. It is Buyer’s respon-
sibility to ensure compliance with applicable tax laws for ship-
ments to all other jurisdictions.

Buyers holding resale licenses may be exempt from taxation and 
should present the required documents to AMC prior to purchase.

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1.	 BUYER’S AGREEMENT.

By bidding at auction, the bidder at auction (“Bidder”) agrees that 
this Buyer’s Conditions of Sale (“Conditions of Sale”), together 
with the Collection and Shipment of Wines, Bottle Description 
and Absentee Bids, all published by Acker, Merrall & Condit 
Company (“AMC”), and all incorporated into the Conditions of 
Sale, constitute Bidder’s entire agreement (the “Agreement”) 
with AMC and the seller (“Seller”) with respect to the property 
(“Property”) listed in this catalogue.

g) Telephone Bidding. Prior to the day of auction, Bidders may 
make arrangements with AMC to bid at auction by telephone.

4.	 AT AUCTION.

a) Catalogues. Bidders are expressly advised to read the Bottle 
Description form which is part of this Agreement. While AMC 
has attempted to describe each Lot in this catalogue accurately, 
in no event shall AMC be liable for any description or error or 
omission in such description. AMC retains the absolute right 
to amend at any time prior to and during the auction and in any 
manner any description of any Lot. Classifications in the text 
are for identification purposes only and are based on standard 
sources. Each statement contained in this catalogue and each 
other statement, whether oral or written, and whether made in an 
advertisement, bill of sale, addendum, notice, announcement or 
other written or oral communication, is a statement of opinion 
ONLY and shall not be relied upon by any Bidder. Bidders must 
make appropriate allowances for natural variations of ullages, 
conditions of cases, labels, corks and wine. In no event shall 
AMC accept a return, offer credit for, or adjust the price of any 
Property after delivery except under the terms stated in Section 5 
(d) below. Images appearing in this catalogue or elsewhere are for 
illustrative and informational purposes only, and may not reveal 
defects or imperfections in any Lot. Bidders are urged not to rely on 
images in determining whether to bid on Property, and are strongly 
encouraged both to review the relevant AMC auction catalogue 
entry and to personally inspect any Property prior to placing bids. 

b) Reserve Price. Each Lot is sold subject to a reserve price, 
which is the minimum price below which the Lot will not be sold. 
While AMC has the right to raise or lower the reserve price at 
any time prior to the time the Lot is opened for bidding, under 
no circumstance shall the reserve price for a Lot exceed the low 
estimate for that Lot as printed in the catalogue or as amended by 
oral or posted notices.

Passage of Title. Buyer hereby acknowledges and agrees that title 
of any Lot shifts to Buyer upon the issuance of the final invoice 
provided to Buyer by AMC (“Final Invoice”).

e) Parcel Lots. In the event the catalogue lists a sequence of Lots 
carrying the same estimates and consisting of the same type of 
wine, quantity and bottle size (a “Parcel”), Buyer of the first Lot in 
such Parcel may, in the discretion of the auctioneer, be granted the 
option to buy any or all additional Lots in the Parcel for the same 
hammer price if there is no higher absentee bid on any subsequent 
Lot within the Parcel.

b) Release of Purchased Property. Once payment in full of the 
final purchase price has been received by AMC, and subject to 
Buyer’s compliance with the other terms and conditions of the 
Agreement, the purchased Lots will be released to Buyer. Any 
Lot not collected by Buyer within thirty (30) days following 
the auction will be removed to storage by AMC and the costs 
of packaging, handling, removing, insuring, and storing that are 
incurred by AMC in connection therewith shall be assessed as set 
forth in the Collection and Shipment of Wines form. Any such Lot 
will be released from storage only after payment is made in full of 
the aforesaid costs at the applicable rates then in effect.

c) Packing and Shipping. Buyer is expressly advised to read the 
Collection and Shipment of Wines form.

By AMC. Subject to the terms of the Collection and Shipment of 
Wines form, all packaging, handling, transporting, insuring, and 
delivering of purchased Property are the sole responsibility of 

Buyer and occur at the sole risk and expense of Buyer, whether or 
not Buyer engages AMC for such purpose. Buyer shall pay AMC 
in advance for all expenses incurred by AMC in engaging such 
services unless AMC chooses in its sole discretion to bill Buyer 
after such services are performed.

