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DOMAINE MARQUIS D’ANGERVILLE
Volnay is Burgundy’s best-kept secret, and Domaine Marquis d’Angerville is its finest producer.  We are honored to present, for 
the first time ever, a direct consignment from the cellars of Marquis d’Angerville.

The history of Volnay runs deep throughout the roots of Burgundy.  During the middle ages, the wines of Volnay were served at 
the tables of the Dukes of Burgundy and Kings of France.  Legend says that French King Louis XI drank the wines of Volnay 
after defeating the Dukes of Burgundy in 1477.  In 1666, Claude Couchu, King Louis XIV’s steward, wrote in his memoirs 
that Volnay was the best wine of Burgundy.  Marquis D’Angerville is also deeply rooted in history and originally known as 
the Domaine du Clos des Ducs, which today is its most famous vineyard. The Clos des Ducs gets its name from an abandoned 
Domaine which once belonged to the famous Ducs de Bourgogne, powerful lords of the times.

The family origin of ownership starts at the beginning of the 19th century, when the Baron du Mesnil (Gullaume d’Angerville’s 
ancestor) acquired in 1804 the Clos des Ducs in Volnay. This vineyard was also surrounded by other vineyards in Caillerets, 
Taillepieds and Champans which were also acquired. At the death of the Baron, his son Eugene du Mesnil became the owner 
and eventually gave it (upon his death in 1888) to his grandnephew, the Marquis d’Angerville, who is the grandfather of the 
current owner, Guillaume d’Angerville.

The Marquis d’Angerville set the stages for it to become one of the most important Domaines in Burgundy.  He replanted most 
of the Domaine after the phylloxera crisis. He was also an ardent defender of “authentical” wines that led him to fight against 
the Negociant houses who had the bad habit of mixing different kinds of Volnay in one single blend. This led the Marquis 
d’Angerville to stop selling his wines to the Négociants and start bottling at the Domaine.  It also led him to start working with 
the United States.  His constant search for quality and authenticity pushed him to be one of the first to work and finally create 
the INAO (National Institute of Controlled Origins), which defines and regulates the appellations.  In essence, the Marquis’ 
work touched every producer in France today.

When the Marquis died, his son Jacques took over in 1952.  Jacques d’Angerville was a key figure in the Domaine’s history 
and grew the reputation of the Domaine, as well as elevating the name of Volnay and Burgundy wines.  Jacques d’Angerville 
oversaw 52 vintages and was proclamed a “major Vigneron of the 20th century” by the most famous French wine guide.

After a very successful career in banking, Guillaume d’Angerville succeeded his father in 2003 and is continuing the proud 
tradition of his father and grandfather.  Help us welcome Guillaume to New York City and the first ever offering direct from 
the cellars of Marquis d’Angerville!

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DOMAINE CHAVE
Domaine Chave is the embodiment of tradition and one of the finest and oldest Domaines in the world (Vignerons de Père en 
Fils depuis 1481). They have been around for almost six centuries, yes, six centuries!!!  The story started in which is now known 
as the Saint Joseph appellation, in the Ardèche village of Lemps where they started cultivating vines on the hill of Bachasson.  
The land was given to the family by the local Lord of the time as a reward.  It is only when phylloxera hit France in the 19th 
century that the family moved south (about 16 miles) to the Rhone Valley in the village of Mauves where the cellars are today. 
It was at this time that the ancestors started climbing the hill of the Hermitage.

Gerard Chave, Jean Louis’s father, took over the Domaine at the beginning of the 1970s and created the international reputation 
of the Domaine and also expanded the landholdings, bringing it to about 15 hectares. Jean Louis (who is the 16th generation!) 
joined his father in 1992 after his studies in oenology and business and has taken the Domaine to its greatest heights.  Outside 
of the négociant houses such as Chapoutier, Jaboulet and Cave de Tain l’Hermitage, the Chave family is the largest landowner 
on the hill of Hermitage.

The vines of Marsanne and Roussane used for the white are more than 70 years old and the Syrah used for red are almost 50 
years old.  One of the keys to the amazing quality of the wines is the work made in the terraced vineyards, leading to the quality 
of the grapes harvested.  Some have said that every Chave vineyard is like a “Japanese garden.”

Beginning in 1990, Chave began making tiny amounts of the Cuvée Cathelin, named after the artist Bernard Cathelin, who is 
a friend of the family who designed the label.  This wine is produced only in the most exceptional years, and has been made in 
1990, 1991, 1995, 1998, 2000, 2003, 2009 and 2010.

Jean-Louis has recently added two projects to the Chave story. A growing Négociant business called J-L Sélections, expanding 
the portfolio to offer more value and allow more people to discover the great winemaking style of the Domaine.  Something very 
close to his heart is his project in the historical terroir of Saint Joseph, where he has been reconstituting and planting for more 
than a decade a terraced vineyard in Bachasson where the family legend started. He also acquired in 2009 the Clos Florentin, 
which is the only Clos in Saint Joseph.  Stay tuned!

Domaine du Comte Liger-Belair is in a way a recent Domaine, as it was created by Louis-Michel Liger-Belair in 2000, but 
in reality this is an old and historical Domaine with more than 200 years of history and tradition in Burgundy and Vosne 
Romanée in particular.  In 1815, Louis Liger-Belair, one of Napoleon’s generals, acquired the chateau de Vosne Romanée. The 
Domaine started to grow with him and then his nephew that became his adopted son, Louis Charles. Louis Charles married 
Ludovie Marey from one of the most prominent Burgundy families, which owned famous vineyards and famous Négociants 
since the 18th century. When Comte Louis Charles died, the Domaine was about 60 hectares and included Monopoles such as 
La Romanée, La Tâche, La Grande Rue and also large parcels of Malconsorts, Chaumes, Reignots, Brulées, Suchots, and even 
some Clos Vougeot, Chambolle Musigny, Morey Saint Denis and also some Chambertin.

The Comte Henri Liger-Belair, grandson of Louis Charles, and the great grandfather of Louis Michel, died in 1924, and he 
left a wife and 10 children. When his wife died seven years later, the Domaine was sold at auction.  This is how La Tâche, Les 
Malconsorts and Les Brûlées left the family, so to speak. Later on, some of the family gathered together and managed to buy 
back La Romanée, Les Reignots and Les Chaumes.  Comte Henry Liger-Belair (Louis-Michel’s father) was a military man, 
becoming a decorated general and content to sell his family’s grapes off to other producers.  However, at the age of 8, Louis-
Michel told his parents he would like to revive the Domaine, and after completing his studies, that is exactly what he did.

For the last five years, we ave been able to proudly present wines from Comte Louis-Michel Liger-Belair and his wines in 
our Hong Kong auctions, exclusively for Acker Merrall & Condit.   Over these same five years, we have seen the legend of 
this once famed Domaine grow and surpass its previous reputation, thanks to the efforts of now Comte Louis-Michel Liger-
Belair.  Having studied with Henri Jayer, Louis-Michel has resurrected his family’s great Domaine to elite status in Burgundy 
again after beginning to make wine again in 2000.  Now, in most critics’ minds, and certainly the opinion of the World’s top 
wine collectors, Domaine du Comte Liger-Belair is one of the finest in Burgundy and hence the world. His access to incredible 
terroirs in Vosne Romanee have tickled the fancy and tastebuds of every Burgundy lover.   The market also has supported 
this notion, confirmed by the prices achieved for all of Louis Michel’s wines, especially La Romanee, one of Burgundy’s most 
revered vineyards, and one that actually looks down over that of the vineyard of Romanee-Conti itself!
