Clare Tomlinson Is Lovely In Lavender

This Camellia japonica dates back to the 1970’s when a
camellia icon by the name of Richard Dodd planted a huge
camellia-seedling garden on his farm in Marshallville,
Georgia. But to be historically accurate, the early plantings on
this farm began as far back as 1952. Since that time his wife,
Clare Dodd, now living in Macon, Georgia, invited then ACS
Horticulturist Tom Johnson to visit the farm and evaluate the
camellia seedlings. Shortly thereafter, Mr. Johnson chose
approximately 70 seedlings to duplicate and plant at Massee
Lane Gardens.

Over the last six years, ACS Staff had been keeping their
eye on this beautiful lavender camellia seedling. ACS Horti-
culture Specialist, William Khoury stated that “we chose to
evaluate this particular seedling due to the fact that it was a
profuse and consistent bloomer. Plus its unique lavender
color was eye catching. In fact, dependent on the weather, the
shades of lavender tend to vary. This was a truly unique
seedling worthy of an official cultivar registration.”

Tommy Alden of County Line Nursery helped in the regis-
tration process and now has this camellia in production at his
nursery. He hopes to have this camellia ready for sale in the
next two or three years.

When speaking with Clare Dodd about her Camellia
Jjaponica, she stated that she and her husband agreed years ago
to name this seedling after their granddaughter, Clare
Tomlinson. Hence this lovely lavender camellia is now a
registered Camellia japonica. Here is the official registration
information from the American Camellia Society about Clare
Tomlinson.

This 30-plus-year-old C. japonica was originated by Richard
Dodd of Marshallville, GA, registered by Clare Dodd of
Macon, GA and propagated by County Line Nursery of
Byron, GA

Bloom: The large to very large sized - 5.25" x 2.5" semi-
double to loose peony form flower is pink with strong
lavender cast. It has yellow anthers and white filaments. It is
a profuse bloomer. It has heavy petal texture with long lasting
flowers that fall in one piece.

Plant: The plant habit is upright and open. The growth rate
is average. The plant is suitable for landscaping and exhibition
uses.

Leaf: The medium green leaves average 3.75" x 2.5" with
medium serration.

Bloom season: Mid-season to Late.




A Lifetime of Camellias

A story of some of Bill and Molly Howell's
experiences in the world of Camellias,
as related to Diane and Marty Clark.

§] Bill Howell is one of several
: members of the Tidewater
Camellia Club in Wilmington,
NC, who have roots that go
g% deep, and broad in the coastal
g% soil, and who have accumu-
lated more growth rings than
we care to count. Each has a
unique initiation and story in
the world of Camellias. For
Bill, he recalls as a child ac-
companying his mother on a visit about every week to his Aunt
Betty’s. Aunt Betty would walk him out back to her Camellia gar-
den along a white picket fence. On each visit, he would be mes-
merized by the beauty and diversity of the remarkable plants and
blooms. Thus began an interest in growing things that has guided
him through career and hobbyist to this day. He recognized that to
maximize his pursuit of this interest, he needed to know a lot more
about agriculture. What better place for a boy of Pikeville than to
attend North Carolina State University?

Unfortunately, the high school in Pikeville did not offer College
Preparatory classes to facilitate his application to NCSU. By
demonstrating the qualities of foresight, fortitude and forbearance
that would also serve him well in the garden, he set out to transfer
to the high school in Goldsboro, which had the required curriculum.
Although it wasn't a trek through a foot of snow, uphill both ways,
it required Bill to bicycle, hitchhike, or in better times, ride with a
friend in a smoke-belching 1937 Ford Slantback. Always adapting
to the environment, he and his friend simply donned gas masks to
tolerate the ride—a small sacrifice to make to embark on the
adventure of Camellia growing.

Bill ensnared his lifelong beauty, in this case not a Camellia,
but a wonder, nonetheless, a hometown gal named Molly. Molly
loved flowers from an early age, too, and, “like to drive my




momma crazy,” since each year she had to have (at least) one new
cultivar.

Bill completed his study in agriculture, and became a county
agricultural agent. This prepared him for knowing and being
known by nurserymen/women, farmers, and gardeners across the
region. He became friends with a local Camellia enthusiast by the
name of Martin Schnibben, who introduced him to the
Tidewater Camellia Club. Martin Schnibben was the Club Secre-
tary and/or Treasurer for all but one year of the period from 1955 to
1972. His wife was the aunt of a man named Cole Porter, not the
singer but another Camellia enthusiast. Along with Henry Rehder,
these early club members enticed Bill to join the organization
he has been with since the 1950's. In that time, the club has includ-
ed such notables as Les Marbury, George Ross, Joseph Norwood,
Carl Allen, and Ogle Hess. Bill's short list of some of the best
regional growers he has known (not including current Tidewater
members, of course) included Joe Austin, Miles Beach and Elmer
Aycock. As to favorite Camellias, Bill says that Camellia reticu-
latas, hybrids and sports are getting prettier today, but you still can't
beat a nice Ville de Nantes. Although the Club was initially a
men's-only garden club, Bill led the recognition of the contributions
of women and introduced a motion to allow women members.
Like his choosing of Camellia — —
blooms, his timing (early 1970's) was |
impeccable, and he encountered only

one dissenting vote.

