Committee, Frank Brownlee and mem­
bers of the Test Garden Committee
met with Dr. R. C. Edwards, President
of Clemson College and mem bers or
the Clemsoll Agricultural Departmen t
to make final plans for certain changes
in the responsibili ty for the operation
or th Test Garden and to work out
the details of an active program of re­
sear h and tests for the Garden.

The Camellia Test Garden has, in
the past, been under the care and sup­
el"l'ision o[ the Clem on Building and
Grounds Department. This depart­
ment is, of course, devoted to mainten­
anc rather than research, and it is felt
that the Department of griculture is
the logical del artment to handle the
desired research projects.

Fra n k Brownlee and his committee
have e1evoted much time and effort to
working out the details of a transfer of
respon ibility [or the Garden and this
transfer is 1l0W in the process of being
COllI pleted.

1. Camellia Flower Blight. s you
know Dr. Alexander is currently en­
gaged in work on this and is to keep
us advised as to progress made.
2. Cold Hardy . arieties. This will
involve not only test of cold hardy var­
ieties (especially tho e varieties classi­
fied in the \Vendell Levi rati ng system
as bei ng in Cla s I) but also any trea t­
ment or cultural handling that may
make a plant m re cold resistant. Also
studied would b winter injury and
what to do about it.
3. Fertilizer. This will cover actual
tests on duplicate plants of the same
variety using various type of fertilizer,
both organic and inorganic as well as
solid, liquid, et . Amount to use and
time of year as well as frequency will
also be covered .
4. Water. Thi will cover not only the
effect of natural rain or lack of it but
also irrigation and the use of mi t. It
will also cover m thoels and [requency
of watering container plant.
5. PH of Soil. Through tests the opti­
llllim P I will be d termined a well as
the degree or p rmissable \'<lriation.

Do you have some question about camellias you want answered? Something
along the line of the questions below?

Q. Most nurseries are now growing some camellias in tin cans. Some
people say these container camellias can be planted without taking them
out of the cans and others say take them out of the can before planting.
What do you recommend and why?
A. We definitely recommend taking out of the can before planting. In the
first place it would be a long, long time before the can would completely .rust
out, especially if it is a painted or treated can as most are. In the meantIme,
the roots would be growing round and round in the can and, even after the
can had rusted away, the roots would not spread out into the surrounding
soil as they would have if they had not been restricted in the can for so long.

In the second place, it would be difficult to control the soil moisture
since the roots could not draw on the surrounding soil for moisture. The planl
would therefore require frequent watering with the possibility of giving il
too much water or not enough.
Q. I have a friend who claims she can identify a camellia by looking at
the foliage. Is she pulling my leg?
A. Only the left leg. That is she can and she can't depending upon her know­
ledge of cameJJias anel their foliage.

No one call identify all varieties by the foliage but many observanl growers
can identify many varietie by the foliagc alone and the foliage is oflen used
as an idditional aid in identifying bloom.

There are of course no two leaves, even on the same plant, exactly alike.
however all leaves on the ame variety are basically the same. 'ome arieties
may have narrow leaves, some wide, some long, some shorr, some small, ollle
large and some deeply notched, et·. It is these differences that make it po Sible
lO tell one variety b the foliage.

However, lhis is po sible only when the leaf has some distinctive chaTtle­
I riSlic. Even then it is usually n cessary to see the leaves on the plant to gel
an idea of the average leaf f rm 'ince an individual leaf might not be represen­
lalive nough to enable y u lO id-nli(y the variety by just one leaf. For example
the ari t Kingyo-Tsllbaki, which is better known a Fishtail or Mel:maid, ?as
a distinctive plil at the tip of the leaf which makes it look exactly like a (1 h­
lail.

VVith regard to heat, we arc using
I\Va 5-kilowatt electric heaters wi th
thermostat control. These heaters do
1I0t come on unless the temperature
gets down to 40 0 or possibly 38°, and
a II that we try to do is maintain the
heat above freezing and never with the
idea of having what you might term a
"heated house".

Up to the time we installed these
electric heaters, we used two-burner
oil stoves which we were able to pur­
chase from a secondhand furniture
dealer for about 10.00 each. They did
a very good job at much less actual
cost than the electric currenl.

COMME T: From the above you call
see that there are many ways of heat­
ing a camellia greenhouse. Factors that
would determine your selection or a
heat source would be, what is available
in your own community, its co t conl­
pared to other types of hea t, and its
convenience.

While there is probably 011<; tcmper­
ature that would be ideal for growing
camellias no one can say for sure at
this time just what that temperatur<;
is, and as a practical matter. it is not
possible to mai n ta in the same temper­
ature both day and night. The warmer
the greenhouse the earlier the I'lowers
will bloom, although there is a limit
to how much they can be forced by
heat.

