The UK'’s largest specialist mail order supplier of garden plants
offering the widest choice of trees, shrubs, herbaceous and conservatory
plants many of which are rareand exclusive to Burncoose Nurseries.

Dear Customer

Our website continues to generate dramatic growth in Burncoose’s MAIL ORDER business.
Astonishingly 71% of the visitors to our website have never done so before so our marketing
strategy must be working. Many now visit our website for advice and information and our popular
‘How to care for’ sections are some of the most widely visited pages on our site.

The fact that 72% of our orders now come direct from the internet rather than by post or telephone
makes us question for how much longer we need to produce 30,000 free full colour pictorial
catalogues and mail them to customers and enquirers alike. However we feel that our paper catalogue
is still not far from the reach of serious gardeners when they are ordering online. We will however
be reviewing this in future years if the growth in internet orders continues.

The Government has set targets for the total abolition of the use of peat in horticulture. These are
2020 for the amateur market and 2030 for professional growers. While we support these aspirations
in principle they completely ignore the threat to our UK horticultural industry that these ‘targets’
actually pose.

There is currently no viable or affordable alternative to peat available in the market. The millions of
pounds that are needed to fund research into alternatives are not coming from the Government.
Nor is the research money being spent by those who are most vociferous in demanding change; the
supermarkets, the National Trust and the ‘green’ lobby generally.

The fact remains that you cannot grow Ericaceous plants (e.g. rhododendrons, camellias, magnolias
and the majority of trees and shrubs which we grow) without a peat based compost. The coir, bark
and green compost wastes which have been tried as alternatives to peat do work in part for some
bedding plants. However they simply do NOT enable us to grow ericaceous plants even if the price
was comparable (or lower) than peat which it is not.

If the Coalition targets were being adopted throughout Europe that would be something but they are
not. In Germany, for instance, 85% of the peat extracted is burnt in power stations. The Dutch
growers do not consider it an issue worth discussing and are rubbing their hands with glee at the
extra business they may obtain if UK nurseries go to the wall as a result of a peat ban.

So when you next see an offshoot of the Climate Change lobby calling for ‘sustainable’ use of peat
(i.e. a ban) please be aware of the threat which this actually poses to what you may be able to grow
in your gardens as opposed to the rest of Europe.

We hope that your garden has recovered from the ravages of the cold winter in 2010/11, survived the
early summer drought and will benefit from something interesting and new from our 2012 catalogue.
As usual there are many new plants for you to investigate and try.

With many thanks to all those thousands of existing and new customers who ordered from us in
2011. Please keep the orders flowing!

Despite the casualties from the winter of 2010/11 proteas are much
easier to grow than many people imagine and can readily be grown
outside in milder areas PROVIDING the soil is very free draining,
acidic and low in nutrients (ie no fertiliser containing phosphates).
Full sun and a south facing slope would be ideal. To avoid proteas
getting wet feet it is helpful to plant them on a raised mound and
add bark or grit for improved drainage.

‘Candy Cane’ - Erect tepals (petals) in three whorls. The outer whorl is rose
fading to white and with a rose stripe. The middle whorl is darker and the

JUGLANS ailanthifolia - Handsome leaves which can be up to 3 feet long.

LAURELIOPSIS philippiana - A rare evergreen tree suitable for milder climates

LEPTOSPERMUM nitidum - Suitable for heavy shade and moist soils this frost
hardy species has white flowers with green centres and large round seed
heads.

MYOPORUM laetum - Compact bright green shrub with fleshy leaves.
Small inconspicuous white flowers with purple spots are followed by clusters

MYRSINE africanus - Slow growing upright shrub with glossy dark green
leaves edged with teeth.
