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Principal’s Report

Above the entrance to our College are the words 
‘Enter to Learn, Leave to Serve’. Thirty-two years after 
commencing as a student here, I find my journey 
continues from being a College student to the current 
College Principal and caretaker of FDMC. Having started 
in 1989, I feel extremely privileged to lead in a place 
where we educate students for life and produce Good 
College Men. It is our responsibility to make our school 
a place where we share the Good News of Jesus Christ 
within a Catholic environment, in keeping with the 
courageous Father Francis Douglas and the persistent 
spirit of the Lasallian tradition. 
 
Our school is a busy place. It caters for 763 students, 87 
of them boarders, and it employs over one hundred 
staff to cater for all aspects of its operations. Lasallian 
ethos has engendered a practical spirituality among the 
staff and students and it permeates life in the school 
and hostel communities. Slogans of ‘Faith, Service and 
Community’, ‘St John Baptist De La Salle pray for us’, 
and Live Jesus in our hearts forever’, are used daily. It 
reminds us of who we are and what we stand for as a 
community.
 
The powerhouse of any school is of course its staff. 
When success occurs in a school or hostel, the presence 
of amenable students and supportive parents are a big 
help but the main determinant is the staff – their skills, 
their dedication and their generosity are all crucial in the 
growth of our Good College Men. I am grateful for the 
way staff serve to make College a more human place 
where boys are able to be boys in the best sense. As 
a consequence our students have a deep affection for 
our school and generally see their needs being met in a 
satisfying manner.
 
We are in the business of helping families to build Good 
College Men and in the process we grow to love your 
sons and we often hear about how much they love 
being here as students.
 
Apart from the warmth of relationships that exist in 
the place, there are other indicators of our school’s 
success. With parent and community help, our students 
have raised money for our Lasallian twinned school 
in Pakistan, contributed to Caritas and supported 
Foodbank and Breakfast In Schools. Our service to other 
organisations throughout Taranaki is testament to who 
we are as a community.
 
On the academic front we had excellent NCEA results, 
with pass rates of 99% at Level 1 and 96% at Level 2. We 
have maintained a high percentage of students moving 
on to tertiary studies and staying the distance, while at 
the same time catering more than we ever have, for 
students more suited to transition into the workforce 
and trade training.
 
On a personal level, I owe much to the support of Melinda 
Stevenson, Anna Zsigovits-Mace, Nick Taylor, Heta Smith 

and Diana Blair on a daily basis. I am especially grateful 
for the efforts of old boy and new Deputy Principal 
Tony Williams who has proven that his capabilities and 
passion for our College has made him an excellent 
choice. I would also like to acknowledge the support 
of David Leuthart and his Board of Trustees; Brendan 
Atrill and his hostel committee; and Lynne Williams and 
her PTA. The support of Boards and PTA is an ongoing 
strength of the College. 
 
With the departure of staff we will once again lose 
institutional knowledge and the part of their soul they 
put into this College. To departing staff Peter Cayzer, 
Christel Chapman (20 years), Shintaro Kirkcaldie, Karen 
Maclean (30 years), Jeanne Marshall and Sally O’Neill, 
I say thank you for touching hearts, teaching minds 
and transforming lives and express gratitude for the 
assistance this year of Nikita Butler, Neil Imrie, Erik 
Noack and Shannon Walden. We have welcomed Lara 
Churchill-Read, Kerry Gilmour, Scott Murfitt and Jamie 
Read to our staff and I thank them for the value they 
have added here at the College.
 
It has been our privilege as a staff here at FDMC to have 
worked with your son. Boys are wonderful in so many 
ways and it is a great pleasure to work among them.
 
To you boys - be thankful for all your caregivers have 
done to bring you to this day, expect to change the 
world, look after your mates, keep working hard at 
developing into a better man, look forward to being a 
good partner, friend, father, and take Jesus with you as 
your best friend. In short, be a Good College Man.

Lasallian Character is alive within the College community.

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Lasallian Youth Leadership Camp

Francis Douglas Memorial College in New Plymouth, 
John Paul College in Rotorua, and De La Salle College 
in Mangere, Auckland are the three Lasallian schools in 
Aotearoa.

After dinner on Day Three we had gathered leaders 
from previous years and the Leaders’ Panel was a huge 
success.

Finally, we awoke to the last day of our camp. After 
breakfast and tidying we gathered one last time in the 
Chapel for a liturgy of anointing and blessing.

