hat an exciting time for
Gamma Phi Beta! 1 feel hon

ored to have had the opportunity to
serve as Grand President during this
historic time in our 111 year history
as the dream of a Sorority owned

permanent home office becomes a

reality.
Directed by the resolution of the

1984 Convention delegates, Grand
Council initiated a study of the fea

sibility, costs, advantages and dis

advantages of a Sorority owned
International headquarters. Karen
Wander Kline (iowa St.), immediate

past Grand President, prepared this

analysis. She presented her findings
and an innovative avenue for financ

ing the project at a joint meeting of
Grand Council, the Foundation
Board of Trustees and the Endow
ment-Loan Board.
That meeting resulted in a com

mitment to owning a permanent
home office and enthusiasm for a

fundraising campaign to endow an

educational development fund with
in the Foundation. This new fund
will free the Sorority's present en

dowment to finance a headquarters
facility.
The 1986 Convention serves as a

kickoff for the $850,000 Founda
tion Capital Endowment Campaign.
it is a major step forward for Gam
ma Phi Beta and, by taking it, we

demonstrate our faith in the future

growth of our Sisterhood.
Public relations was another 1984

resolution which received top pri
ority during the biennium. It has
been Grand Council's belief that

Gamma Phi Beta's image is direct

ly related to the self-esteem of
members and chapters, particularly
collegiate chapters. Much of the So

rority's efforts have been aimed in
that direction.
The refinement and expansion of

our international rush consultant

program is designed to help chap
ters with high potential improve
their image through excellence in
rush.

Reorganizations of struggling
chapters have met with remarkable
success. At Florida State and Michi

gan State, Gamma Phi Beta chap
ters are thriving and growing as a

result of international reorganiza
tion rushes and continuing special
assistance. In light of these suc

cesses, the groundwork has been
laid for reorganizations during the
next three years at Syracuse, Mary
land, Texas Tech, Vanderbilt and
William and Mary.
Grand Council is convinced that

the considerable volunteer hours
and dollars spent to save existing
chapters through reorganizations
are well worth it. The rewards are in
creased self-esteem for members
and an improved public image for
Gamma Phi Beta.
In addressing the other 1984 Con

vention resolutions:
�PACE packets on eating disor

ders have been distributed to more

than 100 colleges and universities,
and made available for alumnae

groups to distribute to local high
schools.
�A program designed to address

the needs and concerns of elderly

sisters is in the planning stages.
�Legacy procedures and educa

tion have been researched by an ad
hoc committee. Its recommenda
tions are printed in the Convention

Report of International Officers.
�The Research Committee's

study of alumnae taxes resulted in

suggestions on timing of mailings.
�The Collegiate Department has

distributed suggestions for nonde-
nominational biblical readings and
has developed the collegiate stand
ards program.
� improvements in Convention

scheduling, credentials and advance
information to chapters have been

accomplished.
�An aggressive extension pro

gram has resulted in new chapters
at Alma College, (Jniversity of San

Diego, Creighton Gniversity and
Gnion College. Gamma Rho Chapter
at Gniversity of Wisconsin-Oshkosh
and Delta Chapter at Boston Gniver

sity were both rechartered during
the biennium. Of equal importance
is the groundwork laid for future
colonizations at targeted schools,
and the addition of 18 new alumnae

groups.
�Extra attention has been given

to the southeastern region of the
G.S. through special help to existing
chapters, reorganizations and the
addition of five new alumnae groups
in that area.
Besides actions prompted by

Convention resolutions, much that
is innovative and worthwhile has
taken place during the past bi
ennium.
Increased contributions to the

Foundation have allowed more fi
nancial assistance for scholarships,
fellowships and camping related

philanthropies. Chairman Jennie
Curtis (M. Arizona) organized and
hosted the first Foundation officer
seminar for National Panhellenic
Conference member sororities. With
Jennie as a driving force, the semi
nar has become an annual meeting.
The general fund operated within

budgeted limits throughout the bi
ennium. Increased revenues from
collegiate and alumnae dues and
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taxes and Opportunity Fund dona
tions have provided the resources

for continued expansion of services.
The frugal management of these re

sources by all international officers,
and most particularly our Director
of Finance and Executive Secretary-
Treasurer, contributed to the bud

geting success.

