�ent 53 collegians to this six-day program over

tie last 3 years, including 21 this past summer.

his year, our chapters stepped up in a major
vay for camping for girls, with record support
or Camp Fire USA�, the Sorority's philan-
hropic partner, and local camps. Thanks to

26 collegiate chapters and 48 alumnae

chapters and Crescent Circles, we provided
an increase of 27% more funding for local
camps and Camp Fire USA.

The Foundation helped 63 sisters with the

gift of undergraduate scholarships, gradu
ate fellowships and grants-in-aid, totaling
$114,400. We were proud to award the first
Elizabeth Ahlemeyer Quick/Gamma Phi Beta

Scholarship during Betty's (Indiana) term
as Chairman ofthe National Panhellenic
Conference (NPC).

In an effort to help our collegians learn more

about the Foundation, we have launched a

pilot Foundation Ambassadors Program this
fall. The Foundation Ambassador is a new

chapter officer who will provide information
about the Foundation and benefits available
to the chapter. For the pilot, the Sorority
selected eight chapters for their leadership
accomplishments. They are Northwestern,
Idaho, Wittenberg, Kansas State, Colgate,
Christopher Newport, Chapman and Texas

A&M-College Station.

In this Annual Report, we are introducing
our new giving circles to recognize members'
lifetime giving. In the past, our highest level
was the President's Circle for gifts over $25,000;
this circle now recognizes gifts from $25,000-
$49>999- Your generosity led us to add the fol

lowing circles: Love Circle� for lifetime giving
of S50,ooo-$99,9g9, Labor Circle� $100,000-

$249,999, Learning C/rc/e� $250,ooo-$499,999
and Loyalty C/rc/e� $50o,ooo-$999,999.

Members of The 1874 Society continue to
lead the way with unrestricted gifts of $1,874
or more annually These gifts allow the
Foundation to respond to the areas of

greatest need in the current year. We

raised over $150,000 from 74 members. ^
We had outstanding growth of 50% in our

silver and bronze members ofthe Founders

Society, who give gifts between $250 and

$999. These sisters, along with our 40 Gold

Leaders, generously gave over $125,000.
The Tau Epsilon Pi Society has grown to 270
members; we thank these women for provid
ing for Gamma Phi Beta in their estate plans.

More and more sisters are creating named
endowments to help in perpetuity. We deeply
appreciate the commitments for eight new
leadership or scholarship endowments of

$25,000 or more during the year. Due to

increasing costs of education and leadership
training, the Trustees raised the minimum

endowment to $25,000, so the annual inter
est at current rates would provide at least

$i,ooo per year. To illustrate the need, we had

105 qualified applicants for scholarships and

fellowships, but only were able to make 61

awards. Providing educational support is one
of our great gifts for our young sisters. Our

staff and Trustees are always available to

help members plan for endowments.

The Trustees appreciate every gift of sister
hood that enables us to shine in leadership,
philanthropy and financial aid. We are thankful
for your growing support. Every sister counts,
every gift counts.

PROGRAM LAUNCHED

In an effort to increase collegians' awareness
ofthe Foundation, we are launching the
Foundation Ambassadors Program at eight
chapters this fall.

The purpose of this program is to develop
advocates for the Foundation within chap
ters, to bring awareness ofthe Foundation's

importance to the Sorority and to plant
seeds through education for a lifetime of

Foundation support. The Ambassadors

Program will educate collegiate members

about "What can the Foundation do for

my chapter and sisters?" and "What can

chapters do for the Foundation?", with an

emphasis on philanthropy to Sorority pro

grams and, ultimately increased chapter
support ofthe Foundation.

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Supporting camping for girls has been part of our mission since the beginning. In this
fiscal year, our chapters exceeded their fundraising goals with tremendous support for
Camp Fire USA, the Sorority's philanthropic partner, and local camps in the U.S. and
Canada. With efforts from 26 collegiate chapters and 48 alumnae groups, Gamma Phi

Beta chapters raised over $90,000, almost double the amount raised the previous year.
The Gamma Phi Beta Foundation supplemented their efforts, making $181,935 the total
contribution to camping. These gifts provided 6,998 joyous days of camping for girls.

The mission of Camp Fire USA matches that ofGamma Phi Beta� to provide experiences
and resources that build spiritual, mental and social resilience in girls. Canadian
chapters continue to support local camping organizations through their Vancouver

Camp Board.

We raised over $3,000 for Camp Fire, and had a fantastic

How did chapters raise so much money? Beta Alpha Chapter (Southern California) had
a dodgeball tournament, charging entrance fees to the fraternities which participated.
Add in a barbecue, DJ and movie night, and the members of Beta Alpha raised $9,397,
which, when supplemented by the Foundation, amounted to over $14,000 for Troy Camp.

Delta Theta Chapter (California Polytechnic) had several philanthropic fundraisers
this year, including a car wash. These enterprising women raised $3,000 ($4,950 when

supplemented) for Camp Natoma, a CampFire USA camp in Arroyo Grande, California.

Wing Fling was Epsilon Delta Chapter's (Creighton University) spring philanthropy for
Camp Fire USA. Several businesses around Omaha, including Best Buy and Buffalo Wild

Wings, sponsored a buffalo wing feed before one of Creighton University's home base
ball games. The chapter offered raffle prizes, and participants could try to score a goal
on their pick of an Epsilon Delta member by paying $1 to kick a soccer ball three times

past a sister into a goal. The chapter raised more than $3,000 from Creighton students
and other Omaha residents for Camp Fire USA.

Congratulations to all the Gamma Phi Beta groups who went above and beyond in

fundraising in support ofthe Sorority's philanthropy. The campers truly appreciate
your hard work!

HOW ARE FOUNDATION
ASSETS INVESTED AND USED?

We believe that long-term investment success

is best achieved by maintaining a balanced

portfolio of 60-65 percent equities (stocks)
and 35-40 percent fixed income (cash and

bonds). A portfolio of all stock would expose
our assets to "bear market" risk (decline In

value), while a portfolio of all bonds and cash

would provide little potential for appreciation.

Each year, we distribute four percent ofthe

principal value of each endowment plus four
percent of the five-year rolling average of the
accumulated net earnings of that endowment.
The four percent payout is a conservative

approach and in line with the Foundation's

fiduciary responsibility to donors.

HOW ARE FOUNDATION
FUNDS USED?

This fiscal year, the Foundation provided
grants to the Sorority for leadership pro

gramming, such as the Collegiate Leadership
Consultant program and participation at The

LeaderShape Institute� by collegiate members.

These grants were funded by distributable
funds from the Leadership Fund Endowments
and from the General Fund as authorized by
the Board of Trustees.

Financial Aid grants, including scholarships and

fellowships, are funded by distributable funds
from the Financial Aid Fund endowments.

Our chapters did an excellent job of

fundraising in support of camping this year.
Combined with supplemental funding from
the Foundation's Camping Endowments, a

record amount was granted to Camp Fire

USA and other local camps.

The General Fund provides the dollars needed

for the Foundation to do business. The pro

gram grants must be overseen and managed.
We must continue with our fundraising, which
has associated costs. We are a business, and
must maintain a place of business and a pro
fessional staff to help the Board of Trustees
handle the day-to-day operations involved
with an educational non-profit organization.
We strive to keep our fundraising and admin

istrative expenses well within accepted levels,
so that you can be assured that your contribu

tions are being used to support the programs
of Gamma Phi Beta.
