M acrophyl Ia The iconic hydrangea, Macrophylla, has large green leaves and mop-head blooms in blue or
pink, depending on the soil pH. If you have pink and want blue, add aluminum sulfate. Are
your blooms blue, but prefer pink? Then add lime. Flower buds over-winter on previous year’s

growth, so be careful not to prune them off. The exception is ‘Endless Summer’®, which blooms repeatedly on same year
