Farm Income
Up.in State

Gross Income Doubled
.From Major Crops and
Livestock

Hartford, Aug. 186—(#— Con-
nécticut farmers doubled thelr
gross incoms from major crops
and livestock during the war
years says Frank H. Peet, former
state agricultural - commissioner,
in his blennial report.

Peet's report was released yes-
terday by Gov. James L. Mo-
Coneughy.

Connecticut farmers had a
gross income of $62,500,000 iIn
1040, according to the report. It
grew to $131,000,000 in 1945, along
with the growth of income from
crops and livestock. The state's
farmery also reaped larger benefits
in the form of payments by the
Federal government, sald Peet,
adding:

“In 1940, these Federal pay-
ments, including subsidies, total-
led $862,000. Four years later they
ayggregated $4,500,000."

The report covered the years
1945 Lo 1946, and was the firat and
last to be filed by Peet,

The 1947 CGeneral Aasembly
abolished the Btate Agriculture
department, along with geveral
others serving agricultural inter-
exts, and created in its stead a
new Division of Farms and Mar-
kets headed by Commissioner John
R. Christensen of Windsor. Peet
is now Christensen's deputy.

Peet, In b report, recommend-
ed that Connecticut farmera Im-
prove thelr grading, marketing
and packaging practices to com-
pete in post-war selling with agri-
cultural products of other states,
