After a deal foll through be-
tween Algeria and the Congo to
extradite Tahombe to Kinshasa
(formerly Leopoldville) to face
& death wsentence, Tahombe's
status became velled in official
atlence, He was kept in solitary
confinement for two years, well
treated but denied contact with
the outside world,

Tehombe earned his nickname
by showing remarkable political
resiliency In rebounding from*
ubter defeat after the fall of Ka-
tanga in 1963 Yo become premler
of the Congo In July 1084. The
man with the moon face and
toothy grin inspired no In-be-
fween emotions among Con-
golesc, He was elther loved ar
hated.

Molse-Kapenda—which stands
for "Moses Beloved"-—Tahombe
was born in Musumba Nov, 10,
1919, His father was a rarity, a

The same
thing fs true of many other solo
passages.

The racket finally quiets down
when the concertmastar armves.
Frequently the audience mis-
takes him for the conductor and
apphuds. He's not entitled to
applause, He gives the signal to
the oboe who “sounds his
“A' " and everybody tunes, then
quiets to await the conductor.

The concertmaster s also
the subject of misapprehension
on the part of concertgoers. He
hends the first violins, and s
responaible for the bowings so
that they all bow alke, which
affects phrasing and interpreta-
tdon.. He Is usvally an assistant
conductor, and may be in
clarge of string rehearels
where necessary.

He also sols as laison be-
tween the orchestra and conduc-
tor. And he represants the whole
orchestral personnel to the solo-
ist, if any. After a concerto, the
star performer acknowledges
the part played by the orchestra
by shaking hands with the con-
certmaster,

I have, on a very few occa-
mions, seen a soloist try to get
the orchestra to stand and
share in the applause; thoy
never do. This Is because they
take orders only from the bon-
ductor, who has to be brought
out to get them to stand. After
all, he Is a member of the
orchestra, too, and deserves to
share in the applause.

it should be borme in mind
that the conductor rules the
roast. The eolo!st is invited to
play by the conduvctor and is a
guest without auvthor'ty. Every
once in a while @ solo'st forgels
this and tries to tell the orches-
tra what to do in rehearsal. His
place is then tilled by the con-
ductor with another sololst.

Each one of the sections has
a “principai’ player who s in
charge of the section. The prin.
cipal second violinist 18 re-
sponsible for bowing in the sec-
ond section, the principal cellist
for the cellos, and s0o on. The
principal always plays any solos
which may occur incldentally
in a composition. Of course the
concertmaster gets the moat,
since a solo violin is the most
commonly employed, but solo
viola, cello and even bass parts
exist.

Likewise there are numerous
solo passages for flute, clari-
net, oboe, Englsh horn and
even the, bassoon, while the
brass instruments make arrest-
ing soloists, aa for example the
famous trumpet cail in the third
“Leonora Overture' by Beetho-
ven.

‘“Principals’ get more money
than other players in the section
and are often virtuosi in their
own right who prefer to live In
one town rather than travel all
over the earth as soloists, They
invariably know the standard
reperioire for their instrument
and can substitute at the last
minute for an alling or absent
sololst, And when this happens,
which 18 seldom, they invari.
ably do a fine job.

Then there (s the job of
orchestral Hbrarian, A libmarian
distributes and collects the mu.
sic on the stands; checks parts
in and out for people who want
to take them home to practice;
hand copies parts If necessary,
and so on. Hand copying fre-
guently occurs when an operu
singer wants o particular sec-
tion lowered or raised to suit
his volce,
time job, as is the case with the
larger orchestras, or may as-
sume the duties to playing an
Instrument in the orchestry, In
either event he or she gets paid

"for these services,

There s likewlse an orches-
tral personnel manager. He has
to see that everyone is on hand
for the concert. Once In a great
while something happens. I re-
call a trumpet plaoyer who got
badly hurt In an automobile ac-
¢ldent on the way to the hall,
The personnel manager had to
realize he was missing, (he
was unconscious and couldn't
call on the phone). Then a sub-
stitute had to be obtained, the
third trumpet moved to second
position, and so on.

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With Canals, Yet

Just about the most discouraging
and disquieting news we have read
about the prospects for war and peace
in Vietnam comes in the disclosure that
Prof, Herman Kahn's Hudson Institute,
more familiarly known as one of the
nation's leading “think tanks,' s en-
gaged in the production of a new strat-
egy for us to follow In Vietnam.

Dr. Kahn's proposal is reportedly
being circulated at highest levels in the
Nixon Administration. Purportedly it
claims It has a formula which would
cut American casumities in Vietnam
down to a point where the war would
be “‘acceptable’’ to the American pub-
lie, after which It would also offer a
formula for a long range and relatively

painless actuml “winning'” of the war,
after all.

