PROCLAMATION. (1) 

Diseases of Plants Ordinance 1934. 

WHEREAS by section 4 of the Diseases of Plants Ordinance 1934 
it is amongst other things provided that "disease" means any disease 
or pest declared by the .Administrator by proclamation to be a di.,ease 
affecting plants: 

Now therefore I, WaIter Ramsay McNicoll, the Administrator, do 
hereby declare the diseases and pests set out in the First, Second, and 
Third Schedules hereto to be diseases affecting plants.
