How long are these functions re-
membered?—Seldom more than a few
weeks probably. What makes your
chapter of Pi Kappa Alpha stand out
from all the other fraternities on
campus?

Maybe what your chapter needs is a
Fire Engine.

Pi Kappa Alpha 1s an organization
of men, but what is it that makes an
organization strong? You'll have to
agree it is “'top notch personnel with a
resounding esprit de corps.” You and
[ and every IIKA want a strong frater-
nity—of which we can be proud. But
how do we attract the top newcomers




to our rankss How do we build and
maintain an esprit de corps? Maybe
we've been using the same bait as all the
other fraternities on campus. Is ITKA
just another [raternity?

Let's change that!

To the children ol today who'll be our
rushees and members of tomorrow. col-
lege fraternities mean little or nothing.
Some of them hear their dads speak of
“their” fraternity or some of them hear
a certain sweetheart song, but outside ol
that college f[raternities are nebulous.
How can we get to the kids of today so
they'll never forget IIKA? A fire engine
is the world’s greatest answer. If every
chapter of IIKA across the country owned
“a fine old, well kept” fire engine, every
kid would know us. They'd never forget
“that fraternity with the big red fire en-
gine.” Here at San Diego State College
the ITKA fire engine delivers Santa Claus,
officiates at birthday parties of the chil-
dren, and goes to political rallies and
civic parades as well as campus functions,
ITKA is being sold to the coming genera-
tion, its identity is being strengthened,
and we're building an esprit de corps in
our present chapter all at the same time.

An organization needs someone and
something to “rally around.” That some-
one—a top notch leader—without ques-
tion gives an organization its greatest
strength. Sometimes a physical asset be-
comes a rallying point. It too can give
pride of membership and the desire to
work and play together. A fire engine
can be that rallying point; it can be one
of the top means of building a resound-
ing esprit de corps.

Good operating fire engines that have
retired from service can frequently be
purchased from fire departments
throughout the country. Prices range
from $200 to §700. Our 1924 Seagraves
at Delta-Kappa was purchased for $350
from the Seagrave-Hirsch factory agency
in Vernon, California. It was a one
owner [ire engine having been owned
and operated by the Los Angeles Fire
Department until one month before we
bought it when it was traded in on a new
one. Six alumni from Gamma-Eta Chap-
ter, University of Southern California,
who now live in San Diego and one
alumnus from Delta-Kappa each donated
$50.00. The active chapter supplied ap-
proximately $100 for paint and hours of
time to refinish the engine under the di-
rection of the chapter’s newly appointed
Fire Marshal Pierre Ney. The truck was
not allowed out until the engine was
completely restored. With big brass IIKA
letters stretched diagonally across the
front of the radiator, it is ITKA’s greatest
salesman. The first rushing after the
emergence of the fire engine showed our
best percentage of bid acceptance in the
past four and a half years.

Just one word of warning. The use,
insurance and maintenance must be
properly handled. Reread that last sen-

tence again. It makes the difference be-
tween asset and liability.

We at Delta-Kappa hope the day comes
when every chapter of TTKA has its [ire
engine—when we can have “IIKA Fire
Engine Meets” where two, three, four,
five or more different chapters can bring
their engines and their chapters together.

We believe, today, that Delta-Kappa
has the finest operating and best main-
tained fire engine of any chapter in Pi
Kappa Alpha.

¢ In 1955, Gamma-Mu Chap-
ter purchased from the Somersworth,
New Hampshire Fire Department, a 1923
American LaFrance ladder truck. In the
estimation of the brothers, the fire truck
was well worth the $225.00 spent for its
purchase. Tts value as such can best be
shown by a detailed account of one of
our more famous escapades, that of our
trip to the District Convention on the
weekend of the twenty-ninth of March,
last.

With a roar of the engine and an enor-
mous cloud of smoke, fourteen brothers
and pledges of Gamma-Nu were off for
the District I Convention at Syracuse
University. The send-off committee was
composed of the remaining brothers of
“Pike” and a large delegation of Chi
Omega’s. Facing the four hundred mile
drive, Brothers Seerup and Publicover,
with one at the helm and the other the
co-pilot, set out to put their driver edu-
cation courses to good use.

