From Colony
To Chapter

When Epsilon Epsilon
Chapter surrendered its
charter inearly 1996, Toledo
alumnimade plans to rees-
tablish the chapteras soon
as possible. After several
conversations with then
il Director of Expansion Ryan
Flickinger (Southern Illi-
nois, lota Mu '94), members
of the Pi Kappa Alpha Me-
morial Headquarters staff
visited the University of To-
ledo. The International Fra-
ternity and alumni representatives made
their case forexpansion to the Toledo admin-
istration, and found that Pike was in compe-
tition with three othernational fraternities.
Due to the success of that presentation, Pi
KappaAlphawasinvited to come to campus
inlate 2000.

Thatfall, Chapter Consultants DruWilson
(East Central, Epsilon Omega '96) and Ashley
Offermann (Utah, Alpha Tau '97) held inter-
views with campus leaders, staff, sororities
and alumni, and recruited 54 men to estab-
lish the colony on November 13, 2000. At 54
men, the colony was already the second larg-
estfraternity at UT. Alumnus Paul Wanne-
macher (Toledo, Epsilon Epsilon '80) was
chosen to be chapteradvisorand Professor
David Howard (Toledo, Epsilon Epsilon '67)
was chosenas facultyadvisor.

Immediately, the chaptersetaboutattain-
ing their goals and establishing the colony
asanenergetic force. When the petition to
charter the colony was submitted in Febru-
ary 2002, the colony had 51 members. Asa
top group at UT, the colony led campus
groupsincommunity service and campus
involvementand placed second inacadem-
icsamong fraternities, Expansion Consult-
ants Matt Johnson (Southern Methodist,
Zeta Beta '98) and Jason Patocka (Northern

Iowa, Theta Zeta '97) maintained contact
with the group and continued to help them
develop into a cohesive unit that was atits
peakas the colony inspection approached.

OnMarch 23,2002, the colony inspection
was conducted by representatives from
Wayne State University (Delta Nu), the Uni-
versity of Michigan (Beta Tau), and Ohio
State University (Alpha Rho), along with
Great Lakes Regional President Virta. The
colonywasunanimouslyapproved forchar-
tering two weeks later, and initiations took
placeinToledo on Friday, April 5th. The ini-
tiations were assisted by then Expansion Co-
ordinator Justin Buck (Southeast Missouri,
Epsilon Iota '96), Offermann, Wannemacher,
and Toledo House Corporation President
Tom Muenger (Toledo, Epsilon Epsilon '67).

University History

The University of Toledobeganin 1872 as
a private arts and trades school offering
painting and architectural drawing as its
onlysubjects. The university evolved intoa
four-yearinstitutionin the 1900s and added
athletics, Greek organizations, and addi-
tional courses of study over the next decade.

In 1928 Dr. Henry J. Doermann became
president and wanted the campus toreflect
the best design elements of the universities
of Europe. Almost all buildings at UT reflect
the collegiate gothic design scheme, adding
to the attractiveness ofits rolling, well land-
scaped campus.

The University of Toledo is one of Ohio’s
largest universities, with emphasis on engi-
neering, education, pharmacy, lawand arts
& sciences. In the 125 years since, the uni-
versity has grown into acomprehensive in-
stitution offering more than 250 under-
graduate and graduate programs to more
than 20,000 students from around theworld.

The Greek System

UT’s Greek Systemwas formed on Decem-
ber 6, 1916 with the recognition of The
Cresset Fraternity, which later became Pi
Kappa Alpha. Today, the University recog-
nizes 11 fraternities and 8 sororities. UT
Greeks contribute over 17,000 community
service hoursand over$75,000 tolocal and
national charities every year, and contrib-
utes studentleaders to many organizations
includingstudentgovernment, the Leader-
ship UT, Blue Key National Honors Society,
Golden Key National Honors Society, SWAT
teamand Circle K.

The group was installed as
the “Chartering Members” of Lambda lota
Chapter and Tyson Sjulin (Central Okla-
homa, Lambda lota '02) was installed as the
chapter'sfirst president.

International President Buttermore was
also the keynote speaker at the evening'’s
black tie event, which was held on the Uni-
versity of Central Oklahoma campus. At-
tending the banquet were Buck, Williams,
Vogle and Lambda lota Chapter Advisor Dru
Wilson (East Central, Epsilon Omega '96),
alongwithrepresentatives from Beta Omi-
cron Chapter. Sorority women and parents
also attended that evening, including the
newly elected chapter president’s father,
John Sjulin (Towa, Gamma Nu '68). Thanks
totheworkoftheLambdalotaChapterandthe
tremendoussupportfromalumni, faculty, and
sororitieson campus, PiKappaAlphahas cre-
atedalonglastingimpressionat the Univer-
sityof Central Oklahoma.

Colony History

In October 2000, Expansion Consultant
Jason Patocka (Northern lowa, Theta Zeta

'96) and Chapter Consult-
ant Jason Belland (Ferris
State, Zeta Kappa '96) began
the recruitment process at
UCO by conducting inter-
views forwhatwould beone
ofthe firstfraternities to ex-
pand on campus inseveral
years. Initially, the team
signed 29 men. On October
28th, the new members
were pinned and the colony
was formed.

