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Project Lifesaver comes to county
The Middlesex County

Board of Chosen Freeholders
will be offering the Project
Lifesaver program to county
residents.

"Earlier this year Barbara
and Jay Sidrer wrote to board
members requesting that
Middlesex County implement
(the) program," Freeholder
Christopher D. Rafano said.
"Project Lifesaver is a pro-

gram to assist the families and
caregivers of residents afflict-
ed with various forms of
dementia, as well as Down's
syndrome and autism, while at
the same time protecting
those residents from harm by
providing a means of finding a
resident who wanders from a
secure environment.

"Project Lifesaver employs
a system utilizing a personal-

ized battery-operated radio
wrist transmitter that emits a
unique tracking signal every
second, 24 hours a day. In the
event that a resident enrolled
in Project Lifesaver should
wander from home or become
lost, (they) can quickly be
located by a specially trained
search and rescue team in a
tracing receiver."

Project Lifesaver is expect-

ed to be activated later this
year.

"In most counties Project
Lifesaver is administered
through the sheriff's depart-
ment," Freeholder Blanquita
"Valenti said. "Sheriff (Joseph)
Spicuzzo has enthusiastically
agreed to coordinate the pro-
gram here in Middlesex
County. He will coordinate
jurisdictional issues with the

municipal police departments
and will provide the staff and
vehicles to operate the equip-
ment and implement the pro-
gram.

"It appears that Middlesex
County can equip two search
vehicles and train 15 individu-
als to operate the search
equipment for slightly less

Walk to
benefit
March
of Dimes

PISCATAWAY — For the
36th year, March of Dimes
WalkAmerica will bring peo-
ple from all neighborhoods
and all walks of life together
to help save babies.

On Sunday, over 3,000 fami-
lies, teams and individuals
will walk and raise much-
needed research funds to
fight premature birth.

Every year, nearly half a
million babies, or one in
eight, are born too early and
the rate is rising. Since 1981,
the rate of premature birth in
the U.S. has increased 29 per-
cent. In half of these births,
the cause is unknown.
Prematurity is the leading
cause of infant death in this
country, and for those who
survive, it could mean living
with lifelong disabilities.

"Prematurity is a common,
serious and costly problem
that affects all of us," said
Bob Grand jean, Middlesex
County WalkAmerica Chair.
"I am prt/ud to support tile
March of Dimes efforts to
fund research to find the
causes of prematurity and
what can be done to prevent
it. This year we are urging
people to walk for someone
they love — a premature

RVCC president will leave campus
STAFF REPORT

NORTH BRANCH — After
five years at the helm, Raritan
Valley Community College
President G. Jeremiah Ryan
will be leaving at the end of
December.

The school's Board of
Trustees did not extend his
contract.

He said the board has been
generous, granting him a paid,
six-month sabbatical that
starts next January.

"I'm going to be an aggres-
sive, active president" for the
duration, he said yesterday.

He is hoping to wrap up a
bio-science project he has
been working on with Kean
University, and next year's
budget, among other things.

He said an ongoing disagree-
ment about tuition increases
to fund the college was at the
root of his and the board's
decision to go their separate
ways. The state, Somerset and
Hunterdon counties and
tuition are supposed to fund
the college in equal thirds,
but state aid has been
decreasing.

"We had severe disagree-
ments over tuition," said

Ryan. "The board has been
consistent in wanting lower
tuition ... We have two of the
most affluent counties here.
I've advocated ceaselessly for
higher tuition. Last year's
budget was very difficult. I'm
most concerned about the
quality in the classroom.

"This next year we'll have 10
empty fulltime faculty seats.
That's of grave concern to me.
I fear that's the beginning of
an erosion of quality."

Former State Sen. Ray
Bateman, chairman of the
board of trustees said:
"Jerry Ryan has done a very

good job as president of
RVCC. His nearly six years
have been very productive.
He leaves the college in good
shape.

"Jerry is the fourth presi-
dent in my 25 years as chair-
man. Five or six years in one
place seems to be about par
for the course for county col-
lege presidents.

