To meet this goal, extensive lists of approved plants are available in Section 2 and 3 of this 
Exhibit.  Other plants not on this list are prohibited if they: 

• exceed height limits.  

• include any federally regulated weeds.  

• include any plants that can spread uncontrollably. 

• include any non-native plants that have documented toxicity to wildlife. 

• include any non-native plants that are highly allergenic. 

In addition, non-native plants that are aesthetically dissimilar to any native species, may be 
prohibited or restricted to the Ornamental Landscape Area (inside walls or covered areas).  See 
description of this area in Landscaping Rules, page 7.  These categories of prohibited plants, along 
with examples, are discussed in Section 1 of this Exhibit, below.  For more information on all the 
plants listed, we recommend consulting the USDA Plant Database: https://plants.usda.gov/home.  
You can enter any taxonomic name, common name, or family name to get photographs and 
information on descriptive characters, distribution, old names, and other biological data.

The goal of the landscaping rules is to maintain, as much as possible, the natural 
vegetation of the lower Huachuca Mountains around our homes and protect the 
nature and views that have attracted us here.  Preservation and use of native plant 
species around the homes is strongly encouraged.

Invasive plants 
 
Plants, both native and non-native, that 
have a propensity to spread 
uncontrollably are prohibited.  For 
example, non-native grasses such as 
Buffelgrass, Pennisetum ciliare, and 
Fountain Grass, Pennisetum setaceum, as 
well as Common Bermuda Grass, 
Cynodon dactylion, are prohibited, as 
well as the native Desert Broom, 
Baccharis sarothroides.  These plants, 
likewise, would be prohibited due to their 
noxious allergenic pollen production.

Toxic non-native plants 

 
Plants documented to be harmful to birds 
and mammals due to production of 
poisonous berries, leaves, and/or flowers 
are prohibited.  An example is Heavenly 
Bamboo, Nandina domestica, that 
produces bright red berries that contain 
cyanide which can cause sudden death 
when ingested by birds and mammals.

Highly allergenic non-native plants 

 
Non-native plants documented to have 
extraordinary noxious and highly 
allergenic pollen production are 
prohibited.  For example, Olive trees, 
Olea europaea, Mulberry trees, Morus, 
species, and Oleander, Nerium oleander, 
which is also a highly toxic plant.

Non-native trees and shrubs that are so 
dissimilar to any native plants that they 
immediately seem out of place due to 
aesthetic reasons are prohibited.  All 
palms in the plant family Aceraceae, like 
Fan Palms in the genus Washingtonia 
and Date Palms in the genus Phoenix, for 
example, are prohibited.  Plants in genera 
that are not native to the Huachuca 
Mountains, or species or cultivars of 
plants that are strikingly different in 
appearance from native species may also 
be prohibited or restricted within the 
Ornamental Landscape Area.
