Assistance I egislation for Fiscal 197b

In helull ol (he members of the Order of AHEPA. a national 
fraternal association composed largely of American ertizens ol 
Greek descent, we offer the following position ol the AHEPA 
concerning the Administration's proposal for U.S. Foreign 
Security Assistance legislation for fiscal 197<>. now under study 
by your Committee.

We are concerned with the following
(1 I Military aid and sales for Turkey must NOT be approved.
12) Military and economic aid for C.ieece is necessary
( t) Economic aid for Cyprus should be increased.

HI M (I) We are strongly opposed to any U.S. military aid or 
sales to Turkey so long as Turkey’s armies occupy Cyprus. Since 
August. I ‘174. Turkey has occupied 40' of the island of Cyprus, 
resulting in some 200,OiX> Greek Cypriots being displaced from 
their lawful homes and businesses

Turkey’s occupation of Cyprus through the use of 
U.S.-supplied military arms and equipment was a direct violation 
ot the U.S foreign Military Sales Act, and is a CONTINUING 
VIOLATION so long as any Turkish troops with American 
weapons and equipment continue to remain on the island of 
Cyprus

Tmkey has REFUSED to negotiate the Cyprus situation, 
except on her own terms. If the United States continues military 
aid to Turkey, we will only be strengthening her hold over 
Cyprus, with no possibility of resolving the Cyprus situation 

Turkey has been conducting a purposeful C01 ONIZATION of 
the island of Cyprus almost from the first day of the July. 1474 
invasion, with Turks from the mainland of Turkey.

More than IK months have elapsed since the Turkish invasion 
of Cyprus in July, 1474 During this period ol time, the Greek 
Cypriot refugees have been living in makeshift homes and tents, 
and aie now in their SECOND WINTER, existing under 
intolerable conditions, with no foreseeable hope for a return to 
normal life, in the immediate future.

It is our belief that the Administration and the State 
Department should have taken strong diplomatic efforts, long 
ago, to resolve the Cyprus tragedy. Hus view has been expressed 
by many others We have not seen any concrete evidence from 
either the Administration or the State IVpartment these past 18 
months of diplomatic action winch would impress Turkey with 
the tact that the United States would support the sovereignty of 
Cyprus, and was against Turkish aggression Instead, the 
Administration and State Department actions to dale would seem 
toCONDONE Turkey's actions

(bile the United States Congress, instead of the Adminis­
tration and Stale Department, expressed America's disapproval ot 
Turkish aggrevsion against Cyprus by placing an cmbaigo against 
U N military aid and sales to Tuikey

The world has seen a curious facet of international history 
during the Cyprus tragedy the Administration, the State 
Department, and Turkey allied as one. against the United States 
Congress We congratulate the Members of Congress for 
upholding our American principles of justice, freedom, and 
sovereignty.

There has been a constant insistence ftom the Administration 
and the State Departmen' to life the arms embargo against 
Turkey, and to continue U.S. military aid. despite the tact that 
Turkey remains on Cyprus with her invasion forces, and despite 
the fact that the United States receives continuing threats from 
Turkey, amounting to outright blackmail, with no evidence ol 
any good faith or intent by Turkey to negotiate and to resolve 
the Cyprus situation. Turkey’s latest demands tor more than Si 
billion in "blackmail" money is a good case in point.

The United Nations has passed Resolutions requesting that ail 
foreign forces be removed from Cyprus. Only Turkey has voted 
against such Resolutions, among all nations voting.

We ask that ALL U S MILITARY AID AND SALES TO 
TURKEY BE OMITTED IN ENTIRETY EROM THIS LEGISLA­
TION. and that NO military aid ot sales be made to Turkey until 
such time as the Cyprus situation be resolved to the satisfaction 
of all patties concerned.

1TFM (2) We ask that full U.S. military and economic aid be 
granted to Greece. Greece has been a taithful Iricnd and ally of 
the United Stales through two World Wars. Korea, extending 
back more than i ’S) years. The Greek people are in need ot_ such 
aid, if they are to remain free of outside intetfeience Horn the 
Communistic countries. Greece is ringed by Iron Curtain 
countries Albania, Yugoslavia, and Bulgaria. A strong economy 
and well-equipped military are necessary for continued freedom 
for this small country of only 8 million people.

According to reports from the press in Greece, the Gicek 
people were stunned by the attitude of the Administration and 
the State Department following the Turkish invasion of Cyprus. 
AH statements, all reports from both the Administration and the 
State Department were clearly "tilted" towards Turkey. The 
Greek and the Greek-Cypriot positions were left in almost lota! 
silence, in comparison. The Greek people fell that they had been 
"betrayed" by the American government.

Many observers both here and abroad felt that both the 
Administration and the State Department failed to keep a fair 
balance in communications with Greece and Turkey on the 
Cyprus tragedy'. Much mention was made of Turkey as a "faithful 
ally" but little or no mention of Greece who had in reality been 
the "faithful ally" for more than 100 years. Turkey’s alliance 
record with the United States is a matter of record Turkey was a 
German ally in World War I, and also a Geiman ally for all intents 
and purposes in World War II. American diplomacy in the Cyprus 
situation only served to alienate the Greek people, and in reality, 
weakened American influence in ihe entire Mediterranean.

We again ask full U.S. military and economic aid for Greece, as 
being in the best interests of the United Stales.

1TFM (J): Economic aid for Cyprus is a humanitarian cause that 
needs no further enlightenment. Almost 200,000 Greek-Cypriots 
are struggling through their second winter, with poor housing, 
disrupted homes and families, and victims of disease and 
environmental dangers. They are a people who. prior to July,
1474, were progressive, industrious and healthy. They must not 
he denied their lawful homes, then businesses, and their (arms. 
They have been displaced from homes and businesses by the 
Turks. The education of thousands of children has been 
disrupted. They are all but forgotten today

We ask for increased economic aid for Cyprus

In further reference to the above legislation now under 
consideration by your Committee, we offer the following in 
substantiation of our position as to why the Congress should 
NOT grant any U.S military aid or sales to Turkey
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(!) Or. Novc.nbcr 20 the United Nations Gcncia! Asaembly 
voted 117-1 for: The withdrawal of all foreign troops in 
Cyprus without delay; recognition of the independence, 
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Cyprus; and the 
ending of all foreign interference in Cyprus internal affairs, as 
well as the resumption of constructive talks between 
representatives of the two communities under the auspices of 
UN Secretary General Waldheim.
Turkey cast the one dissenting vote. The United States 
abstained from voting.

(2) Turkish Prime Minister Demirel gave the following reply to 
newsmen on November 24, in reference to the UN 
Resolution: “H'e have opposed that decision from the rime it 
hus taken because the Turkish armed forces in Cyprus are 
not foreign troops. They are not invasion forces. It is also 
imp, issible for us to agree to their immediate withdrawal 
Moreover, the issue of the return of the refugees to their 
places would mean a return to the pre-July 1974 period in 
Cyprus. It is impossible for us to agree to that either ”

(3) President Denktash of the newly federated Turkish Slate of 
Cyprus stated on Novembei 24 that "the time is ripe for a 
unilateral declaration of an independent Turkish State on 
Cyprus. ’’

It is quite evident that the partial lifting of the U.S. arms 
embargo against Turkey by the U.S. Congress has done nothing 
to bring about mutually beneficial negotiations.

It is also quite evident that the Turkish invasion of Cyprus in 
July, 1974 was a well-planned and premeditated takeover of 
another sovereign nation, a nation which Turkey plans to 
permanently maintain under her national jurisdiction and control.

We can see no possible reason or justification for the United 
States to grant military aid and/or sales to Turkey at this time

We trust that you will agree with our position, and thank you 
for the opportunity to be heard at this time.

In behalf of the members of the Order of AHEPA. a national 
fraternal association composed laigely of American citizens of 
Greek descent, we offer the following position of the AHEPA 
concerning the Administration's proposal for U.S. Foreign 
Security Assistance Legislation for fiscal 1976, now under study 
by your Committee.

Our position concerns the following
(I) The S20S Million recommended by the Administration in 

military aid for Turkey, and
12) The S2S Million in humanitarian aid recommended by the 

Administration for Cyprus.
On the question of the $205 Million in U.S. military aid for 

Turkey, we strongly oppose such aid at this time in view of 
Turkey's present occupation of 40'. of the island of Cyprus, and 
Turkey’s unwillingness to either remove her invading forces from 
Cyprus or allow the Greek Cypriot refugees to return to their 
homes.

Turkey’s occupation of Cyprus through the use of U.S. 
supplied military arms and equipment was a direct violation of 
the U.S. Foreign Military Sales Act. and is a continuing violation 
so long as any Turkish troops with American weapons and 
equipment continue to remain on the island of Cyprus.

Authoritative reports confirm that Turkey is conducting a 
purposeful colonisation of Cyprus with Turks from the mainland 
of Turkey. Turkey has refused io negotiate the Cyprus situation, 
except on her own terms. If the United States continues military 
aid to Turkey , the end result will be a strengthening of her hold 
over Cyprus, with no possibility of resolving the Cy prus situation.

Fifteen months have elapsed since the Turkish invasion of 
Cyprus in July, ll>74. which has left almost 200.000 Greek 
Cyprio' refugees homeless. The refugees now face their SECOND 
winter in makeshift housing and tents

It seems a rathei striking comparison that the Administration 
recommends only $25 Million in humanitarian aid for the victims 
of the invasion, the Cypriots, and $205 Million in weapons and 
equipment for Turkey, the invader, within the same legislation'

We do not know what progress or efforts the Administration 
has made to create proper negotiations on the Cyprus situation, 
with Turkey. We do know that there has been a constant 
insistence from the Administration to lift the arms embargo 
against Turkey, and to continue U.S. military aid Meanwhile, the 
United States has received continuing threats from Turkey, 
amounting to blackmail, with no evidence whatsoever of any 
good faith or intent by Turkey to negotiate and to resolve the 
Cyprus situation

These past months have seen many votes in the U S. Congress, 
the arms embargo against Turkey, the adamant position of the 
Administration on the matter, and the partial I fling by the 
Congress of the arms embargo against Turkey , I’r.U threats from 
Turkey.

We ask that ALL U.S military aid and sales to Turkey be 
omitted in entirety from this legislation, by this Committee.

We ask that no future aid to Turkey Ik* considered until such 
time as the Cyprus situation is resolved satisfactorily to a*l parties 
c oncerned

We also ask that the $25 Million m humanitarian aid toCyptus 
be INCREASED to a more realistic figure so that we may all say, 
as Americans, that needless human suffering is at least as 
important a problem as guns, planes and tanks

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Senator Henry M Jackson (0>Wash.) said that strong support 
for (’.reek democracy and Cypriot independence will be key 
foreign policy priorities of a Jackson Administration. "As 
President of the United States," Jackson said. "1 am going to do 
everything 1 can to help maintain democracy in Greece and 
protect the freedom and integrity of Cyprus."

Jackson criticized the administration for its continued 
diplomatic passivity in the face of the ongoing Turkish military 
presence on Cyprus.

"I don’t think we should give up and simply reward 
aggicssion," Jackson said ”1 have worked closely with Senator 
Thomas Fagleton and Congressman John Brademas to maintain 
the embargo on U.S. weapons for Turkey We are going to 
continue our efforts in behalf of the independence of Cyprus.” 
Jackson said

Jackson also called for stepped up assistance to aid the Cypriot 
lefugees made homeless and destitute as a result ol military 
operations on the island.

Jackson recalled the long Greek tradition of resistance to 
ty ranny

"On October J8, 1440 Ochi Day Greece said a resounding 
‘no’ lo a fascist ultimatum and launched a legendary resistance 
movement In the late 1440 s, Greece’s determination to resist 
totalitarian rule was equally strong. Today. Greece is a valued 
member of NATO, and the Greek people make an important 
contribution to the security of all the democratic states. Jackson 
continued.

Jackson said that the strong Amv.isan support for tire Cypriot 
cause was grounded in the history of the Greek-American 
cooperation in the cause of freedom.

