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Introduction

The primary objective of Miami-Dade County Public Schools (M-DCPS) is to enhance
each student's potential for learning and to foster positive interpersonal relationships. M-
DCPS supports the concept that students who possess personal, academic, civic and
occupational adequacies will become effective and productive citizens. Students must
develop and accept the responsibilities and obligations of citizenship. This document
helps students take control of their own learning and their ability to positively alter
outcomes by employing appropriate personal choices and skills.

The Code of Student Conduct is the District's policy that creates a safe learning
environment to ensure academic success. If this objective is to be accomplished, it is
necessary that the school environment be a safe and supportive community. The
“reculturing” of the school to a positive school climate supports academic achievement
and promotes fairness, civility, acceptance of diversity, and mutual respect.

To enhance its effectiveness, this document addresses the role of the parents, the
students, and school, but also core values and model student behavior, rights and
responsibilities of students, Multi-tiered System of Supports (MTSS), and procedures for
using corrective strategies, including suspension and expulsion. The District promotes
the following beliefs:

e All students are valuable and can make worthy contributions to society.

e All students are responsible and accountable for their choices and decisions.

e In order to grow and thrive, individuals need caring relationships and a nurturing
environment.

e Supportive family relationships are the foundation of the community.

e High expectations lead to higher performance that empower individuals and
strengthen society.

e Continuous learning is a lifelong process that is essential to a productive and
enriched life.

e Suspension and expulsion of students from school programs are a last resort, to
be utilized only in the most extenuating circumstances as determined by the
principal after other learning-centered corrective strategies have been utilized and
with Region/District notification.

Students, parents/guardians, and school employees are encouraged to read the Code of
Student Conduct and become familiar with its content. Related Board Policies may be
found on the Miami-Dade Public Schools Website at
http://www.dadeschools.net/schoolboard/rules/ .

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Scope of Authority

This Code of Student Conduct is used to govern conduct and discipline of all students
attending Miami-Dade County Public Schools. It is expected that students obey District
rules while on school grounds; while being transported to or from school at public expense
while on the school premises for instruction, and for authorized participation in a school-
sponsored activity. During such times, all students are subject to the immediate control
and direction of teachers, staff members, and/or bus drivers to whom such responsibility
has been assigned by the principal.

This Code of Student Conduct also applies to students who commit felonies or delinquent
acts which would be felonies if committed by an adult, off School Board owned property or
whose off-campus conduct creates a substantial disruption to the school environment.
Off-campus conduct and conduct outside of school time that violates the District's Code of
Student Conduct may also be the basis for discipline up to expulsion if it is accomplished
through electronic means and substantially disrupts the educational process or orderly
operation of a school. Off-campus conduct that poses a threat or danger to the safety of
other students, staff, School Board members, any other members of the District
Community, or school property may constitute behavior that has a substantial adverse
impact on the educational environment requiring disciplinary action.

Students should be advised that violations of the Code of Student Conduct may also be
violations of Florida law. Thus, students may be subject to school/district level disciplinary
actions as well as discipline imposed by local law enforcement authorities. School
Resource Officers (SRO) and other law enforcement authorities have the power to conduct
investigations independent of those conducted by school personnel for the same incident.
Furthermore, the sanctions imposed by the school district for misconduct are separate and
distinct from the consequences that may be imposed following the arrest and prosecution
of a student for a violation of law originating from the same incident. Please keep in mind
that failure of one entity to act does not prevent the other from taking appropriate actions
consistent with this Code of Student Conduct or with Florida law.
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Core Values and Examples of Model Student Behavior

The Miami-Dade County Public Schools District is committed to helping all students in developing
the values necessary to participate as caring, responsible citizens in our nation’s democracy.
Response to Intervention for Behavior (RtIB) is part of a Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS).
RtIB/MTSS is a school-wide model that utilizes an evidenced-based, problem solving approach to
improve the educational outcome for all students. RtIB/MTSS provides a continuum of tiered
interventions with increasing levels of intensity and duration that aims to prevent inappropriate

behavior by means of teaching and reinforcing appropriate behavior.

The following core values

were adopted by the School Board on July 26, 1995.

Citizenship

Helping to create a society based upon democratic values including rules of law,
equality of opportunity, due process, reasoned argument, representative
government, checks and balances, rights and responsibilities and democratic
decision-making, e.g., obeying classroom and school rules.

Cooperation

Working together toward goals as basic as human survival in an increasingly
interdependent world, e.g., being a member of the team on the athletic field.

Fairness

Treating people impartially, not playing favorites, being open-minded, and
maintaining an objective attitude toward those whose actions and ideas are
different from our own, e.g., treating people the same, regardless of their
ethnicity, race, religion, gender, or physical condition.

Honesty

Dealing truthfully with people, being sincere, not deceiving them or stealing from
them, not cheating or lying, e.g., doing one’s own work when taking a test or
working on an individual assignment.

Integrity

Standing up for your beliefs about what is right and what is wrong and resisting
social pressure to do wrong, e.g. doing the right thing even when no one is
watching

Kindness

Being sympathetic, helpful, compassionate, benevolent, agreeable and gentle
toward people and other living things, e.g., helping a fellow student who has
been injured.

Pursuit of
Excellence

Doing your best with the talents you have, striving toward a goal and not giving
up, e.g., putting forth one’s best effort when taking an exam or doing
homework.

Respect

Showing regard for the worth and dignity of someone or something, being
courteous and polite, and judging all people on their merits. Respect takes three
major forms: respect for oneself, respect for other people, and respect for all
forms of life and the environment, e.g., practicing acceptable manners in the
school cafeteria.

Responsibility

Thinking before you act and being accountable for your actions, paying attention
to others, and responding to their needs. Responsibility emphasizes our positive
obligations to care for each other, e.q., performing a community service
project.
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Values Matter Recognition

Values Matter Miami is Miami-Dade County Public Schools’ values education initiative
which was created to teach and promote the District's nine core values: citizenship,
cooperation, fairness, honesty, integrity, kindness, pursuit of excellence, respect, and
responsibility.  This initiative aims to develop positive student behavior and support
schools in creating a culture where everyone is treated with respect, dignity, and kindness.

As part of the Values Matter Miami Initiative, Miami-Dade County Public School employees
are asked to nominate students who exemplify the designated value each month. These
award nominations allow staff members to recognize and celebrate student behaviors that
align with our District’s nine core values. Schools are encouraged to host monthly Values
Matter Miami celebrations as a way of reinforcing these positive behaviors. District
winners are selected from school nominations for each value and winners are recognized
at a Districtwide Values Matter Miami Awards Ceremony at the end of the school year.

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SAFEGUARDS: PROTECTING THE

RIGHTS OF STUDENTS AND PARENTS/GUARDIANS

All corrective strategies used by school-site administrators must be in compliance
with School Board rules and policies. Inherent in these rules and policies is the

philosophy of fairness and consideration for actions that are in the best interest of
students.

When confronted with an act that may require the imposition of corrective strategies
by the school, the student and all other appropriate persons should be given the
opportunity to explain the circumstances of the incident.

Students shall not be subjected to any corrective strategies for using a language
other than English or because of a disability.

School administrators should communicate with parents/guardians when corrective
strategies must be taken against a student.

Parents/guardians and students who disagree with certain strategies and decisions
made at the school level have the right to the following formal complaint procedures:

0 a school-level hearing;

0 appeal of school-level decisions to the regional center office; and

o for alternative education assignments and expulsions, a hearing before
an impartial hearing officer.

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CHAPTER Il - STUDENT RIGHTS AND
RESPONSIBILITIES
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Code of Student Conduct — Elementary

STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the intent of this chapter to allow students maximum freedom under law,
commensurate with the school’s responsibility for student health, safety, and
welfare. The rights and responsibilities presented in this section reflect the
need for providing students with greater opportunities to serve themselves and
society.

Students must realize that every right implies a responsibility, and should
conduct themselves appropriately on and off campus. Within every school,
the principal and staff have the responsibility and authority for maintaining an
orderly educational process. Students are citizens of the greater Miami-Dade
Community and represent Miami-Dade Schools at all times.
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Attendance

School administrators have an obligation under state law to enforce compulsory school attendance
laws. Students have an obligation to attend school to develop skills and knowledge necessary to
function in a modern, democratic society.

A student who is the victim of sexual harassment
prohibited by Title IX is entitled to file a formal complaint in accordance with the District’s Title IX Sexual
Harassment Manual and request an investigation.

Publications

The primary liberties in students’ lives have to do with the process of inquiry and learning, of
acquiring and imparting knowledge, and of exchanging ideas. This process requires that students
have the right to express opinions, to take stands, and to support causes publicly or privately. One
of the important roles of the school is to provide effective avenues through which students may
express themselves on a wide range of subjects. Official school publications, such as school
newspapers and yearbooks, should reflect the policy and judgment of the student editors and

should include viewpoints representative of the entire school community.

The most effective learning takes place in a school where students, parents and teachers respect
others and protect the personal property of all members of the school community.

Code of Student Conduct — Elementary
Search and Seizure

Students possess a right of privacy as well as freedom from unreasonable search and seizure of
person or property guaranteed by the Fourth Amendment of the United States Constitution. That
individual’s right, however, is balanced by the school’s responsibility to protect the health, safety,

and welfare of all its students.

Student Records

Student records provide information that can be used to develop the best educational program for
each student. Care must be exercised by school staff to assure that student records are treated
confidentially and that the information is relevant, accurate and appropriate.

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CHAPTER IV - VITAL ALERTS FOR STUDENTS & PARENTS /
GUARDIANS AND FORMAL CORRECTIVE STRATEGIES
RECOGNIZED IN THE CODE OF STUDENT CONDUCT
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VITAL ALERTS FOR STUDENTS AND PARENTS/GUARDIANS

VITAL ALERT: Corporal Punishment

The use of corporal punishment is prohibited in Miami-Dade County Public Schools. This
prohibition extends to parents/guardians on school grounds.

VITAL ALERT: District Dress Code Policy

Students, while on school grounds during the regular school day, must refrain from wearing clothing
that (a) exposes underwear or body parts in an indecent or vulgar manner, or (b) disrupts the orderly
learning environment.

Any student who violates Board Policy 5511 — Dress Code and School Uniforms is subject to the
following disciplinary actions:

First (1) Offense: a student shall be given a verbal warning and the school principal shall call the
student’s parent or guardian.

Second (2) Offense: the student is ineligible to participate in any extracurricular activity for a period
of time not to exceed 5 days and the school principal shall meet with the student’s parent or
guardian.

Third (3) or subsequent offense(s): a student shall be assigned to an Alternative Educational
Setting for a period not to exceed 3 days, the student is ineligible to participate in any extracurricular
activity for a period not to exceed 30 days, and the school principal shall call the student’s parent or
guardian and send the parent or guardian a written letter regarding the student’s in-school
suspension and ineligibility to participate in extracurricular activities.

VITAL ALERT: District Policy Against Bullying and Harassment

Miami Dade County Public Schools (M-DCPS) is committed to providing a safe learning environment
for all students and is dedicated to eradicating bullying and harassment by providing awareness and
prevention education. Bullying, harassment, and intimidation by students, school board employees,
visitors, or volunteers is prohibited and will not be tolerated.

During the investigation of any bullying and/or harassment allegation, the principal/designee or
appropriate area/district administrator should take appropriate actions to protect the complainant,
alleged victim, other students or employees consistent with the requirements of applicable Board
Policies, regulations, and statutes.
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VITAL ALERT: District Policy Against Bullying and Harassment

Bullying and Harassment Defined’

Bullying means systematically and chronically, inflicting physical hurt or psychological distress on
one or more students or school employees. It is further defined as a pattern of unwanted and
repeated written, verbal, or physical behavior, including any threatening, insulting, dehumanizing
gesture by an adult or student, that is severe or pervasive enough to create an intimidating, hostile,
or offensive educational environment; cause discomfort or humiliations; or unreasonably interfere
with the individual’s school performance or participation that includes a noted power differential.

Harassment means any threatening, insulting or dehumanizing gesture, use of data or computer
software, or written, verbal or physical conduct directed against a student or school employee who:

1. places a student or school employee in reasonable fear of harm to his or her person or
damage to his or her property,

2. substantially interferes with a student’s educational performance, opportunities, or benefits, or

3. substantially disrupts the orderly operation of a school.

Bullying and Harassment also includes:

1. Retaliation against a student or school employee by another student or school employee for
asserting or alleging an act of bullying or harassment. Reporting an act of bullying or
harassment that is not made in good faith is considered_retaliation.

2. Perpetuation of conduct listed in the definition of bullying and harassment by an individual or
group with intent to demean, dehumanize, embarrass or cause emotional or physical harm to
a student or school employee by:

a. Incitement or coercion

b. Accessing or knowingly and willingly causing or providing access to data or computer
software through a computer, computer system, computer network, electronic or
wireless devices on or off school grounds to bully or harass that jeopardizes student
or school employee safety or disrupts the learning environment within the scope of the

' Florida Statutes, Section 1006.147. Refer to glossary items #50, 51 for definitions of harassment that may
apply in other contexts.
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district school system.
c. Acting in a manner that has an effect substantially similar to the effect of bullying or
harassment.

Cyberstalking means to engage in a course of conduct to communicate, or to cause to be
communicated, words, images, or language by or through the use of electronic mail or electronic
communication, directed at a specific person, causing substantial emotional distress to that person
and serving no legitimate purpose.

Cyberbullying means bullying through the use of technology or any electronic communication,
which includes, but is not limited to, any transfer of signs, signals, writing, images, sounds, data, or
intelligence of any nature transmitted in whole or in part by a wire, radio, electromagnetic system,
photo-electronic system, or photo-optical system, including, but not limited to, electronic mail,
Internet communications, instant messages, or facsimile communications. Cyberbullying includes the
creation of a webpage or weblog in which the creator assumes the identity of another person, or the
knowing impersonation of another person as the author of posted content or messages, if the
creation or impersonation creates any of the conditions enumerated in the definition of bullying.
Cyberbullying also includes the distribution by electronic means of a communication to more than
one person or the posting of material on an electronic medium that may be accessed by one or more
persons, if the distribution or posting creates any of the conditions enumerated in the definition of
bullying.

HOW TO REPORT BULLYING/HARASSMENT ANONYMOUSLY

If you have information regarding bullying/harassment and would like to report this information
anonymously, you may do so by:

1. Filing the “Miami-Dade County Public Schools — Bullying and Harassment Anonymous

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VITAL ALERT: Implication of Certain Sex Offenses

Minors convicted or adjudicated delinquent for certain sex offenses may be required to register with
the State of Florida as a sexual predator or sex offender and will suffer the restrictions and
embarrassment of this requirement as defined in Sections 943.0435, 943.04354, 943.0515, 985.481,
985.4815, and 775.21. F.S.

Individuals with Disabilities in Education Act (IDEA):
Students with a 504 Plan

VITAL ALERT:

Behavioral interventions that are used to address actions committed by students who meet the
guidelines established by the Individuals with Disabilities in Education Act (IDEA) and/or Section 504
of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 must adhere to federal law, Florida Statues, Florida Board of
Education Rules, and Miami-Dade County School Board Policies.

Assignments to an Alternative Educational Setting (AES), Suspensions and Expulsions for more than
ten (10) consecutive days and/or a pattern of suspensions and expulsions that exceed ten (10) days
in a school year may be considered “changes in placement” for students with disabilities who have a
Section 504 Plan or who are enrolled in Exceptional Student Education (ESE) placement under the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). When the student is removed from his/her
educational placement for more than ten (10) days, a manifestation determination must be
conducted to review the Behavior Intervention Plan (BIP) and consider whether other strategies,
interventions, or assessments are appropriate and the student must be provided appropriate
educational services in order to provide a free appropriate education. Schools must take into
account the student’s capacity to understand his or her behavior and the inappropriateness of his or
her actions.

Discipline guidelines for IDEA students with disabilities are specified in the District's Exceptional
Student Education Policies and Procedures (SP&P), Board Policy 2260 - and discipline guidelines
for Section 504 students with disabilities as outlined in Board Policy 2260.01 — Section 504
Procedures for Students with Disabilities.

VITAL ALERT: Off-Campus Conduct

Off campus conduct and conduct outside of school time that violates the district's Code of
Student Conduct may also be the basis for discipline up to expulsion if it is accomplished
through electronic means and substantially disrupts the educational process or orderly
operation of a school. Off campus conduct that poses a threat or danger to the safety of
other students, staff, School Board members, any other members of the District Community,
or school property may constitute behavior that has a substantial adverse impact on the
educational environment requiring disciplinary action.
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VITAL ALERT: Off-Campus Felony Offenses

To minimize off-campus acts that might have an adverse impact on the school environment, the
District office will send notifications to schools of students who have been taken into custody for
and/or are formally charged with an off-campus felony or delinquent act that would be a felony if
committed by an adult. The principal may take administrative action against those students who are
formally charged if, after an administrative hearing with notice provided to the parent/guardian of the
student, it is shown that the incident has an adverse impact on the educational program, discipline,
or welfare of the school.

Students and parents/guardians should be aware that felony offenses can have a serious impact on
an individual’s future, including the following:

criminal penalties;

loss of scholarship eligibility;

loss of voting privileges;

loss of employment opportunities; and/or

loss of driving privileges.

Procedures for Implementing the 45 School Day
VITAL ALERT: Alternative Placement Rule for Students With
Disabilities

O The IDEA identifies three specific types of conduct that may trigger unilateral placement of a
student with a disability in an Interim Alternative Educational Setting (IAES), without regard to
whether the behavior is determined to be a manifestation of the child's disability.

O A student may be removed to an IAES for not more than 45 school days regardless of whether
the behavior is determined to be a manifestation of the student’s disability, where the student:

i. carries or possesses a weapon to or at school, on school premises, or to or at a school
function under the jurisdiction of a state or local educational agency;

ii. knowingly possesses or uses illegal drugs*, or sells or solicits the sale of a controlled
substance, while at school, on school premises, or at a school function under the jurisdiction
of a state or local educational agency; or

ii.  inflicts serious bodily injury** on another person while at school, on school premises, or at a
school sponsored activity.

When a student commits one of the special circumstances listed above, the school where the
violation occurred must provide to the parent (1) FM 7063-Notice of 10-Day Temporary Assignment
to Pathways: Consideration of Expulsion. Copies of this document must be retained for future
meetings.

The school where the incident occurred must immediately place an E5 in the Student Case
Management System (SCMS), send FM6562 Rev. (11-05), Expulsion Request to
alted@dadeschools.net, and follow up to ensure that the SPAR is in the SCMS as quickly as
possible. The student will be assigned to the alternative placement as soon as is possible. Upon
placement by the Division of Educational Opportunity and Access (DEOA), the Special Education
(SPED) Department Chairperson or Program Specialist shall contact the assigned school and
forward a copy of the student’s existing Individual Educational Plan (IEP). The assigned alternative

school shall implement the student’s current IEP, including all related services upon the student’s
arrival.

Note: If the student is arrested and sent to the Juvenile Detention Center (JDC), the time at the JDC
is not included in the 45 school day timeline at the alternative placement. The student should go
immediately to the 45 school day placement upon dismissal from the JDC.

Within 10 school days of the incident, an IEP meeting, which includes a representative from the
sending school, must be convened by DEOA to determine if the behavior is a manifestation of the
student’s disability.

When the behavior is found to be a manifestation of the student’s disability, the receiving IAES is
responsible for maintaining a record of the number of days the student is enrolled. Ten (10) days
prior to the end of the mandatory 45 school day placement, the IAES shall notify the sending school
and corresponding SPED Center to schedule an IEP meeting. The IEP meeting will be held at the
IAES with representatives from the home and/or sending school. The IEP team shall decide the next
appropriate placement for the student. The following placements shall be considered:

[0 Remain in the Interim Alternative Education Setting under appropriate circumstances

[0 Return to sending school

O Assignment to another school

[0 Consider other IEP placement options

SPECIAL NOTE:

** Serious Bodily injury applies only when there is:
a substantial risk of death;

extreme physical pain;

protracted and obvious disfigurement; or
protracted loss or impairment of the function of a bodily member, organ, or mental faculty.
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VITAL ALERT: Sexting

Board Policy 5136.02 - Sexting, prohibits “sexting” which is the act of sending or forwarding
sexually explicit, nude, or partially nude photographs/images through cellular telephones and other
electronic media.

