Identification

Females: Forewings are dark grey with lighter grey patterning; hind wings
are reduced and are bright orange with black spots along the edges.
Males: Forewings are dark brown with lighter grey patterning, hind wings
bronze to brown with dark brown patches. Both males and females have
clubbed antennae.

Size range
Wing span up to 3.4 cm

Distribution
Found in Victoria, ACT and a small area in NSW.

Habitat
Native temperate grasslands and open grassy woodlands

Feeding and Diet
Larva feeds on the roots of native grasses. The adults have no functional mouthparts so they do not feed.

Mating and reproduction

Breeding occurs between mid-October and January. Once the moths have mated, females spend their adult life laying eggs within clumps of
Wallaby Grass. Females are estimated to lay from 100 to 150 eggs. The eggs hatch after about 21 days and the larvae (caterpillars) then tunnel
into the ground, where they live for one to three years. Adult moths live for only one to four days.

The females rarely fly, males can be seen flying in a zig-zag pattern in the warmest part of the day looking for the females

Display Table - May 2018 by Kerry Artis

John Sherwood started our show-
ing with Hakea suaveolens (Ed: Now
H. drupacea—photo left) , Sweet
Scented Hakea, which is growing on
their nature strip and is 25 years
old. This year it is flowering mag-
nificently and the Wattle birds love
it and over the years have treated it
as their home. Alyogyne huegelii is
a straggly shrub but has a beauti- B .
fully shaped, mauve flower and loves lime soils, Templetonia retusa is a
rounded, spreading shrub to 3m across with large, red, pea flowers that
grows well in full sun, withstands windy sites and is excellent for lime-
stone areas.

Lorraine Charles brought along a Grevillea that is growing in quite a dry
position and has flowered for the first time after a number of years, a
small shrub with bunches of red flowers, also a Correa species grown
from a cutting, that has white flowers and is a medium sized shrub.

Joan Krygger showed us Diplolaena grandiflora with its gorgeous,
orangey red colored flowers and Correa nummularia which is growing in
front of the Diplolaena, and together they make a beautiful picture.
Andy Gray displayed the beautiful Hakea laurina (photo right) which he
intends to prune, it can grow to a large tree of 6m, Acacia baileyana
which can grow to 8m, and two Grevilleas. One is a sprawling large
shrub and needs a prune and the other is flowering more on the sunny
side of the shrub, both bearing lovely, red flowers.

June Preece’s Hakea laurina is 30 years old and has done extremely well,

the black Cockatoos love the nuts and have stayed in the tree for up to
45 minutes at a time. Grevillea bipinnatifida, Fuchsia Grevillea, is from
Western Australia and is a low growing plant that likes acid soil, it has
prickly leaves and red, pendulous, toothbrush-like flowers and is 25

years old. Correa Alba and Correa
‘Marion’s Marvel’ are growing together
along the front of June’s garden and make
d a lovely hedge.

Kevin Sparrow has some Eremophilas
growing very nicely in pots. Eremophila
‘Meringur Crimson’ is a very pretty one
and Eremophila adenotricha came as a cut-
ting from David Pye and is very easy to
grow. Kevin has grafted Eremophila de-
cipiens and it is growing very well. A prostrate Myoporum species (possibly a
prostrate form of M. insulare) given to him from the Hamilton area is growing
in a pot, it has dark green, glossy leaves, small flowers and tiny, red berries.
Hakea ‘Stockdale Sensation’ is a hybrid of Hakea laurina and was shown by
Kerry Artis. Itis 1.3m high, has a weeping habit and delightful pin cushion
flowers, tolerates most soil types but likes a well drained situation in full sun.
Thryptomene ‘Nadja’ is looking beautiful with graceful, arching branchlets cov-
ered in mauve-pink flowers that can be grown in tubs or rockeries and will grow
to 50cm high and 1m wide. Correa ‘Isabell’ Winter Bells is a small, spreading
shrub to 75cm high, being frost hardy and drought tolerant it bears beautiful
pink, bell shaped flowers. Correa ‘Autumn Blaze’ is a selected form of Correa
pulchella from Kangaroo Island. It likes a well drained, sunny or part shaded
position, is tolerant of coastal exposure and frost, and responds well to pruning.
A very pretty shrub with bright orange flowers.

Numerous other plants were on display including Alyogyne hakeifolia, Correa
decumbens, Correa alba, Correa reflexa, C reflexa ‘Lemon and Lime’, C ‘lvory
Bells’, C. ‘Pink Pixie’, C. Granny’s Grave, C. ‘Raelene Goldie’, Correa reflexa with
cream flowers, Correa pulchella. in the pink form. Stenanthemum scortechinii,
Hakea ‘Burrendong Beauty’, Hakea scoparia, Hakea clavata, Calothamnus villo-
sus, Prostanthera calycina, Xerochrysum bracteatum and Eremophila ‘Kalbari
Carpet’.

Visit To Mepunga Water Reserve By Kevin Sparrow

On Saturday 2nd June, 8 people ventured out to visit two of our local reserves to
assess their condition and record as many species as we could indentify.

The Mepunga Water Reserve is accessed via Childer's Cove Road. The fringe of this
small wetland area has been revegetated by volunteers of the Warrnambool Nature
Reserves Society over the last 25 years. This important habitat features remnant wet-
land and grassland plant communities. An open grassy woodland surrounds the large
central wetland. The understorey is relatively open and grass (Lachnogostis filiformis
Blown grass) dominates the dry areas of the wetland. Some 40 native species were
recorded including many wetland plants such as Triglochin procera (Water Ribbons),
Ranunculus amphitrichus , Myriophyllum simulans (Water-milfoil) and Alteranthera
denticulata (Lesser Joy-weed) A relatively rare find was Senecio pinnatifolius var.
lanceolatus (Lance-leaf Daisy). A close relative of the yellow flowered Coastal
Senecio we see around the beach area, this one is taller with ‘lance shaped leaves’.

Visit To Fenwick Reserve By Kevin Sparrow

We continued on to Fenwicks Reserve
which is relatively inaccessible except
for a rough road around the perimeter.
Initially it had walking tracks through it
but over the years these have been
allowed to grow over, mainly to keep
the trail bike riders out of it. This did-
n’t stop our intrepid group leader,
John Sherwood however, who decided
we should do some “ bush bashing” .
(See photo bottom right), Eventually
we found our way out to the other side
of the reserve. According to Joyce, it
was ‘all John’s fault’. (See photo above
right). Interestingly, in a few fairly
open spots, we found the first signs of
orchids with lots of basal leaves visible.
Above left is Acianthus pusillus (Small
Mosquito Orchid) with flower stem
starting to emerge.

Bottom left is an interesting shaped
tree stump with a goat shaped head.
All up we enjoyed a great day out with
27 native species recorded here.
Reports have been prepared ready to
send off to the property’s land manag-
ers.

Doug Fenwick Reserve can be accessed
via Baileys Road. This reserve features
a fine example of remnant Damp
Heathy Woodland plant communities
close to the coast.

Other Details of the Stands
Metal stands in pairs support wooden planks in either single tier or triple tier configuration. These can be covered with fitted hessian covers.
Painted PVC pots (grey) of various sizes are designed to sit on the hessian covered stands.
