Of course the plants with striped or spotted 

leaves produce sometimes also some leaves that are only slightly varie- 

gated or even green, which, as they belong to the plant, cannot be 

taken off and must consequently be charged as variegated ones. The 

plants are sent of course at buyer’s risk, they are, however, packed 

so carefully that in our opinion they will stand well, even a prolonged 

journey. By parcel post we can forward baskets of 11 Lb. weight 

containing about 80 to 100 leaves for trial, but these will not give 

an exact idea of the quality, as large plants cannot for their size
