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Notice to the Reader 

The information in this Supplement is organized and presented exactly as 
in the main volumes of TL-2, and as explained in the Introduction to Vol- 
ume 1. For quick visual orientation, the reader may also refer to the anno- 
tated “blueprint” sample pages that appear on the end papers of Volumes 
1-7, and which are not again reproduced here. A full, cumulative list of 

abbreviations used throughout TL-2 can be found in Volume 7 (p. xxv-lvi). 

Newly employed abbreviations are listed below. 
An asterisk (*) denotes names of authors already treated in Volume 1 of 

TL-2. For such authors, information under the headings “Herbarium and 

Types”, “Bibliography and Biography”, as well as in the “Biofile” (see 
TL-2, Vol. 4: vii) is complete, while other data are complementary to those 

in the main volume. 
Laurence J. Dorr and Dan Nicolson express their sincerest thanks to the 

institutions and individuals listed below for enabling us to complete this 
Supplement. Without slighting any of those acknowledged below, we must 
note that the support we received from Judith A. Warnement (Director of 
Harvard University Botany Libraries) and Susan Fraser (Director of the 
LuEsther T. Mertz Library, New York Botanical Garden) was exceptional. 
Some of the organizations and individuals listed below have been acknowl- 
edged before for service they rendered to Frans Stafleu, Richard A. Cowan 
and/or Erik A. Mennega, but we are acutely aware that we have called upon 
their assistance again in completing this Supplement. 

Users of TL-2 will note that we surveyed fairly thoroughly a core group 
of libraries with strong botanical collections (i.e. BM, FH, HH, K, LC, 

MO, NY and US). We also consistently checked catalogue records in the 
Bibliothéque Nationale de France (Bibl. nat.). Our intention was not to 

slight other very fine and rich collections, which given time and money 
we would have enjoyed exploring. It was merely dictated by the enormity 
of the challenge we faced. One innovation that was not available to the 
compilers of earlier volumes and supplements of TL-2 was the availability 
of electronic catalogs of libraries, library systems and library consortiums 
(some of which came on-line while we were working on this Supplement). 
In addition to the libraries and library systems noted above, we regularly 
checked electronic catalogs maintained by COPAC, OCLC and RLG Union 
(the last since folded into OCLC). 

For convenience, and since it is our “home” library, entries for the Bot- 

any and Horticulture Library of the Smithsonian Institution Libraries are 
subdivided into different named collections. These include US-Dawson, 
US-Dixon, US-HC and US-Stevenson, which were assembled by different 

individuals with interests in cryptogams or grasses. US, without a modifier, 
also may refer to other libraries in the extensive Smithsonian Institution 
Libraries system. We also subdivided into different named collections the 
holdings of Harvard University, Cambridge, Mass., which has especially 
rich collections in plant taxonomic literature. In earlier volumes and sup- 
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plements, HH was applied to works in the combined libraries of the Gray 
Herbarium and Arnold Arboretum, FH was used for the Farlow Reference 
Library and HH-MCZ for the Museum of Comparative Zoology Library. 
We have continued this convention but also used HH and a modifier to 
signify other libraries in the Harvard Libraries system. 

We also attempted to record electronic versions of the titles we treat, but 
consciously refrained from citing URLs since they continue to be transitory. 
We are certain that electronic versions of older botanical titles will become 
more prevalent in the future and we appeal to those who are digitizing them 
to faithfully capture information regarding dates and variant issues. Espe- 
cially useful in our present work was JSTOR, which often permitted us to 
quickly verify titles and/or dates of common serial publications. Botanicus 
(St. Louis) also was consulted but inasmuch as it is still in its infancy it was 

less helpful than JSTOR. We have been amazed, however, at how quickly 
Botanicus has been growing. 

Despite extensive electronic resources for locating taxonomic literature 
we feel the need to caution readers that not all of the books and articles cited 
in this Supplement are cataloged. Many institutions, including our own, have 
not invested in cataloging separates. We believe this is unfortunate since 
many of these separates differ significantly from the journals from which 
they were reprinted or such separates are rare or otherwise unique. We can 
only hope that as more and more materials become available electronically 
that those creating such resources will take note of what we present here and 
digitize those items that are unique yet useful to plant taxonomy. 

