The relation of religious, moral and ethical Yalues to 

daily life on the Dic:kin~on <:ampus is the broad topic \dth 
which the Dai1forth Experiment is concerned. Is there 
really something sociall) unjust \\hen fraternities use dis­
criminator} practices '? \\hat should concerned leaders be 
doing about drinking on campus, cheating in exams, and 
similar problem~·~ These question:: are typical of those 
discussed in Danforth meeting~. 

Because the members of the discussion groups are leaders 
of the campus, it h; the hope of the Danforth Experiment 
that they "ill work through their own organizations and 
take action \\ hcncvcr it is needed. Some concepts, such as 
the honors~ stem. arc so broad in sc.ope that the concentrated 
action of all campus organizations is essential. Because of 
their representative nature, the Danforth groups can supply 
direction for unified action in these cases. 

l\ow in its third year, the program is being evaluated to 
determine if its influence has been signficant enough to 
warrant continuation.
