PROGRESS 

For the first time in combat, Chinooks delivered troops 
by ladder into Vietcong infested territory. The mission was a 
blocking force to intercept a possible Vietcong movement. 
Because dense Jungle made it impossible to land any aircraft, 
the Chinook unit delivered 140 men by the ladder technique. 
Lieutenant Colonel Max A. Clark piloted the lead Chinook. 
First Cavalry Division officers observing the maneuver were 
impressed by the effectiveness of the new concept and ladders 
may be used frequently to deliver troops in future operations.

MID-AIR REFUELING 
Successful air-to-a ir refueling tests recenlly 

completed a t Cherry Point, N . C.-involving 
bo th a fi xed wing tanker <lnd a hclicopter­
promise un lim ited range [or helicopters in 
the futtll'e. 

The ex perimenls were considered impor­
tant by the Air Force to pave the way for 
e?.:lendcd ferry fl igh ts and long-dis ta nce mis­
sums. Special rescue versions of the Sikorsky 
C H-3Cs (H H-3Es) are used by the Ai r

A s SOME of you may have heard, not 
only arc thlllgs on the move but so 

am I. I can remember noring shortly after 
I took ovcr this job that "at tbe fate 1I1y 
aircraft and people m'e going to Vietnam 
tbey 1I1ight as well1Jlove 111e (/ud the A1'1IlY 
Aviation Directornte Ollt, too" - I did n't 
realize I'd be taken seriously . 

Happily for YOtl, they've left the rest 
of the Dll"CCcofnte here to continue to look 
after your interests. Colouel Del Bristol will 
run the show for a few months until Briga­
die1' G el1emi Bob W illit11/1S can move in to 

take up the cudgel. · 
I scrawl th is, my last letter to you from 

this job, with regret because I've enjoyed 
writing them. As I pack, and in haste, I 
would like to touch on a few things that are 
moving with us all. 

First, aviation training: tbe scbools are 
on the move.! 

The courses of instruction at both 
W olters and Rucker have been changed to 

give earlier and better indoctrinat ion in low 
level navigation, maximum load operations, 
tact!cal applications of A~my aircraft, ~or­
matlon flr'lng, and mCCIcal autorotattons 
(low leve and minimum forward speed). 

A loung aviator will come to you 
qualifie for instrument flight in a tactical 
environment - helicopter gunnery training 
is given all rotary wing students. Night

in USA R V; Brigndier Ge11eJ·nl W illil/1J1S is 
expected to report for duty il1 the Avintiol1

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flying has been doubled; particularly work 
with tactical lighting. 

The UH- J mechanic trainee now re­
ceives a week of tactical field training con­
sist ing of field and flight duties of the crew 
chief, maintenance of weapons systems, and 
door gunnery. J n short, tne training in the 
schools from one end to the other is pointed 
toward producing a man tai lored for rhe 
conditions under which he is going to have 
to operate. 

Devoted People 
General Tolson, CO/011el PlIt11tr1ll, and 

CO/01Ie1 Fle111i'llg have been rhe leaders in 
making these changes but the), have been 
helped tremendously by devoted people all 
up and down the line. Particularly good em­
phasis has been lent by the more than 500 
veterans of RVN who are now members of 
the faculties at the schools. 

It's heartening to nOte also that even 
with the expansion we have shown no signs 
yet of failin~ [0 get the numbers of appli­
cants we will need to get the job done. 

The Vice Chief of Staff, Geneml 
Creighton W. Abrams, after a recent visit 
to Fort Rucker, enthused t hat "this school 
is really trying to turn out a product that is 
equipped to do the job and to meet the re­
quirements of the {ie/d ,n 

Change in Atmosphere 
I point to the schools as being typical 

because they do typify the whole program. 
In every direction I look J can conclude 
only that "l1otbi1Jg succeeds like success." 
By and large throughout the Army today 
there is a tremendous change in atmosphere 
and attitudes concerning aviators and the 
Army A viation Program. T his is attrib­
utable to only one thing - the manner in 
which you people have proved yourselves 
and have proved the concept in the field 
(not that we don't still have much progress 
to make). 

There arc st ill many things that we 
have not underraken because of pressures 
and the problems of the times hut which 
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are in trail and which should be to the 
benefit of all of liS before too much longer. 

W e are, for example, initiating a com­
plete new look at the TVafra1lt Officer Pro­
gm111. The program as it now exists was 
established abom fiften years ago and there 
is no doubt that time has caused it to lose 
some of the equities that were intended 
when it was SCt up. and that this has caused 
rhe program to become less attractive than 
it should be. 

I recently received a very fine and 
thought provoking letter from CT,VQ Rob­
ert L. Hamilton of Fort Rucker that 
typified~n a very constructive fashion the 
gripes of somc of Ollr best vVarrants. We 
will use this and others as a basis for ovcr­
haul. 

W e are start ing another hard look at 
the enlisted program in the same way to try

to make sure that our superb career enlisted 
men fIet the breaks that they deserve. A long 
cithe~ of these lines the constructive 
thoughts of all of you arc welcome. If you 
have ideas, send them in - My successor 
has broad shoulders. 

Around the C lock 
Things are moving in the fields of ma­

terial, too. Out on the ends of the line we 
all beef about parts, supplies, the adequacy 
of our equipment and so on, and there is 
always reason to beef; but by the same wiccn 
AMC, the project managers, and every one 
in the business arc working around rhe clock 
try ing to make your equipment better 
whether it is bearings or weapons and de­
vising better means of getting it to you 
faster and more effectively . It's go ing to be 
awhile before you all sec it; btl[ it's coming.

