Bills for local subscribers are payable monthly in advance. If
payment is made on or before the 15th of the current month the net
bill is applicable. Thereafter, the gross bill is due and payable, and
after the 15th of the month the subscriber is subject to disconnec-
tion and service will not be restored until all arrears, together with
a charge of $1.50 are paid.

Rural subscribers are to be billed monthly and are to have the
entire month in which to obtain the net rate.

Service charges are due and payable at the company’s office
(not central office) within the discount period shown on each hill.

Subscribers are responsible to the telephone company for all

MOVING TELEPHONES AND CHANGING LOCATION

Five days’ notice for inside change of location of telephone
should be given. There will be a charge of $1.50 for such change.

Notify the Manager if you move, also give name of party tak-
ing your place. You will be responsible for the celephone rent if
you do not do this.

Exchange Service. Business service is furnished for use of
subscribers and their employes only in their business and for such
extra directory listed users as may be contracted for by the sub-
scriber on the same premises.

RULES AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR LOCAL SERVICE
: 1. Please look up the number before calling; do not call by
name.
2. Do not remove the receiver while the bell 1s ringing.
3. Call numbers of subscribers added since issuance of this
directory, or changes in call numbers of subscribers listed, can be
obtained by calling “Information,” one long ring.



4. Do not allow the children or others to listen on the line
when it is in use, or play with the telephone at any time. This rule
is absolutely necessary for the good of the whole line, and contin-
ued violation will result in prompt removal of telephone.

5. Attempts to get the use of line, breaking in on conversation
and reporting conversation will positively not be permitted.

6. The use of phonographs, graphophones or other musical
instruments on party lines is strictly prohibited.

7. Subscribers are asked not to use the telephone during
thunder storms.

8. The company shall have the right to enter the subscriber’s

Do not say double four for forty-four, but say four,
four. Neither say 2--4's as you will likely get number 24, nor 3--4's
for 444 as you will likely get number 34. You know that plurals
framed by s do not transmit well, if at all. This is also true of any
aspirate sound.

15. Central shall have the right of line over parties in social
conversation for long distance messages.

16. When subscribers are talking on a rural line they must
surrender use of said line to Central at once when requested to do
so by the operator.

17. Keep off the line when the lineman is testing unless he
rings your own phone. Please remember this.

18." Emergency Rural Line. Ring four (4) long rings. Every-
body listen.

19. Long-distance rates and other long-distance information
can be secured by calling the Chief Operator.
