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New or interesting records of lichenicolous fungi 
from Poland IX

Records of 41 rare or overlooked lichenicolous fungi and lichens are presented. Seven species are new to Poland: 
Bachmanniomyces uncialicola, Epicladonia simplex, Leptosphaeria ramalinae, Lettauia cladoniicola, Lichenostigma 
maureri, Phoma ficuzzae and Sclerococcum serusiauxii. Biatoropsis usnearum and Phaeosporobolus usneae are new 
to the Carpathians. Lecanora pulicaris is a new host for Briancoppinsia cytospora.

Funde 41 seltener oder übersehener lichenicoler Pilze und Flechten werden aus Polen gemeldet. Sieben Arten sind 
neu für Polen: Bachmanniomyces uncialicola, Epicladonia simplex, Leptosphaeria ramalinae, Lettauia cladoniicola, 
Lichenostigma maureri, Phoma ficuzzae und Sclerococcum serusiauxii. Biatoropsis usnearum und Phaeosporobolus 
usneae sind neu für die Karpaten. Lecanora pulicaris ist eine neue Wirtsflechte für Briancoppinsia cytospora. 
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Introduction
The biota of lichenized and lichenicolous fungi is thought to be well studied in Poland, but still 
many species are recorded for the first time from the country or described as new to science, and 
the distribution of many taxa is still not well known (Kowalewska & Kukwa 2004, Kukwa 
& Diederich 2005, Flakus 2006, Kukwa 2006, Kukwa & Kubiak 2007, Motiejūnaitė & 
Kukwa 2008, Czarnota et al. 2009, Kukwa & Jabłońska 2009, Zhurbenko et al. 2009, 
Śliwa & Flakus 2011, Flakus & Śliwa 2012, Kukwa et al. 2012). 
In this series we present new distributional data on some lichenicolous fungi and lichens in 
Poland. So far 8 parts were published (see Kukwa et al. 2002, 2010, Kukwa 2004, 2005, 
Kukwa & Czarnota 2006, Kukwa & Kowalewska 2007, Kukwa & Jabłońska 2008, 
Kukwa & Flakus 2009, Kukwa et al. 2010). In this paper, records of 43 taxa are presented, 7 
of which are new to Poland and 2 are new to the Carpathians. Other species are rare or under�
recorded in the country.

Material and methods
Specimens studied for this paper are deposited in the lichen herbaria OLS, SLTC and UGDA. 
The anatomy of the samples was studied in preparations mounted in water with or without
