In the present paper, 195 lichen taxa and one lichenicolous fungus are reported from the Kaz Mountains. Rhizocarpon 
jemtlandicum and Rinodina moziana are new to Turkey.

In der vorliegenden Arbeit werden 195 Flechtentaxa und ein Flechtenpilz aus dem Kaz-Gebirge gemeldet. Rhizocarpon 
jemtlandicum und Rinodina moziana sind neu für die Türkei.
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Introduction
Numerous studies on lichens have been conducted in Turkey over the recent decades, as re-
vealed in the latest lichen list (John & Türk 2017); however, there are still some areas that 
have not yet been studied in detail, one of them are the Kaz Mountains. The Kaz Mountains 
are a slightly curved mountain range stretching approximately 60 km west to east in Western 
Anatolia and separating the Marmara and Aegean Regions of Turkey. It is an important flo-
ristic site harbouring c. 73 endemic plants, and it was designated as a National Park in 1994 
(Özhatay et al. 2005). Consequently, this region caught the interest of numerous botanists, 
and some records of lichen taxa in the Kaz Mountains have also been published. The first 
lichen records from the Kaz Mountains were provided by Karamanoğlu (1964), followed by 
Culberson & Culberson (1968), Karamanoğlu (1971), Schındler (1975), John (1992), 
Şenkardeşler (2009), Oran & Öztürk (2010) and Özdemır Türk et al. (2015). In these 
studies, a few lichen taxa were recorded from the Kaz Mountains. A more detailed lichenologi-
cal study including 75 taxa from Gürgen Mount in the northeast of the Kaz Mountains was 
conducted by Çobanoğlu & Sevgı (2006). Furthermore, a more recent list based on more 
intense fieldwork was published by Oran et al. (2018), reporting 184 infrageneric taxa in the 
Kaz Mountains from the Balıkesir Province. A study from a region close to the Kaz Mountains 
was carried out by Karabulut et al. (2004) and in this study, 124 lichen taxa were published 
from Karadağ and Şap Mountain (Çanakkale province).
In the present article, I aimed to include further records from different parts of the Kaz 
Mountains as additions to the checklist created by John & Türk (2017).
