Sigourney goes ‘really big,” wins Olympic bronze

WITH AN Olympic medal on the line, freestyle skier
and Carmel resident Brita Sigourney saved her best for last.
In a dramatic run Tuesday morning (Korea time) that had
her many supporters gasping each time she took to the air to
do another daring trick, Sigourney edged out one of her own

teammates by just eight-tenths of a point to win the bronze
medal in the women’s ski half-pipe finals in Pyeongchang,
South Korea.

“Yesterday was amazing,” Sigourney, 28, posted on social
media the following day. “I’m so happy to be bringing home
a medal and proud of all the girls for throwing down in one
of the most insane contests ever. I am so grateful for this
opportunity and everyone’s support.”

A former student at Santa Catalina and
All Saints’ who finished sixth at the 2014
Winter Olympics in Sochi, Russia,
Sigourney faced an uphill battle to reach
the podium in Pyeongchang. She’s battled
a grim assortment of injuries throughout
her career, including a broken pelvis, two
broken knees, a fractured collarbone and a
torn ACL. She also faced fierce competi-
tion from others, including teammates
Annalisa Drew and Maddie Bowman.

In her first run, Sigourney received an
impressive 89.80 score from the judges to
move into third place — 3 points ahead of
Drew. Bowman, who earned a gold medal
in the event at the 2014 Winter Olympics,
fell on her first run.

Because Drew didn’t improve on her
score on the second run, and Bowman fell
again, Sigourney held on to third place
going into the last run. Bowman fell again
on her final try, turning the battle for the
bronze into a contest between Sigourney
and Drew, who are close friends.

Drew went first, and had her best run
of the day. The judges rewarded her with a
score of 90.80, which moved her a full
point ahead of Sigourney.

With everything riding on her last run
— and needing to wow the judges —
Sigourney couldn’t play it safe. But she
also couldn’t afford a mistake.

As her family, friends and fans held a

Flippo won’t seek reelection; assistant DA wants job

DAYS AFTER longtime Monterey County District
Attorney Dean Flippo said he would not seek reelection later
this year, an assistant district attorney announced her plans to
run for the seat.

On Feb. 16, Dean Flippo, who has held office for 27
years, said he would not file for reelection for an eighth term,
but that he would complete his current term, which ends
January 2019.

“It has been a great honor to represent the people of
Monterey County in this capacity,” Flippo said in a state-
ment. “It has also been my privilege to work with the finest
management team, deputy
district attorneys, investiga-
tors and support staff to be
found anywhere. Their com-
mitment to seeking justice
and fighting to keep the
community safe has been
and is very much appreciat-
ed.”

New blood

On Tuesday, Jeannine
Pacioni, 53, who started
working in the district attor-
ney’s office in 1992, said she
would run for the open seat.

“I've been committed to
prosecuting violent and seri-
ous crimes — crimes where
vulnerable victims are left
hurting or dead,” she told a group of about 50 attendees,
including Flippo, at a campaign kickoff event in Salinas.
“Elder abuse, child and sexual assault cases, homicides, and
most recently, human trafficking crimes.”

Pacioni noted that women make up the majority of judges
in Monterey County, and that a woman, Susan Chapman, is
the county’s public defender.

“I am proud to run as the first female district attorney in
Monterey County, and I think it’s about time,” she said to
applause.

Pacioni told The Pine Cone after the press conference that
“having a female elected district attorney would illustrate
Monterey County’s continued progressive views toward gen-

September Ranch
sold to real estate
investment group

B Will pursue development plan
approved by supes in 2010

A REAL estate investment fund has purchased the
sprawling 891-acre September Ranch off Carmel Valley
Road for $19.25 million, with plans to build 95 homes, 22 of
which will be affordable, a new public hiking trail to connect
Carmel Valley Road with Jacks Peak, and other features that
were approved by the county a decade ago.

Longtime September Ranch owner Jim Morgens sold the
property to DLC Capital Partners, which said in a statement
that it would carry out the housing plan the county OK'd in
2010. The project will be managed by Clear Peak
Development, a San Jose company, and Morgens and his
family will advise the development team.

‘Confident’ about ‘new team’

Morgens — who has owned the ranch since 1966 — could
not be reached for comment this week, but he issued a state-
ment Wednesday through David Armanasco of Armanasco
Public Relations.

“Our family is confident this team is going to do a great
job implementing the plan that was thoroughly vetted and
approved by the Monterey County Board of Supervisors,”
Morgens said.

Morgens has long sought to develop the property, only to
be thwarted by activists opposed to the project over environ-
mental and traffic concerns, and judges who sided with the

City attorney expects harassment report in days

B Will hold public presentation March 7

THE INVESTIGATOR looking into sexual harassment
and other allegations against Mayor Steve Dallas could be
finished with her report as early as Friday, city attorney Glen
Mozingo told The Pine Cone Thursday, and he’s planning to
hold a press conference and take questions from the public at
city hall Wednesday, March 7, at 10 a.m.

“I’'m expecting to get the report hopefully by tomorrow,”
he said, after which he, deputy city attorney Gerard Rose and
assistant city attorney Jon Giffen will meet with investigator
Irma Rodriguez and “go through the report line by line.”

Rodriguez, an experienced attorney who works for a San
Francisco Bay area firm, and her associates have been inter-
viewing people, reviewing and responding to emails and
phone calls, and conducting research for the investigation,
which simply seeks to determine “whether the city has any
civil or criminal liability as to the conduct of a public offi-
cial,” Mozingo said.

While it was Monterey County Vintners & Growers
Association executive director Kim Stemler’s complaints of
sexual harassment that prompted the investigation, he said,
allegations received since then have touched on other types
of behavior and conduct, such as threats.

An accusation, of course, does not equate to guilt, and
Mozingo said every allegation or contact requires a response.
Rodriguez, for instance, assigned someone specifically to
handle the 67 emails sent by resident Lynn Ross since the
investigation began. Ross has repeatedly complained about
the reporting process, potential conflicts of interest and other
issues in emails sent to the city council, city attorney, city
administrator and others.

“Each one of those things has to be addressed,” Mozingo
said, regarding complaints or issues raised.

He also noted that some who have reached out have done
so to offer information, witness accounts, and other facts or
perceptions. He doesn’t know exactly how many people have
been in contact with Rodriguez or her associates.

After Mozingo and his colleagues receive the report and

BY THE time Hurricane Harvey ended its siege on
Southeastern Texas last September, thousands of pets
were thought to be missing or homeless. A Carmel
couple, thinking about getting a dog to fill the hole in
their hearts left by the passing of two beloved schnau-
zers, decided it might be time to consider a rescue.

The couple, who had lived in Houston for 30 years
before converting their second home on Mission Street
into a permanent residence, were drawn to the great
need for pet rescue in their home state. The wife’s sis-
ter, Sally, a flight attendant based in Houston, prom-
ised to look into it.

Sally soon shared a photograph of a tiny puppy
tucked into a cage marked, “HH-Cindy,” which happens
to be her sister's name. The dog had been labeled a
schnauzer. After a two-week hold at the Humane Soci-
ety of Southeast Texas, in case the dog's family came
to claim her, Sally was able to collect the puppy and fly
with her to California.

Moments after take-off, the puppy wriggled out of
her bag and climbed into Sally’s lap, where she re-
mained for the duration of the flight.

“When Sally got off the plane, I looked at the lit-
tle dog and thought, ‘'Hmmm. She doesn't look like a
schnauzer — more Yorkie, and maybe some papillon.’
Turns out Sally realized she wasn't a schnauzer the
moment she saw her,” said Cindy, “but she didn't feel
she could leave her behind. She knew I'd want her,

anyway.”

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City trash cans may get new look

B More recycling sought

TIME AND again, public officials have
thought about revamping the city’s signature
“squirrel cans” because they’re costly, small
and don’t accept recycling. Still, the style and
design have persisted as part of the town’s
unique character.

