The AICA Facebook page “went live” a year ago. At the time, we weren't
exactly sure how we would use Facebook. We weren’t sure if we could develop
our page as a communication tool and take advantage of a service that has
more users than the populations of several small countries. A year later we
have 844 “followers” and that number changes daily. We have followers with
alerts on their devices that let them know about every post immediately

Our Facebook followers are all around the world. In fact, some comment
in their native languages! Unlike conventional communication, we know if
our message is getting seen. In fact, because of the sharing capabilities of
Facebook, the AICA posts are being seen by many more than the 844 followers.

Membership in
the AICA is obtainable when the applicant
has ownership in at least one animal, and
has paid the initial membership fee of
$125. AICA annual dues are $100.

Female Inventories in the Mail

All active and junior members should have received their 2014 Female Inventory in the mail. As in years past,
there are 3 different performance programs to enroll females in. The WHR program is $14 per female and
includes a free registration and transfer on the calf born in 2014. EPDs are available on unregistered calves.
In the PPR program, females are enrolled at no charge, fees are paid on the calves as they are registered and
transferred depending on age. EPDs are not available on unregistered calves. For these programs, enrollment
forms must be submitted by April 1st to avoid additional fees. The third program, Registration Only, is for
members that want only a registration paper. Performance data will not be entered and EPDs will print on
your papers only if they are available.

Members using the online program
do not need to return the paper enrollment forms.

AICA continues to build a database of 50K
genotypes and request breeders submit tissue
samples on sires with an accuracy value of .35 for
weaning weight and higher. There are many sires
which meet these standards and would be useful
to this breed wide project but semen may not be
available. In these cases hair and/or blood samples
would work as well. Keep this in mind this year as
you prepare to turn herd bulls out and you have the
opportunity to gather these tissue samples.

As we continue to work on genomic enhanced
EPD we must remember that genomic accuracies
are dependent on EPD accuracies of the training
populations. In this case the training population is
the Charolais database.

Genomic enhanced EPD will allow for an
increase in the accuracy of selection on younger
bulls and heifers, thereby increasing the accuracy
of selection for those traits where genomic EPD are
available. The more complete the AICA performance
database, the more accurate our selection will be
through the use of these tools.

Performance reporting starts with breeding and
calving records. Making sure we have the correct
breeding information recorded is important so
that the performance of every calf is credited to the
correct sire and dam. This is followed with recording
of calving and weaning information, including that
we make sure we get the pasture codes recorded
correctly so that accurate contemporary groups can
be formed during the genetic evaluation process.

Perhaps one of the most overlooked
opportunities to record performance data is for
yearling calves. By recording vearling weights,
scrotal measurements and ultrasound data we can
greatly increase the accuracy of EPD for those traits
in our genetic evaluation.

Improvements in technology will continue to
allow for better prediction tools for genetic merit
in the future. And as in the past it's a working
relationship between breeders, the association,
research and science.

Jaid Runft, At-Large Director
Get to Know Your Director!

Interviewed by Chelsea Woodcock, Secretary

Heilo fellow Charolais members, my name is Jaid Runft and I'm
currently an At- Large Director residing in Area 3. I'm a senior at
Pike Valley High school, where I'm actively involved with my FFA,
currently serving as President, as well as other school organizations.
[ am a four letterman in volleyball and basketball. I was on the three
time state volleyball team. This past year, [ was named All League first
team and All State second team. My free time is spent in the barn
working my calves or at my part-time job.

Q: When was your first Charolais Junior National and
what was that experience like?

A: My first Junior National, that I can remember, was in Wichita
Falls, Texas in 2000. I was too young to show but you are never too
young to go and “help”. My first Junior National actually showing
was in 2003. I haven’t missed a Junior National since! It was humid
and hot days in Tupelo, Mississippi and I was the little girl in the ring
struggling and fighting with an oversized heifer. I will never forget the
feeling of being surrounded by people that share the same passion
for the breed and the love of the juniors. Everyone wanted to know
who you were and to help you every chance they got.

Q: Can you give some words of advice to our new
members about the AJJCA and Charolais Junior Nationals?

A: A word of advice for new members about the AIJCA and Junior
Nationals is to not limit yourself! You may know that you’re good at
one thing, but how do you know you’re not great at another? Being
adventurous and trying new events at Junior Nationals opens doors
to skills you never thought you had before.

Q: You are a multi-sport athlete, how has that prepared
you for being on the AIJCA Junior Board?

