
In 1816, Lamarck issued the 23rd Part of the
Tableau encyclopédie et methodique de trois
règnes de la nature. Vers, coquilles, mollusques et
polypiers. This Part consisted of plates
391–488 (including 431

bis
, 431

bis*
) and pages

1–16. Although the plates continue the
numerical order of those in the earlier Parts,
the page numbering of the text is not contin-
ued.

These 16 pages of text consist entirely of
plate explanations for plates 391–488.  There
are no descriptions, only names. Some are
species of Linnaeus, Gmelin et al., but many
are attributable to Lamarck and date from
this Liste. As pointed out by Beu &
Cernohorsky (1986: 249), the figures are gen-
erally excellent and many can be matched
with specimens in the Lamarck collection.
These Lamarck species were again treated by
him in later works.

The parts of the Encyclopédie Methodique con-
taining the Histoire Naturelle des Vers and the
Tableau Encyclopédie (Vers, coquilles, mollusques
et polypiers) are rare, but for some unknown
reason the text to this 23

rd
Part by Lamarck is

lacking in many copies. Some sets that have
all of the plates lack these 16 pages of plate
captions. For that reason the Liste is reprinted
as Addendum 2 to this paper. To insure accu-
racy the text was scanned instead of being
offered in a simple typescript list.

The entire Encyclopédie Methodique was collat-
ed by Evenhuis (2003) and the Histoire
Naturelle des Vers and the Tableau Encyclopédie
(Vers, coquilles, mollusques et polypiers) was
further treated by Evenhuis & Petit (2003).
The latter paper was hurried and contains
errors, but none affecting dates. A list of
those errors appears herein as Addendum 1. 

This opportunity is taken to mention the
manner of citation of authorship for
Lamarck’s publications. Almost all modern
authors show his works with the initials
“J.B.P.A.”, usually not in square brackets.
Our author’s full name was Jean Baptiste
Pierre Antoine de Monet [sometimes
Monnet], Chevalier de Lamarck. Although all
of these appellations appear in some cita-
tions, Lamarck himself did not use them.
His name is shown on his published work as
“citoyen Lamarck” (1799); “J. B. Lamarck”
(1801); “Lamarck” (1804); and “le Chevalier
De Lamarck” (1822). Political exigency was
the obvious reason for the 1799 use of
“Citizen Lamarck” and it was not until his
later years that he dared attach Chevalier to
his name. A citation of any one of his works
should be cited as published with abbrevia-
tions for other portions of his name shown in
square brackets as in the References Cited
herein.
