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to be content. But nobody supposed that 
a building thus divided among so many 
departments and uses, would be the library 
of the future; and it has been well under­
stood for some years that a new building 
devoted exclusively to the library, adequate 
in all re pects for the future growth and 
uses of the library, must be built very soon 
and must be made not only one 'of the most 
serviceable but al so one of the most artistic 
buildings on the campus; and I have no 
doubt that in the near future such a build­
ing will be erected. 

The legislatures of recent years ha,-e 
been generous in their appropriations for 
the Univer ity. Indeed I may say that th eir 
liberality ha been beyond prai e. Not 
that I think they have appropriated more 
than was ab olutely needed or more than 
the state could well afford . But their ap­
propriation have been so far beyond all 
that earlier legislatures would have 
dreamed of, that there is every reason to 
belie\' e that coming legi latures will be 
equally generollS, especially when they 
c nsider the growth of the University and 
realize to how many families in Minnesota 
its directly ministers. The appropriations 
made for the greater campus perhaps reach 
the high-water mark in legislative gener­
o ity to the University up to the present 
time, and they give assurance that the de­
velopment of the University, the beauty 
of its campu -, the convenient locatioll of 
its different colleges, and the providing of 
sufficient room for the work of the Univer­
sity, are held by the legislature to be mat­
ters of vital importance, and that duty to 
the hi he t interests of the state requires 
that they be properly cared for. 

Not until the greater campus was ac­
quired has it ever been possible to plan for 
the grouping of buildi.ngs and for the new 
buildings that wi1l be required in the year3 
to come-in a word to plan for the future , 
and now it i possible. The plans for the 
new campus as they have been prepared by 
M f- Cass Gilbert and adopted by the Re­
gents, give assurance that in the future an 
intelligent and wise method will he fol­
lowed in locating and erecting buildings, 
and in laying out the grounds. and that the 
campus, when completed, will be a thing­
of beauty, a delight t~ the eyes of all and 
in no small measure an elevating influence 
to the students who-e intellectual home it 
will be. 

T congratulate the Regellts of the Uni­
versity that they are called to service when 
so many great things are to be done for 
the University, and I congratulate them 
also on the high ideals which they cheri-h 
for the Universit)r. With more than a mil­
lion dollars in hand for new buildings to be 
erecte I on the new campus, the opportu­
nity afforded them to establish now in some 
measure the ideal of the future Univer 'ity 
is unprecedented. I hope they will re­
member that the buildings to be erected 
are intended to furnish room for the work 
of the Uni,rersity and not primarily for the 

purpose of exclt1l1g admiration. Large 
sums can be spent in the decoration of 
building3 and in consequence the buildings 
be too small, or plainer and larger build­
ings can be erected which need not be ugly. 
We have built most of our buildings alto­
gether too small. 'vVe have not won much 
applause for our architecture and we have 
not had sufficient room. In future let us 
have adequate appropriations, and then 
build as large buildings as the appropria­
tions will permit, even though they are 
plain . 

While neither campus nor buildings con-
titute the University, they are es ential 

to the orderly life and successful work of 
the University. But they are by no means 
so essential as is a learned, enthu iastic, 
and inspiring faculty. And I congratulate 
the Regents most of all that the time has 
come when the resources at their command 
will enable them to call to p'Ositions in the 
faculty men who are eminent in their 
special subjects of investigation, who can 
be leaders in research, and who, by their 
own example, can awaken in their student 
a genuine enthusia'm for knowledge. I 
hope that the funds of the Unh-ersity may 
be freely spent for thi purpose. It will 
be a different institution from what it i 
now if this policy shall be wisely followed_ 
It will make a great difference if, when ad­
ditional teachers are required, instead of 
calling in recent graduates with no ex­
perience and no special reputation and at 
tarvation wages, men of established repu­

tation a inspiring teachers and as leaders 
of thought in their special subjects, are in­
vited to come at salarie that 'will enable 
them to live without constant worrying 
over the family expenses. 

It should n'ot be forgotten that teaching 
is not the only work that a real university 
may reasonably be expected to do, though 
that is a rna t important work. The uni­
versity should be something more than an 
advanced high school. It should do origi­
nal research work and find out things not 
already known. But not a great deal of 
such work can be done if all the professors 
are required to do full duty as teachers in 
the class room. The Independent a while 
ago criticized the trustee of American uni­
, 'ersities for "looking- upon a profes or as 
a kind of hired man:' It complained of the 
"almost ab olute ignorance in this country 
of the precise kind of service that a high 
grade profe sor in Germany or in England 
is expected to render to his nation and the 
world." "What," it asked, '\vould any 
American board of university trustee 
think of the propo'ition that their profes­
sors of highest rank and most highly paid 
should be left entirely free to offer in truc­
tion or not; or to instruct hundreds 'or 
score, or only two or three especially 
qualified students without dictation from 
university authoritie. With a few excep­
tions American trtl tees would pronounce 
llch an arrangement preposterous. Yet in 

Europe professors enjoy stich freedom as 
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a m~tter of ~our e; and the a rrangement 
has Ju stified It e lf by fruits of productive 
scho larship and scientific discovery which 
Americans can. only envy." However g reat 
may be th e difficulty in providing profes­
sors exclusl\'ely for research work no uni­
versity can take first rank until it 'has pro­
vided such professors, and has done some­
thing by its di coveries to enlighten the 
world. 

1£ 1 look back a quarter of a century and 
compare th e education given by the col­
leges of the country at that time with the 
~ducation which they a re giving now, I am 
unpressed by some very notable changes 
which have taken place. T he earliest col­
leges of the country were avowedly estab­
lished to provide men fo r the service of the 
ch urch and the state. And that purpose 
has so far dominated colleges as to keep 
the curriculum es entially what it was in 
the beginning down to a late period in the 
nineteenth century. The most vital new 
idea which has affected the scope of educa­
ti on in recent yea rs is that men in a great 
variety of occupations outside of the so­
call ed learned professions, need the higher 
education in such form as to be helpful in 
their li fe work; and that institutions of 
learning ought so t o broa'den th eir curricu­
la as to embrace subject s, a knowledge of 
which is necessary in a great variety of 
employments fo r which co lleges in the 
o lden time had no cq re. If high intellectual 
tra inin g w ill make men better clergymen, 
lawyers, doctors, o r teacher, it has been 
found ou t th at it will a lso make men better 
bus iness men, farmers, accounta nt, rail­
road men, miners, and bett er officials of 
corpo ra ti ons; a nd the universi ty is now 
properly ca ll ed upon to lay at least a good 
foundation of knowledge for all of these, 
upon which foundat ion experience ca n 
build. But this involves a tremendous ex­
pan ion of th e curriculum. And this in 
turn leads inevitably to diminished atten­
tion to some of th e o ld studies. When 
we look for specific chan ges we easi ly find 
them. Fir-t of a ll, Greek has los t its 
upremacy a nd is no longer an es enti al 