By Third Parties. AMC, on behalf of Buyer, will follow Buyer’s 
instructions in arranging the delivery of the purchased Property by 
a carrier selected by Buyer; provided, however, that AMC shall not 
be responsible for any acts or omissions of any carrier or shipper, 
including, without limitation, any packing, handling, transporting, 
insuring or delivering of any Property and any storage or shipment 
of Property under inappropriate conditions. 

d) Rescission. AMC’s Limited Guarantee. If, within ninety (90) 
days after the auction, Buyer of a Lot notifies AMC in writing 
that such Lot is short or is in unsound condition (e.g., cooked and 
spoiled), or that any statement made in AMC’s offering materials 
concerning such Lot is materially incorrect, AMC shall be the sole 
arbiter, by way of inspection or by such other reasonable means 
as it sees fit, of the validity of such claim between Buyer and 
Seller and shall make a final decision binding on Buyer and Seller 
based on its determination of the validity of such claim. No claim 
made by Buyer under the preceding sentence shall be addressed 
by AMC unless all Property in question (i) has the AMC auction 
sale date reference sticker on its bottle, (ii) is in the same condition 
in which it was delivered to Buyer, and (iii) has been shipped to 
and from Buyer and stored under appropriate conditions. Having 
decided any such claim, AMC may, in good faith, direct that the 
sale either stand or be rescinded and that the final purchase price be 
refunded either in whole or in part. By bidding at auction, Bidder 
agrees for itself and its successors and assigns that (i) it hereby 
waives any right to make any claim or bring any legal action 
against AMC resulting from any determination made or failed to 
be made by AMC under this Paragraph 5 (d), and (ii) in the event 
that Buyer fails to provide timely and proper notice to AMC under 
this provision, Buyer shall be deemed to have waived the right to 
rescission as herein provided.

	 Rescission available solely to Buyer. The remedy of 
rescission, if AMC elects to rescind under the circumstances, is 
available solely to Buyer of Property, who must have remained the 
sole owner thereof with no transfer of any interest therein to any 
third party.

	 Buyer’s Sole Remedy. The refund to Buyer of the 
purchase price for Property shall be Buyer’s sole remedy for 
any matter relating to the condition of Property, and such 
remedy shall be available only if Buyer received such Property 
from AMC. In no event shall AMC be liable for any indirect, 
special, punitive, consequential, loss of profit or other damages, 
including, without limitation, attorneys’ fees and expenses, no 
matter how arising, and AMC’s maximum liability shall be the 
amount paid by Buyer (exclusive of all taxes) for any Property 
that is subject to return as permitted hereby.  Seller shall have 
no other liability of any nature or kind under this Agreement, 
in tort or otherwise, whether at law or in equity, with respect 
to this Agreement or the offer, purchase and sale of any wine 
comprising the purchase and sale of Property.

	 Different Importers. Although AMC makes an effort 
to state in the catalogue if a Lot includes wines from different 
importers, failure to so state is not grounds for rescission of the 
sale of any Lot.

ix.	 Exercise any right or remedy against Buyer available to 
Seller; and

x.	 Assert any other rights or remedies available at law or in 
equity.

AMC may, in its discretion, exercise any one or more of the 
preceding remedies or any combination thereof.

f)	 Buyer’s Indemnity. Buyer shall indemnify, defend, and 
hold AMC, and its officers, directors, employees, and agents, 
harmless from any loss, expense (including attorneys’ fees and 
expenses, which shall be paid in advance), liability, costs, or 
damages incurred by reason of (i) any breach or alleged breach of 
any warranty herein or breach of this Agreement by Buyer, (ii) any 
inaccuracy of any certificate, document or instrument delivered 
by Buyer pursuant to or in connection with this Agreement, 
and (iii) any act or omission of Buyer, its agents or employees, 
adversely affecting Property. Buyer’s representations, warranties 
and indemnification will survive completion of the transactions 
contemplated in this Agreement.