From the beginning of the
Tidewater Camellia Club, the high-
light of the season was the Camellia
Show. Camellia Shows have been
held by the Club, with a couple excep-
tions for snow, at least once a year
since 1953. Venues have ranged from
the City Recreation Center to various
churches, lodges, shopping centers,
banks, and schools. Bill's recollec-
tions go back to the days before ¥
plastic and polyfill became the domi- =5

to shows. Cups for display were made of glass, and recycled the
old-fashioned way, i.e., washed. Awards of silver cups, vases, and
plates were common. Display tables were covered with burlap.
Bill can assist his memory of these times because Martin Schnibben
and other early members understood the value of scrap-booking.
They kept Show Programs, membership lists, show sponsors,
pictures of members, show displays, and newspaper clippings.
Before the Internet, this was the “web” that tied together the treas-
ures of the past. From the scrapbooks we learn that the highlights
of the shows, in addition to the Camellias, included flower arrange-
ments, local beauty queens, school artwork, and sections devoted to
extensive bloom displays by regional nurserymen and professional
growers. As many as 3500 blooms were brought to shows in the
1960's. In 1968, Bill first served as Co-Chair for the Show. It
snowed all day.

Bill has always brought a fascinating collection of blooms to
Camellia Shows across the region, and taken home a hefty batch of
awards. Bill's own garden began modestly. He planted his first
camellia in 1955 at his home on Harbor Island (now Wrightsville
Beach). His current garden is just that, a garden. It is neither a
camellia forest, nor orchard, nor specimen collection. He has plant-
ed Camellias under and around a pleasing assortment of trees and
large shrubs, and accented them with perennials and annuals which
line brick, grass, and wooden paths around the house and into the
adjacent expanded garden area. The garden style is a natural one,
by a gardener who would not intend to insult artists, but nonethe-
less, “never cared much for statues.” Linking the past and present,
he has kept in the garden some vestige of the Civil War era salt
works lane that crossed the property, and has recycled bricks from
the old homestead for the paths. In the past, the garden was a popu-
lar stop on the local garden tour. Like many Camellia enthusiasts,
Bill has populated his collection with cultivars from local nurseries,
from Nuccio's Nurseries in California, from air layers, from his own
grafting efforts, and from a few seeds. The result has been a garden
that can provide in excess of seventy winning blooms in a Camellia
Show, all grown outdoors.

Although he spent much of his career advising growers on the
uses of, and later selling commercial fertilizers, he remains an advo-
cate of nature. In recent years, he has widely promoted the recy-
cling of hog waste into commercial fertilizers and soil amendments
(Dr. Campbell products), which reduces the adverse impacts on
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North Carolina rivers and streams. Bill has finally, after some 60
years, hung up his fertilizer representative hat. Recently, he has
registered new Camellias named after family members, including
Andrew, Allie, and Molly. He takes it a bit easier in the garden and
no longer generates blooms for Camellia shows. He and Molly,
however, were able to attend the 2013 Tidewater Fall Display
Show and continue to share his wealth of knowledge on Camellias
with all who listened. After all, as Bill said, “I never met a camellia
person I didn't like. They are always very friendly people.”

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A Need for Fall
Camellia Shows

By Bill Howell

There is a definite need for fall shows for the following reasons:

1.

Fall temperatures, except in rare very cold years, seldom
have freezing temperatures and are conducive to having
more undamaged Camellia blooms. Wind damage in fall
is minimal unless we’re having hurricane weather. From
December 10™ thru March 15", it takes only one night of
temperatures in the upper to lower 20s to permanently
damage buds showing color. Example: Tuesday night,
January 3, 2012, the temperature at 8:00pm was 33° and at
6:00am, Wednesday, January 4, 2012 it was 22°. This
extreme change in temperature damaged all blooms which
were open or buds half open. Sometimes spring tempera-
tures and weather are detrimental for outdoor camellia
blooms and make them very scarce in shows.

Blooms that normally open after the first of the year will
bloom with the use of giberellic acid after about six
weeks.

Some varieties such as Rena Swick, Rena Swick Var.,
Mary Agnes Patin, Mary Agnes Patin Var., Christmas
Beauty, Christmas Beauty Var. will have superior size,
form, and beauty than when they bloom at normal times.
The daytime temperature is pleasant and mild in the 60s,
or perfect in the 70s, thereby giving camellia growers
“spring fever” and wanting to put those beautiful camellia
blooms where the public can view them in shows.

. Clubs that sell plants, fertilizer, and compost have a much

better chance to sell these items in the mild temperatures.
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6. Exhibitors will be able to gib earlier and more often, and
have more blooms to exhibit in all shows. Gib sometimes
enhances the size and form of a bud that waits to bloom at
its normal time.

7. Exhibitors do not have to worry about Camellia Petal
Blight in the fall. This is a huge plus for growers in blight
-infested areas. Q

8. Face the real fact — When we start gibbing
blooms and camellia bushes are producing mag- ‘\
nificent, undamaged blooms, we not only want to »
see them ourselves, but also want to put them out &)

on the tables for the public to enjoy. ; i