Actually keeping a greenhouse cool
is a greater problem than keeping it
warm for, even in the middle of the
winter, if the sun is shining the tem­
perature in a greenhouse can get up to
the eighties and above if the house is
not properly ven ti lated a nd shaded.

To SUIlI up, a camellia greenhouse is
IlOt a hot house. All that is necessary
is enough heat to keep it above 32 0

alld enough shade and ventilation to

keep it below 60 0 if possi ble, a nd you
will be able to grow beautiful [lowers.

Beginner's Corner

When To Buy. The answer to ""'hen
to graft?" has often been gi \'en as,
"vVhen you get a scion you want and
have the understock." The answer to
""Vhen to buy a camellia)" could he
given as "\Vhen you sec a plant you
want and have the money," \Vhile In
a general way this may be trlle there
arc some times of the year when it is
better than others to buy,

Container grown plants can of course
be bought any month in the year but
plants which have to be dug should be
bought only during the dorma n t I:all
or winter months. Of course you can
buy plants and have them tagged at
any time with the understanding that
they will be dug and delivered during
the dormant season,

During the period that is satisfactory
for buying and planting there arc twO
particular periods that are best. each
for a different reasoll.

Fall is the best time to bu)' as far as
getting the plant in the g-round and
getting it established. The reason lor
this is that, cven thollgh lhe part 01 the
plant that is above the grollnd is not
growing, the pan that is ullder I. he
ground or the roots will put on (Oil'
siderable growth during On, :111(1 No\'.

3. A majority felt that judges should be required to attend a school and/or
take a test before being accredited.

In view of this it is felt that a program along this line should be set lip
though not to the degree as followed by Garden Clubs in ac rediting arrange­
ment judges.

4. A majority felt that the judges should be required to judge a certain number
of shows in order to remain accredited judges. It was I'elt that many are judges
just for the prestige of being a judge and seldom if ever judg'c at shows.

In view of this it is felt that all judges should be required to judge at least
~ shows in three years. This is not an unreasonable requirement and if a judge
does not judge that often he is probably not needed (IS a judge.

5. A majority felt that there should be a division for Best in Show for blooms
over 4" and for blooms under 4". It is obvious from the ans,""er to question
number 8, as well as from observation of show winners, that unless some form
of recognition is given to the smaller blooms the biggest bloom will, in most
cases, be selected as Best in Show.

In view of this it is felt that all shows should be encouraged to have a Best
in Show class for blooms under 4".

6. About the same number felt that judges should be limited to the area
where they judged when selecting blooms to be considered for Best in Show
<IS [elt that the judges should be permitted to select blooms from anywhere in
the show.

In view 01' this it is felt that this should be left up to th individual show
t instruct judges as to their preference in the mann I' o[ sel cting- blooms.

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At Last: Help For Camellia Growers-number of blooms to be considered for Kest in Show "ncl, if this is the case,
then some control must be exercised over the number of blooms each judge or
team of judges select for Best in Show consideration,

In vicw of this it is felt that this should be left ufJ Lo the individual show
but as a nlatter of practical control there should be some limit set.

3. A majority felt that judges should be required to attend a school and/or
take a test before being accredited.

In view of this it is felt that a program along this line should be set lip
though not to the degree as followed by Garden Clubs in ac rediting arrange­
ment judges.

4. A majority felt that the judges should be required to judge a certain number
of shows in order to remain accredited judges. It was I'elt that many are judges
just for the prestige of being a judge and seldom if ever judg'c at shows.

In view of this it is felt that all judges should be required to judge at least
~ shows in three years. This is not an unreasonable requirement and if a judge
does not judge that often he is probably not needed (IS a judge.

5. A majority felt that there should be a division for Best in Show for blooms
over 4" and for blooms under 4". It is obvious from the ans,""er to question
number 8, as well as from observation of show winners, that unless some form
of recognition is given to the smaller blooms the biggest bloom will, in most
cases, be selected as Best in Show.

In view of this it is felt that all shows should be encouraged to have a Best
in Show class for blooms under 4".

6. About the same number felt that judges should be limited to the area
where they judged when selecting blooms to be considered for Best in Show
<IS [elt that the judges should be permitted to select blooms from anywhere in
the show.

In view 01' this it is felt that this should be left up to th individual show
t instruct judges as to their preference in the mann I' o[ sel cting- blooms.