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Year 13 Biology
The year started with a study on the slater/woodlouse 
Porcellio scaber. It was decided to study Porcellio in 
2021 so that students would be able to continue their 
investigations at home if New Zealand was subjected 
to a lockdown before the completion of the study. 
Fortunately there was no early lockdown and the studies 
were completed at school in Term 1. Each student was 
given a container for culturing his own collection of 
woodlice and a weekend to collect a twenty specimens 
and Lab 4 housed 17 slater collections. The students’ 
enjoyed checking up on their ‘pets’ daily and ensuring 
that the substrate was sufficiently damp with sufficient 
food. The study of AS 91603, Plant and Animal Responses 
to their external environment, provided the theoretical 
background for practical investigations on the slaters’ 
orientation responses for the internal AS 91601. With the 
completion of five milestones and teacher guidance, all 
students achieved the standard. 

In Term 2 the students researched the question: ‘Should 
it be compulsory for all New Zealanders to be vaccinated 
against Covid-19?’ for the socio-scientific internal AS 
91602. The students researched the biological concepts, 
implications and different opinions related to Covid-19 
while the Covid-19 pandemic rapidly spread across the 

Biology

world. A highlight of the study was the visit on Thursday 13 
May by Dr Unre Rapley, who addressed the students on 
the Corona virus and answered the students’ questions. 
Because of the relevance to New Zealanders’ everyday 
lives, the students engaged enthusiastically in the topic.

A major focus was to provide many opportunities for 
practical investigation to reinforce/master the theory. 
Apart from the investigations on the slaters for AS 91601, 
the students enjoyed investigating plant responses 
to light and gravity, extracting DNA, calculating gene 
frequencies, ‘selecting’ coloured ‘stick insects’, and 
practising the making of stone age tools. 

Term 3 was interrupted by a three-week lockdown due 
to the Delta outbreak in Auckland. The study of AS 91606 
on ‘Trends in Human Evolution’ was completed online 
with weekly Google Meets, resources and assessments 
through the Google classroom. The students adapted 
well and had the opportunity to practice NCEA type 
answers online. 

Due to the lockdown the preliminary exams and NZQA 
exams were pushed back a fortnight. This made it 
possible to complete all the topics in preparation for the 
exams and to prove ample time for revision. 
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This year was the first in many that a full programme 
from Y9-13 has been run at FDMC. Primary Industries 
Y9-13 has become a practical, hands-on subject where 
students participate in the daily running of the school 
farm and gardens. Here are some highlights:
 
Y9’s
These 8 week module students enjoyed being a part 
of the day to day running of the farm. They have been 
maintaining the riparian planting around the drains on 
the farm, propagated plants from seed and cuttings, 
built seed raising boxes from recycled pallets, weeded 
the veggie gardens and helped clear the main driveway 
for the new planting. It’s great to see lots of hands on 
work for these young men, and plenty of smiles on their 
faces.
 
Y10’s
We have looked at the many opportunities available 
in terms of further education and employment in the 
primary sector, and completed papers towards Level 
1 credits in this area. Students spent time planting 
vegetables and eco-sourced native seeds, planting our 
seed potatoes and maintaining the veggie gardens, 
working out break fence sizes, erecting temporary 
fences, termination knots, propagating plants from 
seed and cuttings, along with setting traps on the school 
farm. 
 
Y11’s
This class has been privileged to be the first group 
through the FDMC Primary Industries Trades Academy. 
Along with this came many different opportunities 
to explore the variety of careers available within the 
Primary Industries in New Zealand. The highlights have 
been the many field trips that added a real world aspect 

to what we were learning in class - trips included: Robotic 
Milking farm - Egmont Village, Herd home - Frankley 
Road, Silver Fern Farms - Waitotara, Mr Apple - Hastings, 
Horticultural Fieldays - Hawkes Bay, EIT Vineyard - 
Hawkes Bay, Central Districts Fieldays - Palmerston 
North, Rural Games - Palmerston North. We have also 
been lucky enough to have old boys Chris Loft and Tom 
Sifleet come and give us some of their time to work with 
the students and teach them tying fence knots, break 
feeding and setting up temporary electric fences.
 
Y12/13’s
These students have also been focusing on their practical 
work. Most have successfully raised 150 native seedlings, 
successfully maintained two crops in the hydroponic 
systems, have completed their planting practicals this 
year and learnt about hazards in the rural workplace and 
how best to manage these. All the best to the students 
from this class who are heading off on the next step of 
their journey at the end of this year. Thank you for your 
input to the AgriDome during your years at the College.
 
Lockdown
The lockdown certainly threw a spanner in the works 
with people being forced home for three weeks. It did 
however give our farming students the opportunity to 
spend valuable time on the farm - helping mum and 
dad - and I know parents were very grateful to have the 
extra pair of hands during the busy calving and lambing 
period. It was great to hear the many stories of what 
the boys had been doing on the farm during lockdown. 
Simply put, there is no better way to learn!