As our Sorority grows and our so

ciety becomes more complicated,
the responsiblities and tasks of our
volunteer officers increase. In an

effort to keep those responsibilities
more manageable, Grand Council
restructured the officer organiza
tion. The Collegiate Vice President
delegated more authority and re

sponsibility to her assistants to
better serve collegiate chapters.
Sorority programs that cross depart
mental lines (e.g. SisterLink, PACE)
were grouped together in the new

Services Department.
Two major concerns that have oc

cupied Grand Council's time during
this biennium and will remain in the
forefront in the immediate future
are insurance and relations with
host institutions.
We are all aware that our society

seems to be in an age of litigation
mania. This is true in every sector,
but has hit the Greek community
particularly hard due to incidents of
arson, hazing and alcohol related
behavior. Gamma Phi Beta has a

good record with only one liability
claim in our international policy his

tory. Gnfortunately, insurance carri
ers view the Greeks as a whole and
calculate us as a high risk group.
Our liability premiums have risen

drastically. We must augment our

risk management awareness and
continue to pursue all avenues for

maintaining adequate insurance

coverage for the Sorority and its

Foundation, chapters, house corpo
rations, officers and members.
While many colleges and univer

sities continue enthusiastic support
of Greek organizations, recognizing
the benefits and opportunities we

bring to their campuses and stu

dents, an increasing number of in

stitutions are questioning the value
of the Greek experience. There is no

doubt that we Greeks have brought
some of this criticism upon our

selves. It may be unfair but it is a

reality. While philanthropic activi
ties, campus leadership develop
ment and pursuit of scholastic ex

cellence receive very little, if any,
media attention, an incident of haz
ing or rowdy behavior wil! be sensa

tionalized in front page headlines.
This visibility and vulnerability of

the Greeks have caused some col

lege administrators to either tighten
controls over chapters on their cam

puses or attempt to absolve them
selves from any responsibility for
the Greeks. As a result, relationship
statements and recognition require
ment policies are being drafted, re

vised and debated.
In order to better define Gamma

Phi Beta's role within the campus
environment, National Panhellenic
Conference Delegate Janet Heft

Wright (Wichita St.) and her as

sistant. Sue Konrad, prepared a

statement of our philosophy and

expectations which has been distri
buted to the deans of students at

each institution which hosts a

Gamma Phi Beta chapter.
Generally, enthusiasm for sorori

ty membership is high among col

lege age women. We must continue
to use these healthy times to strive
for excellence. We must be sure that
we are offering the opportunities
and rewards that we profess, and
that we keep in sight the goals to

which we have pledged our labor
and loyalty.
We will stay on target if we re

member that Gamma Phi Beta is a

sisterhood�a family of more than
70,000 women who bring out the
best in each other, who demonstrate
concern for each other's welfare,
who treat each and every sister as a

true and constant friend.

giate fees, primarily member
ship dues which have remained
the same since 1978. The re

maining income sources are

shown on the pie chart. The wid
er lines differentiate between
unrestricted income and that
which is restricted (24 percent)
by the IRS and our bylaws to

specific uses�education and

philanthropic purposes, and
some chapter loans.
The restricted disbursements

comprise 19 percent (excluding
chapter loans). With 76 percent
of the discretionary income be
ing used to cover 81 percent of

expenses, careful budgeting is

practiced by Grand Council to
achieve maximum benefits.

In recent years we have signif
icantly increased our assistance
to collegiate and alumnae chap
ters, house corporations and
members. Since most of the in
come sources are static, addi
tional alumnae paying taxes,
and contributions to the Oppor
tunity Fund will determine the
extent of expansion of services,
leadership training and pro
gramming.

luncheon held in their honor. The
Preview Showing was attended by
228 Gamma Phi Betas and their
husbands and friends, plus 56 an

tique dealers.
The fundraiser is one of Kansas

City's oldest ongoing philanthropic
projects. This year, more than
$12,000 was raised for distribution
to the Kansas City Eye Bank, Har
vesters Community Food Network,
the local PBS station for Mr. Rogers'
Neighborhood, the WDAF Love
Fund for Children and the Mattie
Rhodes Camping Program. Since
1970 the alumnae chapter has do
nated more than $110,000 to area

philanthropies.
The show, a highlight for Kansas

City antique lovers, grew out of a

card luncheon fundraiser. Ernestine
Dobler McDonald (Northwestern),
1960 ways and means chairman,
was planning another luncheon
when Diane Allard Saunders (Ran
dolph-Macon) suggested an antique
show. A decorator herself, Diane
guided the show from "behind the
scenes," but Ernestine admits, "We

did it without really knowing what
we were doing."
From the beginning the show has

been popular. Ernestine remembers
the excitement of watching lines
form the first morning of the first
show after wondering if anyone
would come. And lines still form.
The first show featured area an

tique dealers and rooms designed
by Kansas City interior decorators.
There was also a Country Store,
decorated in a harvest theme, that
set a country tone for the fund
raiser. An old porch rocker pulled
up next to a potbellied stove at the
opening show became the fund
raiser's symbol, and was used until
1985. The pineapple, universal sym
bol of hospitality, was selected for
the 25th anniversary to better re

flect the show's depth and diversity.
What started as a challenging al

ternative to a card luncheon is to

day a well-known and well-respected
antique show, attracting dealers
from around the country. More than
4,000 visitors attend the three day
event, traveling as far as 500 miles.