You would almost know that any war
strategy plan being developed and offer-
ed by such an Intellectual brain trust
would contain some reassuring proof of
the down to earth pmacticality of the
genluses Involved.

Sure enough, one finds that a
“novel part"” of the plan submitted by
the braintrusters of The Hudson Instituts
calls for the construction of two deep
fortified canals in Vietnam. One would
run from the Guif of S8iam all along the
Cambodian border to a point west of Sai-
gon where It would turn eastward to
eonnect with & similar canal to be dug
all around the outskirts of the city of
Saigon. The earth dug up from these
canals would form a gremt bank some
80 yards high, and two chain-link fences
would be bullt, one on the canal side of
the slope, the other along the top of the
bank, with the far bank of the canal
fortified with: barbed wire, minefields,
and electronic sensors which would al-
most automatically trigger air strikes
and artillery barrages down of any point
where some interloper might be trying
to break through the barrier,

This sounds llke a perfect example of
the academic genius al work playing
army engineer, and we are sure of two
things, first that the canals will never be
finished, and second that they wouldn't
work {f they ever were finlahed. But
meanwhile they are the technical frost-
ing for one more fling, by our intellectu-
als, at the task of running a war.

As for us, we are against our intel-
lectuals having anything more to do with
this war other than the fighting of It, if
any of them want to get that close to
seeing theory in mction. They, the in-
tellectuals, have done enough damage al-
ready. They happen to have been the
ones who persuaded President Johnson
to go to war on the mainland of Asia
against the standing advice of every
notghle Army general of the time. They
have been the ones who have preached
the theories of power politics (the obliga-
tions of power, they call it in thelr own
polite versions) to get us to proclaim
our own permanent ‘‘national interest”
in a position on the mainland of Asia.
They have been the ones who held
American diplomacy cold and stiff dur-
ing those periods when softies like the
lute Adini Stevenson, Secrelary General
Thant, and various international medi-
aries were working on early proposals
for peace in Vietnam.

As between the intellectuals who au-
thored and who have.run our Vietnam
iInvolvement, and the generals who
might normally be in charge of such an
affair, we would take and give greater
trust to the generals, anytime.

WASHINGTON — The immi-
nent surrender of Robert Finch,
Secretary of Health, Education
and Welfare (HEW), on school
desecregation guidelines comes
after months of viclous hack-
state struggling and pressure
from the White House and
Southern Republicans,

Finch had been standing al-
most alone agoinst the rest of
the administration, including at
least one HEW officlal—con-
servative Robert Mardian, the
department's general counsel.
Now Mardian’s influence i{s on
the rise.

The effect of Finch's retreat
—aover passfonate opposition
from his own department's civil
rights officials—will be repeal
of HEW's power to Iimpose
deadlines on school desegrega-
tion, mainly in Southern school
districts.

Thus, when the new guide-
Hines take effect, Southern
achool distriots will be able to
stall desegregation beyond the
present deadlines of September
1869 in some cases and Septem-
ber 1470 in others without losing
Federal school funda.

This fund. cut-off authority ls
the Federal government's ulii-
mate weapon to enforce deseg-
regation.  Without {t, some
Southern school districts  will
continue separate public schools
for black and white well beyond
the present deadlines and per-
haps Indefinitely.

That {s only the immediate
effect of the guldelines change.
More difficult {s its effect on
Southern school districts that
have ngreed in the past or are
in process of sgreeing to ae-
cept the HEW guidelines and
desegregate,

A dramatic case s a tele-
phone call to the HEW’'s clvil
rights divislon on June 24 from
the school board in Austin,
Tex, Austin has dragged its
heels on  desegregation for
years. But last month, undor
pressure from HEW, the entire
school board sat in all-day ses-
slon with HEW officials here to
devise a  desegregation plan.
Also present were staff aldes of
Republican Sen. John Tower of
Texas snd Rep. Jake Pickle,
Austin’s Democratic Congress-
man,

On returning to Austin, the
school hoard wrestled for three
weeks with a new plan and fi-
nally adopted one that even in-
cluded some pupll busing to as-
sure racial balance in primary
and secondary schools,

That June 24 call, however,
notiffied HEW that the school
board had heard from Tower
that u “major change” in the
guldelines was impending.
Therefore, the board would
stand pat untll the change was
announced und then ‘'reap
pralse’” {ts pluns. That shattered

the Austin model which HEW
officinls, had hoped would pave
the way for a desegregalion
breakthrough in Texas, starting
with SBan Antonio and Lubbock.

Furthermore, when the new
guidelines are announced, HEW
will elther agree to backsHding
in desegregation plans already
accepted in scores of school dis-
tricts or risk a revolution. These
districts, naturally, will refuse
to be penalized by thelr agree-
ment to desegregate before the
guidelines were changed,

Actually, the decision to
change was made several weeks
agm> and was to be announced
before Finch left on his recent
vacation (from which he re-
turned Ilnst Sunday night). Bm
turmoll inside HEW delayed
that announcement, and civil
rights officials there are still
fighting.

At this writing, however,
there is little chance of stop-
ping the new guidelines. The
pressures are too strong from
Southern  Republicans, from
Atty Gen. John Mitchell's Jus-
tice Department (which strong-
ly fovors the relaxation), and
from the Republican National
Committee (where they have
the blessing of the chalrman,
Rep. Rogers Morton of Mary-
land).

The pressures have been in-
tense. One Republican, Rep.

Fletcher Thompson of Atlanta,
Ga., flatly warned the White
House that some Southern Re-
publicans could not support
Presidemt Nixon's tax bill un-
lass HEW slowed down deseg-
regation. In Thompson's own
district, & new school was re-
cently ordered <closed on
grounds that it was specifically
located in a Negro neighborhood
to avoid sending Negro students
to white schools.

Perhaps more important, the
Finch retreat fits the basic
Southern political strategy that
elected Mr, Nixon. Even since
he took office, the South has
been demanding fulfiilment of
campaign pledges Lo ease de-
segregation. Only Finch and
HEW's oivil rights division
stood in the way, Now Finch,
too, has yielded.

stood worldwide pressure and
United Nations' efforts to end
His secession for 30 months,

It was during the first out-
break of violence, in September
1961, that U.N. Secretary-Gener-
al Doag Hemmarskjold wus
killed in & plane crash in North-
ern  Rhodesia, now Zambia,
Hammarskjold was flying to a
vorder town for cease-fire talks
with Tshombe.

While a U.N, investiguting
committee suid it found no proof
10 support rumors the plane had
been shot down, It added it was
unable W determine the cause
of the crash,

Th could have recaived three
stars, meaning excellent; or two
stars, indlcating very good, or
one star, meaning good—better
than average. It could also have
received no star at all, und then
it wouldn’t be included in the
gulde.

Racing through the country at
the moment are 72 such inspec-
tors, checking food and accom-
modations that will make up the
ratings that go into next year's

guides. In a ssnse they have one
of the best jobs in the country,
but they can't let It be too wide
ly known.

““The curious customer of this
story, for example, declined to
permit her name to be used be-
cause it might compromise her
on her rounds. S8he is a widow
und works up to six months =«
year to supplement her pension.

More typlcally, o fleld inspec-
tor travels six to cight weaks,
makes about 10 inspections «
day when facilities are close to-
gether and much fewer at other

mes, and earns about $126 a
week after expenses,

Because of the work's tem-
porary nature and the opportun-
ity it affords to combine & vace-
tion of sorts, the job lends itself
to retired couples and teachers.

One drawback is that the in-
spector has to pay for every-
thing—out of his own pocket—
und four-and fivestar places
can cost dearly, So also can gus-
oline and tips and the various
incidental costs of travel.

Working on a contract basis,
the inspectors can more than
pay for a vacation. Attesting to
their satisfacion s the low
turnover rate, although Mobile

Nixon Filling Envoy Posts
By Naming Party Faithful

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presl-
dert Nixon has bren rewnrding
the Republican party (faithful
with ambassadorships at a mte
that career diplomats feel could
damage the forelgn service if
continued, !

The latest count shows Nixon
has named 25 career [foreign
sorvice officers as ambuassa-
dors, while appointing 20 em-
biussy heads on a political basis
—or a ratio of about 55 per cent
cavedrists to 45 per cent nonce-
reerista,

This falls short of a rule-of-
thumb among U.S. professional
diplomats; that ot least two car-
eersts should be mamed ambas-
fadors for every one political
appointos.

The careerists acknowledge
every president has the right to
choose his representatives
abroad, that some posts are
best filled by ‘men personally
close to him, and that quite o
number of prominent nonprofes-
sional diplomats can perform
well as ambassadors.

Al the same time, the career.
Ists rate the promise of ad-
vancement to the top in
their profession as "wru:;m
most  Important incertive in
maintaining a first-rate foreign
mervice,

They say that the more am-
bassadorships are dispensed (o
noncareerigts on the basis of po-
litlcal pull, the less the Induce
ment to good men to enter or
rtay in the career .

Whether the White House will
continue this patronage trend
remains to be seen. New admin.
irtrations tend to sturt off with a
rush of awards to the panty
faithful before turring mare ex-

tensively to nonpolitical govern.
ment servams,