Gas and oil were added every hour at
the rate of 10 and 2 gallons respectively.
At 10:00 a.m. Friday, with bells ringing
and trumpets blaring, a staunch group of
traveling “firemen” arrived, and took a
grand tour of the Syracuse campus. After
signing in at Alpha-Chi for the Conven-
tion, the group set out to see if the Chi
Omega’s at Syracuse were as friendly to-
ward “Pikes” as our neighbors back at
the University of New Hampshire. Upon
receiving an affirmative report, the Chi
Omega house was secured and dates were
gotten by all.

When the Convention activities per-
mitted, the truck was put to good use
providing the brothers and many Syra-
cuse coeds with ample hours of enjoy-
ment. The truck provided cold but ade-
quate transportation for the Saturday
night dance, giving the high-heeled, be-
gowned coeds something to talk about
for many years to come. The only diffi-
culty encountered over the weekend was
a polite request from the local gendarmes
to “please stop ringing the bell.” After
a most enjoyable weekend, a group of
tired but satisfied Pikes packed up and
headed for home.

Although the Syracuse caper was by [ar
the best, other shorter trips, such as foot-
ball games, beach parties, and so on, have
provided us with many hours of un-
equaled enjoyment.

When on the road, our truck is always
greeted with curious stares and looks of
awe by passers-by. It never fails to get
waves from the children and envious
looks from other students.

Without a doubt, the purchase of our
lire engine, back in '55, was by far the
best investment Gamma-Mu has made.

Now that our engine
is listed among our deceased alumni, we
at Gamma-Mu are looking forward to the
day when we can again be the proud
owners ol another ladder truck. "Til
then, on the lips of every man, remains
our motto, “young men's marching,
chowder-chewing, and fire-flighting so-
ciety.”

¢ Nicknamed “The Big Red
Beast,” Gamma-Eta’s lire truck has be-
come a legend on the row at the Univer-
sity of Southern California. The 1924
Seagraves is the third engine owned by
the chapter. The f[irst met its untimely
end on the return trip from the SC-Stan-
ford football game at Palo Alto. The
second died of a “heart attack’ alter be-
ing driven 55 miles per hour on the Pasa-
dena Freeway.

The latest addition to the family was
acquired by Gamma-I'ta’s Mothers Club
and presented to the chapter this fall. It
was purchased from the Seagraves Com-
pany here in Los Angeles for approxi-
mately $400. At the present time the
“Beast” is being rehabilitated under the
direction of Fire Chief Hugh Holbert.
I'he donation of a paint job by alumnus
Bob Yeakle along with a re-chroming of
all accessories will transform its weather-
beaten exterior into the most beautiful
engine in the country.

On the functional side, the “Beast”
takes another first prize. Its pumping
system delivers water at a rate ol 1,000
gallons per minute through four nozzles
and propels it well over 100 feet. Need-
less to say, we have yet to lose a water
fight!

The pleasures gained [rom owning a
lire engine are enormous. In rushing,
there is no better ice-breaker; at parties,
no livelier means of transportation. We
heartily recommend that all chapters of
Pi Kappa Alpha look inte the possibility
ol owning an engine.

Why Outlaw
Hazing?

¢ Another fraternity hazing
incident has led to adverse publicity
through the nation’s newspapers.

An Associated Press report from Evans-
ton, Illinois, reports that all 27 pledges
of a prominent national fraternity at
Northwestern University, have been put
on disciplinary probation for their part
in the abduction-hazing of another stu-
dent.

Four pledges were put on probation
for the remainder of their college careers.
The others were put on probation for one
vear by the university's Disciplinary Com-
mittee. The freshmen “in retaliation for
hazing” took one sophomore for a ride,
covered him with molasses and feathers,
and abandoned him in the woods near
Lake Mills, Wisconsin.

The pledges should not have done this,
but had there been no unreasonable
hazing on the part of upperclassmen,
they would have had neither the idea nor
the inclination to do so.

Pi Kappa Alpha leaders through the
years have learned from experience that
a prohibition of hazing is necessary, but
every year a few members feel that “they
are the exception” and have the right to
haze, regardless of national or university
regulations. Disaster can strike members
of Pi Kappa Alpha, as well as other fra-
ternities. It is for our own good that such
laws prevail.

500 Footsore Acres

A special pictorial report of the least published views of the widely
,f;i.'bhcmd Brussel's World's Fairr by Richard N. Bills. Reprinted
from July, 1958, issue of SKYLINES, monthly publication of the
Kansas City rhﬂ,‘:h'r. American Institute of Architects.

Five miles from the center of Brussels, the Belgian Government is playing host to the world
with its World’s Fair, the Brussels Universal and International Exposition. An estimated
35 million visitors are expected to walk, ride the Swiss loaned aerial tramways, or be propelled
in mechanical wicker chairs over at least a portion of the 500 acre fairgrounds before the

exhibition closes in mid-October.

Unquestionably one of the finest and
most elegant buildings of the Fair, the
pavilion of the United States draws
large crowds to its 360 degree exhibit.
Admittedly and successfully softsell,
the U.S. displays its way of life in an
orderly and relaxed fashion. The vis-
itor is more likely to recall the pavilion
as an experience rather than an exhibi-
tion. Biggest attraction is the voting
booths, and the biggest mystery is the
location of the rest rooms.




Spreading over a large site, the
German Pavilion is perhaps the
most precisely detailed building
at the Fair. The light curtain wall
enclosure, the airy bridges and
the beautiful polished wood
floors display a degree of crafts-
manship seldom seen. One thing
of interest at the Fair is the many
pools of water at walk level and
the many panes of glass with no
visible support. Either somebody
has a lot of insurance, or the mat-
ter of public safety is more close-
Iy watched in Europe than it is in
this country.

Not since the New York World's Fair in 1939 has there been such an interesting and varied
assemblage of contemporary architecture in one area. The best architects and engineers of
Jelgium and the 47 participating nations have done an excellent job of presenting their

architecture to a world audience.

To see the Fair at night is an adventure in itself. Whether you walk along the Belvedere
Bridge or take a ride in one of the many little blue Mercedes busses, clever lighting every-

where brings new character and excitement to the pavilions and many government buildings.

In stark contrast to the many large,
glass encased buildings of the Fair,
the British Government Pavilion,
greatly reminiscent of a contempo-
rary cathedral, utilizes very little
natural light in its displays of time-
honored tradition and peaceful uses
of nuclear energy. Adjacent build-
ings display cultural and industrial
|)I'(}g1'(."\\.

The attractive and picturesque
formal entrance to the Flemish
Gardens, a highlight of the Bel-
gian section of the Fair.




Each Pavilion has an eating
place, where favorite foods of
the country may be enjoyed.
Perhaps the most pleasant of
these was the outdoor cafe of
the Swiss Pavilion, overlook-
ing a small lake. Part of the
British Pavilion is seen in the
background.

There is a serious gaiety about the Fair as men, women, and children from all over the world
visit the pavilions of theirs and other countries. They see a gigantic exhibit of culture and
science, past, present, and future. At Brussels, as shown in history, architecture proves to be
a most profound mirror that reflects the various peoples and cultures represented. It seems
a necessary pity then, that by Christmas time this gathering will be dispersed, with only the

Atomium remaining to remind Brussels and the world of its 1958 Fair.

¢ Calilornia's Bears, the Pa-
cilic Coast representative in the Rose
Bowl game on last New Year's Day, was
the only team to place two men on the
Pi Kappa Alpha 1958 All-American foot-
ball team.

And the South, as has been the case in
recent years, led all other sections of the
country with five selections.

Perhaps the fraternity’s highest-ranking
player on a national basis also was from
Dixie—Alex Hawkins of the University of
South Carolina.

Hawkins, a swivel-hipped halfback, and
hugh Ed Rutsch, George Washington
University tackle, were the only three-
time selections.

Hawkins was named on the Associated
Press’s third All-America team and was a
unanimous choice for the Atantic Con-
ference team. He led South Carolina to
an upset win over Clemson, which almost
beat Louisiana State, the nation’s No. |
ranked team, in the Sugar Bowl.

The fraternity’s honor team this year
also has a lot of youth, with two sopho-
mores and four juniors to go along with
the live seniors.

The big universities—California and
Ohio State—and the small colleges, such
as Hampden-Sydney, are represented.

An Atlanta sports writer, viewing

Hawkins [or the first time, wrote:

“One has to see this Alex Hawkins to
believe him. He hits so hard on offense
and defense, and is such a threat every
time he lays hand on the ball, that he
cannot be contained in statistics any more
than he can by South Carolina foes.”

Hawkins raced 45 yards with an inter-
ception, scored two two-point conversions
and passed for a third to lead the Game-
cocks to victory over Georgia. His 36-
yard touchdown run gave South Caro-
lina its edge in a 12-7 win over North
Carolina State.

Describing this run against North Caro-
lina State, a sports writer wrote:

“Hawkins, running like a country boy
on the way to the supper table, broke
around left end, cut back behind a key
block and outran a half-dozen pursuers
into the end zone."”

He threw three touchdown passes in
the Gamecock's win over Wake Forest
and led the way to a triumph over Vir-
ginia. Two key plays by Hawkins gave
Carolina a half time lead over Virginia.
He intercepted one pass for a touchdown
and ran another pass [or good yardage in
another Carolina drive.

Hawkins was drafted by the Green Bay
Packers of the National Football League
and has also been ollered a contract by
Montreal of the Canadian League. He
was one of the stars in the Senior Bowl
game at Mobile, Alabama last January 3.

Bill ““The Bullet” Benson of Hampden-
Svdney was named to the Associated Press
Second Little All-America team.



He's regarded as the greatest back in
the college’s history.

A Richmond writer said: “Benson was
the target of every team Hampden-Syd-
ney played but few found a way to keep
him from breaking away on a long dis-
tance scoring run.”

He has been named o Virginia's All
Little-Eight team for two successive sea-
sons. And for the last two years he has
been the leading scorer among all Vir
ginia colleges, with 66 points each year.

He carried the ball less than 29 per
cent of the time and, with all delenses
geared to stop him, averaged 7.6 yards
per carry. He gained 856 yards, 51 per
cent ol Hampden-Sydney's total yardage.
In his three years, he has gained 2.000
yards.

Benson ran 53 yards [or a touchdown
against Emory & Henry and passed [o
another. He scored three times against
Western Maryland, including a 42-yard
run. Benson scored twice on Johns Hop-
kins, including a 53-yard dash, and threw
the key block that shook loose Tommy
Davis, a Pi K A pledge, on an 86 yard
fake kick. He took a pass from Davis and
ran 21 yards for the touchdown that beat
Guilford College. Benson ran a kickoff
back 85 vards to give Hampden-Sydney
victory over Randolph-Macon.

Wade Smith, North Carolina scatback
was selected, along with Alex Hawkins,
on the Atlantic Coast Conference all-star
team.

Writing about the North Carolina-
Wake Forest game, a Durham, N. C.
sports writer said:

“Diminutive Wade Smith, a running
fool, endeared himself in the hearts of
the Carolina football faithful by cutting
and slicing and driving in and out of the
Deacons to roll up an amazing 123 yards
in 14 carries. He's the darling of the Tar
Heels.”

Smith's running highlighted North
Carolina’s triumph over Maryland. One
writer said:

“Electrifying pass plays from Cum-
mings to Wade Smith, one lor 34 yards
and one for 39, paved the wav for Caro-
lina's first two touchdowns. Ti'c big play
was that 384-yard pass and the:e hasn’t
been a flashier run here since Choo Choo
Charlie Justice left the Carolina campus.
Cummings passed from his 49, Smith
caught it in the flat, faked two Maryland
defenders out of position, and ran to the
Terp 17.

Smallest man on the field at 170
pounds, Smith set up the only score
against South Carolina with a 23-yard
burst to the one-yard line. He also caught
two passes in that game, recovered two
[umbles and made several key tackles.

He scored Carolina’s winning touch-
down against Southern California. The

workhorse of the Carolina backtield,
Smith also is a good student.

Rounding out the backlield is Jack
Lee. a fine quarterback and one of the
country’s finest passers.

This Cincinnati junior led the Mis-
souri Valley Conference in total offense
and was second in passing. He made a
164 yards rushing and 951 yards passing
for 1,115 vards. Lee completed 71 of 130
pasacs,

He was named to United Press Inter-
national’s All-Missouri Valley team as
quarterback.

A Cincinnati writer said: “Jack Lee, a
168-pounder, can thread a needle with
passes, he's a decided threat running and
he's a rugged customer defensively. I he
way Lee runs the team is brilliant.”

One of his best games was against the
College of the Pacific. which had beaten
the University ol California and was a
heavy favorite over Cincinnati,

“Cincinnati’s Wildcats,” a sports writer
reported, “twisted two knots in the Col-
lege of the Pacific Tigers' tail, scoring a
12-6 upset. The home club was all set to
put Dick Bass, leading ground gainer in
college football, on display. But the Bear-
cats’ Jackie (General) Lee stole the show
right away from Mr. Bass.”

Lee aggregated 155 yards for the even-
ing, including more than 100 yards on
pi‘SSCS.

It was Lee's passes—two for touchdowns
—that brought Cincinnati its first victory
in five years over its neighborhood rival,
Miami of Ohio.

These four—Hawkins, Benson, Lee and
Smith—were selected on the honor team
backfield but there were others just about
as good, particularly Walt Arnold of
California and Carl Smith of Tennessee.

Danny Fronk, veteran on a powerful
Ohio State team, gets the nod at center.
He was a starter also in the East-West
Bowl game.

Ed Rutsch, at 270 pounds one of the
biggest players in the country, and John
Michael, a three-year letterman at Cali-
fornia, are named tackles. Rutsch was
chosen for the second year on the All-
Southern Conference team, although
George Washington's team was not
strong. He is student body president.

The guards are Don Nelson of Beloit
and Ken Peterson of Utah. Nelson, a
three-year veteran played the full 60-
minutes of every game for Beloit, Peter-
son, although a tackle, was too good to
leave off the team and so has been placed
at guard.

Jerry Lundgren of California and Pete
Manning of Wake Forest are the wing-
men. Lundgren, a sophomore who started
the year as a fifth-string guard, soon be-
came first string end. An “A” student in
engineering, he won California’s “most

16

improved plaver” award. Manning was
named to the Atlantic Coast Conference’s
second all-star team.

While California received two places
on the fraternity team, it might well have
received four. Walt Arnold at fullback
and Jib Green at Guard were worthy of
selection.

There were several exceptional pledges,
not eligible for honor team selection.
Some ol these will be heard from next
season. They included Cleve Webster ol
Auburn, All-Southeastern Conference
suard; Ron Miller, Vanderbilt end; Dick
Brantley, Florida tackle; Gene Etter,
Tennessee halfback and Tommy Davis,
Hampden-Sydney halfback.

Etter probably was the only player of
the year who caught his own pass. It was
dellected by a Mississippi lineman and
Etter snagged it for a short gain. Etter
came along famously late in the season,
when injuries to veterans gave him a
chance, and engineered the three touch-
downs that gave the Vols a surprise win
over Mississippi.

A few chapters could brag that their
men made up a sizable portion of their
school’s football squad. The Presbyterian
chapter had nine men on the varsity
squad, Wake Forest had eight, and
Hampden-Sydney ten. Three Pi K A's
were named co-captains at Hampden-
Sydney for next year—Bill Benson, half-
back; Marshall Ebert, tackle and pledge
Tommy Davis, quarterback.