The Central Oklahoma
Colony endured highs and
lows, but in fall 2001 the
colony members decided to
makecharteringarealityand
set out a plan to become
Lambda Iota Chapter. At
thatsame time, Wilson was
recruited aschapteradvisor L
and helped steer the colony
intherightdirection.

Afterraisingthelevel for
fraternities on campusand
meeting the goals they set
when forming the colony,
the group sentin their char-
tering petition to Expan-
sion Coordinator Buck in
February 2002, and an in-
spectiondate set.

On October6,2001, representatives from
Beta Omicron, Epsilon Omegaand Gamma
Upsilon Chapters, along with Arkoma Re-
gional President Vogle, conducted the
colonyinspection. Following the team’s vote
to approve the colony for chartering, Pi
Kappa Alpha chapters and the Supreme
Councilvoted unanimouslyin favor of the
charteringof Lambdalota.

University History & Greek Life

The University of Central Oklahoma, 112
years old, is the third largest university in
Oklahomaand leads the stateinteacheredu-
cation, funeral sci-
ences,and criminaljus-
tice. Construction be-
gan on the first school
buildingin 1890, which
is known as Old North
(pictured above). Old
North was opened for
classesin 1894, and itis
still in use today. In
1972, itwasdedicated as
a national historical
landmark, and is the
marquee building for
the university.

Greeklife developed slowlyat UCO. The
firstfraternity and sorority were founded in
1959 with Sigma Tau Gamma and Sigma
Kappa. Shortly thereafter, Alpha Gamma
Deltaand a fewother national groups were
founded. On March 8, 1997, the Delta Zeta
Sorority came to campus and Sigma Nu fol-
lowed two years later. Currently, there are
eight men’s groupsand sixwomen's groups
at the University of Central Oklahoma.

Colony History

The San Jose State Colony had endured
numerous peaks and valleys sinceits incep-
tionon December2, 1998. When the colony
was formed, there were 15 founding fathers.
The colony grew quickly to over 40 mem-
bers, recruiting scholars and leaders from
variousstudentorganizations. However, the
following spring, the colony experienced
some challenges and lost over halfits mem-
bership due to conflictand poor communi-
cations.

Until the fall of 2000, the colony teetered
onthebrinkofclosingdown. It was notun-
til spring 2001 that the newer colony mem-
bers resolved to work to become Delta Pi
Chapter. Anewalumniadvisoryboard was
established under theleadership of Chapter
Advisor Rodriguez. Memorial Headquarters
provided the necessary tools for organizing
the colony, including sending staff to facili-
tate retreats several times throughout the
year.Asaresult, the colonygotbackon track
toward achievingits goals.

[n fall 2001, the colony experienced its
greatestgrowthand goalachievement. Delta
PiChapteris now the third largest fraternity
inthe San Jose State Greek system and has
maintained one of the highest fraternity
GPAs, including sustaining a GPA above the
all-men’s average.

The colonyinspection took place on Sun-
day, March 10,2002, at the close of the Golden
West Regional Leadership Conference in

Reno, Nevada. Although 150 miles away, 42
of43 colony members attended for the in-
spection. KappaNu (Pacific)and lotaTheta
(Cal Poly-San Luis Obispo) Chapters served
astheinspection teams and Regional Presi-
dentSilberstein was the facilitator. Chapter
Consultant Drew Rowe (Western Ontario,
lota Omega '98) represented Memorial
Headquarters.

University History

“Minns’ Evening Normal School” was the
first publicinstitution of highereducation
ontheWest Coast, openingin San Francisco
in 1857. The city school became the state
“California Normal School” in 1862, San
Jose wasselected by the State Legislature for
theschool'slocationin 1870. Today, SanJose
State University offers over 130 undergradu-
ateand graduate degree programs to over
27,000 students.

Greek History
Greeklife at San Jose State beganin 1898,

when Sigma Theta Chi Sorority was estab-
lished. The first men'’s fraternity, Delta

OmegaNu, was formedin 1901. During the
early 1900sand 1910s, several literary soci-
eties were formed thatwould eventually be-
come fraternities and sororities.

Delta Pi Chapter of Pi Kappa Alpha was
firstchartered on the SJSU campus on March
1,1952. Throughout the 1970s, as with most
Greek systems, membership dropped sig-
nificantly. It was not until the 1980s that
Greeklife experienced growth as multi-cul-
tural fraternities and sororities were estab-
lished on the SJSU campus.

San Jose State currently has40recognized
social Greek organizations on campus,
whichis considered one of the most diverse
and unique Greek systemsin North America.



Wml leads any one particular man
to pledge Pike, and to stayinvolved
with the Fraternity, and the community,
after the undergraduate days are over? Al
Perone is one such man who has a long
history of service to the Pi Kappa Alpha
Fraternity. He has served on the advisory
board for Theta Omicron Chapter, lota
Delta Chapter and Zeta Gamma Chapter,
and is currently chapter advisor for
Theta Omicron. He is the interim direc-
tor for student life programs at Indiana
State University in Terre Haute, Indiana.
Perone is on the board of directors for
Leadership Terre Haute, United Cerebral
Palsy of the Wabash Valley, and the Miss
Indiana State University Scholarship
Program. He is the past co-chair of the
Komen Wabash Valley Race for the Cure.

The Shield & Diamond asked Perone to
tell us about his rush experience, and
why he chose to pledge Pi Kappa Alpha:

A Doorway To The Future

Amajor partofthe Conventionis the deci-
sions made by the undergraduate chapters,
alumniassociations and international officers
thateffect the future direction of the Fraternity.
This democratic process requires asequence
of committee meetings that create and ap-
prove legislation and motions which are then
broughtto the floorto bediscussed and voted
on by the entire voting membership. All
those who participated in committee and
legislative meetings played a part in ad-
vancing our Fraternity on aninternational
level. These contributors assumed alarger
role than justbeingapartofour Fraternity's
history... they'rea part of our Fraternity's
future.

Topics on membership requirements,
pledge education, finance and leadership
were discussed and brought to the legisla-
tion floor. The 2002 International Conven-
tionwilllongberemembered for havingen-
thusiastically showed its support forand
commitmenttoanew PiKappaAlphapro-
gram—the Return toValues Initiative.

What do you think it takes to be a
successful alumnus advisor/volunteer
in Pi Kappa Alpha?

The best way to describe what it takes to
be an alumnus advisor/volunteer can be
summarized using a common acronym —
COPAY.

No, this does mean that you pay ten
dollars and get a heart transplant and a
crown on your tooth, but the concept is
the same.Youinvestalittle of yourselfand
your time, and the benefits never stop
paying vou.

Dr. Jerry Askew (North Carolina, Tau
'73)said recently in his speech at the Inter-
national Convention: “...you can never
pay back what Pi Kappa Alpha has done
for you — you have to pay ahead.”

COPAY also has a deeper meaning; each
letter has a meaning as it relates to advis-
ing and volunteerism. They are:

“C" stands for cognizance. Always know
what you are getting into and how much
time it will take. Always be aware of what
is going on and recognize problems. This
minimizes the chance that your expecta-
tions will not be met, and by the same to-
ken, you will not let anyone down.

“0" stands for organize. Organize your
thoughts and expectations. Organize your
guys too, and teach them the organiza-
tional skills to minimize wasting your
time and that of other volunteers. Organi-
zation is the key to success.

“P" stands for patience. Patience with
college-age men is something that takes a
great deal of effort and time to develop. |
deeply admire college professionals for

their mastery of this elusive virtue. The
advisor/volunteer job is difficult if you
cannot muster some patience.

“A” stands for ask. If you want to know
whatis goingon, just ask. Be aware of your
surroundings, and if things don't add up,
ask.

“Y" stands for year. Once you get in-
volved, evaluate your progress every year.
Make a change if your volunteerism takes
more from you than you have to give.

Success as an advisor comes with the
small achievements the chapter makes, as
well as large accomplishments, like the
elusive “Smythe”, that take success to a
whole new level.

Success as an advisor/volunteer comes
when you are cognizant, organized, pa-
tient, not afraid to ask what is going on,
and assessing your impact on a yearly ba-
sis.

Success comes personally when you al-
ways “pay ahead"”!

Why would you encourage an
alumnus to become actively involved
with a chapter?

Our faith teaches us to “give of yourself”

what better reason. We are all blessed
with talents to share with young men. We
can also act as role models for the three
F's: FAITH, FAMILY, and FRATERNITY.

Active involvement can mean a seat on
the house corporation board to advising
a group of young men on the proper way
to handle a meeting, practice the ritual,

The Numbers

Pi Kappa Alpha ended the 2001-2002
year having pledged more than 5,200
men and initiated more than 4,300 via
203 chapters and five colonies. The
pledging totals represent some of our
best results in the past five years, while
our initiation total represents the Fra-
ternity's second-best year since 1994.
We are encouraged by what we see to
be a continuing upward trend in overall
fraternity membership, and in Pi Kappa
Alpha in particular. These figures should
keep Pi Kappa Alpha on top in terms of
average pledgings and initiations per
chapter — one of the best measure-
ments of overall fraternity strength.

Leadership Programs

Pi Kappa Alpha continued to lead the
way this past year, in terms of leader-
ship programming quality and under-
graduate attendance. The 2001 Officers
Leadership Academy provided a fitting
kick-off to another outstanding year of
leadership events.

The Officers Leadership Academy
(OLA) was held outside Memphis,
Tennessee at Whispering Woods Hotel
& Conference Center. The four-day pro-
gram featured intensive programming
specifically designed for chapter officers.
A popular new addition to the 2001 OLA
was a five-part personal development
and leadership track facilitated by Inter-
national Education Advisor Michael A.
Hayes (Indiana State, Theta Omicron
82), Educational Advisory Committee

Leadership Academy for%f‘e days of intensive education, fun and fellowsh

member W, Patrick Haun (High Point,
Delta Omega '89) and former staff mem-
ber Mark C. Dziatczak (Wayne State,
Delta Nu '91). Special attention and
resources were provided to recruit-
ment chairmen by the International
Rush Advisory Committee during four
newly developed rush sessions. Atten-
dees were also able to learn important
leadership and fraternal lessons from an
all-star faculty list that included Past
National President Jerry Askew (North
Carolina, Tau '73), International
Historian Dr. Jerry Reel (Tulane, Eta '57),
International Vice President Allen
Groves (Stetson, Delta Upsilon '79) and
former staff member Chris Peterson
(Florida, Alpha Eta '91). Also packed
into the OLA’s agenda was a trip to the
AAA Memphis Redbirds baseball game,

the dedication of the Lighty-Wade
Courtyard and Pavilion at the Memorial
Headquarters and the 2000-2001 Inter-
national Awards, including the presen-
tation of the Loyalty Award to R. B.
Johnson (Linfield, Delta Rho '51) and
the Distinguished Achievement Award
to Dr. E. Gordon Gee (Alpha Tau, Utah
'63).

During the course of the year, the
Fraternity sponsored sixteen Regional
Leadership Conferences, drawing more
than 2,200 undergraduate Pikes from
across North America and nearly 100
local advisors and house corporation
members. These conferences were
once again coordinated by each region’s
dedicated volunteer — the regional
president. At least two members of the
Fraternity's professional staff, an Inter-

national Officer and Supreme Council
member were able to attend most of
these weekend events. The primary
focus of the conferences continues to be
recruitment, risk awareness, pledge
education and chapter finances.

The 2002 Chapter Presidents
Conference (CPC) set new attendance
records in its 30th year, in terms of both
chapter presidents and rush chairmen
(who participated in the affiliated “Rush
Summit”). The setting for the CPC was
once again the luxurious Peabody Hotel,
in downtown Memphis, Tennessee. The
International Rush Advisory Com-
mittee, ably manned by International
Rush Director Todd Mudd (Missouri,
Alpha Nu '81), Steve Heck (Kansas State,
Alpha Omega '88) and Darius

A
new addition to the program was a
series of “personal development
forums”, containing topics such as per-
sonal finance and goal setting, and
“chapter development forums”, featuring
subjects such as alumni relations and
chapter housing operations.

The Fraternity would like to also
recognize the International Officers,
undergraduates, alumni, guests and staff
members who participated as faculty or
coordinators for these events; thank you
for your service and dedication to Pi
Kappa Alpha!

Chapter Services

Throughout the 2001-2002 academic
year, the services department continued
its support of Pi Kappa Alpha'’s chapters,
members and advisors. This past year,
eight new consultants and one senior
chapter consultant added to the exper-
ience of the Memorial Headquarters staff.
During this academic year these talented
consultants were able to conduct 25
recruitment or developmental visits, 25
financial visits and 214 chapter visits
throughout North America.

New this year was the unveiling of the
Fraternity’s Chapter Advisor Accredi-
tation Program, available at
www.PIKES.org. The program, devel-
oped by the Chapter Advisor Task Force,

provides a valuable new tool for advisors
and chapters. More than 135 chapter
advisors participated in the program this
past year. Emphasis was also placed on
the recruitment of chapter advisors;
through the Memorial Headquarters,
more than 30 alumni expressing an
interest in volunteering were placed in
contact with a local chapter.

The services department continued to
facilitate educational presentations at the
sixteen regional leadership conferences,
the Officers Leadership Academy, and
the Chapter Presidents Conference. With
six new chapter consultants joining
Director of Services Jason Belland this
past June, the department is looking
forward to another successful year for Pi
Kappa Alpha.

Expansion

It was another banner year for Pi
Kappa Alpha's expansion department. We
continue to be a leader among North
American fraternities, boasting a total of
eight installations and five colonizations
during the year. Of special note was the
outstanding success of the West Virginia
(Alpha Theta) colonization. That effort,
led by staffers Beau Carlson (lowa State,
Alpha Phi '99) and Dean Snihur (Alberta,
Lambda Epsilon '00), set an all-time, all-
fraternity record with 167 colony mem-
bers by the conclusion of their five-week
project!

Four of the five current colonies are
expected to petition to be chartered this
fall, with the spring 2002 project, East
Carolina University, on schedule to peti-
tion this coming spring. Pi Kappa Alpha
continues to be aggressive in its expan-
sion efforts with five projects scheduled
for the fall and another two confirmed for
the following term. Included in confirmed
projects are the University of Minnesota,
University of British Columbia, George
Washington University and the University
of California-Irvine.

The expansion department continues
to work with area chapters, alumni,
universities and existing colonies in an
effort to add strong chapters to our
existing ranks. Former chapter consultant
Ryan Van Andel (UC-Berkeley, Alpha
Sigma '98) has assumed the position as
director of expansion and will lead a three-
person staff in the upcoming year’s
expansion efforts.

Last year marked the first time that the
Fraternity's monthly publication, the
Forum, was distributed entirely via email.
While previous editions of the Forum
were printed and mailed to chapters,
electronic distribution allows the Frater-

nity to send a copy of the Forum to each
pledge, member, alumnus and Greek
advisor/dean of students who has pro-
vided the Memorial Headquarters with a
valid email address — more than 6,000
copies in all. Each edition of the Forum
also remains archived for one year on the
Fraternity’s web site.

The Shield & Diamond magazine con-
tinues to be perceived as a leader among
fraternity publications, and serves as the
Fraternity's most effective and popular
communication vehicle. Advertising
guidelines have helped Pike reach new
and larger markets while creating a
revenue stream. This year, Editor Barbara
E. Perkins oversaw the circulation of the
291,789 copies of the Fraternity's maga-
zine. The Shield & Diamond also reaches
a wider audience through its online
version.

Marketing

During the 2001-2002 year, Pi Kappa
Alpha unveiled a newly revised marketing
program, which focuses on providing
positive and timely information to
undergraduates, alumni, university and
college officials, parents and potential
members.

North-American Interfraternity Con-
ference (NIC) marketing initiative by
participating in events such as the NIC's
Congressional Reception, hosted this
year by Congressman Pete Sessions
(Southwestern, Alpha Omicron '76) and
Past National President Ed Pease (Indi-
ana, Delta Xi'71). Past National President
Tom Handler (/llinois, Beta Eta '74) con-
tinues to provide valuable leadership to
the NIC's Public Relations Task Force.

The Fraternity’s licensing and vendor
program continued to be enhanced dur-
ing this past year. Formal application and
review procedures for vendor prospects
have been established, and additional
advertising space was made available in
the Shield & Diamond Magazine. Over
the next few years, the Fraternity anti-
cipates significant growth in this
program.

Alumni Affairs

The Fraternity works to provide en-
hanced opportunities for alumni involve-
ment at all levels of the organization. As
our commitment to fraternal excellence
continues, so does our commitment to
the alumni of Pi Kappa Alpha. Through-
out 2001-2002 our alumni, alumni asso-
ciations and chapters held events ranging
from homecoming, golf tournaments,
gold and silver anniversaries and
Founders Day Banquets to honor our
alumni.

This past year the Fraternity, through
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our alumni volunteers, was able to pro-
vide keynote speakers and guests for 17
different banquets across North America
in recognition of Founders Day and
homecoming events.

We would like to congratulate our 84
current alumni associations for a great
year. Keep up the good work!

Real Estate

The International Fraternity continues
to highlight the need for improved care
and conditions of our chapter facilities.
176 of our active chapters or colonies oc-
cupy some form of real estate. While few
fraternities employ even one full time per-
son to work on housing, Pi Kappa Alpha
has four professional staff dedicated to
real estate matters: Executive Real Estate
Officer Daniel W. Corah, Director of Real
Estate Clint E. Bartman, Director of Real
Estate Programs Justin A. Buck and Real
Estate Assistant Heather L. Huffman.

Of the many real estate programs, the
loan program is still the premier service
offered to house corporations. The Frater-
nity provides loans for the acquisition of
furnishings and equipment; for purchase,
constructionorrenovation purposes; and
for professionally conducted capital cam-
paigns. Available loans generally range
from $25,000 to $250,000. In 2001-02, the

Housing Commission committed, modi-
fied, or refinanced $833,754 in loans to Pi
Kappa Alpha house corporations.

The Fraternity's role in chapter housing
has continued to expand significantly be-
yond itsinitial function as thatof primarily
alender. New programs have been estab-
lished that take an empowerment-ori-
ented approach; providingenhanced edu-
cation and incentives to encourage im-
proved involvement by both students and
alumni.

The Fraternity provides a wide array of
housing materials and programs to all Pi
Kappa Alpha chapters, house corpora-
tions and alumni. This past year, educa-
tional sessions were presented at regional
conferences, the Officers Leadership
Academy and the Chapter Presidents
Conference. The department also created
a quarterly e-mail service titled “The Pike
House Link” that assisted in effectively
communicating current fraternity hous-
ingtrends and resourcesavailable to chap-
ter members, house corporations and
alumni.

Inanefforttoincrease supportand edu-
cation foralumniand house corporations,
the Fraternity successfully hosted two
“Housing Summit” educational confer-
encesin2001. These summits were the first
volunteer educational forums held for
house corporation officers and provided
an expense paid trip for an officer from ev-
ery corporation to attend one of the
events. The first Housing Summit, held in
Denver on the weekend of April 28, 2001
had 48 corporations represented and 78
total participants. The second of the two
Summits, held inWashington, D.C. on De-
cember 1-3, 2001, was rescheduled from
September 14-16, due to the tragic events
of September 11th. Seventy house corpo-
rations were on hand in D.C., representing
a total of 118 house corporations. Overall,
the summits were able to effectively reach
over 83% of all Pi Kappa Alpha house cor-
porations. The feedback from these con-
ferences has been extremely positive, en-
abling the real estate department to be-
come even more aggressive with the ser-
vices it provides.

The group property insurance program,
coordinated through the Real Estate De-
partment, now has 58 participating loca-
tions, representing over $50 million in to-
tal coverage. The purchasing power of the
group hassaved house corporations thou-
sands of dollars, while providing a com-
prehensive set of coverages that is far su-

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HABIT 4
Think “Win-Win”

nce we've mas-
Olered the first
three habits, we're
ready to move from the
“private victory” to
the “public victory”.
Self-mastery and self-
discipline are the foundations of good re-
lationships with others.

We all know what a financial bank ac-
count is, If we make deposits in it, money
will be there for us to withdraw when we
need it. The Emotional Bank Account is a
metaphor that describes the amount of
trust that has been built up in a personal
relationship. IfImake depositsintoan ac-
count with you through courtesy, kind-
ness, honesty, and keeping my commit-
ments to you, I build up a reserve. Your
trust forme becomes higher, and I can call
onitifIneed to.l can even make mistakes,
and that trust level will compensate for it.
Communication is easy, instant and effec-
tive.

Conversely, if I have a habit of showing
discourtesy, disrespect, cutting you off,
overreacting, betraying your trust, not
honoring commitments, or threatening
you, my account with you gets overdrawn.
If the trust level is low, what flexibility do
I have?

None. I'm walking on mine fields. I'm
politicking.  have to measure every word.
Many organizations and many marriages
are like this.

The fourth habit, Think Win-Win, en-
tails making important deposits in an-
other person’s Emotional Bank Account,
thus finding a way both of you can benefit
by your interaction. All the other possi-
bilities - win/lose (I win, you lose), lose/
win (I lose, you win), and lose/lose — are
ineffective, either in the short term or the
long term.

The best way to approach a win-win
dealing is to remember that it (like all
agreements) embodies a caveat: The
complete description is “ win/win — or no
deal.” Your attitude should be, “1 want to
win, and I want you to win. If we can't
hammer something out under those con-
ditions, let's agree that we won't make a
deal this time. Maybe we'll make one in
the future.”

The president of a computer software
company told me of the time he'd signed
a five-year contract to supply software to
a bank. The bank president was enthusi-
astic about the deal, but his people
weren't. A month later, the bank changed

presidents. The new president came to the
software company president and said,
“I'm uncomfortable with these software
conversions. My people are unhappy, and
I have a mess on my hands.”

The computer company was already in
financial trouble at the time. It had every
legal right to enforce its contract. But the
software company'’s president respond-
ed, “We have a contract. But we under-
stand you're not happy about it. We'll re-
turn your contract and your deposit, and
if you're ever looking for a software solu-
tion in the future, come back and see us.”
He walked away from an $84,000 contract.
It might look like financial suicide, but he
figured he didn't want to create an un-
happy customer, and his attention to
principle would pay off somehow. Three
months later, the new president called
back. He was ready to put in a new soft-
ware system. They signed a contract for
$240,000.

Using the paradigm of win/win requires
three traits:

¢ Integrity — We define integrity as the
value we place on ourselves. We need to
be self-aware, possessed of an inde-
pendent will. We make and keep mean-
ingful promises and commitments to
ourselves and others.

¢ Maturity-This is the balance between
courage and consideration. Simply put,
you must have enough empathy and
goodwill to work for a win for your
counterpart, and enough courage to
make a win for yourself.

* Abundance Mentality—You must know
and believe that there is plenty out
there for everybody. Many people don't:
They think that to succeed themselves,
others must fail. They harbor secret
hopes that other people suffer misfor-
tune - not terrible misfortune, but ac-
ceptable misfortune that will keep
them in their place. The Abundance
Mentality recognizes that possibilities
for growth and success are potentially
limitless, and sees in others the opportu-
nity to complement its own strengths.

Win/win is a powerful management
tool. Peter Drucker recommends using
the “manager’s letter” to define the per-
formance agreement between boss and
employee. After a thorough discussion of
expectations, guidelines, and resources,
the employee writes a letter to the man-
ager summarizing the discussion and set-
ting the date for the following review.

With the agreement in place, the em-
ployee can manage himself within the
framework of the agreement. The man-
ager becomes like the pace car at an auto

race: He gets things going and gets out of
the way. His job from then on is to remove
the oil spills. When the boss becomes the
first assistant to each subordinate, he in-
creases his span of control. Entire levels of
administration can be eliminated, and he
can double or triple his managerial leverage.

I once consulted for a company that
wanted me to train their retail people in
human relations. They said the employ-
ees on the selling floor were rude. [ went
to their stores, and indeed, the sales help
were rude. | wondered why. “Look, we're
on top of the problem,” the company
president said. “The department heads
areout there setting agreatexample: their
job is two-thirds selling and one-third
management. They're outselling every-
one. Just train the sales help to sell, too.”

But I went back to the store for more
data. It turned out that managers (who got
sales commissions) were sending the
sales help into the back to take care of
cleaning and inventory, stepping behind
the cash register and “creaming” every
sale, except during the store's most fran-
tic periods. That's why they were outsell-
ing their employees.

We replaced that win/lose compensa-
tionsystem with win/win: we changed the
rules so that managers only made money
when the sales staff made money. The
sales clerks’ attitude problem disap-
peared overnight.

A;; we remember the events of one year ago, it's heartening to
now that Kappa Gamma Chapter brothers Caleb Mendez '00
and Danny Fernandez '01 defied the annual tradition of many col-
lege students who spend their spring break on the beach partying
and having a good time.

Gamma Omicron Alum Discovers Incan City

S{'l)ll Gorsuch (Ohio,
Gamma Omicron
'71) found more than he
bargained for while hik-
ingonatrip to the Peru-
vian Andes in 1999.

A clinical psycholo-
gist in Santa Barbara,
California, and an avid
explorer, Gorsuch was among a group
that first sighted the ruins at Cerro Vic-
toria in the remote Peruvian region of
Vilcabamba while hiking on a nearby
ridge that bore evidence of ancient buri-
als. The ruins were partially obscured by
thick forests of jungle-like vegetation,
but through binoculars the men could
see the mountain-top ruins in the dis-
tance.

“We spotted what appeared to be a sa-
cred platform on one of the peaks, and it
seemed to have significance — it caught
thesun’sfirstraysin the morning and last
ones at night,” said Gorsuch.

When he and the expedition team trav-
eled to the site later, they were surprised
to find the remains of a large settlement,
covering about 2.3 square miles.

Front page news of the discovery was
announced to the world last March. The
find is composed of tombs, walls, burial
grounds with human remains, and more
than 100 buildings. Gorsuch partially ex-
cavated the spot with help from a team
of researchers funded by National Geo-

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graphic magazine. He also photo-
graphed the excavation for that publica-
tion.

Ohio State Alum Displays Military Prowess

In Best Ranger Competition

by Anthony Mayne (Ohio State, Aipha Rho '95)

On the weekend of April 26-28, 2002, [ competed in the 20th Annual David E. Grange,
Jr. Best Ranger Competition (BRC) in Fort Benning, GA. The competition is a 60-hour
test of military proficiency, muscle endurance, and mental toughness open to all Army

units that have Ranger School graduates.

Ateam is made up of two men, known as a buddy team. This year 47 teams began the
BRC. Day 1 started at 5:00 a.m. with a PT test consisting of push ups and sit ups, followed
by an obstacle course, and finishing with a 3-mile run, a 300-meter swim, and another 3-
mile run. Immediately after that we were tested in close quarter combat. Then it was on
to the helicopters for a spot-jump and mile run with rucksacks to arifle range. At the
range we zeroed our weapons, conducted a stress fire, and then went through a record
qualification. After about 4 hours of rest (the most we would get for the remainder of the
BRC) we began an unknown distance footmarch. Basically, we carried our rifles and 50-
plus pound rucksacks until they told us to stop. The finish line appeared 24 miles later.
Only 15 of the original 47 teams would make the six-hour time limit. Within 30 minutes
of finishing the road march (at about 2:00 a.m.), we went into Night Ranger Stakes, a
mixture of military tasks lasting about 10 minutes each.

After Night Stakes, we gotabout 1% hours of sleep, then began Day 2. The first task of
the day was a bayonet assault course. Next came Day Ranger Stakes, similar to the Night
Stakes, just with more light. When it seemed as if we were just starting to recover from
the previous morning we had to tackle the Darby Queen Obstacle course. The DQ is a
mile-plus of 32 obstacles. Fall off one obstacle and your team is given a 6-minute time
penalty. Within 45 minutes of completing that smoker, it was on to Night Land Naviga-
tion. Wearing the rucksack once again, we were given 14 hours to find a minimum of 6
points located around Fort Benning. After finishing at 6:30 a.m., we received another 12

hours of sleep.

Day 3 began with the water confidence test. This event included climbing a 40-foot
ladder that suspends a 50-yard log above Victory Pond, running across the log, climbing
arope to a fixed point, then dropping about 35 feet into the water. After swimming out
of the water, we had to run to another tower, climb 75 feet, and then slide down a zip line
and enter the water, We then made a poncho raft for our rucksacks and weapons, jumped
in a helicopter, then jumped out of the bird and into the pond again for another 200-
meter swim. The last event was an unknown distance run. We ended up covering about

2Va miles.

All in all, my teammate and myself ended up in seventh place. Not quite what we

wanted, but not too shabby either.

Forsberg was born
in Salt Lake City, Utah,
and received his early
education in Salt Lake
City. He graduated
from the University of
Utah, where he served AlphaTau Chapteras
president, and obtained a master’s degree
from New York University. He maintained
active ties to Utah through the National
Advisory Council of the University of Utah,
of which he was an original member and at-
tended regularly as an active and emeritus
member.

His professional life was primarily in the
publishing business. He served as a colonel
in the U.S. Army in charge of publications
and mediainWorld War 1. He founded Yank
and oversaw the Army News Service and
publication of Stars and Stripes. After the
war, he was vice president of Popular Me-
chanics Publishing Co. In 1960, Forsberg
headed up the magazine division of Holt,
Rinehart and Winston, publisher of Field &
Stream and other magazines. From 1981 to
1985 he served as U.S. Ambassador to Swe-
den, and was a strong supporter of the
Swedish-American community, and to re-
lations between the two countries. Forsberg
was honored with the Royal Order of the
Vasa by the Swedish Council of America.

In 1986, Forsberg was selected for induc-
tion into the Pi Kappa Alpha Educational
Foundation’s Order of West Range, and was
elected to the Foundation'’s board of trust-
eesin 1991.

He is survived by his wife, Ann Rountree
Forsberg, a daughter, two sons and five
grandchildren.

R. Craig Hoenshell
(Nebraska-Omaha, Delta Chi ’63)

R. Craig Hoenshell,
58, of New York City,
entered Chapter Eter-
nal on July 1, 2002, af-
ter a courageous
battle with lung can-
cer.

Born on April 28,
1944, Hoenshell be-
gan his ascent to the
top of the business
world at the age of 4, working in his
father'’s grocery store, the Red & White, in
Scribner, Nebraska. He ultimately gradu-
ated from Scribner High School and en-
rolled at Omaha University for college.

It was at this time a very bright and am-
bitious young man encountered many
like minded young men who were mem-
bers of Pi Kappa Alpha's award-winning
Delta Chi Chapter at Omaha University,
and a lifelong, mutually beneficial rela-
tionship between Pi Kappa Alpha and R.
Craig Hoenshell began.

As Brother Hoenshell so aptly put it,
“Delta Chi was a chapter that prided itself
on the number of campus leaders it could
develop. These men took great pride in
our chapter’s success and also in the indi-
vidual success of each of its members.
During my four years at the University,
our chapter compiled one of the greatest
legacies of success in the history of the
Fraternity." He added, “ It became clear to
me that there was a direct correlation be-
tween our collective success and the pas-
sion, talent and effectiveness of our chap-
ter leaders. It was our collective desire to
be the best. It was a super-charged, suc-
cess-driven environment, an environ-
ment that defined for me my ultimate
potential.”

Reaching his ultimate potential in-
cluded leading some of America’s most
recognized corporations, including ser-
vice as president of American Express In-

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ternational, American Express Travelers
Cheques and American Express Centu-
rion Bank in the 1980s, and as chairman
and chief executive officer of Avis Rent A
Car in the late 1990s.

Throughout this period of significant
corporate responsibility, Hoenshell al-
ways found time to give back to Pi Kappa
Alpha, the entity he credited with teach-
ing him the skills responsible for so much
ofhissuccess. He served as a trustee of the
Pi Kappa Alpha Educational Foundation
from 1984 to 1992, and served as a com-
missioner of the Foundation's Endow-
ment Fund from 1994 until his passing. In
addition to sharing his wisdom and tal-
ents, he was and remains one of Pi Kappa
Alpha’s most generous benefactors. A
member of the Pi Kappa Alpha Educa-
tional Foundation's 1868 Donor Society
and the Oak Trust, Hoenshell gifted over
$200,000 to the Foundation in support of
its educational and leadership programs.

Most notably, Hoenshell generously
funded the R. Craig Hoenshell Honor So-
ciety Endowment at the Pi Kappa Alpha
Educational Foundation, which pays the
induction fees for all [TKA undergradu-
ates tapped into higher education’s most
prestigious honor societies, including Phi
Beta Kappa, Omicron Delta Kappa, the
Order of Omega, Phi Kappa Phi and Tau
Beta Pi. “Craig epitomized the belief that
‘Once A Pike, Always A Pike". He was loyal
and supportive of the Fraternity from the
day he pledged until the day he passed
away. The Fraternity was consistently on
his mind. He truly appreciated what it did
for him personally and for how he saw it
affect the lives of others. The endowment
he established with Pi Kappa Alpha to en-
courage and recognize undergraduate
leadership was very much the real Craig
Hoenshell. He was a very generous per-
son; a leader amongst leaders and fo-
cused on success,” stated Educational
Foundation Trustee Pat Halloran (Ne-
braska, Delta Chi '62), who was chapter
president at Delta Chi Chapter when
Hoenshell was chapter treasurer.

Pi Kappa Alpha proudly recognized
Hoenshell for both his significant profes-
sional accomplishments and loyal service
to the Fraternity with its highest awards.
He was inducted into the Educational
Foundation’s Order of West Range in 1992,
and received the Fraternity's Distin-
guished Achievement Award in 1998.
Upon receiving the latter recognition, he
spoke to the alumni and undergraduates
attending the Fraternity's 1998 Interna-
tional Convention in Toronto, Canada,

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and offered some of most eloquent re-
marks ever recorded on the value of the Pi
Kappa Alpha experience. An excerpt fol-
lows:

“It has been said that, ‘Education is the
motherofleadership.'Well, ifeducation is
the mother of leadership, then Pi Kappa
Alpha is the father. It was the Fraternity
that began teaching me the principles of
leadership and provided me with a living
laboratory to experiment and perfect my
ability to get things done with and
through people.

When I look back upon my college
years, the most critical, the most impor-
tant learning that I received while an un-
dergraduate student did not take place in
the classroom, but rather, took place

within the Fraternity, and that was under-
standing the art of leadership. Pi Kappa
Alpha is the world’s greatest leadership
laboratory — and leadership is the world’s
most precious and powerful commodity.”

Brother Hoenshell is survived by his
wife, Lisa, of New York City, sons Jason
Hoenshell of Omaha and Brad Hoenshell
ofDallas, daughter Kim Hoenshell Egan of
Omaha, and his Fraternity, which will per-
petually benefitfrom his tremendous wis-
dom, leadership and generosity.