"He has had some differ-
ences with board members
— that is not unusual. We
jointly arrived at the conclu-
sion that he is leaving —
hopefully, for him, to a larger
challenge."

Body armor gets new use in Iraq

Monmouth County Sheriffs
Officer Marc Micciulla was
concerned last year when one
of his fellow officers, a New
Jersey National Guardsman,
was deployed to Iraq. And he
found no comfort in media
reports of U.S. casualties that
could have been prevented if
the vehicles they were travel-
ing had been cloaked in ade-
quate armor.

So the 24-year-old Red Bank
man did something about it,
and even acting Gov. Richard
J. Codey like the idea.

"You try to do whatever you
can to help out, especially
when it's one of your own,"
said Micciullas, who helped
begin a drive to collect bullet-
proof vests that soldiers have
since been using to line their
Humvees with.

The vests are used to stop
shrapnel from exploding road-
side bombs. Many soldiers who
ride in Humvees sit or stand on
the vests. They cover their
doors and windows with vests.

Micciulla said another fellow
sheriff's officer, Gilroy Parks,

35, of East Brunswick, initially
came up with the idea after a
fellow officer, Gilroy Parks, of
Long Branch, a reservist in the.
National Guard 42nd Discom,
was sent over. Parks, too, has
since been deployed to the
war.

"I said 'Sure, we can get
vests,'" recalled Micciulla, who
then began soliciting his own
office and a number of police
departments.

"It was mostly word of
mouth, nothing special, but it's
gotten bigger than we thought
it would be," he said.

Micciulla said so far he has
collected about 85 vests from
the Monmouth County
Sheriff's Office and
Woodbridge, North Plainfield
and Clifton police depart-
ments, along with 150 from
Pennsylvania police depart-
ments.

The number is greater
statewide following Gov.
Richard J. Codey endorsement
of the program back in
January.

"He heard about us doing it,
loved the idea and pushed it
along," Micciulla said.

The vests will go to
them and active Army compo-
nents most susceptible to
encountering roadside bombs.

Commuter solutions take a joint effort

As gas prices are creep up, the future outlook for
Central Jersey's roadways can be summed up in
one word: gridlock.

No matter where you turn these days, traffic and
the price of gas seems to be two things everyone
is talking about.

Such is the need to control gas prices that this
week President Bush met with Saudi Arabia's
Crown Prince Abdullah asking for that nation's
help in keeping gas prices in check. Recently,
Saudi Arabia released a plan to increase produc-
tion capacity to 12.5 million barrels a day by 2009.
Right now there is a limit of 11 million barrels a
day.

A Rutgers University report released last
week, "A Transportation-Driven World-Class .
Economy: New Jersey at Risk," says that slow-
downs in improvements to the state's trans-
portation and highway systems — particularly if
the state's Transportation Trust Fund really does
run out of money next June — could have a
direct affect on the health of the state's econo-
my.

According to James Hughes, dean of the
Edward J. Bloustein School of Planning and
Public Policy at Rutgers, who was one of the
report's authors, some companies could leave
the Garden State if it continues to have grid-
iocked highways.

It's no secret that many people living in
Somerset County commute toward New York
City, and that many who live here, particularly
those looking to move into a larger home or buy
a home, have to look west or north to find any-
thing affordable, causing Routes 78, 287 and 80
to become even more clogged, as another study
predicts will happen over the next five years.

The problems are many; but what about the

solutions.
RideWise, a Somerset County-based agency

that advocates alternatives to getting in the car
and driving, is touting Bike to Work Day, set to
take place May 20. The premise is good —
make people aware of the need to find alterna-
tives to commuting in a car by taking a bicycle
ride to work.

The reality? Few people live close enough to
where they work to make biking there both eco-
nomical and safe. Imagine dozens of bikers hit-
ting Route 202 or Route 206 in time for the
morning rush.

It's hard for groups like RideWise to develop
everyday life solutions in such a suburban land-
scape. Attempts by them to create a shuttle bus
service has been met with limited success, and
although Bike to Work Day will certainly make
people think more seriously about the need to
finding an alternative, biking isn't a sustainable
solution.

Carpooling has been another much-advocated
solution; but in this non-9-to-5 environment, it
has become more difficult to foster. As well, so
many people who work together no longer live
near each other that carpooling has lost its com-
munal appeal. If you have to drive 10 to 20
miles out of your way to pick-up fellow employ-
ees, what is the savings?

What is needed is more planning on the local
and regional level — planning to develop a new
transportation infrastructure that includes
improved highways, more railways and new
opportunities for commuters. It is groups like
RideWise that will be integral to helping make
those plans into reality.

The groundwork has been started, now it is
time for the construction to begin.

Mental health issues get boost from governor

Mental health issues are as old as the world itself.
In the 4th century BCE, Socrates referred to

depression when he famously cautioned,
"Remember that there is nothing stable in human
affairs; therefore avoid undue elation in prosperity, or
undue depression in adversity."

Unfortunately for those who have suffered from
snental illness, whether it be depression, bi-polar dis-
order, or schizophrenia, society has been slow to
recognize their illness in the same fashion as they
would a physical one and has generally made the
whole issue taboo.

As a result, the pain, isolation, and alienation felt
by those who suffer from mental illness has been
compounded.

Lost amidst the noise and hoopla surrounding the
upcoming New Jersey gubernatorial election has
been an analysis of the administration of acting Gov.
Richard Codey. All governors are remembered for a
signature event or piece of legislation, and although
the Codey administration is only a blip in the long
and storied history of New Jersey government, its
impact will be lasting.

On his first day in office, Codey set about funda-
mentally changing the way the state of New Jersey
cares for the mentally ill. With the signing of an exec-
utive order establishing the Task Force on Mental
Health, Codey created an advisory body charged
with recommending ways to help the mentally ill lead
normal lives.

As the governor himself said: 'The road to person-
al recovery is long and winding. The same can be
said for the recovery of our mental health system. It
has been neglected for the last 40 years. Together
we can make a lasting difference."

Acting aggressively and deliberately to implement
the 50-plus recommendations of the Task Force on
Mental Health, Codey proposed a variety of mea-
sures and programs designed to improve the care
and lifestyle of the mentally ill.

in response to the dearth of affordable housing
and mental health care facilities in the state of New
Jersey, Codey, in his State of the State address, pro-
posed borrowing $200 million to build affordable
housing for the mentally ill and developmental^ dis-
abled.

In addition, Codey proposed that another $40 mil-
lion be earmarked for a variety of outpatient services
for the mentally ill.

In his quest to ease the burdens that fall upon the
shoulders of the mentally ill, especially those that
lack the financial wherewithal to adequately deal with

their illness, Codey signed legislation that wiped out
existing liens for individuals that have been hospital-
ized at a state or country psychiatric institution.

As a result of the legislation, mentally ill patients
will now be able to focus on conquering their illness
instead of worrying about how they are going to pay
for their treatment.

In order to provide quality mental health care, hos-
pitals, clinics, and other health providers must have
a qualified pool of applicants from which to hire.

Unfortunately,, a decreasing number of college
graduates have chosen to enter the social service
industry because of its relatively low starting salary.

Saddled by student loans, college graduates have
ruled out working in the mental health field which
has left the industry in crisis. Currently, out of a total
workforce of 11,000 statewide jobs, there are an
astounding 1,000 vacancies.

To address this human resource crisis, Codey
introduced legislation establishing a plan to forgive
up to $20,000 in student loans for new college grad-
uates that enter the social service field. With this
tantalizing incentive, future college graduates will
take a longer look at making a career in this highly
rewarding profession.

It is well-documented that Codey has had to
confront mental health issues in his family life.
This, however, should in no way diminish the
credit he deserves for his advocacy on behalf of
the mentally ill. In fact, that he has been willing to
make his family's struggle public in order to
heighten public awareness of mental illness
makes his leadership on the issue even more i
heroic and courageous.

Some politicians spend a lifetime attempting to
establish a transcendent legacy that they never real-
ize.

Codey has accomplished the feat in a mere 18
months. He has used the inherent power of the gover-
norship to change the lives of millions of people today,
and countless more in the future.

While New Jersey will soon have another governor
in Trenton, the image of Dick Codey as the voice and
advocate for the mentally ill will last forever.

School violence
needs attention
To The Editor:

Six years after the mass mur-
der of the Columbine students
we are faced with yet another
school shooting committed by a
troubled 16 year old boy from
Minnesota. In the wake of
Columbine, school shootings by
teens have occurred in nearly
14 states. Violence is part of a
culture that can include drugs,
guns, gangs and anti-social
behavior. We need to start pay-
ing more attention to our young
people and redouble our efforts
to promote safe schools.

While our state has not expe-
rienced such a tragedy, we must
not become complacent, believ-
ing it can't happen here.
According to the Middlesex
County Prosecutors Office,
gangs have ties all over the
county and are recruiting chil-
dren. Some children who are as
young as 8 years of age have
been arrested. In October of
last year a Sayreville football
game was postponed because of
potential gang violence. It may
be difficult to accept that gangs
have infiltrated our communi-
ties and are attempting to
recruit children from within our
schools.

In a nationwide survey sited
by the Centers for Disease
Control, 17 percent of students
reported carrying a gun or
knife. The State Department of
Education released a report
which found that the number of
incidents involving guns and
knives in New Jersey's public
schools have increased. These
statistics clearly show that we
need to take a proactive
approach in protecting children
from physical violence.

I applaud acting Gov. Richard
Codey for spearheading a plan
to improve and enhance school
security. The governor's worthy
plan includes developing a stan-
dardized security checklist
which will provide specific
guidelines to ensure safety,
training for security guards and
school staff. It also envisions
convening a School Security
Summit at Rutgers University
this spring where top experts in
this field will meet to share
their insights with representa-
tives of New Jersey school dis-
tricts and the law enforcement

community.
Some schools have already

developed their own security
programs with the installation
of metal detectors, cameras and
identification cards. These are
important measures, but not
enough to deter an individual
who is determined to commit a
violent act. The Minnesota teen
who killed 10 people with a .22
caliber gun entered the school
through a doorway with a metal
detector and shot a security
guard to death before proceed-
ing into the school.

Unless we begin to address
the root causes that drive indi-
viduals to commit brutal acts
no amount of metal detectors,
security guards or cameras will
discourage such homicidal
behavior.

Working alongside the New
Jersey Association of Mental
Health Agencies I have pro-
posed legislation, "The Safe
Schools and Communities
Violence Prevention and
Response Plan." This bill is
unique in that it embodies a
preventive and proactive,
rather than a crisis-oriented
and reactive approach to keep-
ing our children safe.

Under this plan each county
superintendent of schools
would employ a violence pre-
vention specialist, whose job
would be to develop a safe
schools and violence preven-
tion response plan. This plan
would be developed in collabo-
ration with teachers, school
administrators, guidance coun-
selors and child-study teams,
community-mental health
providers and most importantly
— parents and students.

In a joint effort they would
help to identify students at risk
of violent behavior and provide
the needed support to stop
youths from acting out violent-
ly at school.

This proposal would also
include the formation of an
early intervention task force
team comprised of three to four
mental health specialists
charged with training and
assisting schools with the
implementation of the violence
prevention program.

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Patriots' pitching staff set for challenge
BRIDGEWATER — Sparky

Lyle looked as ready as any-
one else on his team.

He stood behind the third-
base line and smacked one
grounder after another to
both sides of the infield
before dropping the bat and
pulling on a catcher's glove,
crouching behind home plate
to take a few tosses from the
batting practice pitcher.

Then the Somerset Patriots'
60-year-old manager took a
brief break in the dugout, sur-
veying the activity in front of
him as gray clouds skidded
across the sky above
Commerce Bank Park.

"I like this group — it's a
well-rounded team," said Lyle
Monday afternoon during his
squad's first home-field work-
out of the year. "We're not
going to hit 200 home runs or
anything like that, but we
have some guys with some pop
and a big key is if Billy Hall
can get on base."

Hall, back for a second
tenure with Somerset, was
going to start trying to do

exactly that Wednesday night
when Somerset launched its
Atlantic League of
Professional Baseball season
in Newark by facing the Bears.

The Patriots arrived in
Bridgewater Sunday following
their week-long spring train-
ing stint in Florida, which
turned out to be disappoint-
ingly unproductive in many
regards because of the
hideously decrepit conditions
at the Homestead Sports
Complex.

Both available fields were in
incredibly poor shape, and
one had an infield covered
with all varieties of uneven,
clumped grass seen more
often in pastures — or on
Sunday-morning slow-pitch
Softball fields.

"Believe me, this is a real
baseball field," said Lyle look-
ing out onto the meticulously-
maintained surface at CBP.
"Down there, we didn't have a
batter's eye and you couldn't
hit the guys ground balls, so
this is actually the first infield
we've had in 10 days. That's

how terrible it
was.

"The batting
cages were so
dark, you
couldn't get
any work
there," he
added. "We
didn't hit the
ball real well down there but I
think that's because we didn't
have too many swings. I don't
think any of the teams hit the
ball well down there. It was so
bad, I was more concerned
with somebody getting hurt.
That's all I said every day, just
let's get out of here without
anybody getting hurt. So we're
going to do the best we can
now."

What Lyle and Pats' pitching
coach John Montefusco were
able to discern in Florida is
that Somerset appears to have
a wealth of talent among its
dozen hurlers, with a sterling
five-man starting rotation and
plenty of potent arms ready to
go in the bullpen.

"This is probably the best

pitching staff
we've had
since I've
been here,"
s a i d
Montefusco,
beginning his
sixth cam-
paign as chief
of the

Patriots' mound corps. "With
our starting group and our
middle- and long-relievers and
closers, we're strong every-
where from top to bottom.

"I think we have the
strongest one-through-five
starting rotation in the whole
league right now, and our No.
5 guy (Greg Modica) is the
best fifth guy in the league.
With the relievers, I think we
can kind of mix and match
anywhere."

Lyle, the American League
Cy Young Award-winner in
1977 as the New York Yankees'
closer, wasn't about to dis-
agree.

"Everyone threw very well
— I was very happy with that,"
he said. "If they can throw five

innings or not, I don't know
yet. They have to have an easy
inning to go five right now."

Somerset's scheduled start-
ing pitcher last night was
Brian Tollberg, a 6-foot-3
righthander who had major
surgery three years ago after
tearing an elbow ligament
while playing for the San
Diego Padres. Tollberg, 32,
pitched 58 games for San
Diego but has been in the
minor leagues since his
injury, throwing for Triple-A
Colorado Springs last year.

Brett Jodie, also back in
action after missing all of last
year with an injury, is expect-
ed to be on the hill tonight
against Lancaster.

Jodie, a Patriots standout
during their 2003 ALPB cham-
pionship run, signed with the
Boston Red Sox following that
season but suffered a torn
labrum in a first-base collision
during a spring intra-squad
game and underwent surgery
for the second time in three
years. After being released by
the Bosox, he's back with the

Pats.
"He looked a lot stronger in

spring training than I expect-
ed," said Montefusco. "He
actually throws a lot harder
now than he did two years ago.
I was very surprised with how
strong he looks."

Modica, highly impressive
during two September starts
for the Pats last year, also
looked sharp in Homestead.

"It just looked like a contin-
uation from what he did for us
late last year," said
Montefusco. "The kid is just
fearless — he just blew them
away down there. He's not
going to go out there and nib-
ble away. He just comes right
at you."

Rounding out the starting
rotation are 6-foot-5, 230-
pound Scott Sobkowiak (prob-
ably the Pats' hardest throw-
er) and 6-4 Derek Lee, one of
two lefthanders on the staff.