"The struggle of the Greek people for independence and 
democracy has always had the strong support of the United 
Stales For hundreds of years, Greece resisted the rule of the 
Ottoman empire liven though that struggle was victorious in the 
nineteenth century, the Greek people have had to remain strong 
and vigilant Because of the democratic sallies Greece and 
America have in common, we have been able to work together 
toward the great goals we share," Jackson declared.

W ASHINGTON. D C. Senator Claiborne Pell, in a report to the 
Senate Foreign Helations Committee, commended the Greek 
government for its efforts to resolve the Cyprus crisis and said the 
burden now rests with Turkey to engage in good-faith 
negotiations.

Senator Pell, a ranking member of the Committee who visited 
Greece and both the Greek and Turkish-controlled sectors of 
Cyprus in August, said the governments of Greece and Cyprus 
"have acted responsibly and demonstrated statesmanship in 
seeking grounds for a realistic accord to end strife and conflict on 
Cyprus ”

Regarding Congressional action in September lifting the 
embargo on arms shipments to Turkey, Senator Pell said "In the 
face of continued Turkish intransigence in the negotiations and 
the clear illegality of their use of American arms in invading and 
occupying Northern Cyprus. I believe the lifting of the embargo 
on arms shipments lo that country was a mistake.”

Senator Pel! urged that the United States inform the Turkish 
government that this country considers progress on the Cyprus 
peace talks an essential and high priority matter. He also urged 
that the United States "press hard lor a resumption of the peace 
talks and particularly for the presentation of specific proposals by 
the Turkish representatives.”

In his report to the Committee, Senator Pell reviewed the 
progress made by the Greek Government of Prime Minister 
Constantine Caranianlis after the collapse of the Greek military 
liinta in June of 1474. He concluded that die Caramanlis 
government has made “substantial and in some cases extraor- 
dinary progress" in restoring democr’acy and in clearing away 
"the debris from seven years of harsh, repressive, undemocratic 
and often bumbling and brutal military dictatorship."

The 'nlcrcultural 

Action Learning Program, a non-pmiit 
educational organization which offe's 
academic semesters to high-school aged 
students in three locations.

The exhibit consists of 25 panels 
which depict in photographs and text a 
brief history ol Greece, the earliest 
Greeks to arrive in the New World, the 
story of Greek immigration to America, 
and the contributions to America of the 
Greek immigrant.

"The Order ot AHEPA is presenting 
this exhibit in 1976 to acquaint all 
Americans with the heritage, culture, and 
contributions to this country of the 
Greek American.” AHEPA Supreme Pres­
ident William G. Chirgotis stated in 
making this announcement of the exhibit. 
“The exhibit is being prepared by 
AHLPA Executive Secretary George J. 
Leber, and will be the result of more than 
two years work on his part when com­
pleted in early 1976."

Chapters of the AHEPA Family 
throughout the country have been asked 
to coordinate efforts with their local 
communities in show ing the exhibit dur­
ing the Bicentennial year. A 16 page 
booklet on the celebration of the Amer­
ican Revolution Bicentennial by Ameri­
cans of Greek Descent is available from 
AHLPA Headquarters upon request The 
booklet gives guidelines and recommenda 
tions for local Bicentennial celebrations.

The exhibit contains more than 200 
rare photographs on the history of the 
Greek-American, as well as text maieiial 
which records the historical record of the 
Greek American Due to time factors 
involving scheduling and shipping of the 
exhibit, only a limited number ol show 
mgs can be approved Requests for show­
ings can only be honored as schedules 
permit.

American citizenship was granted to 
131.655 persons in fiscal 1974, an 
increase of 9 percent over the preceding 
year and. except for 1961. the highest in 
the last 17 years. The men. women and 
children who were naturalized were born 
in 132 different countries, two thirds of 
them in the following 14 countries Cuba 
18.056. the Philippines 13.747. Italy 
8.840. China and Taiwan 8,501, Germany 
6.002. the United Kingdom 5.495. 
Greece 5,471. Mexico 5.218. Korea 
4.413, Poland 3,630. Canada 3.584, 
Portugal 3,247. and Yugoslavia 2.678. 
Figures for the other 118 countries 
ranged from a dozen or less to 1.615, the 
total for Japan.

As a general rule, immigrants must 
have lived live years in the United States 
before they can apply for naturalization. 
The chief exception to this rule is for 
aliens who are the wives, husbands or 
children ol American citizens, they can 
be naturalized after three years' resi­
dence. The five-year resident requirement 
does not, however, mean that a person 
cannot leave the United States tem­
porarily dunng that time

To become citizens, aliens must also 
be able to understand, read, write, and 
speak Fnglish. Here again, however, there 
are exceptions. Also, they must know and 
understand the principles and form of 
government of the United States and 
something of its history.

Any immigrant wishing detailed infor­
mation about the requirements and 
procedures for obtaining United States 
citizenship should contact their local INS 
office or may write lo the U.S. 
Immigration and Naturalization Service. 
Washington. D.C. 20536

Also available is an excellent hand­
book. How to Become a Citizen of the 
f niled Stares, published by the American 
Council for Nationalities Service, a 
non-profit organization located at 20 
West 40th Street. New York. N Y. 10018.
T his handbook, which in the course of 50 
years ha' become the standaid work in its 
iield. cost $2.00 a copy It gives 
information about all aspects ol naturali­
zation. particularly those points about 
which many eligible aliens are unduly 
anxious It also includes some I 34 
questions and answers on the history and 
government of the United States, which 
serve as a useful and helptul review.

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Eleven young Greeks, "with a spirit 
whieli equalled the spirit of their of then 
ancestors.'' conceived the idea of and 
organized the Sons of Pericles together 
with the aid of a few Ahepans from the 
Manchester Ahepa Chapter headed by Dr 
Alexander C amhadhis and Sotirios Docos. 
The 11 young men who were the first 
members and are the Mother Lodge 
Members of the Sons of Pericles are 
Gregory Papagiotas, William Vasiliou, 
Christ Kourcouhs. Peter Clainos. William 
C'haloge. James Papadopoulos, Arthur 
Hasiotis. George llouhaias and James 
Papademetriou.

The first Chapter named itself the 
Oueen City Chapter No. 1, and its first 
officers were installed on February J, 
l‘J26. Shortly after Chapters of the Sons 
were established in Haverhill, Lynn. 
Lowell. Boston. Nashua and Lawrence.

The first National Convention of the 
Sons was held in Lowell, Mass, in 
September 1^27. By that time there 14 
Chapters in the Sons.

The Sons of Pericles were officially 
adopted as the Junior Order of Ahepa in 
1428 at the National Ahepa Convention 
of Detroit. Michigan

The Chapters of the Sons of Pericles, 
like those of the parent organization, 
kept growing by leaps and bound' By the 
tune the 5th National Convention took 
place in 1452 in Akron. Ohio, there were 
a total of 77 Sons Chapters. By the 1454 
Convention, held in Chicago, there were 
126 Chapters.

Until 1456. the Sons of Pericles held 
separate Conventions than the Ahepa 
The 7th National Convention in St Paul. 
Minn was the first held in conjunction 
with the Ahepa Convention The number 
of Chapters listed at the Convention was 
144, The following year, at the 1457 
Syracuse Convention, it was decided that 
all legislation passed by the Sons had to 
he approved by Ahepa, thus becoming a 
bona tide Auxiliary

During the 1458 Excursion to Greece, 
the Sons participating in that Excursion 
upon visiting Missolontn and hearing the 
famous siege which took place during the 
struggle for Greek Independence, tell that 
it would be only apptopriate and right for 
the Jumoi Order to dedicate a monument 
to those brave men who fought and died

for freedom. Upon their return home 
plans were formed and pul into effect to 
raise money for this project. The 
monument was finalized and officially 
presented during the 1454 Excursion to 
Greece with representatives of both 
Greek and American Governments taking 
part.

The Sons continued their progress 
until the War years of 1442-1446, when 
like so many other organizations, became 
inactive with all able bodied men serving 
their country. They resumed their normal 
activities in 1447 at the Los Angeles 
Convention.

In 1444, the Stergios B Milonas 
Scholarship Fund was established in mem- 
emory of Supreme Governor Stergios 
Milonas, who met a tragic auto accident 
death.

The Sons of Pericles, since their 
inception have had an abundance of 
leaders to guide them through their 
ambitious programs.

29th. 1976 issue of the Hellenic Chronicle is a great 
tribute to our late Executive Secretary for it 
expresses the sentiments of the entire Ahepa family.

George J. Leber

Ahepa has had many distinguished leaders over its 
53-year history, but none will argue that no one has 
done more for the Order in recent years than George 
J. Leber, and most of the time in almost complete

anonymity.
Year alter year, supreme conventions rolled into 

America’s metropolises and almost without a hitch 
success was inevitably theirs. This was so only 
because George Leber had prepared the spadework, 
helping the various committees on the scene and 
smoothing their paths with his expertise, accumulated 
over the years since 1958 when he first took over as 

executive secretary.
Not enough can be said for his dedication to 

Ahepa and its ideals and objectives, and it is a credit 
to the man that though administrations changed and 
new personalities took over the helm, he continued to 
serve and to serve well. William G. Chirgotis, the 
incumbent supreme president, eulogized Mr Leber 
well at the funeral last Friday, but anyone of a dozen 
or more of his predecessors could easily have echoed 
the sentiments; for ail who knew and worked with 
George Leber respected and appreciated him.

It is a tribute to a man when his words and deeds 
outlive him, and this is the case with George Leber; 
for not only has he left a definitive history of Ahepa 
but he has also laid the groundwork for its observance 
of the nation's Bicentennial this year.

George Leber will not be there, but wherever the 
Ahepa national exhibit on Americans Hellenes goes 
during this Bicentennial year, he will be remembered; 
for he has left this as a legacy to the Order and to the 
nation, both ot which he loved and both of which he 
served well. He will be sorely missed. May God bless 
his memory.

There have been three great events tn world history, which 
have gii-en political reality to the concept of democracy. First, it 
wa- the birth of democracy m Greece in 594 B.C. when Solon 
wrote the first Constitution for Athens. The second event, was 
the re birth of democracy during the Seventeenth century in 
England with the development of the Magna Carta and the 
common law. Two basic principles evolved in this re birth, One, 
that the individual bis liberty dignity, and happiness form the 
foundation of all social life, and, two. that the Government is a 
moral trust dependent upon the free consent of the governed. It 
took more than two thousand years, from Pericles to John Locke, 
the English philosopher who lived m the 17th century, to 
reiterate tht e basic principles and to revive them for our use.

The third great event in the evolution of democracy, was the 
founding of Amrrua and the establishment of the United States.
7he roots of democracy grew and flourished tn the American 
colonies It took hold tn the United States under the influence of

Twenty years later, the world almost lost democracy, and it 
required another World War in the early 1940's to preserve 
democracy and give us another opportunity to secure the 
democratic order

And should the impossible happen, and the United States 
default on its historic mission for democracy, the miracle of 
ancient Greece, the .Mother of Democracy, philosophy and 
reason, will ignite a spark to be inflamed for the future of the 
world.

Hut the United States must not default! It must not arrive at 
the position where equal opportunity in an environment of 
freedom no longer exists on its soil. America s role in history will 
not so much be us technology,, its industry, or its economics. As 
it will be, its success or failure in protecting and expanding 
democracy both within its own borders and throughout the 
world.

We now come to the question. "Will America continue to he 
the example and champion of individual liberty and equality, or 
will it subordinate the human element to materialism and

Turkey, received the Secratic Award from Supreme President 
Chirgotis on behalf of the United States Senate. His inspiring 
speech in defense of Greece and Cyprus against Turkey brought 
repeated applause and upon conc'usion of his talk received a 
prolonged standing ovation.

At exactly five minutes after 10 p m. President and Mrs. Ford 
arrived at the Banquet. The entire audience respecting the Office 
of the President of the United States showed their courtesy by 
welcoming them with a good, polite, but withheld ovation. 
Although many were disappointed in his remarks as he did not 
touch on the subject of Cyprus, he did profess his admiration and 
love for the Greek people. President Ford said he looked forward 
to meeting President Caramanlis when he comes to this country’ 
later on this year as they have many important matters to discuss. 
He signaled out Alex Demar, Supreme Trustee, for commenda­
tion as their friendship dates back almost 50 years. President 
Ford is a member of the Grand Rapids, Mich., Chapter and has 
attended 14 Congressional AHEPA Banquets in the past 28 years. 
He is the third President of the United States to address the 
AHEPA Banquet. Presidents Franklin D. Roosevelt and Harry S 
Truman were the others, both members of the AHEPA during 
and after their term in office. Mrs Betts' Ford was presented a 
Gold Medallion by the Daughters of Penelope as the outstanding 
Woman of the Year.

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THE BACKGROUND AND EVENTS LEADING 
UP TO THE REVOLUTION

The hall of Consunmople
On May 29, 1453, Constanmoplr finally fell before the 

onslaught of the Turkish hordes, and this date also marks the 
beginning of virtual salvcry for Greece, for a period of nearly four 
hundred years.

The trials that the Greeks were subjected to under their 
Mohammedan masters are almost common knowledge. The worst 
practice of the Turkish overlords, which has been condemned by 
all civilisation, was the gathering of all young Greek boys, at an 
early age, of sound health and mind, for use in the Turkish 
military. These boys formed the famous Janissaries Turkish 
troops whose bravery and cruelty has almost no parallel in 
history. The Greek lads were raised under Turkish customs, and 
soon forgot any tie they might have had with Greece.

During the two centuries preceding the Revolution, bans were 
put on the Church, and cruelties to the priests and followers 
became common Small outbreaks among the Greeks resulted in 
reduced liberties, slavery to women and children, and oftentimes, 
wholesale murders and massacres. The Greek Orthodox Church 
held its place and its power through Greece and the Near East 
mainly because of the constant energetic fight of the Patriarchs, 
who never relaxed their vigilance and who carried on their 
struggle for maintenance of their faith.

Despite the fact that Greece had been subjugated by the Turk, 
three communities never fell into the hands of the Turk MANI, 
SJ AKIA TIS KRITIS (CRETE) AND SOULI TIS FPKIRO 
Because of the mountainous, inaccessible country the Turk could 
never subject these Greeks to his power

The Pbanariotes
The PI IAN AKIOTl S were men of great learning, taught at 

PHANARI in Constaninoplc, under the Patriarchate. They kept 
alive the Greek language both in the Church and in the 
communities of all Greece These men, because of their learning, 
gained rank in Turkish diplomatic and business circles, for the 
Turk's knowledge of languages was notoriously little He was not 
able to deal in international diplomacy because learning was not 
an attribute of the Turk. Because of this, the Phanariotes were 
given ambassadorial and diplomatic positions to all parts of 
Europe They rose to high positions, and secured lands, and titles 
for their families, which placed them in strat ^ic positions for the 
revolution to come

Greek sailors of the myriad islands surrounding Greece had 
ample opportunities to fit themselves with ships, under the 
Turkish rule, for the Turk needed this Greek commerce for 
himself Because of the cosairs, or pirates, that roamed the sea at 
that time, it was necessary that the fishing and trading boats be 
armed with cannon. These small ships were a great aid to the 
Greeks in 1821.

Russian trading ships were allowed to come and go freely 
through the Bosporus or Hellespont, and through the Medtler 
ranean without impediment or inspection on the part of the 
Turks What (.reek vessels sailed the sea had been required to 
carry the Turkish flag. However, the Greek sailors circumvented 
this obstacle by raising the Russian flag on their vessels, 
consequently escaping search and seizure. These Greek traders 
soon established great communities among the Russian cities on

the Black Sea in Odessa and Tagani. and also in Trieste and 
Venice in what is now Italy. These Greek merchants grew 
influential and prosperous through the years, and by the day of 
the revolution, they had the wealth necessary to aid their mother 
country in her fight for freedom.

With the fall of Constantinople, the scholars in Greece 
immediately fled to the other parts of Europe, taking refuge in 
Holland, England and France. This left little source of learning 
for the people, for soon the schools themselves were closed for 
lack of teachers and because of Turkish pressure For almost 
three hundred years, until 1700 and thereafter, Greece had no 
schools, or very few ot them and learning was denied the people 
Illiteracy was common, and except for what learning the Church 
offered, there was none. Finally, in the 18th Century the 
prosperous Greek community of traders and merchants in Venice 
started its own small Green school and Church. In this manner, 
their children had the opportunity of learning Greek for the first 
time, in school The Black Sea communities followed suit, and 
then the program was broadened to include schools in Athens, 
with aid from these outside communities. Schools were also 
established in Gianncna. Levadia, Patmos, etc. The schools 
grew scholars came from them, and teachers went out from 
them, to teach in other cities. Among the teachers who carried on 
their work were Eugenios Voulgans, Nikeforos Theotokis, Con- 
stantinos E.conomos, Vamvas, Georgios Gennathios, and others. 
These teachers not only taught their pupils the Greek language, 
but also taught the hope of freedom, someday, for Greece They 
preached a greater and free Hellas for the future Many of the 
school classes were held at night, in out of the way places, for the 
Turks constantly sought to do away with schools, and places of 
learning omong the Greeks

AJamantios Koraes
The greatest of these Greek teachers was Adamantios Koraes. 

of Chios However, he never actually taught in a school, as an 
instructor. Through his writings, he did more to instill the 
thought of freedom and of the glory of the Greek language and 
name in the mind and heart of the Greek, than any' other person. 
He brought back all of the deeds of ancient Greece- informed 
these (.reeks that they were descendants ol these great men and 
that slavery was never meant for them. Adamantios Koraes was 
born in Smyrna, in 1748 His father was a merchant of Chios. The 
boy was sent to Amsterdam for business reasons, but instead of 
learning the principles of business, he went to school instead, to 
learn languages and be a scholar He later returned to Smyrna, but 
seeing that he could not liver under Turkish domination, he 
prevailed upon his father to send him to school in France, to 
study medicine During his studies, both of his parents died, and 
after the completion of hts school work, he went to Paris He is 
credited with giving new life to the Greek language, for he took 
the work of the ancients and explained them in his writings, using 
them as a means of portraying the action he believed that the 
modern Greek should follow. He did much to bring out a Greek 
language now bereft of the many dialects and intrusive tongues it 
has acquired throughout the centuries under various overlords He 
died in 1833, at 85
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During these centuries, the Turkish armies were making 
headway into Europe, and actually had besieged Vienna twice, 
only to be driven back into Hungary- each time They dominated 
Hungary for ISO years before being driven out of that land The 
states of Venice and Turkey were constantly at war with each 
other because of their interests in Greece. Venice controlled 
many cities in the Pcteponnesus and also the Cyclades Islands. 
Crete, Cyprus, and other localities. Through Venetian and 
Russian aid the Greeks arose in revolt many- times during the 17th 
and 18th Centuries, but each was suppressed However, these 
occurred only in restricted areas and were not widespread The 
results of these uprisings were great massacres by the Turks in the 
cities of Thessaly, in Crete, Smyrna and in central Greece as well. 
Lampros Katsonis was a Greek patriot who led his small fleet of 
Greek ships against the Turkish fleets successfully in the 
1780-90’s, only, however, through aid from Russia. When that aid 
stopped, his raids against the Turks could no longer be carried on, 
and he retired to Russia to live. Androutsos was one of his aids, 
who had to escape to Venice, after Katsonis returned to Russia, 
but upon being demanded by the Turks, from the Venetians, he 
was turned over by the authorities to them, and died in prison in 
Constantinople

REGAS O FEREOS was born in 1757 in Vclestino, Thessaly. 
He studied and became a teacher in Bucharest. At this time, the 
French Revolution had begun, and Regas began to think of 
freedom for his country, Greece, He began writing letters to all 
influential men in Greece, urging freedom for the country, asking 
them to work towards that end. He also wrote many poems and 
songs of the greatness of Greece, and of freedom hoping to 
instill within the hearts of his country men more than an ordinary 
desire for freedom. These spread over all of Greece. He also wrote 
to Napoleon, and arranged for an audience with him On the way, 
he was stopped by the Austrians, searched, and incriminatory 
papers were found on him which caused his return to Vienna, and 
later, he was turned over to the Turkish authorities in Belgrade 
There, he died m prison, but his memory lived forever after in 
Greece, where he was a hero, and his songs and poems lived on, 
feeding the flame of revolt.

The story of the SOULIOTES is one of tragedy, and of 
bravery. In the 1700's, a majority of the peasants of Epeiro 
migrated to the wild and almost uninhabitable country in the 
mountains of Giannena, building there four small villages This 
was done to escape the oppression of their Turkish overlords. The 
villages were named SOULI, KIAFA, AVAKIKO, AND SAMO- 
NIVA. Together *hc people were called NOUI.IOTES All Pasha, 
leader of the Turkish forces in that region, determined to punish 
the Souhotes for their move, and for defying his power to subdue 
them He led three assaults and sieges against them in 1791, 
1792, and in 1800. The first two failed, but the third was 
successful only because of a traitor in the Souhotes camp. The 
traitor s name was Pelios Gousis, and he secretly brought up 200 
of the Turkish soldiers by a secret path, and secreted them in his 
home until nightfall. Then, while the Souhotes were busy 
repulsing the attack from the front, these 200 Turks attacked 
from the rear (This story is remindful of the event at 
Thermopylae in ancient Greek history, when the Greek traitor 
showed the Persians the secret path up the mountain, so that they 
could surround the Greek defenders, and destroy them )

The Souhotes had been besieged for three continuous years at 
this time and had undergone many hardships of starvation, thirst

and the cold of the mountains But they had withstood all this, 
and the attacks of the superior Turkish forces until the treason. 
Now they were forced to flee to the highest peak in that region, 
on which stood the church of St. Paraskevts. But there, they had 
no water, and were forced to make peace, with the understanding 
that they should take their possessions and leave that region, 
forever They left their homes but five Souhotes, and the monk 
Samuel stayed behind to receive their conquerors. The Turks 
entered the church, to seize the money and possessions left 
behind, stored therein. Then, the monk calmly put fire into the 
barrel of gunpowder on which he had been seated, blowing 
himself, Turks and five Souhotes to eternity.

The fleeing Souhotes divided into three sections. The first 
went to Zalongo, the second to Kerkyra, and the other to Parga. 
The last section arrived in Kerkyra with only 45 survivors who 
withstood the attacks of the Turks along the way, the one under 
Tsavelas arrived safely, but the story of the section that was 
trapped on Zalongo ramains the greatest tragedy of modern 
Greek history-. This section was under the leadership of Kout 
sonikas, and they were finally trapped, after a hectic flight across 
the hills, at Zalongo. by the pursuing Turks After two days on 
the mountain peak, their supplies were gone, and there was only- 
one way out to fight their way through But the women and 
children could not be taken along. Then occurred the historic 
Dance of Zalongo Each mother took her children, kissed them 
tenderly, and thiew them over the side of the cliff, to perish on 
the rocks below. Then women, and girls, joined hands in the 
native dance on the plateau, and after the first time around, the 
leader threw herself over the cliff, to perish on the rocks below 
Then, the next woman or girl in line took the lead, danced 
around once, and followed the example of the first leader by 
throwing herself over the cliff And so on, until every woman had 
perished. Then the men prepared for their effort to break through 
the Turkish lines They forced their way through, but only 150 
men, out of the original 850 found safety in Parga

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REMARKS BY ADMIRAL I IJMO R 
/UMWAL1 JR. AT COMBINED 

SUPREME LODGE AND CYPRUS 
COMMITTEE MEETING

I have been asked to speak to you about the Turkey-Greece 
situation in the Mediterranean from the standpoint of a military 
man I feel that I can do so with complete openness and frankness 
as one who is out of office and one who knows the extent to 
which administrations sometime go to mold the opinions of those 
in office. In looking at the situation that we face in relation to 
the problems of Greece today, it is important for us, as 
Americans, to go back and remind ourselves of the situation that 
occurred at the end of World War II. We all remember, of course, 
the courageous fight that the gallant Greeks put up against the 
German invasion and the tremendous weight the Germans put on 
the strategic significance of the Island of Crete, putting the largest 
airborne force of the entire war into the effort to seize it We 
recall the resistance that continued in Greece throughout that 
war We recall the position of overwhelming superiority of the 
United States by the end of World War II We recall that under 
popular pressures and in another period of "detente” with “good 
old Uncle Joe," the U.S. demobilized almost overnight, and that 
ihe Soviet Union did not. Within a matter of a very few months 
we had changed our situation from that of the world's most 
powerful nation to one which had as insurance against attack 
only the fact that we were then in exclusive possession of atomic 
weapons.

With conventional ground force superiority of overwhelming 
degree, however, Stalin proceeded with a combination of power 
and policy to overrun and occupy one nation after another in 
Eastern Europe until, as Mr Winston Church ill suggested, an 
“Iron Curtain” descended over Europe We recall that the newly 
liberated nation of Greece embarked upon an effort to 
reconstitute itself and that a rebellion was initiated from outside 
the Communist insurgency within Greece We know now from 
the bonk. ConversjlioMS with Stalin written by Milovan Djilas, 
the Yugoslavian compatriot of Tito, that Stalin said to his fellow 
Praesidium members at the time that the Anglo-American powers 
would never suffer their sea lines of communication in the 
Mediterranean to be severed Nevertheless, like some Machiavclian 
mother whose children were spawned by the devil, he proceeded 
to let his Praesidium members play with this insurgency at the 
expense of countless lives in Greece until a combination of 
factors the cooling of the relationship between Yugoslavia and 
the Soviet Union, the enunciation of the Truman Doctrine, the 
bringing of supplies across the thousands of miles; the 
demonstration by the United States Navy that through our 
capabilities wc could bring the docks of New York closer to the 
insurgency than were the boondocks of Yugoslavia finally led 
Stalin to step in and liquidate the insurgency, saying to his people 
in office "E nough is enough This thing has gotten dangerous " 
The insurgenev was liquidated with thousands of Greek children 
carried away The pressures were removed from the nation of 
Turkey Those two nations were preserved for the free world.

There emerged subsequently the decision on ihe part of the 
United States Congress to provide the billions to reconstitute 
war torn Europe through the Marshall Plan There emerged the 
NATO Alliance as the economies of Europe were refurbished 
Armies, air forces, navies began to reappear The NATO Alliance

made it possible to draw a line of containment to stop the 
expansion by the Soviet E mpire.

Then, we recall, in the Cuban missile crisis, when the Soviets in 
the effort suddenly to overcome a generation's advantage on our 
part m the strategic field, by greatly increasing the megatonnage 
that they could tiring to bear and greatly cutting the warning 
time, the United States laid down the gauntlet, they found 
themselves facing not only strategic nuclear superiority on our 
part, on the order of 4 to 1, but also they found themselves 
facing maritime superiority around the Island of Cuba. And when 
they' examined their options elsewhere they found a tough, 
integrated NATO Alliance ready to respond to any type of 
pressure they might bring to bear. The Soviets concluded that 
they just simply did not have viable options; they did the only 
thing that a rational, inferior, military empire can do-they 
accommodated. Wc gave them a graceful and face-saving way in 
which to accommodate They emoarked, as a result of that 
setback, on three programs. The first was another period of 
“detente’' the tes, ban. The second was to commence the 
largest, strategic construction program in history, one which 
continues to this very hour unchecked by any act of the current 
or previous administration, for each SALT agreement has 
permitted the Soviets to build to the level of their capability 
during the period of agreement. Third, they began the second 
laigest maritime construction program in history, one exceeded 
only by our own World War II maritime expansion. That program 
continues to this day. As a result, we have found through a series 
of strategic negotiations that the Soviet Union has been given the 
opportunity to achieve the strategic missile superiority that we 
used to have. The Soviet Union without negotiations, having 
out-spent us since 1971 as Secretary Schlesinger announced 
recently- has achieved conventional military superiority over the 
United States.

Now, let me just try to demonstrate for you what that means 
in terms of the crises through which this nation has had to go.

The first, with which I had to deal when I became the Ghief of 
Naval Operations, was the Jordan crisis of September 1970. Wc 
recall that in that crisis the Soviet Union was convinced that they 
were now perceived as superior, but being careful, being rational, 
not wanting to risk war, they tested this perception through the 
Syrian invasion of Jordan. Three things went wrong with their 
calculus. Eirst, the Jordanian army fought better than had been 
expected, second, the Israelis moved their forces northward, 
clearly ready to play a role, and third, the United States 
reinforced its Sixth Elect with a third carrier task force and with 
marines embarked on board amphibious shipping. We recall that 
the Syrians were persuaded by the Soviet Un.on to withdraw, 
they were promised that their equipment would be replaced if 
they did withdraw I went to the Sixth Fleet soon aftci and 
President Nixon came aboard the flagship. I remember how 
impressed he was, as was I, with the slides that demonstrated 
what would have been necessary to send U.S Army forces into 
the Middle East. They would have had to fly out of Gerinanv, 
into the Norm Sea, through the English Channel, through the 
Straits of Gibraltar, and then 2500 miles across the 
Mediterranean, landing only in Greece because no landing or even 
overflight rights had been granted by any other nation The Army 
forces simply could nm get there because we did not have the air 
tanker support to do it. So, we did the only thing sue could do.
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Wc used the Navy/Marine Corps team to show our hand and to 
provide the necessary power in that equation

Ihe Soviets went forward as they promised with the 
replacement of the Syrian equipment. The Syrians and Egyptians 
were trained in the art of strategic surprise. The strategy' they 
used against Israel in October 1973 was Soviet strategy, identical 
to that which the Soviets used when they destroyed 
Czeckoslovakia exercises around the perimeter until they 
pounced. It fooled not only Israeli intelligence, but our own, and 
Israel was very nearly undone. Only the massive airlift and sealift 
of supplies made it possible to turn the situation around. The 
United States Navy scrambled to get ships into the Kastem 
Mediterranean with our commitments in Southeast Asia, with our 
Navy in a six-year period having been cut nearly in half We could 
get only 65 ships into the Mediterranean. Those American ships 
faced a 50-perccnt numerical superiority in 98 Soviet ships

Now, the situation was worse than that because of the 
capability of the Soviet Union to come at us with air strikes o-er 
four different axes of attack out ot hgypt. Syria, Crimea, and 
Yugoslavia. During that crisis, Soviet airlift aircraft were flying 
over the Peninsula of Turkey, directly over Turkish territory', to 
reinforce the Arabs while no airlift (lights were permitted over 
Turkey on the part of the United States. During that crisis, 
Greece, however, permitted ships of the Sixth Fleet to continue 
to operate, as normally, out of Greek ports. I do not know how it 
would have been possible for the United States to show the 
degree of power it showed, had it not been for the fact that the 
Greeks were with us. Indeed, the then Chief of Navy of the 
Greeks happened to be with me in Newport at the time of the 
outbreak of that crisis, and he came to me and gave me his 
personal assurances, which I relayed to my Government, that 
regardless of any “window dressing” we could count on them to 
be with us throughout the crisis.

Now, you ask yourselves, w hat does this all add up to in terms 
of U.S. interest? In terms of the demonstrated tendency of one 
nation or the other, as between two allies, to stand with us. I 
think that you must come to certain conclusions

But there is still more to the story. In two previous crises 
between Greece and Turkey, it has been positive action on the 
part of a President of the United States to send messages to his 
Ambassador to Turkey, his Ambassador to Greece, to his NATO 
Commander who in war would command Italian, Turkish, and 
Greek forces, and to his U.S Sixth Fleet, that has produced the 
calculus of factors, that has prevented the invasion of Cyprus In 
the current crisis, this was not done.

Before the Congress makes a vote on a decision as critical as 
the vote that is about to some up, it seems to me that this 
Administration owes the Congress and the people an explanation 
(1) why the necessary actions were not taken prior to the coup in 
Cyprus, (2) why the necessary actions were not taken prior to the 
Turkish invasion, and (3) why the Turks were permitted, after the 
truce, to extend their territorial seizures beyond their present 
holdings, and to take territories that had never been at issue, as 
between the Turkish and Greek communities It seems to me that 
what is needed in this situation, as in so many others over the last 
six years, is a ' truth in packaging" foreign policy. The people of 
these United States and the Congress have got to understand the 
issues before decisions are made

Wc arc observing frequent violations of the agreed rules of 
detente” between ourselves and the Soviet Union. Failure to

report these violations is adding to the euphoria of the American 
people and accelerating the rate at which we cut our defense 
budgets The U.S.S.K aided and abetted Hanoi in the conquest of 
Cambodia and South Vietnam in violation of the truce and of 
“detente." The Soviet Union urged the Arabs to apply the oil 
embargo, to quadruple the oil prices, to take their money out of 
U.S. banks The Soviet Union has promised to assist the Arabs in 
the event of U.S. intervention and to help them with any 
marketmg/production difficulties in the event of another 
embargo.

Why, m the face of this kind of "detente," is the 
Administration continuing not to report the facts to the 
American people? I believe that in this kind of false "detente," 
the NATO Alliance has never been of greater significance to us I 
believe that it is absolutely mandatory for the United States to be 
able to retain its tics to both Turkey and Greece. But. like a 
father who has to choose between two sons, if I have to choose 
between two sons, if I have to choose between these two very 
important allies, there is absolutely no doubt in my mind that the 
United States has got to come down in favor of Greece.

If you look at the long line < f stepping stones the Azores, 
Portugal, Spain, Italy, Greece, Turkey, if between those two 
nations one set of tics has to be cut, that set with the nation at 
the end of the line is strategically easiest to do wiihout Wc 
simply cannot reinforce Israel or come to the assistance of any 
other allies in the area, including. Turkey unless we have the 
facilities that Greece has always made available to us In my 
judgment, there is nothing in Turkey that could possibly equate 
to the strategic significance of just one facility in the Island of 
Crete, Souda Bay, where we have a major anchorage for the Sixth 
Fleet and an airfield without which we simply could not maintain 
the readiness of our carrier air crews This facility is the single 
most important facility in the whole eastern Mediterranean In 
addition to that, the access of our Sixth Fleet ships to Greece is 
of far more importance than access to any other nation.

We surely should be able to count on the Greeks in the future 
as wc have throughout ups and downs over the last 25 years, 
whereas the Turks have frequently stood aside Ihe strategic 
merits come down in favor of Greece. The political viability of 
alliance ties come down in favor of Greece. And finally, when one 
looks at the difference between the efforts of the two 
governments truly to come to an accommodation in Cyprus that 
is fair for all, this present government of Greece has gone far 
beyond half the difference to try to achieve an equitable 
settlement

There are many unanswered questions that have got to be 
brought out by this Administration before an intelligent vote can 
be made by the Congress, or before intelligent declarations of 
intentions can be made by the constituents of congressmen I 
think it is important to keep the pressure on to get a "truth in 
packaging" foreign policy with regards to 'he eastern 
Mediterranean as well as elsewhere It is important to our political 
process that it be made clear to this administration and the 
Congress that if wc are to resume the important aid to Turkey , it 
should be as part of a general settlement in Cyprus to make it 
possible for this United States to retain, hopefully, both allies, 
Init in anv event the more critical of the two.

HOUSE OK'S RESEARCH FUNDING FOR COOLEY'S ANEMIA 
WASHINGTON, DC-Cong James J. Florto (D Ist-NJ), said the 
House approved a bill which would provide funding for the 
research of Cooley’s anemia.

Florio said he was particularly pleased with the passage of the 
Heart. Lung and Blood Act Amendments of 1975, which would 
provide funding for research, testing and screening for genetic 
blood disorders, especially Cooley’s anemia

Cooley’s anemia is a blood disorder found in children whose 
ancestors are native to countries surrounding the Mediterranean 
Sea.

The victims of this disease are subjected to monthly hospital 
visits in order to sustain life. During these hospital visits, 
quantities of iron are infused into the blood stream. These 
quantities of iron cannot be removed by the body and eventually 
cause death, usually in the teenage years.

“The medical knowledge regarding the cause and possible cure 
and treatment of Cooley’s anemia is not much different today 
than it was ten years ago,” Florio explained, "yet. it is estimated 
that there are 200,000 persons of Italian and Greek ancestry that 
are carriers of this disease.”

The funding in this legislation will provide $20 million for the 
coming fiscal year and $25 million in the following year for the 
testing and screening of genetic blood disorders.

Florio said, “I feel it is important that this country devote 
some of its medical resources to see that this blood disorder is 
eradicated.”

This legislation is now awaiting action by the Senate.

It was a gala affair a great event, that once again proved, to 
one and all that Ahepa truly represents the hopes, ambitions, 
desires and future achievements of the llcllenic-Amcricans in the 
United States.

It was a proud day . . . and all in attendance agreed that it 
was AMI PA’S Finest Hour . .

President Ford delivered his remarks to the Ahepans, praising 
the long friendship of Greece and the United States and referred 
to Greece’s Prime Minister Constantine Caramanlis as an “out 
standing leader of the free world”, and praised the Greek immi­
grants, who came to this country, and have played a major role, 
in the development and growth, of the United States.

But. the President disappointed many, in the huge crowd, by 
not mentioning Cyprus, its refugees, or aid to Greece,

Because we were respecting the office of the Presidency, and 
were honored by the presence of the President and Mrs. l ord,
I didn’t mention Cyprus in my remarks hut on the following day 
I sent a letter to the President, which read as follows

I he Honorable Gerald K. Ford 
President of the United States of America 
The White llousi 
Washington, l> C

mg approval of the policies of your Administration towards Greece 
and Turkey.

The members of Ahepa are united in condemning these poll 
cies. We consider them utterly detrimental to the American in­
terests in the area, diametrically opposed to American ideals and 
profoundly unjust and unfair to the people of Greece and Cyprus.

Greece has always been one of America’s staunchest friends 
and allies, not in mere words, but in deeds as well . . . great deeds 
involving innumerable sacrifices, for example standing shoulder to 
shoulder with the United States during the First and Second 
World Wars.

We are fully aware of the problem of the Turkish bases, having 
discussed it with prominent stratigists in this country and Greece. 
We are convinced that their importance for our defense is much 
smaller than that of the Greek bases. Only Cireece has not sub­
jected us to the blackmail Turkey has. However, even if the im­
portance of those bases were such as some people try to make us 
believe, it can never be as great as the importance of the moral 
issue involved and the devotion of people of goodwill throughout 
the world for whom the mishandling of Cireece and Cyprus has a 
tremendous symbolic meaning.

On behalf of the Order of Ahepa and on behalf of all Hellenes 
throughout the world, I ask that a meeting be arranged among 
Ahepa’s experts on the Greek and Cyprus issue and yourself to 
discuss all aspects of the problem.

No half measure, no token concessions, no good sounding 
promises or words of consolation and sympathy can turn the 
wrong to right. It is our firm belief that only by practicing and 
fanatically supporting the right, can our great country—the 
United States of America be the leader of the free world.

I HK BACkt.KOUNU AND EVCNtS LEADING 
1>P TO THE REVOLUTION

Philtkt Etairia
The greatest national secret society, which was international 

actually in scope, was the PIIII.IKi ETAIRIA. This society was 
formed by three Greek merchants of Odessa Skoufas, Tsakaloff, 
and Xanthos. The membership was secret for it would mean 
death at the hands of the Turks to be known as a member of the 
society. Headquarters were established in Constamnople, and the 
movement officially opened for freedom for Greece. Alexander 
Ypsilanti, a general in the Russian army, was chosen the leader of 
the PHIUK1 ETAIRIA. (June, 1820)

Ypsilanti’s first move was the organization of the revolution 
against the Turks in Moldavia and Vlachia (now Rumania). 
Russian influence in that section was great, and the revolution 
was started there so as to influence the Turks into believing that 
the revolution was backed by Russia, and also to give the Greeks 
time in preparing for the movement in Greece, proper However, 
the revolution in Moldavia failed and Ypsilanti was later taken by 
the Austrians, as he tried to flee through that country, and 
confined in prison. In 1827, the Czar of Russia intervened in his 
behalf and secured his release from prison, however, the 
confinement had undermined his health and he died within a year 
of his release.

In Constaninople, the news of the revolution caused great 
consternation among the Turkish officials. The sultan immediate! 
y ordered a move against all Greeks m that area, to stem any 
further uprisings He ordered his troops to wholesale pillaging and 
massacres against reputable Greek merchants and leaders No one 
was spared, not even the venerable (.reek Orthodox Patriarch of 
Constantinople. Gregory V.

On Easter Das. at the close of the services in the Greek 
Orthodox Churches, I urkish soldiers forced their was into the 
Greek Patriarchate in Constantinople, and showed papers to the 
Patriarch, which stated that he had been evicted from his post as 
Patriarch by the sultan. The soldiers then put the Patriarch in 
prison, where he remained for some time The Patriarchate was 
given orders by the sultan, on pain of death, to select another 
Patriarch

Finally, the Patriarch was taken from his prison, to the 
Patriarchate, and there hanged from the Inner Gate His bods was 
left there for three days, while all Christians hid in their homes 
for fear of their lives, as the Turkish soldiers roamed the city, 
searching for Greek Christians Those that thes found, were 
slaughtered Then, the body of the Patriarch was taken down, 
weighted with a heavy stone, and thrown into the sea, by the 
l urks However, a Greek ship captain, several days later, sighted 
the floating body, which had come to the surface, brought it 
aboard his ship upon recognition, and carried it immediately to 
Odessa in Russia There, the Czar gave the Patriarch the honor 
due him, with a state funeral, and great mourning After fifty 
years, the bods was exhumed and taken to Athens, where it lies 
todas

In 1821, through the efforts of the Philiki Hctaina, the secret 
society, some semblance of organization and planning had been 
brought about, and in March of that year, under the leadership of 
such men as Theodore Kolokotronis, Petrompes Mavromichalix, 
Andreas Zaimis. Andreas Lontos. the Metropolites Palaion Patrol 
Germanos. Gregorios Papaflcsas the revolution opened in 
Greece

In the Peleponnesus
Kolokotronis arrived at Mam. in January of 1821. and his vers 

presence in Greece was enough to arouse the spirit of the patriots, 
for his name was already known throughout the country, as a 
fearless patriot, and leader. In 1818. the Turks had evicted him 
from the Morea, or Peloponnesus, because of his aggressiveness 
and rebellious spirit

On March 21, 1821, the patriots besieged the cits of Kaixvrita, 
and in fisc days had taken the town. On the 22nd, Mavromichalis 
and his Maniates, with Kolokotronis and others, besieged Kalames 
and took it on the 25th. In Patras, the Metropolites Palaion 
Patron Germanos. with Andreas Zaimis. Lontos and others, 
struck the colors tor freedom, on March 25. which date is 
recognized as the official beginning of the Resolution. With their 
force, these leaders besieged the town of Patras. At the same 
time, Lala. C< rinth. Moncmvasia, Nasarmo, Argos, and Nauplion 
were besieged by the patriots.

Hursit Pasha, Turkish ruler of the Morea, who was in Giannena 
at the time, immediately sent Mustapha Bey with a force under 
him. to put down the uprising Bey was successful and raised the 
sieges of Patras, Corinth, Argos, and routed the Greeks in those 
areas, and then went to Tripolls At Valteitsi, he met the mam 
Greek force, and the battle raged for the entire day until, finally, 
the Turkish forces were routed by the Greeks, completely, leasing 
their arms and supplies strewn on the field. This was the needed 
encouragement necessary for the morale of the patriots, and gave 
them recognition of their own ability to meet the lurks in battle.

Shortly after this battle, 4,000 Turkish soldiers met Nikita 
Stamatelopoulo and his 150 paltkarta. while on their way to 
Vcrvena After eleven hours of fighting, Nikita was still standing 
his ground, and finally the Greek force from Vcrvena arrived, and 
the T urks were routed The Greek patriots finally took Nasarmo, 
Moncmvasia, and Corinth, in 1822.

In Sterea Hellas
The revolution was raised in sterea Hellas bs Panourgias at 

Amphissa. by I hanasis Diakos at Levadia, and by Diovouniotis at 
V'oudoumtsa

A large Turkish force, under kiosho Mchmet and Omar 
Vrionis, advanced upon the (.reeks in Sterea Hellas, and dispersed 
the force that came to meet them all except for forty patriots 
and 1 hanasis Diakos, who decided to hold at Hcrmopylac They 
were finally all dead except Diakos, who was taken prisoner and
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taken to Lamia There, the two Turkish leaders asked him to )om 
wuh them for they both admired and feared his bravery. He 
cursed them instead of agreeing, and he was consequently spitted 
upon a large Make by the Turks, where he died, pierced the length 
of his body by the stake But he died without remorse and with 
curses for his torturers.

Oddesseas Androutsos heard of the death of his friend Diakos. 
but it only spurred him on. He stationed himself at the pass of 
Ampliants, knowing that the enemy would pass that way. On the 
8th of May the enemy did appear. The majority of the patriots 
took their positions near the pass, but Androutsos. with 129 
others, stationed himself in a log shelter, or fort, fortified with 
large stones about it. The Turks defeated the main Greek force, 
then turned their attention to the fort, but were met by volley 
after volley of fire, and were hurled back. When night fell, the 
Turks brought cannon from Lamia to bombard the fort, but 
during the night, Diakos and his men broke out of the fort, and 
escaped through the Turkish lines, into the hills After this, the 
lurks retreated to Attica, where they raised the siege of the 
Greeks on the Acropolis On august 20, the Greeks defeated the 
enemy at Y'asiliki. for their second great victory of the revolution, 
the first being at Valtetsiou. I he Turkish forces left Tripoli 
following ihis defeat, and the city fell to the Greeks

Northern Greece
The revolution opened on May 20 in northern Greece. Because 

of the heavy Turkish forces in that section, the struggle did not 
meet with any success In Thessaly, the uprising was quickly 
downed by the Turks who massacred and destroyed as they went 
through the countryside In Macedonia, the heavy Turkish forces 
spelled defeat for the Greeks there, also. In Crete, in the south of 
Greece, the Greeks arose in revolution, but had to flee to the hills 
for safety where they remained for the duration of the struggle, 
fighting for their lives against the Turks

In the Peloponnesus

Shortly thereafter, Ibrahim brought over 6.000 more troops 
and 500 more of cavalry, with ammunition and cannon He 
dispersed the Greek troops that were besieging Methoms, and 
then marched lor Navarino When the Greek government heard of 
his invasion of the Peloponnesus, they sent troops against him, 
and it was agreed that Koundouriotcs, the president, lead the 
troops However, he gave up his command, on the way. realizing 
that his knowledge of naval maneuvers would be no avail on 
land, naming Skourti as the leader also a naval man, with no 
knowledge of land maneuvers Skourti met the l urkish advance 
at Krenudi, only two hours from Mcthom. hut hr was sadly 
defeated. At Navarino, the Greeks had barricaded themselves on a 
small island, but the Tgyptian troops, under Hussein routed them, 
and only 3IM) patriots escaped aboard the five Greek ships in the 
harbor, among the survivors was Mavrokordatos

The entire Peleponnesus now clamored fot the freedom of 
Kolokotronis, still in prison The government would not listen, 
even though Papaflcsas, himself, asked for his release. Conse­
quently Papaflesas with his 1,000 Roumcliotes took the stand 
against the Turks and although they fought bravely, they were 
slam to the last man Now. the government seeing disaster before 
it. freed Kolokotronis and hts friends, who had been imprisoned 
because of jealousy and political reasons, for the patriots needed 
a good leader now, it ever they had

The news that Kolokotronis, O GfcROS TIS MOKKAS, was 
free spread like wildfire over the Peleponnesus, and his name 
drew thousands of patriots to the fight, under him, as their 
leader

Kolokotronis was faced with the problem of meeting the Turks 
in battle whose superior fighting forces, in numbers, could not be 
easily met in open battle on the field Consequently, he fell back 
to the Kleftiko method with lightning thrusts at night or day. 
from the hills, upon the enemy, furious fighting that demoralized 
the Turks, then back into the hills would sweep the patriots until 
the next opportunity. He constantly harried them with this 
guernla warfare for it was Greece's only way out Ibrahim then 
resolved to sweep the entire Peleponnesus, every hill and valley, 
of the patriots It was the only way he could hope to conquer 
them

At this time, the siege of Missolonghi was underway in earnest 
and he was called to go to the aid of the Turkish troops besieging 
the city. After months, finally, the Turkish forces had worn down 
the resistance of the Greeks, and they determined to break 
through, to safety. However, almost to safety, fear overtook the 
patriots, and half of them turned back to the city, while the other 
half continued on to freedom in the hills. Those who had turned 
back were followed closely by the enemy, who broke into the 
city, and began the massacre that alarmed all of Europe. When 
they had finished, Missolonghi was nothing but a smoking ruins. 
The fall of Missolonghi, now named the Holy City, (ILKA 
POLIS) because of the massacre, also spelled the downfall of the 
revolutionary government in power, and a new one arose, with 
Zaimis as president. Kioutahis was in command of the Turkish 
troops in central Greece at the time, while Ibrahim returned to 
the Peleponnesus where he began laying waste the countryside, 
killing as he drove relentlessly onward Koutahis meanwhile 
advanced into Attica, and laid siege to the Acropolis

I wo men, in this hour of need and darkness, were again thc 
saviours . . . . Kolokotronis and Karaiskakis The first was in the 
Peleponnesus, and the latter in central Greece. Ibrahim tried to 
conquer the Maniates, but his two attempts met with failure, and 
he was forced by Kolokotronis to rctrcai to the extreme edge of 
the Peleponnesus

Karaiskakts

Karaiskakis. the leader in the central Greek front, was a small, 
sickly man, who was described as having the "heart of a lion.” Up 
to this point in the revolution, his importance was not great, 
however, it was his strategy and bitter defense that was of such 
aid to the patriots He was given command of the Greek forces in 
central Greece by the government. In July, 1826 he went to 
Salamma where he gathered together 3,500 patriots, among 
whom were Kriezotis. Vasos, Panourias. and others, and a force 
that had been gathered together by the 1-renchman, Faviero. This 
force was defeated by the Turkish cavalry at Haidart, near Daphni 
of Attica, but shortly thereafter, Kriezotis with 500 men under 
him, broke through the Turkish lines and reinforced the small 
group of patriots who were defending the Acropolis. Their leader, 
Gouras, had been killed shortly before

Then, Karaiskakis decided to gather as large a force as possible, 
in order to trap Koutahis, and his forces, in Attica, where they 
were besieging the Acropolis He sent Kouletis by sea to Atalanta 
to take Dombnna, and Ibrahim sent a force under Mustapha Bey
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to oppose him. and Kouletis was forced to leave without victory. 
Karaiskakis then guessed that Mustapha Bey and his Arvanites 
would go to Salona. so he sent tlnva. the (.ardikiotis. to Arahova, 
to take that position, which he held, so that when the Turks 
armed, they found him there, (inva engaged the Turks and 
thusly gained time for Karaiskakis to put his plan into effect 
Karaiskakis then sent other troops against Mustapha Bey and his 
Arvanites and closed them in, forcing them to retreat to a small 
mountain top, Mustapha Beyf was killed and the soldiers found 
themselves without supplies and at the mercy of the cold. Then 
the Greeks closed in, scoring a decisive victory, only 300 of the 
Arvanites escaping their vcnegeance. This victory was made at 
Parnassus, in November, 1826 After this the patnots scored 
other victories and retook all of central Greece with the 
exception of Vonitsa, Missolonghi and Naupakto. However, 
Kioutahis was still at the Acropolis, besieging it, and the 
defenders were running short of supplies and ammunition. The 
government called in Karaiskakis to go to Attica and relieve the 
situation there. Two Englishmen, in charge of troops, who were 
volunteers, demanded that they storm the position of Kioutahis 
and force him away. Karaiskakis was against this, and wished to 
encircle Kioutahis, and keep supplies from reaching him, until he 
should be forced to surrender But he was overruled. The Turks 
retired to Phaleron, where the big engagement would take place 
on April 23, but another event occured that cost the life of 
Karaiskakis

A group of patriots, apparently drunk, attacked a small 
Turkish force that had ventured out, and Karaiskakis, ill at the 
time with fever, heard the noise of guns, and thought that a 
premature attack had been made by the Turks He mounted his 
horse, and rode to the scene of action There he joined the small 
band of Greeks who had engaged the Turks, to aid them, but a 
bullet struck him in the stomach, seriously wounding him He 
later died aboard a ship in the harbor, where he was taken for 
medical care. After his death, the two Englishmen Cochran and 
George took command, and ordered the patriots to advance 
against the Turkish troops Unfortunately, they did not have the 
ability of Karaiskakis and no preparations for battle were made, 
so that the Greeks suffered a defeat that routed them from the 
field. The Turks then took the Acropolis, and this temporarily 
ended any hope for freedom in central Greece.

AiJ from the huropean Powers
At this moment, when the revolution seemed doomed to 

failure, the European powers entered the picture, officially, 
England, Erancc, Russia and Austria had previously lent no 
governmental aid to Greece, nor sanctioned the revolt, because of 
fear of international complications. However, with the advent of 
Nicholas as Oar of Russia, and of Canning as prime minister of 
England, the scene changes its aspect for the better, for the 
patriots France, England, and Russia met in London in 1827 and 
signed a secret treaty, agreeing to support the revolutionary 
government of Greece, and to rid Europe of Turkey They also 
saw a sphere of influence in the Balkans that they had not 
molested heretofore, which had suddenly gained a great impor 
tance.

England. France and Russia immediately sent their fleets to 
Greek waters, and ordered the E.gyptian and Turkish commanders 
to take their troops and t.ieir ships and vacate the Peleponnesus 
and its waters The I urks refused, upon further orders from 
Constantinople In the meantime, the Greek forces had taken new

heart upon the good news, and the revolution sprang up anew. 
Ibrahim then began anew to scourge the Peleponnesus sweeping 
through Messema, Arcadia and Laconia. Following this action, 
the French, Russian and English ships swept into Navarino and 
gave final orders for the Turkish Egyptian fleets to leave the 
waters of the country at once. The Turkish fired and sank a small 
English boat. Following this action, Codnngton, the English 
commander, gave orders to start firing Within four hours, only 
20 of the orig.nal 120 Turkish Eigyptian ships remained afloat on 
the water. .All the rest had been sunk This destroyed Turkey ’s 
power in Greece forever. French soldiers were then landed in the 
Peleponnesus, and Ibrahim was forced to flee the country with 
his Egyptians, back to Egypt. Finally, on September 12, 1829, all 
of central Greece and the Peleponnesus had been cleared of 
Turkish forces.

Recognition and Freedom
John Capo D'lstnas was elected as governor of Greece by the 

nations and the revolutionary government. He had been striving 
since 1822 to influence the Czar of Russia to aid Greece without 
success, and then had gone shortly after to Switzerland 'o try to 
raise funds for the patriots He had been quite influential in 
Russia, within the government there In 1828 he arrived in 
Greece.

His first duty was the establishment of the Greek army on a 
national basis instead of sectional Heretofore the soldiers had 
been paid by their individual leaders, and consequently felt 
obligation and allegiance only to that leader. Capo D’lstnas 
changed that by putting the army on a national basis, with pay 
directly from the government. The last battle of the revolution 
was that of Petra, where Ypsilanti defeated the Turks on 
September 12. 1829. Now the fate of Greece rested in the 
diplomatic negotiations to come.

It was decided by the three powers, England, France and 
Russia, that Prince Leopold of Coburg should become ruler of 
Greece. It was their wish to establish a monarchy in Greece, Capo 
D’lstnas also had the same idea in mind, and upon the eviction of 
the Turks from the land, he dissolved the legislative chamber of 
the revolutionary government, and took charge of all the affairs. 
This action by Capo D’lstrias caused internal dissention and strife, 
for the men who had led in the revolution, and had risen to 
power, now found themselves without power and without 
positions, and unrecognized, in a sense or so they felt They also 
regarded Capo D’lstnas as an opportunist, who wished to make 
himself king, which was not the case Capo D’lstrias wished to 
prepare the government to receive the monarchy, and he believed 
his action the best in the way of preparation Finally, things 
became so bitter that on September 27, 1831, Capo D’lstrias 
was assassinated.

Immediately following the assassination, violent civil war 
broke out in Greece, and the three European powers looked on 
with alarm Leopold had refused to accept the throne of King, 
because he learned of the destitute condition of the country 
following the effects of the revolution and the powers then 
selected Prince Othon of Bavaria, son of Ludovici, King of 
Bavaru, to rule as the monarch of Greece.

Othon. only seventeen years of age, assumed the crown as 
King of Greece on January 25. 1832, and peace reigned in the 
land for the first time in almost four hundred years. The people 
welcomed him as a saviour lot now they were united, as a 
recognized nation of the world And freedom came to Hellas, 
again

The following interview, conducted 
with Mr Wiliuim G. Chirgotis, Supreme 
President of the Order of Ahepa, brings 
to our readers the views of a responsible 
public but not political figure on a cru 
aal matter the state of Cyprus today. We 
feel that Mr. Chirgotis' observations and 
insights provide valuable information for 
those seeking to understand and solve the 
problems of Cyprus and Greece today

Q. In your capacity as Supreme Presi­
dent of AHEPA you have recently visited 
Cyprus. What was the purpose of your 
visit and what were your impressions on 
the situation in Cyprus today?

A. Shortly after the invasion of Cy­
prus by the Turks in 1974, and immedi­
ately after I was elected Supreme Presi­
dent of the Order of Ahepa, a decision 
was made to visit the island for an on-the- 
spot survey of the situation, to appraise 
the needs of the Cypnot people and plan 
an effective assistance aid and relief 
program.

Several weeks ago, I decided that a re­
visit to Cyprus was necessary in order to 
review the current situation with Arch­
bishop Makarios and the President of the 
Mouse of Representatives, Glaftos der­
ides, and offer, if possible. Ahcpa's further 
assistance.

The ordeal of the Cypriot people dur­
ing the past eighteen months has un­
doubtedly affected their outlook on life 
but there is a tempered feeling of con 
fident optimism.

The refugees have found shelter in all 
sorts of available structures such as 
schools, commercial buildings, etc,, and 
many have moved in with friends and 
relatives. There are however, about twenty 
thousand still living under make-shift 
shelter and canvas tents.

Morally and economically the situa 
turn in Cyprus today has improted since 
my last visit, and it appears that the pnmc 
concern of the displaced persons is the 
uncertainty of their return to their homes, 
and the long delayed negotiations.

A brief visit to a refugee camp in Nico­
sia identified as ADOUI.OTI, or unslascd, 
reflects their confidence and courage

Ahepa: Efforts for Cyprus

Q. What are your views concerning 
the (.reek-Amcrican relations. What steps 
should be taken to improve relations 
between Greece and the United States?

A. As American I Icilcnes wc arc under­
standably concerned about the Cyprus 
crises and Greek-American relations.

It is needless for me to remind you of 
the courage and supreme sacrifices on the 
part of our American forefathers for the 
preservation of their beloved liberty . and 
it is because of the applications of these 
cherished principles and freedom in this 
land that wc Americans have earned first 
place in the hearts of the peoples of all 
free nations.

It is this legacy that wc arc trying to 
preserve, for to violate these principles, 
would surely endanger the moral founda 
tions of this nation as well as that of the 
entire civilized world.

I believe that we Americans can im­
prove our relations not only with Greece, 
but also with other freedom loving na 
tions, by hononng the best traditions of 
our forefathers, who believed in a nation 
of people to help those who struggle for 
freedom and justice.

Q. Recently AHEPA has given the 
Socratic Award to Greek Premier Con­
stantine Raramanlis. In your opinion why 
did he merit this award?

A. Prime Minister Constantine Rara­
manlis has been selected by the Order of 
Ahepa to be the recipient of the 1976 
Socratic Award because of his courageous 
and steadfast devotion to the tenets of 
democracy on which free nations are 
founded, his statesmanship, and his 
integrity.

His defense and support of the dignity 
and rights of man, exemplifies the phil 
osophy of Socrates that man's nature, 
even its mortality is the glory of creation 
and that man has a noble purpose to live 
at the highest possible pitch of perfor­
mance, physically, morally and intel­
lectually.

Q. What are AHEPA's plans for 1976 
concerning Cyprus and the other related 
issues?

A. The Order of Ahepa has been fan 
tastically effective both in humanitarian

relief (25 million dollars last year and 
hopefully 50 million this year), and in 
politic action, by the sending of thousands 
of mailgrams and letters to the United 
States government, the Administration, 
the House of Representatives and the 
Senate.

If the Ahepa and the American 
Hellenes are to be effective in our efforts 
in behalf of the Cypriot people, we can­
not depend on emotion, but rather on the 
American principles of self-determination, 
territorial integrity and the independence 
tor small nations.

I, as Supreme President, will vigor 
ously pursue Ahcpa’s threefold lunda 
mental policy of support to Cyprus, 
Greece and the United States.

1. to help Cyprus economically, and 
make an effort for the return of the 
refugees to their homes.

2. to protect Greece, and
3. to serve our great Nation.
Q. During your visit in Greece did you 

receive the impression that there was 
strong anti-American sentiment prevalent?

A. During the past year. I have made 
three trips to Greece and have had the 
opportunity to interview and be inter 
viewed by many persons, and I can assure 
you that there is no anti American senti­
ment in Greece. Certainly, there is a 
feeling of disappointment by many, on 
the failure of the United States to stop the 
invasion of Cyprus in 1974 by the l urks, 
but the disappointed are blaming the 
politicians in power, and not the Amen 
can people.

Political parties out of power in Greece 
magnify the nation's problems and ob 
viously attempt to motivate public opm 
ion, by crit.citing the existing govern­
ment. and blaming America for every­
thing. thus creating anti American pro­
paganda.

The Greek people are aware of Amcri 
ca's great contributions to the Greek 
cause for so many years and still remem­
ber and are grateful for the millions of 
dollars in military, economic and humani­
tarian assistance they received from the 
United States since the last World War It 
will not be easy to erase the traditional 
(.reek friendship for Americans

COOLTY S ANEMIA APPROPRIATIONS

Empire District No. 6, Lt. Governor, George Douris an 
nou need today that President Lord signed a $80,000,000 bill into 
law to provide money lor sickle cell and Cooley's anemia

Douris, who has campaigned throughout the State, said, “we 
have won the battle, but the war is still ahead."

The New York Ahepan, urged all Ahepans throughout the 
state to write to Congress and Senate asking for a one line item 
appropriation to set aside at least $30,000,000 out of the 
$80,000,000 for Cooley’s Anemia research.

Douris said, “Hanac, (Hellenic American Neighborhood Action 
Committee, Inc.) is already set up in New York City lor research 
testing methods and education

Ahepa s Lt. Governor further added that Ahepa s Cooley's 
Anemia Chairman, Dr Trifalos, has hospitals and doctors who 
can immediately accept between $8,000,000 and $10,000,000 in 
grants to find a cure for this dreadful disease w hich snatches the 
life of Greek and Italian youngsters in early childhood.

The President signed a conference report bill which was a 
compliance between both houses and not a Cooley's Anemia bill 
in its own. Because of this no set appropriation was put aside lor 
Cooley s Anemia research and the measure was coupled with the 
Sickle Ceil Anemia Bill.

"Because of this," Douris said, "the entire Ahepa family 
throughout the United States should put on a concentrated effort 
to urge C ongress and Senate to vote for a "One Line Appropria 
non' to set aside at least $30,000,000 for Cooley’s Anemia 
Research.’’

"Rep Mario Biaggi is ready to introduce such a measure and 
has Senate support so that wc can push through immediately and 
start the money flowing into hospitals and clinics so that research 
for a cure can be foun " Douris said.

1 he New York Lt. Governor also said, "money should be put 
aside for the testing of Greek children and education of their 
parents pertaining to the disease."

"Many children have some trace of Cooley’s Anemia and know 
nothing about it." Douris said. "It is important that these 
youngsters are tested and il they are carriers of major or minor 
Cooley's Anemia victims, they should know about it and get the 
proper medical attention early in their lives "

I he panels we are dedicating today depicting the influence of 
the ancient Creeks and the history of the Greek immigrants in the 
United States were conceived by George l.eber, a dedicated 
servant of the Order of Ahepa, a man who cherished his Greek 
heritage almost as much as his American, and a man who wanted 
his American Greek heritage made a pan of the much larger 
mosaic of American history.

To understand these panels and their meaning, one must 
understand what the Ahepa meant to George Leber who 
faithfully served both the Sons of Pericles and the Order of 
Ahepa for many years, the significant role the Sons and the Order 
of Ahepa played in his life and in the lives of the American 
Greeks, and George's determination to incorporate in a modest 
way all this knowledge into the history of the United States and 
have these panels serve as the Order of Ahcpa's contribution to 
the celebration of the American Bicentennial

The Order of Ahepa meant a great deal to George l.eber and 
this is the reason he gave some of the most productive years of his 
life to it He knew fully well the dominant role the Atiepa played 
111 the lives of many American Greeks and he did not want this 
information to escape the attention of anyone. George also 
bemoaned the fact that the American Greeks a gifted, 
enterprising and industrious people dissipated so many of their 
energies and talents in quarreling over non-essentials and in 
permitting essentials to go unattended. George saw a potential in 
the order and among the American Greeks that was being wasted, 
and this combined with job pressures and overwork tended to 
depress him and even affect his health He was convinced, and I as 
an historian of the American Greeks concurred with him, the 
Order of Ahepa with all its virtues and weaknesses was and still is 
the most influential and longest-lived secular American Hellenic 
organization in the history of the United States, and George- 
wanted this made a part of the record

Better-informed Ahepans knew, as George did. the historic 
part the Ahepa played especially in the 1920s and the 1930s, and 
he in particular believed that it was time this was placed in a 
much sharper focus than it had been in the past And bv this one 
docs not mean a monotonous recitation of the charitable and 
humanitarian efforts the Ahepa was identified with in yestery ears 
or in the present, but in reminding those who need reminding and 
in informing those who need informing that the Ahepa came into 
existence in a very crucial period in the lives of the American 
Greeks, when their communities and church parishes were 
bitterly divided, when bigots and vigilantes were breathing down 
the backs of the foreign-born your parents and mine among 
others who in those days lord in foreign enclaves and who 
appeared more concerned with what was going on in the old 
country than in the United States, when the American (.reeks 
with their divided communities and parishes were dcsperatelv in 
need of a leadership that took into account their needs and knew 
something about the new country in which they, the former 
immigrants, found themselves in. and how the Order of Ahepa 
rose to the occasion

Better informed Ahepans also know of the important role that 
the order has played in helping bring about changes in the 
immigration laws of this country, changes that made it possible 
for people from the countries of southern and eastern Luropc to 
come to the United States, changes which especially since 1965 
have made it possible for thousands of immigrants from Greece to 
lie here today, immigrants who otherwise might still be in the old 
country.

Better-informed Ahepans also know of the key role that the 
order played in the now-forgotten but cvcr-so-important Greek 
War Relief Association of World War II and post World War II 
days.

On the eve of the 22nd Ahepa Congressional Dinner wc must 
also be reminded that since 1929 the Order of Ahepa has been 
making a genuine effort to make the American Greeks more fully 
aware of the governmental processes at work at the federal level, 
and has encouraged its members and their friends to become 
better acquainted with their representatives in Congress and the 
United States Senate—certainly a laudable effort in encouraging 
more participation in public affairs by citizens who previously- 
had tieen less responsive.

In this Bicentennial Year, as all good Ahepans know, it is only 
appropriate to say that the American Greeks have a healthy 
respect for the democratic principles on which American 
institutions are based, even though serious (laws in the 
functioning of these institutions have surfaced over the years 
And the American (.recks probably would say to a man and 
woman that their loyalty to the United States is second to none 
despite the differences many of them have with our State 
Department over the management of our foreign policy in the 
eastern Mediterranean The high regard the American Greeks have 
for the United States may Ik- measured from the fact that outside 
of Greece, more people of Greek background live in the United 
States than in any other country in the world, and that far more 
want to enter the United Stales than our immigration laws 
permit. Ihe United States, on the whole, has been very good to 
the American Greeks, and even those who have never emigrated 
to this country, and in this Bicentennial Year the American 
(.reeks sense a feeling of deep pride in having made a modest 
contribution in the building of the American nation.

I hese arc some of the salient points in the history of the 
American Greeks and the Order of Ahepa that George Leber was 
interested in making better known, for George did not have a 
feeling for history- and its importance. Although not a 
professionally-trained historian, Ke appreciated the value of 
history, a quality that is rare among American Greeks who tend 
to Ik- utilitarian in their outlook, business-oriented, and apt to 
measure things in terms of their convertibility or inconvertibility 
into dollars and cents. I detected such an historical interest in 
George almost from the first time we met, and 1 noted among 
other things how fascinated he was with the idea of having a 
history written of the (.reeks in the United States, and how 
willing he was to cooperate in making suggestions and printed 
materials a vdahle for the writing of such a history

George also dreamed of the day when the Ahepa would have a 
special room set aside that would serve as a depository or archive 
for the American Greeks, an archive to Ik consulted by students 
and scholars who wanted to know more about the order and the 
(.recks in the United States Some of his aspirations ate reflected
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m his Ihuory of tbr Order of Ahepa written m the evening md 
early morning hours at home, after his day s work in the office 
had ended a day's work which for all practical purposes never 
ended to have in readiness for the 50th anniversary of the order 
How many times I remember coming to the offices of the Order 
of Ahepa to see George in the evening after supper or on Sunday 
mornings or Sunday afternoons. The Order of Ahepa and the 
American Greeks were a labor of love with George No historian 
worth his salt as an historian can write the history of the order 
from 1958 to 1975 without writing the name of George Leber in 
bold letters. One way of remembering George Leber is by setting 
aside such a room in which to deposit Grcek-Americana as a 
means of facilitating the study of American Greeks and the 
history of the order

It is fitting and proper that these panels depicting the history 
of the American Greeks lie dedicated to the memory of George 
Leber for they were George's idea of what could be accomplished 
under the sponsorship of the order with the limited time and 
resources at his disposal It is a tribute to the resourcefulness of 
C.eorgc Leber to see how much he was able to accomplish w ith a 
subject as vast as this, yet an ambition that he could fulfill only in 
part Only those who knew- George Leber can fully appreciate the 
effort and planning that went into the preparation of these panels 
for the American Bicentennial. Only those who knew George 
Lelicr and his great admiration for the American Greeks and what 
this country meant to them can fully appreciate that these panels 
were meant for the country and people he believed in and deeply 
loved.

His 
widow Beatrice, both as a graduate and as 
the daughter ol a geography teacher 
there, has long connections with Ball 
State, where Congressman John Brademas 
has an honorary degree.

This is the story of a remarkable rug 
and an even more remarkable woman.

The rug is a 2 3 by 17 foot hand-w oven 
one. completed as a Bicentennial project 
for the Charillon-Dc.Menil Mansion where 
it is replacing a worn rag rug in the 
bedroom given by Mr and Mrs. August A. 
Busch, Jr. in memory of his parents.

The weaver was Mrs. Penelope 
Strousser who has been totally blind • mce 
1947.

The story liegan more than a year ago 
when the Board of Directors at the 
DcMeni! House decided that the old rug 
in the Busch bedroom had to be replaced. 
One of the Board members, who had 
been involved in the interior of the 
Mansion House volunteered to investigate 
the possibilities. Obviously not just any 
rug would do. It had to fit the period, the 
character of the restored mansion.

Penelope Strousser was recommended 
by the Weaver’s Guild of which she is a 
member. In order to be accepted in the 
Guild you must submit samples of your 
work which are examined under a 
microscope by a jury of experts Penny’s 
won third prize during a Midwest 
Weavers’ Conference in which she com 
peted against 281 sighted weavers

Since the rug was going to be in colors. 
Penny mastered it Penny eventually her 
own braille cards so she can read the 
pattern and after she read one card she 
pushed it over to the other side. She’s 
now patented these braille markers for 
blind weavers. The project took more 
than 10 months. Penny says, "Weaving 
helps me to relax.” The Mansion has the 
Greek architecture design and as Penny 
expressed it . . "with all those Greek 
columns out there, it's only right that a 
Greek woman should weave a rug for this 
house .

Penelope Strousscr’s work was done 
but she won't be forgotten, hot there's a 
small new gold plaque in the Busch 
bedroom which gives full credit to Penny 
which reads

"This rug completed for the Bicenten 
nial based on 1850 midwestern rug 
design, was hand woven by Penelope 
Strousser, blind weave of St. Louis.”

I he Si Demetrios Church of Chicago was selected as the first church to participate 
in the Thalassemia Screening Program headed by Ahepa Cooley's Anemia National 
P R chairman Irene Betaelos and her husband. Supreme Secretary A. Steve Hetzelos. 
Togetlicr with the following local sponsoring chapters, l.incolnwood » }9t> Order of 
Ahepa, James C.iftos, pres. Astcna # 3J8, pres Hedy Panouses (who also represents 
the Lutheran Genera] Hospital Hematology dept ), Danae # 121, Lorraine Phillips, 
pres . Daughters of Penelope. Ariadne Maids of Athena, Mary Becharas, pres, and 
Prometheus Sons of Pericles, Steve J Betzelos, pres they have offered, free of charge, 
blood screening for the Thalassemia Trait. The screening is open to the children and 
community members and will be continued in other Greek Orthodox church 
communities in and around the city. Mrs Betzelos advises us that Lutheran General 
Hospital of Park Ridge, III., has made this program possible with the donation of their 
services. Dr Takasi Okuno, director of hematology and Dr. Limosani of pediatrics are 
primarily concerned with the program and are responsible for the blood testing and 
the follow-up consultation with those who will have a positive result

This program began on Wednesday, April 7th and continued on Sunday, April 11th 
with approximately 500 children and young adults taking advantage of the screening 
The testing has been done on the church premises with volunteers from Lutheran 
General Hospital and members of the Ahepa Family.

The Order of Ahepa has been concerned about Thalassemia lor several years and, in 
addition to screening for the Thalassemia trait, they have been raising funds for 
research of Thalassemia Major (Cooley’s Anemia) which is fatal to those children who 
have it, usually in their early teens To date Ahepa has given over $50,000.00 in the 
form of seed money grants to research teams at Vale University and Rockefeller 
Institute. Hopefully, a control and perhaps a cure will soon be found for this genetic 
blood condition

Many more thousands will see it at the Supreme Convention in

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I he Acropolis of Alhens and ns ancient 
monuments, are visited by more than one 
million tourists each year They arc the 
expression, for them, of the cultural herit­
age of ancient Greece and her contribution 
to modern civilised values

But it was not always so. For many of 
the 25 centuries in the life of these monu­
ments. they have been subjected to the 
attacks of armies, vandals and trophy- 
hunters. in peace and in war [ hey survived 
But those dangers were nothing compared 
to the innocent but uncontrolled ravages of 
the last 40 years. For many years past, 
archeologists and physical scientists have 
known that, without prompt and drastic 
action, the historic rums of the Acropolis 
would suffer massive damage and decay 
from the effects of a lethal combination of 
factors the erosion of the base rock, atmos­
pheric corrosion of the marbles, rusting of 
the iron support pms introduced at the end 
of the 14th century, and the effects of the 
steady tread of countless visitors.

An official Working Party to Save the 
Acropolis, under Professor Platon of Thes- 
salonike I nivcrsity. has long been at work 
Among the tasks they have undertaken are 
the preparation of complete scale drawings 
of the whole area of the Acropolis and of 
each of its buildings, the commissioning of a 
similar record in the form of a photographic 
file, and the collection of an authoritative 
library of books manuscripts and other 
documents relating to the Acropolis and its 
history

Karamanlis Gives Signal
Professor Platon’s Working Party has 

also been actively concerned with the urgent 
problems of salvage, and the expert* on- 
tinue to discuss with the help of interna­
tional advice various measures to combat 
the danger of irreparable damage to the 
precious monuments

I he first active steps in this direction 
have now been approved, and the first fiscal 
allocations (totalling over S3 million) set 
aside 7 hese decisions followed a personal 
visit to the Acropolis, in the company of the 
officials and cwperts responsible, by Prime 
Minister Karamanlis who surveyed the 
scene and gave immediate instructions for 
work to begin (It was as Prime Minister in 
the 1950s that Mr Karamanlis also took the 
initiative for much of the current improve­
ment of the Acropolis environs and access 
paths).

Among the first emergency measures 
that are being taken is the removal of the 
surviving sculptured figures of the west 
pediment of the Parthenon f he three figures 
w ill be housed in the Acropolis M use"m and 
replaced with glavs fibre replicas.

The Museum itself, both for aesthetic 
reasons and because it is pressing on the 
ancient Acropolis walls, will be removed to 
another site the nearby Makriyanms bar­
racks. one of Greece’s oldest public buil­
dings as soon as possible

Similar action will be taken in due 
course to replace the famous Caryatids, the

Greece and the United States signed 
an agreement under which Greece 
will receive a $65-million loan from 
the American International Develop­
ment Agency (AID). The agreement 
was signed at the Coordination Mini­
stry by the minister.

U.S. Supports The Greek Democracy
—Ambassador Kubisch

We puhluh belou- the full ten of 
the interview given bp the U.S. am 
bansador to Greece. Jack B Kubisch, 
to the Athens newrfMper Acropolii on 
the occasion of the U.S. Biccnten 
mal celebration* In this interview, 
the American ambassador answers 
questions regarding the military coup 
of 1967, the attempt against President 
Makar ms and the stand of the US. 
government on the Cyprus problem

Q What is your opinion on the
r.S.-C.reek relations''

A The Greco-Americar. relations 
are generally good. The basic links 
between Greece and the U.S. are 
well-founded and constant These are 
more important than certain mis­
apprehensions. which tended to alien­
ate its in tlie past As you are well 
aware, Greece and the U S are both 
democratic countries. We share the 
basic principles governing this sys­
tem; we are Western countries and 
our future depends on the general 
suecess of the West Besides, we 
have similar principles in the social, 
political, cultural, and religious sec­
tors, not to mention our many eco­
nomic and trade links. And of course 
there exists this most significant 
link, which is the millions of Amer­
icans of Greek descent.
U Vou must he aware that there 
are a lot of people in Cireece today 
who doubt the devotion of your 
country to democratic Greece. What 
can you tell me about this*

A As we have stressed time and 
again, the U S accepted with pro­
found pleasure the return of Greece 
to democracy in 3974 The smooth 
way in which Greece achieved this 
is something for which all the Greeks 
who have contributed toward this 
materialization are justifiably proud, 
and of course ,t is the Greek people 
themselves who shall define the 
future development of this system 
On our pan w e do w hatever we can 
to support the Greek democracy and 
we strongly oppose every movement

that might threaten it. Undoubtedly 
the American interests and the suc­
cess of the Greek democracy are 
closely connected.

Q If you were to describe the most 
significant contribution of your coun­
try which one would you choose?

This is a good question but the 
answer is difficult. However. I would 
say this: before becoming a nation, 
the US. was just an idea Our his­
tory is an adventure of free self- 
governed people. Adventures of this 
kind never come to an end and the 
relevant procedure is never com­
plete. And, according to Kavafis, 
“Ithaca has given you the wonderful 
journey. Without Ithaca, you could 
never come out of it “ This marvel­
ous journey has continued now for 
two hundred years for the United 
States I am sure that we shall con­
tinue it.

Q. Then what can we say about 
the recent past? Undoubtedly you 
know that quite a few h»tievr that 
the U.S. wa* behind the coup against 
the Greek democracy in 1967 and 
also behind the coup against Presi­
dent Makarios in 1974

A I am well aware of the fact 
that quite a few hold this view. This, 
however, does not concur with real­
ity. Early in 3 967. the U S w as deeply 
worried over the course of political 
• flairs in Greece American officials 
in Athens made clear to the leading 
personalities of the Greek political 
world that the U.S. was. for reasons 
of principles, opposed to undemocra­
tic activities in Greece and else­
where I would like to state categor­
ically that neither the US govern 
ment itself, nor any other lower de­
partment of the state machinery was 
in any way involved in the 3967

coup. Besides, you should not forget 
the American government w as among 
the few that expressed their discon 
tent over the suspension of the func 
turning of the democratic institutions 
in Greece. It was also the only coun­
try which took specific measures that 
made apparent to the Greek people, 
and the world in general, this dis­
content Also, it is not true that the 
U.S favored or in a way were 
involved in the tragic coup against 
President Makarios. On the contrary, 
early in July 1974 the American 
embassy conveyed to senior Greek 
officials the view- that any attempt 
to violently remove President Maka­
rios would have disastrous conse­
quences not only for the two com­
munities of the island but also for 
Greece and Turkey, and that there 
fore the U.S. was clearly against any 
similar movement.

Q. What could you tell us about 
the U.S. attitude on the Cyprus issue

A. The American stand is quite 
clear and has been repeatedly ex­
plained We believe that, in accord­
ance with the resolutions of the 
United Nations, which have been 
supported fully by the US , the fol­
lowing principles are basic What­
ever settlement is reached, this 
should provide for the maintenance 
of the independence, sovereignty and 
territorial integrity of Cyprus; it 
should ensure that both communities 
shall live in freedom and shall have 
significant opinion in their private 
affairs; the present partitioning lines 
should not be permanent and a ter­
ritorial settlement should be agreed 
upon which would reflect the eco­
nomic demands of the Greek Cypriot 
community and allow it to preserve 
its self-esteem; there should be a 
provision for the withdrawal of the 
foreign military forces from Cyprus, 
with the exception of those which 
are stationed there under interna­
tional agreements, there should also 
exist safety for all the Cypnots.

Demosthenes Konstandics Andrecopoulos also known as 
'‘Dec” Andros was honored at a Ahepa Athletic Hall of Fame 
Award Dinner on June 3, 1976 in Portland by the Mt. Hood 
Chapter # 154. Andros was selected as a charter member, one of 
the first 10 all time Hellenic athletes in the U.S. for the Hall of 
Fame. Affectionately known as “The Great Pumpkin”, he was a 
runner up as coach of the year in 1967, when his football team 
acquired the name of Giant Killers for beating the # 1 and #2 
teams, U.S.C. and Purdue. Graduate of U. of Oklahoma, where he 
starred for 4 years in football, An All American, he served as 
assistant coach at Oklahoma, Kansas, Texas Tech, Nebraska, and 
Illinois after which he worked up to Head Coach at Idaho State in 
1962-63-64 and head coach at Oregon Slate (1964-75). In 1967, 
a 7-2-1 record placed him 7th in Nation, and 7-3 in 1968, placed 
him 8th. Played in Gator Bowl in 1946, beating N.C.. Sugar Bowl 
in 1949, beating N.C.; his coaching duties brought him to various 
bowl games, coaching 2 Hula Bowls, the coaches All American 
1968 Bowl, and 3 East-West Shrine Games in 1972-68-69.

Serving now as Athletic Director at Oregon State. Has served 
on Ahepa Athletic Awards Selection Committee for the William 
Chirgotis Athletic Award past 4 years.

The highlight of the ceremony was when Coach Andros re 
ceived the Award and stated, “of all the many awards that I have 
received throughout my athletic career, this one means the most 
to me by far.