Sexting is prohibited and will not be tolerated. The policy 5136.02-Sexting, Sexting addresses
sexting, and will be enforced pursuant the Code of Student Conduct.

The levels of sexting offenses are:

Sexting (1)
e A personal, 1-to-1 student-to-student exposure/transmission which is not coerced and not
intended for redistribution.

As an example, a student may voluntarily send a provocative sext that includes a nude
photograph/image to his/her boyfriend or girlfriend. The Sexting 1 offense is a Level lll violation in
the Code of Student Conduct. The principal must conduct a parent/guardian conference and apply
at least one of the additional disciplinary strategies from Level lIl.

Sexting (2)
¢ Transmission or re-transmission of a sext to an expanded group of recipients.

As an example, a student who has received a sext proceeds to re-transmit the message to a few
other students. A second or multiple offense of a Sexting 1 act also constitutes a Sexting 2
offense. The Sexting 2 offense is a Level IV violation of the Code of Student Conduct. The
principal/designee must conduct a mandatory parent/guardian conference and apply at least one of
the additional disciplinary strategies from Level IV.

Sexting (3)
o Broad exposure/distribution of a sext without consent and/or transmittal with the intent to
victimize another individual.

As an example, a student who has received a sexting message posts the photograph/image on a
social networking website in order to subject the individual photographed to ridicule, derision, scorn,
etc. A Sexting 3 offense is also the repeated commission of sexting Level 1, 2 and/or 3 offenses.
A Sexting 3 offense is a Level V violation of the Code of Student Conduct because it involves
extreme behaviors that seriously endanger the health and well-being of others and/or damages
property or character. The principal/designee must conduct a parent/guardian conference and
apply at least one of the additional disciplinary strategies from Level V.

All sexting cases require a Student Services Referral (R7).

A first sexting offense committed by a minor is a non-criminal violation punishable by up to eight (8)
hours of community service or subject to a $60 fine, and/or required training or instructional classes
on the dangers of sexting. A second offense is a misdemeanor and the third is a felony with a
possible maximum five (5) year prison sentence.
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VITAL ALERT: Threats of Violence

Students are prohibited from making direct or indirect threats of violence against individuals or
groups. Even threats made in jest or in exaggeration must be treated as serious threats. Any threat
of such violence must be reported immediately to a teacher or school administrator. A threat to use
a dangerous instrument or weapon on school grounds, on school sponsored transportation,
or at any school sponsored activity, is prohibited. All threats of violence (oral, written, electronic,
or symbolic) will be reported to law enforcement and investigated by school officials. A student,
regardless of age, found to have made a threat of violence shall be referred to mental health services
and is subject to appropriate disciplinary consequences, up to and including: assignment to
Alternative Educational Setting, suspension, expulsion, arrest, and/or prosecution, and may be
referred to the school's Threat Assessment Team. When students use social media to threaten other
students or school employees which has a direct effect on school property, law enforcement may be
requested to conduct a “home visit” and/or law enforcement may be involved which could result in
criminal prosecution.

It is unlawful for any person to threaten to throw, project, place, or discharge any destructive device
with intent to do bodily harm to any person or with intent to do damage to any property of any person,
and any person convicted thereof commits a felony of the second degree pursuant to F.S. 790.162.

It is unlawful for any person to make a false report, with intent to deceive, mislead, or otherwise
misinform any person, concerning the placing or planting of any bomb, dynamite, other deadly
explosive, or weapon of mass destruction pursuant to F.S. 790.166, or concerning the use of
firearms in a violent manner against a person or persons, and any person convicted thereof commits
a felony of the second degree pursuant to F.S. 790.163.

Any person who writes or composes and also sends or procures the sending of any letter, inscribed
communication, or electronic communication, whether such letter or communication be signed or
anonymous, to any person, containing a threat to kill or to do bodily injury to the person to whom
such letter or communication is sent, or a threat to kill or do bodily injury to any member of the
family of the person to whom such letter or communication is sent, or any person who makes, posts,
or transmits a threat in a writing or other record, including an electronic record, to conduct a mass
shooting or an act of terrorism, in any manner that would allow another person to view the threat,
commits a felony of the second degree pursuant to F.S. 836.10.

VITAL ALERT: Under the Influence

The impairment of one’s normal faculties, such as walking, talking, etc., as may be evidenced by,
but not limited to: bloodshot eyes, slurred speech, odor of alcohol/elicit substance, stumbling,
imbalance, drowsiness, flushed face.”

Special Note: These observations may be made by a lay (non-expert) witness. An administrator
may come to the conclusion that a student is under the influence of alcohol or an illicit substance
based on the totality of the circumstances. An administrator should first rule out that the student
is having a reaction to food or authorized prescription medication or experiencing a medical
condition. See Vital Alert on the next page(s) 38— Use of Medication.
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VITAL ALERT: Use of Medication

According to the Board Policy 5330-Use of Medications, the School Board is not responsible for the
diagnosis and/or treatment of student illnesses. The administration of prescribed medication and/or
medically-prescribed treatments to a student during school hours is permitted only when failure to
do so would jeopardize the health of the student, the student would not be able to attend school if
the medication or treatment were not made available during school hours, or the child is disabled
and requires medication to benefit from his/her educational program.

Medication includes all medicines including those prescribed by a medical provider and any
nonprescribed (over-the-counter) drugs, preparations, and/or remedies. "Treatment" refers to the
manner in which a medication is administered_and to health-care procedures which require special
training, such as catheterization.

Written medication authorization (Form 2702) signed by the child's medical provider and parent
shall be provided before any prescribed medication or treatment may be administered to any
student during school hours. Parents may administer medication or treatment. The child's medical
provider and the parent must also authorize in writing any self-medication by the student such as
epi-pens and inhalers.

Medication shall not be carried on a student's person in the school except as approved by the
principal. Furthermore, no student is allowed to provide or sell any type of over-the-counter
medication to another student.

VITAL ALERT: | Use of Technology and Computer Related Offenses

Students are encouraged to use computers, networks, and online telecommunication such as the
Internet and electronic mail (e-mail). While exercising the right to use available technology, students
must be aware of their responsibility as users. Technology advancement has provided students with
access and the opportunity to commit offenses that violate the Code of Student Conduct.

When using electronic devices for the purposes of learning consistent with the educational objectives
of the District during the instructional day, students must comply with Board Policy 7540.03 —
Computer Technology and Networks.

Technology and computer-related offenses include, but are not limited to:

Technology and Computer Related Offense (1)

[0 Accessing or facilitating the access of a computer, electronic device, or networked resource
without authorization.

O Computer use inconsistent with educational usage or goals, or any use that violates
applicable copyright laws.

Technology and Computer Related Offense (2)

0 Modifying and/or distributing student data and/or records (including grades) or Personally
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VITAL ALERT: | Use of Technology and Computer Related Offenses

Identifiable Information (PII) without authorization.

O Engaging in the disruption or denial of service to a computer, electronic device, or networked
resource.

O The destruction or damage, either virtual or physical, of a computer, electronic device, or
networked resource, including any stored data.

OO The introduction of viruses, malware or other illegal/inappropriate software, including
unauthorized network monitoring or hacking tools.

O The act of engaging in surveillance of an individual, including the use of a computer’s camera
or microphone or unauthorized remote desktop or keystroke logging software.

0 Using a computer, electronic device, or networked resource to access or transmit materials
containing profanity, lewd, pornographic, or inappropriate content (including racially/ethnically
insensitive or offensive language).

O Utilizing a computer, electronic device, or network resources to send threats or engage in
illegal activities.

Technology and Computer Related Offense (3)

O Using a computer, electronic device, or networked resource to create access, transmit, or
distribute material containing profanity, lewd, pornographic, or inappropriate content and
involving a minor.

O Accessing, modifying and/or distributing student data and/or records (including grades) or
Personally Identifiable Information (PIl), including but not limited to social security number(s),
etc. for financial gain.

[0 The destruction, damage, or interruption, either virtual or physical, of any District information
system

These are only a few examples of violations committed through electronic means. The school
administration will evaluate and determine the appropriate level infraction under the Code of
Student Conduct.

VITAL ALERT: Wireless Communication Devices

Wireless communication devices include two-way communication devices, such as cellular phones,
mobile phones, MP3 players, electronic games, beepers, pagers, portable computers including but
not limited to laptops, personal digital assistances (PDA), tablets, eReaders, iPads, personal
organizers and similar wireless devices. Possessing a wireless communication device is not a
violation of the Code of Student Conduct. However, a student shall not disrupt the educational
process or interfere with the safety-to-life issues of students by using a wireless communication
device inappropriately.
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VITAL ALERT: Wireless Communication Devices

When using electronic devices for the purposes of learning consistent with the educational objectives
of the District during the instructional day, students must comply with Board Policy 7540.03 — Student
Responsible Use of Technology, Social Media, and District Network Systems, Student Network and
Internet Acceptable Use and Safety.

The following rules must be followed regarding the possession, use, and display of wireless
communication devices:

O Students may only possess, display and use wireless communication devices (i.e. texting,
email, telephone etc.) before or after the instructional day.

O Students must ensure that the telephone capabilities of their devices are turned off during the
instructional day (i.e. ringer off, silent mode, etc.)

O Students shall avoid classroom disruptions, by not displaying, using, or activating the data
access portion of their wireless communication devices during the instructional day unless
instructed to do so by the teacher and/or authorized school personnel under the Bring Your
Own Device initiative outlined in Board Policy 7540.03. This includes during class, in the
library, during lunch breaks, during class changes and during any other structured activity.
Unless using its data access capabilities for instructional purposes as directed by their teacher
and/or authorized school personnel as outlined in Board Policy 7540.03.

0 Students may not use the broadband capabilities (3G, 4G, etc...) of personal devices for data
access during school hours — students may only access data utilizing the school’s wireless
network during this time.

O The school is not responsible if a student’s wireless communication or any electronic device
is lost or stolen.

The possession of a cellular telephone is not a violation of the Code of Student Conduct. However,
the possession of a cellular telephone that disrupts the educational process, the use of the cellular
telephone capabilities during school hours, use of a cellular phone to commit a crime, and the
possession or use of a cellular telephone that disrupts or interferes with the safety-to-life issue for
students being transported on a Miami-Dade County Public Schools bus, are infractions of the Code
of Student Conduct.

VITAL ALERT: Zero Tolerance Policy

The School Board enforces the Florida Department of Education Zero Tolerance Policy on school
violence, crime, and the use of weapons. As an approach to reducing school violence, the intent of
the policy is to provide a safe school climate that is drug-free and protects student health, safety, and
civil rights.

This policy requires the school district to impose the most severe consequences provided for in the
Code of Student Conduct in dealing with students who engage in violent criminal acts, such as:

O bringing or possessing a firearm or weapon to school, any school sponsored activity, or on
school-sponsored transportation; shall also result in a referral for expulsion and mental health
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VITAL ALERT: Zero Tolerance Policy
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services pursuant to Section 1006.13 F.S.

making a threat or false report, respectively, involving school or school personnel’s property,
school transportation, or school-sponsored activity; shall also result in a referral for expulsion
and mental health services pursuant to Section 1006.13 F.S.

homicide;

assault, battery, and culpable negligence;

relating to kidnapping, false imprisonment, luring or enticing a child, and custody offenses;
sexual battery;

lewdness and indecent exposure;

child abuse;

robbery;

robbery by sudden snatching;

carjacking; and

home-invasion robbery

A student may also be referred for mental health services if deemed necessary by the threat
assessment team.

The State of Florida Juvenile Justice Reform Act of 1965 requires the School District to link juvenile
violent incidents to the action taken by the student’s school and the District. The District is required
to collect data about violent incidents involving students during each school year and transmit a
report to the state. Certain infractions in the Code of Student Conduct may result in criminal
penalties as well as administrative corrective strategies.
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FORMAL CORRECTIVE STRATEGIES RECOGNIZED IN THE
CODE OF STUDENT CONDUCT

FORMAL CORRECTIVE | Assignment to an Alternative Educational Setting in Lieu
STRATEGIES: Of Suspension

A student may be assigned to the following Alternative Educational Settings (AESs) suitable to the
Level of Behavior. When the principal utilizes an AES, the student shall be afforded the same due
process procedures that are applicable to suspension, including written notice within 24 hours by
U.S. mail. Schools must take into account the student’s capacity to understand his or her behavior
and the inappropriateness of his or her actions.

TEMPORARY REMOVAL FROM CLASS

If a student is disruptive in class, the teacher may request assistance from a school administrator to
have the student temporarily assigned elsewhere within the student’s regularly assigned school. The
principal should consider the teacher's recommendations and ensure that the student is provided
with assignments that are relevant to the material being taught in the class from which the student
was removed.

OTHER ALTERNATIVES

Other alternatives, including after-school detention, Saturday School, or other programs available at
the school, may be utilized.

In the case of a student with a disability, assignment must be appropriate in light of the student’s
Individual Educational Plan (IEP) or Section 504 Plan. Removal from a particular class should not
effectuate a denial of IEP or Limited English Proficient (LEP) services.

RESTORATIVE JUSTICE PRACTICES (at District Approved Schools)

Restorative Justice is a theory of justice that emphasizes repairing the harm caused by crime and
conflict. It places decisions in the hands of those who have been most affected by a wrongdoing, and
gives equal concern to the victim, the offender, and the surrounding community. Restorative justice
practices focus on the infraction and conflict, and utilize various techniques such as peace-making
circles, which are designed to repair the harm, heal broken relationships, and address the underlying
reasons for the offense.

STUDENT COURT (at District Approved Schools)

Student Court is a tribunal for students who have been trained to hear actual cases of school level
offenses committed by their peers. Student Court School-Based Program model is for students who
violate Level I, Level Il and select Level lll behaviors of the Code of Student Conduct. It provides
participating schools with an alternative resource for decreasing the number of in-school and out-of-
school suspensions. Student Court is a tribunal for students who have been trained to hear actual
cases of school level offenses committed by their peers.
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FORMAL CORRECTIVE | Assignment to an Alternative Educational Setting in Lieu
STRATEGIES: Of Suspension

ASSIGNMENT TO SCHOOL CENTER FOR SPECIAL INSTRUCTION (SCSI)

The principal may assign the student to the School Center for Special Instruction (SCSI), an
alternative setting within the student’s regularly assigned school. The SCSI should be designed to
provide tutorial and guidance services.

When misconduct in a specific class results in an assignment to SCSI, the student may only be
removed from the class where the misconduct occurred. Continued or general misconduct can result
in removal from all classes if deemed appropriate by the principal.

PERMANENT REMOVAL FROM CLASS

A teacher may remove a student whose behavior the teacher determines interferes with the
teacher’s ability to communicate effectively with the students in the class or with the ability of the
student’s classmates to learn. This includes disobedient, violent, abusive, uncontrollable, or
disruptive students. The principal shall be notified immediately and the teacher shall be entitled to
receive, prior to or upon return of the student to class, a copy of the Student Case Management
Form (SCM) describing corrective strategies taken.

Each school must establish a Placement Review Committee to determine appropriate placement of
the student when the teacher has withheld consent for return to the teacher’s class. The committee
consists of at least two teachers, one selected by the faculty, one selected by the teacher who has
removed the student, and one member selected by the principal from the school’s staff. The teacher
who requested the removal may not serve on the committee. The parent/guardian of the student
must be informed of the Placement Review Committee and be provided the opportunity to
communicate with the committee on behalf of the student. The committee must render a decision
within 5 days after the removal of the student from the classroom and may either: (1) place the
student in another class within the student’s regularly assigned school, or (2) return the student to
the teacher’s class. The teacher may appeal the committee’s decision to the Superintendent.

SHORT-TERM AES (1- 10 DAYS)

A principal may remove a student from the student’s regular school program and assign the student
to an AES for one (1) to ten (10) days for persistent disobedience and/or serious misconduct.
Principals take this action when they have exhausted informal corrective strategies, or when they
have at least considered those alternatives and rejected them as inappropriate in a given situation.

Reassignment from the student’s regular school program is appropriate under certain conditions,
included but not limited to the following:

The student’s presence in school presents a physical danger to the student or others; and/or
A “cooling off” period is needed to relieve tensions and relieve pressure;

A student removed from his or her regular school program has the right to request and obtain make-
up assignments for the time he or she was reassigned. It is the responsibility of the student to
request make-up work for assignments missed due to a reassignment from the student’s regular
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FORMAL CORRECTIVE | Assignment to an Alternative Educational Setting in Lieu
STRATEGIES: Of Suspension

school program. In the case of a student with a disability, assignment must be appropriate in light of
the student’s Individual Educational Plan (IEP) or Section 504 Plan. Removal from a particular class
should not effectuate a denial of IEP or Limited English Proficient (LEP) services.

A student removed from his or her regular school program is entitled to be notified of the reason for
the reassignment and an opportunity to be heard by the principal/designee. Parents/Guardians must
be provided written notice within 24 hours by U.S. mail.

STUDENT SUCCESS CENTER

The Student Success Centers are one type of Alternative Educational Setting that provide a safe-
haven in a structured learning environment for referred students (ages 11 and older) exhibiting Level
llI-IV behavior and (with Region notification) habitual Level Il infractions of the Code of Student
Conduct.

LONG-TERM AES (MORE THAN 10 DAYS)

A principal may request a District-approved administrative assignment to an AES for more than ten
(10) days. This action is taken only when less severe strategies are deemed inappropriate. If the
nature of the student’s behavior warrants, the Superintendent’s designee will approve the request
and assign the student to one of the alternative educational settings.

In the case of a student with a disability, assignment must be appropriate in light of the student’s
Individual Educational Plan (IEP) or Section 504 Plan. Removal from a particular class should not
effectuate a denial of IEP or Limited English Proficient (LEP) services.

A student removed from his or her regular school program is entitled to be notified of the reason for
the reassignment and an opportunity to be heard by the principal/designee and the
parents/guardians must be sent written notice within 24 hours by U.S. mail. Furthermore, the student
assigned to an AES for more than 10 days is entitled to a hearing.

PATHWAYS

Pathways is one type of Alternative Educational Setting for students in grades 6 — 12 that commit the
most serious infractions of the Code of Student Conduct (Levels IV and V) may be recommended for
expulsion. Students will be assigned to the Pathways Program during the period of time which would
have traditionally resulted in a ten (10) day outdoor suspension preceding expulsion. Students will
receive academic support, in-house counseling services and receive wrap-around services from
community agencies.
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FORMAL CORRECTIVE
STRATEGIES:

Denial of Bus Privileges

Student misconduct while riding a school bus and/or bus stop is a serious threat to the safety of
everyone on the bus as well as other motorists, pedestrians and members of the community. All
rules that apply to school grounds and activities also apply when riding the school bus. Parents are
responsible for their child’s behavior on the school bus to and from school as well as their behavior at
the bus stop.

Unacceptable behaviors on a school bus leading to the need for corrective action, that

include but are not limited to the following:
o Disrupting, distracting, or disobeying a bus operator

Failing to use required safety equipment on the bus

Standing or getting out of your seat while bus is in motion

Failing to sit in assigned seat (if applicable)

Yelling, inappropriate language, spitting outside the bus window, at other students,

pedestrians or motorists.

Use of profanity, fighting or smoking on the bus

¢ Boarding a bus other than the students assigned bus/route or attempting to leave the school
bus at a stop other than the students assigned stop without permission from the school
principal/designee

¢ Having arms, legs or head outside the window of the bus

¢ Opening an emergency door and/or exiting the bus when it has stopped, unless directed by
the bus driver in an emergency

e Threats against the driver, passengers or bus aide on the bus

¢ Opening emergency exit while bus is in motion

e Throwing objects out of the window of the bus which may or may not cause damage or injury
to others

e Throwing objects at any school bus which may or may not cause damage or injury to others

e Vandalism to bus equipment

Possible corrective action may include the following depending on the severity of the offense:
e Verbal or written reprimand from the school principal/designee

Parent Conference

Up to ten (10) days suspension from being transported to and from school

Up to ten (10) days loss of bus privileges for extracurricular activities

Assignment to AES

Recommendation for expulsion if the behavior on the bus constitutes a level lll -V

Corrective actions will be determined by the school principal/designee with input from the
Department of Transportation based on the offense and after all necessary documentation
has been submitted by the bus driver or transportation center.

In the case of a student with a disability, suspension of bus privileges must be appropriate in light of
the student’s Individual Educational Plan (IEP) or Section 504 Plan. A manifestation determination
must be conducted for more than ten (10) days of bus suspension for any student who receives
transportation as a related service on his or her IEP or Section 504 Plan.
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FORMAL

CORRECTIVE Denial of Bus Privileges for Students with Disabilities
STRATEGIES:

There are certain Federal regulations, Florida Statutes, and Rules of the State Board of Education
that pertain to disciplinary measures for SPED students. The transportation privileges for SPED
students may be suspended for violations of the Code of Student Conduct;, however, there are limits
to the length of time SPED students may be suspended from riding the bus.

A. Consistent with the school districts Code of Student Conduct and to the extent that
suspension of transportation privileges would be applied to regular education students,
school principals may suspend a SPED student’s transportation privileges for not more than
ten (10) consecutive school days.

B. School principals may further suspend the transportation privileges of a SPED student for not
more than ten (10) consecutive school days in the same school year for separate incidents of
misconduct, as long as those suspensions do not constitute a “change of placement” as
defined in Rule 6A-6.03312 of the State Board of Education.

C. Pursuant to Rule 6A-6.03312 of the State Board of Education, a “change in placement’
occurs when:

e The suspension is for more than ten (10) consecutive school days, or

e The student has been subjected to a series of suspensions of transportation
privileges that constitutes a pattern because the suspensions cumulate to more
than ten (10) schools days in a school year, because the student’s behavior in
previous incidents is substantially similar to the student’s behavior that resulted in
the series of suspensions, and because of additional factors, such as the length of
each suspension, the total amount of time the student has been suspended, and
the proximity of the suspensions to one another. The school district determines on
a case-by-case basis whether a pattern of suspensions constitutes a “change of
placement,” and this determination is subject to review through due process and
judicial proceedings.

D. Requirements for Manifestation Determination (MD) meetings for transportation related
violations:

e All SPED students who have their transportation privileges suspended are required to
have a Manifestation Determination (MD) meeting after the sixth (6th) day of
suspension — if the student is unable to attend school as a result — and for every
suspension thereafter in order to determine whether the pattern of removals
constitutes a “change of placement,” as defined in paragraph (C), above.

e When reviewing the student's conduct, the IEP Team will review all relevant
information in the student’s file, including any information supplied by the parents of
the student, any observations of the student from teachers and Transportation staff,
and the student’s current IEP.

o The IEP Team shall determine if the misconduct of the student was caused by, or had
a substantial relationship to, the student’s disability, or whether the conduct was a
direct failure of the school district’s failure to implement the IEP.
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FORMAL
CORRECTIVE Denial of Bus Privileges for Students with Disabilities
STRATEGIES:

e If the IEP Team determines that the misconduct of the student was caused by, or had
a direct and substantial relationship to the student’s disability — or that the conduct in
question was a direct result of the school district’s failure to implement the IEP — the
conduct will be determined to be a manifestation of the student’s disability and the
school district will take immediate steps to remedy those deficiencies.

e If the IEP Team determines that the conduct in question of the student was
a manifestation of the student’s disability, the IEP Team will either:

o Conduct a functional behavioral assessment (FBA) and implement a
behavioral implementation plan (BIP) for the student, or

o If a BIP has already been developed, review and modify it as
necessary to address the behavior

e |If the IEP Team determines that the behavior was not a manifestation of the
student’s disability, the school district may implement the relevant disciplinary
procedures that would otherwise apply to a student without disabilities, in the same
manner and for the same duration providing the student continues to receive services
so at to enable the student to participate in the general curriculum and to progress
toward meeting the student’s IEP goals.

E. Expulsion. Expulsion of a student from riding a school bus is the measure of last resort. It
may be taken only after repeated suspensions of student’s bus riding privileges have failed to
result in an improvement in the student’s behavior, an/or for the most serious of misconduct
offenses. Expulsion of a student from riding a school bus must be approved by the M-DCPS
School Board in accordance with Policy 2460-Exceptional Student Education.

ForMAL correcTiVE | Denial of Participating in Social and/or Extracurricular
STRATEGIES: Activities

Students may be denied the privilege of participating in social and/or extracurricular activities if they
have been disruptive in school or at social and/or extracurricular activities. They may also be denied
this privilege if they have been convicted, or found to have committed a felony or a delinquent act that
would have been a felony if committed by an adult, and a determination has been made that the
incident has an adverse impact on the educational program, discipline or welfare in the school. In
addition, for senior high school students, any arrest will result in an immediate minimum 10 day
prohibition from participation in interscholastic competitions or performance, including practices.

All senior high school students, in order to participate in interscholastic athletics and/or extracurricular
activities, commencing with the successful completion of the eighth grade as defined by Board Policy
5410 - Student Progression Plan, must meet all academic and conduct eligibility requirements
contained in Board Policy 5845 - Student Activities, Board Policy 5500 - Student Conduct and
Discipline, and those of the Florida High School Athletic Association (FHSAA) and the Greater Miami
Athletic Conference (GMAC) Bylaws.

A student's eligibility to participate in any interscholastic athletics and/or extracurricular activity may not
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ForMAL correcTivVE | Denial of Participating in Social and/or Extracurricular

STRATEGIES: Activities
be affected by any alleged recruiting violation until final disposition of the allegation pursuant to Section
1006.20 F.S.

FORMAL CORRECTIVE

STRATEGIES: Expulsion

A principal may request that the Superintendent recommend to the School Board that a student be
expelled in accordance with Board Policy 5610 - Suspension and Expulsion of Students. Principals
may take this action when they have exhausted less severe administrative corrective strategies, or
when they have considered those alternatives and rejected them as inappropriate in the given
situation.

Only the School Board can approve an expulsion. The maximum period of time for an expulsion may
not exceed the remainder of the term or school year, the summer session, plus one additional school
year of attendance. An expelled student is entitled to due process, including a formal hearing.

FORMAL CORRECTIVE

e Manifestation Determination Procedures

A Manifestation Determination meeting is held any time a change of placement is being considered for
a student with a disability, such as, when the student has been referred to an Alternative Educational
Setting (AES), School Center for Special Instruction (SCSI), and/or the Student Success Center or
Pathways. A Manifestation Determination is a process by which the relationship between the student’s
disability and the specific behavior that may result in disciplinary action is examined. Schools must
take into account the student’s capacity to understand his or her behavior and the inappropriateness of
his or her actions.

A. A Manifestation Determination will be made within (10) school days of any decision to change
the placement of a student with disability due to a violation of the Code of Student Conduct.

e The IEP Team will meet to review all relevant information in the student’s file, including any
information supplied by the parents of the student, any observations of the student from
teachers, and the student’s current IEP. The team will determine whether the conduct in
question was the direct result of the student’s disability or was the direct result of the school
district’s failure to implement the IEP.

B. If the IEP Team determines that the misconduct of the student was caused by, or had a direct
and substantial relationship to the student’s disability — or that the conduct in question was a
direct result of the school district’s failure to implement the IEP — the conduct will be determined
to be a manifestation of the student’s disability and the school district will take immediate steps
to remedy those deficiencies in one or more of the following ways:

e Conduct a functional behavioral assessment (FBA) and implement a behavioral
implementation plan (BIP) for the student; or

¢ If a BIP has already been developed, review and modify it as necessary to address the
behavior; and
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FORMAL CORRECTIVE

. Manifestation Determination Procedures

o Return the student to the placement from which the student was removed, unless the
parents/guardians and school district agree to a change in placement as part of the
modification for the BIP.

**This option does not apply to students with disabilities that violate the Code of Student
Conduct with infractions listed in the 45 School Day Alternative Placement Rule.

C. If the IEP Team determines that the behavior was not a manifestation of the student’s
disability, the relevant disciplinary procedures applicable to non-disabled students may be
applied to the student in the same manner and for the same duration in which they would be
applied to non-disabled students, except that services necessary for a Free Appropriate Public
Education (FAPE) will be made available to the student with disability.

D. If the parent(s)/guardian(s) disagrees with the manifestation determination decision made by
the IEP Team, the parent(s)/guardian(s) may appeal the decision by requesting a due process
hearing.

FORMAL CORRECTIVE

STRATEGIES: Mental Health Services

If a school’'s Threat Assessment Team determines that a student poses a threat of violence or
physical harm to himself or herself or others or significantly disruptive behaviors, a referral may be
made to counseling or behavioral health programs.

If an immediate mental health or substance abuse crisis is suspected, school personnel will engage
behavioral health crisis resources to provide emergency intervention and assessment, make
recommendations, and refer the student for appropriate services.

A good faith attempt will be made to notify the student’s parent or legal guardian; however, nothing
will preclude school district personnel from acting immediately to address imminent threat and/or
danger.

FORMAL CORRECTIVE

STRATEGIES: Peer Mediation

The principal may establish a peer mediation program designed to resolve problems addressed in
the Code of Student Conduct. The establishment and use of this program is solely within the
principal’s discretion.

FORMAL CORRECTIVE

STRATEGIES: Work Back Program in Lieu of Expulsion

In lieu of expulsion, a Work Back Program consistent with existing guidelines, may be available for
students who are presently being recommended to the Board for expulsion, except in certain cases
for in which a Work Back Program is not allowed.
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BEHAVIORS THAT MAY RESULT IN
CRIMINAL PENALTIES

The following behaviors are grounds for corrective strategies by the school and
may also result in criminal penalties:

I lllegal use, possession, or sale of controlled substances while on
school grounds or attending a school function;

O Use of a wireless communication device in the commission of a crime;

[0 Possession of a firearm or weapon while on school grounds, school
bus or at a school function, shall also result in a referral for expulsion
and mental health services pursuant to Section 1006.13 F.S.;

0 Violence against any district School Board personnel;

[ Disruptive behavior on a school bus, or at a bus stop, or other violation
of the School Board’s transportation policy;

I Violation of the School Board’s sexual harassment policy;

O Making a threat or false report involving destructive devices or
explosives directed against a school, school personnel property, school
transportation, or school-sponsored activity shall also result in a referral
for expulsion and mental health services pursuant to Section 1006.13
F.S.; and

O Sexting

O Hazing
Notice of the potential for criminal charges for these offenses is required
by Section 1006.07 F.S.; however, students and parents/guardians should

be aware that any criminal offense could result in criminal prosecution and
penalties.
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CHAPTER V - MULTI-TIERED SYSTEM OF
SUPPORTS (MTSS) BEHAVIOR INTERVENTION GUIDE
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MULTI-TIERED SYSTEM OF SUPPORTS (MTSS)
BEHAVIOR INTERVENTION GUIDE

Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS)
Behavior Intervention Guide

Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS) behavior intervention guide is intended as a resource for all
educators to assist in integrating academic and behavior supports and services into a fluid and seamless
system of multi-tiered service delivery for all students. The MTSS model for instruction and intervention is
based on the principle that academic and behavioral supports are first provided at a core or universal level
to effectively address the needs of all students in a school (referred to as Tier I). However, not all students
respond to the same curricula and teaching strategies. As a result, some students with identified needs
will receive supplemental or targeted instruction and intervention at Tier Il. Finally, at Tier Ill, a few
students with the most severe needs will receive the most intensive and individualized behavioral and / or
academic support.

TIER |

Teach Rules/Expectations: Establish a structured system for teaching a student rules and

expectations prior to a task/request. Such a system may be verbal, written or pictorial.

¢ Verbal: scheduling five minutes prior to an assignment to review rules and expectations

o Written: provide the student with written rules and expectations for a given task

o Pictorial: teacher can use picture cards to nonverbally teach/remind students of various
rules/expectations

Student Repeats Rules/Expectations Prior to Transition: Establish a system in which a

student verbally, or in written form, repeats rules/expectations prior to transition.

e Teachers and student have an agreement specifying that before each class change the student
verbally reviews the rules and expectations

Preferential Seating: Change the seating arrangement for a student in order to address his/her
specific needs. Possible examples may include:
e The student sits in close proximity to the teacher for hearing, vision, and or attention concerns.

e The student is moved away from negative peer influences and near more positive peer influences.
Parent-Teacher Communication System: Establish a set time and method for communication
between parent and teacher regarding the student’s behavior and progress.

e Methods for communication might include phone contact, face to face meeting, e-mail or note/letter

correspondence.

Personal Connection with Student: Establish set times and methods for providing special
attention for a student.
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o A teacher makes it a point to check in with a student each morning in order to find out how his/her
homework was the evening before.
Provide Additional Guidance/Extend Instruction: Provide the student with more specific and or
modified instructions, prior to the assignment, in order to assist in general comprehension.
e The teacher may provide additional/individual verbal instructions, written instructions, pictorial
instructions, visual guides, completed model of task, etc.

Increase Frequency of Task Related Recognition: Provide specific and consistent recognition

and reinforcement for a student’s on-task behavior.

¢ In lieu of simply expecting that a student engage in task related behavior, the teacher will provide
reinforcement (verbal, nonverbal, tangible) for a student that is properly engaged in the classroom
task.

Visual Schedule: Use for students in need of a structured organizational system, either pictorial or

written.

e The schedule is designed to assist the student as he/she progresses through the activities and tasks of
the day (i.e. morning bell rings- first class, reading-second class, art, etc.).

e It can also be used to break down a specific task (i.e., open notebook — go to math section- put paper
on teacher’s desk).

Environmental changes: Make various changes in the environment to accommodate the sensory
needs of a student.
e Some examples of this are changing the lighting, re-arranging furniture, or adjusting sound sources.

Use Preferred Activities as Reinforcement: Provide access to a preferred activity (i.e. computer
time, art, listening to music, etc.) when a student engages in appropriate behavior.

o The teacher must clearly identify what the preferred activity is, make sure that the identified activity is
truly rewarding for the student, establish the circumstances under which the preferred activity will be
awarded (i.e. after appropriate behavior has been demonstrated three times), and for how long student
will be allowed to engage in the preferred activity.

Personally Greet the Student upon Arrival to Class: Establish a system for spending a

personal moment with the student before class, especially with students who may thrive on attention.

e The teacher may want to ask: “How are you today?”, “What did you do yesterday after school?”, and
“‘How is your family?,” etc.

Increase Frequency of Positive Reinforcement: If reinforcement does not occur on a frequent
basis, negative/problem behaviors may start to reoccur or increase as a result. When this happens simply
increase the frequency of when incentives are delivered.

e A student, who is receiving access to the computer lab for the last half hour of the school day in
exchange for demonstrating use of problem solving skills, continues to display episodes of
inappropriate behavior. The teacher can increase the frequency of positive reinforcement by allowing
two or three opportunities scattered throughout the day to access the computer.

Use of Tangible/Non-tangible Rewards: Use tangible and/or non-tangible reinforcers immediately
to reward a student for engaging in positive behavior or good performance. The selected tangible/non-
tangible reward must be effective for the student in question and delivered on a consistent basis.

e Tangible: food, stickers, toys, etc.

¢ Non-tangible: verbal praise, public posting of class work, etc.
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Ignore Undesirable Behavior(s): Instead of, or in addition to, reinforcing positive behavior(s), the
teacher can ignore undesirable behavior(s). Any time the student engages in an undesirable behavior, the
teacher systematically and consistently ignores the student until the behavior ceases.

Establish Logical Consequences for Students: Inform students that engaging in certain problem

behaviors will result in specific consequences.

o Qut of seat behavior will result in student not earning points on behavior contract. Consequences
must be specifically identified to the student and they must be consistently implemented.

Encourage Effort to Display Appropriate Behavior: Provide reinforcement for a student who is
trying to display the appropriate replacement behavior, even if he/she is not quite there yet. This practice
will encourage the student to “keep up the good work” and eventually demonstrate the replacement
behavior

Use of Positive Referrals: Make positive references to the student for engaging in appropriate
behavior.

Use Classroom Incentives for Individual Student Accomplishments: Reward an individual

student’s success by allowing the entire class to benefit.

e Throw a pizza party for the class if the individual student has a good week on his/her behavior
contract.

Call Home to Share News of Student Effort/Success: Establish a system for calling the
student’s parents daily/weekly in order to update them on their child’s success and progress.

Use School-Wide Vehicles for Recognition: Recognize student success and/or progress during
school announcements, award programs, lunch, assemblies, etc.

Assign Classroom Responsibilities for Student Recognition: Allow student to participate in
classroom related responsibilities (i.e. line leader, clean-up after projects, message delivery person,
teacher helper, etc.) in exchange for positive behavior.

TIER NI

Teach/Model Communication/Social Skills: Teach a student appropriate methods of
communication. Students who do not possess effective communication/social skills will often vent their
school related frustrations in disruptive and inappropriate ways.

e A student experiencing difficulty in mathematics may attempt to avoid such work by acting out in the
classroom. The concept is to teach the student appropriate ways of expressing their frustrations. The
teacher develops a script with the student that addresses his/her specific needs.

e The following is an example of such a script: when the student is having academic difficulty and
feeling frustrated, he/she will signal the teacher either verbally or with a predetermined nonverbal sign
(i.e., hand raise). The teacher will subsequently respond to the student in order to find out if he/she
needs extra instruction, assistance with assignment or a break from work. Extra instruction and
assignment assistance can be delivered by the teacher or by an appointed peer tutor. The break may
be as simple as a five minute water or bathroom break. As part of the script, the student agrees to
resume appropriate work after his/her needs have been met.
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¢ In order to ensure optimal effectiveness, the teacher should provide the script in written form to the
student and possibly attach it to his/her desk.

Task Analysis: Break down and make concrete the difficult tasks to ensure more success. The

teacher can teach a student how to break down a task into more simplistic parts.

o A student who has difficulty compiling a three sentence paragraph may perform better when the task
is broken down into small steps. First, teach him/her to identify and write down the theme of the
paragraph, then create three categories (introduction, main idea, and conclusion), next brainstorm
what ideas should go under each category, and finally the student can compile the paragraph based
on the information gathered during previous steps.

Practice Communication and Social Skills: After teaching appropriate communication and/or

social skills techniques, the teacher may provide specific opportunities for the student to demonstrate such

skills in the classroom.

e The teacher may need to establish a verbal or nonverbal prompt with the student (i.e., “now is a good
time to use your skills” or tap the student on the shoulder).

Teach Coping Skills: Teach appropriate ways to cope/deal with frustration, anger, embarrassment,

etc., when students do not have a repertoire of appropriate strategies to deal with adverse situations.

e The teacher can teach the student methods such as asking for a time out or break,
relaxation/breathing exercises, taking five minutes to vent feelings privately with teacher/peer, or
engaging in an enjoyable activity (i.e. computer, art, etc.). Suggestions for appropriate coping skills
can be written and attached to the student’s desk as a reminder.

Teach Positive Self Talk: Students who do not believe they are capable in various academic and/or
social situations may become increasingly unmotivated to work, withdrawn, or even disruptive in order to
avoid uncomfortable scenarios.

e The teacher and or school counselor can teach the student a repertoire of positive statements such as
“I am capable of doing my work”, | can make friends in my class”, or “If | study my spelling words every
day, | will get a good grade on my spelling test”.

e The student is taught to repeat such statements as frustrations increase in adverse situations.

The teacher/counselor may need to provide verbal/nonverbal prompts in order for the student to initiate
in the self talk procedures (i.e. “what do you need to tell yourself?” or hand signal).

Remediation in Specific Academic Areas: Students with academic deficits may engage in
problem behavior as a way to avoid difficult tasks. Implementing classroom academic interventions for
remediation should reduce the need to avoid such tasks. In order to select appropriate academic
interventions, refer to the School Support Team (if applicable)

Use of Personal Interests for Motivation: Incorporate student interests into a given task or

activity. The concept is that if a student finds a task/activity enjoyable or interesting, he/she is more likely

to stay engaged for a longer period of time.

¢ A student who has difficulty staying on task during independent reading assignments will likely become
more motivated to complete the assignment if the topic is of his/her choosing. (i.e., if the student likes
fishing, the reading assignment can be related).

Teach Alternative Behavior for Sensory Feedback: A student who engages in a certain
behavior for the sole purpose of sensory feedback may be able to learn an alternate (less distracting)
behavior to serve the same purpose

¢ A student that taps his/her pencil on the desk repetitively can squeeze a stress ball instead.
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Teach Anger Management/Problem Solving Skills: Students who experience difficulty
controlling emotions and/or lack sufficient problem solving skills are likely to engage in
inappropriate/disruptive behavior when “pushed to the emotional limit” and/or frustrated. There are
several existing methods to teach anger management and problem solving skills, and the school
counselor and/or school psychologist are excellent resources for such methods.

Teach Behavioral Self-Control (BSC): Students who are impulsive and/or lack self-control on a
consistent basis will likely benefit from a highly structured plan that addresses self-evaluation, self-
management, self-instruction, and self-reinforcement.

o When a student is engaged in inappropriate/problem behavior, the following teacher prompts and
student responses should take place:

Teacher asks: Student responds:
“What are you doing?” “lam...”
“What do you need to be doing?” “I need to...”
“What are you going to do now?” ‘I have to...”
“Let me know when you finish.” “did...”

Social Stories/Comic Book Conversations: This intervention is appropriate for students in need

of understanding the social context of various social situations (i.e. standing in line or taking turns)

e A social story or comic book conversation is written specifically for the student and the situation (i.e.
Johnny waits for his turn) and must be visually provided for the student.

e The purpose is to lessen the stress of certain social situations for students who may be lacking in
social skills and awareness.

e School counselors, school psychologist and autism support teachers are excellent resources for
creating social stories.

Encourage Positive Peer Connections: Provide opportunities for student to be in contact with

positive peer role models.

e The student can be seated in close proximity and or placed in work groups with peer role models.
Such positive peer connections should be reinforced by the teacher and or any other adult involved
with the student.

Contract for Grades: Establish a written contract for grades with a student.

o The teacher and student formerly agree that for each reading test grade above a “C,” the student will
receive 10 additional minutes of computer lab time. The agreement is written in contract form and
signed by both teacher and student.

Daily/Weekly Progress Reports: Arrange a system for documenting the student’s behavioral

progress on a daily/weekly basis.

e The teacher may write a brief note at the end of the day/week to describe the student’s overall
behavior.

o The teacher develops specific behavior objectives and a form that can be checked-off daily/weekly to
show that behavior objectives are met.
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Monitoring/Redirection: Establish a system for monitoring a student during tasks.

¢ Checking a student at 10 minute intervals and or providing redirection when needed i.e., eye contact,
proximity, tangible incentives, etc.

Spend Individual Time with Student: When a student engages in appropriate behavior, he/she

can be rewarded by arranging a specific time for teacher and student to spend time together. It is

necessary to be specific when designing this intervention.

¢ When the student demonstrates appropriate behavior during morning classroom activities, he/she will
be allowed to eat lunch with the teacher.

Reward Competing Behaviors: The concept behind competing behaviors is that a student cannot
engage in two “competing” behaviors at the same time. ldentify a competing behavior for the problem
behavior (i.e. reading aloud and making inappropriate noises) and reward the student each time he/she
engages in the competing behavior.

Student Self-Monitoring of Progress: Allow the student to monitor his/her own progress.

e The student can have possession of a progress report and /or behavior contract so that he/she can
track their own improvement.

Acknowledge Use of Replacement Behaviors: Reward students for engaging in established

replacement behaviors.

o Provide the student with verbal praise each time he/she raises his/her hand to get teacher attention
instead of calling out loud for teacher attention.

Develop a Written Behavior Contract: Use of a behavior contract with points, check offs,
signatures, or some other indication for positive behavior can be a powerful self-reinforcement tool. Allow
the student to take possession of the contracts and track his/her own progress.

TIER 1

Choice Making: Allow student to have some degree of control over their school activities.

e The teacher allows the student to choose the sequence of activities (e.g., reading activity first and
writing activity second), mode of presentation (i.e. oral, written, demonstration, etc.) learning materials
(e.g., pencil/paper, manipulative, computer use, etc.), and or incentives (e.g., tangibles, public
attention, access to activity, etc.).

Participation in Extra Curricular Activities: Identify and encourage student to become involved

in extra-curricular activities such as sports, art club, music club, etc. The activity should match the
individual student’s interests and skills.

Student Follow-Up: This involves establishing a system for a “check-in” time during an assignment to

ensure that the student fully understands a specific task or request.

o The teacher and student may have an agreement specifying that 10 minutes after the start of a given
assignment/test or request the teacher will verbally confirm the student understands. If the student is
in need of further instruction, the teacher will provide it.
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Schedule Adjustment: Adjust the daily schedule and/or change the teacher.

e It is possible that a student tends to focus best in the early morning yet all academic classes are
scheduled after lunch. In such a case, it would be advantageous for the student’s schedule to be
adjusted so that academic classes would take place during the morning hours.

e There may be a personality/work style “mismatch” between teacher and student. Changing a student’s
teacher can make a significant difference.

Peer Mentor/Tutor Opportunity: Allow student to serve as a peer mentor/tutor. This can be

effective even when the student him/herself is experiencing difficulties in a given skill area.

o The student can mentor/tutor someone in a lower grade or work group. This can be excellent for
improving self-concept, and reinforcing skills in area of difficulty for the student.

Provide Quiet Time Space: Provide a specific time and/or space for quiet or “cool down” purposes.

¢ If a student becomes easily frustrated during certain academic task, then a quiet area of the classroom
can be established as a personal space for that student to go if necessary.

Identify Appropriate Settings for Behavior(s): Suggests that inappropriate behaviors can be

appropriate if demonstrated in a suitable setting.

e |If a student is constantly singing out loud during class time and causing a disruption, identify or create
more appropriate settings for such behavior (i.e., music class, join the chorus, or provide a specific
time during class for the student’s to show off their “talent”).

Chart and Review Daily Student Successes: Create a simple chart listing the replacement
behavior(s) and spaces for check-offs of compliance. The chart can be posted on the student’s desk and
the teacher will check-off every time the behavior(s) are demonstrated at the end of each day, teacher and
student can review the chart.

Recognize Small Steps Approximating the Desired Behavior: When a replacement behavior
is complex or involves several steps, it may be necessary to reinforce the student for demonstrating
smaller approximations or steps of the replacement behavior. Once behaviors have been broken down
into steps and taught to the student, reinforce the student for each approximation of the behavior.
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All students and parents/guardians must understand that, in addition to taking corrective strategies at the
school level, certain criminal and/or disruptive behavior must, by Board Rule, be reported to appropriate
police authorities and to the Miami-Dade Schools Police (E.g., Board Policy 3210 — Standards of Ethical

Conduct).

GLOSSARY

Administrators:

Adults in school with executive authority to manage the day-to-
day business. They include the principal and assistant principal,
among others.

Example: School administrators are responsible for making
schools run smoothly.

Alcohol/Alcohol Use:
Level lll - Behavior

Mind-altering or mood-altering beverages, including but not
limited to beer, wine, wine coolers, vodka coolers, liquors, etc.
Possession, use, sale, or distribution of alcohol or controlled
substances will result in corrective actions at school and may
lead to arrest and criminal penalties.

Possession, sale, purchase, or use of alcoholic beverages.
Use means the person is caught in the act of using, admits to
use or is discovered to have used in the course of an
investigation.

Example: Consumption of excessive alcohol can cause death.

Alcohol-related Incident

An incident is alcohol related if there is evidence that those
involved in the incident were caught drinking at the incident or
had been drinking, based on testing or investigation of a Law
Enforcement Officer at the scene, or if they admit to drinking, or if
the incident is somehow related to possession, use or sale of
alcohol.

Alternative Educational
Setting (AES)

A corrective response to behavior where the student is
temporarily removed from his or her regular program of
instruction and assigned to another educational setting, either
within the student’s regularly assigned school or to another
assigned school, under the supervision of district school
personnel, with specific classwork assignments to complete.
Assignment to an AES is made by a principal, to an SCSI or
Success Center, for a period not to exceed ten (10) school
days, or to another school location by the district Office of
School Operations/Division of Educational Opportunity and
Access (DEOA) upon recommendation of the principal, for a
longer period of time.

Example: Behavioral infractions at school might result in
assignment to an Alternative Educational Setting.
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Arson:
Level V - Behavior

To intentionally damage or cause to be damaged, by fire or
explosion, any dwelling, structure, or conveyance, whether
occupied or not, or its contents.

Example: The girl was arrested for arson and expelled because
she intentionally started a fire in the restroom.

Assault/Threat:
Level lll - Behavior

An intentional, unlawful threat by word or act to do violence to
another, coupled with the apparent ability to do so, and doing
some act, which creates a well-founded fear in the other person
that such violence is imminent.

Example: The students assaulted another girl by sending her
notes saying that they would beat her up right after class.

Aggravated
Assault:
Level V - Behavior

An assault with the use of a weapon or with the intent to commit
another felony.

Example: Using a weapon to threaten someone or attempt to
harm someone is aggravated assault.

Battery (Physical
Attack):
Level IV - Behavior

(Physical attack/harm) An actual and intentional striking of
another person against his or her will, or the intentional
causing of bodily harm to an individual.

Under Florida law, battery that causes great bodily harm,
permanent disfigurement, or permanent disability is called
“felony battery.” Under the law, battery, felony battery, and
aggravated battery are distinguishable.

Example: The student battered the teacher by pushing her
against the wall.

*Assault and/or battery committed against a staff member
require a mandatory recommendation for expulsion.

Administrators distinguish battery from fighting by reporting an
incident as battery only when force or violence is carried out
against a person who is not fighting back or is merely attempting
to shield his or her body from attack.

Aggravated
Battery:
Level V - Behavior

A battery where the attacker intentionally or knowingly causes
great bodily harm, permanent disfigurement, or permanent
disability to another, use of a deadly weapon or where the
attacker know or should have known the victim was pregnant.

Example: Using a deadly weapon to injure someone which
results in the person being physically disabled to the point where
he/she cannot fight back constitutes aggravated battery.

10.

Behavior:

The way people act or react or the way they conduct
themselves.
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Example: There is certain behavior that is acceptable at
school and certain behavior that is unacceptable at school.
This Code of Student Conduct will help you distinguish between
them.

11.

Bullying:
Level lll - Behavior

Repeatedly using hostile, intimidating, domineering, or
threatening behavior with the intent or purpose of physically or
mentally hurting another individual. Bullying occurs within an
interpersonal relationship characterized by an imbalance of
power (physical or psychological). Unwanted and repeated
written, verbal, or physical behavior, including any threatening,
insulting, or dehumanizing acts, by an adult or student that are
severe or pervasive enough to create an intimidating, hostile
or offensive educational environment. (See Vital Alerts pp 30-
32).

Systematically and chronically inflicting physical hurt or
psychological distress on one or more students or employees
that is severe or pervasive enough to create an intimidating,
hostile, or offense environment; or unreasonably interferes
with the individual’s school performance or participation.
Bullying includes instances of cyberbullying. See also Board
Policy 5517.01 — Bullying and Harassment and pages 30-32.

Example: When the girl repeatedly made fun of another student
for being poor, the girl was guilty of bullying.

12.

Bullying-related Incident

An incident is bullying related if the incident includes
systematically and chronically inflicting physical hurt or
psychological distress on one or more students or employees
that is severe or pervasive enough to create an intimidating,
hostile, or offensive environment; or unreasonably interferes
with the individual’s school performance or participation.

13.

Burglary/Breaking and
Entering:
Level lll-Behavior

Unlawful entry into or remaining in a dwelling, structure, or
conveyance with the intent to commit a crime therein.

Example:  The students committed burglary when they
crawled through the window to steal a camera.

14.

Cheating:
Level lI-Behavior

Using unauthorized answers or sources to receive credit for
schoolwork. Some examples are looking at someone else’s
paper, copying from your notebook when you are supposed to
use only your memory, or copying someone else’s homework
because you did not complete yours.

Example: The teacher accused him of cheating when she
found answers to the test written on his desk.

Plagiarism is a form of cheating when you present another
person’s words or ideas as your own without giving the
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originator credit for the information. Some common examples
of plagiarism are copying information from a book without
using quotation marks and without including a bibliography at
the end of the assignment listing the sources used. All
information in academic assignments that is not common
knowledge must be cited and documented. An example of
common knowledge is: Miami is a city in Florida.
Example: She plagiarized the information in her report by not
giving credit to the author for his ideas.
15. Complaint: A verbal or written disagreement or concern about something
that is alleged to be unfair.
Example: The student voiced a complaint to her assistant
principal about the amount of homework her teacher assigned
daily.
16. Complaint A series of steps taken to try to resolve a complaint.
Procedure: Example: The parent-teacher conference was held as required
by the complaint procedure process.
17. Confrontation: An argument or squabble.

19. Corporal Punishment: The use of physical punishment by a parent or teacher on a
student._The use of corporal punishment is prohibited in
Miami-Dade County Public Schools. This prohibition extends
to parents/guardians on school grounds.
Example: Slapping or spanking a student is corporal
punishment that is not allowed in school.
20. Corrective Strategies/ Methods or steps used to help students learn how to follow
Disciplinary Actions school rules and to protect the safety of everyone at school.
Example: The teacher used corrective strategies to improve
his school behavior.
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21.

Counselor:

A school employee who is uniquely trained to help students
overcome obstacles that may form barriers to learning.

Example: Trust counselors are trained to talk with
students about their problems.

22.

Cutting Class:
Level | - Behavior

Not going to class when you are supposed to be in class.

Example: The girls who tried to sign in to school after first
period were caught and assigned detention for cutting class.

23.

Cyberbullying:
Level lll- Behavior

Cyberbullying means bullying through the use of technology
or any electronic communication, which includes, but is not
limited to, any transfer of signs, signals, writing, images,
sounds, data, or intelligence of any nature transmitted in
whole or in part by a wire, radio, electromagnetic system,
photo-electronic system, or photo-optical system, including,
but not limited to, electronic mail, Internet communications,
instant messages, or facsimile communications. Cyberbullying
includes the creation of a webpage or weblog in which the
creator assumes the identity of another person, or the knowing
impersonation of another person as the author of posted
content or messages, if the creation or impersonation creates
any of the conditions enumerated in the definition of bullying.
Cyberbullying also includes the distribution by electronic
means of a communication to more than one person or the
posting of material on an electronic medium that may be
accessed by one or more persons, if the distribution or posting
creates any of the conditions enumerated in the definition of
bullying.

Example: Cyberbullying can cause students to get in trouble
at school even if they use their home computer.

24.

Defiance:
Level Il - Behavior

Refusing to follow the directions of authority figures within the
school, such as administrators, teachers, office workers,
custodians, volunteer parents/guardians, cafeteria workers,
and others.

Example: He received detention for defying the cafeteria
manager by refusing to pick up his lunch tray when she told
him to do so.

25.

Destructive Device:

Any bomb, grenade, mine, rocket, missile, pipe bomb, or
similar device containing an explosive, incendiary, or poison
gas and includes any frangible container filled with an
explosive, incendiary, explosive gas, or expanding gas, which
is designed or so constructed as to explode by such filler and
is capable of causing bodily harm or property damage; any
combination of parts either designed or intended for use in
converting any device into a destructive device and from
which a destructive device may be readily assembled; any
device declared a destructive device by the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, and Firearms; any type of weapon which will, is
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designed to, or may readily be converted to expel a projectile
by the action of any explosive and which has a barrel with a
bore of one-half inch or more in diameter; and ammunition for
such destructive devices, but not including shotgun shells or
any other ammunition designed for use in a firearm other than
a destructive device.

Example: Students shall be expelled for bringing to school
destructive devices that can explode and hurt others.

26.

Detention:

A corrective strategy in which a student must spend time at
school, either before or after the regular school day or on a
Saturday.

Example: The student served detention for one week after
school for purposely breaking a window.

27.

Disciplinary Actions
(Also Referred to as

Corrective Strategies):

Methods or steps used to help students learn how to follow
school rules and to protect the safety of everyone at school.

Example: Disciplinary actions are taken against students as
consequences for violating the Code of Student Conduct and
are designed to assist students in improving their behavior.

28.

Disruption:
Level | - Behavior

Behavior that disturbs the learning and/or safety of others in
class, on the school bus and at the bus stop.

Example: The math class could not focus on preparing for
FCAT because the girls’ constant chatting was disruptive.

29.

Disruption on
Campus/ Disorderly
Conduct:

Level lll - Behavior

Major disruption of all or a significant portion of campus
activities, school-sponsored events, and school bus
transportation. Disruptive behavior that poses a serious
threat to the learning environment, health, safety, or welfare
of others. Example: Bomb threat, inciting a riot, initiating a
false fire alarm. (Do not use this code for students defying
authority, disobeying or showing disrespect to others, using
inappropriate  language or gestures, or classroom
disruption.)

Example: Initiating or participating in a brawl at a school event
is a disruption on campus that can lead to serious
disciplinary consequences.

30.

Distribution:
Level Il - Behavior

Giving out, sharing, dispensing to others.

Example: She was expelled for distribution of pills to other
students.
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31. Drugs: The use or possession of any drug, narcotic, controlled

33. Due Process: A series of steps taken to protect one’s rights under the law.
For example, students who are expelled have the right to
know about the charge made against them, the right to explain
their side of the story, and the right to appeal the decision of
an administrator.

Example: Due process is required by Board Policy when the
right to attend school is taken away.

34. Electronic Devices: Any wireless communications/electronic device that is
Level | — Behavior powered by electricity or a battery, which is not required by the
(Unauthorized Use) curriculum and includes items such as; to compact disc

players, MP3 players, headphones, cellular phones, PDAs,
electronic readers, tablets, laptops, cameras and any similar
device.

Example: Unauthorized use of electronic devices can disrupt
the learning process and is not allowed in class.

35. Enforce: To compel observance of a law or rule.

Example: All schools must enforce Florida’s laws, and Miami-
Dade County School Board'’s Policies.

36. Expulsion: The most serious disciplinary action that can be taken and
defined as the exclusion of a student from a traditional school
for the number of school days remaining in the school year in
which the incident that gives rise to expulsion takes place and
one (1) additional school year.

Expulsion of students from school programs is a last resort, to
be utilized only in the most extenuating circumstances, after
other learning-centered strategies have been employed and
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with District approval.

Example: The student was expelled from school for
possessing a gun at school.

37.

False Accusation:
Level Il - Behavior

An untrue and serious statement about a teacher, staff
member, or any other person. False accusations are serious
when they hurt the professional reputation of others or
otherwise get a person in trouble that they do not deserve.

Example: The student’s father made a false accusation that
the teacher had been arrested.

38.

False Activation of Fire
Alarm:
Level IV - Behavior

Any action that causes people to believe that there is a fire or
threat of a fire when there is not.

Example: The boys received a suspension for reporting a
false fire alarm, even though they meant it as a joke.

39.

False Imprisonment:
Level V - Behavior

To forcibly, by threat or secretly confining, abducting,
imprisoning, or restraining another person without lawful
authority and against her or his will (F.S. 787.02).

Example: The student locked and blocked the door of the
bathroom and would not let the other two students out of the
bathroom is considered false imprisonment.

40.

False Report/
Bomb Threat:
Level IV - Behavior

Any action that causes people to believe that the school is
under a serious threat, including but not limited to explosives
and weapons of mass destruction.

Example: Students who make false bomb threat could be
expelled and arrested.

Sections 790.162 and 790.163, F.S. (Weapons and Firearms),
further define the making of a false threat or report.

Making a false report requires mandatory expulsion not less
than one year and may lead to arrest and criminal penalties.

41.

Felony:

A serious crime, often punishable by imprisonment exceeding
one year.

Example: Many of the infractions in the Code of Student
Conduct are also felonies under criminal law and are
punishable as such.

42.

Fighting (Minor)
Level Il - Behavior

Lower level fights such as pushing, shoving, or altercations that
stop upon verbal command.

Example: The students began to fight, but they stopped when
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the teacher told them to stop and no one was hurt.

43.

Fighting (Serious):
Level lll - Behavior

When two or more persons mutually participate in use of force
or physical violence that requires either

1) physical restraint
OR

2) results in injury requiring first aid or medical attention.
(Mutual combat, mutual altercation)

Example: Students involved in serious fighting that causes
injury or requires medical attention will be suspended.

44.

Firearms:
Level V - Behavior

Any weapon (including a starter gun) which will, is designed
to, or may readily be converted to expel a projectile by the
action of an explosive; the frame or receiver of any such
weapon; any such firearm muffler or firearm silencer; any
destructive device; or any machine gun.

Example: Students who bring guns to school will be expelled
for bringing firearms to school.

45.

Forgery (Written
Misrepresentation):
Level lI-Behavior

Making, altering, or signing a document with the intent to
defraud or signing another person’s signature without the
person’s consent.

Example: The student was not permitted to go on the field trip
because she forged her mother's name on the permission
slip.

46.

Freedom:

The power to make your own decisions.

Example: Freedom is usually accompanied by responsibility.

47.

Gambling:
Level lll — Behavior

Participating in games of chance for money and/or other
things of value.

Example: Throwing dice for money is gambling.

48.

Gang-related Incident

An incident is gang-related if gang affiliation/association
caused the incident or was a contributing factor to action that
happened during the incident.

49.

Grievance:

A formal complaint.

Example: The student’s parents/quardians filed a grievance
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when she was suspended for having make-up in her
backpack.
50. Harassment: Conduct directed at a person that causes him/her to feel
Level Il - Behavior intimidated or verbally, mentally, or emotionally abused, or

that causes him/her substantial emotional distress.

Any threatening, insulting or dehumanizing gesture, use of
data or computer software, written, verbal or physical conduct
directed against a student or school employee that:

1. Places a student or school employee in reasonable
fear of harm to his or her person or damage to his or
her property.

2. Has the effect of substantially interfering with a
student’s educational performance, opportunities, or
benefits

3. Has the effect of substantially disrupting the orderly
operation of a school, including any course of conduct
directed at a specific person that causes substantial
emotional distress in such person and serves no
legitimate purpose.

Example: What some people think is ‘just joking around” might
constitute harassment if the person at whom it is directed is
distressed by it.

Repeated harassment is bullying.

51. Harassment Harassment directed at someone because of his or her
(Civil Rights): gender, gender identity, race, color, religion, ethnicity, national
Level lll - Behavior origin, political beliefs, marital status, age, sexual orientation,
social and family background, language, pregnancy, or
disability.

Example: Using racial slurs towards someone who is from a
different country is harassment based on a characteristic
concerning his civil rights.

For purposes of Title VI, the United States Department of
Education, Office for Civil Rights, defines harassment to
include conduct based on race, color or national origin, that
is sufficiently severe, pervasive and/or persistent that it
interferes with or limits a student’s ability to participate in or
benefit from the services, activities or privileges provided by
the District.
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For purposes of Title IX, the United States Department of
Education defines sexual harassment as unwelcome
sexual conduct, including conditioning any aid, benefit or
service of the school on an individual's participation in
unwelcome sexual conduct, sexual assault, dating or
domestic violence, stalking, and all forms of sexual
harassment that a reasonable person would determine so
severe, pervasive, and objectively offensive that it denies a
student access to an education program or activity.

52.

Harassment (Sexual):
Level lll - Behavior

Refer to “Sexual Harassment” in this glossary for a specific
definition.

53.

Hate Crime:
Level IV - Behavior

A crime committed against someone that is motivated all or in
part by hostility to the victim’s real or perceived race, religion,
color, sexual orientation, ethnicity, ancestry, national origin,
political beliefs, marital status, age, social and family
backyard, linguistic preference or mental/physical disability.
Hate crimes are similar to harassment (civil rights), but they
also involve other serious crimes committed against someone.
See “Other Major Crimes/Incidents.”

Example: The students committed a hate crime when they
beat a student up because of his/her religion.

54.

Hate Crime related
Incident

All incidents motivated all or in part by hostility to the victim’s
real or perceived race, religion, color, sexual orientation,
ethnicity, ancestry, national origin, political beliefs, marital
status, age, social and family background, linguistic
preference or mental/physical disability.

55.

Hazing:
Level lll - Behavior

Any action or situation that endangers the mental or physical
health or safety of a student at a school with any of grades 6
through 12 for purposes of initiation or admission into or
affiliation with any school-sanctioned organization. “Hazing”
includes, but is not limited to:

pressuring, coercing, or forcing a student to participate in
illegal or dangerous behavior, or

any brutality of physical nature, such as whipping, beating, or
exposure to elements.

Example: Requiring new students to stay awake for two
nights in order to join a club is prohibiting hazing.

56.

Hazing-related Incident

An incident is hazing-related if the incident includes any action
or situation that endangers the mental or physical health or
safety of a student for purposes of initiation or admission into
or affiliation with any school-sanctioned organization.
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57.

Hearing:

A formal proceeding where different sides of a story are
presented to a person who makes a decision about what
happened and what to do.

Example: My parent and | asked for a hearing with the
principal when | was suspended for having lip gloss in my
backpack.

58.

Homicide:
Level V - Behavior

The unjustified killing of one human being by another (murder,
manslaughter).

Example: The student was arrested for homicide after when he
beat his classmate to death.

59.

Improper Activation of a
Fire Extinguisher
Level lll - Behavior

To intentionally remove and/or activate a fire extinguisher
when there is no actual fire.

Example: The student dared his friend to remove the fire
extinguisher and spray the hallway with foam is improper
activation of a fire extinguisher.

60.

Inappropriate Items:
Level Il - Behavior

Items unsuitable for school because they tend to disrupt
the learning environment.

Example: Magazines that feature violent video games are
inappropriate items for school.

61.

Inappropriate Public
Display of Affection:
Level | - Behavior

Engaging in unsuitable, intimate, sexually-suggestive behavior
(like kissing and touching), in agreement with someone else,
in places where others are likely to be present, such as
hallways, stairwells, classrooms, school buses, etc.

Example: Kissing in the hallway and stairwells is an example
of an inappropriate public display of affection.

Engaging in this type of behavior in hidden places is also
inappropriate, and depending on the circumstances, may
constitute a more serious infraction. See Sexual Offenses
(Other) in this glossary.

62.

Infraction:

The breaking of a school policy; a violation; an infringement.

Example: Every infraction in the Code of Student Conduct has
a range of corrective responses.

63.

Injury-related Incident

Includes all incidents that result in serious bodily injury.
Serious bodily injury includes death or injuries with substantial
risk of death, extreme physical pain, protracted and obvious
disfigurement, and protracted loss or impairment of the
function of a bodily member, organ, or mental faculty.
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64. In-School Suspension/ A corrective response to behavior where the student is
School Center for temporarily removed from his or her regular program of
Special Instruction instruction and assigned to an AES within the student’s
(Scsl): regularly assigned school, under the supervision of district
school personnel, with specific classwork assignments to
complete, for a period not to exceed ten (10) school days.
Example: The student was assigned by the principal to the
School Center for Special Instruction (SCSI) for one day
after habitually disrupting the science class over a period of
weeks.

65. Instigative Behavior: Behavior that incites or urges others to do something wrong.

Level Il - Behavior Example: The student instigated his classmates to riot by
daring them to create a disturbance in the school.

66. Intimidate To make another person afraid.

(Threat/Intimidation): Example: The boy tried to intimidate another student by
threatening to report him to the principal.

67. Kidnapping/

Abduction Forcibly, or by threat, confining, abducting, or imprisoning
Level V - Behavior another person against his/her will and without lawful
authority (abduction of an individual).
Example: After the abduction the kidnapper asked for a $10,000
ransom to release the prisoner.

68. Joining Clubs or Groups | Students must receive prior consent from administrators

School Board: . Example: A group of students was reprimanded for joining a

Level Il - Behavior gang which was a group not approved by the School

69. Lewd: Vulgar, indecent, improper, or naughty and of a sexual nature.
Example: The student called her friend a lewd and derogatory
word for a body part.

70. Libel: A writing (including computer-typed), picture, sign, or any

Level Il - Behavior other form of print that is false and capable of injuring another
person’s reputation through publication and/or distribution.
Example: Passing around an untrue note about someone
might constitute libel, and if so, is actionable in civil court.

71. Misrepresentation: An untrue statement or action that is made to deceive or

Level | - Behavior mislead.
Example: The girl misrepresented the truth when she told the
teacher that she had completed her homework when she had
not.
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72.

Nicotine Dispensing
Devices:

Any product that can be used to deliver nicotine to an
individual by inhaling vaporized nicotine from the product,
including, but not limited to, an electronic cigarette, electronic
cigar, electronic cigarillo, electronic pipe, or other similar
device or product and any replacement nicotine cartridge for
the device or product.

Example:  The student was caught using an electronic
cigarette which is a nicotine dispensing device.

73.

Obscene Material:

Material that is indecent, lewd, and improper for school.

Example: Adult magazines with pictures of nude people are
obscene materials, that are not allowed at school.

74.

Other Major
Incidents:
Level IV — Behavior
Level V - Behavior

Crimes/

Any serious, harmful incident resulting in the need for law
enforcement intervention not previously classified (major
incidents that do not fit within the other definitions).

Example: Knowingly using counterfeit money in the school
cafeteria is an example of an other major crime/incident.

75.

Pathways:

Pathways is one type of Alternative Educational Setting for
students in grades 6-12 that commit the most serious
infractions of the Code of Student Conduct (Levels IV and V)
may be recommended for expulsion. Students will be
assigned to the Pathways Program during the period of time
which would have traditionally resulted in a ten (10) day
outdoor suspension preceding expulsion.  Students will
receive academic support, in-house counseling services and
receive wrap-around services from community agencies.

Example: The student had committed a Level V behavior and
was recommended to the Pathways Program.

76.

Person Conducting
Official Business:

Any person who is on M-DCPS property or at an M-DCPS
sponsored event to work, to assist students or employees, or
to perform any function associated with education in Miami-
Dade County.

Example: The student was expelled for assaulting a
psychologist who was at the school conducting official
business.

77.

Physical Attack:
Level IV - Behavior

Physical attack refers to an actual and intentional striking of
another person against his/her will or intentional causing of
bodily harm to an individual.

Example: The student slapping another student across the
face is considered a physical attack.

78.

Possession:
Level Il - Behavior

Having control or ownership.

Example: The drugs in his possession were confiscated
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Level lll - Behavior before his arrest.
Level V - Behavior
79. Property: Something that belongs to someone else or a group of people.
Example: My pens, pencils, and paper are my property.
80. Profane: Vulgar, crude, indecent.
Level | - Behavior Example: Cuss words are considered profanity.

84. Responsibility: An expectation, duty, or obligation to behave in a certain way.

85. Review: Reconsider. To check-over or rethink a decision.
Example: | hope our teacher will review the failing test grades
she gave us last week.
86. Right: A privilege; a fair and just claim.
Example: All students have the right to a free and appropriate
public education.
87. Robbery: Using force to take something from another. The taking or
Level IV - Behavior attempted taking of anything of value that is owned by another
person or organization, under the confrontational
circumstances of force, or threat of force or violence, and /or
by putting the victim in fear.

94. Sexual Harassment:
Level lll - Behavior The United States Department of Education defines sexual
harassment as unwelcome sexual conduct, including
conditioning any aid, benefit or service of the school on an
individual’s participation in unwelcome sexual conduct, sexual
assault, dating or domestic violence, stalking, and all forms of
sexual harassment that a reasonable person would determine
SO severe, pervasive, and objectively offensive that it denies a
student access to an education program or activity.

Florida Administrative Code Rule 6A-1.0017 defines sexual
harassment as unwanted verbal, nonverbal, or physical
behavior with sexual connotations by an adult or student that
is severe or pervasive enough to create an intimidating, hostile
or offensive educational environment, cause discomfort or
humiliation or unreasonably interfere with the individual's
school performance or participation, as defined in Rule 6A-
19.008, F.A.C.

Examples may include but are not limited to unwelcome
touching, graphic verbal comments, sexual jokes, slurs,
gestures, or pictures, whether in-person or through any other
method, including sexual cyber-harassment.

Example: The student was suspended for sexual harassment
because he repeatedly talked about a female student’s private
parts, making her feel uncomfortable.

5. Sexual Offenses Sexual contact in a lewd manner. A variety of actions can be
(Other): characterized as sexual offenses at school.

Level IV - Behavior
Examples: include, but are not limited to:

e Possessing and/or distributing obscene or lewd materials at
school;

06. Slander:
Level Il - Behavior Speaking false words that are capable of hurting another
person’s reputation, community standing, office, trade,
business, or means of livelihood.

Example: Starting an untrue rumor about someone might
constitute slander.

97. Smoking:
Level Il - Behavior Holding a lighted cigarette (cigar, etc.), drawing in and
exhaling the smoke of tobacco, or use of any tobacco product.

Example: Smoking cigarettes is unhealthy.

98. SPAR:
School Police Automated Reporting system for recording
infractions that are reported to school police.

Example: Administrators must create a SPAR for battery, a
serious infraction of the Code of Student Conduct.

99. Stealing/Theft:
Level Il — Behavior Knowingly obtaining or using the property of another with the
Level IV - Behavior intent to temporarily or permanently deprive the owner of its
use or benefit.

Example: He stole the library book when he slipped it into his
backpack and left the library without checking it out.

100. Student Government:
A group of students chosen by other students to represent the

entire student body.

Example: Every year, the Student Government Association
presents their yearly plan of activities to the school
administration.

101.

Student Success Center
(SSC):

The Student Success Centers are one type of Alternative
Educational Setting that provide a safe-haven in a structured
learning environment for referred students (ages 11 and older)
exhibiting Level llI-IV behavior and (with Region approval)
habitual Level Il infractions of the Code of Student Conduct.

Example: The student was referred to the Student Success
Center (SSC) for committing a Level Ill behavior.

102.

Suspension:

A corrective response to serious behavior where the student is
temporarily removed from all classes of instruction on public
school grounds and all other school-sponsored activities,
except as authorized by the principal, for a period not to
exceed ten (10) school days and remanding of the student to
the custody of the student’s parent with specific homework
assignments to complete.

Suspension is a last resort, to be utilized in the most
extenuating circumstances, after other learning-centered
strategies have been employed and with Region notification.

Example: Serious behavioral infractions at school might result
in suspension from school.

103.

Symbol:

Something that stands for something else.

Example: Each star in the American flag is a symbol for one
of the states in our country.

104.

Theft/Larceny:
Level Il - Behavior
(Petty Theft)

Level IV — Behavior
(Grand Theft & Motor
Vehicle Theft)

The taking of property from a person, building, or a vehicle.
The unauthorized taking, carrying, riding away with, or
concealing the property of another person, including motor
vehicles, without threat, violence, or bodily harm.

Example: He committed theft/larceny when he slipped the
library book into his backpack and left the library without
checking it out.

105.

Theft (Grand):
Level IV - Behavior

Stealing something over $750.00 in value.

Example: He was charged with grand theft when he stole the
school’s computer.

106.

Theft (Motor Vehicle):
Level IV - Behavior

Taking a motor powered vehicle without permission.

Example: The student drove the teacher’s car from the parking
lot without permission and then was arrested for motor
vehicle theft.
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107.

Petty Theft:
Level Il - Behavior

Knowingly obtaining or using the property of another under
$750.00 in value with the intent to temporarily or permanently
deprive the owner of its use or benefit.

Example: The principal called school police to report the petty
theft of a student’s purse.

108.

Threat/Assault:
Level lll - Behavior

An intentional, unlawful threat by word or act to do violence to
another, coupled with the apparent ability to do so, and doing
some act, which creates a well-founded fear in the other
person that such violence is imminent.

Example: The student was suspended for making a threat to
kill the teacher, causing her to fear for her life.

1009.

Threat Assessment
Team:

The Threat Assessment Team is comprised of members
with  expertise in  counseling, instruction, school
administration, and law enforcement whom may refer
student(s) for mental health services when appropriate.

Example: The student who made a threat against the
school was referred for mental health services by the
school’s Threat Assessment Team.

110.

Threat/Intimidation:

An incident where there was no physical contact between
the offender and victim, but the victim felt that physical
harm could have occurred based on verbal or nonverbal
communication by the offender. This includes nonverbal
threats (e.g. brandishing a weapon) and verbal threats of
physical harm which are made in person, electronically or
through any other means.

Example: The student made a threat through a written
letter to the coach threatening to kill him with a knife,

111.

Tobacco and Smoking
Devices:
Level Il - Behavior

The possession, use, distribution, or sale of tobacco or
nicotine products on school grounds, at school-
sponsored events, or on school transportation by any
person under the age of 21.

All uses of tobacco, including cigars, cigarettes, pipe
tobacco, chewing tobacco, snuff, nicotine dispensing
devices, electronic cigarettes or smoking devices, any
other matter or substances containing tobacco or
nicotine, including any product designed or
manufactured to imitate any of these products
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regardless of whether it contains tobacco or nicotine,
and the possession of papers used to roll cigarettes.

Example: Tobacco products are unhealthy.

112.

Trespassing:
Level Il - Behavior

To enter or remain on school grounds/campus, school
transportation, or at a school-sponsored event/off campus,
without authorization or invitation and with no lawful purpose
for entry.

Example: The student was trespassing when he entered the
school after being warned by the principal that the school was
closed.

113.

Unauthorized
Medication:
Level lll - Behavior

Any medication prescribed by a medical provider and any
non- prescribed (over-the-counter) drugs, preparations,
and/or remedies that have not been authorized by the
student’s physician and/or parent/guardian and that have
not been approved by the principal as outlined in Board
policy 5330, Use of Medications.

Example: The student was swallowing two aspirins, an
unauthorized medication, given to her by her best friend in
the school cafeteria during lunch.

114.

Under the Influence:

The impairment of one’s normal faculties, such as walking,
talking, etc., as may be evidenced by, but not limited to:
bloodshot eyes, slurred speech, odor of alcohol/elicit
substance, stumbling, imbalance, drowsiness, flushed face.”

Example: The student appeared to be under the influence
of alcohol, as his breath smelled of alcohol, he spoke
incoherently and he was unable to maintain his balance.

Special Note: These observations may be made by a lay
(non-expert) witness. An administrator may come to the
conclusion that a student is under the influence of alcohol or
an illicit substance based on the totality of the
circumstances. An administrator should first rule out that
the student is having a reaction to food or authorized
prescription medication or experiencing a medical condition.
See Vital Alert Use of Medication on page(s) 38.

115.

Vandalism:
Level Il — Behavior
(Vandalism Minor)

Level lll - Behavior
(Vandalism Major)

The intentional destruction, damage, or defacement of
public or private/personal property without consent of the
owner or the person having custody or control of it.

Major: resulting in damages over $1,000.00.

Minor: resulting in damages under $1,000.00.

Example: The student committed vandalism when he spray
painted graffiti on the school.
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116.

Vaping:
Level Il - Behavior

To inhale and exhale the vapor produced by an electronic
cigarette or similar device.

Example: The student was vaping with an electronic
cigarette in the stairwell.

117.

Vaping-related Incident

All incidents that involve the use of non-combustible vaping
products, including electronic cigarettes, vapes and vape
pens, or any electronic nicotine delivery system if the liquid
used contains nicotine or a controlled substance.

118.

Violation/Infraction:

The breaking of a school policy; an infringement.

Example: For every behavior violation there is a
recommended corrective strategy.

119.

Violence:

Physical force used to injure, damage, or destroy.

Example: Acts of violence include serious fighting, using a
weapon to hurt someone, and throwing objects hard enough
to injure a person or damage property.

120.

Weapons:
Level V - Behavior

Any instrument that can be used to inflict serious harm on
another person or that places another person in fear of serious
harm. Examples include but are not limited to all types of
firearms (weapons used to shoot with, such as guns), dart-
guns, stun guns, dirks (daggers), knives*, metallic knuckles,
clubs, tear gas guns, chemical weapons or devices, bombs,
aerosols, and other destructive devices (any item that can
explode or cause destruction, such as grenades, mines,
rockets, or missiles) and any other object used to inflict
harm. This definition does not include simulated weapons.

*Although common pocket knives are not classified as
weapons under the Florida criminal code, M-DCPS students
are prohibited from carrying pocket knives on school property.
School Operations/Alternative Education will determine the
appropriate disciplinary action to apply based on the item that
is confiscated and how it is used.

Example: Everyday objects such as pens, pencils,
thumbtacks, and rubber bands can be weapons if they are
used to seriously harm or attempt to seriously harm someone.

* Section 790.001, F.S. (Weapons and Firearms), provides a
further definition of weapons.

121.

Weapons (Simulated):
Level lll - Behavior

Any instrument that looks like a weapon but is not a weapon.

Example: Toy guns are simulated weapons.
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122.

Weapons Possession:
Level V — Behavior

Possession of any instrument or object, as defined by
Section 790.001, Florida Statutes, or district code of
conduct that can inflict serious harm on another person or
that can place a person in reasonable fear of serious
harm. (Possession of a common pocketknife is exempted
from state zero tolerance expulsion requirement
1006.07(2) F.S.; however, law enforcement should be
notified of any weapon or knife, including pocketknives, for
investigation). (Possession of firearms and other
instruments which can cause harm).

Example: The student had a knife in his pocket which
constitutes a weapons possession.

123.

Weapons Possession,
Use, Sale, or
Distribution:

Level V - Behavior

Having, using, selling, or distributing any instrument or
object that can inflict serious harm or place a person in
reasonable fear of serious harm. See “weapons” above.

*Under Florida’s Zero Tolerance law, no person, unless part
of one’s law enforcement responsibilities, shall bring upon
school property or have in his or her possession, while on
school property, any firearms, weapons or other destructive
devices as defined in Section 790.001. F.S. this prohibition
shall include any firearm or weapon securely encased in a
vehicle or other private conveyance on a campus.
Possession, use, sale, or distribution of firearms that results
in disciplinary action at school may lead to arrest and criminal
penalties.

Possession, use, sale, and/or distribution of weapons that
results in disciplinary action at school may lead to arrest and
criminal penalties.

Example: Weapons are not allowed in school in order to
provide a safe environment for all students.

124.

Weapon-related Incident

All incidents where anyone involved possessed or used a
weapon or if the incident was related to possession, use or
sale of weapons.

125.

Witness:

A person who saw something happen.

Example: | witnessed a fight between two students at school.

126.

Zero Tolerance:

A principle that violence will not be tolerated at school, during
school activities, on school property, or on school-sponsored
transportation.

Example: The zero tolerance policy will help keep our
schools a safe place for students.
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Best Practices and Suggestions for
Rewarding Model Student Behavior

The District believes in the dignity, worth, and potential of each and every student, and provides
opportunities to enable all students to make the dream of education a reality. To encourage and recognize
positive model student behavior, students will be rewarded and recognized for striving to do their best, and
for respecting other students and teachers.

Studies have revealed that model student behavior improves when students

know what is expected of them at school;

believe they have the academic and social skills to achieve;

are recognized and given praised for doing good work or behaving appropriately;
feel that there is someone at school who seems to care about them as people; and
believe there is someone at school who encourages their development.

Studies also indicate the importance of parental support

Student achievement related to parent support is not limited to the early years, but is significant at all
ages and grade levels.

Children of involved parents achieve more regardless of socioeconomic status, ethnic/racial
background, or the parents’ educational level.

Children of involved parents exhibit more positive attitudes and behavior.

Children of involved parents have fewer instances of alcohol use, violence, and antisocial
behavior.

Children of involved parents have higher grades, test scores and better attendance, and are more
likely to graduate from high school and have greater enroliment in post-secondary education.

Research offers some suggestions for schools to clearly communicate expectations for model student

behavior
e The school must provide a well-written set of model student behavior expectations for the school.
o The set of expectations is short (generally from 5 to 7 items).

Students should be involved in the development, refinement, and communication of the
expectations of model student behavior.

The model student behavior expectations are statements of how to achieve model behavior, rather
than what not to do.

Model student behavior expectations are posted prominently throughout the school.

Model student behavior expectations are emphasized in each classroom (e.g. explicitly taught,
reminded, and encouraged).

Students should be encouraged to remember and repeat statements of model student behavior.

Florida Educational Equity Act (FEEA) - prohibits discrimination on the basis of race, gender, national origin, marital status, or
handicap against a student or employee.

Florida Civil Rights Act of 1992 - secures for all individuals within the state freedom from discrimination because of race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age, handicap, or marital status.

Title Il of the Genetic Information Nondiscrimination Act of 2008 (GINA) - prohibits discrimination against employees or
applicants because of genetic information.

Boy Scouts of America Equal Access Act of 2002 — No public school shall deny equal access to, or a fair opportunity for
groups to meet on school premises or in school facilities before or after school hours, or discriminate against any group officially
affiliated with Boy Scouts of America or any other youth or community group listed in Title 36 (as a patriotic society).

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Alcance de la autoridad

Este Codigo de Conducta del Estudiante se utiliza para gobernar la conducta y disciplina
de todos los estudiantes que asisten a las Escuelas Publicas del Condado Miami-Dade. Se
espera que los estudiantes obedezcan las normas del Distrito mientras se encuentren en el
plantel escolar; mientras sean transportados hacia o desde la escuela a cargo publico
mientras se encuentre en el plantel escolar para la instruccion y para la participacion
autorizada en una actividad patrocinada por la escuela.

Primera (1%) Transgresion: Al estudiante se le dara una advertencia verbal y el director de la escuela
llamara a los padres de familia o tutor del estudiante.

Segunda (2%) Transgresion: El estudiante no es elegible para participar en ninguna actividad
extracurricular por un periodo de tiempo que no exceda los cinco dias y el director de la escuela se
reunira con los padres de familia o tutor del estudiante.

Tercera (3?) y subsecuentes transgresiones: el estudiante recibira una suspensién en la escuela
por un periodo de tiempo que no exceda tres (3) dias, el estudiante no es elegible para participar en
ninguna actividad extracurricular por un periodo que no exceda los 30 dias y el director de la escuela
llamara a los padres de familia o tutor del estudiante y enviara una carta por escrito a los padres de
familia o tutor donde conste la suspension dentro de la escuela y la inelegibilidad del estudiante de
participar en actividades extracurriculares.

No se tolerara
y esta prohibido el hostigamiento y el acoso de parte de los estudiantes, los empleados de la Junta
Escolar, los visitantes o los voluntarios.

Durante la investigacion de cualquier acusacion de hostigamiento 0 acoso, el director o su designado,
o el administrador del area o del Distrito debera tomar la accidon necesaria para proteger al que hace
la queja, a la presunta victima, a otros estudiantes y empleados de manera consistente con los
requisitos de las Politicas de la Junta, las regulaciones y los estatutos que sean pertinentes.
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ALERTA VITAL: Politica del Distrito en contra del hostigamiento y acoso

Definicion de hostigamiento y acoso':

El hostigamiento significa sistematica y cronicamente, infligir dano fisico o angustia sicolégica a uno
0 mas estudiantes o empleados de la escuela. Se define ademas como un patrén no deseado y un
comportamiento repetido ya sea por escrito, verbal o fisico, que incluye cualquier amenaza, insultos,
gestos deshumanizantes provenientes de un adulto o de un estudiante, que sea severo o lo
suficientemente persistente como para crear un ambiente educativo intimidante, hostil u ofensivo;
causar molestias o humillaciones; o interferir injustificadamente con el desempefio escolar del
individuo o cuando su participacion incluya un diferencial de poder notado.

El hostigamiento puede implicar, pero no se limita a:

Exclusion social

Amenazas

Intimidacion

Persecucion

Violencia fisica

Acoso sexual, religioso, o racial
Humillacion publica o privada

El acoso significa cualquier amenaza, insulto o gesto deshumanizante, el uso de datos o programas
de computadora, o cualquier conducta por escrito, verbal o fisica dirigida contra un estudiante o
empleado escolar que:

1. Le causa a un estudiante o empleado escolar el temor razonable de que pueda llevarse a cabo
algun dafo contra su persona o dafios a su propiedad.

2. Tiene el efecto de interferir sustancialmente con el rendimiento académico del estudiante, con
sus oportunidades o sus beneficios o

3. Tiene el efecto de interrumpir considerablemente el orden funcional de una escuela.

El hostigamiento y el acoso también abarcan:

1. Las represalias contra un estudiante o empleado escolar por otro estudiante o empleado
escolar que afirme o alegue que se cometid un acto de hostigamiento o acoso. Reportar un
acto de hostigamiento o acoso que no se haga de buena fe, es considerado como represalia.

2. El persistir en una conducta definida como de hostigamiento y acoso por parte de un individuo
0 grupo con la intencién de degradar, deshumanizar, avergonzar o causar dafo emocional o
fisico a un estudiante o empleado de la escuela por:

a. Incitacién o coaccion

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ALERTA VITAL: Politica del Distrito en contra del hostigamiento y acoso

b. Acceder o de manera consciente o voluntaria causar o proporcionar acceso a
informacién o a programas de computadora por medio de una computadora, sistemas
de computadoras, red de computadoras, dispositivos electrénicos o
inaldmbricosmientras se esté o no en terrenos de la escuela con el fin de llevar a cabo
actos de hostigamiento o acoso que pone en peligro la seguridad de los estudiantes o
empleados de la escuela o interrumpe el ambiente de aprendizaje en el ambito del
sistema del distrito escolar.

c. Actuar de una forma que tenga un efecto que se semeje considerablemente al
hostigamiento o al acoso.

La persecucion cibernética significa participar en un curso de conducta que comunique, o hacer que
se pueda comunicar, palabras, imagenes o lenguaje a través del uso del correo electronico o
comunicacion electronica, que es dirigida a una persona especifica, causando considerable angustia
emocional a esa persona sin un proposito legitimo.

El hostigamiento cibernético es hostigamiento con el uso de tecnologia o cualquier tipo de
comunicacién electronica, que incluye, pero que no se limita a, cualquier intercambio de signos y
sefales, escritos, imagenes, sonidos, informacion de cualquiera que sea su naturaleza que se
transmita por completo o en parte por cable, radio, sistema electromagnético, sistema de fotos
electronicas o sistema de foto 6ptica, entre las que se encuentran, pero que no se limitan a, correos
electrénicos, comunicaciones por la Internet, mensajes instantaneos o comunicaciones por facsimile.
La definicion del hostigamiento cibernético también incluye, la creacién de una pagina web o de un
“‘weblog” en la cual el creador asume la identidad de otra persona, como autor del contenido o sabe
de la suplantacion de la personalidad de otra persona como el autor del contenido publicado o de los
mensajes, si esta creacion o suplantacién de la personalidad creara cualquiera de las condiciones
enumeradas bajo la definiciébn de hostigamiento. El hostigamiento cibernético también incluye la
distribucion por medios electrénicos de una comunicacion a mas de una persona o la publicacién de
material en un medio electronico que puede ser accedido por una 0 mas personas, si la distribucion
de la publicacién crea cualquiera de las condiciones enumeradas bajo la definicién de hostigamiento.

Ley Individuals with Disabilities in Education Act
(IDEA): Estudiantes con Plan 504

ALERTA VITAL:

Las intervenciones de conducta que se emplean para tratar las acciones que cometen los
estudiantes que satisfacen las directrices establecidas por la Ley de Personas con
Discapacidades en la Educacion (IDEA, por sus siglas en inglés) y/o la Seccion 504 de la Ley de
Rehabilitacion de 1973 (Rehabilitation Act of 1973) deben adherirse a la ley federal, los Estatutos
de la Florida, las Reglas de la Junta de Educacion de la Florida y las Politicas de la Junta Escolar
del Condado Miami-Dade.

ALERTA VITAL: | Conducta fuera del plantel

La conducta fuera del recinto escolar y fuera del horario escolar que viole el Cédigo de la
conducta del estudiante fuera del recinto escolar y la conducta fuera del horario escolar que viole
el Codigo de Conducta del Estudiante del distrito puede también ser la base de la disciplina hasta
la expulsion si se logra a través de medios electrénicos e interrumpe sustancialmente el proceso
educativo o el funcionamiento ordenado de una escuela. La conducta fuera del recinto que
representa una amenaza o peligro para la seguridad de otros estudiantes, personal, miembros de

ALERTA VITAL: | Conducta fuera del plantel

la Junta Escolar, cualquier otro miembro de la Comunidad del Distrito o propiedad escolar puede
constituir un comportamiento que tiene un impacto adverso sustancial en el entorno educativo
que requiere una accién disciplinaria.

ALERTA VITAL: | Delitos graves fuera del plantel

Para disminuir al minimo los actos cometidos fuera del recinto escolar que pudieran tener un
efecto adverso en el ambiente escolar, la oficina del Distrito enviara avisos a las escuelas sobre
los estudiantes que han sido arrestados y/o acusados formalmente de un delito grave o acto
delictivo fuera del recinto escolar o que hubiese constituido un delito grave si lo hubiese cometido
un adulto. EI director puede imponer medidas administrativas en contra de dichos estudiantes
que son acusados formalmente, si después de una audiencia administrativa con aviso
proporcionado al padre, la madre o tutor del estudiante, se demuestra que el incidente tiene un
impacto adverso en el programa educacional, en la disciplina o en el bienestar de la escuela.

Los estudiantes y los padres de familia o tutores deben estar conscientes de que las infracciones
relacionadas con delitos graves pueden tener un grave efecto en el futuro de un individuo, incluso
lo siguiente:

O La ley IDEA identifica tres tipos especificos de conducta que pueden provocar que un
estudiante con una discapacidad sea ubicado unilateralmente en un Entorno Provisional de
Educacion Alternativa (Interim Alternative Education Setting, IAES, por sus siglas en inglés)
independientemente de si se determina que su conducta es una manifestacion de su
discapacidad.

O Se puede remitir a un estudiante a un Entorno Provisional de Educacion Alternativa, IAES,
por no mas que 45 dias de clases, independientemente de si se determina que su conducta
es una manifestacion de su discapacidad, si el estudiante:

i. lleva a la escuela o posee un arma en la escuela, en las instalaciones escolares o
durante una funcién escolar bajo la jurisdiccion de una agencia educacional estatal o
local,

ALERTA VITAL:

ii. deliberadamente posee o usa drogas® ilegales o vende o solicita la venta de una
sustancia controlada, estando en la escuela, en las instalaciones escolares o en un acto
escolar bajo la jurisdiccion de una agencia educacional estatal o local; o

iii. inflige dafio corporal grave*™ a otra persona mientras esta en la escuela, en las
instalaciones escolares o durante una actividad auspiciada por la escuela.

Cuando un estudiante comete uno de los actos especificos enumerados anteriormente, la escuela
donde ocurrié el incidente debe proporcionar a los padres de familia/tutor (1) la planilla FM 7063-
Notificacién de Asignacion Temporal de 10-Dias a Pathways: Recomendacion de Expulsion (Notice
of 10-Day Temporary Assignment to Pathways: Consideration of Expulsion.) Se deben conservar
copias de estos documentos para reuniones futuras.

En la escuela donde ocurrio el incidente debe colocarse inmediatamente un ES en el Sistema de
Control de Casos de Estudiantes (Student Case Management System, o SCMS, por sus siglas
en inglés), enviar un FM 6562 Rev. (11-05) la peticion para expulsar (Expulsion Request) a
alted@dadeschools.net y dar seguimiento para asegurarse que un Informe Automatizado de la
Policia Escolar (SPAR, por sus siglas en inglés) se integre al sistema SCMS tan rapidamente
como sea posible. Se asignara al estudiante a una ubicacion alterna tan pronto como sea posible.
Una vez que la Division de Oportunidad Educacional y Acceso (Division of Educational
Opportunity and Access (DEOA), el administrador principal del departamento de Operaciones
Escolares/Educacion Alternativa ubique al estudiante, el Presidente o Especialista del programa
del Departamento de Educacion Especial (SPED) debera comunicarse con la escuela a la que se
asigna y enviar la copia vigente del Plan Educacional Individual (Individual Educational Plan, IEP,
por sus siglas en inglés) del estudiante. La escuela alternativa asignada debe implementar el IEP
vigente del estudiante, incluyendo todos los servicios relacionados a la llegada del estudiante.

Nota: Si el estudiante es arrestado y se envia al Juvenile Detention Center (JDC), el tiempo que
pase en JDC no esta incluido en el periodo de 45 dias escolares para la ubicacion alternativa.
Cuando el estudiante termine de cumplir su tiempo en JDC debera dirigirse inmediatamente a la
ubicacion por 45 dias escolares.

El DEOA debe convocar una reunién de IEP en un plazo de diez (10) dias a partir del incidente,
a fin de determinar si la conducta del estudiante es una manifestacién de la discapacidad del
estudiante

Cuando se determine que la conducta es una manifestacion de la discapacidad del estudiante, la
escuela de educacion alternativa es responsable de mantener un registro del numero de dias que
el estudiante esté matriculado. Diez dias antes de que termine el periodo mandatorio de 45 dias
escolares en dicha ubicacion la escuela alternativa debe notificar a la escuela que envia y al
centro SPED correspondiente para concertar una reunion del /EP. La reunion del IEP tendra lugar
en la escuela alternativa con representantes de la escuela del vecindario o de la escuela que
envia. El equipo del IEP debe decidir la proxima ubicacion apropiada para el estudiante. Las
opciones siguientes deben tomarse en cuenta:

**El dafio corporal grave aplica solamente en el caso de que haya:

Riesgo considerable de muerte;

Dolor fisico extremo;

Desfiguracion prolongada y obvia o

Pérdida prolongada o impedimento de la funciéon de un miembro corporal, érgano o
facultad mental.

ALERTA VITAL: | “Sexting”

La Politica de la Junta 5136.02 — Sexting, prohibe los envios de “sexting” que es el acto de enviar o
reenviar fotografias / imagenes sexualmente explicitas, desnudas o parcialmente desnudas por medio
de teléfonos celulares u otros medios de comunicacion electrénicos.

Sexting esta prohibido y no sera tolerado. La politica 5136.02-Sexting, Sexting aborda el tema de
sexting y se aplicara conforme con el Codigo de Conducta del Estudiante.
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ALERTA VITAL: | #“Sexting”

Los niveles de las transgresiones relacionadas con el envio de “sexting” son:

“Sexting” (1)
¢ Una exposicion o transmision personal entre dos estudiantes que no ha sido forzada y que
no tiene la intencion de que se redistribuya.

Por ejemplo, un estudiante puede mandar voluntariamente a su novio o novia, un mensaje sexting
provocativo que incluye una fotografia/imagen desnuda. La transgresion de “Sexting” (1) se considera
como una transgresion de Nivel |ll del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante. El director o su designado
debe tener una conferencia con los padres de familia o tutor y aplicar por lo menos una de las
siguientes estrategias de disciplina del Nivel lll:

“Sexting” (2)
e La transmision o la retransmisién de un mensaje de “sexting” a un amplio grupo de
destinatarios.

Por ejemplo, un estudiante que ha recibido un mensaje de “sexting” procede a retransmitir el mensaje
a algunos otros estudiantes. Un estudiante que cometa una segunda o mdltiples transgresiones del
acto de enviar un texto con temas sexuales “Sexting” (1) también constituye una

transgresion bajo “Sexting” (2). La transgresion de “Sexting” (2) se considera como un delito de Nivel
IV del Cdodigo de Conducta del Estudiante. El director o su designado debe tener una conferencia
obligatoria con los padres de familia o tutor y utilizar una de las siguientes estrategias de disciplina del
Nivel IV:

“Sexting” (3)
e La distribucion general sin consentimiento y la transmision de un “mensaje de “sexting” con
la intencion de victimizar a otro individuo.

”

Por ejemplo, un estudiante que ha recibido un “mensaje de texto con temas sexuales” “sexting” publica
la fotografia o imagen en un sitio “web” de paginas sociales con el fin de exponer a la persona que
esta en la foto al ridiculo, burla, desprecio, etc. Una transgresion de “Sexting” (3) es también la
perpetracion repetida de infracciones de “sexting” de Nivel 1, 2 0 3. Una infraccion de “Sexting” (3) es
una transgresion de Nivel V del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante porque implica conductas
extremas que ponen en grave peligro la salud y el bienestar de otros y/o causa dafios a la propiedad
o a la reputacion. El director o su designado debe tener una conferencia con los padres de familia o
tutor y utilizar las siguientes estrategias de disciplina del Nivel V:

Todos los casos de “Sexting” requieren que se llene el formulario Student Services Referral (R7).

La primera transgresion de un mensaje de “sexting” perpetrada por un menor es una infracciéon no
penal castigada con hasta ocho (8) horas de servicio comunitario o sujeta a una multa de 60 ddlares,
y/o capacitacion requerida o clases obligatorias sobre los peligros de los mensajes “sexting”. Una
segunda transgresion es un delito menor y la tercera transgresion es una felonia o delito mayor que
lleva una posible sentencia de un maximo de cinco (5) afios de prisién.
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ALERTA VITAL: | Amenazas de violencia

Los estudiantes tienen prohibido hacer amenazas directas o indirectas de violencia contra individuos
0 grupos. Incluso las amenazas hechas en broma o en exageracion deben ser tratadas como
amenazas serias. Cualquier amenaza de violencia debe ser reportada inmediatamente a un maestro
o administrador escolar. Se prohibe la amenaza de usar un instrumento o arma peligrosa en los
terrenos de la escuela, en el transporte patrocinado por la escuela o en cualquier actividad
patrocinada por la escuela. Todas las amenazas de violencia (oral, por escrito, electronica o
simbdlica) seran informadas a las agencias dedicadas al cumplimiento de las leyes e investigadas por
los oficiales de la escuela. Un estudiante, independientemente de su edad, que haya hecho una
amenaza de violencia debera ser referido a servicios de salud mental y esta sujeto a las
consecuencias disciplinarias apropiadas, hasta e incluyendo: asignaciéon a un entorno educacional
alternativo, , suspensién, expulsién, arresto y / o enjuiciamiento, y puede ser referido al Equipo de
Evaluacién de Amenazas (Threat Assessment Team) de la escuela. Cuando los estudiantes usan las
redes sociales para amenazar a otros estudiantes o empleados escolares que tienen un efecto directo
en la propiedad de la escuela, se puede solicitar a las autoridades del cumplimiento de la ley que
realicen una "visita al hogar" o las autoridades pueden estar involucradas, lo que podria resultar en
un proceso penal.

Es ilegal que alguien amenace con lanzar, proyectar, colocar o descargar cualquier dispositivo
destructivo con la intencién de causar dafo corporal a cualquier persona o con la intencion de dafar
cualquier propiedad de cualquier persona, y cualquier persona condenada por ello comete un delito
grave de segundo grado. De acuerdo con FS 790,162.

Es ilegal que una persona haga un informe falso, con la intencién de enganar, inducir a engafio o
desinformar a otra persona, en relacion con la ubicacion o colocacién de cualquier bomba, dinamita,
u otro explosivo mortal o arma de destruccién masiva de acuerdo con FS 790.166 o en relacién con
el uso de armas de fuego de manera violenta contra una persona o personas y cualquier persona
condenada por las mismas comete un delito grave de segundo grado de acuerdo con FS 790.163.

Cualquier persona que escriba 0 componga y también envie o procure el envio de cualquier carta,
comunicacion registrada o comunicacion electronica, ya sea que dicha carta o comunicacion sea
firmada o andénima, a cualquier persona, que represente una amenaza de muerte o lesiones
corporales a la persona, a quién se envia dicha carta o comunicacion, o una amenaza de muerte o
lesiones corporales a cualquier miembro de la familia de la persona a la que se envia dicha carta o
comunicacion, o cualquier persona que haga, publique o transmita una amenaza a un escrito u otro
registro, incluido un registro electrénico, para realizar un tiroteo en masa o un acto de terrorismo, de
cualquier manera que permita a otra persona ver la amenaza, comete un delito grave de segundo
grado de acuerdo con FS 836.10.
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ALERTA VITAL: | Bajo la influencia

El deterioro de las facultades normales de una persona, como caminar, hablar, etc., como puede
ser evidenciado por, pero no se limita a: ojos inyectados en sangre, dificultad para hablar, olor a
alcohol/sustancia ilicita, tropiezo, desequilibrio, somnolencia, rostro enrojecido.

Nota especial: Estas observaciones pueden ser hechas por un testigo laico (no experto). Un
administrador puede llegar a la conclusion de que un estudiante esta bajo la influencia del alcohol
0 una sustanciailicita basado en la totalidad de las circunstancias. Un administrador primero debe
descartar que el estudiante esté experimentando una reaccion a los alimentos o medicamentos
recetados autorizados o que experimente una condiciéon médica. Vea Alerta Vital en la(s) siguiente
(s) pagina 38 - Uso de medicamentos.

ALERTA VITAL: Uso de medicamentos

De acuerdo a la Politica de la Junta 5330, Uso de medicamentos (Use of Medications), la Junta
Escolar no es responsable por el diagndstico y/o tratamiento de las enfermedades de los estudiantes.
La administracién de medicamentos con receta médica y/o los tratamientos recetados por un médico
a un estudiante durante las horas escolares esta permitido solamente cuando en el caso de que si no
se administra, podria resultar en que peligre la salud del estudiante, el estudiante no podria asistir a
la escuela si el medicamento o tratamiento no fueran disponible durante el horario escolar o si el
estudiante esta discapacitado y requiere medicamento para que se beneficie su programa
educacional.

El término medicamento debe incluir todas las medicinas incluyendo las que son recetadas por un
proveedor médico y cualquier droga, preparacién o remedios que se compran sin receta médica. El
término “Tratamiento” se refiere a la manera en la cual se administra el medicamento y a los
procedimientos de atencion médica los cuales requieren una capacitacion especial, como la de
cateterizacion.

La autorizacién médica por escrito (Formulario 2702) firmada por el proveedor médico del nifio y por
los padres de familia se debe entregar a la escuela antes de que cualquier receta médica o tratamiento
se le administre a un estudiante durante las horas escolares. Los padres de familia pueden administrar
el medicamento o el tratamiento. El proveedor médico del nifio y los padres de familia también deben
autorizar por escrito cualquier medicacion que el estudiante se auto-administre como “epi-pens” e
inhaladores.

El estudiante no debe llevar medicamento en su persona mientras esta en la escuela salvo con la
autorizacién del director. Ademas, no se permite que el estudiante proporcione o venda algun tipo de
medicamento sin receta a otro estudiante.
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Ofensas relacionadas con la tecnologia y
computadoras

ALERTA VITAL:

Se anima a los estudiantes a utilizar computadoras, redes y telecomunicaciones en linea, como la
Internet y correo electronico (e-mail). Al ejercer el derecho de utilizar la tecnologia que esté disponible,
los estudiantes deben estar conscientes de su responsabilidad como usuarios. El avance tecnolégico
ha proporcionado a los estudiantes acceso y la oportunidad de cometer ofensas que
incumplen/infringen las reglas del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante (Code of Student Conduct.)

Cuando se utilizan dispositivos electronicos con el fin de aprender de manera consistente con los
objetivos educativos del Distrito durante la jornada escolar, los estudiantes deben cumplir con la
Politica de la Junta 7540.03 - Tecnologia y Redes de Computadoras.

La tecnologia y los delitos informaticos incluyen, entre otros, los siguientes:
Ofensa relacionada con la tecnologia y computadoras (1)

O Acceder o facilitar el acceso a una computadora, dispositivo electrénico o recurso en red sin
autorizacion.

O Eluso de la computadora es inconsistente con el uso u objetivos educativos, o cualquier uso
que viole las leyes aplicables de derechos de autor.

Ofensa relacionada con la tecnologia y computadoras (2)

O Modificar o distribuir los datos o registros de los estudiantes (que incluyen las calificaciones) o
informacién de identificacién personal (Personally Identifiable Information, PIl) sin autorizacion.

OO Participar en la interrupcion o denegacion de servicio a una computadora, dispositivo
electrdnico o recurso en red.

O La destruccion o el dafio, ya sea virtual o fisico, de una computadora, dispositivo electrénico o
recurso en red, que incluyen los datos almacenados.

O Laintroduccion de virus, programas maliciosos u otro programa informatico ilegal/inapropiado,
que inlcuye la supervision de red no autorizada o herramientas de pirateria.

O El acto de participar en la vigilancia de una persona, que incluye el uso de la camara o el
micréfono de una computadora, el escritorio no autorizado o el sistema informatico de registro
de pulsaciones de teclas no autorizados.

[0 Usar una computadora, un dispositivo electrénico o un recurso en red para acceder o transmitir
materiales que contengan lenguaje obsceno, lascivo, pornografico o inapropiado (que incluye
un lenguaje racial o étnicamente insensible u ofensivo).

O Utilizar una computadora, dispositivo electrénico o recursos de red para enviar amenazas o
participar en actividades ilegales.
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Ofensas relacionadas con la tecnologia y
computadoras

ALERTA VITAL:

Ofensa relacionada con la tecnologia y computadoras (3)

O Usar una computadora, un dispositivo electrénico o un recurso en red para crear acceso,
transmitir o distribuir material que contenga contenido inapropiado, obsceno, pornografico o
inapropiado e involucre a un menor de edad.

0 Acceder, modificar o distribuir los datos o registros de los estudiantes (que incluyen las
calificaciones) o la Informacion de identificacion personal (Personally Identifiable Information,
PII), que incluyen, entre otros, los nimeros de seguro social, etc. para obtener ganancias
financieras.

O La destruccion, dafo o interrupcion, ya sea virtual o fisica, de cualquier sistema de
informacion del Distrito

Estos son solo algunos ejemplos de violaciones cometidas por medios electrénicos. La
administracion de la escuela evaluara y determinara la infraccion de nivel apropiada segun el
Cddigo de Conducta del Estudiante.

ALERTA VITAL: | Dispositivos de comunicacion inalambrica

Los dispositivos de comunicacion inalambricos incluyen dispositivos de comunicacion de dos vias,
como teléfonos celulares, teléfonos moviles, reproductores de MP3, juegos electronicos, buscadores,
buscapersonas, computadoras portatiles que incluyen, entre otras, computadoras portatiles,
asistencia digital personal (Personal Digital Assistances, PDA), tabletas, lectores electrénicos, tabletas
iPad, organizadores personales y dispositivos inalambricos similares. Poseer un dispositivo de
comunicacion inalambrico no es una violacion del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante. Sin embargo,
un estudiante no debe interrumpir el proceso educativo ni interferir con los problemas de seguridad a
la vida de los estudiantes mediante el uso de un dispositivo de comunicacion inalambrico de manera
inadecuada.

Al usar dispositivos electronicos con el fin de aprender de manera consistente con los objetivos
educativos del Distrito durante la jornada de instruccién, los estudiantes deben cumplir con la Politica
de la Junta 7540.03 - Uso Responsable por Parte de los Estudiantes de la Tecnologia, Redes Sociales
y Sistemas de Red del Distrito, Red de Estudiantes y Uso Aceptable de Internet y Seguridad.

Se deben seguir las siguientes normas con respecto a la posesion, uso y exposicion de dispositivos
de comunicacion inalambricos:

O Los estudiantes soélo pueden poseer, mostrar y usar dispositivos de comunicacién inalambricos
(por ejemplo, mensajes de texto, correo electrénico, teléfono, etc.) antes o después de la
jornada de instruccion.

O Los estudiantes deben asegurarse de que las capacidades telefénicas de sus dispositivos
estén apagadas durante la jornada de instruccion (es decir, timbre apagado, modo silencioso,
etc.)

OO Los estudiantes evitaran las interrupciones en el aula, al no mostrar, usar o activar la parte de
acceso a datos de sus dispositivos de comunicacion inaldmbrica durante la jornada de
instruccion, a menos que el maestro o el personal autorizado de la escuela lo indique bajo la
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ALERTAVITAL: | Dispositivos de comunicacion inalambrica

iniciativa Traiga Su Propio Dispositivo (Bring Your Own Device) segun detalla la Politica de la
Junta 7540.03. Esto incluye durante la clase, en la biblioteca, durante las pausas para el
almuerzo, durante los cambios de clase y durante cualquier otra actividad estructurada. A
menos que use sus capacidades de acceso a los datos para fines de instruccién segun lo
indique su maestro o personal escolar autorizado segun detalla la Politica de la Junta 7540.03.

O Los estudiantes no pueden utilizar las capacidades de banda ancha (3G, 4G, etc.) de los
dispositivos personales para acceder a los datos durante el horario escolar. Los estudiantes
solo pueden acceder a los datos que utilizan la red inalambrica de la escuela durante este
tiempo.

[0 La escuela no es responsable si la comunicacién inaldmbrica de un estudiante o cualquier
dispositivo electrénico se pierde o es robado.

La posesion de un teléfono celular no es una violacién del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante. Sin
embargo, la posesion de un teléfono celular que interrumpe el proceso educativo, el uso de las
capacidades del teléfono celular durante el horario escolar, el uso de un teléfono celular para cometer
un delito y la posesion o el uso de un teléfono celular que interrumpe o interfiere con el problema de
seguridad para la vida de los estudiantes que son transportados en un autobus de las Escuelas
Publicas del Condado Miami-Dade, son infracciones del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante.

ALERTA VITAL: Politica de tolerancia cero

La Junta Escolar hace cumplir la Politica de Tolerancia Cero del Departamento de Educacion de la
Florida sobre la violencia escolar, el crimen y el uso de armas. Como enfoque para reducir la violencia
escolar, la intencion de la politica es proporcionar un ambiente escolar seguro, libre de drogas y que
proteja la salud, la seguridad y los derechos civiles de los estudiantes.

Esta politica requiere que el distrito escolar imponga las consecuencias mas severas previstas en el
Codigo de Conducta del Estudiante al tratar con estudiantes que participan en actos criminales
violentos, tales como:

O traer o poseer un arma de fuego o arma a la escuela, a cualquier actividad patrocinada por la
escuela o en el transporte patrocinado por la escuela; también resultara en una referencia para
la expulsion y servicios de salud mental conforme a la Seccion 1006.13 F.S.

O realizar una amenaza o informe falso, respectivamente, que involucre la propiedad de la
escuela o del personal escolar, el transporte escolar o una actividad patrocinada por la escuela;
también resultara en una referencia para la expulsién y servicios de salud mental conforme a
la Seccion 1006.13 F.S.

O homicidio;

[0 asalto, agresion y negligencia culpable;

O en relacion con el secuestro, la retencién bajo falsa causa, atraer o tentar a un menor de edad
y los delitos de custodia;

[0 agresion sexual,

O lascivia y la exposicion indecente;

[0 abuso infantil;

O robo;

0 robo por arrebato repentino;

O robo de autoy

1 robo a casa
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ALERTA VITAL: Politica de tolerancia cero

Un estudiante también puede ser referido para servicios de salud mental si el equipo de evaluacion
de amenazas lo considera necesario.

El Acta de Reforma de la Justicia Juvenil (Juvenile Justice Reform Act) del Estado de la Florida del
1965 requiere que el Distrito Escolar vincule los incidentes violentos juveniles a la accion tomada
por la escuela del estudiante y el Distrito. El Distrito debe recopilar datos sobre incidentes violentos
que involucran a estudiantes durante cada curso escolar y transmitir un informe al estado. Ciertas
infracciones del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante pueden dar lugar a sanciones penales, asi
como a estrategias correctivas administrativas.

ESTRATEGIAS Colocacidén en un ambiente alternativo de educacion
CORRECTIVAS L
FORMALES: en lugar de suspension

Un estudiante puede ser asignado a los siguientes Ambientes Alternativos de Educacion (Alternative
Educational Setting, AES) adecuados para el Nivel de Comportamiento. Cuando el director emplea
un AES, al estudiante se le otorgaran los mismos procedimientos de proceso debido que aplican a la
suspension, que incluye una notificacién por escrito dentro de las 24 horas por correo postal nacional.
Las escuelas deben tomar en cuenta la capacidad del estudiante para entender su comportamiento y
la inadecuacion de sus acciones.

REMOCION TEMPORAL DE LA CLASE

Si un estudiante interrumpe la clase, el maestro puede solicitar ayuda de un administrador de la
escuela para que el estudiante sea asignado temporalmente en otro lugar dentro de la escuela
asignado regularmente por el estudiante. El director debe tener en cuenta las recomendaciones del
maestro y asegurarse de que el estudiante reciba asignaciones que sean relevantes para el material
que se ensefia en la clase de la que se removio al estudiante.

OTRAS ALTERNATIVAS

Se pueden utilizar otras alternativas, que incluye la detencién después del horario escolar, la
asistencia escolar los sabados u otros programas disponibles en la escuela.

En el caso de un estudiante con una discapacidad, la asignacion debe ser apropiada a la luz del Plan
de Educacién Individual (Individual Educational Plan, IEP) del estudiante o el Plan de Seccién 504. La
eliminacion de una asignatura en particular no debe efectuar una denegacion de los servicios de /EP
o de Dominio Limitado del Inglés (Limited English Proficient, LEP).

PRACTICAS DE JUSTICIA RESTAURATIVA (en las escuelas aprobadas por el Distrito)

La justicia restaurativa es una teoria de la justicia que enfatiza la reparacion del dafio causado por el
crimen y el conflicto. Pone las decisiones en manos de los que han sido mas afectados por un delito
y le da igual preocupacion a la victima, al delincuente ya la comunidad circundante. Las practicas de
justicia restaurativa se centran en la infraccion y el conflicto, y utilizan diversas técnicas, como los
circulos de paz, que estan disefados para reparar el dano, curar las relaciones rotas y abordar las
razones subyacentes de la ofensa.

TRIBUNAL DE ESTUDIANTES (en las escuelas aprobadas por el Distrito)

El Tribunal de Estudiantes es un tribunal para estudiantes que han sido capacitados para escuchar
casos reales de infracciones a nivel escolar cometidas por sus compaferos. El modelo de programa
de la corte estudiantil, basado en la escuela, es para los estudiantes que violan los comportamientos
de Nivel I, Nivel Il y Nivel Ill del Cédigo de Conducta del Estudiante. Proporciona a las escuelas
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ESTRATEGIAS Colocacién en un ambiente alternativo de educacion
CORRECTIVAS L
FORMALES: en lugar de suspension

participantes un recurso alternativo para disminuir el niumero de suspensiones dentro y fuera de la
escuela. El Tribunal de Estudiantes es un tribunal para estudiantes que han sido capacitados para
escuchar casos reales de oficios a nivel escolar cometidos por sus companeros.

ASIGNACION AL CENTRO ESCOLAR DE INSTRUCCION ESPECIAL (SCHOOL CENTER FOR
SPECIAL INSTRUCTION, SCSI)

El director puede asignar al estudiante al Centro Escolar de Instruccién Especial (School Center for
Special Instruction, SCSI/), un ambiente alternativo dentro de la escuela asignada regularmente del
estudiante. El SCS/ debe estar disefiado para proporcionar servicios de tutoria y orientacion.

Cuando la mala conducta en una clase especifica resulta en una asignacién a SCS/, el estudiante
s6lo puede ser removido de la clase donde ocurrié la mala conducta. La conducta indebida continua
o general puede resultar en la eliminacidon de todas las clases si el director lo considera apropiado.

REMOCION PERMANENTE DE LA CLASE

Un maestro puede remover a un estudiante cuyo comportamiento interfiere con la habilidad del
maestro para comunicarse efectivamente con los estudiantes en la clase o con la habilidad de los
companeros para aprender. Esto incluye a los estudiantes desobedientes, violentos, abusivos,
incontrolables o perturbadores. El director sera notificado de inmediato y el maestro tendra derecho a
recibir, antes o después del regreso del estudiante a la clase, una copia del Formulario de Gestion de
Casos de Estudiantes (Student Case Management Form, SCM) que describa las estrategias
correctivas adoptadas.

Cada escuela debe establecer un Comité de Revision de Colocacion para determinar la colocaciéon
apropiada del estudiante cuando el maestro haya retenido el consentimiento para regresar a la clase
del maestro. El comité consta de al menos dos maestros, uno seleccionado por el profesorado, uno
seleccionado por el maestro que ha retirado al estudiante y un miembro seleccionado por el director
del personal de la escuela. El maestro que solicité el retiro no puede servir en el comité. El padre /
tutor del estudiante debe ser informado del Comité de Revisién de Colocacién y se le debe brindar la
oportunidad de comunicarse con el comité en nombre del estudiante. EI comité debe tomar una
decision dentro de los 5 dias posteriores a la expulsion del estudiante del aula y puede: (1) ubicar al
estudiante en otra clase dentro de la escuela asignada regularmente al estudiante, o (2) devolver al
estudiante a la clase del maestro. El maestro puede apelar la decision del comité al Superintendente.

Colocacion en un ambiente alternativo de educacion en lugar de suspension, (AES) A CORTO
PLAZO (1-10 DIAS)

Un director puede retirar a un estudiante del programa escolar regular del estudiante y asignarle a un
AES por uno (1) a diez (10) dias por desobediencia persistente o mala conducta grave. Los directores
toman esta accion cuando han agotado las estrategias correctivas informales o cuando al menos han
considerado esas alternativas y las han rechazado como inapropiadas en una situacion dada.

La reasignacion del programa escolar regular del estudiante es apropiada bajo ciertas condiciones,
que incluyen, pero no se limitan a, lo siguiente:

Si la presencia del estudiante en la escuela presenta un peligro fisico para el estudiante u otros; o
Se necesita un periodo de “enfriamiento” para aliviar las tensiones y aliviar la presion;

Un estudiante retirado de su programa escolar regular tiene el derecho de solicitar y obtener tareas
de recuperacion para el momento en que fue reasignado. Es responsabilidad del estudiante solicitar
trabajo de recuperacién para las tareas perdidas debido a una reasignacion del programa escolar
regular del estudiante. En el caso de un estudiante con una discapacidad, la asignacion debe ser
apropiada a la luz del Plan de Educacion Individual (/EP) del estudiante o el Plan de Seccion 504. La
eliminacion de una clase en particular no debe efectuar una denegacién de los servicios de /IEP o de
Dominio Limitado del Inglés (LEP).

Un estudiante retirado de su programa escolar regular tiene derecho a ser notificado de la razén de la
reasignacion y la oportunidad de ser escuchado por el director / persona designada. Los padres de
familia / tutores deben recibir un aviso por escrito dentro de las 24 horas por correo postal nacional.

CENTRO DE EXITO ESTUDIANTIL (STUDENT SUCCESS CENTER)

Los Centros de Exito Estudiantil son un tipo de ambiente alternativo de educacién que proporciona un
refugio seguro en un entorno de aprendizaje estructurado para estudiantes referidos (de 11 afios en
adelante) que exhiben un comportamiento de Nivel llI-1V y (con notificacion a la regidn) infracciones
habituales del Codigo de Conducta del Estudiante.

Colocacion en un ambiente alternativo de educacion en lugar de suspension, (AES) A LARGO
PLAZO (MAS DE 10 DIAS)

Un director puede solicitar una asignacion administrativa aprobada por el Distrito a un AES por mas
de diez (10) dias. Esta accion se toma sélo cuando las estrategias menos severas se consideran
inapropiadas. Si la naturaleza de la conducta del estudiante lo amerita, la persona designada por el
Superintendente aprobara la solicitud y asignara al estudiante a uno de los ambientes alternativos de
educacion.

En el caso de un estudiante con una discapacidad, la asignacion debe ser apropiada a la luz del Plan
de Educacion Individual (/EP) del estudiante o el Plan de Seccién 504. La eliminacion de una
asignatura en particular no debe efectuar una denegacion de los servicios de IEP o de Dominio
Limitado del Inglés (LEP).

Un estudiante retirado de su programa escolar regular tiene derecho a ser notificado de la razén de la
reasignacion y la oportunidad de ser escuchado por el director / designado y los padres de familia /
tutores deben recibir una notificacién por escrito dentro de las 24 horas por correo postal nacional.
Ademas, el estudiante asignado a un AES por mas de 10 dias tiene derecho a una audiencia.

CAMINOS (PATHWAYS)

Pathways es un tipo de ambiente alternativo de educacion para los estudiantes en los grados
comprendidos de 6 a 12 que cometen las infracciones mas graves del Cdédigo de Conducta del
Estudiante (Niveles IV y V) que pueden recomendarse para la expulsion. Los estudiantes seran
asignados al Programa Pathways durante el periodo de tiempo que tradicionalmente hubiera resultado
en una suspension al aire libre de diez (10) dias antes de la expulsion. Los estudiantes recibiran apoyo
académico, servicios de asesoramiento interno y recibiran servicios integrales de agencias
comunitarias.
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ESTRATEGIAS

CORRECTIVAS Denegacion de privilegios de transporte
FORMALES:

La conducta indebida de los estudiantes mientras viajan en un autobus escolar o se encuentran en
una parada de autobus es una amenaza grave para la seguridad de todos en el autobus, asi como a
otros automovilistas, peatones y miembros de la comunidad. Todas las reglas que se aplican a los
terrenos y actividades de la escuela también se aplican al viajar en el autobus escolar. Los padres de
familia son responsables del comportamiento de sus hijos en el autobus escolar, ambos, hacia y desde
la escuela, asi como de su comportamiento en la parada del autobus.

Comportamientos inaceptables en un autobus escolar que llevan a la necesidad de medidas

correctivas, que incluyen, entre otros, los siguientes:
e Interrumpir, distraer o desobedecer al operador de autobuses

No usar el equipo de seguridad requerido en el autobus

Ponerse de pie o levantarse de su asiento mientras el autobus esta en movimiento

No sentarse en el asiento asignado (si corresponde)

Gritos, vocabulario inapropiado, escupir fuera de la ventana del autobus a otros estudiantes,

peatones o automovilistas

Uso de insultos, peleas o fumar en el autobus

e Abordar un autobus que no sea el autobus o la ruta asignada a los estudiantes o intentar dejar
el autobus escolar en una parada que no sea la parada asignada por los estudiantes sin
permiso del director de la escuela / persona designada

e Tener brazos, piernas o cabeza fuera de la ventana del autobus

e Abrir una puerta de emergencia o salir del autobus cuando se haya detenido, a menos que el
conductor del autobus lo indique en una emergencia

¢ Amenazas contra el conductor, pasajeros o ayudante de autobus en el autobus

o Apertura de la salida de emergencia mientras el autobus esta en movimiento

e Lanzar objetos por la ventana del autobus que pueden o no causar dafio o lesiones a otras
personas

e Lanzar objetos en cualquier autobus escolar que pueda o0 no causar dano o lesiones a otros

¢ Vandalismo al equipamiento de autobuses

Las posibles acciones correctivas pueden incluir lo siguiente segun la gravedad de la ofensa:
Reprension oral o por escrito del director de la escuela / persona designada

Conferencia con los padres de familia

Hasta diez (10) dias de suspension de ser transportado hacia y desde la escuela

Hasta diez (10) dias de pérdida de privilegios de autobus para actividades extracurriculares
Asignacién a AES

Recomendacion de expulsion si el comportamiento en el autobus constituye un Nivel Il - V

Las acciones correctivas seran determinadas por el director de la escuela / persona designada
con aportes del Departamento de Transporte segun la ofensa y una vez que toda la
documentaciéon necesaria haya sido presentada por el conductor del autobus o el centro de
transporte.

En el caso de un estudiante con una discapacidad, la suspension de los privilegios del autobus debe
ser apropiada a la luz del Plan de Educacion Individual (/EP) del estudiante o del Plan de Seccién
504. Se debe realizar una determinacién de manifestacién por mas de diez (10) dias de suspensién

FORMALES:

del autobus para cualquier estudiante que reciba transporte como un servicio relacionado en su /EP
0 el Plan de Seccién 504.

ESTRATEGIAS Denegacion de privilegios de transporte para
CORRECTIVAS i ) )
FORMALES: estudiantes con discapacidades

Hay ciertas regulaciones federales, los Estatutos de la Florida y las Normas de la Junta de Educacion
del Estado que se refieren a medidas disciplinarias para estudiantes SPED. Los privilegios de
transporte para estudiantes SPED pueden ser suspendidos por violaciones del Cdédigo de Conducta
del Estudiante; sin embargo, existen limites en la cantidad de tiempo que los estudiantes SPED
pueden ser suspendidos de viajar en el autobus.

A. De acuerdo con el Cddigo de Conducta del Estudiante del distrito escolar y en la medida en
que la suspensién de los privilegios de transporte se aplique a los estudiantes de educacién
regular, los directores escolares pueden suspender los privilegios de transporte de un
estudiante SPED por no mas de diez (10) jornadas escolares consecutivos.

B. Los directores escolares pueden suspender aun mas los privilegios de transporte de un
estudiante SPED por no mas de diez (10) jornadas escolares consecutivas en el mismo curso
escolar por incidentes separados de mala conducta, siempre y cuando esas suspensiones no
constituyan un “cambio de colocacion” segun se define en la Norma 6A-6.03312 de la Junta
de Educacioén del Estado.

C. En conformidad con la Normal 6A-6.03312 de la Junta de Educacion del Estado, se produce
un “cambio en la colocacion” cuando:

e La suspension es por mas de diez (10) jornadas escolares consecutivas, o

e El estudiante ha sido sujeto a una serie de suspensiones de privilegios de
transporte que constituyen un patrén porque las suspensiones acumulan mas de
diez (10) jornadas escolares en un curso escolar, porque el comportamiento del
estudiante en incidentes anteriores es sustancialmente similar al comportamiento
del estudiante que dio lugar a una serie de suspensiones, y debido a factores
adicionales, como la duracion de cada suspension, la cantidad total de tiempo que
el estudiante ha estado suspendido y la proximidad de las suspensiones entre si.
El distrito escolar determina caso por caso si un patrén de suspensiones constituye
un “cambio de colocacién”, y esta determinacion esta sujeta a revisién a través del
proceso debido y los procedimientos judiciales.

D. Requisitos para las reuniones de Determinacion de Manifestacion (Manifestation
Determination, MD) para infracciones relacionadas con el transporte:

e Se requiere que todos los estudiantes de SPED a los que se les haya suspendido el
privilegio de transporte tengan una reunién de Determinacion de la Manifestacion (MD)
después del sexto (6°) dia de suspension (si el estudiante no puede asistir a la
escuela como resultado) y por cada suspension posterior para poder determinar si el
patron de remociones constituye un “cambio de colocacion”, como se define en el
parrafo (C), anterior.

CORRECTIVAS
FORMALES:

Denegacion de privilegios de transporte para
estudiantes con discapacidades

Al revisar la conducta del estudiante, el equipo del /EP revisara toda la informacion
relevante en el archivo del estudiante, que incluye cualquier informacioén proporcionada
por los padres del estudiante, cualquier observacion del estudiante por parte de los
maestros y el personal de transporte, y el /EP actual del estudiante.

El equipo del /EP determinara si la mala conducta del estudiante fue causada por o
tuvo una relacion sustancial con la discapacidad del estudiante o si la conducta fue una
falla directa del fracaso del distrito escolar para implementar el /EP.

Si el equipo del IEP determina que la mala conducta del estudiante fue causada por o
tuvo una relacion directa y sustancial con la discapacidad del estudiante o si la
conducta en cuestién fue un resultado directo de la falla del distrito escolar de
implementar el /EP, la conducta se determinara que es una manifestacion de la
discapacidad del estudiante y el distrito escolar tomara medidas inmediatas para
remediar esas deficiencias.

Si el equipo del IEP determina que la conducta en cuestion del estudiante fue una
manifestacion de la discapacidad del estudiante, el equipo del /EP:

0 Realizara una evaluacion de comportamiento funcional (Functional
Behavioral Assessment, FBA) y empleara un plan de implementacion
de comportamiento (Behavioral Implementation Plan, BIP) para el
estudiante o

0 Si ya se ha desarrollado un BIP, se revisara y modificara segun sea
necesario para abordar el comportamiento

Si el equipo del IEP determina que el comportamiento no fue una manifestacién de
la discapacidad del estudiante, el distrito escolar puede implementar los
procedimientos disciplinarios pertinentes que de otra manera se aplicarian a un
estudiante sin discapacidades, de la misma manera y por la misma duracion, siempre
que el estudiante continte recibiendo servicios a fin de permitir que el estudiante
participe en el plan de estudios general y progrese hacia el cumplimiento de las metas
del IEP del estudiante.

E. Expulsién. La expulsion de un estudiante por viajar en un autobus escolar es la medida de
ultimo recurso. Puede tomarse solamente después de que las suspensiones repetidas de los
privilegios de viaje en autobus del estudiante no hayan resultado en una mejora en el
comportamiento del estudiante y en una de las ofensas mas graves de mala conducta. La
expulsion de un estudiante por viajar en un autobus escolar debe ser aprobada por la Junta
Escolar de las M-DCPS de acuerdo con la Politica 2460-Educaciéon de Estudiantes
Excepcionales (Exceptional Student Education).
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ESTRATEGIAS Denegacién de participacion en actividades sociales o
CORRECTIVAS i
FORMALES: extracurriculares

A los estudiantes se les puede negar el privilegio de participar en actividades sociales o
extracurriculares si han sido perjudiciales en la escuela o en actividades sociales o extracurriculares.
También se les puede negar este privilegio si han sido condenados o se ha encontrado que han
cometido un delito grave o delincuente que habria sido un delito grave si hubiera sido cometido por un
adulto y se ha determinado que el incidente tiene un impacto adverso en el programa educativo,
disciplinario o asistencial en la escuela. Ademas, para los estudiantes de secundaria, cualquier
detencion resultara en una prohibicion inmediata de 10 dias como minimo de participacion en
competiciones o desempefios interescolares, que incluyen las practicas.

Todos los estudiantes de alto nivel de secundaria, con el fin de participar en actividades deportivas
interescolares o actividades extracurriculares, comenzando por la finalizacion con éxito del octavo grado
segun lo definido por la Politica de la Junta 5410 - Plan de Progreso del Estudiante, deben cumplir con
todos los aspectos académicos y llevar a cabo los requisitos de elegibilidad contenidos en la Politica de
la Junta 5845 - Actividades Estudiantiles, Politica de la Junta 5500 - Conducta y Disciplina de los
Estudiantes y las de los Estatutos de la Asociacion Deportiva de Escuelas Secundarias de la Florida
(Florida High School Athletic Association, FHSAA) y los Estatutos de la Conferencia Atlética del Gran
Miami (Greater Miami Atheltic Conference, GMAC).

La elegibilidad de un estudiante para participar en cualquier deporte interescolar o actividad
extracurricular no puede verse afectada por ninguna presunta infraccion de reclutamiento hasta la
disposicion final de la denuncia conforme a la Seccién 1006.20 F.S.

ESTRATEGIAS

CORRECTIVAS Expulsion
FORMALES:

Un director puede solicitar que el Superintendente recomiende a la Junta Escolar que un estudiante sea
expulsado de acuerdo con la Politica de la Junta 5610 - Suspension y Expulsiéon de Estudiantes
(Suspension and Expulsion of Students.) Los directores pueden tomar esta medida cuando hayan
agotado las estrategias correctivas administrativas menos severas, o cuando han considerado esas
alternativas y las han rechazado como inapropiadas en la situacion dada.

Solamente la Junta Escolar puede aprobar una expulsion. El periodo maximo de tiempo para una
expulsién no puede exceder el resto del término o curso escolar, la sesion de verano, mas un curso
adicional de asistencia escolar. Un estudiante expulsado tiene derecho al debido proceso, incluso a
una audiencia formal.

ESTRATEGIAS

CORRECTIVAS Procedimientos de determinacion de manifestacion
FORMALES:

Una reunion de determinacion de manifestacion se lleva a cabo cada vez que se considera un cambio
de colocacién para un estudiante con una discapacidad, por ejemplo, cuando el estudiante ha sido
remitido a un Ambiente Alternativo de Educacion (Alternative Educational Setting, AES), al Centro
Escolar de Instruccién Especial (School Center for Special Instruction, SCSI) o el Centro de Exito
Estudiantil o Caminos (Pathways). Una determinacién de manifestacion es un proceso mediante el cual
se examina la relacién entre la discapacidad del estudiante y el comportamiento especifico que puede

resultar en una accion disciplinaria. Las escuelas deben tomar en cuenta la capacidad del estudiante
para entender su comportamiento y la inadecuacion de sus acciones.

A. Se tomara una determinacién de manifestacion dentro de (10) dias escolares acerca de

cualquier decisién para cambiar la colocacién de un estudiante con discapacidad debido a una
violacién del Cddigo de Conducta del Estudiante.

e El equipo del IEP se reunira para revisar toda la informacion relevante en el archivo
del estudiante, que incluye cualquier informacion proporcionada por los padres del
estudiante, cualquier observacion del estudiante por parte de los maestros y el IEP
actual del estudiante. El equipo determinara si la conducta en cuestion fue el
resultado directo de la discapacidad del estudiante o fue el resultado directo de la
falla del distrito escolar para implementar el IEP.

. Si el equipo del IEP determina que la mala conducta del estudiante fue causada por o tuvo una
relacion directa y sustancial con la discapacidad del estudiante o si la conducta en cuestién fue
un resultado directo de la falla del distrito escolar de implementar el /EP, la conducta estar
determinado a ser una manifestacion de la discapacidad del estudiante y el distrito escolar
tomara medidas inmediatas para remediar esas deficiencias en una o mas de las siguientes
maneras:

e Realizara una evaluacién de comportamiento funcional (Functional Behavioral
Assessment, FBA) y empleara un plan de implementacion de comportamiento
(Behavioral Implementation Plan, BIP) para el estudiante o

¢ Si ya se ha desarrollado un BIP, se revisara y modificara segun sea necesario
para abordar el comportamiento y

e Devolvera al estudiante a la colocacion de la cual fue retirado, a menos que los
padres de familia o tutores y el distrito escolar acuerden un cambio en la
colocaciéon como parte de la modificacion para el BIP.

**Esta opcidn no aplica a estudiantes con discapacidades que violan el Cédigo de Conducta
del Estudiante con las infracciones enumeradas en la Norma de Colocacién Alternativa de
45 Jornadas Escolares.

. Si el equipo del /IEP determina que el comportamiento no fue una manifestacion de la
discapacidad del estudiante, los procedimientos disciplinarios pertinentes aplicables a los
estudiantes sin discapacidades pueden aplicarse al estudiante de la misma manera y durante el
mismo periodo de tiempo en que se aplicarian para estudiantes sin discapacidades, excepto
que los servicios necesarios para una Educacién Publica Adecuada Gratuita (Free Appropriate
Public Education, FAPE) se pondran a disposiciéon del estudiante con discapacidad.

. Si los padres de familia o tutores no estan de acuerdo con la decision de determinacion de
manifestacién tomada por el Equipo del /IEP, los padres de familia o tutores pueden apelar la
decision solicitando una audiencia de proceso debido.
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ESTRATEGIAS
CORRECTIVAS SERVICIOS DE SALUD MENTAL

FORMALES:

Si el Equipo de Evaluacion de Amenazas (Threat Assessment Team) de una escuela determina que
un estudiante representa una amenaza de violencia o dano fisico a si mismo o a otros, o tiene
conductas perturbadoras significativas, se puede hacer una referido a Asesoramiento (Counseling) o
a programas de salud conductual.

Si se sospecha una crisis inmediata de salud mental o abuso de sustancias, el personal de la escuela
utilizara recursos de crisis de salud conductual para proporcionar intervencion y evaluacién de
emergencia, hacer recomendaciones, y referira al estudiante a los servicios apropiados.

Se hara un intento de buena fe para notificar a los padres o tutores legales del estudiante; sin embargo,
nada impedira que el personal del distrito escolar actue de inmediato para enfrentar una amenaza o
peligro inminente.

ESTRATEGIAS

CORRECTIVAS LA MEDIACION ENTRE COMPANEROS

FORMALES:

El director puede establecer un programa de mediacion de comparieros disefiado para resolver
problemas indicados en el Cdédigo de Conducta del Estudiante. El establecimiento y empleo de
dicho programa es unicamente a discrecion del director.

ESTRATEGIAS

CORRECTIVAS PROGRAMA RESTITUCION EN LUGAR DE EXPULSION

FORMALES:

En lugar de la expulsién, puede haber disponible un Programa para Restaurar Asignaturas Escolares
(Work Back Program) consistente con las directrices existentes para los estudiantes que actualmente
estan siendo recomendados a la Junta para la e