We attempted to abbreviate serials following the recommendations of the 
Hunt Institute for Botanical Documentation and utilized Botanico-Period- 
icum-Huntianum (1968) (B-P-H) and its supplement (1991) (B-P-H/S). To 

this end, the on-line database of botanical periodicals and titles maintained 
by Harvard University Herbaria, which incorporates the data in these two 
volumes, was a very useful electronic tool for understanding complicated 
titles often initially known only from a non-standard abbreviation. Acro- 
nyms for herbaria (and frequently their accompanying libraries) conform 
to the abbreviations proposed by P.K. Holmgren et al., Index Herbariorum. 
1. The herbaria of the world, ed. 8, Bronx 1990 (Regnum Vegetabile vol. 
120) (IH) and/or those of D.H. Kent and D.E. Allen, British and Irish Her- 

baria, ed. 2, London 1984 (Kent ed. 2). 

Dates and abbreviations for parts of the serial Bulletin de la Société 
Botanique de la France (1854-x), which has an exceedingly complicated 
publication history, are extracted from a series of articles (and unpublished 
notes) by J.A. Leussink. Information pertaining to vols. 1-25 (1854-1878) 

of this serial can be found in Taxon 34(4): 573-606. 1985; vols. 26-40 

(1879-1893) in Id. 35(2): 247-261. 1986; and vols. 41-61 (1894-1914) in 
Id. 37(1): 35-62. 1988. 

Previous volumes of TL-2 were not always consistent with respect to 
English grammar and usage. We elected to use our American dialect in this 
supplement, which mostly influenced the spellings of certain words. 
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In a number of instances we have given two short titles to a numbered 
book or article. Invariably we have done this when a book or article is 
published in Cyrillic (or other Slavic language) but also has a summary 
in a western language. There seems to be no logic as to which title library 
catalogers select and we have provided both titles so that users can find 
the book or article in question. Our decision will undoubtedly confound 
some indexers and if there is need of standardization we recommend that 
indexers utilize the title in the language in which the book or article was 
published. 

The Library of Congress (Washington, D.C.) transliteration system was 
used for Cyrillic titles. Diacritical marks and soft (') and hard (’) signs 

have been omitted. Works published in Russian often give several dates on 
the colophon (or half title page), notably CaaHo B Ha6op (Sdano v nabor, 
i.e. date submitted to printer) and Ilogniicano k neuar (Podpisano k pechat, 
i.e. date authorized for printing). When both dates are present we cited 
the latter since it is the earliest date possible for the printing of a publica- 
tion, which generally would only be available sometime later. Also cited, 
when known, was the date on which a work was approved by the censor. 
Alexander Doweld (in litt., 20 Mai 2005) informed us that it is possible to 
determine the exact day and month of publication of every book published 
in the Russian Empire from 1799 to 1917 since books were registered in 
the Special Office of the Censor and later by the Service for Print Affairs 
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Empire. We did not have 
access to these resources and leave it for others to correct our entries if they 
need to be corrected. 

The indices to names and titles were organized by L.J. Dorr and re- 
viewed by Rose Gulledge. Jamie S. Whitacre numbered the titles in the 
text and populated the indices with the title numbers. Franz Stadler was 
production editor of this volume. He reformatted the electronic text we 
submitted and among many other tasks inserted headers and page num- 
bers.

1745 in Tonder (Schleswig or South Jutland), studied at a gymnasium in Altona, entered 

Univ. of Copenhagen 1762, but studied with Linnaeus in Uppsala 1762-1764, studied in 
Leipzig 1765 and later Leiden, visited Scotland and England 1767-1768, and later France 

and Italy, appointed prof. extraord., “Charlottenborg Naturaliekabinet” 1767 with permis- 

sion to travel, prof. of natural sciences and economics, Copenhagen 1775-1777 and finally 

Univ. of Kiel until 1789, but often residing in Paris or traveling, died 3 Mar 1808 in Kiel, 

“the Linnaeus of insects ...” (fide Steffens, 1842). (J. Fabr.).

1884, Prof., St. Petersburg 1908 and member of the Imperial Academy of Science, founder of

ezhokowsky (1855-1921) argued that mitochondria originated as bacteria, first biologist to 
demonstrate photosynthesis in artificial light, died 8/21 Dec 1918.

*Fedtschenko [Fedchenko], Olga Alexandrovna (née Armfeld) (1845-1921), Russian bota- 

nist, born 18 (30 0.s.) Nov 1845 in Moscow, married Alexei Pawlowitsch Fedtschenko 1867, 

traveled and collected extensively with her husband and later with her son Boris Alexjew- 

itsch (see above) in many parts of the Russian empire, published, often with her son, on the 

flora of the regions visited, died 29 Apr (0.s.=5 Mai) 1921 in Leningrad. (O. Fedtsch.).

*Fitzgerald [FitzGerald], Robert David (1830-1892), Irish-born Australian: botanist, art- 

ist, ornithologist and taxidermist, born 30 Nov 1830 in Tralee (Co. Kerry), studied civil 

engineering, Queen’s College, Cork, Ireland, emigrated to Australia 1856, Deputy Surveyor 

General of New South Wales 1873, Chief Mining Surveyor 1874-1882, retired 1887, F.L.S. 

1874, Royal Society New South Wales 1876, received a number of awards for his work on 

orchids, died 13 Aug 1892 at Hunter’s Hill, Sydney. (Fitzg.). 

NOTE: Confusion persists concerning both his surname (1) Fitzgerald vs. FitzGerald, and 

(2) his Christian names, Robert David vs. Robert Desmond. His grandson and namesake 

(1902-1987), a well-known Australian poet, cited him as Robert David FitzGerald. However, 

Fitzgerald would be the more usual form of the surname in Ireland. Records of Univ. Col- 

lege, Cork (formerly Queen’s College, Cork), give his full name as Robert David Fitzger- 

ald, junior; his father being Robert David Fitzgerald. He matriculated at Queen’s College 

on 21 Oct 1851. E. Charles Nelson (pers. comm.) also has a record of him matriculating 

at Trinity College, Dublin, on 1 Jul 1847. In neither college is there a record of his gradu- 

ation. The former school only has him matriculating in the Faculty of Engineering. Robert 

David Fitzgerald also is easily confused with Robert Desmond Fitzgerald (1914-1990), a 

Canadian botanist.

Flacourt, Etienne de (Chevalier) (1607-1660), French colonial administrator and soldier, 

born 2 Feb 1607 in Orléans, studied chemistry, medicine and botany in Germany and Hol- 

land, apothecary in Paris after 1636, appointed by the Société de l’Orient as Dir.-gén. of 

their possessions in the East 1648 and as replacement for Jacques de Pronis (1619-1655) 

in Madagascar, resided in and served as Cdt.-gén. of the French colony of Fort Dauphin, 

Madagascar from 4 Dec 1648 to 12 Feb 1655, in France 1655-1660 while the Société was 

reorganized, reappointed Dir.-gén. 1660 and sailed (20 Mai 1660) from Dieppe, France for 

Madagascar but died 10 Jun 1660 at sea off the coast of Portugal when his ship was attacked 

and sunk by Barbary pirates. (Flacourt).

Fontana, Felice [Félix] (1730-1805), Italian abbot, physician, zoologist and botanist, born 

15 Apr 1730 in Pomarolo nr. Rovereto [baptized 3 Jun 1730 as Gasparo Ferdinando Felice], 

educated in Rovereto, and at Verona, Parma and the Univ. of Padua 1750-1752, appointed 

by Emperor Francis I (1768-1835) to the chair of philosophy in Pisa 1765, summoned to 

Florence by the Grand-Duke Leopold (1747-1792) and made court physician 1766, also 
commissioned to organize the natural history museum in Florence (which opened 1775) 

and became its dir., traveled in France and England 1775-1780, died 10 Mar 1805 in Flor- 

ence, buried in the Church of Santa Croce. (Fontana). 

NOTE: In 1781, Fontana evidently first described the structure now known as the nucleolus 

after finding it in the cells from the slime of an eel’s skin.

One of the most important collections is at the BM, involving four easily distinguishable 

sets; two sets given to Banks (the 2" a supplement to the first) and two sets acquired from 

A.B. Lambert (P.S. Pallas’ set and a set from George Forster’s estate). Other large Forster 

collections (more than 100 specimens) are at B, C, GOET, K, LIV (the father’s herbarium, 

many of which were sent to K), M, MW, P, S, UPS-THUNB (a very considerable set in- 

volving A. Sparrman) and W. Other collections are at FR, KIEL, KRAM, LE, LINN (often 

via A. Back) and PH (via A.B. Lambert). The Moscow State Univ. (MW) specimens are 

available on microfiche (IDC 2000). — Major holdings of [botanical] artwork are at BM, 

GOTHA and LE. There also is a vast amount of Forster mss. in the Central Library of the 

Muséum natl. d’ Histoire naturelle, Paris (at least 16 of the documents pertain to plants!, as 

opposed to birds, ethnology or zoology). These materials were given by George Forster’s 

wife to “Le Peuple de France” on 11 Dec 1794.

*Fraser, John (1750-1811), Scottish hosier and draper turned plant explorer and nurs- 

eryman, born in Tomnacross [not Tomnacloich] (Inverness-shire), baptized 14 Oct 1750, 

moved to London 1770 or 1776, traveled to collect plants in Newfoundland 1780 and the s. 

U.S.A. 1784-1785, made several more trips to the U.S.A. 1790-1795, established a nursery 

in Chelsea (London) 1795, visited Russia 1796 and was appointed collector for Tsar Paul I 

(1754-1801), returned to America 1799 and also visited Cuba 1801 and the Bahamas 1802, 

began a seventh and final trip to America in 1806 during which he revisited Cuba 1809, his 

nursery business was continued by his sons John (1780-1861) and James Thomas (1782-x), 

the senior Fraser is credited with introducing more than 200 species of flowering plants to 

England, died 26 Apr 1811 in Chelsea. (Fraser). 

NOTE: (1) Sometimes confused with his son, John Fraser (1780-1861), who also was in- 

volved with the Chelsea nursery and traveled (1800-1801 and 1807-1810) in North America 

with the senior Fraser.

Each book or paper treated in the foregoing text has been assigned a num- 
ber printed in bold face type; these numbers are given in this index at the 
end of each entry. Because both short titles (the first significant words of 
the full title) and abbreviations of short titles are given, this index includes 
both. The initial definite and indefinite articles are omitted from titles. The 
unabbreviated short titles are alphabetized word for word, but abbreviated 
ones are treated as if they were single words with the omission of punctua- 
tion and spaces. 
If a title is mentioned under two numbers, both are given in this index. Since 

the same title, at least in its short form, may have been used by two or more 
authors, such entries include the name of the author in the form recom- 

mended at the end of the first paragraph of the section treating him or her. 
Titles of exsiccatae are included, printed in italic type, and titles of jour- 
nals taken from the surname of botanists are printed in capital letters. Both 
kinds of entry include, in parentheses, the word see in italic type followed 
by the surname concerned and then the initials of the author’s first name.

Index to Names 

This index contains the names of authors, collectors, botanical explorers, 
patrons of botanists, botanical artists and other collaborators, as well as 
personal surnames that have been immortalized in names of genera. The 
names of ships that carried exploring expeditions to remote parts of the 
world are included in the index too, because the user may only remember 
that much of the subsequent reports of the trip. 
There are, however, a number of explanations and caveats: 
(1) The abbreviations of author names are included in the index when they 

are really abbreviations, i.e. some letters or at least the initials of the first 
name(s) have been dropped. Such abbreviations are in italics and alphabet- 
ized as if they were complete words, with the omission of punctuation. In 
this index the initials follow the abbreviations even though the abbreviation 
in the text is preceded by initials. 
(2) Diacritical marks are retained (which was not done, except for the Ger- 

man umlaut, in previous indices). 
(3) Names beginning with “Mc”, or “Mac” are treated as if spelled “Mac” 
in combination with the rest of the name as one word (e.g. McDougall). 
(4) Similarly, double names, whether hyphenated or not, names beginning 
wan Wa, “De Des Do, Bu’, “La”, ““Le%; etc..are alphabetized 

as if they were one word under the first letter of the word (“Candolle” for 
“de Candolle” is one of the few exceptions where established usage does 
not conform to this convention). The same holds for Flemish and American 

names that begin with “Van”’. If there is a chance of confusion in locating 
such a name, the index lists also the last part of the name under the appro- 
priate letter. Hyphenated double names are not, however, cross-referenced 
under the last part. 
(5) Names of authors of publications cited in the biography/bibliography 
sections are omitted from this index. 
(6) “Beccari, O. 20.510-20.552 (italic number(s)) refers to that part of the 

text just preceding the treatment of the title numbers 20.510-20.552. “Bec- 
cari, O. 21.661” (roman number) means that there is a reference to O. Bec- 

cari in the information concerning title 21.661, which is by an author other 
than O. Beccari.

(7) An author’s name with the notation “(alph.)” indicates a person who is 

included in the text for some reason but who did not publish items treated 
in this supplement (e.g. “Bourgeau, E. (alph.)’’). 
(8) The notation v. is used to connect the abbreviation of a personal name with 

the name in full to explain the meaning of the abbreviation. It is also used as a 
means of cross-referencing double names, maiden names of married botanists 
who have published under both names, and names of authors who have used 
more than one name for their publications. Finally, when a name is frequently 
used with initial(s) differing from the correct one(s), or in case of different 
spellings of a name, v. is used to connect the various versions of the name.