The two ,Ire itllcl'depenclent, btll lend to be 
approached with 'Illite dirrereut degrees of 
precision. Elements of the choice process in 
bmh cases include technology, manufanuring. 
suppOrt, opel'atiullS, aud cost. 

First Purchase 
The first advertisement ,tnt! specification for 

it heavier-than-ai r flying machine was issued 
by the Signal Office 011 December 23, 1907, and 
specified fill t1ircra/t SIIpported elltirely _ by 
dY"flmh- relic/ion, IWlIillg 110 gas bag. 

It wa.~ to he packed for (;onStrll(;tioll in 
wagons and (;apable of being asselllbled or taken 
apart in one hour.

2. The mission and performance envelopes are 
defined. 

3, ' The beSl technical approaches have been 
selected.

5. T he cost effectiveness of the proposed 
item has heen c1ete t'lui ned to he favorable in 
relationship to the cost effectiveness of compet­
i Ilg items on a DO I)-wide basis. 

6. Cost and sched ule estimates are credible and 
acceptable. 

The met hod by which aircra rt characteristics 
a re actually established is subject to a great 
deal of diHerence of opinion . If you ask the 
Com bat Oe"elo pment agencies, they will say 
that the operators establish user requiremen ts 
based 011 fie ld needs. 

If yOIl :lsk the i\ lateriel agencies, the answer 
willLJe that they know what is technically feasi ble 
and, therefore, rea lly es tablish the requirements 

which are then adopted by the Combat De,'cJop­
lllellt agency. 

]( you ask industry representatives, some will 
claim, ba sed on past experience, that they 
de termine what the user rea lly wants and then 
propose sta te-of-the-art systems, the description 
of which become the I"c(luirements. The true 
simation is, of course, somew here between the 
ex tremes.

Ad hoc groups can and ha ve ueen applied 
as a practicab le in-house method for a sol ution 
to problems involving Illany interfaces and com­
promises, both technical and operat ionaL The 
Army Aircraft Req uirements Re\'iew Board, 
better known as the Rogers Board, functioned 
quite e(fectivel y in 1960 with the coopen.lion 
of industry to dcvelop its best estimates of Army 
aircraft requiremellls during the 1960-70 time 
period. Another example is the aircraft require­
ments work done hy the Huwze Board 

lmlustry call amI shou ld be asked to con· 
tribute solut ions, as in the case of the Rogers 
Board, aud should he given sllIdy contracts for 
techn ica l <lspeo[S of it ri C \\, .tirCraft systcm. lndm· 
try is, how('ver, barrcd U)' co nflict·of-iIllcresl 
statutes from later Ila rdwa re development 
through dircct panicipalion in the systems con­
cepts and ollcrat ion al requiretllcllts I)hases. 

The not-for-profit systems alltliysis grau!}s with 
thcir experiencc and capability for defense prob­
lcnHolving. logct h~r with a delachmelll that is 
possible because of their rela tively independent 
stams, were created to perform u nique services 
not amenaule to in-house accomplishmcnt. T hese 
groups can help in so lving interface confl iclS, 
coordina ting parallel eHarLS, and conducting sys­
tellls itnalyses, trade-oCCs, and cost/effecti \'cncss 
comparisons needed in concept formulation.

Systems Analyses 
Systcms anitlyses of ai rcraft systems include 

four basic steps as shown by Chart # 5. first, a 
functiOital relluirelll~llts ana lys is is conducted 
in order to dctermine the oujecliyes to be ac· 
complished by alternative systems in the opera­
tional envirOllment. Alternatives' anal ysis pro· 
duces deli neitliotl of feasible and significant 
candidates for accomplishment of these objec· 
tives. Cost analysis provides es timates of the 
incremental cost of adop ting each alternative, 
including all resource implicatio ns. 

The compa rison of alternatives is thcll made 
thl'Oug-h some simulation of the real or ex­
pected situation involvi ng a set or relationships 
among the ouject ives, alternatives, envirollment 
and resources. Preferred alternati\'es are deter· 
mined in accordance with the select ion criteria 
used . 

S}'Stem analysis methods are beginning to be 
used for addrl'ssing the second pan of my 
subject. namely how the Arm y decides how 
ma ny aircraft of various t),pes it wi ll ha\'e. N um­
bers are detenni ned to a large measure by 
the major force structure dccisions which are 
made yearly as a part of the JCS and OSD plan· 
ning process. Force development planning wi thi n 
the Army matches numbers of aircraft to the 
approved organizational structu re of the Arm)'. 

The principal determinants of quantity are 
Corce size, forcc compositi on, total cost, total 
cost by type, and unit cost, including all reo 
so urces. These factors arc interdependent and 
should be tratled with onc another. 

Considerations 
Some obvious, uut sometimes overlooked, con­

siderations should be reviewed in connection 
with quantitative requ iremen ts: 

• Over-all contrai nts on "force cost" influencc 
numbcrs. 

• Additional nu mbers of thc same type tend 
to cost less to buy and operate and lo be more 
reliable tha n new types. 

• No~ing is cheaper than the "sunk cost" of 
what you have in inventory. 

• Maimcmlilce man·llOu rs require peop le­
the), are sca rce and costl y. 

• The ra lio of support personnel to combat 
personnel is constrained; somebody has to fight 
on the ground~ so the Army call have just so 
many aircra ft mechanics.

• Savings will contiuue to be sought by replac­
ing many mode ls with a fewer number, and by 
longer production rutls of joint dcvclupmclHs of 
a few b<lsic engine/airframe combinations.