But last week, in the name of improving
recycling rates and lowering costs, the plan-
ning commission unanimously voted to test
an alternative design in Devendorf Park that
will provide side-by-side trash and recycling
bins enclosed in teak siding. The experiment
is being funded by a $10,000 grant from the
state’s CalRecycle program, according to en-
vironmental compliance manager Agnes Topp,
who presented the options to commissioners at
their Feb. 14 meeting.

Topp pointed out the “very limited number
of recycling containers around the city,” noting
that Sunset Center has a few wood receptacles
that accommodate trash and recycling, and De-
vendorf Park has “a couple of old, very outdat-
ed and poorly signed stations.”

With so little opportunity to recycle down-
town, the city’s “diversion rate” — that is, the
reduction in the amount of garbage going to
the landfill due to using less, recycling and
composting — is only 49 percent. The rate
for city agencies, including public works and
street sweeping, is lower, at 34 percent. Mean-
while, the statewide goal is 75 percent — and
is supposed to be achieved by 2020.

As a result, Topp suggested the city try re-
ceptacles that would accommodate trash and
recycling in adjacent containers.

“For recycling to be successful in public ar-
eas, we really have to have the recycling next
to the trash,” he said. “If it’s left alone, it just
becomes a trash can.”

If commissioners were strongly attached to
the squirrel cans, which Topp said cost $800
apiece ($550 for materials and $250 for labor)
and have a 15-gallon capacity — which works
out to $53 per gallon of capacity — she sug-
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gested having one for trash and another for re-
cycling next to each other. But that would be
the most expensive option, based on the price
per gallon of capacity, and it “might be kind of
cluttered to have two cans,” she said.

As one alternative, she suggested the metal
“Colonial” receptacles like those recently in-
stalled in Pacific Grove. The upside is they’re
inexpensive and durable, as well as large, of-
fering 36 gallons each for garbage and recycla-
bles. “It’s definitely the most cost effective, but
obviously, it’s a less natural look not necessar-
ily fitting the Carmel look.” The cost would be
$1,813 apiece, or $25 per gallon of capacity.

Squirrel intact

The most attractive option, Topp said,
would be custom-built side-by-side containers
encased in teak siding. They would hold 35
gallons each of trash and recycling, and could
be branded with the squirrel logo, too. The cost
would be $2,565 apiece, or $37 per gallon.

“What we’re looking for is a can that would
fit well with the existing cans downtown, one
that has more capacity and the ability for recy-
cling as well, and the customary squirrel logo
could potentially go on these cans as well, as
part of the program,” planning director Marc
Wiener summarized. “We were looking for fit,
and part of the reason we recommended the
wood option is because it’s more compatible
with what we currently use.”

Topp recommended replacing 10 of the
dozen squirrel cans in Devendorf Park, along
with the two recycling “stations,” with the
side-by-side teak versions. Three would be in
the park, and two more would be on the adja-
cent sidewalks. Keeping the two squirrel cans
would allow staff to compare their longevity
and use against the new receptacles, she said.

Resident Barbara Livingston, the only
member of the public to comment, said she
was happy to hear the squirrel would have its
place on the new receptacles.

All of the commissioners preferred the
wood-sided cans over the metal ones, and no

The gavel falls

Verdicts, pleas and sentencings announced by
The Monterey County District Attorney

Nov. 29 — Eddie Martinez-Perez, 27, a resi-
dent of Salinas, pled guilty to one count of child
molestation. This charge is considered a “strike”
under California’s Three Strikes law.

The victim, Jane Doe, reported that Marti-
nez-Perez, her family member, sexually mo-
lested her about two years ago when she was
10 years old. Jane Doe stated the sexual assault
occurred when Doe’s mother was not home and
Martinez-Perez was watching over her. Jane
Doe said that she woke up in the middle of the
night and discovered Martinez-Perez was lying
next to her in the bed and was molesting her.

Martinez-Perez will be sentenced by Judge
Carrie M. Panetta to a maximum sentence of six
years to be served in state prison. The charge
Martinez-Perez pled guilty to is a violent felony
so Martinez-Perez will have to serve 85 percent
of his sentence before being released. Addition-
ally, Martinez-Perez will be required to register
as a sexual offender.

Nov. 29 — Hodges Foster Mitchell, 59, a
transient, pled guilty to one count of indecent
exposure, a felony offense. Mitchell has a prior
conviction for indecent exposure in 1991, and a
prior strike conviction for assault with the intent
to commit rape in 1984.

Mitchell was on active parole at the time
of the offense and had a GPS tracker attached
to his ankle. On September 1, 2017, at around
12:45 p.m., Mitchell’s parole officer, Gabri-
el Perez, received a phone call informing him
that Mitchell had exposed his genitals in public.
After receiving this phone call, Officer Perez
began tracking Mitchell’s location through his
GPS tracker and located Mitchell in the area
near the Monterey County Probation Depart-
ment in Salinas. Upon arriving on scene, Offi-
cer Perez observed Mitchell laying on his side in
the bushes by the Probation Department. Officer
Perez noticed that Mitchell was exposing him-
self and touching himself in a sexual manner.

The intersection near the Monterey County Pro-
bation Department has a lot of foot traffic, and
there were several people in the area at the time
of the offense.

Judge Carrie M. Panetta will sentence Mitch-
ell to two years and eight months to be served
in state prison. Mitchell will also be required to
register as a sex offender.

Nov. 29 — Shayla Nuki, 22, a resident of Sa-
linas, pled guilty to one count of second degree
robbery. This charge is considered a “strike” un-
der California’s Three Strikes law.

On June 11, 2016, officers from the Sali-
nas Police Department received a report of a
stabbing that had occurred in the area near the
L’ Amour adult shop in Salinas. An officer con-
tacted the victim of the stabbing. The victim in-
formed the officer that he had agreed to meet
Nuki at the ’Amour adult shop that evening.
The victim stated that Nuki was a prostitute,
and that she agreed to have sex with him in ex-
change for money. The victim and Nuki entered
the adult shop together to purchase condoms.
Nuki exited the shop several seconds prior to
the victim and contacted a male suspect who
was standing outside the shop. The victim then
exited the adult shop and met up with Nuki. At
that time, the male suspect confronted the vic-
tim and said, “Give me your wallet.” The vic-
tim refused to hand over his wallet. As a result,
the male suspect pulled out a knife and stabbed
the victim in the leg. The victim was afraid for
his life and handed his wallet over to the male.
Nuki and the male suspect then fled the scene
together.

The victim was transported to the hospital
where he received six staples for the injury on
his leg. The incident was captured on the sur-
veillance video at the L’ Amour adult shop. The
male suspect has yet to be identified.

Nuki will be sentenced to two years in state
prison.
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Twenty trees to be cut in North Dunes

AFTER HEARING that trees growing in
the sand dunes at the northern end of Carmel
Beach are hurting the native plants like Tide-
strom lupine, the planning commission unani-
mously decided this week that 20 trees should
be taken down, including 18 Monterey cypress
and two Monterey pines.

In a lengthy presentation, the removals were
recommended by biologist Joey Canepa, who
explained that density of the trees and the de-
bris they leave on the sand interfere with the
ability of plants that are supposed to be there
to sprout and grow.

“Eight of the trees are less than 8 inches in
diameter, and there are another 12 that are 10
inches in diameter,” she said. “Most of them
are in overplanted areas.”

She recommended two of the large cypress
trees in the grove of five near the restrooms be

cut down, as well as six along the eastern edge
of the volleyball courts.

“It’s hard for native plants to germinate
when there are trees raining debris on the
sand,” she noted.

Near the boardwalk are 16 Monterey pines,
and in a cluster of five of them, Canepa recom-
mended cutting down two.

Photos of the area from the 19th century
show open dunes with a scattering of shrubs.
Only in more recent decades have trees started
to grow there.

“There’s some controversy about where all
these trees came from,” she said, and while the
person who put them there was undoubtedly
well intentioned, a cluster of five near critical
habitat should be thinned.

“I’'m willing to take suggestions on which
two they should be,” she said.

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Man rescued after kayak starts sinking

PINE CONE STAFF REPORT

REscuUERs WERE busy with back-to-
back calls for people caught in the surf and
needing help Saturday morning. The first —
reported as a small boat offshore and in dis-
tress — turned out to be nothing, because the
people in the boat were actually fine. But the
second, which occurred less than an hour later,
involved a swimmer who’d fallen off his kayak
about 100 yards offshore.

At around 11:15 a.m. Feb. 17, passersby
reported seeing a man in a yellow vest who'd
apparently come out of a white kayak off the
rocks near Scenic Road and Santa Lucia Av-
enue.

Engines from Cal Fire’s Pebble Beach and
Carmel Highlands stations, as well as Monte-

rey Fire, responded, and out on the water, res-
cue swimmers on board a Cal Fire inflatable
boat managed to pull the swimmer out of the
water and recover the kayak, which was sink-
ing.
The kayaker didn’t require any medical
treatment and was taken to Stillwater Cove.

Firefighters used the occasion to remind
people to be cautious when in the water, and
to watch out for the narrow and strong rip
currents that can pull them away from shore.
Monterey Bay, Carmel Bay, and Carmel River
State Beach are known for having strong rip
currents, while Monastery Beach a bit farther
down the coast has a strong undertow, too, due
to the deep-water trench that terminates there.
Numerous drownings have occurred there over
the years.

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Trees and shrubs used to ‘annoy
and harass’ neighbors, lawsuit says

A DISPUTE over a dead cypress tree
and overgrown vegetation has led the owners
of a Carmel home to take their Scenic Road
neighbors to court, accusing them of intention-
ally refusing to remove the cypress and trim
the shrubs — which are blocking their ocean
views — out of spite.

In a complaint filed in Monterey County
Superior Court Feb. 9, Kenneth and Donna
Derr, who live on the 26000 block of Ocean
View Avenue, allege that when they offered to
pay for the removal of a dead cypress located
on a Scenic Road property owned by Gerard
and Rya Weis, they didn’t get the response
they’d hoped.

“It was at that time that Gerard Weis stated
that the prior owner of the Derr property had
poisoned the tree and that [Weis] would nev-
er remove it,” the lawsuit says. “Weis further

stated that if it fell down, he would replace it
with the biggest tree he could find to block” the
Derrs’ view.

The Weis’ property is part of the Robinson
Jeffers Estates, which contains restrictions
prohibiting fences or hedges that are more than
6 feet tall, according to the complaint, filed for
the Derrs by Carmel attorney Elizabeth Giano-
la with Horan Lloyd.

In another instance, the Derrs asked the
Weises if they could cut some vegetation that
was growing past the fence line, but the Weises
ignored their requests twice, the suit says.

The Weises “appeared to have agreed to
allow their gardener to cut the vegetation but
then summarily retracted permission,” the
Derrs contend.

A message left Wednesday on an Illinois
phone number listed for the Weises was not

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Volleyball courts moved, huge stumps hauled away

A CRITICAL part of the restoration work at the North
Dunes was accomplished earlier this month, when some of the
players who frequent the volleyball courts at Carmel Beach
teamed up with city workers and others to help move the courts
to a better location on the sand at the foot of Ocean Avenue.

Biologist Joey Canepa, who developed the restoration plan
for the dunes in order to bring back and protect various native
plants and creatures there, explained at a Feb. 14 planning com-
mission meeting that the courts had to be relocated in order to
provide a wider boundary between the sensitive habitat areas
and the public.

“The main point of it was to make a bigger buffer zone be-
tween the volleyball action and their sitting places, and the hab-
itat,” she said.

Before the work could be done, though, two huge stumps
had to be pulled out. They belonged to a couple of dead Mon-
terey cypress trees that were cut down last year, and after a city
crew tried to remove one of them — damaging a backhoe in

the process — a professional wrecking crew from Randazzo
Enterprises was hired to do the job, according to city admin-
istrator Chip Rerig. Workers “brought in a large excavator and
succeeded in removing the stumps and loading them on a trailer
for recycling,” he said.

Then, on Feb. 6, public works employees collaborated with
Canepa and the volleyball players to level the sand, sink large
posts 8 feet deep “to ensure secure anchorage against the el-
ements and very hardcore volleyball enthusiasts,” and install
new hardware for the nets. “No legless lizards were harmed,”
Rerig reported, referring to one of the area’s protected species,
the California black legless lizard.

The city administrator said he received positive comments
from members of the volleyball group, many of whom par-
ticipated in discussions about the fate of the courts when the
habitat restoration plan was being developed. A condition of
the Coastal Development Permit issued in September 2016 for
the project specifically states that “the city shall work with the

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Funding for water project in question as showdown over surcharge heads to court

THE BATTLE over a surcharge that the Monterey
Peninsula Water Management District imposes on its cus-
tomers’ water bills is headed to an appeals court in San Jose
next week.

Five years ago, the Monterey Peninsula Taxpayers
Association, represented by attorney Margaret Thum, sued
the water district over the charge, which was imposed on
Peninsula water users in 2012 to help pay for the Pure Water
Monterey recycling project in Marina. Though a Monterey
County judge ruled in favor of the water district, the taxpayer
group appealed.

On Tuesday, justices with the Sixth District Court of
Appeal in San Jose will hear arguments from attorneys on
both sides.

The taxpayer group filed suit after the water district’s

board rejected a referendum that could have overturned the
water supply charge.

Plaintiffs Rick Heuer and Tom Rowley contend that the
water district violated the state’s constitution by imposing the
charge and refusing to hold the referendum. Member Ron
Pasquinelli was also involved in the lawsuit until his death
last year.

The water district maintains it has jurisdiction to impose
the charge without getting permission from voters, and that
the referendum petition misled those who signed it.

The water district began imposing the surcharge after the
PUC in 2012 ordered Cal Am to stop collecting the water dis-
trict’s “user fee.”

Water project future uncertain?

This week, Thum wrote a letter to the state’s Public

Utilities Commission informing the agency that the future of

Pure Water Monterey — a collaboration between the water
district and the Monterey Regional Water Pollution Control
Agency — could be in jeopardy if the group prevails in an
appeals court.

Addressed specifically to PUC administrative law judges
Gary Weatherford, Robert Haga, and Darcie Houck, Thum’s
letter said that “depending on the Sixth District’s decision,
the water district could be prevented from continuing to col-
lect [the water charge] that funds” the recycled water project.

Perhaps more concerning, Thum argued, is that the district
— if the appellate court rules in her client’s favor — could
also be “required to obtain voter approval of the [recycled
water] project before proceeding any further.”

The issues raised by the taxpayer group’s appeal include
Ordinance 152, the water district ordinance that imposed the
charge, and Proposition 218, the state law that requires voter
approval prior to the increase of general taxes, assessments,
and certain user fees.

The third issue, Thum wrote, “focuses on the provision of
the water district’s enabling law that requires voter approval
of projects before proceeding with them; the district has not
obtained voter approval of” the Pure Water Monterey pro-
ject.

The taxpayer group first filed suit in June 2013 in
Monterey County after the water district’s board of directors
the year before rejected a referendum that would have over-
turned the water supply charge.

‘Premature to speculate’

In response to the letter, water district attorney David
Laredo told The Pine Cone it’s “premature” to speculate on
the outcome of next week’s court hearing.

“First, the water management district prevailed on all
issues before the trial court,” Laredo said Wednesday.
“Appellate courts rarely reverse trial court rulings in matters
of this sort.”

Secondly, Laredo said that even if the appellate court rul-
ing doesn’t fully back the trial court decision, the justices
could direct that further hearings on the matter, which would
“fall short substantive reversal.”

“In other words, the appellate court could remand the
matter for further trial court action, or further administrative
action by the Water Management District,” Laredo said.
“Such direction could allow correction of any theoretical,

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Donations sought for fundraiser to help former clerk with kidney transplant

LORI FRONTELLA, the former interim city clerk who
helped get critical documents into the open as then-city
administrator Jason Stilwell’s administration was coming
under increasing fire in 2014, returned home to Chowchilla
when her assignment ended in early 2015. Few people knew
it at the time, but by then, Frontella had had chronic kidney
disease — a malady she rarely mentioned to anyone — for
more than five years.

Since then, however, her condition has steadily declined,
and according to her daughter, Melanie Franklin, Frontella’s
kidneys are functioning at just 17 percent. She’s desperately
searching for a matching donor, which can be very difficult
to find, while contemplating how she’ll pay for the necessary
medical care and other needs.

“Most people who know Lori have been unaware of her
disease until recently, and because it is not apparent or seen
on the outside, chronic kidney disease is very much an inter-
nal battle,” Franklin said. “Nonetheless, she is keeping a pos-

itive outlook that a donor is out there for her.”

While Frontella has health insurance coverage for the
transplant process for herself and the donor, many other costs
are not covered, including transportation for the donor and
family to get to UCSF, lodging and other incidentals.

After her transplant, she will require a caregiver, as well
as transportation for weekly trips between Chowchilla and
San Francisco for 10 weeks or longer.

“At this time, she is unsure of the cost of rejection med-
ication and how much her insurance will be covering for this
medication, but she does know it is a medication that she will
require the rest of her life,” Franklin added.

Fundraiser planned
As a result, Frontella’s daughter and supporters are orga-
nizing a large fundraising dinner for her in Chowchilla, and
Franklin wrote to Carmel Mayor Steve Dallas and the council

asking if they would help with donations of cash and auction
items for the event, which will be held March 12.

“Lori worked for Carmel and Pismo Beach in their times
of need, and now, it is her time of need, and we hope you can
help,” she wrote. “We are looking for dinners and lodging
donations in and around Carmel and Pismo Beach. These
type of items will bring a lot of money to benefit Lori, and
I’'m hoping you would be so kind to help us make this dinner
a success.”

perceived deficiency.”

Furthermore, Laredo said that it’s “even more speculative to presume
how the PUC would react to theoretical modification of the trial court rul-
ing.”’

Water district general manager Dave Stoldt told The Pine Cone that of
the $3.4 million the water supply charge generates every year, as much as
three-quarters of the money in the past four years has funded Pure Water
Monterey.

“The capital cost funding is already in decline since receiving” a state
loan for the water project, Stoldt said. “However, the water district will
have an element of [water] treatment costs placed into reserves, before
[water from the project] is sold to” Peninsula utility California American
Water.

Pure Water Monterey is designed to produce 3,500 acre-feet of potable
water for injection into the Seaside basin, where it will mix with other
water sources and eventually be pumped out for later use, allowing Cal Am
to purchase the water for its Monterey district customers.

review it with Rodriguez, they will discuss it
with the council, which will subsequently
hold its own closed-door meeting, without
the lawyers present, to decide what to do
about it, if anything, according to Mozingo.

Then, he said, he’ll host the press confer-
ence.

“I’'m going to go through each and every
one of the allegations and what the investiga-
tion concluded,” he said, adding that some of
what he’s learned so far will probably be of
concern to the community.

He explained that he opted for a press
conference and public Q&A because people
are demanding to hear the details, and “the
hysteria level has gotten so high.”

“The reason I’'m holding this press con-
ference is because there are factions in the
community that are demanding that they be
told this, that and the other thing, and I
believe they are entitled to that,” he said. “It’s
not something I would normally recommend
or even do, but it’s necessary, because we
have to bring this to a resolution.”

Mozingo said he hopes the open and pub-
lic forum — which will also be recorded,
since it’s taking place in council chambers
— will help assuage people’s fears or feel-
ings that he or anyone else involved is trying
to hide anything.

“We have to get to the bottom of every-
thing,” he said. “We have to dispel this myth
that there’s something to be hidden or some
secret agenda. That’s why we’re going to
open up to questions from the press and the
public.”

Pepe challenges mayor

One of those who has repeatedly ques-
tioned the investigation is restaurant owner
Rich Pepe. In one of his exchanges with
paralegal Gail Ross, Pepe wrote, “People in
Carmel are SOOOO concerned about the
process of your investigation regarding Steve
Dallas. I can only hope that the process is
fair and unbiased.”

Pepe has alleged that Dallas on two occa-
sions called and yelled at him, and threat-
ened him with retaliation, for discussing the
investigation with other members of the
business community.

“No one has reached out to me for verifi-
cation of my harassment/retaliation claim,”
he continued. “T am concerned that my com-
plaint and many other complaints will be
whitewashed over and not be paid attention
to. Please feel free to contact me at any
time.”

Pepe also issued an open letter calling for
the mayor to step down.

In the letter he entitled, “We, as a
Community,” Pepe said, “When we tolerate
bullying and harassment of any kind by our
mayor, we say to the world that we are indif-

returned.

The Derrs say they also requested in 2015
that other cypress trees on the south side of
the Weis’ property be trimmed, but that the
neighbors “ignored this request.”

“Now the trees have grown over 10 feet,”
according to the complaint. “If they are
allowed to grow further, they will seriously
detract from the value of our property due to
the obscuring of our view.”

Trimming the cypress trees would “not
affect the Weis property’s aesthetics or priva-
cy,” therefore, “the only purpose for main-
taining the trees at this unreasonable height
is solely for spiteful and malicious purposes
to annoy and harass the Derrs,” their suit
maintains.

The Weises, the lawsuit says, live primar-
ily out of the area and are “rarely at their
property,” and maintaining the cypress trees
and vegetation would “have no impact what-
soever” on the their view or privacy.

“The sole purpose in allowing the vegeta-
tion and the trees to grow is to spite” accord-
ing to the Derrs.

The couple contend they have been dam-
aged because their ocean views have been
“substantially impaired,” and will be “signif-
icantly blocked” if the Weises don’t trim the
vegetation and trees.

The Derrs are seeking a court order des-
ignating that vegetation and cypress trees
more than 10 feet tall on the Weis’ property
constitute a “spite fence” and a nuisance; an
order prohibiting the couple from allowing
trees or vegetation to obscure their views;
and for monetary damages, including puni-
tive damages.

ferent to this kind of behavior, that we, as a
community, are willing to look the other way
when powerful people abuse those that they
are supposed to uplift and serve.”

In light of the allegations, Pepe continued,
the community “cannot endure one more
day of Steve Dallas in office.”

Therefore, he said, the mayor should
resign, and that if he doesn’t, the city should
somehow suspend him, pending the outcome
of the investigation.

“This is especially important since the
mayor has an authoritative role in decision
making which can impact those people who
may be affected by his actions, potentially
preventing them from coming forward for
fear of retaliation,” he said.

Dallas should also apologize, according

to Pepe, so that “we, as a community, can
begin the healing process and reenter a peri-
od of peaceful prosperity that we’ve enjoyed
for over 100 years in our ‘Village in a Forest
by the Sea.””

No info available

plaints against Dallas since he was elected to
the city council in 2014 and for any invoices
relating to any investigations into allegations
against him turned up nothing.

In response to each request, city clerk
Tom Graves simply said the city had no
records to provide, since invoices and other
legal communications are protected as attor-
ney-work product.

She identified other trees in the area to be cut, too.

Members of the Friends of Carmel Forest group offered
their own suggestions for tree removal in the North Dunes,
pinpointing 14 trees to be cut while asking that five more be
planted.

“This is part of Carmel’s historic charm, and I do believe
the replacement trees and planning for succession for older
trees is imperative,” said Maria Sutherland, a member of the
group. One of the city’s founders, Frank Devendorf, planted
the cypress trees in the late 1800s and early 1900s, she said,
and visitors often stop and take photos of them, or with them.

“I don’t think people are going to be taking photos with
lupine,” she said. The restoration project should “also think
about the visitor experience.”

Forest Friends member and landscape architect Ramie
Allard also suggested the walking paths among the dunes be
well mapped before tree removals begin.

Resident Barbara Livingston agreed that stringing cable
along the paths is critical, because otherwise, people will
trample the habitat and destroy it. Canepa confirmed that
marking the paths is part of the project.

Several speakers commended the biologist’s thorough and
thoughtful work on the plan, as well as the work that’s been
done by her, volunteers and others to remove ice plant and
other nonnative species.

“I am very heartened by Joey’s efforts thus far and the
city’s support of her,” said Nancy Porteous-Thomas. “It’s
good to see at least some tangible results now.”

‘Healthy habitat’

Resident John Lambert said her work “has made a
remarkable improvement over the last 10 years,” in the
efforts to promote “a healthy thriving dune habitat for endan-
gered flora and fauna,” to ensure healthy trees are growing
where they can’t damage the habitat, and to encourage “a
very aesthetically beautiful environment that generates
respect and appreciation for the North Dunes.”

Commissioners unanimously supported Canepa’s recom-

mendations.

“I was first horrified when I'd think about taking trees
down,” Gail Lehman said, but after touring the site and see-
ing how crowded some of the groves are, she agreed.

Commissioner Julie Wendt said she was shocked to see
how damaging trees can be in certain contexts, like the
dunes.

“Removal of some of the trees just has to happen,” she
said.

Commissioner Stephanie Locke, who previously served
on the forest and beach commission and worked with Canepa
on the North Dunes project then, said it’s critical to remem-
ber that the goal is restoration. “I think that has to be fore-
most in everyone’s mind: returning the dunes to their native
habitat,” she said.

Chair Michael LePage noted that while he, too, doesn’t
generally like to vote for cutting down trees, he was comfort-
able recommending the city council amend the Coastal
Development Permit as Canepa suggested.

“This is a unique situation, a unique habitat, and it’s had
trees planted indiscriminately without any regard for the
habitat and how the trees were going to affect it,” he said.

The removals will take place over a few years.

her final run.

“I was definitely nervous dropping into my third run,” she
told The Pine Cone. “T knew from the beginning that my first
run score of 89 wouldn’t be enough for the podium, so I was-
n’t surprised when Anna bumped me. It just didn’t make the
realization any easier, especially moments before my last
chance to put it down.”

Ultimately, Sigourney credited an improved mental
toughness with giving her the boost she needed.

“I think in that moment all of the work I’ve done to
strengthen my mind really showed,” she continued. “I was
able to use it as motivation to ski to my best abilities instead
of accepting defeat. So I made a plan with my coaches and

der equity.”

“I believe my unique perspective will serve the office and
our constituents well,” she said.

While Pacioni said the district attorney’s office is “doing
a good job of prosecuting serious and violent crimes,” she
said it could improve its “prevention and intervention”
efforts, such as expanding its truancy abatement program.

Strong support

Monterey County Supervisor John Phillips — who was
also a Superior Court judge for 21 years — said Tuesday he’s
known Pacioni for about 25 years.

“She’s an excellent trial attorney, a committed and tena-
cious prosecutor, and has a strong voice for the victims, espe-
cially in her work for sexual assault [victims],” Phillips said.

The high-profile cases Pacioni has helped prosecute
include Jesse Crow, who murdered his pregnant wife, Ryann
Bunnell Crow, 23, in 2010 before killing himself in jail, and
Jacobo and Angel Rueles, Salinas gang members who were
convicted of the 1997 murder of Pacific Grove teenager Kris
Olinger, former Salinas Police Chief Kelly McMillin said at
the campaign kickoff.

“She’s a cop’s prosecutor,” McMillin said.

Congressman Jimmy Panetta, who was a Monterey
County Deputy District Attorney before he was elected, said
he doesn’t endorse candidates in local races, but told The

Pine Cone this week that when he worked with Pacioni, he
found her to be “a very effective and principled prosecutor.”

“Her work on human trafficking demonstrates her ability
to be progressive and productive on criminal justice issues,”’
Panetta said.

Chief Assistant District Attorney Berkley Brannon told
The Pine Cone that Pacioni is “tenacious and fearless” and a
“hard-nosed prosecutor” when it comes to violent criminals.

“But she has a softer side as well,” Brannon said. “She
believes in alternatives to custody to rehabilitate low-level
offenders. And she is open to new ideas.”

“It
got to the point that they fought, and based on the injuries,
Golob was arrested.”

ing at the family’s very successful Alvarado
Street Brewery, the restaurant would feature
“local farm-to-table cuisine” created to pair
with the small-batch beers made onsite.

The 4,600-square-foot space will include
700 square feet for the brewery, 96 seats in
the main restaurant, an eight-person table in
a private barrel room, 15 stools at the bar,
and 40 outside seats. The interior will be

remodeled in a “sophisticated and contem-
porary style,” using stone and wood, and new
steel windows will allow as much light and
air as possible into the space, which has no
windows on the south side. The operating
hours will be 11:30 a.m. to 10 p.m. Sunday
through Wednesday, and 11 a.m. to midnight
the other days.

“This restaurant would be
unique to Carmel,” planning
director Marc Wiener told
commissioners at the Feb. 14
meeting. “The zoning code
does encourage businesses
that are unique, with custom-
made goods onsite,” and Yeast of Eden
would be the only establishment in the city
with an onsite brewery. He recommended
approval, saying it “would be a good addi-
tion to the community.”

John Hill, who lives at Camino Real and
11th, said he and his son have been looking
for a space to open in Carmel for quite some
time, and that the Plaza “meets all our needs

almost perfectly.”

A window between the bar and the brew-
ery will allow customers to see beer-making
underway, and the 150 gallons produced
there will go directly from the tanks to the
taps. “The grain will arrive at the loading
dock, and it will end up in your glass when
you’re seated at the bar,” he said.

The Hills provided a sample menu that
included share plates like charcuterie and
cheese; several “fusion tacos” like Korean
BBQ, tempura shrimp, and smoked brisket;
and Santa Maria-style BBQ chicken, tri-tip,
top sirloin, and fish.

The brewery would serve as a testing
ground for Yeast of Eden beers, J.C. Hill
added. “The focus is on the food and really
creating a world-class dining establishment
for the customers,” he said.

No one from the public objected to or

Gayle Speare, general manager of the
Plaza, said she polled “every single tenant”
to get feedback on the proposal. “It’s very
difficult to get people to all agree on some-
thing, but marvelously, we got 100 percent of
our tenants to say, yes, they love this idea,
they can’t wait,” she said.

The vice president of asset management
for the Plaza’s owners came from New York
to voice his support, and acknowledged the
issues raised in a prior proposal for a large
restaurant in the same space that would have
been operated by a company with multiple
outlets. “We went back to the drawing board
and focused on the renovation, and on secur-
ing a restaurant that would be local owner-
ship and that would do something special

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Spring 1s 1n the air and Padres baseball 1s coming back ready to win

AT CARMEL High, the Mission Trail
Athletic League championship isn’t a base-
ball trophy as much as a family heirloom,
passed down to the modern-day varsity from
grandfathers and great uncles. The 1970-71
team, although not Carmel’s first champi-
onship squad, won the first of the school’s 34
MTAL crowns over the past 46 seasons.

Those titles, plus eight Central Coast
Section championships, represent a greater
legacy than any other baseball program in
Monterey, Santa Cruz, or San Benito coun-
ties.

But Pacific Grove won the league last
year, and Carmel finished in a four-way tie
for second place with King City, Soledad,
and Greenfield. The Padres, who were 13-5
in the league and 15-11-1 overall, also failed
to make the postseason playoffs for the first
time in more than two decades.

A last championship?

So the 2018 players might feel a bit senti-
mental as they embark upon what will be the
final title chase of the MTAL, which will be
dissolved at the end of the current school
year, scattering its schools into an expanded
version of the Monterey Bay League.

“We’ll definitely be looking to win that
last championship,” said Randall Bispo, who
has won six league titles and 192 games in
10 seasons as coach of the Padres.

Call it a “win it for Grandpa” season.

It won’t be a cakewalk. Pacific Grove
won last year’s title with a 16-2 record —
and did it without a senior on its roster. All of
the Breakers are back. King City has nine
returning players, and Soledad has eight.

But Carmel opens non-league play this
week with 13 varsity veterans and a chip on
its shoulder. The Padres didn’t enjoy starting
their summer vacation early, watching P.G.,
Soledad, King City and Greenfield play in
the CCS tournament.

Clark’s

Local fans will get four opportunities this
week to watch the 2018 Padres, beginning
with Tuesday’s debut at Aptos and
Wednesday’s home opener against Monte
Vista Christian (both 3:30 p.m. games). On
March 2, the Padres travel to play a 7 p.m.
game at Capuchino (in San Bruno), and on
Saturday they’ll be at Sacred Heart Prep for
a 1 p.m. game. All but Sacred Heart Prep
were CCS playoff teams last year.

Carmel’s non-league schedule also
includes trips to Soquel (March 8) and
Marina (March 9), and a home game against
Palma (March 13).

“I try to find losses when I’'m making our
non-league schedule — I try to find teams
that probably will beat us if we don’t play
well,” Bispo said. “I don’t really care what
our non-league record is. My primary goal is
to win the league every year.”

There is reason to believe this team will
be feared.

Christian Stapleton returns to first base

after a junior year in which he batted .423,
hammered seven home runs (tops in
Monterey, Santa Cruz, and San Benito coun-
ties), and drove in 26 runs (third best in that
expanded area). Senior Dylan Houpt, a left-
handed pitcher, also earned first-team all-
league plaudits, going 7-4 with a 1.28
earned-run average while pitching against all
the toughest opponents on
Carmel’s schedule.

Senior Kevin Cook (who
moves from shortstop to third
base), and two juniors,
YungJae Chee and Luke
Franklin (both pitcher/infield-
ers) were second-team All-MTAL selections
a year ago. Cook batted .310 with six dou-
bles, walked nine times (second on the
team), and stole five bases a year ago. Chee
(-296, 10 RBI) is a slick fielder who can play
anywhere in the infield, and a standout on
the mound (2.23 ERA in 10 relief appear-
ances). Franklin was 3-1 with a 2.76 ERA in

25 innings (second busiest on the team).
The list of varsity veterans continues with
switch-hitting center fielder Adam Lewis
(.293), a junior, second baseman Rowan
Trosky (.267 in 27 plate appearances as a
freshman), and senior first baseman/desig-
nated hitter Ryan Haisley (.417 in only 13 at
bats), plus pitchers Conner Cohan (1.91 in

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Let them have sand

AT THE entrance to the Wawona Tunnel in Yosemite National Park, there’s
a view which is universally acknowledged to be one of the most sublime vistas
on earth. Truly, what the National Park Service calls “Tunnel View” is one of the
most magnificent things any human can behold.

But did you know the park service routinely trims and removes trees to keep
the view open?

It doesn’t do so because it hates trees or the birds that live in them, or because
somebody at the park service is trying to hasten global warming. It removes the
trees because some things on this planet are more important than a few trees.
And a view can be one of those, if only for the blatantly human-selfish reason
that people enjoy looking at it.

Unfortunately, some people in Carmel seem to believe that the only thing in
this town that matters is what they call the “village forest.” Even the beach, they
apparently have concluded, is worth sacrificing for the sake of trees.

Never mind that every tree hugger still uses something made from wood 100
times a day. Or that unobstructed views of the ocean are one of many people’s
greatest joys. Or that Nature chose some parts of the world — and even on the
Monterey Peninsula — to be devoid of trees. To hear them tell it, it’s a heresy
for a tree to be cut down to enhance the view from someone’s house, or to pro-
tect a public view, and that one of Carmel’s greatest civic obligations is not only
to protect the trees in town, but also to aggressively add to their number, even in
places which have historically been devoid of trees, such as the north end of
Carmel Beach.

Of course, every Carmelite loves the town’s trees, and wants to see them
thrive. The numerous Monterey pines and cypress that live throughout the city
are an important scenic and natural resource.

But the beach and the wonderful views of it from Scenic Road and further up
the hill are an equal, or perhaps even greater, resource. Archival photos show
that the beach district of Carmel-by-the-Sea, all of Carmel Point and even Point
Lobos had many fewer trees 100 years ago than they have today.

Therefore, we wholeheartedly agree with the decision of the planning com-
mission this week that 20 trees can be removed from the dunes at the north end
of Carmel Beach, and we think that should be just the beginning. First of all, the
removal of eucalyptus trees should be encouraged all over town. Fourth Avenue
today is much prettier that it was when it was lined with the horrid giants from
Australia. And in selected locations, even native species such as Monterey pine
and Monterey cypress should be trimmed or taken out — especially along all the
principal avenues of the town — to restore views of the ocean from inland areas.
Imagine Ocean Avenue with a view of, yes, the ocean!

If the number of trees in town is reduced, Carmel’s village forest will be one
of its outstanding attributes for centuries to come, but so will its wonderful

sandy shore.

This morning I saw a (presumably home-
less) man sleeping in front of a church on

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Youngest B-17 captain lived
to tell about 1943 crash landing

ALMOST EVERY single person who’s
been written up in this column has said the
same thing: “I don’t think I’m all that inter-
esting.” This week is no exception. Roland
Martin, who shares a Del Mesa Carmel
home with Betty, his wife of 69 years, took
me into his study, where he has a model B-
17 bomber on the wall.

He uses it to teach schoolkids and others
about his experiences in World War II. He
pointed out where all 10 crew members
would have been on the plane during a
bombing mission. In January 1943, at 19,
Martin became the youngest man to captain
one of the aircraft.

In 1941, when Martin graduated from
high school, the U.S. Army Air Corps (as it

was known then) didn’t want to take him. It
was only accepting men 21 and older who
were college graduates. Martin was deter-
mined to follow in his father’s footsteps —
Dad was a professional pilot who'd been an
aviator in World War I — and some older,
wiser men told him just to wait.

Training opens up

And wait he did. He took a job delivering
newspapers for $25 a month in Berkeley,
where he was born and raised. Then he found
a job as a ship fitter’s helper, which, at $800
a month was, “a lot better.”

Meanwhile, as World War II ground on,
the Air Corps opened its pilot training to
younger men who hadn’t been to

dignified. The two walked right through the
crowd of gawkers and didn’t start running
until they were out of sight, in the woods.

For 14 days, they evaded the Germans,
but eventually they were captured and sent to
separate prisoner-of-war camps. Martin
spent 20 months as a POW, and by the time
he was liberated by the Russians near the end
of the war, he and his fellow prisoners were
starving.

He was discharged in 1946. When asked
what medals or honors he’d been awarded, he
waved off the question with, “just the usual
ones.” He went to Cal and earned his bache-
lor’s in business and finance, and then, fac-
ing the reality that the airlines were “flooded
with excess personnel” returning from the
military, studied the job mar-
ket to see where the best
opportunities were.

It turned out, they were in
retail. He went to work for the
Emporium in San Francisco as
a furniture and electronics
buyer and stayed for five years. “Retail’s
pretty much seven days a week,” he said, and
that didn’t leave him much time with his new
bride.

After a series of electronics jobs, he land-
ed at Sony in Los Angeles. “It was the Apple
of its day,” he remembered. He stayed for 20
years, working on projects that included that
icon of the 1970s, the Soundabout. That was
its original name, but you remember it as the
Walkman.

“[Company founder] Akio Morita asked
me how much I thought we could sell it for,”
said Martin. He told Morita he thought

Learning from her father

HERr PORTFOLIO is filled with paint-
ings of hillsides, oceanscapes, and still lifes,
but Patty Biederman tends to be most fasci-
nated with buildings — barns, houses, and
any other unusual structures that catch her
eye.

It’s an allure she traces to her father,
Timothy Armstrong, an award-winning
architect (runner-up one year for the Paris
Prize) whom she remembers as a habitual
sketcher, always with a pencil and pad in his
lap as he relaxed with his family at night.

“His advice to me was never to become

an architect. He always said it was no place
for a woman,” said Biederman, 80, who was
juried into the Carmel Art Association in
2010. “And I remember what his office was
like: He had 14 men working for him, and
there were spittoons everywhere, and clouds
of cigar and cigarette smoke in the air. I still
remember the smell.”

Her dad also dabbled in painting, exhibit-
ing techniques he had learned as a graduate
student at Yale University from famed water-
colorist Eliot O’Hara.

“His paintings were very exact, as you
might imagine from an architect, but they
never looked overdone,” she said. “I’'d defi-
nitely say that a lot of the inspiration for
what I paint today came from my father. |
love to do architectural paintings.”

Armstrong eventually moved his family
back to his hometown, Columbus, Ohio,
where Patty, then 10 years old, and her sister
spent most Saturdays at the Columbus Art

School, where she learned to draw and paint.

“We painted big — we didn’t do small
things there — and the reason was that they
wanted to see things large. We painted with
broad strokes, which was good training
because it prevented us from becoming
picky with details,” she said. “You can linger
forever if you’re painting in great detail, and
we didn’t waste a lot of time on any one
piece. We'd always get a lot done.”

By the time she reached high school,
Biederman was already planning to study art
in college, and, as it turned out, she’s been
learning all her life. She took
classes at Stephens College,
Ohio State University, and the
New York School of Design.

She later studied at
Silvermine School of Art in
New Canaan, Conn., I Atelier
Du Safranier in Antibes, France; Beverly
Street Studio School in Stanton, Va.; the
Cape Cod School of Art, and the Scottsdale
(Ariz.) Artists School. She also learned pri-
vately from California plein air artist Joseph
Mendez.

Painting all day

While living in Hot Springs, Va.,
Biederman opened her own gallery and
antiques shop, but escaped the snow for three
months every winter, beginning in 1992, and
came to Carmel, where she took classes from
expressionist George De Groat.

“He was a wonderful teacher, but unfortu-
nately I was only with him for three years
before he died,” she said. “That’s where I met
[fellow Carmel Art Association members]
Belinda Vidor, and Eleen Auvil, who were in
the same class. We'd paint all morning at
Sunset Center, go to Mission Ranch for
Iunch, then come back in the afternoon,

when George would have a model

college, and Martin joined. He
went to Santa Ana for training and
earned his commission.
“Everyone except me wanted to be
fighter pilots,” said Martin, who
volunteered to be a bomber pilot.

“I was shipped to England in
August 1943, he said, with the
379th Bomber Group. He flew 10
missions, but on the 11th, over
Schweinfurt in northern Bavaria
(home to several key German fac-
tories), his plane took enemy flak
and lost all four engines at 25,000
feet.

Martin said it was his goal to
keep the plane aloft until his entire
crew could bail out. By the time he
heard from the last man on board
that everyone else had gone — he
learned later that they all survived
— they were at 2,500 feet. That
was too low to parachute, so he
picked a field and crash-landed
the aircraft.

He and his remaining crewman
got off the plane, and then Martin
set it on fire to destroy it. The pair
were surrounded by a group of
locals, and Martin said he was
determined the Americans were
going to remain professional and

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waiting for us, and we’d paint all
afternoon. We did that about three
days a week, so I always had a lot
of work done by the time I went
back home to Virginia.”

Since both of her adult children
— son Andy Biederman and
daughter Beth Ingalls — live in
Truckee (where Beth served a
term as mayor), Patty, a six-time
grandmother, made a permanent
move to California in 2003.

“I found a house to rent [near
Carmel River Beach], and I'm still
renting that same house today,” she
said.

“I got really lucky at an art
show at the Beach Club when I
met Suzanne O’Neal, who owned
Lyons Head Gallery and invited
me to show my work in there,” she
said. “I had been part of that
gallery ever since, until this past
Christmas, when they finally
closed.”

Biederman also showed her
work at Venture Gallery in
Monterey, Gallery North in
Carmel, and currently has pieces
at Nancy Dodds Gallery in

California Environmental Quality Act. The
project became the centerpiece in the
Carmel Valley incorporation campaign.
Voters rejected the incorporation idea in
November 2009.

Under the latest plan, most of the ranch,
800 acres, will be protected as open space,
and the scenic pastures of the ranch visible
from Carmel Valley Road will remain intact.
Developers also plan to preserve the ranch’s
historic barns and its 20-acre equestrian cen-
ter, according to the developer. But the plan
also calls for 73 market-rate homes and 22
affordable homes — all to be located on the
interior part of the property, away from
Carmel Valley Road.

According to documents filed with the
county recorder’s office, the new ownership
group is headed by David Nieh, who is listed
as director of Carmel Reserve LLC, a com-
pany linked to another company, DLC
Capital GP Limited, which was incorporated
in the Cayman Islands. The entities signed a
deed of trust for $16,250,000 for the proper-
ty on Feb. 13, which indicates that it made a
down payment of $3 million, with Morgens
carrying the rest. Morgens signed the grant
deed for the property on Feb. 8.

Morgens first proposed developing
September Ranch in 1992. Its approval by
county supervisors was twice overturned by

lawsuits poking holes in its environmental
studies. In November 2010 the Monterey
County Board of Supervisors approved
Morgens’ building plans. And in March
2013, the Monterey County Planning
Commission granted Morgens a four-year
extension to develop the property.

The county’s approval of the development
came with 190 conditions, many to ensure
that developers adhere to environmental and
mitigation measures. About 90 of the condi-
tions are tied to the project’s final map or
building permits.

Water and traffic

While activists have long pointed to water
as a sticking point in the development, the
new buyers, Armanasco said, plan to use
wells on the property and the September
Ranch aquifer to supply water. The proper-
ty’s water needs have been served by well
water since the early 1930s, and a newer well
was installed in 1990.

Following county supervisors’ second
approval of the development in 2006, then-
Monterey County Superior Court Judge
Susan Dauphine in 2008 found that the pro-
ject’s environmental impact report was inad-
equate under CEQA, and she directed county
supervisors to vacate the EIR and prepare a
new one with respect to water and traffic
issues.

Clear Peak Development anticipates
recording a final map of the development by
April 2019 and completing infrastructure by
May 2020.

The project’s mission, according to the
developer, “is to create a conservation com-
munity in Carmel Valley that will preserve
the essential character of the September
Ranch property in perpetuity.”

Clear Peak Development principal Allan
Melkesian also issued a statement through
Armanasco about the purchase of September
Ranch.

“We look forward to working with the
Morgens family, Monterey County and the
residents of Carmel Valley as we begin
implementing the approved project plans

with all the required protections and mitiga-
tions,” Melkesian said.

An online real estate listing by Kidder
Matthews and Sotheby’s advertised an
“offering price of $32,500,000” for the prop-
erty, with offers welcome. The home lots,
“with sweeping vistas of the valley and the
ocean,” the website said, range from 1.8
acres to 12.3 acres, with the average lot size
at 4.38 acres.

“September Ranch will be the last pre-
miere estate lot development in all Carmel
Valley,” the site said.

This rendering posted on a realior’s website depicts a luxury home atop a hill in September Ranch, the

other ninth-grader, Jaben Trosky (Rowan’s
cousin), is likely to start at shortstop.

Dalton Muck, a junior, and Joe Heitke, a
sophomore, will contend to be Carmel’s
starting catcher, a vacancy left when Joey
Pinto transferred to Monterey High.

Outfielders Ryan Porth and Jordyn
Hopkins and utility player Mitchel Heffes —
all seniors — are competing for playing
time.

“We’re old and we’re young. I've got
some really good seniors who I’'m hoping
will step up and lead, and I’ve got some real-
ly talented underclassmen,” said Bispo, an
alumnus of Pacific Grove (Class of *78) who
played a minor-league season with the San
Jose Bees of the California League. Bispo
coached previously at Seaside (four seasons)
and North Salinas (one year) before follow-
ing Mike Kelly (12 straight MTAL crowns,
seven CCS titles) as head coach. Kelly, an

advisor to Bispo over the past 10 seasons,
returns this year to assist with both the fresh-
man and junior varsity teams.

In addition to its 27-man varsity squad,
Carmel also will have full rosters at the
junior varsity and freshman levels this year.

one argued for keeping the squirrel cans, as
officials have in the past.

Commissioner Gail Lehman expressed
some worry about the cost.

“I like the look of the wood and like the
way they fit into Carmel, so the question is
just what we can afford,” she said.

Topp said the $10,000 in CalRecycle
money will pay for most of the Devendorf
Park experiment, and the city will receive
another $5,000 from the same source in the
next fiscal year, which starts July 1.

“If it turns out these don’t work out for
some reason, we can revisit this,” chairman
Michael LePage said.

“They will be an improvement over what
we have, because you have increased capac-
ity. And you have to have trash and recycling
together; otherwise, the program just doesn’t
work. We have to meet the state mandate, so
we really have to address this issue.”

She often returns to the East Coast for
summertime painting in Maine and on Cape
Cod, and has taken multiple trips to France
and Italy to paint and study art. She’s plan-
ning a 14-day excursion to Naples this
spring.

maybe they could get around $150, but that
they’d sell much better at just under $100.
Morita didn’t listen to him, and they sold
like hotcakes at $349.95, “and at more than
$400 on the black market,” laughed Martin.
“Shows you why he was the owner.”

After retiring, he and Betty moved here,
where they had had many happy rounds of
golf. Until 10 years ago, he never talked
about his war experiences, even to Betty or
to their two children. Then he got a phone
call from a reporter in Schweinfurt.

The reporter asked, “Are you the pilot of
the B-17 ‘The Iron Maiden’ that crashed in
World War I1?” The ensuing emails and
communications led to a series of 10 articles
published in Germany. Since then, Martin

has participated in numerous history pro-
grams and told his story to many groups.
About 18 months ago, he took an Honor
Flight to the World War II memorial in
Washington, D.C., accompanied by his son.

His daughter purchased a flight for him
and Betty in a B-17 from here to Moffett
Field in Santa Clara County. “Betty had to sit
on the floor,” he said. Fortunately for Martin,
he married a woman who found that funny.

In his retirement, he’s been politically
active, writing thousands of letters to publi-
cations from The Pine Cone to the Wall
Street Journal on various topics, including
advocating for various water causes in the
Monterey Peninsula.

At 94, he insists he’s nothing special, and
that he’s only done what he thought was
right. But he also recognizes the importance
of preserving history, so he’ll keep telling his
story as long as anyone can convince him
that they’re interested.

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How to sweep your way to success and freedom by using the right broom

AT 18 T hired on as a laborer at Beth-
lehem Steel in Lackawanna, N.Y., where it
seemed all the sulphurous stink of the Indus-
trial Revolution had settled. Had Steinbeck
seen Bethlehem Steel before he saw Monte-
rey’s canneries, he might have written “Lack-
awanna Row.”

I was assigned to an 8-inch rolling mill.
If it wasn’t the belly of the beast, it was the
esophageal tube that emptied into it. The
steel mill featured “surround sound” before
it became popular in movie theaters. Sirens,
the roar of the molten fire in the mill, clax-
on horns that signaled the approach of huge
overhead cranes carrying tons of steel bars to
be fed into the blast furnace.

“You’ll get used to it,” the foreman said.
Then he handed me the largest push broom
I had ever seen and told me to start sweep-
ing the floor. The floor was two football fields
long and half again as wide. I began sweep-
ing the only way I knew — fast, long shuffle-
board strokes, moving my feet and straining

my latissimus dorsi.

A few minutes later a man who had been
watching me stopped my sweeping.

“Sonny,” he said, taking the broom from
me, “that ain’t the way we sweep around
here.”

“Watch.” He began sweeping. Slow
strokes. Not stretching his arms too much.
Hardly moving his feet.

“You gotta be here for eight hours. Don’t
wear yourself out. Besides, you sweep that
way, we're all gonna have to sweep that way.”

“Having to fill eight hours,” was a gentle
nudge reminding me that I was enmeshed in
the slavery of a time clock. “We’re all gon-
na have to sweep that way,” carried a subtle
warning telling me everybody else had no in-
tention of sweeping that way. It was my first
lesson in “go along to get along.”

After college, the first job I had was in an
office. It didn’t take long to measure the com-
pany pulse. We were all in one big boat. Don’t
rock it. I never saw so many people keeping

so busy trying to get out of work.

But then a nice man handed me a stack of
medical books and said: “Get out there and
sell them.” “There” was 99 counties in Mich-
igan and Indiana. When I asked him how to
sell the books, he said: “Show them to doctors
and keep your mouth shut.”

It wasn’t quite as easy as that, but it was
surprisingly good advice for a beginner.
Oh, I forgot to mention that it was a straight
commission job. If you sold
books, the company sent you
money. If you didn’t ... well,
“some days chicken, some
days feathers” is an expres-
sion etched into every com-
mission salesman’s brain.

I quickly understood that someone had
given me a new broom and let me figure out
on my own how and when to use it. My suc-
cess (or failure) depended on the guy who I
saw in the mirror every morning. There was
no, “We don’t do it that way,” or “You gotta
be here for eight hours.” Sometimes the job
lasted more than eight hours; sometimes less.
Being able to decide when and how to sweep
gave me the freedom to attend all my kids’
activities without asking anyone for time off.

At the same time, I adopted a simple but
realistic philosophy. Every morning I woke
up unemployed until I sold that first book.
Impending penury is a great motivator. Also,
there is something remarkably freeing about
willing to take risks and not being afraid to
fail. T held in my own hands the power to
make tomorrow better. My boss would ask
what my sales quota for the next year should
be. It didn’t matter, I'd reply. If the company

gave me good books, I would sell them.

All good things must come to an end. The
family-owned publishing company sold out
to a large conglomerate. Soon 20-somethings
with marketing degrees from Wharton who
didn’t know their butts from a Bissell began
telling me how to sweep. They tried to bring
structure to a system that defied structure.
They wanted to know when you were sweep-
ing, where you were sweeping and how you

were holding the broom. Lunacy begat lunacy.
They took a hundred-year-old company/cus-
tomer relationship based on honesty and re-
spect and turned it into Glengarry Glen Ross.
Before I got swept under the rug, I whisked
away to a company that still believed the per-
son who sweeps the floor should choose the
broom and how to use it.

Now years removed from the corpo-
rate race of rodents, I continue to sweep.
My broom is a laptop computer that pushes
around ideas and thoughts until they are pre-
sentable words and paragraphs. The floor I
sweep is much larger than the one at the steel
mill. Sometimes it encompasses the whole
world. The guy in the mirror is slightly more
wizened but he still sweeps with the same en-
ergy and enthusiasm. I guess you can take the
broom away from the boy but you can’t take
the boy away from the broom.