A: Being a multi-sport athlete has taught me that you can’t win
by yourself. I'm a team player. I would much rather work in a group
than alone. I learned quickly that each member relies on another
in some way, shape or form. This has helped me to the highest
degree being on the Junior Board. Without one another, we as a team
wouldn’t be able to accomplish as much as we do throughout the
year.

Q: What are five words that come to mind, when you
think Charolais?

A: What five words come to mind when thinking of Charolais:
performance, power, productive, practical and efficient. Charolais
are performance driven and with today’s cattle prices there’s never
been such a premium for fast growing genetics. Power, our great
breed has been known as muscle source for commercial cattlemen.
Productive, Charolais continue to prove to be a fertile, easy fleshing,
good footed source of stock with added longevity. Practical, with input
costs at record high it’s never been more important to have cattle
survive with low inputs and generate higher premiums. Efficient,
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commercial cattlemen and feedlot owners are asking for our
smoky, butterscotch, and grey baldy calves; knowing the hybrid
vigor and efficiency they will benefit from.

Q: Junior Nationals is being held in Hutchinson, Kan.
As your home state, what are you looking forward to
most?

A: i July, the annual Junior Nationals will be coming to my
home state just down the road from me in Hutchinson, Kan.
I'm anxious to see what the Midwest can attract, not only from
the cattle standpoint but the junior aspect as well. In 2005, the
first time it was in Hutchinson, I thought the barn was going to
explode (of course I was only 10 years old) with how many people
participated not only in the show ring but in all the activities and
contests. I can only imagine what it is going to be like 9 years
later. I was a young member then enjoying all that was going on. I
am now going to be on the other end, not only enjoying it all, but
[ am part of the team putting this great event on and can’t wait to
make more memories and friends.

Q: What are some of the lessons that you have learned
in the show ring?

A: Everyone has had a bad show day, but there’s always a
lesson to be learned in the ring. Respect and graciousness are
only two of the many characteristics I've grasped in my years
of showing. To always be respectful to the other in front and
behind me in the line-up. I treat others how I would want to be
treated in the ring. Being gracious is keeping composure until
I'm completely out of the ring. No matter how far deep I get in
class, I don’t let it get to me until I reach the stalls. Shaking hands
with the judge before I leave the ring and congratulating the class
competitors is a routine I've become accustomed to. Inside the
ring, it is a competition but once you exit they are still your friends
and family; that will always be more important because there is
nothing they wouldn’t do for you or you for them. Showing cattle
is like having another family to me!

Q: You were a mentor at Junrio Nationals, is there
anyone that has acted as a mentor for you?

A: The last two years I've been a part of the Mentor/Mentee
program at Junior Nationals. It made me realize how much the
younger junior members truly do look up to us. The sense of
impacting a junior’s life in a special way is definitely rewarding as
a mentor. Growing up I've always looked up to my older brother
Cody. He taught me to work hard because it gets you respect.
Whenever I have an unsuccessful show day, he tells me to give
it time because my hard work will pay off. These words haven't
let me down vet! He believes in me in and outside of the show
ring and never gives up on me when I'm at my lowest. Cody has
influenced my life in many ways and shaped me into the person
I'am today. I want to be able to do the same for another junior.€J

he North Central Regional Association (NCRA) of

Agricultural Experiment Station Directors is one

of four regional associations with responsibility for
facilitating cooperation of regional and national research.
The research is supported in part by the Multistate Research
Fund (MRF), which is a federal appropriation authorized by
the Hatch Act. Additional support comes from other federal
programs as well as state and private sources. The research
program focuses on regional priorities that are identified and
developed jointly by State Agricultural Experiment Station
(SAES) Directors, Departmental Chairs and participating
scientists.

The NCERA-199 is a committee under the NCRA
represented by researchers and industry which is specifically
focused on issues regarding the Implementation and
Strategies for National Beef Cattle Genetic Evaluation.

Who cares and why?

The production of high quality, healthy, and affordable
beef begins by identifying the best animals for breeding,
Improving cattle genetics through selectivebreeding can lead
to animals that gain weight faster,produce more desirable
meat, and are more tolerantof pests, diseases, and stressful
environmentalconditions. Breeders and producers need ways
to evaluate the genetic merits of cattle and predict the traits
and performance of their offspring. In the U.S., National
Cattle Evaluation (NCE) programs are the main avenue for
collecting, analyzing, and distributing genetic information.
However, many breed associations find it difficult to fund
NCE programs. Furthermore, when genetic evaluations are
done through specific breed associations and independent
breeders, it is difficult to establish broadly accepted
breeding goals or adopt new approaches and technologies
industry-wide. The research supporting these programs
also tends to be disjointed, leading to overlapping studies
and research gaps. All of these limitations make it difficult NCERA-199 has provided the beef industry with predictions of the heritability of

to adapt breeding practices to changes in beef production certain traits and diseases in cattle. This information has influenced the selection of bulls for
breeding and increased the competitiveness and marketing opportunities for bulls, senren, and

embryos with certain genetic traits.

and marketing practices. Uncoordinated, inefficient NCE
programs could reduce the economic viability, international
competitiveness, and sustainability of U.S. beef cattle
producers, leaving consumers without the affordable

beef products they desire.
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What has the project done so far?
NCERA-199 has facilitated research and exchange of
information about National Cattle Evaluation programs. A

major focus of NCERA-199 reseatch has been improving
methods for evaluating beef cattle genetics and selecting
animals for breeding. Scientists have identified economically
important traits and have developed tools for predicting
whether the offspring of a certain animal will be below or
above average for a certain trait. In addition, researchers have
designed and distributed software that enables producers to
compare bulls from different breeds and crossbred bulls to
each other. NCERA-199 scientists have also developed new
statistical methods and computing techniques and have
helped standardize how results from genetic evaluations

are presented to the beef cattle industry. Motreover, they
have found new ways to quickly and easily disseminate

this information, including a free web-based platform

for analyzing genomic data. NCERA-199 researchers

and Extension professionals have served as leaders and
speakers at workshops and symposiums for breed as

the National Cattlemen’s Beef Association and Beef
Improvement Federation. Other outreach efforts such as
the “Brown Bagger Series: Beef Genetics from Molecular
to Management” have been delivered online and via
teleconferences. NCERA-199 has also contributed to online
curriculum for graduate programs, offering students at
universities across the U.S. the opportunity to engage in cattle

genetics and breeding coursework.

What research is still needed?

Researchers must continue to develop genetic predictions
for a wide portfolio of economically important traits.

In particulat, research efforts must include methods for
combining genomic information, pedigree, and performance
data for multiple trait, multiple breed evaluations. Future
research must also attempt to expand NCE methods to
incorporate data from a greater variety of breeds, production
systems, and marketing strategies.

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Factors Affecting

reeding
bility

T here are many factors that play a role in fertility and
breeding ability in bulls, including semen quality,

soundness, desire to breed cows, etc. Many producers
make sure that every bull passes a breeding soundness
examination before putting him out with cows. Dr. Mike
Sanderson, Professor of Epidemiology in Beef Production,
Kansas State University says that these examinations are a great
way to assess a bull’s fertility and breeding soundness.

“We need to assess physical soundness, checking for lameness,
and also assess his ability to mount a cow. Generally we don’t
assess mounting during the exam, but I always advise clients to
make sure they watch the bulls, to know that they can indeed
mount the cows,” he says. If the bull has a structural problem,
arthritis or any kind of lameness that makes it uncomfortable
for him to mount, he may not breed.

“The bull could have perfectly good semen but won't breed
very many cows. If a bull is very lame he may lie down a
lot and fail to thermo-regulate the testes very well, and then
the semen starts to show a change. But if it’s not a serious
lameness, the semen may be fine and the bull may simply not
be very aggressive about breeding,” he says.

“During the breeding soundness exam we palpate the
testicles and make sure there is nothing wrong with them—
that they feel normal and can freely move in the scrotum. We
palpate the internal reproductive organs and make sure they
seem to be ok. We also make sure the penis extends and that
there is nothing wrong with it,” says Sanderson. You want to
be sure there are no adhesions from old injuries.

“We palpate to make sure there are no hematomas, which
can sometimes cause enough adhesion that the bull cannot

extend the penis. If the injury has completely healed and the
penis is able to extend and everything seems fine, we don’t
worry about an old injury, but we want to make sure that it can
extend far enough that we know the bull can breed,” he says.

“We not only check feet and legs for soundness, but also the
eyes. Vision is a very important part of the bull’s being able to
identify sexually active groupings, of cattle,” says Sanderson.
Mounting activity can be seen from a distance, and the bull
must be able to see this.

“If you have a valuable bull with a vision problem you could
use him in a much smaller pasture with a few cows, but he
would not do well out in a large pasture like on the range,” says
Sanderson.

“We also assess body condition score during our examination.
Maintaining good fertility is a year-round process.
people bring the bulls in 3 or 4 weeks before breeding season
and get a breeding soundness exam, and then at the end of the
breeding season they turn the bulls out and forget them. A lot
can happen to them during that time; they can get too fat, or
too thin, or develop lameness issues you won’t notice if you are
not watching them. It doesn’t take a lot of management, but
you need to make sure they have adequate nutrition and are
in a good location during the winter. You want some shelter,
even if it’s just a windbreak or some willows where they can get
out of a storm,” he says.

If you are checking the bulls periodically you would know if
any of them got sick, or developed a lameness problem or foot
rot. 'This could be a factor for future fertility if the bull had a
fever. “It helps to know these things, when the bull comes up
for his breeding soundness exam. If there is something wrong,

and we have a good enough history we might know when the
bull had a fever. We can then do a lot better job of predicting
when the bull might be fertile again. These things can be very
helpful, not just for the veterinarian to know what kind of
prognosis to give, but for the producer to know if the bull will
recover by breeding season or if they need to find another bull.”
The sooner that decision can be made, the better.

“We measure scrotal circumference, because this is an
important indication of how much sperm the bull will produce,
and this may determine how many cows he can potentially
breed. We can't say that if he is a certain size we can put him on
x number of cows, but the bigger the factory, the more potential
he has. Research has also shown that scrotal circumference is
also related to age of puberty in the bull’s daughters. Bulls with
large scrotal circumference tend to have daughters that reach
puberty sooner,” says Sanderson.

“If it’s a bull that we've tested multiple years for a producer,
then we can also look back and see if the scrotal size has stayed
the same. We can know when it starts to decline—when he
may start to go downhill in fertility. Size can be influenced by
how fat the bull is, but if we've kept all those records we can
look back and say he is a little smaller this year, but his body
condition score is a little bit lower, so if his semen still looks
good, he’s probably ok. We need to weigh all the factors,” he
says.

“We also look at semen motility and how well the sperm
swim—and the percentage of sperm cells that are normal. We
also need to know what kind of abnormalities we see. These
can be difficult to interpret but sometimes they’ll give us clues
about what might have happened in the past if this bull has a
problem, and how likely he is to get over it—versus how likely
it might be the beginning of the end for him, if his fertility is
beginning to really drop,” says Sanderson.

History of the bull and past records can be very helpful
when assessing him for the next breeding season. “All of those
things, more than just the semen check, are very important.
There are limitations to the breeding soundness exam and
semen check because what we see is what the bull is producing
today and that doesn’t tell us anything about what the bull will
be producing tomorrow or next week,” he explains.
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These exams have proven helpful and effective, however.
“We are able to identify bulls that will not do well this breeding
season and we can replace them, but it doesn’t guarantee that
the bull who is in wonderful shape today will be fertile by the
time breeding season starts or two weeks into it.  Usually,
however, if the bulls are ok today and you are watching them
and pay attention, and nothing bad happens, they are probably
going to be ok through the breeding season, but you have to
monitor them,” he says.

“There is no substitute for watching the bulls and making
sure they are breeding, that they can mount well and are actually
doing their job. You also have to make sure a dominant bull is
not keeping the younger ones from breeding cows. That can
be a disaster if the dominant bull is also the one that is not very
fertile,” says Sanderson.

“The bull may be sub-fertile--not as fertile as he needs to be,
to be a productive and useful bull.” He’s not paying his way if
he only sires a few calves—especially if he’s keeping the more
timid bulls from breeding.

To make sure that bulls can do their best job, producers
need to keep them in the right kind of shape and watch them
closely to know what’s going on. “Bull management is not that
expensive nor time consuming. It pays to spend a little time
keeping track of the bulls to make sure they remain fertile as
long as possible,” says Sanderson.

It's also important to monitor whats happening in the
breeding pastures to know if bulls are actually doing their job.
“Yearling bulls need fewer cows assigned to them because they
may not be able to handle as many cows as an older bull. I've
worked with producers and other veterinarians looking at herd
infertility problems in which this is all it turned out to be. They
had some pastures where they had too many cows with yearling
bulls and these young bulls just couldn’t get it done,” he says.

“We rarely do libido tests on bulls. They are difficult to
do and difficult to interpret. They are very time consuming
and expensive, so we generally don’t do them,” he says. It’s up
to the producer to make good initial decisions regarding how
many cows should be put with each bull, and then to watch the
bulls and know what’s going on, and make changes if necessary.
There is no substitute for watching your cattle.