for a coll ege diploma. It h as di appeared 
fr o m 111 0S t of the high schoo ls of the coun­
try. It will doubtless have a r evival in 
the next Cluar ter of a century-at least a 
partial revival-but for th e present, at least, 
it ha, lost its o ld standing. Latin has held 
its o ld position fa irly well, and, though it 
is not necessary to secure a coll ege degree, 
its importance is not ser ious ly dimini shed 
in th e es timati on of the bes t educators 'O f 
th e country. Mathematics, partly on its own 
account as a disciplinary study and partly 
'on account of its valu e to other subj ect s 
an d to ce rtai n occupations, such as engi ­
neering, st ill has a firm g ra sp on the edu­
ca ti o na l wo rld and eve n the educati onal 
r efor mers h ave no t heen a bl e to di s place it 
for somethink weaker. The sciences have 
come to th e front a nd no longer apologize 
fo r demandin g a la rge place in the curricu-

IU111 and no longer need fear th at their de­
mand:. Will not oe granted. The same may 
be :.ald of history and of economics and 
Its kl11dreu subjects. Sociology and an­
thropology have made for tJlemselves a 
gOud foot/w id, and the scientitic study ot 
human beings and their methods of Jiving 
IS to-day as respectable as the study of 
other animals. ~lodern languages are 
receiving greatly increased attention. Eng­
lish and .c.nghsh literature have been gi en 
\"ery large room not only In the colleges 
but in the schools, and a desperate attempt 
has been made all along the line to teach 
the rising generation how to use its native 
tongue. I t is not many years since pro­
fessorships of English literature were first 
establi hed in Oxford and ambridge e\"en, 
and for a century and a half at least the 
study of Engli sh, except rhetorical work 
was practically unknown in American col~ 
lege. The value of English literature 
~eems to have been entire ly overlooked; or 
It was suppo ed that the student, being 
pract ica lly familiar with English, would of 
his own volition search out and profit by 
the riches of thought contained ill English 
literature. A great many noble writers ap­
peared in England and in America while 
Engli h literature was not taught in the 
coll eges. Whether the crop of noble writ­
ers is to be increased or destroyed hy the 
teachi ng of English literature remains to 
be seen . Bu t certain ly if the college grad­
uate of to-day does not have a fair knowl­
edge of the be t E " glish authors and of 
the development of th e language and li tera­
ture it is not because he has not had full 
opportun ity to master these in the college. 

But of all subjects, agri cu ltural ~cience 
has made the greatest progress and won 
the most marked increa -e of attention. 
Agricultural education practically had no 
existence a qua rter 'of a centu ry ago. Now 
al!"ri cultu re, wit h its related suhj ects that 
affect th e welfare of the farmer, has as­
sum ed a definite scie ntifi c form. Its prin­
cip les are estab lished a nd ca n be taught as 
readily as any o th er science, and its va lu e 
i, a lm o~t beyond calcul ation becau e, in ad­
dition to its edu catio nal valu e, it is emi­
nentl y practical a nd enables the ~tudent 
who mas ters it to reap a large additional 
reward in en larged crops, bette r cattle, 
improved quality of products, and in crea5ed 
comfort in home, and lessened exhaustion 
in lahor. The brain is beginning to do for 
agri culture what it has lon g been doing for 
man ufac tur e. 

I look for g-r ea t ch<\n ges in educ ati ona l 
methods in the yea rs that are co ming and 
that are not very far away. Th e popula­
tion 'o f the world i in creasin g and th e 
world itself is not growing perceptiblv 
la r l!"e r. Irri gation and drainage may add 
milli ons of acres to the arable land of the 
country; hut year by year th e increas in g 
millions of oeop l to be fed will more than 
eq ual in their consumpli011 of food the to tal 
products of th ese new lands that modern 
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methods have stimulated into active fer­
WHy. As the process goes on the necessity 
lOr e\ tryone to earn a living will grow 
more Ilnperatlve; and that wIll force out 
ot our grade schools and out of our high 
schools some of the subjects which now 
delay the scholar's reachll1g the study of 
the tlungs that are going to help him make 
a ItVlng and he will come to these things 
sooner; and, if he reaches the hIgh school, 
he wllj hnd not the high school of to-day 
leadl11g dIrectly to the college or to life 
without special training; but he will tind a 
high school or high schools that will fit him 
for successful work as a mechanic, or as a 
farmer, or, if he will, for the university. 
But in the university the same necessity 
of preparing for life's work will meet him, 
the same necessity to make it possible for 
him to get his hands sooner on the work 
he is to do will have been felt by university 
faculties, and the range of subjects taught 
will be greatly enlarged to meet the exi­
gency, and some of these subjects will be 
much more simple and practical than any 
that are fount! in the curriculum to-day. 
If we are to compete with 'other nations in 
manufacture we must have trained work­
men. The apprenticeship system has brok­
en down completely for reasons I need not 
top to explain. Our present system of 

training workmen is inadequate and funda­
mentally wrong. Perhaps I might better 
say we have at present no system. I am 
glad that the working men, the labor or­
g:ll1izations, have already realized this and 
are fully aware that something should be 
done to remed)r the present condition of 
things. If I am rightly informed they look 
to state education, to the public schools 
and universities to supply what is wanted; 
and the)' would welcome the establishment 
(If schools for the training of workmen in 
their variou \'ocations, just as the farmers 
welcome thc agricultural schools. .Cheir 
wishes in this matter should be met, and 
prO\'ision made for instruction in manual 
work, and in the fundamental principles 
that underlie construction; and to the fullest 
extent po sible the university should sup-
plement the work 01' 3 hools and train 
the future invc'-' skilled workmen 
for their dutie . . 

I am glad to know that a liberal and 
wealthy ~cntleJ11an of. Iinneapolis enter­
tains at the present time a fixed purpose 
to endow in the course of the next four or 
five years a noble institution in connection 
with the Agricultural Department for the 
thorough training of students in the funda­
mental principles and practice of the me­
chanic art, something more far-reaching 
and more contributory to the elevation of 
lahar in general than an cngineering col­
lege can well be. 

s a final result there will have come a 
very whole ollle sifting of the studies pur­
sued from kindergarten to college. Use­
Ie thing will be eliminated; fir-t and sec­
and and third grade books 011 one subject 

will be eliminated; no subject will be 
taught til! a pupil is able to understand it 
and then thorough work will be done in 
it; at least two grades will disappear from 
the schools in the interest of economy of 
time and nothing essential will have been 
lost; the high schools will provide me­
chanic arts training- and agricultural train­
ing and cultural training as may be desired, 
ministering to more students because soon­
er reached than now, and helping more 
than now; and the same general course of 
eliminating the unnecessary and the com­
paratively worthless and adding the useful 
will mark the course of the univer ities. If 
you do n ot think so, tell me whether 
the state universities in the last ten years 
have gone towards the eastern colleges or 
wbetiH'r the eastern colleges, Harvard and 
Yale, have gone towards the state univer­
sities. Your answer will show which way 
the trend is; and it can not fail to show 
that, while no institution is prepared to 
belittle culture or will be in the years to 
come, all the institutions are preparing to 
respond to the call to meet the require­
ments of that marvelous complex thing, 
life, in industrial America. And that they 
may do it, as many as can will have some­
where-no matter what the namf>-grad­
uate department, applied scienc • ..:part­
ment, or whatever you plea e- depart­
ment whose special work shall be to make 
new discoveries, new applications of old 
principles, to find out new methods of 
doing things, and new things with which 
to do, so that in titutions in their training 
and workmen in productive life hall know 
the best +':ere is to know and students ball 
be helped to a succe sful life, becau e pa­
tient earchers for the secrets of nature 
ha\'e jiscovered and revealed the way. 

It does not eem to me necessary that 
all universities hould teach the same 
thing - ; that a soon as one university 
make a new departure in any direction, 
every other university bould do the same. 
It is not nece -ary Or de irable th L all the 
forty-Jive tJ te ul1h'ersities or agricultural 
college - more or Ie hould make the same 
experiment . One succes iul experiment 
will do for all. In cases of great public 
importance, like finding a remedy for epi­
demic diseases among- animals, it may be 
well for several experiment stations to 
work 011 the problem at the ame time. But 
experiments Ion the raising of ordinary 
products may well be apportioned out 
among Ule station and thereby a much 
widcr range of experiments will be made 
possible for the tation collectively. So, 
too, if one nniver-ity starts a school to 
train con tlls and diplomatic agents of the 
govcrnment, there i no reason why all the 
other universities should immediately start 
such a cllOOI. chool of journalism are 
desirable; but it is not nece ary to e tab­
Ii h se\'eral hundred of them in as many 
college-. Egyptology i an interestinp; and 
valuable study; but it need not form a part 
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of the .cu rr~culum of every university. If 
o.ne unIversity chooses to send an expedi­
tion to Assyria to dig for ancient records 
and decipher them, there is no need for all 
the other universities to send out such ex­
peditions. If one university see fit to 
estab li sh a branch in China the others need 
not do it. Let the work that is not funda­
mentally important to the students as a 
whole but only to limited numbers be dis­
tributed; and, if a man wants these rare 
specialties, let him go where he can get 
them. No university ought to undertake 
to teach what it can not teach well. No 
university ought to let its ambition to be 
as good as any other lead it into under­
taking to do everything that any other uni­
versity is doing. Do well what you do at 
all. If new things are to be introduced, 
let them be those things that are most in­
timately related to the welfare of the peo­
ple of the state to which the university be­
longs. This wi1l not meet the approval of 
certain people who think an ideal educator 
is a man who is constantly adding to the 
number of things to be taught. I believe 
thoroughly in the promotion of knowledge; 
but I do not believe in educational institu­
tion - that are inverted pyramids. There 
must be some regard paid to the size of the 
base in determining the amount of expan­
sion as the structure goes up. 

The state universities generally were 
estab li shed as co-educational institutions. 
Of late sporadic case have occurred of .a 
seeming m'ovement to segregate the women 
from the men, and to annex them to the 
universi ties rather than admit them as of 
right to the arne classes as the men enter. 
I do not think this movement a wise one 
and I hope it may never show itself in Min­
nesota. If people do not like to have their 
daughters educated in the same classes with 
men there are a goodly number of colleges 
for 'women only to which they can send 
their daughters; and more such colleges are 
coming. But .the hunger of women for the 
higher educatIOn seems to grow With the 
opportunity to get such education, and year 
by year a larger number are seeking ad­
mission to colleges, and apparently the 
time is coming when a maiority of the stu­
dents in our colleges will be women. No­
body I suppose, would propose, when that 
occu;s to put the men into an annex and 
let th~ women be the university. Let us 
have fair play all around and let us be as 
just to our daughters as we are to our 
sons. I am confident that women are to 
fill a much larger place in the world's work 
in the future than they have filled in the 
past; that literature, t.he fine ~r.ts, desig.n­
ing, architecture, farm 109, medlcll1e an~ ItS 
related professions, and not a few kinds 
of business and of manufacturing, will in a 
few years number among. those succe~sfully 
prosecuting these purslllts not an IOcon­
siderable number of educated, earnest, 
thinking women who will have learned 
their power to do many things which they 

ollce up posed only men could do; and 
who, in a new sense of independence for 
themselves, will gladly lead the way to an 
emancipation of woman which shall save 
her from the suffering and degradation 
which helpless poverty has so often 
brought to her in the past. 

I have no great admiration for corre­
spondence schools, though doubtle s if a 
boy has no other chance to learn, he can 
learn something by correspondence. To 
what extent the university hould try to 
cover the whole tate with its lectures and 
teachers, I do not undertake to say. It is 
for the people of the state through their 
representatives to determine how far this 
?utside . work s.hall go. If the university 
IS furnished With the means to do this 
work, there is no better agency to which the 
work could be committed and the univer­
sity would doubtless undertake the work 
with cheerfulness. Inasmuch as knowledge 
is valuable to everybody, I uppose we can 
make no great mistake in carrying knowl­
edge to people who are not able to leave 
home in order to get knowledge. But the 
whole work needs to be most carefully sys­
tematized and the adaptation of the means 
employed to the object sought needs to be 
studied very thoroughly. Otherwie there 
will be inevitable waste with very little per­
manent benefit. \Vhen a club of farmers 
is organized, all of whom are eager to 
learn how to do better farming, we can 
not be too prompt in carrying to them 
the go pel of scientific agriculture. They 
know what they want and they want it. 
Where, on the other hand, the call for 
teachers and lecturers arises mainly from 
the social instinct and a general impression 
that culture can in some way be secured 
through the teaching of visiting university 
professors, it may well be doubted whether 
the university is properly selected to do 
this work. In any event the university 
must first do its appointed work of train­
ing its regi stered students and making re­
search into new fields of knowledge. If 
after that is done as well as possible, or 
proper provision is made for doing it as 
well as possible, it is further able to carry 
knowledge to all parts of the state and 
wisely distribute it, nobody can object to 
its doing so, if the state wishes it. Pos­
sibly great good may be done in that way. 
Great good certainly has been done in agri­
culture by the Institutes which are held 
all over the state. The popular hunger de­
mands, next to agriculture, probably Eng­
lish literature, and a great many interesting 
and instructive things can be said in ex­
tension courses about literature. But a 
knowledge of literature can be gained onl" 
by studying literature. It is never gained 
by merely heari ng about literature or au­
thors; and the benefit to be derived from 
exten ion courses in literature, unless 
earnest classes willing to work are formed, 
may well be questioned. Mixed audiences 
of old people, young people, middle aged, 
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and chi ldren, drawn together by curiosity 
rather than by any taste or hunger for li t­
erature, are no t likely to be permanently 
benefited to any grea t extent. There must 
be a desire on t he par t of the peop le to be 
reached for something more definite than 
general improvement. If a man is worki ng 
on an invention, he may come to a point 
where a knowledge of p hysics would be 
invaluable, and he wili des ire that know l­
edge very much and be willing to take it 
from anyone who is able and willing to 
give it. And so of others. If they have 
di5covered their need of knowledge, and 
know what kind of knowledge they need 
most, they wiII be glad to get it, and the 
extension worker can do th em good. B ut 
where peop le have no conception that they 
need any pa rticular kind of knowledge, and 
no special u e for knowledge, there is litt le 
use in soliciting their attention to extension 
work. At its bes t that work labors under 
great difficulties in makiug it5elf thorough, 
and at its worst it is in imminent danger 
of becoming uperficial and perfuncto ry. 
But I am heartily in favor 'of doin g every­
thing we can to promote the interests of 
the people of the tate. I hai l with satis­
faction the effo r ts that have been made and 
succe -sfully made, as I suppo e, to b ring 
the School of 1Iines into closer relations 
with the mining intere ts of the state in 
such a way a to help greatly the school 
in its training and ultimately to make the 
school contribute largely to the success of 
mining. I am heartily in favo r of every­
thing that the College of Education can do 
to give out ide teachers a broader view of 
thei r work and higher ideals for them­
selves to re:lch . I am hearti ly in favor of 
extension wo rk at the Agricu ltural High 
School authorized by the last legislature, 
Or by Institutes in every county at which 
the fa rmers of the county an be gathered, 
or by sy tematic instruction through other 
agencies which th e Universi ty may be able 
to employ in carry ing out t he w ill 'of the 
legi latu re tha t mos t generously provided 
t he funds nece sary for this work. But 
afte r we have en t out all our educational 
missionary exped it ion, I wi h it t o be s t ill 
kep t in mi nd t ha t in accordance with t he 
constitution of the s ta te th e U niver ity is 
st ill " located in M inneapoli near th e Fall s 
of St. nth ony." 

"Vhat i th e s ta nding- of th e Un ive rsi ty 
'of Minn e~ota to-day as ompa red with 
o th er U 11 iversi ti es? I t is impossible t ay. 
It is doubtl ess better th an many and n.o t 
so goo d as som e. There a re unive rs iti es 
w it h larger eq uipment, more di5ting ui shed 
faculti s, and r eater fam e. Mi nn esota has 
nearly as many s tudents as any, but num­
bers do n ot m ake a unive rsity truly g reat. 
That is needed by everyh ody. O rdi­
na rily manuf acture r are judged by th eir 
product . Univers ities m ay fa irly be judg ed 
in the same way. Thi Univer ity has 
never graduated a man or w oman who wa 
intellectually th e equal of Daniel ·Webs ter. 

The only reason is that nobody has ever 
entered this University who had an in tel­
lect equal to \Vebster's. If anyone with 
such an intellect had entered tbis Univer­
sity, we should doubtless have graduated 
him. But great men are only in a small 
degree the actual products of colleges. 
N atmal ability is the prime fac tor in real 
greatness. Webster and Jonathan Ed­
wards, and Horace 'Bushnell and Henry 
War d Beecher would have been great men 
wherever they graduated or for that mat ­
ter whether they graduated anywhe re. If 
men and women with such mi!lds as those 
men had, never entered an institution, that 
institution is not to be condemned because 
it does not graduate such great men. Bass­
wood i not mahogany, and it can not be 
made to serve the arne purpose as mahog­
any. Btlt what kind of men and women 
are the graduate of this University? My 
heart warms as I ask thi question. Some 
of them have attained distinction, but I can 
not for obviou rea ons call their names 
here. \,vhat especially plea es me is the 
fact, which has been brought to my notice 
many times by people in no way connected 
with this in titution, that the graduates of 
this Unive rsity, scattered aU O\'er 1Iinne­
sota and to a surprising deO'ree th rOugh the 
country westward to the Pacific, are men 
and women doing good work, faithful and 
earne t, re peeted by their fellow-citizen 
and in mallY ca e the leader in eyery­
t!li.ng which ~lal~e ' for culture and righ t 
ltVlllg, and th1 1 the testimony which I 
get re -pecting our graduate of all the col­
leges in the University. Now uch men 
and women are the pillars of ociety in its 
true ense. They are leaders within the 
_phere in which they move. They form 
public opinion. I believe that ou r grad­
IHltes are as u ' eful, a devoted to. the right , 
a earne t to promote the best lllterest of 
the tate and nation as the graduate of any 
tlniver ity in the land. 

But we are not left entirely to t he char­
acter . of our graduate i.n determining the 
stand1l1g of ou r U1l1Verslty. The ocia­
tion of merican Unive r ities confessedly 
contains t he best institutions in the oun­
try, including t he t raditionally noted ea t­
ern in s.ti tu tions, Harvard, Ya le, olumbia, 
and P n nceton. Two years ago, afte r care­
ful examination of th is in t itution and it 
work, I inneso ta wa by a unanimo us vo te 
admitted a a member of th at a ocia t ion. 
This U ni vers ity is one of th e t h ree or fo ur 
state l111 iver ities t hat have been accep ted 
by th e Carn egie Found at ion as m eeting 
th e req uiremen ts fo r ins t itutio ns w hose r e­
tir ing profe' o r m ay r ece ive a pen ion. "\Ve 
have s t eadily but surely ra i ed our sta nd­
ard of r equirem ent fo r admi ion to the 
professional schools. Two year of colleg e 
w ork a re now required of a student before 
h e ~a.n be adm itted t o Our Coll~ge of 
M edl cll1e. One year of college work i ­
required before one ca n enter th e Law Col­
lege a a candidate fo r a degree and tW0 
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years are required after the next year. The 
cour e in engineering has been extended to 
five years, which practically provides fo r 
two years of college work before the tech­
nical work of engineering is taken up. The 
Univer ity has established a five-year 
cour5e in th e School of Mines, in addition 
to the four-yea r course. A ll of these 
changes are strongly in the interest of 
higher and better work and they ought to 
be ati factory evidence that the standard 
of cholarship in th e University has been 
decided ly raised. -

But in one particular the University is 
very much behind many others, and that i 
in its graduate department. This is not 
due to any fault of the dean of that depart­
ment nor of any of the professors wh'o 
teach graduate students. It is simply be­
cau e the Regents have done nothing to 
build up the department or to help oth ers 
build it up. I regret that this weak spot 
in the University sh ould exis t and be w 
apparent. The very essence of a un iversi ty 
ought to be it ability to furnish advanced 
work to its own graduates and the grad­
uates of other colleges where no graduate 
work can be had. So long as the Regents 
are indifferent to the building up of the 
Graduate School, the University will suffer 
in comparison with institutions whose 
graduate work is st rong and attractive. 

I do not believe that this weakness of 
our University will long be permitted to 
remain, for the present Board of Regent 
i not insensible of the value of g raduate 
work, and can not fai l to see that it must 
be encouraged in this University if l\Iinn e­
sota is to maintain even her present stand­
ing among the universities of the country. 

It i5 well understood that the University 
belongs to the state, and that the legisla­
ture may be expected to provide the neces­
~ary fund fo r carrying on the work suc­
ces fu lly. Thi i the chief reason why 50 
few private gifts come to state universities, 
But there are some things most necessary 
for the welfare of the students of the Uni­
ver ity which the state with all the other 
demands upon it can not immediately pro­
vide and will be a long time in reaching. 
An example of what I mean is A li ce Shev­
lin lIall. I can not speak too enthu s i­
astical ly of the good that building has done 
to the women f the Unive rsity. It has 
brought them together in harmony and 
conc~ l·d. It has g iven them retirement and 
rest when needed, It has multiplied friend­
.hips, it ha comforted th e lo nely, it has 
trained th e awkward, it has refined the 
noisy, it has civilized and in the best sen e 
Ch ristianized al l. \Ve need a imilar build­
ing for th e men. It would do a world of 
good to the men, especially to those who 
do not live at home. It would improve 
their manners. It would tell for better 
morals. It would promo te brotherhood. 
It would multiply a nd make permanent 
friendships. It wou ld bring fa culty and 
students together in clo er touch and in 

helpful association. I can hardly think of 
anything helpful to the boys which it 
wou ld not do. There are many ri ch men 
in lIinne ota. IIow easI ly they could build 
this building if they would; and what would 
it be if they did build it? It wou ld be one 
of the most effective contributions which 
it is po s ibl e for them to make, for it 
would tell mightily on the habit, and man­
ners, and character of the men of the Un i­
ver ity and it influence would be as pro­
longed as Eternity. If some of these men 
who have amassed great fo rtun es cou ld 
only realize the greatness of the opportu­
nity and build a p roper building for the men, 
their hearts would sing for joy when in the 
coming years they saw the fruits of their 
liberality in the thousands of young men 
who wou ld have been trained into the high­
e t manline s and nobility of character 
through their beneficence. 

The purpose of most individuals who emi­
grate to a new country is to improve their 
condition. They expect to gain wealth as 
they could not in the place of their bIrth. 
They expect to improve in some way their 
environment with greater freedom, greater 
possibi li ties, and new and perhaps nobler 
ideal. Some get all they hoped for when 
they have a hou -e to shelter them and land 
to yield a living. Some go a little farther 
and add to this, social tanding and in­
creased inAue nce among their fellow citi­
zens. Some go further and make their in­
fluence felt in the formation of institution 
and the pa sage of laws . And some go 
even further and attain their ideals only 
when the li fe of the peop le is, so to speak, 
placed in their hands to be made in all re­
spects what it ought to be, intellectually, 
morally, politically, and piritua lly. l\Iin­
nesota has from the first rccei,"ed into her 
borders representatiYe of all these ela~ - es, 
and she ha them in large numbers to-day_ 
The largest class is the ind i\'idual class eon­
tent with the comfort of the home and the 
family. Ambition for social influence, for 
politica l power, f r religiou impress, is 
not wanting <lnd characterizes la rge num­
bers of people. But all are thrown to­
/!ether in a democracy, in what we call the 

tate, and all pursue their chosen path. in­
fluencing" one another in more ways than 
can he imagined, and in some ways that 
can not be seen . nc1 the outcome i-to 
be what no man can foresee. but what we 
all hope will be a state truly imperial in 
its resources, in th e charac ter of its people, 
n nd in the happiness and purpose of their 
life. The fina l thing is to mnke li fe what it 
ought to be, happy if possible, useful in 
a ny event, and everyw here among all 
cla~ses ns loyal to th e truth ns th e needle i 
t o th e pole. 

It is not possible to trace th e inAuence 
of eve ry il1dividu al through the maze out of 
which appen r at In t th e power an1 th e 
grandeur of th e sta t e. The large t number 
of people live '0 quietly and peacefully that 
th e influ ence of their lives can hardly be 
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seen or felt. Yet it is a r eal influence. He 
that is not against us is for us. vVhat the 
leaders of thought propose, the quiet thou­
sands are ready to support and they do 
upport by jn t standing firm behind their 

leaders and the leaders themselves some­
times appear uddenly from the midst of 
these quiet people among whom they have 
lived and of whom they have been a part. 
ANew England storekeeper comes here 
from New Hamp hire and opens a hard­
ware store. He is a man of sterling char­
acter and clear yision and g reat common 
sen'e; and he look out for the good of the 
community into which he has moved. With 
the New England in tinct for education, he 
sees the possibilities of the future, and he 
so guide the frail bark of the recently 
launched University through the rapid of 
legi lation and over the falls of financial 
di aster. a to bring it at last into safe and 
peaceful waters and to win for him elf 
jll tly the title of the Father of the Uni­
versity. l\Ien easily forget. It i well that 
the monument of John S. Pillsbury stands 
yonder, that men may not forget what he 
~vas and what he did not on ly for the Uni­
versity but for the honor of Minnesota. 

A young soldier called to the presidency 
of a Umver ity that could hardly then be 
aid even to be a university 'on paper, 

cnme here; formulate plans for a uni­
"ersity with its various colleges: formu­
lates a system of public education that shall 
at once feed the uni ersity and train the 
youth for a life worth living even if they 
do not go to the univer it)'; lays founda­
tions for tbe best education possible for all 
cIa ses of people in the state; makes his 
mark indelibly on the character of the 
_ tate, and I know not on how much beyonrl 
that: and the noble building on the campus, 
erected to supply the loss of the old main 
building, not unworthily commemorates 
his achievements as it bears the name of 
Folwell ITall. 

The great and difficult problem of agri­
cultural educati n in thi state, over which 
legislatures and farmers ' conventions had 
wrangled and grown angry, was practically 
wh·ed . by a teacher, a Presbyterian clergy­
man, who e official po ition brought him 
into the Board of Regent as a member, 
and who suggested the plan for a School of 
Agriculture within reach of the farmers' 
boy' and the honor that attaches to the 
succe of that schoo l may ju tly in large 
measure be given to David L. Kiehle; and 
I 11 pe the Reg nts will at some time estab­
lish a meruorial that will not suffer his 
name to be forgotten. 

quiet citizen who had known good for­
tune and bad fortune and, ho had borne 
him elf with equal mode ty and composure 
under b lh, was nominated for senator by 
a vote so 10 e that only a court of ju tice 
could d cide whether he was nominated or 
not. He was elected and 1: ent to the api­
tol. He made no great peeches. But he 
took up the idea riginally suggested by 

helsea J . Rockwood, a graduate of the 

Univer ity, that the University of Minne-
ota needed a larger campu. He pervaded 

the senate and the House, the whole legis­
lature, like perpetual sunshine and he won; 
and when the greater campus shall be com­
pleted and shalt become a thing of beauty 
to be admired by all the people of Minne­
sota and to be enjoyed by generation after 
generation of students, let the name of 
Jame T. Elwell be always remembered 
with honor and gratitude. 

I can not close this address without mak­
ing pecial allusion to the great sorrow 
which came to the University and to the 
state of Minne ota when Governor John A. 
Johnson died. He was ex-officio a member 
of the Board of Regent, and all the other 
member- of the Board, with the exception 
of the president of the University, were 
subject to his appointment. His influence 
in the Board was very great as would be 
natural in any ca e, but wa e pecially 
great becau e he took a deep interest in 
the University and attended the meetings 
of the Board whenever it was pos ible for 
him to do so. He was a man marvelously 
winning and attrac t ive in his manners and 
personality. He was firm in adhering to 
hi conyiction. He wa - clean in his life. 
He was gentle and kind to those who were 
not the fayorites of fortune. He was a 
foremo t man among men-and a I saw 
him in the Convention of Governors of the 
nrious states called together at the 'Vhite 
Hou e by Pre ident Roosevelt, he was a 
foremost Goyernor among the Governors. 
And the specially intere ting fact connect­
ed with hi prominence, the fact which gave 
pecial significance to his whole career, 

was that he wa mo t emphatically a seJf­
made man. He was not largely indebted 
to the chool, and not at all to the college 
for hi training. but by the simple process 
o f reading and thinking he grew to the high 
stature of a most commandillg public 
official , and multitudes believe, "'bat no one 
can with authority deny, that if bis life had 
not been cut short in the untimely way it 
wa , he would at some time have become 
pre ident of the United State . 'Ve can 
n t tell wbat would haye been. But we 
can not but admire the patient pro ess of 
self-improvement by which he adyanced 
from ob eurity to greatness, and can not 
but feel that if he had lived to reach the 
highe t office in the gift of the people, he 
would, in character. in purpose, in ideals, in 
ad Ire . and in courtesy have done honor 
to the office. His untimely death addened 
the people of i\1inne ota and I hope 
sobered them a - the were made to realize 
the uncertainty of life and of human des­
tiny in this world. 

i am about to retire from the office of 
pre ident of the University of lIinnesota 
which I haye held for twenty-six years. I 
have had no intention to make tbis an occa­
sion for a farewelI addre s. 'hv should 
I? I am not g ing away from you. I ex­
pect to Ih'e the remnant of my life in 
lIinnesota. I expect to be intere ted in the 
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welfare of the University as I have been. 
I expect to watch its progress and improve­
ment with the utmost pleasure. I shall not 
uggest any policy o r lay down any line 

of action for my ucce sor. I think the Re­
gents will be most fortunate in eeuring 
the scholarly and able gentleman who is 
to be the next president and I predict for 
him a brilliant and mo t sati factory ad­
ministration. To the Regents of the Uni­
versity who have alway been kind to me, 
to the faculty who have been loyal and 
faithful, to the student who have given me 
far more love and devotion than I de-
erved, to the alumni who have not forgot­

ten their Alma ~Iater and who year by 
year are giving evidence of their readines~ 
to help in many ways, and to the peop le 
of ~Iinne ota to whom the University be­
long, and who mean that it shall be made 
a truly great university, I return my mo t 
g ratefu I thank for the treatment I have 
received at their hands during more than 
a quarter f a century of peace and happi­
ness as president of the University, and I 
pledge you all my continued best wishes 
for the pro perity of the Univer ity and 
for the happines of all who are in any 
way connected with it.

REGENTS MEETING. 
T h e regents held a two day session dur­

ing commencement week, Tuesday and 
Wednesday. A great deal of important 
business was considered and some matters 
of importance dispo -ed of. T he commi~­
tee on sa laries had before them a communt­
ca tion from th e deans call ing for an in­
crease of $73,000 to the V niver ity pay 
rol l. The question had prevIously been re­
ferred back to th e deans a nd th ey had cut 
down th e ir e timate to $48,000. The re­
ge nts felt th emse lv es ob li ged .t o redu ce 
this to $31,000. About $II,OOO WIll be us.ed 
for new help a nd the balance goes to In -

rease salaries in a few case where abso­
lute necessity for an increa e existed. 

The following was adopted: 
Resolved that Dean Shenehon be re­

quested to make the necessary II1vestiga­
tion to determine what it needed to heat 
a cubic foot of space in a University bUIld­
ing under present conditions and make an 
estimate of what increase will be needed 
to provide for the new buildll1gs for which 
appropriations have already been made. 

L. B. Baldwin, :'I1ed. '97, superintendent 
of the North Dakota hospital for the in­
ane located at J arne town, was made s~­

perintendent of the Ellio tt hospital to as­
sume his duties August 1st. 

A proposition from Dean Downey to fin­
ish three or four rooms in the attic of Fol­
well lIali for the use . of clas es was re­
ferred to the committee on buildings and 
grounds to have the work done if it should 
be found to be at all financia lly possible. 

Profe sor . W. Thomp on of the Uni­
ve rsity of South Dakota was appointed to 
succeed Profes or]. . Young in the Uni­
ver. ity extension work in the department 
of economics, Dr. Young being transferred 
to the regular University work. 

J t was voted to a ll ow Dean Frankforter 
one hundred and fifty dollars for nece sary 
expenses to attend the meeting of the 
A mcricatl sociation for the advancement 
of science to be held in alifornia in July. 

Earl Pettijohn, Ben Hur Kepner, Far­
ington Daniels and F . Poppe were appoint­
ed assi tants in chemistry to recei,-e a sal­
ary of five hundred dollars each. 

The librarian was authorized to fill the 
placc of Count Posse who had resig-ned . 

It wa voted to go ahead and spend the 
six thousand dollars appropriated by the 
legi lature for an alcohol plant and to do 
the best possible with the appropriation. 

Dean \Voods was authorized to app int 
Professor K . L. Hatch of the Uni,'er ity 
of Wisc nsi n to the superintenden cy of the 

rooksto n EX f eriment station. 
Dean \>Yoods reported that E. . Higbie 

had been appointed by him superintendent 
of the Iorris station in accordance with 
aut hority previously conferred upon him to 
make such selection. 

Irma Hathorn was appointed ins tru ctor 
in Engli h and Susan Wilder in tructor in 
hom e economics in the Morris school. Both 
of these young ladies are graduates of the 
University. 

The medical department made a request 
for a librarian for th e ir departmc nt which 
was referred to the library commi ttee of 
the board . 

T he fo ll owing re o luti on was adopted: 
Resolved that the Board of Regents rec­

ognize the need of increa ed' salaries a nd 
of adop tin g a definite chedu le of sa lar ie 
as a gu ide and standa rd, and that th e com­
mittee on sa lari es be r eq ues ted to continue 
its study of th e question of a alary sched­
ule for th U niver ity, and be requested to 
submit to th e Board, as soo n a poss ible, 
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a schedule which will, in its judgment be 
just and fair; in order that the Board may 
consider the salary question more fully and 
be in po session of the necessary informa­
tion to be able to intelligently make up 
its budget to be placed before the next 
legislature. 

A paper prepared by Professor F. F. 
Grout of the department of mineralogy 
upon the Keewenawan area of eastern 
11innesota was ordered published at an ex­
pen -e of approximately five hundred dol­
lars .

Governor Lind was authorized to see the 
board of control and make arrangements if 
possible for an architect representing the 
University to con ' l1lt with Mr. Johnston, 
the state architect in regard to new build­
ings to be erected 011 the campus. The 
board of control wa- also requested to have 
its architect Ur. John ton look oyer Pills­
bury Hall and the Chemistry building and 
make plans and estimates for reconstruc­
tion of the , e two buildings with the idea of 
making them fireproof.

DEATH OF CLARENCE C. DINE­
HART. 

In the leath of larence C. Dinehart of 
the clas f 1899, the Univer ity ha 10 t 
one of the mo t loyal and bri ll iant alumni, 
Mr. Dinehart wa the youngest man that 
had ever h ld a state office in this state and 
was exceedi ng- ly popular with a ll cia es 

f people. His campaign for nomination 
as state treasurer was one of t he mo- t re­
markab le in the hi tory of th e state. i\[r. 
Dinehar t started out to make a t ur of the 
tate in t he interests f his candidacy and 

wherever he went he made friends and 
friends not for the day but who have stood 
by him from that day to this. His nomina­
tion, although there were a number of 
trong candIdates in the field, was con­

ceded by the time the delegates had gath­
ered in Duluth and it was given him on the 
first ballot by a large majority. His elec­
tion as state treasurer was by the largest 
majority given any republican on the tate 
ticket and he might have continued as 
treasurer indefinitely had he lived, but he 
had made up his mind some months since 
to become a candidate for Congress and 
was practically assured of the nomination. 
For some time ~Ir. Dinehart had uffered 
from attacks of appendicitis and when fi­
nally the operation wa decided upon it was 
too late to save his life. The operation 
was performed Saturday, June 4th and it 
was thought that he was in a fair way to 
recovery when a sinking spell came on and 
he died as peacefully as a child falling to 
sleep a few minutes after hi fatber and 
mother arrived. The body laid in state in 
the capitol for an hour on the morning of 
June 9th and was then taken to his old 
home at Slayton for burial. 

The following sketch gives the main 
fact - of his life. 

Clarence Chri top her Dinehart (Repub­
lican) was born in Chicago, April 3rd, 1817. 
In 18 4 he came to lIinne ota with hi 
parent-, who located at Slayton, )"Iurray 
county where they have since resided. He 
attended the chools at Slayton, the Cen­
tral high school, Minneapolis, and grad­
uated from the niver ity of Minnesota ' in 
1899. The same year he was elected as~ ist­
ant ca hier of the State Bank of Slayton. 
In J902 he was elected president of the vil­
lage council of Slayton. which office and 
that of a sistant cashier he resigned in the 
fall of 1902 to enter the law 'chool of Har­
vard Uniyer ity, from which he graduated 
in June 1905· Returning to Slayton he re­
entered the banking busines. In 1006 he 
was elected state treasurer 'on the Repub- ­
lican ticket, and re-elected in 190. He wa 
a member of the Delta Up ilon fraternity, 
the Roo evelt club, ommercial club, and 
Town and Country club of St. Paul. In 
response to a general demand from the sec­
ond di triet Mr. DiJllehart can en ted to be­
come a candidate f r Congress.

MINNESOTA MEDICAL DEPART­
MENT APPROVED. 

The Carnegie Foundation for the Ad­
vancement of Teaching has just Issued a 
report upon medical education in the 
United States. Thi " report is prepared by 
Abraham Flexner who visited every medi­
cal college in the country and who gathered 
his statistics at .tir~t hand and made a per­
sonal im'es tigation into conditions sur­
rounding the "ariou medical colleges of 
the United States. In this report :'I11l1ne-
ota is cia sed with the five or six leading 

medical colleges of the country. One hun­
dred and fifty-five medical co ll eges were 
discus ed and very few escaped without 
ome serious criticism, 1\1innesota being 

among the few to so escape. 
In his introduction to the report 1\1r. 

Pritchett, hairman of the foundation, "ays, 
that in making the study of the medical 
schools they have included all kind, of 
schools on the suppo"ition that the public 
are equally concerned in prope r preparation 
for the practice of medicine under what­
ever name the practitIOner calls himself. 
1\1r. Flexner discus es the problem of ec· 
tariani - 111 ill medicine and says, "modern 
medicine has as little sympathy for al­
lopathy as homeopathy. I t simply denie­
outright the r elevancy of value of either 
doctrine. 1 t wants not dogma but facts." 
1\1edical sec tarians are criticized for accept­
ing the medical curriculum as it has been 
"worked out on a cientific ba is for two 
years' work and then effecting "a compro­
mise between sc ience and revelation." 

The report itself is made under two main 
head, th e first is devoted to the hi sto ry of 
medical education in this country and the 
setting forth of it s present tatus. The ec­
ond part summarizes the conditions in each 
of the medical coJleges of the United States 
and anada. In tracing the history of 
medical education in the United States and 
the effort to procure stricter scrutiny of 
those seeking to enter the profession, Mr. 
Flexner refers often to Minnesota as a 
standard upon which to base his observa­
tion5. The medical colleges of the coun­
try are divided into three main ~lasse, 
those requiring two or more years of col­
lege work, those who demand a hi~h school 
education, and those demanding little more 
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than a common school education. Of the 
first class there are only eight complete 
and fully organized colleges in the United 
States and Canada, Minnesota being one of 
the eight. In di scussing the cost of medi­
cal education to the one seeking the same, 
Mr. Flexller says that in Baltimore, Phila­
delphia or Chicago a boy must spend $1,420 
for tuition and board for a medical educa­
tion . The same student at Ann Arbor can 
get two years of work in the premedical 
branches and four in the medical college 
for $1,466, "or, if a large city be preferred, 
he can get his two years in the admirable 
premedical laboratories at the University 
of ·Minnesota, at :Minneapolis, followed by 
his four-year medical course for a little 
more." Continuing he says, "the tate uni­
versities of the west will doubtless lead 
this movement; for once establi hed on the 
two-year college ba is they will induce the 
states to protect their own 50ns and the 
public health against the low-grade doctors 
made elsewhere. The University of Minne­
sota, having by statesman-like action got 
rid of all other medical school' in the tate, 
i thus backed up by the legislature and 
the state board." 

I n speaking '0f the two leading medical 
institutions of Canaela, McGill and Toronto, 
the report say.: "In point of laboratory 
equipment they equal Minnesota and J\Iichi­
gan." 

Mr. Flexner devotes much space to the 
discus iOIl of hospital and clinical facilities 
of the various medical colleges. He argues 
very strongly for every medical college hav­
ing its OWn hospital and congratulates Min­
nesota 011 it plan for the Elliott memorial 
hospital. Mr. Flexner ays that no hospital 
can be considered up-to-date and adequately 
equipped which i. not prepared for teach­
ing and claim that there hould be an or­
ganic connection between the hospital s and 
the medical colleges in the localities in 
which the hospital are situated, that an 
ideal situation would include a hospital 
operated in connection with the medical 
college and facilities for students to haye 
the priviliges of municipal and other hospi­
tal in titutions. 

Mr. Flexner has very few minor criti­
cisms to make on lIillnesota's plan. He 
says that hospitals in direct connecti011 with 
medical school of less than 400 or ;;00 bed 
will not supply the requisite number of 
patients for teaching. In this ho~pilal. he 
says, medical cases should predominate. 
Mr. Flexner say. "To the clinical IGbora­
tories connected with the ml111icip~l hospi­
tals of St. Loui , Chicago, J\Iinncapoli . the 
students have 11 acce s, though in the e 
hospitals, rich in material, the ,tl1dent of 

t. Louis university, Ru h and the College 
of Physi ians :\lld Surgeons, Chicago, and 
th e University of J\Jinnesota re , pccti"e ly 
ought to be getting the best part of their 
clinical train in S'." 

r-Ir. 1'Iexner submi ts a summary showing­
the cost or the maintenance of medical col· 

I(;ges and their incomes from fees. He says 
that "it is universally conceded that mod­
ern medical education cannot be conducted 
on proper lines on basis of fees received.'~ 
~Ir. Flexner would place the minimum cost 
of maintenance in four-year schools accom­
modating 250 students at from $100,000 to 
$125,000, excJu ive of the expense of main­
taining bospitals and dispen aries. The re­
port shows that Harvard, Cornell and Co­
lumbia with which colleges Minnesota is 
ranked, have yearly budgets, excJusiye of 
hospital and dispensary expense, of more 
than $225,000. l\linne ota's budget is $71,-
336 and this amount includes the cost of dis­
pen ary and ho pital maintenance. 

As a whole this report places l\linne ota 
with the few leaders in medical education 
in the country and is highly commendatory 
of conditions found here by the il1\'estigator.

l\Iinne ota i - the first state 111 the union 

that may fairly be con'idered to have 
solved the mo t perplexing problem con­
nected with the medical education and prac­
tice except a - to 0 teopathy. It ha , indeed, 
still to realize it plans for an adequate 
-clinical e tabli -hment of modern character; 
but there i little doubt that this is only 
a que tinn of timc-and of hort time, at 
that. l\Ieanwhile, medical education has, 
with the active co-operation of thc state 
board, been concentrated in the hands of 
the university, fortunately ituated in the 
r.eart of the largest community of the state; 
the tate has got rid of rival chool, regu­
la r an-:l 'ectarian, the latter by perfectly 
fair provision for separate instruction in 
ectarian dogmas for any student who is 

wi1Jing to accept a diploma qua lified so as 
to mark that fact . 

Since all el e, anatomy, physiology, sur­
gery, are common to and the same for all 
"schools" of medicine, there is onc tand­
arcl f admi sion to the department, one 
quality of in truction, one examination for 
the degree, for all alike.