7. Opinion was again about evenly divided as to whether judges should be
limited in the number of blooms they could 'eject I'or consideration for Best
in Show. r\ majority however, thought that there should b a limit on the

Beginner's Corner

When To Buy. The answer to ""'hen
to graft?" has often been gi \'en as,
"vVhen you get a scion you want and
have the understock." The answer to
""Vhen to buy a camellia)" could he
given as "\Vhen you sec a plant you
want and have the money," \Vhile In
a general way this may be trlle there
arc some times of the year when it is
better than others to buy,

Container grown plants can of course
be bought any month in the year but
plants which have to be dug should be
bought only during the dorma n t I:all
or winter months. Of course you can
buy plants and have them tagged at
any time with the understanding that
they will be dug and delivered during
the dormant season,

During the period that is satisfactory
for buying and planting there arc twO
particular periods that are best. each
for a different reasoll.

Fall is the best time to bu)' as far as
getting the plant in the g-round and
getting it established. The reason lor
this is that, cven thollgh lhe part 01 the
plant that is above the grollnd is not
growing, the pan that is ullder I. he
ground or the roots will put on (Oil'
siderable growth during On, :111(1 No\'.

If you will follow the simple rules
outlined above there is no reason why,
even the most innocen t begin ner,
should have any unfavorable experi­
ences as he starts a camellia collection
or buys a plant or two for hi yard.

VVith regard to heat, we arc using
I\Va 5-kilowatt electric heaters wi th
thermostat control. These heaters do
1I0t come on unless the temperature
gets down to 40 0 or possibly 38°, and
a II that we try to do is maintain the
heat above freezing and never with the
idea of having what you might term a
"heated house".

Up to the time we installed these
electric heaters, we used two-burner
oil stoves which we were able to pur­
chase from a secondhand furniture
dealer for about 10.00 each. They did
a very good job at much less actual
cost than the electric currenl.

COMME T: From the above you call
see that there are many ways of heat­
ing a camellia greenhouse. Factors that
would determine your selection or a
heat source would be, what is available
in your own community, its co t conl­
pared to other types of hea t, and its
convenience.

While there is probably 011<; tcmper­
ature that would be ideal for growing
camellias no one can say for sure at
this time just what that temperatur<;
is, and as a practical matter. it is not
possible to mai n ta in the same temper­
ature both day and night. The warmer
the greenhouse the earlier the I'lowers
will bloom, although there is a limit
to how much they can be forced by
heat.

Actually keeping a greenhouse cool
is a greater problem than keeping it
warm for, even in the middle of the
winter, if the sun is shining the tem­
perature in a greenhouse can get up to
the eighties and above if the house is
not properly ven ti lated a nd shaded.

To SUIlI up, a camellia greenhouse is
IlOt a hot house. All that is necessary
is enough heat to keep it above 32 0

alld enough shade and ventilation to

keep it below 60 0 if possi ble, a nd you
will be able to grow beautiful [lowers.

Do you have some question about camellias you want answered? Something
along the line of the questions below?

Q. Most nurseries are now growing some camellias in tin cans. Some
people say these container camellias can be planted without taking them
out of the cans and others say take them out of the can before planting.
What do you recommend and why?
A. We definitely recommend taking out of the can before planting. In the
first place it would be a long, long time before the can would completely .rust
out, especially if it is a painted or treated can as most are. In the meantIme,
the roots would be growing round and round in the can and, even after the
can had rusted away, the roots would not spread out into the surrounding
soil as they would have if they had not been restricted in the can for so long.

In the second place, it would be difficult to control the soil moisture
since the roots could not draw on the surrounding soil for moisture. The planl
would therefore require frequent watering with the possibility of giving il
too much water or not enough.
Q. I have a friend who claims she can identify a camellia by looking at
the foliage. Is she pulling my leg?
A. Only the left leg. That is she can and she can't depending upon her know­
ledge of cameJJias anel their foliage.

No one call identify all varieties by the foliage but many observanl growers
can identify many varietie by the foliagc alone and the foliage is oflen used
as an idditional aid in identifying bloom.

There are of course no two leaves, even on the same plant, exactly alike.
however all leaves on the ame variety are basically the same. 'ome arieties
may have narrow leaves, some wide, some long, some shorr, some small, ollle
large and some deeply notched, et·. It is these differences that make it po Sible
lO tell one variety b the foliage.

However, lhis is po sible only when the leaf has some distinctive chaTtle­
I riSlic. Even then it is usually n cessary to see the leaves on the plant to gel
an idea of the average leaf f rm 'ince an individual leaf might not be represen­
lalive nough to enable y u lO id-nli(y the variety by just one leaf. For example
the ari t Kingyo-Tsllbaki, which is better known a Fishtail or Mel:maid, ?as
a distinctive plil at the tip of the leaf which makes it look exactly like a (1 h­
lail.

There is alw<tys a reasoll why new
ideas evolve, and sometime blossom

It was of COUl"S a very impressive
visit but I took very little stock of it un­
til years later when "Foli.ar feeding"
became a new inovation and "Mist
Propagation" surplanted an older sys­
tem.