Health/Home Economics. This proved popular with 
year 13’s and they enjoyed the practical aspects of the 
course and learning some new recipes to help with their 
aspirations and plans for next year.

STAR
STAR funding is invaluable, particularly in designing 
individual courses and putting students at the centre of 
decision making. It enables students to do a range of 
courses outside of school, either by distance learning or 
through a course with other educational providers.
 
In 2021 STAR funding was used for Agriculture, Animal 
Care, Animation, Automotive, Barista, Business Studies, 
Chainsaw, Digital, Economics, First Aid, Electrical, Film 
Making, Forklift, Health and Safety, Health Science, 
Hospitality, Horticulture, Fitness Outdoor Education 
Recreation and Sport, Tourism, Trapping and Welding.

WITT Taster ( STAR)
In term 2 and 3 a number of year 11’s had the opportunity 
to participate in some short taster courses at WITT. 
The boys selected a course according to their interest 
from the following Electrical, Automotive, Mechanical 
Engineering and Welding. Our students thoroughly 
enjoyed the experience and gained some valuable 
credits. Below is some feedback from our students:

“The course was really fun and helped me improve my 
skills. It was very beneficial”.
 
“I enjoyed it a lot, I learnt a lot of new skills that will be 
needed for a job that has anything to do with machinery. 
Overall the course was great.
 
“The Witt Star Course was really well run. I learnt lots 
about the mechanical side of moving parts and how 
they fit together simultaneously. I enjoyed learning about 
engines and problems and how to resolve issues around 
them. It was very beneficial towards me as it gave me an 
insight into what mechanical engineering is all about”.

Learner Me Taranaki Tech Academy
Three students attended the Taranaki Tech Academy, 
and spent one day a week for three terms at the Learner 
Me New Plymouth campus. The students will earn up to 
20 NZQA credits at Level 3. The experience they’ll gain 
and the skills they’ll learn will be a perfect building block 
for a future career in the tech sector.
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Chainsaw Course
The April school holidays saw ten students complete a 
three day Chainsaw Course. We want to acknowledge 
Ted Jenkins, the tutor who is an absolute legend. This 
was Ted’s last course that he will take for us. He has now 
retired at the age of 81. Ted has been outstanding with 
our students over a number of years.

Yoobee (STAR)
In the April holidays Ashton Riri-Kenny attended an Intro 
to Filmmaking and in the July holiday Corbyn Jensen 
attended a 3D Animation Course as part of Yoobee’s 
holiday programmes.
 
“I would highly recommend students who are interested 
in graphic design to take this course as it is a great 
opportunity to meet new people and learn new skills. The 
tutor there was patient and was able to help me when I 
was finding certain parts difficult “.

University Papers (STAR)
Both the University of Canterbury’s STAR Programme 
and Waikato’s Unistart STAR programme offer Year 13 
students the opportunity to complete university papers 
while still at school. These online extension programmes, 
once successfully completed, can be credited towards 
a relevant undergraduate degree at the University 
offering the papers or (usually) at another University as 
well. These papers, while challenging for the student, are 
a great way to make a start on their tertiary studies as 
well as giving them a taste of what it takes to succeed 
at University.

This year we had six Year 13’s complete a paper through 
Waikato University’s Unistart programme, with some 
outstanding results. We had students complete the 
following papers:

Three Year 13 students enrolled in a not for credit “Intro 
to Chemistry “paper through Otago University to help 
strengthen their chemistry knowledge.

We managed to get in a couple 
of visits to Taranaki Base Hospital until Covid restrictions 
meant they had to stop.

RYPEN (Rotary Youth Programme of Enrichment)

EE2E (Engineering Education to Employment) 
This year we had 2 Year 13 students enrolled in EE2E 
studying one morning a week in Terms 1 - 3 to complete 
one paper of the New Zealand Diploma in Engineering 
(NZDE). This also gains them 8 NCEA credits at Level 3. 
EE2E is designed for students who are competent in 
Physics and Maths, and who are considering a Diploma 
or Degree in Engineering.

Career Pathway Programme CPP (C Dub)
We started the year with 20 students, however Caleb Clark 
decided school wasn’t for him and left us early in Term 
1 followed shortly after by Cullen Hurley (Engineering 
apprenticeship), Tyler Griggs (Diesel apprenticeship), 
and Sam Godfrey (Glazing apprenticeship) who left 
during Term 2.

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Adventure Racing… The Sport for the brave, the strong, 
the wild, and the driven. Adventure Racing Comprises 
running, trekking, mountain biking, kayaking, rafting, 
climbing and almost every other outdoor activity you 
can think of. Spanning durations from 6, to 12, to 24 
hours, without sleep or reprieve, all codes are centred 
around the critical navigational prowess and strategy of 
a team. It truly challenges you beyond what you thought 
imaginable. It tests your endurance, your mental 
strength, and your ability to continue to push onwards 
though the most adverse of circumstances without 
losing sight of the goal. This sport traverses some of 
New Zealand’s most incredible and inaccessible scenery 
and spans vast kilometres. Athletes achieve the ultimate 
feeling of triumph and accomplishment when they 
cross the finish line intact, having left it all out there in 
the wilderness of New Zealand.

This year has held many triumphs for the FDMC 
Adventure Racing Team. We began our crusade with The 
Marokopa Munter adventure race. Despite a gruelling 24 
hours of no sleep, dying headlamps and fatigued limbs, 
we managed to pass much of the adult and student 
competitors, making our way to place 4th overall and 1st 
in the student category. 
 
We took to the next challenge; the GO-4-12 Adventure 
Race. This race holds the title of New Zealand Secondary 
Schools Adventure Racing Championship. This was one 
of the biggest events on the calendar, providing us 
with a shot at a very notable achievement. With this in 
mind we took to the challenge with clear dedication 
and focus. Starting in the wee hours of the morning our 
team of Heath Waayer, Rhys Price, Robert Morgan and 
Anthony Young jostled their way to the front of the pack 
of 50 or so teams. on the start line. Coming out of the 
run we had a tenuous lead of a single minute out in first 
place. We strove on looking to lengthen the lead while 
the opportunity was presented. We managed to put the 
power down and eat up the kilometers as we reached 
the next transition. 

Entering the final bike leg we were neck and neck but 
with spurring from their handler they began to edge 

away as we had done previously. Bikes were pushed and 
tow ropes offered as we entered the final stages of the 
race. Knowing the direness of the situation we blitzed 
though the challenges and took off on our final rogaine. 
Digging into the deepest of reserves, our charge to 
the finish line began. With no idea about the relative 
positioning of NPBHS due to differing decision making 
we had everything to win and everything to lose. 
Sprinting along the flat in a last ditch effort we saw them 
up ahead. Coming back towards us. They had cooked it. 
Missing a checkpoint off of their route, they had saved 
time and lost essential points required to beat us. The 
title was ours! After around 100kms of hectic raing. Thus 
we had our post race interview with sky sport and stood 
proud atop the podium having taken the title of National 
Secondary School Adventure Racing Champions from 
NPBHS for the first time in 15 years. 

We continued our conquest and made our way to the 
North Island Hillary Challenge Qualifier. Coupled with 
Sacred Heart, our team of 8 had to place in the top 
three to guarantee a place in the Hillary Challenge 
Final. Our preparation paid off and we placed 1st by a 
significant margin in a hard fought race against time and 
ourselves. This confirmed our position as a contender 
for the Hillary Challenge Final coming later in the year. 

Our success continued and we triumphed at both 
the Rangitikei and Whangamata 12hr adventure races 

Adventure Racing
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continuing our winning streak. Alongside these races 
our training for the Hillary Final began to ramp up. 
Consisting of several evenings during the week and 
weekends spent up the mountain and exploring the 
fringes of Taranaki’s impressive geography

Five days of racing consisting of two days worth of 
physical challenges followed by two days of gruelling 
expedition on mountains Ruapehu, Tongariro and 
Ngauruhoe, and finally a 60km multisport race to finish 
the week off. We began the week well working through 
the challenges, managing to position ourselves in the 
upper portion of the pack. lower checkpoints with 
our remaining time. We pushed through the day as 
conditions improved and boots gained weight. A final 
effort led us to the finish line with 15minutes to spare 
having given it our all. 

After a night of deep sleep the start line of the Multisport 
race rose to meet us. We started strong on the paddle, 
transitioning quickly to the run, starting in 2nd then 
moving back into 3rd. Our weeks of training began to 
show as we powered through the initial 10km of running 
and moved onto the bike tow ropes on hand from 
the start. Smashing out the 30kms with 2nd firmly in 
our sights just around every corner. The final 12km was 
desperate as we ran with constant acknowledgement of 
those both in front and behind us. Forcing ourselves to 
continue we just did not stop and reached the finish line 
with the best feeling of accomplishment finishing 2nd. 
Overall we ended up placing 5th out of the 12 teams, not 
quite as high as hoped, but without disappointment. A 
testament to the effort put in and satisfaction of trying 
our best.