In 1985, 18 dealers from through
out the Midwest, New Mexico, Cali
fornia, Kentucky and Pennsylvania
offered a broad selection of 18th
and 19th century English and Amer
ican period furniture, as well as

primitive pieces. The show is de

signed for buyers and browsers of
all kinds with a wide selection of
collectibles and accessory items in
addition to major furniture pieces.
Specialty items at the 1985 show in

cluded paintings, sculpture, rugs,
rare prints, toys, quilts and silver ac
cessories.
The first show's Country Store

has been replaced by a group of art
ists and craftsmen who display their
wares in a room adjacent to the an

tique display. Featured in 1985
were decorative gift items such as

folk art, dolls and dried flowers.
New to the show were handcrafted

Original Dickens' Dolls, Carolers
and Woods Children, collectors'
treasures created by Don and Hanna
Gillett of Independence, Mo. Their
creations are nationally recognized,
included in the collections of four
G.S. presidents and on display at
the Smithsonian Institution.

Community support for the show
has been significant and continues
to grow. Donations of goods and
services from area merchants and
banks are very important to the
show's success. Area restaurants do
nate food for the Country Cafe
which serves lunch and dinner daily.
Alumnae provide breads and sweets
to stock the Bakery Shoppe.
The enterprise takes more than a

little time and effort. Carol Neely
Bailey (Missouri), 1985 chairman,
says more than 300 Gamma Phi
Betas were involved in the planning
and execution of the show. It is a

year-round effort, and working to

gether long and hard on a project
that is both fun and rewarding helps
keep the alumnae chapter strong

Kathryn was honored for her 80
years of service at the 1985 Greater
Kansas City, Mo. Founders Day
celebration. She was presented a

bouquet of four pink carnations

(representing the Four Founders),
miniature carnations and baby's
breath, all tied with brown ribbons.

Sydney Stoeppelwerth (Kansas) re

cited an original poetic tribute to

Kathryn, and the Sweet Adelines

sang "If They Could See Me Now" in
her honor. Dessert for the luncheon
was a cake decorated with congratu
lations for her.
Later that week Kathryn recalled

her years as a Gamma Phi Beta. En

tering college at 17, she had a

choice of two sororities. When
asked why she chose Gamma Phi
Beta, Kathryn attributed her choice

to the rushing of Lucy Moore Len
nox and said, "1 couldn't have gone
anywhere but Gamma Phi or my life
would have been wrecked." At that
time, Theta Chapter had 18 mem

bers and there were only two or

three women initiated with her. She
served as pledge class vice presi
dent and chapter treasurer. Recall

ing how times have changed, she
reminisced about the $15 semester

tuition and $10 initiation fee. Her

badge, which cost $7.50, was pre
sented to her at Christmas by her

family.
Finishing college in three years,

Kathryn taught briefly and finished
a master's degree the next year. She
then went back to teaching for four

years until Ned Woodward, her high
school sweetheart, was earning
enough money for them to marry.
She recalled with a chuckle that she
was afraid the marriage would be off
when her future husband saw her

playing the part of a child in a chap
ter play, wearing a costume that re

vealed her bow legs (which she calls
her "one cross"). About a year after
their marriage in 1913, they moved

Her continuing service to Gam
ma Phi Beta has been recognized
with a place on the Service Roll and
selection as the alumnae chapter's
Woman of the Year. Kathryn origi
nated the Woman of the Year Award
to recognize members who had
served long and well without recog
nition, and each year she is hostess
for the Woman of the Year lunch
eon. But when she is praised for her
achievements, Kathryn insists, "1
was always a follower. Someone
else did the work."
One of the earliest province direc

tors, Kathryn reminisced fondly
about her visits to chapters in Mis
souri, Kansas, Nebraska and Illinois.
She admitted that province direc
tors don't always know what is really
going on behind the scenes, saying,
"The sneaky ones don't get caught."
But she is proud of the fact that she

kept her chapters financially re

sponsible: "1 made them pay their
bills!"
When asked to account for her

positive outlook on life, Kathryn de
clared, "I've never had any real wor
ries in my life. Everything's been
made easy for me." Although she
claims never to have had aches and

pains, she does admit to a broken
wrist that slowed her down briefly a

few years ago. Kathryn said she
owes her longevity to a sensible life

style, not overeating or partying
late. At 97, Kathryn still plays
bridge (to win) and belongs to the

College Club. Although she has the
use of only one eye, she enjoys
reading and watching PBS televi
sion. Kathryn's niece, Peggy, is a

Gamma Phi Beta, but without chil
dren of her own she seems to have

adopted all Gamma Phi Betas.�
